Dispatcher: American Airlines supervisor 
wanted shoe-bomb threat kept from FAA

WASHINGTON (AP) The American 
Airlines dispatcher who handled the flight 
c.irrymg alleged shoe-bomber Richard Reid 
says her supervisor told her to hold o ff telling 
the gosernment about the scare because he 
feared the plane would be delayed.

Julie Robichaux filed a 12-page whistle­
blower com|ilaint Wednesday with the Federal 
Asiation Administration, sttying her supenor 
tokl hci not to tell the FAA of the shoe-bomb 
incident ' because the flight would be remote­
ly parketl and it would be forever before we 
could get the plane out of there." Robichaux 
saul she did not follow the instructions.

Steve Tankel. spokesman for Fort Worth, 
Texas basetl American, denied the allega­
tions.

The com|ilainl comes at a tirrie when 
.American and some of its employees have 
clashed over security, safety and personnel 
issues. The airline, which lost two letliners to 
hi|ackers Sept. I I .  is negotiating a new con­
tract with Its pilots' union.
' Robichaux was on duty Dec. 22 wheh the 
captain of Flight 6.3 from Paris told her about 
Reid, who is accused of carrying explosives 
111 his shoe. She said the captain reported Reid 
had been subdped but it was unsaje to com­
plete the flight to Miami. She said they decid­
ed the plane should land m Boston.

Dispatchers track llights for the airlines 
and are in frequent contact with the flight 
cfews, telling them about potential weather 
problems, safety issues and other information.

After learning of the shoe-bomb incident, 
Robichaux said, she asked for help to track 
her other flights but no one was available due 
to layoffs Tankel said there were enough dis­
patchers on duty at the time.

Robichaux said the manager of the opera­
tions center contacted the captaig and told 
him to land at an airport in Canada. She said 
the captain told the manager that he would 
land in Boston.

Tankel said Robichaux misunderstood the 
conversation and the supervisor was only 
talking about a possible Canadian landing.

In May, she said she told flight crews about 
two security cases involving American flights 
to Zurich. On a flight out of Dallas, six pas­
sengers traveling on Indian passports alleged­
ly were synchronizing watches. On a flight 
out of Ĵ Iew York, a Pakistani passenger 
refused to shut off his computer when the 
plane was about to take off. Tie was removed 
from the flight.

She said her supervisor called her to a 
meeting that required a union representative 
to attend and told her her actions were inap­
propriate. .She s^id she was then threatened 
with a letter that could be the first step in a 
process that could lead to loss of her job.

Tankel said dispatchers are not supposed to 
handle security.

“ As far as .security is concerned, it had 
been our policy for some time that .security 
i.ssues and events are managed through the 
center manager.” Tankel said. “The dispatch­
er maintains contact with the captain so the 
dispatcher can rely information to the captain 
and crew and get information from the cap­
tain and the crew.”

Last week, the union released a videotape 
of interviews with pilots and flight crews 
aboard the Paris-to-Miami flight that carried 
Reid. The union charged American with fail­
ing to provide adequate training for dealing 
with .such emergencies.

Store clerk’s killer set to die Thursday
HUNTSVILLE, Texas 

(AP) —  Roorhmates Daniel 
Reneau and Jeffrey Wood fre- 

.quently visited a Texaco con­
venience store in Kerrville and 
knew the cleric who worked 
there.

So 31-year-old Kriss 
Keeran wouldn’t have been 
suspicious when Reneau 
showed up just before day­
break on Jan. 2, 1996. But 
when Reneau and WoexI left 
the place, Keeran was dead 
and more than $11,000 in cash 
and Checks was gone.

Reneau, 27, was set to die 
Thursday, evening for the slay­
ing. '

Asked on death row last 
week to identify the shexXer, 
Reneau had a one-word reply: 
“Me.”

Reneau would be the 16th 
Texas inmate executed this 
year, one short o f the total

number of executions in die 
state for all of last year. With 
three more lethal injections set 
for later this month, Texas is 
on a pace to rival the record 40 
executions carried out in 2000.

The U.S. Supreme Court 
this week refused to review 
Reneau’s case. '

According to court records. 
Wood, who was waiting ouH 
side, joined Reneau after 
Keeran was shot once in die 
face with a .22-caUber pistol, 
then both fled with the store 
safe, a cash box and a video 
recorder containing a security 
tape showing the robbery and 
slaying.

“As I recall, he was pretty 
cold, very little emotion shown 
at any time,” said Bruce Curry, 
the Kerr County district attor­
ney who prosectited Renpau. 
“And the method o f this par­
ticular murder was cold — just

> kind of walk up, sTk̂  some 
guy in the head, walk on by, 
commit the robbery arid 
leave.”

Evidence showed the pair 
had planned the robbery for a 
couple'of weeks and unsuc­
cessfully tried recruiting 
Keetan and another employee 
to stage a phony robbery. '

Reneau and Wood drove to 
Wood’s parents home in 
Devine, about 65 miles to the 
south, where they tried to open 
the safe with a sledge hammer 
and a blow torch.

, When Wood’s 16-year-oId 
brother, Jonathan, asked them 
how they got tlic safe'. Wood 
told him about the holdup and 
shooting. And when the broth­
er expressed skepticism. Wood 
showed him the tape. Wood’s 
brother testified he then was 
ordered to,destroy the tape 
with the blow torch. »

{’resident Kennedy’s head exploding.

Five years later there was another flap when, several photos 
ran showing Bobby Kennedy rhoments after being shot.
• The issues are never easy and good journalists take them 
seriously.

Reporting the news is often a delicate balance between 

conveying the meaning of a story without going too far.
Hardly a day goes by that journalists here and around the 

world don’t debate what should and should not be printed or 
broadcast. The lines aren’t always clear.

Last'week, though, the Boston Phoenix, an “alternative” 
newspaper, published grisly photographs of reporter Daniel 
Pearls dismembered body.

There can be no valid reason f6r it to have done so.
The photos were taken from a video prrxiuced by Pearl’s 

murderers, a video that is on display on the Boston Phoenix 
Web site and .several others.
■ Pearl was the Wall Street Journal reporter who was working 
on a story about Islamic militants when he was kidnapped in 
Karachi, Pakistan, on Jan. 23.

The tape dtKumenting his murder was delivered to 
American officials a month later. Since then, his missing body 

'was found and identified and his wife gave birth to their son.
Pearl’s death was particularly ugly and responsible journal­

ists wrote about it with care and sensitivity, not to camouflage 
the horror but to show respect for Pearl and for those who loved 
him.
: It wasn’t necessary for the public to see the terrible video or 
the still photos taken from it to understand the terrible way 
Pearl died.
; Boston Phoenix publisher Stephen Mindich defended his 
decision to run the two photos, .saying he is sure as a journalist 
trying to explain terrorism Pearl would approve of their use.
; What a cr(H;k. Pearl was far too classy, far too responsible to 
defend their publication.

Further, Mindich said, Americans fl(x:k to movies that are 
far bloodier than the Pearl death video.

True, but everyone realizes that when the director yells 
“cut,” the actors get up and walk away unscathed.

Thank God there still is a gap between fiction and reality.
The pictures of Pearl’s death aren’t the only unsettling 

images being peddled around the country today.
Two weeks ago, the National Enquirer ran two photos of the 

bloody bodies of Columbine killers Eric Harris and Dylan 
Klehold along with .some mumbo jumbo about how the images 
would stop other students from going on murderous rampages.

There have been countless other acts of 
assistance,for the family.

Small town people instinctively seem 
to know what to do when people are need­
ing help. Many times just being there 
helps people as much as anything.

Soon after 1 arrived home last night, 
five of the six members of the Stinnett 
City Council and the City Administrator, 
along with some of their family members, 
came to my home to help me with the 
clean-up after the city sewer line backed 
up and sewage from several homes over­
flowed into my home recently.

Accompanied by my youngest son and 
daughter, I attended a meeting of the 
council Monday night as a citizen. I’ve 
coyered many, many meetings through 
the years and quoted irate citizens. The 
shoe was on the other foot Monday night, 
and I got quoted.

Communication among people can 
stop so many potential explosive situa­
tions. Just the caring helps.

But that probably would be too easy as 
it would put too many lawyers out of busi-

ness. Legislators need to take a long, hard 
look at some of the laws they pass before 
they pass them. I would think communi­
cation among people would improve 100 
percent if about 95 percent of the laws 
were abolished, and people weren’t so 
worried about lawsuits.

Some of you will say “But that’s not 
the way the world is today”. To that I say, 
“It can be and should be.” It Was at my 
home last night and fractured friendships 
remain intact.

Furniture was moved, carpet ripped up, 
closets emptied, tacking board removed, 
walls examined, and talk about what 
needed to be done. My stinky problem is 
being shared and solved.

I have learned there is a flow valve (I 
think that’s what it’s called) that can pos­
sibly- prevent something like this from 
happening. I sure wish I’d had one 
before.

As many people who live in rural com­
munities across the Panhandle often are 
leaving to seek employment in large met­
ropolitan areas, the population in the 
small towns continues to decline.

We’re losing a lot of good people td 
these large towns in the exodus to the 
metropolitan areas, but these cities are 
gaining many quality people.

For me, I think f’ii stick it out in the 
small town life for now.

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Reasons to support profiling
Imagine you’re a munitions manufac­

turer, and you manufacture hand 
grenades for the military. Your contract 
requires a guarantee that 99 percent of the 
hand grenades delivered are not duds. 
What do you do?

If you assumed there was an equal 
probability of every hand grenade being a 
dud, you might test them b,y pulling the 
pin and tossing each hand grenade to see 
if, in fact, it explodes. You’d be certain 
about whether the hand grenades were 
duds or not, but you’d have none to deliv­
er. A more intelligent method would be to 
test a representative sample to make 
inferences about the population.

You say, “Williams, what’s the point?” 
Let’s look at our Department of 
Transportation (DOT) and Federal 
Aviation Administration (FAA) mandates 
for air security. By their actions, they 
assign an equal probability that anyone 
who boards a plane is a potential hijack­
er, and that includes pilots and crew, the 
aged and infirm, and children and babies. 
That’s why they do body scans, make 
people take off their shoes and confiscate, 
scissors, fingernail files, cork screws and 
other iterrts on their “prohibited” list. This 
vision of anti-terrorism is both stupid and 
costly. Are there more effective means? 
How about taking a test?

At the 1972 Olympics, who kid­
napped and murdered Jewish athletes? In 
1979, the U.S. ^mbassy in Iran was

taken over by whom? During the 1980s, 
who kidnapped Americans in Lebanon? 
In 1983, the U.S. Marine barracks in 
Beirut was blown up by whom? In 1985, 
the Achille Lauro cruise ship was 
hijacked and a 70-year-oId, wheelchair- 
bound American was murdered by 
whom? In 1985, TWA flight 847 was 
hijacked in Athens and a U.S. Navy diver 
was murdered by whom? In 1988, Pan 
Am flight 103 was bombed by whom? In 
1993, the World Trade Center was 
bombed by whom? In 1998, U.S. 
embassies in Kenya and Tanzania were 
bombed by whom? On Sept. 11, four air­
liners were hijacked and used to destroy 
the World Trade Center and the 
Pentagon; who were the murderers? U.S. 
military action in Afghanistan is agaipst 
whom? Earlier this year. Wall Street 
Journal reporter Daniel Pearl was kid- 

, napped and murdered by whom?
We all know thé answers to these 

quéstions. The perpetrators were not the 
people \yho are routinely harassed and 
inconvenienced at out airports: business-

men, women, children and babies. The 
terrorist murderers have been Muslim 
male extremists between the ages of 17 
and 40. That fact suggests that there are 
gains from ethnic profiling -  namely, 
having security personnel on hand who’d 
be able to pull aside passengers who 
closely fit the profile of terrorists.

Whv isn’t this done? There are several 
possibilities. First, - the DOT and FAA 
don’t want to risk offending the political­
ly correct among us. Second, it doesn’t 
cost them anything to harass and incon­
venience millions of passengers. The 
third, which should never be excluded, is 
that the people who run the DOT and 
FAA are just plain stupid.

The latter is surely the case in terms of 
their decree not permitting pilots to carry 
weapons. For the most part, commercial 
airline pilots are ex-military men trained 
in weapon use. If randomly assigned sky 
marshals carry weapons, there is 
absolutely no reason, at least an intelli­
gent one, why pilots should not be per­
mitted, as well.

But here’s something for us all to think 
about: If the time ever comes when a 
commercial airliner is hijacked and head­
ed toward a nuclear power plant, a bridge 
or a dam, and F 14s have to be scrambled 
to shoot it down, will the DOT and FAA 
bureaucrats be able to assure' us tljaf 
armed pilots would not have made a dif­
ference? ' ' '

FBI’s new emphasis on fighting terror welcome

FBI given authbrity it needs:
The recent decision by FBI Ditector 

Robert Mueller to focus more attention on 
fighting terrorism is welcome, particularly 
in light of recent revelations that the bureau 
had more information than it realized 
before Sept. 11.

The FBI will shift many of its agents 
from other duties to searching for leads and 
developing information on'threats by ter­
rorists against America and Americans. In 
addition, the bureau will hire some 900 
new agents in the coming months to aid in 
the efforts.

At the same time. Attorney General

John Ashcroft announced new, Idss restric­
tive guidelines to assist FBI agents in their 
efl^orts.

The new emphasis on combating terror 
is welcome. What better agency to entrust 
with rooting out terror efforts in this coun­
try than the FBI? We have confidence that 
the bureau will do everything it can to keep 
all of us safe.

We would caution, however, that the 
traditional functions of the FBI remain

important. Mueller said many of the agents 
being transferred to the new terror mandate 
will come from its anti-drug and lyhite-col- 
lar crime divisions. That’s a mistake. We 
cannot afford to lessen our efforts to com­
bat illegal drugs and the FBI long has been 

la major component in that battle.
If more agents are needed to search for 

clues in the war on terror, then we should 
see that the FBI gets them and has adequate 
funding for proper training and support. 
But let’s not gut other bureau efforts to 
fight the terrorists.

Too many other bad things can happen 
if we are focusing everything on potential 
terrorists.
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Israelí forces pull 
out of Ramallah

RAMALLAH, West Bank 
(AP) — Israeli forces pulled 
out of the West Bank town of 
Ramallah, lifting their latest 
blockade on Yasser Arafat’s 
office, as Secretary of State 
Colin Powell raised the idea 
of a provisional Palestinian 
state.

Palestinian police and 
security officers ran into 
Arafat’s battered compound 
and celebrated, chanting slo­
gans in support of the 
Palestinian leader, as Israeli 
tanks rolled away from the 
city-bloek-sized complex 
late Wednesday. *Early 
Thursday, Israeli forces raid­
ed a village near the West 
Bank city of Jenin, another 
of the nearly daily raids 
made into Palestinian areas.

With the Israeli forces out 
of Ramallah, the new 
Palestinian' Cabinet was to 
convene for the first time 
Thursday evening at the 
headquarters, said Arafat 
aide Nabil Abu Rdeneh.

The meeting had been set 
for Monday but was can­
celed because of the Israeli 
incursion. Arafat announced 
a new Cabinet on Sunday, 
trimming membership from 
31 to.21 ministers.

Palestinian Planning 
Minister Nabil Shaath head­
ed to Washington on 
Thursday for talks with 
Powell and to present the 
Palestinian position ahead of 
an expected policy statement 
by President Bush on the 
Middle East that could come 
early next week.

“We call for immediate 
Israeli implementation of the 
Security Council resolutions, 
to lift the closure and to end 
all acts of aggression against 
our people and that any

future political process be 
based on the Arab initia­
tives,’’ Shaath said.

He was referring to U.N. 
Security Council resolutions 
calling for Israel to withdraw 
from territories occupied in 
the 1967 Middle East war — 
land claimed by the 
Palestinians for a future 
state. The Arab League 
adopted a proposal earlier 
this year promising Israel 
comprehensive peace with 
the Arab world in exchange 
for a complete withdrawal 
from all the territories occu­
pied in 1967.

The Israelis completed 
their pullout from Ramallah 
on Wednesday before mid­
night, according to an Israeli 
military source, speaking on 
condition of anonymity, but 
the Israelis kept a tight grip 
on the outskirts, restricting 
travel.

The Israeli forces had 
moved into position early 
Monday, cutting off the 
entrances to the compound 
but not entering.

6
The Israelis said their 

object this time was to prer 
vent gunmen from taking 
refuge in the compound. 
During Israel’s 34-day siege 
of Arafat’s office that ended 
at the beginning of May, sev­
eral hundred Palestinians 
were trapped inside with 
Arafat, including many 
armed men.

Last week, in response to 
a Palestinian suicide bomb­
ing that killed 17 Israelis. 
Israeli tanks and bulldozers 
broke through the outside 
wall and destroyed three 
buildings, including
Palestinian intelligence
headquarters.

Padilla’s bid to purchase 
dirty bomb leads to arrest

ISLAMABAD, Pakistan 
(AP) — American Jose 
Padilla, accused of plotting to 
detonate a radioactive “dirty” 
bomb in the United States, 
traveled to a central Asian 
country’ in April looking to 
buy radioactive materials, 
Pakistani intelligence and 
government officials said 
Thursday.

The officials, who spoke 
on condition of anonymity, 
said at least two associates of 
Padilla are now in custody in 
Pakistan, and FBI agents are 
questioning them at an undis­
closed location.

One was identified as 
Benjamin Ahmed
Mohammed, but officials 
would not give any of the 
nationalities. The officials said 
at least a half dozen American 
citizens were believed among 
the 300 al-Qaida suspects 
handed over to the United 
States by Pakistan in the past 
six months.

The hunt for the Brooklyn- 
born Padilla, 31 also known as 
Abdullah al Muhajir, began 
after the arrest in March of 
Osama bin Laden’s lieutenant 
Abu Zubaydah, the officials 
said. Zubaydah is currently in 
U.S. custody.

Padilla had apparently 
be^n assigned by Zubaydah to 
explore the possibility of caus­
ing “ maximum damage to 
Americans,’’ intelligence offi­
cials said, also on condition of 
anonymity.

“We had received informa­
tion from the FBI in April that 
some al-Qaida men were 
planning attacks in the l/nited 
States. The same information 
was shared with ps by the CIA 
and intense weeks-long efforts 
led to his arrest,” said a senior 
government official, who 
spoke under condition of 
anonymity. '

Authorities began to track 
Padilla in early April after the 
FBI provided photos of the 
former (Thicago gang member 
to Pakistan’s spy agency, 
Inter-Services Intelligence, 
the officials said.

Using false documents and 
aliases, Padilla traveled to an 
undisclosed central' Asian 
country in April, the officials 
said. They would not say how 
long he remained in central 
Asia nor whom he contacted.

The officials said Padilla 
returned to Pakistan and left 
Karachi in late April or early 
May for Zurich, Switzerland. 
U.S. authorities have said 
Padilla made trips from 
Switzerland to and from Egypt 
before flying to Chicago, 
where he wa.s arrested May 8.

Pakistani officials are 
expanding their search for 
more Padilla associates in the 
deeply conservative tribal 

• areas along the Afghan border, 
where many al-Qaida fugitives 
are believed to have taken 
refuge.

The FBI is particularly 
interested in finding five Arab 
women, seven children and 
several al-Qaida men believed 
to have close contacts with 
Zubaydah and Padilla.

Clinton wants President Bush 
to set aside funds for AIDS

NEW YORK (AP) — At '  
an anti-AIDS gala that drew 
both celebrities and protest­
ers, former President Clinton' 
urged the Bush administra­
tion to come up with $2.4 bil­
lion annually to fight tffe dis­
ease around the world. .-

U.N. Secretary-General 
Kofi Annan called AIDS “the 
worst epidemic that mankind 
has ever faced,” while rock 
star'Michael Stipe and CBS 
news anchor Dan Rather 
lamented that more than 
8,000 people around the 
world die of AIDS each day.

The presentation of the 
2002 awards for business 
excellence by the Global 
Business Coalition on 
HIV/AIDS brought more 
than 500 people from the art, 
business and diplomatic 
worlds to New York’s 
Chelsea Piers on the Hudson 
River along with two dozen 
AIDS protesters — several of 
whom arrived by boat. Other 
VIPs at the dinner included 
Dikembe Mutombo of the 
Philadelphia 76ers and musi­
cians Wyclef Jean and Lionel 
Ritchie.

Clinton presented the • 
award for individual business 
leadership to William H. 
Roedy, president of MTV 
Networks International, 
which has aired spots on 
AIDS. Annan presented the 
aw ard,for business excel-

lence in the workplace to 
DaimlerChrysler AG for its 
South African HIV/AIDS 
program, which includes 
access to AIDS drugs.

The protesters from ACT 
UP New York and the HetUh 
GAP were demonstrating 
against Coca-Cola, one of the 
75 international companies 
that have joined the Business 
Coalition. They claim the 
company only provides 
HIV/AIDS health care cover­
age to the 1,500 people it 
employs directly in Africa — 
not to the 100,000 people 
who bottle and distribute 
Coke products under licens­
ing agreements.

Robert Lindsay, vice pres­
ident for public affairs for 
Coca-Cola Africa who was at 
the awards dinner, said: 
“What we’ve been asked is 
to provide treatment to the 
independent businesses we 
work with across the conti­
nent. ... The reality is this is 
not possible.”

Clinton cited estimates 
that the number of HIV cases 
is on the verge of increasing 
from 40 million to 100 mil­
lion, which the world can’t 
afford. The virus is spreading 
fastest in former Soviet coun­
tries, followed by the 
Caribbean and India, he said.

“It will slice through India 
like a hot knife through but­
ter,” Clinton said.
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Powell ui^es continued; 
support of Afghanistan

WHISTLER. British 
Columbia (AP) — Expressing 
confidence that the global coali­
tion against terrorism is solid. 
Secretary of State Colin Powell 
is urging other nations to main­
tain the financial commitments 
they have made to rebuilding 
Afghanistan.

After meeting here 
Wednesday, the foreign minis­
ters from the top indu.strialized 
nations cited the emergency 
loya jirga now crafting a new 
government for Afghahistan, 
and promised a special effi)rt by 
the Group of Eight to prevent 
conllicts that can threaten 
tledgling demtK'ratic rule.

“We recognize that there are 
many challenges ahead, and 
pledge our support to the transi­
tional autht)rity as it develops 
the capacity to provide security 
throughout Afghanistan, and 
prospenty for the Afghan peo­
ple,” the ministers said in a 
statement .

Powell said he told his coun­
terparts from Bntain, Canada. 
France, Ciermany. Italy, Japan 
and Russia that the best way to 
ensure .stability in Afghanistan 
is to keep funds (lowing so the 
country can rebuild. The United 
States has put in $.3(X) million to 
Afghan recovery, Powell point­
ed out.

While the ministers did not’ 
review which countries had 
committed (unds, “I have no 
doubt that they will honor all 
the commitments they have 
made,” Powell said. “I’m just 
encouraging them to do it as 
quickly as possible because the 
need is great. We’ve got to 
make sure we keep a cash (low 
going to the (interim) authori­
t y ”

'Fhe ministers gathered here 
to lay groundwork for the 
Group of Eight leaders summit 
to be held later this month in 
Kananaskis, Alberta. They 
planned to wrap up their ses­
sion Thursday.

Powell siiid the group reaf­
firmed support for counterter­
rorism efforts, in terms of what 
they can do to help natiorts that 
need technical or financial help 
in order to be more effective.

“ 1 can say the coalition 
remains united,” Powell said.

The secretary met briefly 
with Russian Foreign Minister 
Ivanov to share (c'edback

they’ve received from the U.S. 
Congress and the Russian 
Duma on implementing the 
new arms agreement signed 
last miJhth, according to a 
senior administration official 
who spoke on condition of 
anonymity.

They also chatted about the 
expiration of the Anti-Ballistic 
Mi.ssile Treaty on Thursday, 
and Powell noted that 
Wednesday was the 10th 
anniversary of the Ru.ssian 
Federation, the official said.

The ministers pledged to 
keep India and Pakistan on a 
peaceful track, now that 
Pakistan has assured India that 
it would halt deadly incursions 
across the Line of Control that 
divides Kashmir between the 
two countries. "There was 
absolute agreement that we 
don’t want to go through this 
again,” Powell said.

YOKOHAMA, Japan (AP) — Now that 
Mexico has done CONCACAF proud, it’s the 
United States’ turn.

The Mexicans not only advanced to the sec­
ond round of the World Cup with a 1-1 tie 

'  against Italy on Thursday at Oita, Japan, but 
won Group G. They finished 2-0-1 in the sec­
tor and will play the runner-up in Group D — 
it could be the Americans — on Monday in 
Jeonju, South Korea.

Italy wound up l- l-I  and faces the Group D 
winner, which also could be the U.S. team, on 
Tuesday in Deajeon, South Korea.

It plays winless Poland on Friday in 
Daejeon. But the Americans, who had the same 
number of points as Mexico in regional quali­
fying, aren’t thinking about draws.

“ I think we better win the game outright,” 
defender Eddie Pope said. “ I think it’s danger­
ous to try and play for a tie. That’s certainly

feel comfortable with. I think that if we go out

Lakers win third straight title
EAST RUTHERFORD, N.J. (AP) — 

Proficiently and professionally, the Los Angeles 
Lakers finished strong, closed out the New Jersey 
Nets and won their third straight NBA title with a 

• franchise first — a 4-0 sweep in the finals.
Shaquille O’Neal had another dominant night 

Wednesday with 34 points and 10 rebounds, Kobe 
Bi^ant went back to playing a supporting role with 
25 points in the 113-107 victory.

The rest of the Lakers also came up big* in the 
deciding game — just as they did a year ago.

It was the 14th title in franchise history, five 
while the team was in Minneapolis — including a 
three-peat — and nine in Los Angeles. This, how­
ever, was the first time they ever beat an opponent 
in four straight games.

Bryant walked over and hugged Nets coach 
Bryon Scott, and O’Neal, the finals MVP, sought 
.out Nets guard Jason Kidd and then walked over to 
embrace his grandfather, who towelled the sweat 
off O’Neal’s face.

Coach Phil Jackson tied Red Auerbach for most 
titles as a head coach (nine) and passed Pat Riley for 
the most career postseason victories (156). Jackson 
also went over to Scott, smiled and shook hands at 
midcourt.

The Nets all but conceded defeat with 44 sec­
onds left, subbing for Kidd and Kenyon Martin 
despite trailing by only six points. Bryant made two 
free throws while the two Nets got a rousing ova­
tion, and 14-year veteran Mitch Richmond hit the 
final shot of the game — and his only one of the 
series.

The Nets played gallantly, tiying to salvage some 
respect in a series that turned out to be a mismatch. 
But the Lakers had a little too much of everything — 
11 3-pointers, big nights fix)m their two superstars 
and double-figure contributions from Derek Fisher, 
Devean George and Robert Horry.

O’Neal, who considers nearby Newark, NJ., to 
be his hometown, won his third consecutive finals 
MVP award. He scored 36. 40 and 35 points in the 
first three games, finishing the series by going 12- 
for-20 from the field with four assists and two 
blocks.

He (hanked his teammates for “looking for me 
and having the confidence in me to give me the 
ball.”

Bryant added eight assists and six 
rebounds as the Lakers finished off an almost per­

fect scries.
The Nets abandoned the full-court pressure they 

had used without much success in the first three 
games and went to a 2-3 zone whenever O’Neal 
was in the game. But the Lakers kept moving the 
ball and finding the open man, and the Nets were 
unable to come up with the clutch shots they need­
ed to make it just a little closer down the stretch.

Jackson said his team had the right mind-set to 
finish off the series and not give the Nets any hope, 
and he couldn’t have been any more accurate.

•The Lakers never looked nervous throughout the 
game, displaying the cool confidence that has 
become their trademark over the past three seasons.

Martin had the highest-scoring quarter of anyone 
in the series, getting 17 in the first 12 minutes on an 
assortment of dunks and midrange jumpers. A bank 
shot high off the glass gave the Nets a 34-23 lead 
with less than a minute left in the first quarter.

Coach Byron Scott chose to rest Martin and 
Kidd at the same time to start the second quarter, 
and by the time both returned the Lakers had tied 
the game, 41-41.

Back-to-back 3-pointcrs by George and Horry 
gave Los Angeles a 55^9 lead, and a 3 by Fisher 
made it 58-52 before New Jersey closed the half 
with a 5-0 run to trail by one at the break.

Fox had eight points in the first six minutes of 
the third quarter, and the Lakers increased their lead 
to eight late in the period. If it seemed as if the Nets 
were all set to fade away, they had different ideas.

New Jersey closed the quarter with a 4-0 run, 
then got a 3-pointcr from Kidd, a three-point play 
from Lucious Harris and a foul shot from Martin to 
go ahead 87-84 with 10:05 left.

The game stayed tight for the next several min­
utes, Martin scoring nine straight for New Jersey 
while the Lakers got 3-pointers from Bryant and 
George.

Fisher hit a comer jumper with 5:31 left and 
O’Neal — fouled while the ball was in the air — 
made a foul shot to complete an unorthodox 
three-point play. Bryant drew a charging foul 
on Keith Van Horn, hit a runner in the lane, 
rebounded a miss by Martin and forced Kidd to 
alter his shot and miss a layup. ,

O’Neal went to the line with 4:05 left and 
made both, increasing the lead to 102-93, and 
Bryant answered a basket by Martin with a dri- 
ving layup to restore the nine-point lead.

House leaders were sktging the 
debate the day after Senate 
IX -nux -Ta ts  engineered the defeat of 
the |K*rmanent repeal of the estate tax. 
The measure died Wedne.sday' on a 
vote of .'v4-44, six shy of the total 
neetled lor passage under Senate 
rules.

Sen, Kent Conrad. D-N.l)., called 
the re|x,al "the most irresponsible 
amendment" offered in the Senate 
this year, saying it would grant tax 
relief to the suiK'rrich while raiding 
the S(x;ial .Security trust funds.

Republicans, led by ,Sen. Phil 
(iramm, R-lexas, dismissed those 
claims, and President Bush issued a 
statement expressing his disappoint­

ment with the outcome on the Senate 
tl(x»r.

"It is wrong that, as a result of a 
quirk in the law, millions of 
Americans will be subject to the 
death tax beginning at the end of the 
decade," Bush .said. "The Congress 
must tlx this unfair tax and provide 
families with certainty so they can 
plan for the future.”

Bush's tax legislation, approved 
last year, cut a variety of levies, 
including the marriage penalty, 
which requires some couples to pay 
more in federal income taxes than 
they would if single. It also phased 
out the estate tax gradually over the 
next several years.

However, the overall tax bill 
expires on Jan. I, 2011, meaning all 
the relief wrxild vanish if Congress 
took no further action.

Bush has asked Congress to" 
approve permanent extensions for all 
the provisions in the original bill, and 
the Republican-led House already 
has complied.

But that bill has languished in the 
Democratic-control led Senate; and 
in response, House Republicans 
began passing portions of it piece 
by piece — the estate tax, an adop­
tion tax credit, tax-free treatment 
for Holocaust restitution among 
them.

The so-called marriage penalty

relief is the latest part of Republican 
tax cuts on the installment plan, to be 
followed shortly by a measure deal­
ing with individual retirement 
accounts.

Given the Republican majority in 
the House, the marriage penalty mea­
sure seemed likely to pass. 
Democrats, eager to show their sup- 
ptvrt for tax cuts, but also determined 
to show concern about other priori­
ties, were advancing an alternative. It 
would make the permanent extension 
of the marriage penalty tax relief con­
tingent on a formal declaration that 
none of the money would come from 
the SiX’ial Security or Medicare trust 
funds.

EPA to relax pollu tion  
ru les for u tility  p lants

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
In a victory for energy pro­
ducers, the Hnv ironmctilal 
Protection Agenev will relax 
air |H)llulion rules to make it 
easier for utilities to upgrade 
and expatui their eoal bum 
ing power plants.-

I.PA's long-awaited
anuourtcement. which senior 
Bush administnitioh officials 
saiil was ex|)ccted riuusda).

In proposing to revise the 
so-ealled New Source 
Review program under the 
Clean Air Act. I PA 
Administrator Christie 
Whitmtm is tackling one of 
the most contentious air pol­
lution issues facing the Bush 
administration. Her agency 
wants to give industry greater 
flexibilit> in expanding elec- 
Iricity produetion without 
having to install additional 
emissions cdiilrols.

P.PA spokesman Joe 
Martyak wouki say only that 
P.PA planned an announce 
ment I Inirsday.

I he senior administration 
officials. s|K‘aking on conili- 
tion of anonymity late 
Wednesday, saiil the ehanges 
would increase energy effi- 
cieney as well as eneourage 
emissions reduetions. |H)IIu- 
tion prevention projeets. and 
investments in new technolo­
gies and facilities.

l-.nv ironmentalists have 
maintained that the current 
regulations, pressed in law­
suits fileil by the Clinton 
administration, ensure that 
utilities install additional pol 
lilt ion controls when they 
moderni/.e or expand the 
plants to priKluce more elec­

tricity.
"However they try to spin 

it. the Bush team is kHiking to 
atlopt industry-sought
changes that would weaken 
current clean-air protec­
tions." said Prank O ’Donnell, 
executive director of the 
Clean Air Irust, an environ­
mental group. “ In effect, they 
would Ik‘ creating new knip- 
holes that would |x.-mnt big 
polluters to continue |X)llut- 
ing and even increase |X)llu- 
lion."

Ihe utility industry,
buoyed when Vice I’resident 
Dick Cheney 's energy task 
forcc^began re-examining the 
air pollution regulations more 
than PS months ago, long has 
aiguerl that the regulations 
inhibit expansion of facilities.

■'At the end of the day. 
|H)wer plant ojverators need to 
be able to run their facilities 
without the |X’r(K‘tual threat 
of litigation," .said Dan 
Reidinger. a s(M)kestnan for 
Palison P.lectric Institiite, a 
traile group for investor- 
owned utilities.

Changing the New Source 
Review requirements, envi­
ronmentalists say, threatens 
to undermine lawsuits filed 
during the Clinton adminis­
tration against a group of util­
ities atui .SI (H)wer plants. The 
suits had alleged the plants 
were violating the Clean Air 
Act by mtiking illegal modifi­
cations that priKluced more 
electricity and more (X)llu- 
tioit.

Pd’A and the Justice 
Department have threatened 
heavy fines on utilities unless 
they s|K‘iid tens of billions of 
dollars to more strictly con­
trol emissions of acid rain- 
causing sulfur dioxide, smog.- 
causing nitrogen oxides and 
mereury. .a toxic chcMtiical 
that contaminates waterways.

A m erican fashion icon Blass 
dies at hom e in C onnecticut

NKW YORK (AP) -  Bill Blass, who 
dressed the likes of Nancy Reagan and 
Barbara Walters while shattering the Paris- 
centric fashion world with youthful creations 
that mixed-and-matched chic with casual, has 
died.

Blass died at his home in Washington, 
i'onn., according to Joe Ullis of Ullis Funeral 
Home in New Milford, Conn. A friend of the 
designer. Helen O’Hagan, said Blass died of 
cancer. He was 79.

“ It’s a great loss. He was an extraordinary 
man and a great designer," said Fern Mallis, 
the director of 7th on Sixth, a fashkm organi­
zation which pnxluces New York’s Fashion 
Week.

Blass’ sense of line, color and style took 
him from a sketcher’s desk to the helm of his 
own $7(K)-million-a-year company in a career 
that spanned six decades and came to define 
American style.

He designed clothes for a host of faimous 
women, including first ladies and actresses 
vVho paid from $8(K) for a sweater fo thou­
sands of dollars for an evening gown.

Blass said he designed for the woman "not 
obsessed with fashion," who cares about 
clothes, but has a career, a family, a home and 
other interests. -

“ I lovfe his clothes, because they are com­
fortable. wearable and, pretty,” Reagan, the

former first lady, once said.
During his career, Blass expanded to 

design men’s wear, swimwear, children's 
clothing, shoes, jewelry and furs. His designs 
were known for crisp elegance arid simplicity, 
made from beautiful fabrics with sophisticat­
ed style.

He received numerous awards, including 
the Coty American Fashion Critics Award in 
1961, 1963 and 1970, as well as the Council 
of Fashion Designers of America Award in 
1986.

Bla.ss won women over with his designs 
and his charm. He had been listed as one of 
the best-dressed men in the country. New 
York fashion guru Nan Kempneronce said, "I 
fell in love with him, like every woman. He 
was as warm, friendly, intelligent and talented 
as he was gCKxl-kx)king.’’

William Blass was born June 22, 1922, in 
0

Fort Wayne, Ind., the only child of Ralph 
Bla.ss, the owner of a hardware stort, and 
Ethyl Blass, a dressmaker. Blass played ftxrt- 
ball, worked on the sch(X)l paper and studied 
art at South Side High Sch(X)l in Fort Wayne, 
where he graduated m 1939.

Blass started sketching designs when he 
vyas 17. and sold some to New York designers 
for $2.S each.

“ Something about glamour interested 
me,’’ helold People magazine in 1999.

Report: Utah 
girl’s kidnapper 
may be relative

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) 
— Police are seeking a man 
they think may have infor­
mation about a teen who was 
apparently kidnapped from 
her bedroom, while a news- 
pajx-T reported that investiga­
tors believe the girl’s abduc­
tor could have been a mem­
ber of her extended family.

In a story in 'fhursday edi­
tions, The Salt I.ake Tribune 
reported that detectives have 
been .unable to explain how 
the abductor could have 
entered the house through the 
small window that appeared 
to be the entry point.

It said investigators also 
have surmised that a window 
screen appeared to have been 
cut from the inside, possibly 
to make it kx)k like a break- 
in. This has led some to theev 
rize the teenager may have 
been abducted by a member 
of her exfended family, the 
Tribune re|X)rted.

The newspa|x;r said the 
information was ffom four 
law enforcement agencies, 
which it did not identify.

Police have said the win­
dow was not in the bedrtxvm 
shared by 14-year-old 
Elizabeth Smart and her 9- 
year-old sister. T hey refused 

'to say where it was kKatcd or 
whether the screen had beep 
cut.

Police spokesman Fred 
Louis would not confirm or 

I deny the newspaper’s state­
ments about the windpw;, and 
said only that the informa­
tion "did not come from 
us.”

“Our mévssage all along 
(has been) that we’r? not 
going to comment on the 
physical evidence," he said.

Regarding the speculation 
that Elizabeth’s abductor 
might have been a member 
of the exl^^nded family, he 
said police have said all 
along that they have not 
ruled anyone out.
