Once on the microfilm, Winbome said the 
records are stored in an 6ff-site location in case 
of disaster.

By 5 p.m., 11 victims of 
the simulated plane crash had 
been evacuated to the Pampa 
Regional Medical Center, but 
not without incident.

As Paramedic Kevin 
Coleman was assessing the 
injuries of each of the victims 
he found that one of them was 
carrying a pistol. As the 
would-be terrorist reached for 
the pistol, the burley Coleman 
took it away from him and 
held him for law enforcement 
officers.

“I was doing assessments 
and felt the gun in his waist­
band,” Coleman said.

Shots, or in this case -  fire­
crackers, rang out from the 
office, and one man lay on the 
grass outside the east door.

An evaluator, checking his 
notes, said that Lynn 
Ledbetter, one of the volun­
teer hostages was supposed to 
have been shot inside the 
office and another, Rick 
Crosswhite, was suppo.sed to 
be wounded-outside.

“We ad-lib as w e  go,” he 
shrugged.

In the warm sunshine. 
Crosswhite soon moved back 
into the shade of the building, 
writhing in mcKk agony just 
beyond the reach of sheriff's 
deputies and DPS troopers 
behind the adjoining hanger.

In another of the twists to 
the exercise. Sheriff Copeland 
was reported killed by the ter­
rorists as he approached the 
building.

Rushing assumed com­
mand and began organizing 
new forces as they arrived.

Hall said he was happy 
with the way Rushing reacted 
to the situation.

“Kelly Rushing made 
some very good decisjpns,” 
Hall said.

As head of the crisis situa­
tion, Rushing deployed his 
men and the DPS personnel 
while he called on the Pampa 
Police Chief Charlie Morris to 
negotiate by phone from the 
incident command post.

Rushing also called on the 
police department’s * tactical 
response team.

As the police department’s 
tactical team was arriving, 
two girls, Erin Teague and 
Brittany Reagan, hostages in 
the simulated situation, 
escaped the airport office 
while DPS Trooper Jesse 
Cerda covered their escape 
from the airplane hanger next 
door. The .escaped hostages 
were able to give officers the 
number and locations of the 
terrorists and hostages 
remaining in4he building.

Hall praised the police 
department’s tactical team’s 
actions, saying they respond­
ed in a timely manner.

“About the time they 
arrived,” Hall said,’’the 
hostages agreed to give up.”

This was shortly after 
Dunham had to leave.

Hall said that normally the 
tactical team would have 
some time to prepare for the 
situation, but under the fast- 
moving scenario, they quickly 
formulated their moves and 
advanced on the building.

As the terrorists came out 
of the building, their hands 
above^ their heads, the tactical 
team officers began handcuff­
ing them one at a time.

In yet another twist to the 
exercise, one of the terrorists 
resisted and another broke 
and ran. Still another terrorist 
joined the first in attacking 
one of the officers.

The two terrorists attacking 
the officers were soon sub­
dued.

A short sprint and spectac­
ular flying tackle by Deputy 
LangWell stopped the one 
who fled.

Corrections officers cir­
cling the airport on horseback 
reported catching one of the 
acting terrorists in a tree in the 
northwest comer of the air­
field.

Another terrorist reported­
ly excaped in a spray plane 
that had been parked on the 
flight line next to the officf.

Hall said the exercise gave 
the agencies involved experi­
ence in working together.

During debriefings follow­
ing the exercise, the different 
agencies were able to point 
out problem areas that could 
be improved.

Hall said that one of these 
was in the area of communi­
cations. He said that when 
Sheriff Copeland arrived find, 
approached the terrorists,* he 
was unable to communicatd 
with assisting agencies. Hall 
said changes in some proce­
dures and some equipment 

.could solve that problem so 
the incident commander cixild 
stay in touch with everyone 
involved.
' Hall said that in talking to 
other evaluators in the excr- 
cise, they discussed including 
a member of the Pampa 
Regional Medical Center on 
the staff of the incident com­
mand team to coordinate 
medical care.

“That’s why we have these 
drills,” Hall said, “so we can 
find any problem areas and 
correct them.”

There is a war on terrorism, and we’re 
losing, but it’s not because of Pampa.

It was interesting to listen to partici­
pants in an emergency drill last week in 
Pampa talk about an imaginary terrorist 
attack.

Pampa’s office of emergency pre^ 
paredness holds .some kind of drill peri- 
(xiically to keep everybody on their toes 
and to make sure that the written plans of 
who’s supposed to do what work the way 
they’re supposed to.

Great. If anything, we probably ought 
to hold such drills more often.

But in talking to some of the partici­
pants, the intere,sting thing was how they 
referred to focusing on one aspect of the 
exercise and not realizing the broad scope 
of the situation. 1 ___

Each year. Hall plans an exercise deal­
ing with a specific scenario. In 
the past, it has dealt with natural disasters 
and major accidents. This year, it dealt 
with a terrorism attack.

In the past, the exercises have focused, 
because of the nature of the differing sce­
narios, on different agencies. They have 
focused on the fire department and its 
ability to cut someone out of a car or 
emergency medical personnel and their 
ability to respond quickly.

This year, the drill focused on the law 
enforcement community.

Law enforcement officers are, as their 
job titles might imply, just that 
-  law enforcement officer:^. They look for 
and catch bad guys. They are not fire­
fighters. They are not medics.

I don’t think 1 really realized the ciKir-

dination needed,in a multi-faceted situa­
tion like the one presented to local law 
enforcement, firefighters and medical 
personnel last Thursday, and I’ve covered 
siich incidents in practice and for real for 
more than 30 years. From talking to peo­
ple who were involved in the exercise, I 
don’t think they really grasped the signif­
icance of the coordination either until 
after the exercise. *

One officer said that in retrospect he 
was so focused on the hostage situation 
and the rntx-k terrorists at one end of the 
airport, he paid little attention to the plane 
crush at the other end. That’s fine for the 
cop or deputy facing a building full of 
terrorists'in a shootout, but for the people 
who have the management responsibility 
in a such a situation with things popping 
up in several different areas and requiring 
different-responses, the challenge can be 
daunting.

Ken Hall and his crew ought to be 
commended for coming’up with such an 
exercise. The participants, particularly 
those who were in charge of managing 
the response to the challenge, should also 
be commended. They are the ones that, 
like me, suddenly realized there is more 
to their job than just catching bad guys or 
just putting out the fire or just bandaging

the wounded.
As important as each of these actions 

are, each is only a part of the 
solution to a broader situation.

Within its own area of expertise, each 
group, each individual performed 
extremely well. The learning experience 
was at the managerial level, and from the 
people that I’ve talked with, it’s those 
people who pointed out the problems 
encountered and are taking steps to cor­
rect it. That shows true leadership.

As a result of Thursday’s emergency 
exercise, I think each agency involved is 
better for the experience than it was a 
week ago.

The problem I see is not at the local 
level, but at the national level.

You can call it turf wars, ego or tunnel 
vision, but I question if a war on terror­
ism can be won without different agen­
cies, indeed„.individuals, working togeth­
er.

Perhaps the new Department of 
Homeland Defense is a step in the right 
direction, though I personally doubt it 
will create anything more than a new 
bureaucracy.

It’s easy to draw up a new flow chart 
and shuffle people around. It’s much 
more difficult to get groups of people 
with different priorities and missions to 
work together for a common good.

The former needs only managers. The 
latter requires leadership, and I see very 
little leadership at the national level.

Perhaps, the federal government vould 
learn something from Pampa’s emer­
gency response teams.

Corrupt elite hold America’s power
Most Americans are so steeped in 

egalitarian thinking that they like to 
delude themselves that they share in run­
ning the country. We ordinary folks, in 
fact, don’t run the country and have a , 
slim-to-none chance of even influencing 
its direction.

Thomas R. Dye, a professor at Florida 
State University, has made a study of 
power. Since power in our country resides 
in institutions, he defines individuals with 
power as those who occupy the top posi^ 
tions in the government and in corporate, 
legal, educational, civic and cultural insti­
tutions.

He found that there are only about 
7,000 of these positions in the entire 
United States, and some individuals 
occupy more than one of them. It might 
sound unbelievable at first, but if you 
think about it, you will see that it is true..

In a newspaper, for example, there is 
one position of power: the publisher. 
Now, he delegates some of his power to 
other people, but everyone knows that all 
decisions are ultimately his and his alone.

In the federal government there are 
only 546 positions qf power. These 
include the'president, the vice president, 
members of thi House and Senate and the 
nine members of the Supreme Court. One 
hilndred percent of the power of the fed­
eral government resides in these individ-

uals who occupy the 546 positions. 
Everybtxly bqlow them operates with del­
egated power. That is so because all 
power of the federal government comes 
from the constitution, and these are the 
only constitutional offices. I don’t include 
federal-, district-, and appellate-court 
judges because any decision they make 
can be overturned by the Supreme Court.

So the individuals who occupy these 
7,000 positions of power are the elite who 
run the country. Tjierefore, it is the char­
acter of these members of the elite that 
will determine the character of the coun­
try. What you see in goverment policies, 
in cultural products, and in education 
policies are the direct result of the deci­
sions made by this relatively small elite.

History affirms this. The reasòn 
America did not follow the usual path of 
revolution to dictatorship was solely the 
result qf the character of one man, George 
Washington. Washington could have eas­
ily made himsSelf'dictator, and mptiy of

the officers in his army wanted him to do 
just that. But Washington’s character 
would not allow it.

When the elite who run a country have 
good morals and high standards, then you 
have a good country. If the elite become 
corrupt, you have a corrupt country. The 
vulgarity, profanity, and violence you see 
in entertainment are there only .because 
those individuals occupying the positions 
of power in the entertainment industry 
said “Yes.” If they said “No,” those things 
would disappear from the screens and the 
magazine racks.

Our problem is that most of our elite 
have become corrupted. Many are 
nihilistic and hedonistic. The leadership 
of a country always leads the masses, and 
they Can lead them to high ground or into 
the swamps. And there’s not much I cati 
see that ordinary people can do about it.

I have to confess that I have lost my 
Jeffersonian faith in the people. All I have 
ever seen them do, save for a few individu­
als, is follow like dogs whoever happened 
to be in leadership positions at the time.'

Given the moral and intellectual cli­

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Texas loses TB ‘free’ status
Texas ranchers will need more than a truck and trailer to 

move breeding cattle and bison out of state for the foresee­
able future. On June 6, the US Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) published its “interim rule” that officially down­
graded Texas’ cattle tuberculosis (TB) status from 
Accredited-Free to Modified Accredited-Advanced.

Texas’ status was lowered because TB infection was con­
firmed in two Texas cattle herds in 2001. Now, unless they 
are moving directly to slaughter, Texas breeding cattle and 
bison must be officially identified and be tested for cattle 
TB within 60 days prior to being transported across state 
lines (interstate movement).

Untested Texas cattle and bison still can move freely 
within the state. “Stock covered by the breeding cattle test­
ing and identification requirement include weaned heifers, 
bred heifers, cows and bulls intended for breeding purpos­
es,” explained Dr. Max Coats, assistant executive director 
for the Texas Animal Health Commission, the state’s live­
stock health regulatory agency. “The USDA has delayed 
until January 1, 2003, additional restrictions onmoving 
feeder cattle out of the state. Feeder animals include steers, 
bull calves and heifers destined for grazing and feeding for 
slaughter.”

“We’ve worked to prepare Texas cattle producers for the 
impact of this regulation change for several months and 
have conferred frequently with related industry associa­
tions. Brochures outlining the changes in the testing require­
ments can be obtained from the TAHC at no charge,” said 
Dr. Coats.

“This new federal regulation will require’ranchers to plan 
ahead before selling or moving their breeding cattle out of 
state,” he said. “Ranchers may find their breeding cattle to 
be more marketable if the animals are tested prior to arrival 
at the livestock market. Untested breeding cattle and bison 
will be restricted to movement only within the state or 
directly to a slaughter plant, unless a buyer makes arrange­
ment to have the animals held and tested after the sale. 
Ranchers will be responsible for paying their USDA- 
accredited, private veterinary practitioners for testing.”

To conduct a TB skin test, an accredited veterinarian 
injects a tiny amount of tuberculin into the animal’s skin 
near its tail, in an area called the “caudal fold.” After a 72- 
hour waiting period. Dr. Coats said the veterinarian exam­
ines the site for swelling that might indicate the animal has 
been exposed to cattle TB. If there is no response, the 
accredited veterinarian can issue a document as proof of 
testing, recording on it the test results and the animal’s offi­
cial identification -  either a brucellosis ear tag, or for pure­
bred cattle, a firebrand or tattoo registered with the breed.

“About one percent of the ‘caudal fold’ tests will be pos­
itive, and this is expected, as there can be false-positive test 
results,” noted Dr. Coats. “If this occurs, a state or federal 
veterinarian must run a second test within 10 days. This 
‘comparative cervical’ test, run on the animal’s neck, also 
requires a 72-hour waiting period, and if it is negative, the 
animal can move freely. A positive test, however, is strong 
indication the animal may have cattle TB, and it must be 
slaughtered and carefully examined for internal TB lesions. 
Tissue samples will be collected and forwarded to the 
National Veterinary Services Laboratory in Ames, Iowa, for 
laboratory confirmation.”

Cotton’s coming to the Panhandle

Cotton production is well 
on its way in the area and even 
though we’ve started out in a 
deficit for heat units, the cot­
ton stands look pretty good.

Stand establishment and 
good early season growth are 
generally the key to success­
ful cotton production where 
every growing degree day is 
critical.

Some of the pests that can 
be troublesome in the first 
couple of months of produc­
tion include thrips, fleahop- 
pers, seedling disease, and 
severe weather.

These problems can reduce 
effective stands and play a 
tremendous role in the reduc­
tion of yield.

According to a two-year 
study conducted at the 
Research and '* Extension 
Center at Lubbock, a 25 per­

cent reduction in stand equates 
to about a 12.8 percent reduc­
tion in yield and a 50 percent 
reduction in stand reduced 
yield by 26 percent.

A 50 percent reduction in 
yield equaled 2 to 2.5 
plants/foot remaining. Four- 
to five-plants per row foot is 
considered a normal stand.

I would guess that this 
yield*reduction would be sub­
stantially higher percentage 
wise in our area because the 
plants would lose time and 
growing degree days.

(4) Rather than going tp a club or 
movie with a group of fnends, find 
inexpensive activities (like playing 
cards or board games) and spend 
your evening enjoying them.

(5) If your college offers a class

— ta k e  it! If,you have a lre ad y  
resolved never to rely an  credit, it 
will only reinforce that decision.

, Holly Hancock, RN, of 
Amarillo, and Judith Loyd, 
Americorps*VISTA volunteer 
of Pampa, are anxious to spread 
the woid about 2CARE for‘ 
Moras and 2CARE for Babies, 
programs they say are making a 
difference in the lives of many 
piaihandle moms and soon-to-be 
moms. 2CARE for Moms and 
Babies is dedicated to improving 
the lives of mother and child dur­
ing pregnancy and up to one year 
after delivery.

Two separate programs,, 
2CARE for Moms targets 
expectant rrexhers and is open to 
women in the first 12-weeks of 
pre^ancy, while 2CARE for 
Babies is initiated at birth and 
traces the infant’s progress dur­
ing the first 12-months of life, 
primarily encouraging, well- 
child checkups throughout this 
crucial stage of development.

HaiKix'k, 2CARE for Moms 
and Babies program director, 
.said the 2CARE program was 
iastituled by Coalition gf Health 
Services, Inc., in response to the 
region’s dismally low rate of pre­
natal care.

2CARE for Moms jinks 
pregnant wrrmen to nurse practi­
tioners and other healthcare pn>- 
fessionals in their area. In 
Rampa^this pax;ess is facilitated 
by Gray County Area 
Partnership (CK'AP) fi>r Moms 
and Babies, a partnership of 
healthcare providers serving 
pregnant women and mothers 
with tcxidlers within the county. 
GCAP for Moms and Babies 
meets regularly at Pampa 
Regional Medical Center 
(PRMC) in Pampa and is 
responsible for Mom Mania, a 
support group for pregnant 
women and women with small 
children.

GCAP for Morns and Babies 
members enroll the women in 
the 2CARE pnrgram at the onset 
of pregnancy.

Hanerx'k and Loyd empha­
sized that 2CARE is not based 
(XI income. “In order to get a gift 
card (enrollrfient form) you must 
enter prenatal care within the 
first 12 weeks of your pregnan­
cy,” Hanctx'k advised.

The program is ha.sed on a 
point-system. Participants col­
lect points in a variety of ways -  
primarily by keepng up with 
prenatal visits, by attending cer­
tain cla.sse.s. by participating in a 
scavenger hunt (which involves 
a trip to the public library), and 
by attendance at Mom Mania 
The goal is to help the women 
utilize re-sourees within the com­
munity.

“What we’re trying to do to 
help the moms is encourage

“Re.seareh says that if ytxi can 
get dad involved in the prenatal 
pnxe.ss,” HiinctK'k explained, 
“he's more likely to have a rcla- 
tion.ship with the baby later in 
life.” Even if, she adds, he no 
longer has a relationship with the 
baby’s mother.

Another gcxil of 2(’ARE is to 
encourage women to use tliis time 
elltxtively.

“Being pregnant and having a 
small baby is what we call ‘teach- 
ing-leam’; it’s that [x'rfect time 
(for. a) woman to l(x>k fix' new 
inlonruititxi,” Hanctxk observed.

“We really want women to 
know that Pampa has some fan­
tastic re.s(HirLCs,” the director said.

Among tlie many resources 
Hanaxk mentioned is the .Stork 
program at PRMC which, she 
.said, offers free exereise clas.ses to

pregnant women who plan to 
have their babies at the hospital.

“We want to encourage 
(women) to go to the obvious 
clas.ses,” Hanctx'k stated, “which 
would be the OB clas.ses, the 
nutntion and breast feeding clas.s­
es, but we would like to encour­
age her to maybe take clas.ses in 
Stress management, lime manage­
ment, (and) money manage­
ment,” -  factors, Hancock 
remarked, often identified with 
child abase.

HarK'oek emphasized many of 
these classes are available to 
w omen at no charge.

According to Loyd, the 
, County Extension Service offers 

an a.s.sortment of classes on 
nunxMxrus subjects and is willing 
to piovide one-on-one instruction 
if nevessary.

“All kinds of new, innovative 
resources are available in 
Pampa.” Hantxx'k said, “but 1 
don't think that the people who 
provide those resources have 
Ix'cn gcxxl at bragging on them.”

Points may be redeeiixxl at the 
end of the 2CARE for Moms pro- 
gr.im -  which exvurs at the birtli 
ol tlic child -  at 'fhe Baby's 
Coming .Shop, 301 ,S. Polk, in 
Artxuillo.

England, Germany advance to 
quarterfinals at World Cup

YOKOHAMA, Japan (AP) — The World 
Cup may be returning to normalcy.

Germany and England, both former cham­
pions, moved into the quarterfinals Saturday 
with shutout victories. The Germans beat 
Paraguay 1-0 and could face the United States 
in the next round. England routed lethargic 
Denmark 3-0.

After a first round in which four teams 
advanced for the first time — co-hosts Japan 
and South Korea, Senegal and Turkey — and 
powerful Argentina, Portugal and defending 
champion France were eliminated, the first 
two games of the next round went to the 
favorites.

Oliver Neuville scored the only goal in the 
88lh minute in Germany’s 1-0 victory over 
Paraguay on Saturday. The Germans, who 
make it a habit of getting this far — they've 
made the final eight in every World Cup 
appearance but one — moved closer to their 
fifth final in the last eight tournaments. 
They’ve won it three times.

“The belief of the players was decisive,” 
goalkeeper Oliver Kahn said. “ Now every­
thing is possible."

Including, perhaps, a round of eight meet­
ing with the Americans, who certainly had for­
tune on their side in the first round. The United 
States plays regional rival Mexico on Monday 
in Joenju, South Korea. The winner then faiÿ» 
Germany in Ulsan, South Korea on June 21.

England, the 1966 champion, will play the 
winner of Monday’s Brazil- Belgium match, 
also on June 21.

“ I believed we could still win, because we 
played very well in the second half," Neuville 
said. "They were just playing for a draw.”

Born Oct. I. at Baplist/St. Anthony's 
Hospital in Amarillo. Maci began having 
tremors shortly after she was taken home 
to Clarendon from the hospital.

The family diKtoj ViTferreil the newborn 
to Amarillo s|K'cialists to determine the 
cause, of the tliflicullies the child Was 
ex(X‘riencing. said Maci's mother A|>ril 
Ju d d .21.

She said a neurologist made a diagno­
sis of seizures. After a while those passed, 
she said, and an electroencephalogram 
(F>Xi) in November came back normal. 
April and her husband Kyle were ho[Kdul 
their baby would be okay.

On Thanksgiving, however, things 
changed.

Her hand contracted instantly and 
looked like a claw, said April, and the fam­
ily noticed she was somewhat floppy. 
After seeking medic:il care, she was t;iken 
to Northwest I’exas Hospital in Amarillo 
and. later in the day. admitted to BSA.

F^xtensive testing was begun, and final­
ly the diagnosis of infantde spinal muscu­
lar atrophy was made. It is a hereditary 
disease and requires two carriers to ap|K*ar 
in a child.

April began researching to determine 
exactly what the diagnosis meant. .She dis­
covered that the hereditary disetise ap|X‘afs 
in about three out of l(K).(KM) babies. Also, 
it will Shrink April's muscles to nothing.

Maci can only breathe with one lung 
now after a serious bout with pneumonia.

April and Kyle had to make the deci­
sion of w hether to keep their baby daugh­
ter on the lenliUitor. I he couple decidcil to 
take her home to Clarendon in March.

April said her daughter will probably 
never gel off the ventilator, but the parents 
see ho(K\

Maci now weighs 18 lbs.,April said the 
baby's doctor. Dr. Rolf Habersang in 
Amarillo, said she is doing real well. Dr. 
Habersang is an Amarillo |X'diatrician who 
treats babies and children with s|X'cial 
needs.

Two home health nurses stay w ith Maci 
16 hours a day, said April.

“ They dress her, feed her anil make sure 
she gets her treatments,” said April. “ ! get 
up at midnight to give her respiratory 
treatments.”

April said it may sixjn be necessary to 
increase the number of primary nurses to 
f?)ur.

A back-up ventilator is necessary to 
keep Maci breathing. Medicaid will only 
pay for one breathing machine which costs 
SI..3(X) a month to re n t. '“My husband 
d(X‘sn't even make $I,3(X) a month,” she 
said.

The amount of $1,3(X) has almost been 
reached to cover the cost of a second ven­
tilator, said-April.

However, there are other costs which 
Medicaid is not paying.

“Not all of her medicines are covered 
by Medicaid,” she said. She said s|x*cial 
supplies are also needed for the baby.

“We have a s|X‘cial account just for her 
needs,” said April. “ When she needs 
something that isn't covered by Medicaid.
I use the funds from the s|x‘cial account.”

Many American fam ilies 

don’t eat together any more.

A study published in the 

journal “Appetite” indicates 
that children’s food choices 
are strongly linked to the 
choices of their parents and 
siblings. Recent research 
shows that when children eat 
meals with their parents 
and/or siblings they eat more 
nutritiously. In today’s 
world, it may be unrealistic 
to think that parents can eat 
every meal with their child. 
Simply eat together when 
possible. This time might be 
on the weekends or at break­
fast.

Seniors often eat alone, 
too. This isolation can prove 
dam aging to their food 
choices. Also, the physical 
limitation that aging often 
imposes can make shopping 
for food and cooking diffi­
cult. Additionally, some 
seniors may have trouble 
chewing.

One study of more than 
4,000 adults found that men 
o lder than 55, who lived 
alone, were less likely to get 
all the nutrients they needed 
from food. This primarily is 
because single men were

more likely to miss meals 
and eat less food in general. 
One option for seniors is to 
join a local senior citizen 
program. These community 
groups offer low-cost hot 
meals and provide seniors 
with a chance to socialize 
while they eat.

The Japanese dietary 
guidelines are sim ilar to 
those in the United States. 
They recommend that we eat 
a variety of foods, maintain 
a healthy weight, and limit

fat. They, also recommend, 
however, that people 
“make all activities per­
taining to food and eating 
pleasurable.” According to 
an article  in the Tufts 
University Wellness Letter, 
July 1991, “Scientific 
research proves that the 
circumstances under which 
food is eaten are as impor­
tant to good health as the 
food itself.”

DAI.I-AS — Researchers at UT 

Southwestern Medical Center at Dallas believe 
they arc hot on the trail of a way to prevent 
benign tumors that attack the nervous system 
and can be precursors to terminal cancer.

The research, published in a recent edition 
of Science, reveals that tumors in neurofibro­
matosis 1 (NF-1) patients form out of a partic­
ular type of cell, the Schwann cell.

Neurofibromatosis, also known as von 
Recklinghausen disease, is a gerietic di.sorder 
that causes benign tumors to form on the 
nerves, skin and internal organs.

Neurofibromatosis is the most common neu­
rological disorder cau.sed by a single gene, and 
there are two distinct forms: NF-j, which 
affects multiple organ systems, including the 
central and peripheral nervous systems, and is 
present in about 1 in .1,500 [)cople worldwide; 
and NF-2, which affects only the vestibular 
nerve, a cranial nerve related to hearing and 
balance, and the membranes around the brain 
and spinal cord. NF-2 is present in about 1 in 
40.(K)0 people worldwide. *

I he benign tumors, called neurofibromas, 
develop into malignant tumors, called neurofi­
brosarcomas, in 10 percent to 15 percent of NF- 
1 patients. The malignant tumors do not 
respond well to currently available treatments.

The hew research describes genetically per­
missive and restrictive environments for NF-1 
tumor development. The tumors grow in a per­
missive environment, but they are nonexistent 
when the environment is restrictive, 
researchers say.

Dr. Yuan Zhu, instructor in the Center for 
Developmental Biology and léad author of the 
study, said the findings could lead to a new 
approach to combating NF-1. Zhu has been 
studying neurofibromatosis since 1995, when 
as a graduate student he joined the lab of Dr. 
Luis Parada, director of the Center for 
Developmental Biology and senior author of 
the paper.

“The focus has always been on attacking the 
tumor cells,” Zhu said. “But in our findings, 
killing the tumor cells is not the .strategy.” 
Instead, the idea is to indirectly attack the 
tumors by creating a genetically restrictive 
environment. “If neurofibromatosis patients 
don’t develop the benign tumors, they can’t 
develop cancer from them,” Parada said.

Fvery cell in the body carries a complete 
copy of the genetic ax le  that controls human 
development. Included in that code are tumor 
suppressors whose function is to control unre­
stricted cell growth. People normally have two 
NF-1 copies (alleles), one contributed from

each parent’s genetic structure. NF-1 patients 
are born with one allele missing. The 
researchers discovered that when the one nor­
mal allele disappears from a particular type of 
cell, known as a Schwann cell, the cell can 
mutate and spawn a benign tumor. •

In trying to develop a mouse model that 
replicated human NF-1, Zhu and his colleagues 
found that mice bom with only one normal 
allele never develop the disorder because the 
odds are in their favor- they don’t live as long 
as humans and don’t have as many cells that 
could lose the one good allele and form tumors; 
however, mouse models with both alleles miss­
ing died before birth.

The researchers then genetically engineered 
two kinds of mice -  one type with only one 
allele and one type with two alleles. In both, 
they nullified the alleles specifically in 
Schwann cells. But not all of the mice devel­
oped NF-1. The disease surfaced only in mice 
whose non-Schwann cells carried only one nor­
mal NF-1 allele. Mice that carried two normal 
alleles in all other cells didn't develop tumors.

“This model system demonstrates that for 
this type of tumor, there are two environ­

ments,” Parada said. “That immediately opens 
the notion that it might also be true for many 
types of cancers.”

But the focus remains on neurofibromatosis. 
Parada said the latest research is dedicated in 
memory of Elisabeth Reed Wagner, who 
passed away April 11, 12 days shy of her 21st 
birthday. She had battled NF-1 since age 3 and 
had been treated by UT Southwestern physi­
cians at Zale Lipshy University Hospital.

The researchers already have begun pre- 
clinical trials using mouse models to determine 
if some Food and Drug Administration- 
approved medications can create a restrictive 
environment. The next step is to determine 
whether the permissive/restrictive condition 
applies to humans.

“If our ideas about how tumors form in neu­
rofibromatosis hold true, we can envision 
strategies to prevent them,” said Parada, who 
directs the Kent Waldrep Center for Basic 
Research on Nerve Growth and Regeneration.

Other UT Southwestern contributors to the 
research include Pritam Ghosh, a lab techni­
cian who is now a first-year medical student, 
and Dr. Dennis Bums, professor of pathology.

Tix) much juice containing sor­
bitol, a naturally (x:curring nondi- 
gestiblc fttrm of .sugar, can cause 
similar symptoms.

“Most children experience 
some stomach crarhping, gas and 
even mild diarrhea after axisuming 
tiK) much juice containing .sorbitol,” 
said Dr. Carlos Lifschitz, a pediatric 
gastroenterologist with the 
U.SDA/ARS Children’s Nutntion 
Resetuvh Center at Baylor C’ollege 
of Medicine in Hixiston.

Although humaas can’t digest 
sorbitol, when intestinal bacteria 
feast on this sweet ueat they gen­
erate gas and discomfort High 
levels of .sorbitol can also pull 
water into the intestines, causing 
luise sfixils. Tlx; laxative aft'cct of 
piutx; juice is due to its high six- 
bitol content.

According to Lifschitz, the 
most comnxxi sorbitol-contiuning

juices to cause probleras in chil­
dren are apple, pear, peach and 
cherry.

To help keep juice a healthy 
part of a yixing child’s diet, offer 
no more than one or two four- 
(xince servings per day and avoid 
offering juice beftxe mealtime to 
avoid ruining appetites, Lifschitz 
.said.

Q: My teenager wants to be a 
vegetarian because it’s bealthier. 
is this true?

A: Vegetarian diets are rxX nec­
essarily healthier, says Dr. Debby 
I>ertx)ry-Luce, a research dietitian 
with the USDA/ARS Children’s 
Nutrition Research Center at 
Baylor College of Medicine. A 
diet coasisting of French fries and 
bananas is vegetarian, but few 
people wixild consider such a diet 
very healthy.

On the other hand, a diet that 
includes plenty of whole grains, 
fruits, vegetables, and a gorxl 
souice of galcium -  like low-fat 
dairy products -  is healthy 
whether or nrx it features moderate

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portions of lean meat or legumes, 
seeds aixl soy-ba.sed meat substi­
tutes as the main protein source.

It is true, however, that well- 
planned vegeuinan diets tend to be 
higher in fiber and prxxective phy- 
tonutrients and lower in saturated 
fat than the typical American diet.

Although vegetarian diets can 
be very heiilthy, nutntional aware­
ness is still important. Vegetarian 
teens, like their meat-eating friends, 
often fall short on calcium, inxi and 
zirx;: Also, those who eliminate all 
animal-based foods and dairy prtxl- 
ucts from their diets need to get a 
daily does of vitamin B12.

Q: Ls ice cream a good choice 
for a child’s dessert? '

A: Frozen dairy des,serts are a 
great treat ard a gixxl source of 
energy and calcium for children 
and many adults. However, you 
might want to keep an eye on the 
calorie arxl fat content of the treats 
you serve.

One cup of most frozen dairy 
des.serts contains at least 20 per­
cent of the daily recommended 
value for calcium, Regular ice 
cream has approximately ló to  18 
grams of fat per cup. “Lite” ice 
cream has about half that arrxxirit. 
Low-fat ice cream has'about 6 
grams of fat per cup, while fat- 
free ice cream and frozen yogurt 
have no rrxire than 1 gram of fat 
per cup. Sorbets are fat-free and 
sherbets contain just a small 
amount of fat. They can be high in 
sugar, but may also provide vita­
min C.

Because fat ctxitains es.sential 
fatty acids needed for proper 
growth and development, nutrition­
ists do not lecommend restricting 
the fat intake of a child under 2 
yeais of age. For children over 2 
years, using low-fat and fat-free 

. dairy treats can help keep dietary fat 
at the recommended 30 percent of 
total daily calories. So, teaid the label 
arxl know what you are buying.

Use a qukk-relief asthma 
inhaler often? You may need 
new medication

DALLAS — Using a quick- 
rel^f inhaler to ward of asthma 
symptoms more than two times a 
week may indicate the need for 
an anti-inflammatory medica­
tion, says Dr. Yolanda Mageto, 
assistant professor of internal 
medicine at UT Southwestern 
Medical Center at Dallas.

.Awakening at night with asth­
ma twice a week or having to 
refiU a quick-relief inhaler more 
than two times a year usually sig­
nals the need for new maiica- 
tions as well, Mageto adds.

You should ask your doctor 
about a preventative or anti­
inflammatory medication to get 
your asthma back in control if 
you experience any of these 
symptoms, she says.

Asthma, a chronic inflamma­
tory disease that causes the air­
ways of the lung to tighten ahd 
consuict, resulting in periodic 
attacks of wheezing, breathless­
ness, chest tightening and cough­
ing, can be controlled with prop­
er management, Mageto says.

Aspirin may help prevent 
colon cancer but more studies 
needed

DALLAS — Studies have 
shown that aspirin could offer 
some protection against polyps 
that develop into colon cancer, 
but people worried about devel­
oping the disease shouldn’t reach 
for their aspirin bottles yet.

Dr. Carlos Becerra, assistant 
professor of internal medicine at 
UT Southwestern Medical Center 
at Dallas and a colorectal cancer 
specialist, says observational 
studies support the theory that 
non-steroidal anti-inflammatory 
drugs such as aspirin decrease the 
risk of developing polyps.

A recent study presented at the 
American Association for Cancer 
Research conference in early 
April indicated that baby aspirin 
taken daily reduced by 19 percent 
the risk of recurrence in people 
who have had polyps removed.

But the researchers cautioned that 
more studies are needed to con­
firm aspirin’s role in warding off 
colon canper, and Becerra agrees.

Although the weight of evi­
dence does favor aspirin, there 
still needs to be randomized stud­
ies to determine whether the dmg 
is protective against colon can­
cer,” Becerra says.

Vitamin supplementation — 
who needs it?

DALLAS— Does eating a bal­
anced diet ensure that you are get­
ting all of the nutrients you need?

It should for most individuals, 
says Bernadette Latson, assistant 
professor of clinical nutrition at 
UT Southwestern Medical 
Center at Dallas.

“Generally, people who are 
eating from all the food groups 
and eating a reasonable amount 
of food (about 2,000 calories per 
day) can meet their nutrient 
needs from diet,” says Latson, 
who is also a registered dietitian.

For those who don’t meet the 
daily requirements, she says, a 
supplement with about 100 per­
cent of the daily requirements for 
most nutrients is essential. People 
most likely to need supplements 
include: dieters who have cut out 
whole categories of foods or 
those on a very low-calorie dieL 
people with chronic illnesses or 
who are recuperating from illness 
or injury, aging adults, people 
with food intolerance or alleigies, 
strict vegetarians, toddlers and 
pregnant women,

No need to scratch your head 
— ringworm is easy to treat

DALLAS —  Ls your‘child 
exhibiting symptoms of ring­
worm? E)on’t panic. Doctors say 
that up to 15 percent of American 
children under age 10 will have 
the scalp infection.

“The infections are a com­
mon problem in childhood buL 
luckily, are relatively easy to 
treat,” says Dr. Robin Claixler, 
assistant professor of dermatol­
ogy at UT Southwestern Medical 
(Center at Dallas.

The infection is caused by a 
fungus, despite what its name

might indicate. The most com­
mon fqngus strain causing scalp 
ringworm in the United States is 
spread from perSon-to-person 
contact. Carder says. A much less 
common scalp-ringworm strain , 
can be contracted from pets, usu­
ally cats. . '

“Symptoms of scalp ring­
worm include itchy, scalingV- 
pimple-like bumps and tempo­
rary, patchy hair loss,” says 
Carder. “If intense scalp inflam­
mation lingers a long time, scar­
ring and permanent hair loss can • 
occur, but this is uncommon. 
Some children also develop 
enlarged lymph nodes in the 
neck, also temporary. Some peo­
ple have no symptoms at all.”

Treatments consist of oral 
anti-fiingal medicines prescribed 
by a doctor. Anti-fungal sham­
poos such as selenium sulfide 
and kétoconazole can help pre­
vent spread of the fungus. To 
help prevent infection, don’t 
share hairbrushes, combs and 
hats.

Cut the caffein to cut trips 
to the bathroom

DALLAS — If that extra cup 
of coffee in the morning sends 
you running for the bathroom, 
you might want to, rethink your 
drink, UT Southwestern Medical 
Center at Dallas physicians say.

It’s not true for everyone, but 
Dr. Gary Lemack, an assistant 
professor of urology, says prod­
ucts with caffeine, like chocolate, 
tea and sodas, can cause bladder 
irritation.

“In patients prone to problems 
with urinary urgency and fre­
quency, we do recommend they 
avoid what causes the problem,” 
Lemack says. “It’s hard to break 
people’s routines, but if it’s 
affecting your quality of life it’s 
time to consider changing your 
habits.”

Caffeine is both a diuretic and 
a bladder irritant and, therefore, 
may result in increased urine pro­
duction as well as enhanced 
bladder sensitivity, Lemack says. 
Other foods tliat might irritate 
your bladder include citrus foods, 
spicy foods aixi certain cheeses.

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Emancipation Trail Ride marks African Americans’ progress

JU STIN  — In 1957, James Francies was 
still struggling to benefit from the freedom the 
Emancipation Proclamation supposedly pro­
vided him. That year, he approached a man 
about becoming a member of the Salt Lick 
Trail Riders during a parade at the Houston Fat 
Stock Show.

“ He didn’t outright say no,” Francies 
remembered, “but there was a catch if I were to 
join.” Francies said he was told that his safety 
could not be guaranteed. And, because he was 
black, he would be subject to pranks some 
members of the all-white group considered fun.

“ If a man wants to ride up on his horse and 
rope you like cattle, I can’t protect you,” 
Francies remembers the man saying.

” ’They’ll stick matches between your toes 
(when you sleep) and set them on fire or uri­
nate in your boots.’ ”

Francies left with a membership application 
and some advice from the man: “ Maybe you 
should start your own trail.”

Francies decided that keeping his dignity 
intact was more important than trying to fit into 
a group that would single him out because of 
the color of his skin. Hut he di^ take the man’s 
advice.*Jhe same year, with the help of Prairie 
View A&M University, he started the Prairie 
View Trail Riders Association.

Francies’ story is from 1957. This year, he 
celebrates 137 years of freedom with fellow 
trail riders as they travel that number of miles 
— mostly by horseback and wagon — from 
Galveston to Prairie View to honor Juneteenth, 
a celebration of the end of slavery.

Led by 72-year-old Francies, the group of 
about 50 started its journey in Galveston on

June 8 and plans to travel 137 miles —  one 
mile for each anniversary year of Juneteenth. 
Their journey will end in Prairie View on June 
19.

“ Most modern Juneteenth celebrations 
include barbecues, contests and live music,” 
Francies.said. But the Emancipation Trail Ride, 
which he began eight years ago, is different. 
Riders will visit historic sites and enjoy out­
door activities. The tomb of Stephen F. Austin, 
the Varner-Hogg Plantation and Brazos Bend 
State Park are among their many stops.

Francies, who lives in Prairie View, hopes 
the trail ride will bring more recognition to the 
holiday, which he believes honors one of the 
most important documents in U.S. history — 
along with the Peclaration of Independence 
and the Constitution.

"The Emancipation PrtK'lamation was the 
beginning of freedom for Negroes in the 
United States,” said Francies, who prefers to 
use historically accurate racial terms when dis­
cussing the past.

One year after Francies started the Prairie 
View Trail Riders Association, his dream of his 
own trail, ride was realized when he led the first 
group of African Americans in the Houston Fat 
Stock Show. “The feeling was incredible,” he 
said. “ I felt such a sense of accomplishment.” 
In the 44 years since, Francies’ life has cen­
tered on leading trail rides and educating oth­
ers. In the process, he has earned the respect of 
people in the community. This was obvious 
during a recent trail ride that started in 
Magnolia, where everyone addressed him as 
"Mr. Francies."

"1 joined the Prairie View Trail Riders in 
1963, when I met Mr. Francies, and I wouldn’t 
ride with any other group,” said George 
Charles, who’s been a member for 39 years.

The good news
Although the Emancipation Proclamation 

took effect in 1863, in Texas, the year 1865 is 
more meaningful. That’s when the news finally 
reached the state. The cause of the delay is 
unclear, but historians offer a few explanations: 
A messenger bringing the news,was murdered; 
the Proclamation was intentionally withheld; 
the news was delayed to allow slave owners to 
reap the benefits of a final crop. All or none of 
these reasons may be true.

In Texas, freedom was first announced in 
Galveston. After the Civil War, whati Union 
Gen. Gordon Granger arrived in the city, he 
noticed that slavery still flourished and 
remained the backbone of the economy.

His discovery probably did not surprise him, 
said Vanessa Davis, an assistant professor of 
history at Huston-Tillotson College, “ because 
at the time the Emancipation PrcK'lamation was 
written, the federal government did not have 
the authority to enforce that law in‘states under 
the rebellion, which included Texas.”

On June 19, Granger read from General 
Order No. 3, which said in part: “The people 
are informed that, in accordance with a procla­
mation from the Executive of the United .State’s, 
all slaves are free. . .’'

And June 19 became Juneteenth.
For this reason, the Emancipation Trail Ride 

begins in Galveston.
“ It’s the most logical starting point,” said 

Francies. “ Before any Negro could do any­
thing besides exist as slave labor, they had to be 
freed."

Exploring the past
On Saturday, the trail riders opened an 

overnight camp in Menard Park in.Galveston, 
where people gathered for storytelling and oral 
history lessons.

From Galveston, the riders travéled south to 
Freeport, in Brazoria County.

Historians don’t know where Ciranger went 
after his visit to Galveston. But Francies is con­
vinced he headed for Brazoria ('ounty during 
his six-week journey through Texas.

• “ We believe that because the slave popula­
tion was so much higher there, it ainly makes 
sensé that Granger visited the area after leaving 
Galveston,'” Francies .said.

"There was a higher percentage of slaves to 
Anglos in Brazoria County than any w here else 
in the state,” said Jamie Murray, information 
services coordinator for Brazoria County 
Museum. At one time, slaves outnumbered 
their owners almo.st three to one. And the area 
thrived off the fruits of its slave labor, becom­
ing the wealthiest county in Texas by 1859.

While in the area, the group is visiting the 
original tomb o f  .Wphen F. Austin at the Gulf 
Prairie Cemetery in Jones Creek, where his 
body was laid to rest before being moved to the 
Texas State Cemetery.

Today, the group will continue to explore 
Brazoria County’s rich history. They will 
camp there for a few days before continuing 
to Prairie View. When they reach Prairie 
View A&M University on Juneteenth. they 
will celebrate progress that is the result of 
education.

“ Prairie View (established in 1876) is the 
state’s answer to the question: How can we 
transform a whole group of people from igno­
rance to an educated jreoplc'.’," said Frank 
Jackson, the university’s special assistant for 
governmental affairs. “Prairie View helped 

bring blacks from emancipation to education to 
empowerment.”

New education chief soulful about job Moms on line
AUSTIN (AP) —  Two tiny porcelain 

jars sit on a wooden shelf in the office of 
the state education chief. Left by previous 
commissioners, one has “answers” paint­
ed on it, the other, “ miracles.”

“ I opened them,” Felipe Alanis whis­
pers mischievQusly. “They’re both 
empty.”

Texas’ newest commissioner of educa­
tion will be expected to deliver the, 
answers. And with the challenges of a 
state as large and diverse as Texas, he may 
be asked to work a few miracles.

Alanis, who has experience in every 
level of public education, says he’s ready.

“My sense is that there’s so much need 
to get our children to be successful so 
when they get out they will have a better 
quality of life. And it drives me,” he said 

 ̂ recently in an Associated Press interview.
Alanis has taken the helm of the Texas

♦

• Education Agency amid public anticipa- 
» tion and apprehension, just as the state

begins the next phase of its accountability 
system.

Under the system, standardized exams 
measure students’ knowledge of state- 
mandated curricula in grades 3-11. 
Beginning next school year, the test 
becomes tougher, and third-graders must 
pass it to advance. High .school students 
must pass the llth-grade test to graduate.

Schools are rated based on the test 
scores, and educators’ jobs depend on 
good results.

Already, skeptics are predicting mas­
sive failures.

As a principal in the Rio Grande 
Valley, Alanis once questioned the educa­
tion system he now runs. He resisted stale 

y testing because he thought teachers were 
^  working hard enough to assess progress.
• Now, at 53, he’s a believer who is
• ready to lead the system to the next 16vel. 
•' He says he realizes the state has created
• one bar for all Texas students to reach.

“ 1 grew up in a system that was in a 
poverty pocket of the state,” Alanis said. 
“ I know the difference of having double

standards in an educational system and 
how destructive that can be and how 
unfair that can be.”

“I think it’s morally wrong for us as 
adults or leaders to create a system that 
doesn’t give every student an equal 
opportunity to be all that he can,” Alanis 
said.

Meanwhile, the already crowded pub­
lic school system — 1,040 districts with 
4.1 million students —  is growing by 
more than 70,0(X) children a year, many 
of them new Americans. Texas’ 274,000 
teachers aren’t enough. There are 30,(XX) 
vacancies in public schools,.most in sub­
jects such as math and science.

The state’s public education finance 
system is under intense scrutiny from 
courts as lawmakers struggle to make it 
better. Poor Schools maintain they’re get­
ting shorted. Wealthier districts say 
they’re being forced to give away too 
much money.

Although Alanis knows these difficul­
ties well from his classroom days, he’s 
careful not to be too critical or suggestive 
about issues over which he legally has no 
authority. Answers about school finance 
and crowding must come from the 
Legislature or local school boards, he 
said.

Still, Alanis has vowed to do what he 
can within the boundaries of his job.

In his first few weeks, he named a 
dropout czar to find ways to keep students 
in school. He traveled the state to discuss 
the new test with parents. He expressed 
ideas about using long-distance learning 
technology to alleviate school crowding. 
He got off on the right foot with lawmak­
ers and the often volatile State Board of 
Education, the elected body that receives 
guidance from the commissioner.

Doug Rogers, executive director of the 
Association of Texas Professional 
Educators, said he doesn’t know of any­
one who dislikes Alanis.

•  “ He’s a very cordial and collaborative 
individual,” Rogers said. “ He’s very

receptive to listening to ideas.”
Republican Gov. Rick Perry appointed 

Alanis in N^arch to serve the remainder of 
former commissioner Jim Nelson’s four- 
year term, which expires in early 2(X)3. 
Nelson resigned to work in the private 
sector.

A doctorate in philosophy hangs on 
Alanis’ office wall, a symbol of his pas­
sion for learning and a deep, soulful 
approach to a job he admits can get mud­
died by politics.

Alanis often finds his agency in the 
campaign spotlight. Education is a top 
issue for both PeiTy and his Democratic 
opponent for the governor’s office, Tony 

.Sanchez.
“ I’m just taking them as perspectives 

that 1 respect and value. I may not agree 
with all of them, but ultimately I’m going 
to synthesize all of those forces,' those 
political forces, to try to have to make a 
decision that makes sense to educators,” 
Alanis said.

Those close to the commissioner say if 
anybody can juggle the pressures of lead­
ing a $29 billion agency, it’s Alanis.

“At the heart of it, I think, is his abili­
ty to listen and hear what people have to 
say. He seeks to understand what issues 
are on people’s minds, and he uses those 
in decision-making,” said Edwin Sharpe, 
executive vice chancellor for academic 
affairs at the University of Texas System,

Even as a child, Alanis was a diplomat 
who broke up neighborhood fights and a 
workaholic who labored long hours in his 
father’s store and in farm fields, followed 
by more hours of study, said Arturo 
Guajardo, a cousin and the superintendent 
of the Pharr-San Juan-Alamo school dis­
trict.

“He’s the man for the job. They could 
not have picked anybody belter,” 
Guajardo said. “People believe in him 
because we’ve seen him come from 
poverty and use education to succeed. 
He’s not one who has just gotten it from 
books; he has lived it.”

Student creates Web site for teen mothers
ARLINGTON — Nursing 

student Emily Tupa was 
expecting her first baby when 
she came up with a way to help 
teen-age girls with their own 
pregnancies.

A few weeks later, a new 
Web site was bom.

“ I wanted to do .something 
^that would keep them in school 
and educate them in a fun way 
about their pregnancy,” said 
Tupa, who graduated in May 
from the University of Texas at 
Arlington. “ I knew that a lot of 
these girls have to be terrified 
because I was terrified, too.”

Tupa, who is manjed, pre­
pared for childbirth by reading 
plenty of bcxiks, but she still 
worried about pain ahd compli­
cations. Although information 
about pregnancy is widely 
available, little was geared 
specifically for teen-agers, said 
Tupa, who designed the site for 
a college course. .She worked 
on the project with fellow stu­
dent Darrah .Santiago, who is 
no longer involved with the 
Web site.

Tupa saw a need for a Web 
site while she was an intern for 
the Arlington school district's 
Pregnancy, Education and 
Parenting program, or PEP.

“ Teen-agers are not going to 
understand medical terminolo­
gy,-.so I knew I had to put the 
information in terms that they 
would understand,” said Tupa. 
23. “ I knew it also had to have 
eye appeal and most important, 
be written in the language that 
is spoken by teen-agers.”

The site takes users through 
pregnancy month-by-month

and provides links to other edu­
cational sites. Users can learn 
how their bixlies change during 
pregnancy and the im|xmanee 
of slaying in school. Tupa said.

Patricia Turpin, a UT- 
Arlington assistant professor of 
clinical nursing, said the sité 
answers questions that teen­
agers might not ask their doc­
tors. For example, the site 
describes what a woman can 
expect as the baby settles into 
position for biith. and it goes 
into detail about bow to prepare 
for breast-feeding.

Tupa 'linked information 
from other sources, and “ made 
it fun and apixaling," Turpin 
said.

“1 just thought it was a 
tremendous gift. " she said. 
“ It’s generic, .so kids looking at 

' it in Maine will find support 
just as easily as kids here."

The teen birth ra¿e has 
dropped nationally in recent 
years. In Texas, 69 |k*i I.()(K) 
births are to teen-agers, accord­
ing to the National ( ’enter for 
Health Statistics.

During the 200102 school 
year there were 278 pregnant 
teens in the Arlington school 
cbslrict’s PEP program, said 
Ton Sisk, c(K)rdinator ot preg­
nancy related services.

Tupa, who gave birth to a 
son a week alter graduation, 
said she plans to keep the .sjie 
updated and add infomtation 
about'Wwbpms and common 
issues that new mothers face.

“As my son grows up. I’ll 
add more things to the site 
because I’ll be expeiiencing 
more mvscif," she said.

West Texas contractor honored for success in industry
’■ , ,  EL PASO — For Charles 
. Francis “Paco” Jordan III, the 
■ second time has been more of 

a charm.
Jordan, 65, is chairman and' 

! ■' owner of C.F. Jordan, one of 
, - the region’s largest construc­

tion contractors.
The company is a reincar­

nation of another construction 
company — Jordan and 

’’ Nobles. It started in 1969 and 
grew to an $80 million-a-year 
enterprise before the mid- 
1980s when changes in federal 
tax laws, and the collapse of 
the savings and loan industry 
depressed the construction and 
real estate markets, Jordan 
said. Jordan took part of the 
company in 1986, and )ohn 
Nobles, ' now retired, took 
another portion, wljich he later 
sold.
 ̂ Jordan started C.F. Jordan 

in 1988. Since then, Jiis com­
pany has grown into a $3(X) 
million-a-year enterprise with 
offices in eight cities, includ­
ing Dallas, Austin, San

Antonio and Phoenix, Jordan 
said. It has about 600 employ­
ees, including about 300 in El 
Paso, he said.

Jordan waS honored recent­
ly with a roast by the 
Associated . General
Contractors of El Paso. The 
teasing by his peers was to 
raise money for the associa- 
tio'n’s apprenticeship training 
programs and safety training 
programs, said Gary 
Olmstead, executiVe director 
of the. 137-member associa­
tion.

“This is a Way to celebrate 
his sufcess. ... Paco has been 
in the industry a long time and 
has done a lot for the commu­
nity,” OImktead said. “ He’s 
kind of a giant in the indus­
try.”

Sitting in his spacious 
office recently at his compa- 
hy’s headquarters in the 
Northwest Corporate Center in 
far West El Paso, Paco said, 
“ I’m always optimistic. 1 
never had doubts about it

(starting a second company). 
We’ve done better the second 
time around.”

The Don Haskins Center at 
UTEP, City Hall, the County 
Jail and federal building 
Downtown are some of the 
better-known El Paso projects 
built under Jordan and Nobles. 
The Asia exhibit at the El Paso 
Zoo, the County Jail Annex 
and almo.st all the buildings at 
the Northwest Corporate 
Center are among higher-pro- 
filp local projects built under 
C.F. Jordan.

C.F. Jordan lists tho.se pro­
jects apd uses a 30-year histo­
ry in company matdrials 
because (he current company 
is an extefision of Jordan and 
jNJobles, Jordan said. '

Building hotels and resorts 
has been a big part of the com­
pany’s business in other cities, 

, but a slowdown in that Indus­
try has prompted C.F. Jordan 
to branch into military, high­
way and school construction. 
The company currently is

building a $54 milljon com­
missary and department store 
for the ' military at Pearl 
Harbor.

Jordan also has a $120 mil­
lion, Ihree-year contract with 
(he Socorro school di.strict as 
construction administrator and 
is doing 16 projects totaling 
$35 milnon fof the Ysleta dis­
trict, according to company 
information. The company 
also is building a $45 million 
ice hockey arena and retail 
complex in Ontario,' Calif., 
Jordan said.''

Jordan, whose father was an 
Asarco executive in' Mexico 
and El Pa^o, spent the first 10 
years of his life in Mexico. He 
graduated from Austin High 
School and studied for a time 
to be an architect before deci(l- 
ing he lacked art skills needed 
for'that job. He went to work 
for C.H. Leavell, once a large 
national construction contrac­
tor, working on missile silos in 
South Dakota and facilities at 
the Atomic Energy

Commission’s Nevada test 
site, before returning to El 
Paso to start his own company 
in 1969. Jordan was .30 years 
old when he started hiS firijt 
company with Nobles- 

'  “ I gudss I wanted to do 
things my own way and I felt I 
could accomplish more doing 
it myself than working for 
somebody,” Jordan said'

Jordan,and his,second wife, 
Kay, live on the West Side 
with two children they adopted 
from Russia.

Darren WtKxly, 42, an El 
Paso attorney hired by Jordan 
two years ago to be the cot*- 
jtany’s president, called Jordan 
a “ visionary and coni^ummatc 
deal-maker.”
t Jordan is gocxl at being in 
front of trends in the construc­
tion business.

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Pampa’s history as told through local organizations ...
Researching the past can be 

inspiring as well as informa­
tive. For example, local 
researchers' are discovering 
that Pampa during the 1930s 
was a cultural, progressive 
young city.

A yearbook and a scrap­
book from the first organiza­
tion of a garden club in I932 
reveals the names of charter 
metnbers as being historic 
persons in the development 
ol Pampa. Of those 50 per­
sons, many arc familiar to us 
today, including ilynn Moyd, 
Inez. ,Carter, Tom Clayton. 
Clyde Fatheree. .Siler 
Faulkner, Raymond Marrah, 
Fairl O'KeeTc, M.('. Overton, 
lorn Pcrktns, Tom Rose, 
Walter Purviancc, J.M. 
Saunders, Alex Schneider, 
Henry Ihut, Charlie Ihut, 
Nels Walberg, ('.P.' Buckler, 
and Cook.

Ihe garden club meetings 
were held in the Women's 
Club Rooms in the City Hall. 
Membership was limited to 
75 individuals and the club 
llower was the phlox.

In the 1940s, after the start 
ol World War II, the club

adopted the motto from 
Winston Churchill’s advice to 
the people of Britain, 
“Ciarden for defense-; grow 
flowers for morale.” The club 
projects included planting 
flowers for the Pampa Air 
Base Hospital and flowers for 
the IJSO.

The above information was 
obtained from a program 
book and a scrapbook donat­
ed by the family of Mrs. H.M. 
I.una, who had been an active 
member of the club.

More information has been' 
obtained from Helen Maderia 
Hogan Baumgardner who 
was also a member of the gar­
den club and lives in Pampa 
today.

More research reveals that 
m the 19.30s in Pampa a Plano 
.Symphony was rrrganiz.ed 
with as many ,as 50 pianists 
performing on 25 pianos in 
the auditorium (xn the second 
floor of F^ampa's City Hall. All 
of this was possible with the 
arrival ol' Mrs. Mac Foreman 
Carr, a noted musician, direc­
tor and composer/ and al.so 
because of the existence of the 
IcKal talent to perform.

In the 1930s, the City Hall 
served as the location for a 
City Library, which had been 
established by Pampa’s liter- 
ary-minded women.

Obviously, the young city 
with its newly constructed 
City Hall and active commu­
nity leaders was providing 
the best for the citizens of 
Pampa in those early years. 
These stories and many oth­
ers will 'be told during 
Pam pa’s 100th Birthday 
Celebration.

Approximately 40 organi-. 
zations will provide exhibits 
to tell of life in Pampa from 
1902 to the present. Those 
exhibits will include cultural, 
intellectual, social, religious, 
civic, service and historical 
activities and will be avail­
able for viewing during July, 
August and .September at 
White Deer I.and Museum 
and the lobby of Bank of 
America. The public can learn 
more about Pampa’s history 
as they view these exhibits of 
activities of local organiza­
tions.
