Residents fear impact on aquifer

Ogallala Aquifer. It’s one
of Earth’s miracles - an
underground ocean.

Many area residents
expressed concern to the

Texas Natural Resources
Conservation Commission
(TNRCC) that the water

from the Ogallala Aquifer
would be rapidly depleted,
and contaminated, if the
swine combined animal feed-
ing operation (CAFO) is per-
mitted.

Numerous residents have
requested an Environmental
Impact Study (EIS) to be
conducted to conclusively
prove that the facility will
not reach and contaniinate
the underground water sup-
ply. according to the TNRCC
report.

According to research
gathered by Eloise Lane, a
local - historian, - on the
aquifer, it stretches from the
Texas Panhandle northward
to South Dakota:

“The: Ogallala is not an

underground lake nor an
underground river, but a
gigantic sponge holding

enough water to fill Lake
Huron plus one-fifth of Lake
Ontario.

The aquifer ranges in
thickness from less than a
foot to 1,300 feet and aver-
ages about 200 feet in most
areas,” said Lane in an arti-
cle featured in The Pampa
News in September 2001.

“An aquifer is an under-
ground layer of porous rock,
sand or material containing
water into which wells can
be sunk.

Support To Help Keep Kids Safe

DEAR ABBY: I have been a
camp director for 14 years. I strong-
ly disagree with one of the sugges-
tions offered by “Frustrated in
Georgia” to parents when selecting
a camp for their children.

She suggestcd that if parents
“drop in” on a session and are not
permitted to see their little camper
in action, the parents should ask
why they cannot be allowed to meet
their children, wherever they hap-
pen to be at the time.

Security is a big concern. To
limit intruders, everyone must
check in at the office. Also, it has
been my experience that if kids see
their parents — or even other kids’
parents — it can trigger homesick-
ness.

The rest of the advice to parents
was excellent, but I would like to
add two more suggestions: §

First, make sure that your
camper is never allowed to wander
without supervision.

Second, encourage your camper
to follow safety rules, even if you
don’t agree with the rules.

Example: We ask our campers to
wear socks and closed-toe shoes
because of the terrain. Tops with
sleeves are also a requirement, in
order to limit sunburn at high ele-
vations.

You would be amazed how many
parents don’t agree with these
rules and let their children know it!
Those are the kids we have the
hardest time keeping safe.

We've had parents scoff because
we limit desserts, try to serve
healthy food, and ask each child to
drink water instead of soda pop at
every meal. Parents send bags of
candy with .their kids and instruct
them not to tell the counselor.
Abby, near our campsites, there are
bears that love candy.

Please let parents know that
most camp employees are dedicated
to keeping their children safe and
healthy, but we need their support.

When everybody knows the
rul:’ advance and follows
themy@a lot, of confusion and
misunderstanding can be
avoided. Read on:

DEAR ABBY: I worked at a
camp for several summers and
would like to add further sugges-
tions for parents:

(1) Check to sée if the camp is
accredited by the American Camp-
ing Association: I had to go through
a couple of the accreditation visits,
and they are rigorous. Plumbing
and sleeping facilities are thor-
oughly checked, and random inter-
views with counselors take place to
ensure that everyone is well versed
on safety precdutions and, proce-
dures.

(2) If you have a problem with
the camp, let the camp director
know. Those in charge may be
unaware of the problem, and there
is no way to remedy it if they are
not notified. ;

Garrido came to Texas after the 1996
season and replaced Cliff Gustafson,
who had more wins (1,427) than any

other Division I baseball coach. Garrido
has 1,379 career victories in his 34 sea-
sons, second only to Gustafson.

Garrido took the Longhorns to the
CWS in 2000, their first trip to Omaha
since 1993, and went 0-2. Texas returned
for its 29th CWS this year as one of the
favorites.

The orange-clad fans finally got their
first chance to sing “The Eyes of Texas™ in
celebration since Texas' 1983 national
title.

Garrido was not the only Longhorn to
reach a milestqpe Saturday. One of his
18-year-old freshman, reliever Huston
Street, became the first player to save
four games in a CWS and was voted
Most Outstanding Player. Only three

other freshman have received the honor, *

the last being Miami’s Pat Burrell in
1996.

The son of former Texas football and
baseball player James Street pitched 6 1-
3 innings in his four appearances, allow-
ing one run on two hits, struck out five
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and walked three.

“l was praying before the whole
thing ‘started that when I came in we
were up 10-2 and there wouldn’t be any
save opportunities,”” Street said. ‘I give
credit to the team behind me.”

Garrido’s fourth title included one of

his most memorable decisions. Shortly
after batting practice he decided to start
senior Chris Carmichael 1. left field and
have him hit in the No. 7 spot for the
Longhorns (57-15).

Carmichael, who sat out last season
with a wrist injury and was O-for-1 in his
only CWS appearance, hit a three-run
homer that put the Longhorns up 7-2 in
the fifth.

“It was just an intuition,” Garrido
said. I knew he would play hard. that’s
the whole criteria for our team — it's
about running the ball out. You're not
going to have a good day, but I knew
he'd do that.”

Carmichael’s homer to right came off

Aaron Rawl (7-2). Carmichael, who had

just one homer lhl\ season before
Saturday, leaped when the ball cleared,
pointed at teammates as he trotted down
the third-base line. He spun his arms in a
windmill as he touched home and was
swarmed by teammates.

“I' just gave them all a hug,”
Carmichael said. “Usually in a game we
try to focus on the game and don’t shm\
any emotion, but | Lnuldn t helpit.”

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Rangers’ manager recalls eerie night he replaced Munson

PITTSBURGH ' (AP) — lJerry
Narron knows how it feels to replace
the player that his teammates believe
cannot be replaced.

He remembers the grief, the loss,
the same ['d-rather-be-any place-in-
the-world-but-here sensation in the pit
of his stomach that St. Louis starter
Jason Simontacchi no doubt felt
Sunday night.

Just as Simontacchi pitched for the
Cardinals on the day after Darryl Kile
died, Narron took over for the
Thurman Munson the day after the star
Yankees catcher died in 1979.

Even 23 years later, Narron, now
the Texas Rangers’ manager, finds it
difficult to talk about one of the most
gut-wrenching moments in his eight-
year playing career — and, as it would
turn out, his only season with the
Yankees.

“Thurman was a leader on our

club,” Narron said before Sunday’s 10-
4 victory over Pittsburgh. “Everybody
looked up to him and everybody was
close to him. It was like losing some-
body in your family.”

Munson, a former AL Most
Valuable Player and one of the game’s
biggest stars at the time, was killed on
an off-day while piloting a jet he had
recently bought.

Narron, then a 23-year-old rookie
catcher, remembers where he was
when he heard the news and, no doubt,
the uneasiness he surely felt when he
realized he would replace Munson in
the Yankees’ lineup the following day.

Narron had caught the five games
leading to the Aug. 2, 1979, accident.
Munson, ‘who had a succession of
injuries, including a sore knee, played
first base or was the designated hitter.

But Munson, in the eyes of the fans,
still was the Yankees’ catcher.

So when the team ran onto the dia-
mond at Yankee Stadium to play the
Baltimore Orioles on Friday, Aug. 3,
Narron did not immediately take the
field.

Instead, during a moment of silence
that stretched into eight long and
increasingly loud minutes, he stood on
the dugout steps, the spot he normally
would occupy behind the plate left
vacant in an unannounced tribute to
Munson. ek

Narron was told the moment of
silence ‘would be brief but, as fans
broke into an ovation that grew louder
and louder, he Yecalls it felt more like
15 or 20 minutes.

As Narron talked Sunday, tears

welled in his eyes, his voice grew emo- -

tional and he paused between words.
“Any time you’re on a ballclub for

an entire season, it's a very close-knit

family and when you lose somebody in

the family, it’s a huge tragedy,” Narron
said. “But as a professional, you've
got to go out and do your job.” ¢

On Aug. 1, Munson’s last game
with the Yankees, Narron homered,
and the rookie had several multihit
games earlier in the week. But in the
game he will always be remembered
for — the night he replaced Munson —
Narron struck out in his only two at-
bats in a 1-0 loss to Baltimore decided
by John Lowenstein’s homler off Luis
Tiant.

“It’s tough for everybody, when
you lose a teammate that you’re close
to,”” Narron said: “It’s not easy. You
just have to go on with your job and
you just can’t stop time.”’

The Yankees, who would go on to
lose the division race to Baltimore, fol-
lowed the wishes of Munson’s wife,
Diane, by taking the field that night.

An equally emotional night for the

Yankees was Aug. 6, the day they
attended Munson’s funeral in Canton,
Ohio. When they made it to Yankee
Stadium in the late afternoon, Bobby
Murcer did not feel like playing, but
would go on to drive in four runs,
including the game-winner, in a 5-4
victory over Baltimore.

Narron is certain the division-lead-
ing Cardinals also will overcome all
the emotions swirling about them and
keep playing well.

“I really believe the players the
Cardinals have, with the leadership of
Tony La Russa being there, these guys
will get through it. But it won’t be
easy, there’s no question about it,” he
said. A

“Right now, as professionals;
they’re going to have to stay focused
and put things in perspective and just
do.their jobs. It’s very hard ... but it’s
part of life’s turning and you go on.”

WIMBLEDON, England (AP) — Andre
Agassi opened play on Centre Court at
Wimbledon by overwhelming Israel’s Harel Levy
in straight sets Monday as the championships got
underway without a rain cloud in sight.

With 2001 champion Goran Ivanisevic absent
following shoulder surgery, Agassi was given the
honor of playing the first match on Centre Court
— and he didn’t waste any time in underlining his
title credentials.

The third-sceded American, who won
Wimbledon in 1992, took 1 hour, 29 minutes to
beat Levy 6-0, 6-4, 6-4.

“It was pretty special being out there today,”
Agassi said of the Centre Court debut. “‘It just felt
great playing out there. Every time I'm on the
court, it brings back a lot of memories.”

Playing his first grass-court match of the year,
Agassi ripped through the opening set in just 18
minutes. Levy, who is ranked No. 326 and has
won only one grass-court match in his career,
raised his arms in mock triumph when he held
serve to open the second set.

Agassi needed one service break to take the
second set. He faltered briefly near the end of the
third set when he was broken at love while serv-
ing for the match at-5-2. After Levy held at love
for 5-4, Agassi didn’t waver this-time and served
out the match.

Agassi, who is always a crowd favorite here,
waved, blew kisses and bowed as the Centre
Court spectators gave him a warm ovation.

Agassi, who -is known more for his returns
than his serves, had a surprising 16 aces and 10
service winners. Playing mostly from the base-
line, he had 46 winners and 17 unforced érrors.

“It felt great,”” Agassi said. “You can only
expect sQ much in your first match. I felt like I
took care of business from the start. I felt very
comfortable.”

Jennifer Capriati, meanwhile, opened her bid
for a first Wimbledon title with a comfortable 6-
1, 6-4 win over Janette Husarova.

The third-seeded American, who has wqn the
Australian Open twice and French Open once,
played unspectacular tennis but did just enough to
get past the 4 1st-ranked Slovakian in the opening
match on Court 1.

Capriati broke three times in the first set. She
fell behind 3-1 in the second, but then ran off four
straight games to take command.

It was an unsteady performance from Capriati,
who served six double faults and had 24 unforced
errors to go with her 16 winners.

In other early matches, l14th-seeded Thomas
Enqvist swept past Britain’s Arvind Parmar 6-1,
6-4, 6-4, and No. 29 James Blake advanced when
Martano Zabaleta quit with an illness after losing
the first two sets 6-2, 6-2. :

Richard Krajicek, who 'won Wimbledon in
1996 and is one of only three former champions
in the draw along with Agassi and Pete Sampras,
got off to a good start. Playing only his second
match since Nov. 2000 following shoulder
surgery, the big Dutchman beat Franco Squillari
6-2,7-5,7-6 (5).

The second match on Centre Court had No. 2-
seeded Serena Williams vs. 103rd-ranked Evie
Dominikovic of Australia.

Mickelson repeats as Greater Hartford Open winner

CROMWELL, Corm. (AP) — Phil
Mickelson put the U.S. Open, behind
him in a hurry at the Greater Hartford
Open.

Coming off.a runner-up finish to
Tiger Woods at Bethpage Black,
Mickelson overcame a five-stroke
deficit Sunday to become the first
player to win the tournament in con-
secutive years.

Thinking he needed to birdie the
final hole to get into a playoff,
Mickelson crushed a 342-yard drive
and hit a sand wedge to 5 feet to set
up what turned out to be the winning
birdie.

““To be the first one to win it twice
is something very special, but there’s
nothing greater than the. feeling
walking up 18 and feeling the sup-
port,” said Mickelson, referring to
the 50,000 fans ringing the
amphitheater hole on the TPC at
River Highlands.

Three hours after eagling No. 7
with a sand wedge from 108 yards,
he left himself exactly that distance
on the decisive 18th.

““*Same shot as' | had on No. 7,”" he
said. *‘I had to take about 10 yards
off with the sand wedge because it
was a little downwind.”

The left-hander, playing his last
event before the British Open at
Muirfield, closed with a 6-under 64
for a 14-under 266 total and a one-
stroke victory over Davis Love III
and Jonathan Kaye.

“I fully expected, to be in a play-
off,"” said Mickelson, who earned
$720,000 for his second victory of
the year and 21st tour title. “If you
give Davis and Jonathan that 18th
hole 'again, they’'re going to make
birdie seven times out of 10.”

He matched the largest final-
round comeback of the year on the
PGA Tour after a sloppy Saturday
finish in which he dropped three

strokes on the final three holes for a
66.

Mickelson was on the putting
green with wife Amy and their two
young daughters when Kaye pushed
a 13-foot birdie try to the right on the
par-4 18th hole.

I didn’t hit a good putt,” said
Kaye, the third-round leader. *‘It
hopped up in the air right after I hit
| 2

Earlier,' Love missed a 25-footer
on the final hole.

“I got better every day, and 1 just
got a little unfortunate," said Love,
who had his best finish of the year.

Love, winless since early last |
year, shot a 67, and Kaye closed with
a 70 that included an 89-yard shot’
that spun back for eagle on the par-5
13th to briefly give him the lead at 14
under. 4

“I"'m glad it hit the hole because it
was trucking,” said Kaye, winless in
six full seasons on the tour. “I had

plenty of opportunities, but couldn’t
shake a putt in when I needed to.”

Scott Verplank (71) finished three,
strokes back, and Joel Edwards (63)
and. Jim Carter (68) were 10 under.

After Mickelson holed out on No.
7, he Iost” his momentum with a
three-putt bogey from 6 feet on the
par-3 eighth. His 2 1/2-foot par try
spun around the lip of the cup.

“l really wanted to make some
noise there and I three-putt,”
Mickelson 'said. “Just unbelievable!
I was so heated! .

He made a 15-foot birdie putt on
No. 10.to get back to 12 under, but
left a 20-foot birdie try an inch short
on the 12th. ot \

Mickelson turned on his short-
game magic on the next three holes,

getting up and down for two birdies

and a par save.

He birdied the par-5 13th, chip-
ping to 2 feet from the hollow along
the right of the green. On the par-4

14th, he 1éft his first two shots in the -

left rough, but salvaged par by hit-
ting to 6 1/2 feet from a difficult lie.

*“I was sitting on a sandy divot on
a straight downhill lie, but fortunate-
ly there was fairway right in front of
me that I could bounce it into,”
Mickelson said. “‘I took a pitching
wedge and just drove it into the
ground and let it release.”

On the 296-yard 15th,
Mickelson’s 3-wood tee shot rolled
over the green, but he chipped to 4
feet to set up a birdie. He gave the
stroke back on the par-4 |7th, failing
to get up and down after hitting his
second shot long from the fairway
bunker at the corner of the water-
lined dogleg left.

He followed with his final-hole
birdie, sending him to Muirfield for
his next shot at Woods with a far bet-
ter feeling than he had leaving
Bethpage. b

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Critics fear new leadership in Hong Kong

HONG KONG (AP) — In
Hong Kong's biggest shake-
up since its return. to China,
Chief Executive Tung Chee-
hwa named a new Cabinet of
political =~ appointees  on
Monday and pledged they
will govern even better than
the old British-style civil ser-
vice.

Tung, who is backed by.
Beijing, will gain more
power under what he called
the ““dawning of a new era
for the governance of Hong
Kong.”” Critics say Tung
pushed his -plans through
without adequate debate.

The  former  shipping
tycoon brushed aside charges
he was undermining the civil
service system, which has a
reputation of being free of

politics d@nd corruption.

“In pursuing any reform, I
will not allow the integrity
and stability of the civil ser-
vice to be compromised,”
Tung told a news conference.
*On the contrary, I intend to
strengthen these core val-
ues.”’

Tung calls
arrangement an
ability system,”’ but critics
say the new government
chiefs will be accountable
only to Tung, who is account-
able only to Beijing.

Although Hong Kong is
now part of China, it main-
tains a separate economic and
political system and Western-
style civil liberties remain in
place under an arrangement
dubbed ‘“‘one' country, two
systems.”’ .

Tung also named 11 politi-
cal appointees to serve as sec-
retaries in charge of govern-
ment bureaus. Six came from
within the government and
five are outsiders.

The lineup was approved
by Beijing over the weekend.

The political . opposition
has complained that Tung's
appointees will not even be
vetted by Hong Kong law-
makers. Local rights activists

fear the government will
become more politicized, and
more likely to crack down on
activists, who criticize
Beijing.

Tung’s spokesman,
Stephen Lam, has dismissed
such charges as groundless.
He says Hong Kong is pre-
serving the best attributes of
its apolitical civil service, a
holdover from British colo-
nial days that many view as
one of Hong Kong’s enduring
strengths.
