Cornyn, past recipient of WorldCom
donations, opens Texas investigation

AUSTIN (AP) — Texas
Attorney General John Cornyn,
whose Senate campaign plans
had included a Texas fund-rais-
er with WorldCom Inc.’s chief
operating officer as host, says
he has opened an investigation
to protect the state funds from
losses in the WorldCom scan-
dal.

The canceled fund-raiser
was to have been held in July at
Beaumont Ranch near
Grandview. The invitation list-
ed Senate Minority Leader
Trent Lott as a special guest at
the event to be hosted by
WorldCom’s Ron Beaumont,
and his wife, Linda.

“They. will not be hosting
it,” David Beckwith, a Cornyn
spokesman, told The Dallas
Moming News in Friday’s edi-
tions.

This

week, WorldCom

executives admitted that almost
$4 billion in expenses was hid-
den from stockholders —
wrongly listed on books of the
nation’s No. 2 long-distance
company as capital expenses in
2001 and 2002. The Securities
and Exchange Commission
filed civil fraud charges against
WorldCom on Wednesday.

The Cornyn campaign’s
decision to change the fund-
raiser came on the same day the
attorney  general’s  office
announced an investigation to
protect the state treasury and
state investment funds against
losses from the WorldCom
scandal.

Beckwith said the decision
to scuttle the July 13 fund-rais-
er was a mutual decision after
the SEC filed fraud charges
against WorldCom. He said
that the fund-raiser was being

moved to a ranch near
Cleburne with oilman. and cat-
tleman Walter Mize as host.

Comnyn now wants to identi-
fy and pursue claims against
WorldCom for any money
owed to the state or losses iden-
tified by state pension and
investment funds. An estimate
of how much money the state
might be out was not immedi-
ately available.

“The apparent fraudulent
conduct of WorldCom is highly
disturbing, and my office will
use every legal tool we have to
protect the interests of the peo-
ple of Texas and to bring to jus-
tice all those whose improper
or illegal actions have hurt
Texas  taxpayers, public
employees, investors and hon-
est, hardworking WorldCom
employees in Texas,” Cornyn
said in a statement:

Supreme Court to review bail for immigrant criminals

WASHINGTON (AP)
The Supreme Court agreed
Frnday to consider whether the
government can jail immigrant
criminals without bail to keep
them from fleeing before
deportation hearings.

The case tests constitutional
protections for legal immi-
grants. The Bush administra-
tion contends immigrants’
rights are not being violated,
and that public safety is on the
line. The case has added signif-

attacks, with hundreds of for-
eign nationals being detained.

Separately, the court granted
the Bush administration’s
request in another immigration
matter Friday. The court put on
hold .a federal judge’s order
that secret immigration and
deportation hearings be opened
to the public unless the govern-
ment can show why an individ-
ual case should be closed.

The court will review the
issue of jailing without bail in

with a ruling expected next
year. The court will review a
1996 federal law on mandatory
detentions that some lower
courts have called unconstitu-
tional.

The  Immigration and
Naturalization Service has
detained more than 75,000
people under the challenged
law, Solicitor General
Theodore Olson told the
Supreme Court.

Some of the increases include
$19,000 in step-up pay, which
was not provided this year, health
insurance is budgeted to increase
about $31,000 and retirement
costs are expected to rise about
$15,000.

Also included in the budget is
a $50,000 contract payment to
the Gray County Jail to cover the
cost of housing the city’s prison-
ers. The city has no jail of its
own.

Morris said he'd talked with

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FBI smglmg out researchers with expertise in anthrax

WASHINGTON (AP) — The FBI is scrutinizing 20 to 30 sci-
entists, including a former researcher at the Army’s infectious dis-
ease laboratory, who might have had the knowledge and opportu-
nity to send last fall’s deadly anthrax letters, a U.S. official said.

The former Army researcher, Dr. Steven J. Hatfill, allowed
agents to search his Maryland apartment and Florida storage facil-
ity this week to clear himself from suspicion.

Investigators believe anyone skillful enough to send the anthrax
letters without becoming sick must have had extensive experience.
The FBI drew the group of 20 or 30 from 200 scientists whom it
wants to look at further, the official said Thursday on condition of
anonymity.

The bureau has searched about 25 homes or apartments after
getting permission from the person interviewed, a federal law
enforcement official said.

LLaw enforcement officials said on Thursday that Hatfill, 48, is
not a suspect and no evidence links him to the letters.

Hatfill denied involvement in the anthrax mailings and com-
plained to The (Baltimore) Sun in a March telephone message that
he was fired from his job because of media inquiries.

“I"ve been in this field for a number of years, working until 3
o’clock in the morning, trying to counter this type of weapon of
mass destruction, and, sir, my career is over at this time,” Hatfill
said.

Hatfill and another scientist, Joseph Soukup, commissioned a
study of a hypothetical anthrax attack in February 1999 as
employees of defense contractor Science Applications
International Corp., said Ben Haddad, spokesman for the San
Diego-based company.

The study, written by bioterrorism expert William C. Patrick III,
describes placing 2.5 grams of Bacillus globigii, a simulated form
of anthrax, in a standard business envelope, The Sun reported.
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Hatfill did not answer the door at his apartment Thursday in a
complex of brick, three-story garden-style apartments near Fort
Detrick, Md.

He worked for two years at Fort Detrick in the virology division
of the U.S. Army Medical Institute of Infectious Disease on a fel-
lowship from the National Research €ouncil, said Chuck Dasey, a
spokesman for the base.

Hatfill stopped working there in September 1999 and was
employed by Science Applications International until March 4.

Another U.S. law enforcement official, also speaking on condi-
tion of anonymity, said Hatfill’s Defense Department security
clearance éxpired and never was renewed. Such clearances must

be renewed every five years.

He is a 1983 graduate of the University of Zimbabwe Medical
School, according to the university's Web site. Investigators con-
firmed Hatfill graduated from the school.

ABC News reported this week that the FBI was interested in
Hatfill partly because he lived, while in Zimbabwe, near a
Greendale elementary school. “Greendale School” in Franklin
Park, N.J., was printed in large block letters as the false return
address on the anthrax-laden envelopes sent to Sens. Tom Daschle
and Patrick Leahy last fall.

House passes Medicare prescription drug bill

WASHINGTON (AP) — Republicans
pushed a Medicare prescription drug bill

- through the House early Friday, capping a

week where the GOP used its slim majority
to also allow the government to borrow
more money and advance a trade bill.

GOP leaders had lobbied reluctant mem-
bers all week to support the bill. In the end,
the measure, which has yet to be taken up in
the Senate, passed by a near party line 221-
208 vote, giving Republicans a victory to
tout as they head home for a weeklong July
4 recess.

The vote capped a marathon session that
lasted into the early hours of Friday mom-
ing. It provided an emotional debate with
both sides accusing the other of neglecting
the needs of the nation’s 39 million Seniors
on Medicare.

“Watch out grandma,” said Rep. Edward
Markey, D-Mass. “GOP now stands for Get
Old People.”

Rep. Billy Tauzin, R-La. and an author of
the bill, retorted, “We all love our mothers
and our fathers. We all love our grandpar-
ents. How dare you suggest otherwise.”

" ing a budget-busting plan that would hurt

Medicare in the long run. “We're putting
people before politics by lowering the costs

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of prescription drugs now and guaranteeing
an affordable benefit under Medicare,” said
House Speaker Dennis Hastert.

The House bill would spend $320 billion
over 10 years to offer seniors a prescription
drug benefit and rely mainly on private
insurers to administer the plan.

Seniors would pay monthly premiums of
about $33 and a yearly deductible of rough-
ly $250.

The government would pay 80 percent of
the next $1,000 of drug costs and 50 percent
of the subsequent $1,000.

All beneficiaries — low-income included
— would have to pick up the tab beyond
that, until they “reached $3,700 in out-of-
pocket expenses, at which time all addition-
al costs would be covered.

The Bush administration endorsed the
House Republican plan, saying the - propos-
als offered by Democrats would “impose

trillions of dollars in new obligations on a .

Medicare program that already faces a fund-
ing shortfall for the baby boom generation.”

Democrats complained that the gap in
coverage in the Republican plan — between
$2,001 and $3,700 — would leave seniors
burdened with too many out-of-pocket costs.
They accused Republicans of being behold-
en to big business.

“In the end, this Republican bill listens
not to the people of this country,” said
Democratic Leader Dick Gephardt of
Missouri. “It listens to the pharmaceutical
companies and the insurance companies.”

Democrats were. unable to offer their
alternative proposal, estimated to cost
between $800 billion and $1 trillion with a
$25 monthly premium and $100 yearly

‘deductible.

The debate was a prelude to the fall elec-
tions, when both parties are expected to use
the issue to try to attract senior voters, who
turn out dispropartionately in midterm elec-
tions.

The bill also includes nearly $30 billion in
additional initiatives related to Medicare.

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Israel bulldozes into Palestinian
Authority building in Hebron

HEBRON, West Bank (AP)
- — A former Palestinian Cabinet
minister entered the besieged
Palestinian Authority headquar-
ters in the West Bank on Friday
to negotiate the surrender of 15
wanted men after a four-day
standoff but said he could not
~ find anyone inside.

It was possible, Talal Sidr
told The Associated Press, that
the men were in parts of the
heavily damaged four-story
building that he was unable to
check.

“I didn’t see anyone, but that
doesn’t mean there is no one
inside because there are places
that are heavily damaged that |
couldn’t enter,” he said, shortly
after his visit of less than an
hour inside the building in
Hebron.

The Israeli army had no
immediate comment.

With Israeli troops control-
ling seven of the eight main
West Bank cities and towns, the
Palestinian leadership issued a
statement on Friday condemn-
ing the Israeli incursions into

- Palestinian areas as “an attempt
to sabotage peace efforts.”

The statement, quoted by the
Palestinian Wafa news agency,
appealed to the world leaders
attending the G-8 summit in
Canada to “‘send observers to
the region to ensure implemen-
tation of a cease-fire.”

At the hilltop Hebron build-
ing, where the regional
Palestinian administration is
housed, television showed a
bulldozer knocking through the
wall at the ground level of the
four-story, fortress-like build-
ing. Friday was the fourth day of
the Israeli siege of the building.

A day earlier, Israeli heli-
copters fired four missiles at the
four-story structure. Soldiers
ottside wamed that they would
go in and extract the gunmen if
they did not give themselves up.

“I think they have to surren-
der and give up,” Israeli Foreign
Minister Shimon Peres said on
Friday. “There is no sense for
them to fight.”

Sidr, who is from Hebron,
said he went in with Israeli per-
mission after discussing the
matter with Israeli authorities.

Munitions store explodes
in southern Afghanistan

*There is no possibility of
war with Pakistan,” Prime
Minister Atal Bihari Vajpayee
told reporters in Lucknow, the
capital of northern' Uttar
Pradesh state.

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Newly dedicated temple
attracts nation’s Hindus

SCHUYLKILL HAVEN,
Pa. (AP) — Under billboards
pointing  tourists toward
Amish souvenirs, an ornate,
sandstone Hindu temple
carves a corner of India into
the middle of Pennsylvania’s
rolling farmland.

Haveli at Vraj opened this
spring — the first temple in
the Western Hemisphere con-
secrated as a principal shrine
of the Pushti Marg sect. It is
an official pilgrimage destina-
tion for Hindus in North
America.

The temple, about 70 miles
northwest of Philadelphia,
will eventually be surrounded
by other religious and cultural
structures on a 300-acre cam-
pus.

The site was chosen
because of its relative prox-
imity to large Hindu commu-
nities in Boston, Pittsburgh
and Richmond, Va., said

Pramod Amin, Vraj’s chief

adviser and trustee. Already, it
has draw large crowds:
Approximately 15,000 people
from across the country
attended the first day of a
monthlong Haveli inaugura-
tion celebration in May.

Dr. Pratima Shah, a physi-
cian from Cleveland, recently
visited the shrine with mem-
bers of her extended family.

“This is the holy temple.
For our parents, our grand-
parents and our ancestors,
we are following the same
tradition,” she said.

“We just wanted to be

part of the celebration.”

“For meditation, for peace,
it is the best place so far that I
have visited, in India or in the
U.S.,” said Mahedra Shah, of
Elmira, N.Y., no relation to
Pratima Shah.

Six viewings of the swa-
roop, or icon, of the god Shri
Nathjee - are. performed each
day in the temple’s main sanc-
tum, which is decorated with
silver and marble imported
from the same region of India
— Vraj — where the deity is
believed to have lived while
in human form.

In the Pushti Marg sect, the
swaroop is believed to be the
living presence of the god
Shri Nathjee, the child image
of Krishna. Krishna, in turn,
is believed to be an incarna-
tion of Vishnu — one of
Hinduism’s principal deities
— who’is worshipped as the
protector and preserver of the
world.

Barefoot worshippers in a
mix of ethnic and Western
dress kneel in front of the icon
as attendants present offerings
of flowers and food, and tem-
ple musicians beat on tradi-
tional Indian drums.

Construction workers fin-
ishing the temple’s balcony,
though, may keep their shoes
“because they are part of the
creation,” Amin said.

There are an estimated
837 million Hindus world-
wide, including almost 1 mil-
lion in the United. States,
according to the World

Although the temple itself
upholds Pushti Marg beliefs
— the only other such shrine
to Shri  Nathjee ‘is in
Nathdwara, India — the rest
of the Vraj campus will focus
on the traditions held by all
Hindus.

Moré small temples, along
with a -reflecting pool, a
library and a museum about
India and Indian culture are
planned for the site. Weeklong
camps for children from vari-
ous Hindu sects will be held
on the campus this summer.

For those unable to travel
to India for a traditional 145-
mile, 84-stop pilgrimage
based on the life of Krishna,
the Schuylkill County proper-
ty has a smaller version that
will circle the property.

Atul Parikh, the shrine’s
architect, said Vraj is a tradi-
tional Hindu temple haveli,
which ‘means ‘‘palace” or
“mansion.”

According to the Pushti
Marg belief that Shri Nathjee
practiced_-his faith at his
father's house, the temple ful-
fills the god’s needs with a
place to sleep, eat and dress.

“I am translating the reli-

gious requirements into archi- -

tectural form using the tech-
nology and building require-
ments here,” Parikh said.

Guitarist’s ministry inspires giving .

LUBBOCK, Texas — Connecting the
rich with the poor in a way that helps both
is a passion for classical guitarist Christian
Thomas Lee.

“The only things in life that we keep are
things we give away. | really believe that,”
he says.

His.mission is to inspire people to give
to worthy charities.

LLee was in Lubbock recently giving pri-
vate concerts to raise awareness about My
Father’s House, which has Christian
Women'’s Job Corps as its central ministry.

The private concert is based on the old
European model, an intimate and exclusive
night of art, music and poetry. The parlor
concerts are in the tradition of Franz
Schubert, one of his favorite composers.

In selecting a charitable organization,
Lee looks for someone with a big vision,
whether in a school, a hospital or other
enterprise. He found that vision exempli-
fied in My Father’s House, a ministry to
assist women find their way out of poverty.

My Father’s House is seeking $3 mil-
lion and property on which to build a facil-
ity that includes not only classrooms for the
second Christian Women'’s Job Corps pro-
gram in Lubbock, but also living space for
low-income women and their children.

One of the barriers to becoming self-

...................

supporting is that women have no place to
live or care for their children while they are
enrolled in studies.

“Rarely a week goes by that I don’t get
a request for housing. The most was four
requests in one week,”” says Shirley
Madden, founder and executive director for
My Father’s House.

“You’ve got to solve your own problem
at home,” she adds. “Love the hurting, heal
the wounded, do those kinds of things that
give America a shot at tomorrow.”

Lee says My Father’s House attracts his
attention because of the honesty of its
vision.

“The essence of my philosophy is spiri-
tual because we’re not human beings hav-
ing a spiritual experience, but spiritual
beings having a human experience,” Lee
says.

His role is not to tell people where to
give their money, but. to inspire them to
think about what kind of legacy they will
leave.

“Most people fail to understand that
we've been given the pad of life and a pen
of decision with the opportunity to write
our own legacy,” Lee says.

“Every successful person in the world is
successful because of a Shirley Madden in
their life,” he adds.

His interest in My Father’s House is
fueled by Madden’s vision for people who
have no hope. The focus of the concerts in

the Lubbock area were to help people
understand the value of helping others, Lee
says. My Father’s House provides one of
those opportunities.

As a boy, Lee longed for fame and for-
tune. An uncle took him to concerts at the
symphony hall, telling him he could
become rich and famous if he became a
classical guitarist.

At 6, Lee began practicing the guitar six
or seven hours daily. A concert by Carlos
Montoya cemented his desire to be a clas-
sical guitarist, according to Lee. :

Lee was 12 when he gave his first con-
cert. The applause intensified his belief that
he could reach his goal to retire at 30 and
collect rare art.

His first album, “A Potpourri of the
Classical Guitar,” was recorded in 1991.

Lee is founder and director of the Art In
Schools program, a national art collection
based out of Washington, D.C.

Lee sometimes takes part of his person-
al colleetion into schools to teach children
about classical music and art.

He estimates that the arts program has
been seen by about 3,000 children in the
Lubbock area.

While in Lubbock for the concerts, My
Father’s House arranged for him to visit the
Children’s Home of Lubbock and Buckner
Children’s Home.

“God himself is the greatest artist of
all,” he tells children.

Why is early supervision and discipline
of a son by his father so important?

Let me illustrate this principle with a

recent finding from the world of nature.

Other than dogs, which I have always

loved, the animals that fascinate me the

most are elgphants. These magnificent

creatures are highly emotional and
surprisingly intelligent. I suppose that’s why it is
disturbing to see them suffering the encroachment of
civilization.

That is happening in the Pilanesberg National Park
in northwestern South Africa. Rangers there have
reported that young bull elephants in that region have
become increasingly violent in recent years--especially to
nearby white rhinos. Without provocation, an elephant
will knock a rhinoceros over and then kneel and gore it
to death. This is not typical elephant behavior and it’s
been very difficult to explain.

But now, game wardens think they’ve cracked the
code. Apparently, the aggressiveness is a byproduct of
government programs to reduce elephant populations by
Killing the older animals Almost all of the young rouges
were orphaned when they were calves, depriving them of
adult contact. Under normal circumstances, dominant
older males keep the young bulls in line and serve as role
models for them. In the absence, of that influence,
“juvenile delinquents” grow up to terrorize their

neighbors.

I know it’s risky to apply animal behavior too
liberally to human beings; but the parallel here is too
striking to miss. Let me say it one more time: The
absence of early supervision and discipline is often
catastrophic-for teen-agers and for elephants.

Prisons are populated primarily by men who were
abandoned or rejected by their fathers. Motivational
speaker-and writer Zig Ziglar quotes his friend Bill
Glass, a dedicated evangelist who counseled almost every
weekend for 25 years with men who were incarcerated,
as saying that among the thousands of prisoners he had
met, not one of them genuinely loved his dad. Ninety-five
percent of those on death row hated their fathers.

In 1998, there were 1,202,107 people in federal or
state prisons. Of that number 94 percent were males. Of
the 3,452 prisoners awaiting execution, only 48 were
women That amounts to 98.6 percent males. Clearly, as
author Barbara Jackson said, “it is far easier to build
strong children than to repair broken men.”

Some years ago, executives of a greeting-card
company decided to do something special for Mother’s
Day. They set up a table in a federal prison, invifing any
inmate who so desired to send a free card to his mom.
The lines were so long, they had to make another trip to
the factory to get more cards. Due to the success of the
event, they decided to do the same thing for Father’s
Day, but this time no one came. Not one prisoner felt the
need to send a card to his dad. Many had no i idea who
their father’s even were. What a sobering illustration of
a dad’s importance to his children. '

Contrast that story with a conversation I once had
with a man named Bill Houghton, who was president of

a large construction firm. Through the years, he had
hired and managed thousands of employees. I asked
him: “When you are thinking of hiring an employee --
especially a man -- what do you look for?” His answer
surprised me. He said, “l look primarily at the
relationship between the man and his father. If he felt
loved by his dad and respected his authority, he’s likely
to be a good employee.” Then he added, “I won’t hire a
young man who has been in rebellion against his dad. He
will have difficulty with me, too” I have also observed
that the relationship between a boy and his father sets
the tine for so much of what is to come. He is that
important at home. )

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G-8 summit members approve twin packages for Africa, Russia

KANANASKIS, Alberta (AP) — The
annual meeting of the world’s eight most
powerful countries produced a surprising
number of winners, and few losers, for a
summit convened in seclusion and under
extraordinary post-Sept. 11 security.

Leaders attributed the remote location
and their unprecedented freedom to
move within a tight security cordon for
their achievements during the two-day
summit that ended Thursday: a broad
commitment to spur African develop-
ment, billions of dollars to secure
Russia’s vulnerable weapons stockpiles
and Russia’s full membership in the
Group of Eight wealthy nations.

“The Kananaskis summit has demon-
strated the value of the G-8 process, and
how we can develop concrete solutions to

the problems we face today,” Canadian
Prime Minister Jean Chretien said.

Despite. concerns that President
Bush’s Middle East initiative and focus
on Palestinian leader Yasser Arafat’s
removal from power would hijack the
summit, Chretien kept the course he
charted, winning support for twin aid
packages during meetings at a Rocky
Mountain resort.

Leaders forged a pact with African
nations pledging development aid, for-
eign investment and additional debt relief
to countries that show progress eliminat-
ing government corruption and pursuing
free-market reforms.

U.N. Secretary-General Kofi Annan
said the plan could be “a tuming point in
African history.” Activists, however,

complained that the program was not
adequate to help the continent meet the
U.N. goal of cutting extreme poverty in
half and getting millions of children into
school by 2015.

But Chretien said the plan would give
countries that want to make reforms the
support they need. “Today we have acted
collectively to make sure that globaliza-
tion benefits all, and no continent is left
behind,” he said.

The leaders also pledged up to $20 bil-
lion over 10 years to help Russia dispose
of its deadly arsenal of aging nuclear, bio-
logical and chemical weapons.

Russian President Vladimir Putin
denied there was a threat that the
weapons could fall into the hands of ter-
ronists, but said Russia was grateful for

assistance in eliminating them.

Bush'’s Middle East initiative attracted

a great amount of discussion, with most
leaders emphasizing the parts of the plan
they endorse and playing down the presi-
dent’s call for Arafat’s ouster. German
Chancellor Gerhard Schroeder saw
Bush’s’ clear support for a separate
Palestinian state as a breakthrough in U.S.
policy, and said the other leaders had
expressed their admiration for the plan.
“I am very pleased with the response
to my proposal in the Middle East,” Bush
said. “Most European leaders understand
something has to cfmnge for there to be
None, however, were ready to say, as
Bush suggested, that Palestinians nsked
financial aid if Arafat won re-election.

Instead, they indicated a hope that the
Palestinian people, if not Arafat himself,
would see the potential rewards of
change.

“Many are convinced that Arafat, the
Nobe] peace prize winner, would make a
generous gesture and remove himself,”
Italian premier Silvio Berlusconi said.
“He would be remembered in history as
a man who gave everything for the liber-
ty of his country.”

Just a little more than a decade since it
was tagged an enemy of the free world,
Russia was drawn even tighter into the
community of democratic nations, gain-
ing full membership in the Group of
Eight beginning in 2006.

Utah police interview father-in-law of suspect Survey: More teens using cocaine

law, Richard Ricci, worked at
the Smart home as a handy-
mah more than a year ago. He
is now in custody on an unre-
lated parole violation and has
not been charged in the disap-
 pearance of the |4-year-old
r.girl. :

Morse, 68, said one of his

Scottish-style golf hats was
taken from his home. Police
have said the girl’s sister told
them the man who took
Elizabeth from their bedroom
June 5 wore a tan-colored
Scottish-style golf hat.

“I think they’re grasping at
straws,’’ Morse said Thursday.
“There’s always a chance, but
I don’t think he did it.”

Morse said both hats had
remained in his home and
were never loaned to Ricci.

“A lot of people have golf
caps here in Salt Lake, as ¢lse-

where,” Ricci’s lawyer, David
K. Smith, said Friday on
NBC'’s “Today’ show.

The lawyer also discussed
a neighbor’s statement that
Ricci had been seen digging a
hold outside his mobile home.

“There was an area that
was apparently under. the
home where cats were getting
in and out of, and he was try-
ing to cover that up,” Smith
said. ‘‘Apparently the police
also have investigated that,
they’ve gone out, they've dug

SATURDAY DOOR BUSTERS

ATLANTA (AP) — Injury
and violence-related behaviors
among teenagers have fallen,
but more teens are using cocaine
and regularly smoking and
drinking, ‘according to a recent
survey.

The Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention exam-
ined the behavior of 13,600 high
school students from across the
country for the annual survey,
.which was released Thursday.

_ Nearly half of the teens sur-
veyed said they'd consumed
more than one alcoholic bever-
age more than once in the
month before the survey. But an
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increasing number are also
wearing seat belts and refusing
to ride with a driver who's been
drinking. .

The number of teenagers
who said they had tried cocaine
in their lifetime rose to 9.4 per-
cent, up from 5.9 percent in
1991. About 4.2 percent of stu-
dents said they had used cocaine
in the past 30 days, up from 1.7
percent in 1991.

“We still have plenty of work
to do,” said Laura Kann, a
researcher with the CDC's
National Center for Chronic
Disease Prevention and Health
Promotion.

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Blood banks urge summer donations, warn of imminent shortages

WASHINGTON (AP) — The summer slump
in blood donations started earlier than usual this
year and could lead to dire shortages within
weeks, say blood banks that issued an urgent
appeal for people to give.

Summer shortages are common as frequent
donors go on vacation and school blood drives
dry up. But blood banks told the government
Thursday that post-Sept. |11 donor apathy and
new precautions against mad cow disease are
worsening this year’s slump. ‘

Almost half of the American Red Cross’
blood donor regions and one-third of the
nation’s independent blood banks have tight
suppligs — a day’s worth or less on hand. The
South seems particularly ~ hard hit, said
America’s Blood Centers, a group that repre-
sents independent banks.

The Red Cross provides about half the
nation’s blood supply and ABC banks provide
the other half.-Underscoring the urgent need, the
two competing groups issued a joint appeal for
donors this week.

“A frightening trend is beginning to devel-
op,” said Dr. Robert Jones of the New York
Blood Center, which has seen |13 percent fewer
donors this June than a year ago. *Collections

have been dropping off dramatically as of June
i

“It’s tanked” since May, agreed the Red
Cross’ Dr. Peter Page. “Our problem now is
people not coming to donate.”

Some 60 percent of Americans are eligible to
donate blood — an individual can give once
every two months — but only 5 percent do.

Indeed, a recent survey for The Associated
Press found the main reason Americans say they
donate is to help after a disaster, even though
only blood previously donated and disease-test-
ed actually helps disaster victims.

In fact, 34,000 pints are needed every day.
Another poll, announced by blood bankers this
week, found only 9 percent of people know
blood is needed every two seconds.

“The American public has no clue that blood
is perishable,” Jones said. He urged the govern-
ment to fund a massive education campaign
explaining that critical red blood cells last only
42 days and thus.continuous donations are vital.

Jones said lack of understanding contributes
to the post-Sept. Ll backlash that’s worsening
the summer slump. After the terrorist attacks,
hundreds of thousands of people donated blood,
overwhelming blood banks. Ultimately, tens of
thousands of pints went bad before they could
be used — and donations subsequently plum-
meted.

WASHINGTON (AP) — After months of
battles over funds for terrorism victims and
blood safety questions, the American Red
Cross is turning to a retired admiral to steer it
into calmer waters.

Marsha Johnson Evans will become presi-
dent of the charity Aug. 5, the Red Cross
announced Thursday.

She takes over an organization. tarnished by
disputes over distribution of money raised for
the victims of the Sept. |1 attacks. The Red
Cross is also involved in a dispute with the
Food and Drug Administration over handling
of blood.

Evans declined to discuss the issues facing
her in detail, saying she has not had time to
study the problems.

But she added that across most of the coun-
try, where the Red Cross responds to disasters
on a continuing basis, there is an “enormous
reservoir of trust” for the agency.

“We have to continuously add to that trust
account on a day-by-day basis,” she said. ““The
challenge is finding how to do it better.”

Since Sept. |1, the agency has distributed
about $600 million to 55,000 families who
were directly affected by the attacks, according
to Red Cross spokesman Bob Chlopak. That
includes families of those who were killed or
injured in the attacks, as well as rescue and
recovery workers and those who were affected
economically.

Still, Red Cross Chairman David
McLaughlin admitted “‘the last nine months
have been some of the most difficult” for the
organization.

“This is a turning point,” he said, praising
Evans as having “both the head and heart”
needed for the job.

The “appointment comes months after the

departure of Bernadine Healy, who said she-|

was forced out by the charity’s board in a dis-
pute over policy.

Evans’ appointment is "open-ended, but
McLaughlin said the board wants her to remain
at least five to seven years. The salary will be
$450,000 annually, which he said is in the
midrange for charitable organizations.

Evans, 54, comes to the job from the Girl
Scouts, where she has been executive director
since 1998. Evans completed a 29-year career
in the Navy in 1997, retiring as a rear admiral.

In the Navy, Evans gained experience in
managing large operations, running the Navy
Recruiting Commarid from 1993-1995. Later,
she was chief executive of the Naval
Postgraduate School in Monterey, Calif.

Evans grew up in Springfield, Ill., and
joined the Navy after graduating from
Occidental College in Los Angeles.

The Red Cross drew severe criticism, both
from the public and in Congress, when it was
revealed that the charity planned to set aside

Donor focus groups say they’re still angry
about wasted blood and are unlikely to respond
to new appeals for donations, Jones said.

Blood can be frozen, but the process is
extremely difficult and expensive.

Chronically tight supplies lead to periodic
shortages that force hospitals to postpone or
cancel elective surgeries. So far this year, the
American Hospital Association knows of no
surgery disruptions. But government monitor-
ing shows ‘“‘near misses” are starting to climb,
said Dr. Stephen Nightingale of the Department
of Health and Human Services. Those are cases
where a blood center can’t immediately or com-
pletely fill a hospital’s order for more pints.

One other factor this summer: new precau-

Jtions against mad cow disease, just in case the

fatal brain disease spread through tainted
European beef also might spread through blood.

Tighter Food and Drug Administration rules
instituted May 31 required blood banks to turn
away more donors who have spent time in

Britain or Europe. The Red Cross imposed even
stricter mad cow rules in October.

No one knows exactly how many Americans
can no longer donate, blood banks told an FDA
meeting Thursday — but they're turning away
roughly | percent of donors at the door. Page
said that means rejecting about 3,764 Red Cross
donors a month.

That doesn’t count people who heard about
the new rules and quit trying to donate. A survey
of 10,000 donors indicates 3 percent of donors
assume they’re not eligible anymore, but that
number is far larger in cities with lots of retired
soldiers, said ABC’s Dr. Celso Bianco.

Indeed, 18 percent of active-duty military
personnel are disqualified under the mad cow
rules, said Maj. Ronny Alford of #he Armed
Services Blood Program. Anticipating that loss,
the military stepped up donor recruitment and
actually increased donations by 9 percent over
the winter, the only bright spot mentioned
Thursday.

U.S. drug czar praises Mexico’s latest crackdown

MEXICO CITY -(AP)
Recent arrests by Mexican
authorities mark the greatest
victory in anti-drug efforts
since Colombian police, sup-
ported by U.S. forces, killed
drug lord Pablo Escobar in
1993, the U.S. drug czar said.

On a visit to Mexico City
Thursday, John Walters said
Mexico’s efforts have con-
tributed to a drop in cocaine
purity and cash problems for
traffickers.

Arrests this year of sus-
pected -drug lords like
Benjamin Arellano Felix and
Jesus Albino Quintero set “‘a
tempo and magnitude of dis-
ruption, arrests of organiza-
tions that I don’t think we’ve
ever seen before in any coun-
try,” Walters told reporters.

“They’'re ahead of us in
attacking the problem. There
are signs that key markets in
this hemisphere are disrupt-
ed,” he said. He cited a 9 per-
cent decline in cocaine purity

in the United States and said
it indicates that fewer ship-
ments are getting through.

“We also have ‘found
repeated reports that the
wholesale cocaine coming out
of Colombia is now being cut,
often with caffeine. This has
not been  characteristic
before,” he said.

Walters, on a three-day
visit here in his role as the
director of national drug con-

trol  policy, called the
Mexican crackdown ‘‘his-
toric.”

“The closest | can think of
is what  happened in
Colombia,” he said, referring
to a four-year manhunt that
ended in Pablo Escobar’s
1993 death at the hands of
Colombian police supported
by U.S. intelligence services
and — reportedly — U.S.
special forces.
