Economy: Consumer spending 
powers third quarter increase

WASHINGTON (AP) — The U.S. econo­
my raced ahead at a 3.1 percent annual rate in 
the summer, powered by hearty consumer 
spending, especially on big-ticket items such 
as cars.

The rebound in third quarter gross domes­
tic product, considered the best barometer of 
the nation’s economic health, came after a 
mediocre 1.3 percent growth rate posted in the 
second quarter, the Commerce Department 
reported 'Thursday. Economists worry that the 
growth spurt could be followed by a winter 
lull.

GDP measures the total value of goods and 
services produced within the United States.

Even with the bounce back, many econo­
mists predict the economy is losing momen­
tum in the current October-December quarter.

Some analysts are forecasting a fourth- 
quarter economic growth rate of around 2 per­
cent Others believe it will be a lot weaker at 
only a 1 percent pace. Most don’t foresee the 
economy falling back into recession.

The economy’s struggles will likely be 
weighing on Americans’ minds as they head to 
the polls next week. Democrats and 
Republicans have sought to blame each other 
 ̂for the economy’s troubles in their campaign« 

' Simmies to ’wm control of Congress in next 
week’s midterm elections.

President Bush, campaigning for 
Republicans around the country, has credited 
his lO^year, $1.35 trillion, tax cut enacted by 
Congress last year, with helping to pull the 
economy out of a recession that began March 
2001.

St. Demoosts point to the tax cut as a key lea- 
soB't^y the federal govemriient posted a $159 
billion deficit in the 2002 fiscal year! ending 
four straight yean of surpluses.

Even though the third quarter GDP perfor-

mance was the strongest since the economy ' 
posted a brisk 5 percent growth rate in the first 
three months of this year, it was weaker than 
the 3.6 percent pace that many analysts were 
predicting.

On Wall Street, stocks rose. The Dow Jones 
industrial average was up 13 points and the 
Nasdaq gained 11 points in early trading.

Much of the strength in third quarter GDP 
came from consumers. Consumer spending 
grew at a brisk 4.2 percent pace in the third 
quarter, up from a tepid 1.8 perc«nt rate in the 
second quarter.

“The broad shoulder of the American con­
sumer was like Atlas holding up the econo­
my,” said Ken Mayland, economist with 
ClearView EcOtfomics.

Spending'bn “durable” goods grew by a 
whopping 22.7 percent pace in the third quar­
ter, a huge increase from the 2 percent pace 
posted in the previous quarter.

Both overall consumer spending and 
spending on durables in the third quarter were 
the strongest since the fourth quarter of last 
year. <«<

Low interest rates, zero-percent financing 
offers and rising home values are among the 
factors motivating consumers to buy, ht^jgpg > 
to offset sonie negative forces including d)e 
turbulent stock market, the sluggish job mar­
ket and sinking consumer confidence.

All this year, consumers have been carrying 
the economy. Economists wony that they may 
be losing energy, a factor in weak fourth-quar­
ter GDP projections.

WASHINGTON (AP) — President 
Bush hqp been sounding optimistic about 
how American will and determination 
will prevail in the war on terrorism, yet 
given the headlines over the past month, 
rosy predictions of victory seem to some 
hard to justify.

His optimism was on display during 
political campaign stops in five states 
over the past few days in the run-up to 
next week’s midterm elections.

“We’re making progress at disman­
tling the terrorist organization. We’ve 
hauled in a couple of thousand. One by 
one we’re finding them and bringing 
them to justice,’’ Bush said Monday in 
Denver. •

But the president’s confidence is diffi­
cult to square with alarmist predictions of 
the intelligence community and a decided 
uptick in the number of terrorist inci­
dents.

“They are coming after us,’’ CIA 
Director George Tenet told Congress two 
weeks ago, xontending^that “aLQaida ts~ 
now “reconstituted” despite efforts by 
the United States and others to “root 
them out.”

Last Thursday, the FBI warned about 
possible terrorist attacks on the U.S. 
transportation network, especially rail­
roads. The warning was based on debrief­
ings by al-Qaida prisoners.

Terrorists have been increasingly 
active elsewhere. Between Oct. 6 and 
Oct. 23, a French oil tanker was bombed 
in Yemen, two Americans were shot in

Kuwait, a suiciae oomoer m Indonesia 
left almost 200 dead and Chechen rebels  ̂
seized hundreds in a Moscow theater. In 
all cases, al-Qaida or affiliates of the ter­
ror organization are believed to have 
been responsible.

In between the events came word that 
North Korea had started a uranium 
enrichment program to develop nuclear 
weapons. Pyongyang may already have a 
a bomb or two stashed away from an ear­
lier plutonium-based program, the CIA 
says.

All this is unrelated to what the admin­
istration believes is the most immirtent 
threat of terrorism with weapons of mass 
destruction threat, Iraq. Bush vows to dis­
arm Iraq with or without U.N. Security 
Council support.

And if Bush’s we’re-going-to-be-all- 
right optimism is contagious. Republicans 
should do well next Tuesday.

He acknovvTedged to his Denver audi­
ence on Monday that the struggle against 
terrorists “is not an easy lift. It’s going to 
take a while. This isn’t one of these 
instant gratification deals.

“The best way to make sure we defend 
our freedoms and fulfill our obligations 
to our children is to hunt these killers 
down one at a time and bring them to jus­
tice, which is exactly what we’re going to 
do.”

Bush recognizes that events, have con­
spired to make the world smaller, and in

so doing, have made America more vul­
nerable.

“We used to think two oceans could 
protect us from harm,” Bush told a polit­
ical rally last Thursday in Alabama. “For 
a long time, our country felt like oceans 
could keep us immune from personal 
attack. We learned a horrible lesson.”

The lesson is not exactly new. Since 
the advent of ICBMs and long-range 
bombers during the Cold War, neighbor­
ing oceans have been less of a security 
buffer than before. Now they count for 
even less.

Indeed, terrorist groups pose a greater 
threat to the American homeland than the 
German Luftwaffe did in 1940, a time 
when oceans on either side really did pro­
vide a measure of security.

Not lo worry. Bush says. “You got to 
know the manhunt is on and it doesn’t 
matter how long it takes. I like our 
chances better than theirs,” he says of the 
terrorists.

“We got a fabulous military. And we 
got a great resolve. I can’t imagine what 
was going through their minds. They 
must have thought our religion was mate- 
rialism. They must have thought we were 
so self-centered, so absorbed with our ... 
shallow materialism that all we would do 
after September the 11th was file a law­
suit.

“They just didn’t understand. And 
they’re going to pay a dear price for 
doing what they did to America?”

Whenever there’s a World Trade 

Organization, Monetary Fund or World 
Bank meeting, crowds of idealistic, use­
ful idiots show up to riot and protest 
against what they call globalization and 
capitalistic exploitation of Third World 
poor people. They charge Western multi­
national corporations with exploiting the 
poor through” “slave” wages and child 
labor. Let’s examine this nonsense.

According to The Economist maga­
zine, multinational corporations typically 
pay wages that are double the local wages 
in Third World countries but far below 
those paid in richer countries. That, to 
protesters, is evidence of exploitation of.

Plain common sense says 
that the Ugandan has been made better 
off by the presence of the multinational 
corporation and would be made worse off 
if the multinational corporation were 
politically pressured to leave. How much 
sense does it make to characterize an 
action that makes that Ugandan better off 
as exploitation?

try labor unions and some companies 
would benefit if higher costs and legal 
restrictions can be imposed on multina­
tionals. It would mean that fewer jobs 
would go overseas, thus enabling union 
workers to demand higher wages. Fewer 
cheaper goods would permit some com­
panies to charge higher prices for goods 
domestically produced. The idealistic, 
uninformed demonstrators are useful 
tools to achieve wage and profit objec­
tives.

Speaking of jobs. President Bush is 
being criticized for the weak economy; 
he’s not creating enough jobs. Such a crit­
icism stands at the height of ludicrous­
ness. Politicians cannot create jobs. Or, 
more accurately put: They can only cre­
ate one job by destroying another.

Think about it. Suppose Congress and 
the president spend a million dollars for a 
“stimulus package.’’ Will it be the Tooth 
Fairy, Santa Claus or the Easter Bunny 
who gives them the money? Obviously, 
the money must come from somewhere 
in the economy.

Since that’s true, we must ask what

was that money going to be used for if 
Congress hadn’t taxed it away for a 
“stimulus package’’? People would have 
spent the money purchasing goods that 
would have created or sustained employ­
ment. If Congress borrowed to finance 
the stimulus package, what activities had 
to be curtailed because of higher interest 
rates resulting from government borrow-
ing.'

By the way, if you disagree with me 
and insist that Congress and the president 
do have job-creation powers, then 
Williams has identical job creation pow­
ers. I can create lots of jobs simply by 
purchasing several hundred crowbars, 
distributing them to my George Mason 
University students and instructing them 
to go smash automobile windshields.

Think of all the jobs that would be cre­
ated at auto repair shops. But those jobs 
would come at the expense (rf other jobs, 
because people having to spehd a couple 
hundred dollars getting their windshields 
replaced wouldn’t have the same dollars 
to take their children to Disneyland, 
thereby reducing Disneyland jobs.

In general, presidents and congress­
men have very limited power to do good 
for the economy and awesome power to 
do bad.

The best good thing that politicians 
can do for the Economy is to stop doing 
bad. In part, this can be achieved through 
reducing taxes and economic regulation, 
and staying out of our lives.

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Opinion poll: Arabs dislike U.S., not democracy
CAIRO, Egypt (AP) — A 

rare survey of public opinion - 
in the Arab worid has found 
that most Arabs dislike the 
United States, but not for the 
reasons often cited by 
Amoican officials.

The survey by American 
pollster James Zogby, head of 
the Washington-based Arab 
American Institute, found that 
the negative perception of the 
United States is based on 
American policies — particu­
larly concerning Iraq and 
what is seen as U.S. bias 
toward Israel in the Mideast 
conflict and not a dislike of 
Western democracy and val­
ues.

Arabs view some other 
Western countries favorably 
and list among their own 
wishes such Western notions 
as personal freedom and equal 
rights for women, Zogby said.

He said the study dispels 
the idea of a unified Arab 
opinion, which often is 
described as the “Arab 
street.” Instead, the survey 
shows differences by country, 
age group, gender, education 
— and even whether the 
respondents have Internet 
access, he said.

“The Lebanese think dif­
ferently than, obviously, the 
Saudis. But we never had 
numbers to back them up 
before,” Zogby said.

He was in Cairo to intro­
duce the book “What Arabs 
Think,” which sprang from 
the survey sponsored by the 
Lebanon-based Arab Thought 
Foundation.

Zogby said he conducted 
the poll to establish a “bench­
mark” of opinion since little 
polling has been done in the 
Arab world. The survey ques­
tioned 3,200 people from 
Lebanon, Jordán, Kuwait, 
Saudi Arabia, the United Arab 
Emirates, Morocco and 
Egypt.

The Arabs in Israel were 
included as an eighth group.

The poll was conducted in 
April and May, and respon­
dents were chosen randomly.

The poll asked 92 questions, 
including what values respon­
dents would teach their chil- 
drens what they like most about 
their country and how they 
identify themselves.

The questions were asked in 
face-to-face interviews, and the 
maigin of error is plus or niinus 
4.5 percentage points.

On the issue of Arab views

of other countries, only Israel, 
the United States and Britain 
received overall negative 
scores among 13 countries list­
ed in the question, including 
Asian and Islamic nations.

The negative . sentiment 
toward the United States was 
highest in Saudi Arabia and the 
United Arab Emirates, with 87 
percent having an unfavorable 
impression. The Figure was 76 
percent in Egypt and 61 percent 
in Jordan. ,

The most favorable score for 
the United States was in 
Kuwait, which was liberated by 
U.S. troops in the Persian Gulf 
War, where 41 percent viewed 
America favorably. That com­
pared with only 12 percent in 
S%udi Arabia.

Still, 48 percent of those 
Kuwaitis responding had an 
unfavorable impression.

Zogby said the views did not 
represent an overall anti- 
Western bias, noting that

France and Canada were 
among the countries receiving 
the highest ratings. For exam­
ple, France’s favorable rating 
from all respondents was at 
least SO percent.

“It is a question of policy,” 
said Zogby, referring to the 
recent U.S. stand on Iraq and 
what Arabs long have regarded 
as an American bias toward 
Israel.

He also noted that Arabs 
shared many values with the

West and the issue of “civil 
and personal rights” earned 
the overall highest score 
when respondents were asked 
to name their personal priori­
ties.

Between 90 percent and 96 
percent of the respondents 
rated personal and civil rights 
as their first or second priority, 
choosing from 10 issues that 
included health care, moral 
standards and personal eco­
nomic conditions.

Texas coach Jody Conradt 
said she believes the talent of 
this year’s newcomers league­
wide will offset inexperience.

Coale and Conradt were 
among the Big 12 coaches and 
players who discussed the cal­
iber of the league as well as 
their championship hopes 
Wednesday at the Big 12 
Women’s Basketball Media Day.

Even President Bush’s 
nephew, Geoige P. Bush, has 
pitched in.

And so has Cheney and 
Bush’s longtime adviser, Karen 
Hughes.

“It’s another reriiirkfer that 
Texas Republicans can be 
proud to be associated with 
their national party,” Beckwith 
said of Cheney’s trip to Texas.

Cbmyn has crisscrossed the 
state,4lefining himself as a play­
er on Bush’s team and ready to 
help the president push his 
agenda through the UJS. Senate 
that is now split 49-49 among 
Democrats and Republicans, 
with one independent who sides 
with the Democrats.

Comyn has steadfastly sup­
ported Bush’s tax cuts, judicial 
nominees, and war plans but 
Kirk has taken another path in 
backing the president.

ROCKVILLE, Md.' (AP) 
— A prosecutor deferided the 
decision to take the sniper sus­
pects into federal custody soon 
after their arrest, saying it did­
n’t prevent interrogators from 
getting good information from 
the pair.

A local law enforcement 
source complained
Wednesday that questioning of 
the suspects was halted when 
federal agents look custody, 
possibly preventing investiga­
tors from obtaining informa­
tion about the shooting spree.

• Maryland U.S. Attorney 
Thomas DiBiagio disputed 
that, saying neither John Allen 
Muhammad, 4 1, nor John Lee 
Malvo, 17, was “yielding any 
useful information.” He also 
said federal law required they 
be taken before a federal mag­
istrate once they asked for a 
lawyef. •

Montgomery, Ala., Police 
Chief John H. Wilson told The 
Washington Post that the rifle 
used in the Washington-area 
slayings was also used in an 
Alabama shooting that led 
investigators to the suspects. 
He said new ballistics tests 
contradicted an earlier finding 
that the weapon was not Ihe 
same.

Wilson said the finding 
leads him to believe a third 
person may have been 
involved in the Alabama slay­
ing, because the two sniper 
suspects were spotted with a 
handgun and magazine, not a 
rifle, the newspaper reported 
in Thursday’s editions. 
Investigators were already 
looking into the possibility 
that a third person, possibly 
driving a getaway car, was 
involved in the shooting.

The federal government 
took custody of Muhammad 
and Malvo soon after their 
arrest Oct. 24, the Maryland 
law enforcement source said, 
speaking on condition of 
anonymity. Local investiga­
tors were attempting to inter­
rogate the suspects at the time.

The source said police had 
hoped to gain their tmst to 
gain a confession or other 
valuable information.

“ He was talking,” the 
source said of Muhammad. 
“There was certainly a great 
deal of information that 
remained to be gleaned from 
him.”

DiBiagio called investiga­
tors to inform them that the 
two had to appear in front of 
federal magistrate,
Muhammad on the federal 
gun charge arxl Malvo as a 
material witness.

Pennsylvania drafts 
safety buggy manual

PHILADELPHIA (AP) -  
State officials arc creating a 
new safety manual for horse- 
drawn buggy drivers, hoping it 
helps them avoid crashes with 
fast-moving cars and trucks on 
winding Amish country roads.

Seven members of an 
Amish family, including five 
children from ages 3 to 11, 
remained hospitalized
Wednesday after the latest such 
accident.

Similar to a “Safe Driving in 
Amish Country” brochure 
already available, the new man­
ual will focus on common sense 
and courtesy, with an emphasis 
on lights arid reflectors the law 
requires on carriages to give 
them higher visibility, 
Pennsylvania Department of 
Transportation spokesman Rich 
Kirkpatrick said. ,

“It’s primarily going to be 
geared toward die Amish, giv­
ing them some tips on how to 
cope with much heavier, faster- 
moving vehicles than their bug­
gies,” Kirkpatrick said.

The manual will be pub­
lished in about two months, 
though offteials are still decid­
ing how to distribute h, 
Kirkpatrick said. Drivers of ani­
mal-drawn vehicles may not 
see e  «  PennDOT offices.

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The school board Isconstderlng toellminate the block schedule We feel that 
doing aw ay w ith the block Is ridiculous

Everyone hates change Changing the block schedule to a regular seven 
perkxidass would be going toextrenrcs. But dislikingchange Is notagoodenoitgh 
reason to keep the block xhedule and it Is true that some changes do need to be 
made.

Une oonoem opponents of the block schedule have is that seniors are not 
being piepated well enough for college because they have met their giaduaiion 
requiiernents t y  the last year and tend to take outs and T A  periods. The reason 
w h y  tliey feel seniors are not getting a good education is because they are not 
But this problem iseasily solved by requiring students to takea variety of classes 
the last year.

T lie crucial key is planning ahead. There are m any extra classes seniors 
can lake For example. A CT/SA T preparation courses biology IL  pre-caL and 
m any electives. . .  the list goes o a  A g a la  planning with your counselor before 
hand is all it takes for a rewarding senior year that w ill prepare students for the 
challenge of college the next fall.

 ̂ In  addition to this, failure rates are already up. Its  a serious battle to get 
siudents to remember do their homework and remember their book, pencil and 
paper as it is  Forcing more classes on students means more classes to keep up  
w ith. Lets face it. in this day and <ge: high school students are facing m any  
more challenges than in years past. M any students hold down part-time Jobs 
w ith some w ork in g30-40 hoursa week, in addition toxhool. to makeendsmeet 
on tlie liow norhelpat home: Life is fast-paced and teensarealready too wrapped 
up in extracurricular activities and m any more emotional issues (drugs, preg- 
nanry. suicides) than decades before. A  seven-period day. w ith more classes, more 
books, more tests, and more responsibilities to keep up w ith at the same time 
coukl overwhelm students so much that failure rates increase even mora

Also teachers w ill not have enough time to teach their curriculum  as t hbr- 
otighly. so this means more homework, more siudents not doing homework, 
and this leads to more failures Does it mean we shouldn't raise standards? N a  
But i Ik  reality is learning today is different Instead of doing aw ay w ith the 
block, we should take advantage of the hour and a half classes. Besides. T A A S  
scores and SA T/A C T scores at PHS have risen since the block be^n.

And that makes sense, because the block provides a longer period to learn 
more things just like the majority ofcollegessel uptheirooursexhedules.Plus. 
it is a proven fact that if a teacher has a better relationship w ith their students, 
thestudentsare more likely to team more in that environment. W ith the seven 
class schedule, teachers w ill see up to 30 kids in a class period, seven limes a day. 
That equals out to be about 210 students each day. You would be lucky to re­
member their names. In  addition, w ith the seven classes, people who fail a class 
w ill have to w ail an entire year to retake it. So if a senior was to fail English IV . 
he/she would not be able to graduate (More teachers and classes w ill have to be 
provided In the summer.) Ag^la more failure

Another oonoem Is that students are not able to take as m any eleaives to­
gether through the entire course of thexhool year because oply four c la s s e s^  
offered. Th is  is true However, they do have more opportunities with the block 
schedule to take more electives in general -  one more class each year than on a 
seven-period xhedute. M aybe they won't get to takedrama, band and speech all 
at the samé time, but they can take them different semesters, or be involved out­
side of class tim e They still have theopportunity to take a wide variety of classes 
-just not at the same time

Then there's the money issue Is the block xhedute more expensive for the 
xhool district than a seven-period day? Probably. But even if it is  what about the 
possibility of losing siudents or staff to other xhool districts. . .  that would be a 
great loss And what about the loss of student and teacher morale - the majority 
of the high xhool community loves the block xhedule. Finally, there is tlie po­
tential academic loss Scores have risen and more students are taking college 
prepatory tests than they did before the block. Besides as imponant as money is 
to our xhool district at this point in time, some things shouldn't be tossed aside 
for it.or the lack of i i  The block xhedule isoneof these things

The key solutions to all these problems seem to be better communication 
and more planning regarding students' graduation plans We feel that the sys­
tem of getting out information tostudentsand paren tsabout the block and xhed- 
ule planning could be improved. There needs to be more time for explaining the 
block xhedule to students in middle xhool coming up to the high xhool as well 
as for the students already here

There are three graduation plans students can choose, each w ith different 
credit requirements and there should bea half to full day of round table sessions 
(not Just an hour) where eighth gradersand their parents talk to counselors and 
teachers and high xhool student leaders about the best plan and w ays to xhed- 
uteclasseseffealvely. Also, each year at highxhool there should beat least half a 
day. In addition to the current xhedulingday. where each grade has the oppor­
tunity. w ith their parents, to reevaluatecurrent graduation plans, remind them 
of requirements and keep them posted on the im p rtan ceC P A  and college en­
trance exams.

Students need to figure out how to plan xhedules x  that the important 
classes are taken together. For example, taking foreign languages back to back 
planningllkethis would helpinsteadoftakingoneforeign languageyourfresh- 
man year then taking the other your junior year. The high xhool has already 
extended Algebra I into a year long class to help this problem. Maybe other im ­
portant core classes could do sam e M aking modifications to the current xhedule  
and planning ahead of time would do the trick.

No xhedule Is going to be perfea. but this one fits us well. Changes can be 
made to the existing schedule without throwing it in the trash and staning all 
over. It is true that most xhools in this area and around the country do not have 
the block schedule but this is what sets us apart for the better. We've alw ays  
know n we re the "Best in the West"... hopefully It w ill stay that way.
