Miami, Virginia Tech join
Atlantic Coast Conference

CORAL GABLES, Fla.
(AP) — Money played a
large role in Miami’s decision
to leave the Big East and join
the | Atlantic Coast
Conference.

But not in the way that
might have been expected.

Miami officials relied less
on the amounts of the offers
from the two conferences and
more on the ways the leagues
distribute profits to all sports.

If guaranteed money over
the next five years was the
most important factor, then
university president Donna
Shalala and athletic director
Paul Dee would have kept the
Hurricanes in the Big East.

“Frankly, the Big East
made us a better financial
offer,” Shalala said after the
announcement Monday. “It
was a sense of the future.
They’re fundamentally differ-
ent in the way in which they
distribute money.”

So, Miami went to the
ACC largely because that
conference pays all its mem-
bers the same amount. In the
Big East, teams received
some base money, then more
in a sliding bonus system that
rewarded national champi-
onships and other achieve-
ments.

“More importantly, if there
is a revenue-sharing situation,
you can budget accordingly
because you pretty much
know what you’re going to
get,” Miami athletic
spokesman Mark Pray said
Tuesday. “It’s not predicated
solely by what you get in
football, and that really helps
our Olympic sports.”

In the 2001-02 academic
year, ACC members received
$9.7 million each, the highest
disbursement in that confer-
ence’s history. Miami earned
a reported $9.3 million that
year, but even with a substan-
tial bonus for appearing in a
Bowl Championship Series
game and winning the nation-
al title, the Hurricanes made
less than every other ACC
school.

Miami made $4 million by
appearing in the 2001 sea-
son’s BCS title game at the
Rose Bowl; they would have
made $1.7 million less other-
wise.

Much of the ACC money
comes from TV deals.

The schools will split $69
million for the three seasons
left on the conference’s foot-
ball TV contracts with ABC,
ESPN and Jefferson-Pilot
Sports. By adding Miami and
Virginia Tech, the ACC fig-
ures to negotiate a much bet-
ter deal next time around.

“In the Big East, which has
worked for us up until now,
the more successful you
were, the more money you
got,” Shalala said. “If you
look at the ACC, it’s an even
distribution. Everyone gets
the same thing. In addition to
that, the ACC could better

accommodate all of our
sports.”

Reports: Friends said missing
Baylor athlete feared threats

WACO, Texas (AP) —
Before he disappeared three
weeks ago, missing Baylor
basketball player Patrick
Dennehy told a friend he was
concemed about threats to his
safety and fired guns with his
roommate that the two had
acquired  for  protection,
according to  newspaper
reports.

Police have not found the
Baylor forward, don’t know
how his vehicle ended up on
the East Coast and have not

named roommate Carlton
Dotson as a suspect. A search
warrant  affidavit, citing a

police informant, said Dotson
had shot Dennehy in the head
during an altercation.
Authorities said Tuesday
they were still holding out
hope that Dennehy was alive.
“There’s still a glimmer of
hope Mr. Dennehy will show
up and say, ‘Hey, this is where

I’ve been the whole time,”
Waco police spokesman Steve
Anderson said Tuesday.

Search dogs found no sign
of Dennechy when the FBI
helped Waco police search
about 50 acres of private land
north of town last week,
Anderson said.

Dotson, who played basket-
ball at Baylor last season and
had been staying at Dennchy’s
apartment, told a cousin he
shot Dennehy as the two
argued while firing guns,
according to the warrant that
cited an unidentified informant
in-Delaware.

Authorities simply called
Dotson of Hurlock, Md., a
“person of interest” and said
Tuesday they have no single
suspect.

“We have nothing at all
right now to indicate
(Dotson’s) a suspect. He's just
a citizen,- It’s a missing per

son’s case,” said Chris Flynn,
captain of the Hurlock police
department.

No charges have been filed,
Anderson said. He said a Waco
investigator interviewed
Dotson on Friday, but he didn’t
know whether police had spo-
ken to him since the search
warrant affidavit was made
public Monday.

Dotson has hired an attor-
ney, he told The Washington
Post on Tuesday

“I want everyone associated
with this to know my prayers
are with them,” Dotson told the
newspaper, which did not cite
his whereabouts.

At Hurlock, a rural commu-
nity on Maryland’s eastern
shore, Dotson’s aunt, Pat
Waters, said Tuesday that he
returned to town for the sum-
mer and was at her house
Sunday, but they didn’t dis-
cuss Dennehy.
