In 2002, the business posted rev-
enue of about $80 million.

The deal’s total price of approximately

cash and 3.2 million newly issued
National Oilwell common shares. Based
on at Wednesday's closing price of $20.23
on the New York Stock Exchange. those
shares are valued at about $64.7 million.

Ridge awaits confirmation next week as first Homeland Security chief

WASHINGTON (AP) — Tom Ridge awaits Senate confirmation
next week as the nation’s first secretary of homeland secunty,
charged with the daunting task of crafting a vast new government
agency capable of guarding Amencans from the threat of terrorism

“The road will be long, and the mission difficult,” the former
Pennsylvania governor told the Senate Governmental Aftairs
Committee, which swiftly approved his nomination Fnday and sent
it to the Senate floor tor a vote Tuesday.

“We will not have truly succeeded until the day when terronsts
know the futihty of attacking Amencans,” he said.

Ridge, President Bush's chiet adviser on domestic terronsm since
the Sept. 11 attacks., 1s certain to win confirmation overwhelmingly
The debate betore that vote, however, will give senators another
chance to air their concerns about the new department — including
whether the administraton will fully fund anti-terror programs and
whether the agency, in tracking down terronsts, wil' erode civil Tib
erties and pnvacy nights.

“This Cabinet post may well be the most challenging position
created by Congress since it established the Department of Defense
in 1947, said Governmental Atfairs chairwoman Susan Collins, R
Maine

Ridge, in his tesimony, spoke of the “enormity of our task™ of
bringing together 22 federal agencies with 170,000 employees
Homeland Secunty “will not in and of itself be able to stop all
attempts by those who wish to do us harm,™ he said.

While there was no dissent over Ridge's qualifications for the job,
senators used' the four-hour confirmation hearing to question the
administration’s anti-terrorism policies.

“Overall 1t’s been too weak,” Sen. Joe Lieberman, D-Conn., a
presidential hopeful, said of the administration’s record on homeland
defense. “lts vision has been too blurry and its willingness to con-
front the status quo, including with resources, has been too limited.”

Lieberman’s comment came a day after the Republican-run
Senate rejected a Democratic attempt to add $5 billion to this year’s
budget for domestic security, primarily to finance programs at the
state and local levels

Ridge said there would be additional money in the 2004 budget

for “first responders™ and others at the head of the fight against ter-
rorism.

The Homeland Security Department will €ombine the Secret
Service, Coast Guard, Customs Service, Immigration and
Naturalization Service, Transportation Security Administration,
Federal Emergency Management Agency and other agencies with
security-related functions. . .

Congress last November passed legislation to create the depart-
ment after a drawn-out debate touching on such issues as whistle-
blower protections, maintenance of civil liberties, collective bargain-
ing for department employees and the division of labor with the CIA
and FBI, which will remain independent.

“The cost of creating this new department cannot be at the
expense of our fundamental freedoms,” Sen. Daniel Akaka, D-
Hawaii, said at the hearing.

U.S. pilot under orders to hold fire when bomb dropped

BARKSDALE AIR
FORCE BASE, La. (AP) —
The U.S. pilot who mistakenly
dropped a 500-pound bomb on
Canadian troops in
Afghanistan was under orders
to hold fire when the deadly
attack was launched, a fellow
airman said.

However, Maj. John Milton
also testified Friday “hold fire”
orders do not apply when pilots
believe they are under attack.

The testimony came on the
fourth day of a military hearing
to determine whether two
members of his Illinois
National Guard squadron
should be court-martialed.
Majs. Harry Schmidt and
William Umbach are charged
with involuntary manslaughter
and could face up to 64 years in

a military prison if convicted.

The hearing was to resume

Saturday. It is expected to con-
clude Jan. 24.
* The Air Force has charged
the U.S. pilots were reckless in
releasing the 500-pound bomb
before making sure the area in
southem Afghanistan was clear
of allies.

Defense lawyers say a mas-
sive communications glitch
caused the incident: Schmidt
and Umbach weren’t told the
Canadians would be holding a
live-ammunition exercise, so
the pilots attacked when they
spotted threatening ground fire.

On Friday, an audio tape and
videotape of the accident, taken
from Schmidt’s F-16 — a key
piece of evidence during the
hearing — was played again.

On it, a flight controller is
heard saying “hold fire” after
Schmidt requests permission to
fire his 20 millimeter cannons.
Schmidt had spotted ground
fire and thought Umbach was
under attack.

Milton said the order meant
Schmidt must refrain from®

Four seconds later, Schmidt
said he was “rolling in” to drop
the guided bomb. Thirty-nine
seconds later, the bomb was
dropped, killing Canadian
infantrymen Sgt. Marc Leger,
Cpl. Ainsworth Dyer, Pvt.
Richard Green and Pvt. Nathan
Smith.

The blast also wounded
eight other Canadians who had
been performing anti-tank exer-
cises with live ammunition.

Survivors testified earlier
they were not firing into the air
at the time. Defense lawyers
have suggested the pilots
thought they were under fire
from enemy forces.

Under cross-examination,
Milton indicated a hold-fire
order does not apply when a
pilot believes he is under attack.
Schmidt can also be heard on
the recordings citing self-
defense at the same time he said
he was “rolling in.”

Milton, who has flown simi-
lar F-16 missions over Afghan
combat zones, was not

involved in the April 17 bomb-
ing. He was called as a govemn-
ment witness to explam, as a
pilot, how he understood the
events leading up to the bomb-
ing.

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Center. Two items on the agenda pertain to

the superintendent selection: consideration of

appointment of an interim superintendent and
appointment of a superintendent finalist.

These are only two of a long list of action
items scheduled Tuesday.

selves.” They would be
required to do something sym-
bolic — a demonstration of
their good intentions and their
good will.”

Gwozdecky, the IAEA
spokesman, said the more time
asked for by Blix and ElBaradei
was particularly crucial now
that inspections had entered a
“high intensity’’ phase.

This
requires time.”

Butler, who was chief of
the infectious diseases divi-
sion of the department of
internal medicine at Tech’s
medical school, has been
involved in plague research
for more than 25 years and
is internationally recog-
nized in the field.

Butler was the only per-
son with authorized access
to the bacteria, which must
be registered with the
International  Biohazards
Committee and the govern-
ment.

The  university  has
placed Butler on paid leave,
changed the locks on his
laboratory, blocked him
from computer access and
barred him from campus.

Provost said he wonders
why Butler would risk his
career and reputation by his
actions.

‘A lot of people are obvi-
ously wondering that as
well,” he said.

A detention and a prelimi-
nary hearing for Butler was
scheduled for 3 p.m. Tuesday
in the courtroom of federal
Magistrate Nancy Koenig.

The report of missing vials
triggered a terrorism-alert
plan and showed how jittery
Americans are over the threat
of a biological attack, as
dozens of federal agents con-
verged on Lubbock and
reports of the missing bacte-
ria became instant national
news.

The public did not learn of
the report of missing vials

until early Wednesday but
hospitals and medical per-
sonnel were notified Tuesday
as part of the city’s post-Sept.
11 emergency plan.

Health officials say 10 to
20 people in the United
States contract plague each
year, usually through infect-
ed fleas or rodents. The
plague can be treated with
antibiotics, but about one in
seven U.S. cases is fatal.

Homeowner thinks insurance
industry investing in politics

There is every indication the Texas insurance industry
has bought and paid for the right to rape the insurance mar-
ketplace. Herewith is a recent personal experience.

Homeowner policy - same company for 10 years.

No recent claims or other excuse to raise premium. Black
mold is not a factor.

Time to renew policy.

Company unilaterally and arbitrarily increased our cover-
age by $40,000. This was done to increase our premium by
92 percent or to $3,279. We were of the opinion the client,
customer, policy holder set the coverage desired.

Last fall, hearings were held in Washington in an attempt
to modify banking laws to accon modate insurance compa-
ny's entering the banking business. Profits had soared. State
Sen. Robert Duncan is quoted as saying, “these rates won’t
come down soon.” He is correct, the insurance industry has
too much invested in Texas politics to pull back saon. .

The state comptroller, prior to the election (on) Nov. 5,
2002, was quoted as saying the state would have a $5 billion
surplus. After the election, the amount became a $5- and
then $10-billion deficit.

The state is short of funds and levies a tax of 1.6 percent
on property and casualty premiums and 1.75 percent on pre-
miums for accident health and life. .

These taxes are expected to raise a total of $1.6 billion for
the state over the two-year budget cycle. Consequently the
possibility of cheaper homeowner insurance premiums is
less than likely.

A final note. If you believe the Homeland Security oper-
ation will invade your privacy, it shouldn’t bother you. The
insurance industry has been doing it for years.

I am
addicted to the adventures of this young
wizard, as well as to those of the older
wizard in the “Lord of the Rings™ trilogy.

All in all, measured against the long
history of mankind, we certainly live in
bizarre times.

WTAMU administrators scheduling fee increase hearing

CANYON — West Texas
A&M University students, par-
ents and other interested parties
are invited to attend a public hear-
ing to discuss two fee-increase
proposals. The hearing will begin
at 2 p.m. Tuesday, Jan. 21 in the
Jack B. Kelley Student Center on
the WTAMU campus.

One proposal involves a $2
per-semester-credit-hour increase
which would raise Designated
Tuition at West Texas A&M to
$30.50 per semester credit hour.
The additional revenue, accord-

ing to Gary Bames, vice presi-
dent for business and finance,
would be used to help fund oper-
ational support and academic ini-
tiatives.

Administrators will also pro-
vide information about a Rec
Sports Fee increase which would
be used to pay for construction,
operational and equipment costs
at the Virgil Henson Activities
Center and other recreational
facilities. Students currently pay
$35 per semester-"The proposal
calls for a flat fee of $50 per

semester for 2003-2004, $60 per
semester for 2004-2005 and $70
per semester for 2005-2006.

It is the nation’s
leading cause of disability and
No. 3 killer. Some strokes are
caused by the bleeding in the
brain, but most are ischemic
strokes, caused when arteries
feeding the brain are blocked.
That’s the type that the clot-
busting TPA treats.

Yet six years after TPA was
named crucial to the treat-
ment of strokes, only two of
every 100 ischemic stroke
victims receive it.

But in Houston, San
Diego, Cincinnati and other
cities, the so-called stroke
commandos are getting TPA
to significantly more patients
in time, from 10 percent to
beyond 20 percent of patients
in some hospitals.

Now the National
Institutes of Health wants to
spread that success and
turned to the commandos for
advice. Their recommenda-
tion: Within the next year, all
hospitals should designate
whether they have the facili-
ties for proper stroke care.
Then ambulances should
begir immediately to carry
possible stroke victims to
those hospitals that promise
state-of-the-art care, even if it
requires bypassing a closer
ER, just as paramedics now
take accident victims to trau-
ma centers.

experts at a meeting convened
by NIH last week. “Either
they have to get up to speed,
or they shouldn’t be doing
stroke care.”

Why is it so hard to give
TPA?

Partly it’s a matter of time.
TPA must be given within
three hours of the first symp-
toms, and roughly a quarter of
patients get to hospitals fast
enough.

But too often the hospital
plays a role. Patients arrive in
time, only to be cared for by
nonspecialists confused about
how and when to give TPA,
stroke experts told the NIH
meeting.

Because TPA can cause
bleeding in the brain, a CT
scan to ensure the patient isn’t
already bleeding is crucial.
Not every hospital offers 24-
hour CT scans.

And the scans can be con-
fusing. For example, one
study found 32 percent of
patients initially deemed to
have a stroke too mild for
TPA wound up dead or dis-
abled. Yet stroke “‘is a slowly
gathering steam engine’” as
brain damage builds for
hours, so don’t rule out TPA
just because of an early CT
scan, warns Dr. J.P. Mohr of
New  York’s Columbia-
Presbyterian Medical Center.

The stroke commandos
fight such barriers in different
ways. In Houston, for exam-
ple, University of Texas
experts signed up six of 29
area hospitals to offer proper
stroke care, with specialists
on duty 24 hours a day, and
taught paramedics stroke
symptoms. Ambulances now
are supposed to bring possible

In  Cincinnati, Jauch
assembled a team of experts
that 15 area hospitals page for
help whenever a stroke victim
arrives. San Diego’s system is
simiiar.

In Nevada, where patients
can be 300 miles from the
nearest stroke specialist, a
commando team advises rural
hospitals on TPA by phone
and computer, and flies
patients to bigger hospitals for
follow-up care.

There are no national
guidelines urging hospitals to
adopt such programs. But the
NIH's National Institute of
Neurologic Disorders and
Stroke will post the new rec-
ommendations on its Web site
in hopes communities will
follow them.

Meanwhile, patients and
families can help themselves
by knowing stroke symptoms
— weakness or numbness on
one side of the body, slurred
speech and loss of balance —
and seeking help immediately.

Women often have some
different symptoms, including
confusion, disorientation and
pain. Don’t focus just on
those unusual signs — men-
tion any other symptoms like
one-sided weakness, too,
because those buzz words
speed a correct diagnosis,
advises Dr. Lewis
Morgenstern of the University
of Michigan.

And don’t be reluctant to
ask the ER doctor if you or a
relative is a TPA candidate,
the specialists say.

Worms study
could hold
key to weight

Gene manipulation that
created sleek and trim round-
worms may ultimately help
scientists develop new obesi-
ty treatments.

Harvard biologist Gary
Ruvkun used a new tech-
nique to identify about 400
genes in the roundworm’s
genetic code related to fat
production and storage.

His team deactivated, or
“tumed off,” about 300 of
the genes in experiments and
“the worms are thin and
happy,” Ruvkun said. When
they knocked out the activity
of the other 100 genes,
worms grew fatter.

Details of the roundworm
experiments and the new
genetic technique appear in a
recent issue of the journal
Nature.

“If ~someone told me
we'd be using this kind of
protocol even three years
ago, I'd have said that’s crazy
—don’t even think about it,”
Ruvkun said.

Scientists frequently con-
duct basic experiments with
roundworms — known by
their scientific name as C.
elegans — because they are
inexpensive and simple.
Scientists can fit 100,000 on
a lab dish, and they repro-
duce within four days.

Yet humans share about
half of the roundworm’s
19,000 genes, including 200
of the fat-storage genes.
Whether the same gene
knockout technique will
work in humans is unclear,
but obesity drugs might be
developed based on the basic
understanding of the genes,
Ruvkun said.

Other biologists cau-
tioned that drug companies
would need at least a decade
to safely develop a genetic
therapy for obesity. One in
five Americans is obese, and
obesity is implicated in car-
diovascular disease, diabetes
and other illnesses.

“The worm studies will
allow the identification of
many more genes much
more rapidly. It'll also speed
up the process of figuring out
how they work,” said Leon
Avery of the University of
Texas Southwester Medical
Center in Dallas, which is

end-of-year
crop report

AUSTIN — The end-of-
year crop estimates for 2002
released by the Texas
Agricultural Statistics Service
show that yields for some crops
improved from 2001, but less
than ideal conditions in some
parts of the state resulted in
lower yields and some acreage
abandonment. On the bright
side, many cotton and rice pro-
ducers harvested record-break-
ing yields.

The 2002 Texas Upland cot-
ton crop totaled 5.0 million
bales, 17 percent above 2001.
An estimated 4.5 million acres
were harvested, 6 percent more
than in 2001. Planted cotton
acreage totaled 5.6 million
acres, 7 percent less than in
2001. Harvested acreage pro-
duced a record yield of 533
pounds per acre, compared
with 481 pounds last year and
the previous record of 524
pounds set in 1998.

Com production was esti-
mated at 205.7 million bushels,
up 23 percent from 2001.
Statewide yield was estimated
at 113 bushels per acre, 5
bushels fewer than in 2001.
Harvested acreage was esti-
mated at 1.82 million acres, up
28 percent from 2001.

Texas peanut production was
estimated at 868 million
pounds, down 3 percent from
last year. Statewide yield, at
3,100 pounds per acre, was 210
pounds above 2001.

Sorghum production was
estimated at 72.8 million hun-
dredweight (cwt), up fraction-
ally from 2001. Harvested
acreage was estimated at 2.55
million acres, down 2 percent
from 2001. Yield, at 2,856
pounds per acre, was 56
pounds more than the previous
year.

The 2002 Texas soybean
crop was estimated at 6.02 mil-
lion bushels, up 3 percent from
the previous year's production.
Harvested acreage was esti-
mated at 215,000 acres, down
4 percent; yield was estimated
at 28.0 bushels per acre,
increased 2 bushels above
2001.

Production of all hay was
estimated at 13.9 million tons,
28 percent more than in 2001.
Harvested acreage increased 8
percent, and yield was estimat-
ed at 2.46 tons, compared with
2.07 tons the previous year.

United States com produc-
tion, at 9.01 billion bushels,
was down 5 percent from
2001. Yield was estimated at
130.0 bushels per acre, down
8.2 bushels from a year earligr.
The U.S. sorghum crop was

estimated at 207.1 million cwt, .

down 28 percent from 2001.
The U.S. Upland cotton crop
totaled 16.5 million bales,
down 16 percent from 2001.
Soybean production was esti-
mated at 2.73 billion bushels,
down 6 percent from 2001.
The U.S. peanut crop was esti-
mated at 3.32 billion pounds,
down 22 percent from a year
ago. U.S. rice production was
estimated at 211 million cwt,
down 2 percent from 2001.

- The government also adopted a new

program of assistance for peanut grow-
ers, abandoning the one that had been
in place since the Great: Depression.
The change, in the middle of the grow-
ing season, was chaotic. -

“It was a nightmare,”” Boyd
Hagerson said. “‘I'm glad it’s over.”

The Hagersons said they lost about
1,000 pounds per acre because of the
weather extremes last year. Their
peanuts stood in the fields for three to
four weeks because the ground was too
soggy for harvesting. By the time they
got to them, some of the vines had rot-
ted and the peanuts had fallen off.

‘“Wet weather tore us up,”
Hagerson said.

National peanut production dropped
from nearly 4.3 billion pounds in 2001
to 3.3 billion pounds last year, accord-
ing to a recent crop report from U.S.
Department of Agriculture.

“We truly had a disaster,” said

Don Koehler, executive director of

the Georgia Peanut Commission,
which represents about 4,800 peanut
farmers. ‘“When you look at the
drought during the growing season
and wet weather during the harvest,
some of our growers need help to sur-
vive it.”’

Many Georgia counties were
declared disaster areas during the
drought, and now the Georgia Peanut
Commission is appealing to Congress
for disaster assistance.

“To have everything invested in the
crop and then not have a crop to gath-
er, it put folks in a situation where they
can’t handle their debt load,” Koehler
said. “Farmers work on a thin margin
anyway. When you have a disaster, it’s
devastating.”

The new peanut program replaces a
quota system that guaranteed some

“It’s hard for us to
make decisions without knowing the
facts. We're just kind of holding back
and hoping something will come
through. We want to get started on the
right track ... to know what we're
looking at to make plans and projec-
tions.”

December grain stocks decline 25 percent

AUSTIN — According to
the Texas  Agricultural
Statistics Service, the second-
quarter wheat stocks for
Texas were down 25 percent
from last year. Stocks in all
positions on December |
totaled 91.8 million bushels.
The on-farm wheat storage, at
2.0 million bushels, was
down from the 2.3 million
bushels stored on farms a

year ago. Off-farin wheat
stocks, at 89.8 million
bushels, accounted for 98

percent of all wheat stocks.

All sorghum stocks in all
positions” for Texas totaled
31.6 million cwt on
December 1, down only
slightly from the previous
year. On-farm stocks totaled
2.8 million cwt compared to
the same amount a year ago.
Off-farm sorghum stocks, at
28.8 million cwt, accounted
for 91 percent of all sorghum
stocks.

U.S. corn stocks in all posi-
tions on December 1, 2002,
totaled 7.63 billion bushels,
down 8 percent from

The lifetime award was
presented by the National
Sportscasters and
Sportswriters  Association
during ceremonies at the Bear
Bryant Award dinner.

Bucs must protect Johnson from blitzing Eagles

PHILADELPHIA (AP) —
After chasing Michgel Vick
all over the field, the
Philadelphia Eagles are glad
to see Brad Johnson.

Johnson, the NFC’s top-
rated passer, leads the
Tampa Bay Buccaneers into
Veterans Stadium for the
NFC championship game
against Philadelphia today.

The Eagles are thrilled
because Johnson's one of the
slowest quarterbacks in the
NFL. And, he’s struggled
against Philadelphia. In his
last three starts against the
Eagles, Johnson has thrown
six interceptions and no
touchdowns.

“Playing against Michael
Vick, you have to worry
about him running every sin-
gle play. It kind of takes
away from the other things
you're doing on the field,”
lipebacker Carlos Emmons

said.

“(A pocket passer) gives
you a better sense to know
where . the quarterback is
going to be and now you can
concentrate more on cover-
age and trying to keep him
from getting the ball in
there.”

The Eagles held Vick to
just 30 yards rushing in a 20-
6 win last week over Atlanta
in an NFC divisional play-
off.

During a 20-10 victory
over the Bucs earlier in the
season, the Eagles sacked
Johnson five times, sending
him to the bench with bro-
ken ribs after the last sack.
Rob Johnson finished up,
and he was sacked once.

The Bucs know they must
to do a much better job of
protecting their quarterback
to have a chance to get to the
Super Bowl for the first time
in franchise history.

“We need to run the ball,
avoid turnovers, and give
Brad time. That’s the biggest
thing,” right tackle Kenyatta
Walker said.

In his first year in Jon
Gruden’s offense, Johnson
proved to be one of the
league’s top quarterbacks.
He completed 281 of 451
passes (62.3 percent) for
3,049 yards, 22 touchdowns
and only six interceptions.
His rating of 92.9 led the
conference.

The Eagles, who led the
league with 56 sacks, rely
heavily on the blitz to harass
quarterbacks.

But their defensive line,
led by three-time Pro Bowl
defensive end Hugh
Douglas, also generates a lot
of pressure.

Defensive  coordinator
Jim Johnson is known for
his confusing blitz schemes

and willingness to send just
about any player at any time,
making it difficult for
offenses to plan against the

Eagles. Eight of
Philadelphia’s sacks this
year came from its sec-
ondary.

*“They definitely do some
things that are unorthodox,”
Walker said. “That’s what
makes them so special. The
challenge is on us. It’s not
pressure. I think they are the
ones with the pressure on
them. We are underdogs.”

Philadelphia blitzes fre-
quently because it has three
Pro Bowl players in its sec-
ondary, including corner-
backs Troy Vincent and
Bobby Taylor and free safety
Brian Dawkins. Vincent,
Taylor and nickel corner-
back Al Harris are strong in
man-to-man coverage,
allowing the safeties to go
after the quarterback.

Williams closes in on ‘Serena Slam’ at Australian Open

MELBOURNE, Australia
(AP) — Serena Williams is
looking over her shoulder as
she closes in on the ‘“‘Serena
Slam.”

She has
won 22 of her latest 23 match-
es, including consecutive wins
over the Williams sisters in
the WTA Championships in
November.

Preserving a dying cr

It was a cold winter’s day when Preston
Pairsh decided to start restoring the wagon
he had recently acquired.

He had traded a bird dog for it.

“The wagon set out here for several years,”

he said. sitting in his welding shop south of

Pampa on the Bowers City highway.

His kids played on the wagon.

“They drove it a million miles sitting
there.” Pairsh grinned, “but it finally
began to fall apart. ¢

That’s when he decided it was time to
do something with it. The first thing he
was going to rebuild was the seat.

“That was the simplest looking part.” he
said.

Pairsh expected to spend a couple of
hours working in the shop on the old
wagon seat. ;

“I've got all kinds of power tools and
stuff here,” he said.

He had modemn equipment that the old
wagon makers and wheelwrights didn’t
have.

*About two days later,” he said, 1 final-
ly finished it. I have the greatest respect
now for those old-timers that built those
wagons with hand tools. There wasn’t a
straight cut on that seat anywhere.
Everything was beveled and fitted.”

It's a hobby, Pairsh said.

“I enjoy doing 1t,” he added. I got into
it by accident.”

One of the hardest things about restoring
wagons, he said, 1s not to improve them.

“You tend to think ‘this would be a
whole lot better if [ did this or that,” but
that’s not the way these things were built,”
Pairsh said.

To restore a wagon, it has to be repaired
to its original condition, not beyond.

Pairsh has an old wheelwright table
amid the welding and fabrication equip-
ment that fills his shop.

“The wheel actually sits down in the
middle of it.” he said of the table. “There’s
a place for the axle and clamps for other
parts of it.”

Once he began working on wagons, he
said he quickly realized there were a number
of things that he was going to have to have.

Many of the wheel parts can be ordered.
Pairsh said that when he first started he
thought he could make all of the wheel,
but quickly found out how costly such a
process was in time. Now many of the
parts he uses to build*wheels are ordered
from Amish wheelwrights in
Pennsylvania.

“I try not to build the hubs,” Pairsh said.

The spokes are riveted in to the hub.

“That makes your spider,” he said. hold-
ing up a hub with the spokes extending out
in all directions.

He said he orders his spokes.

“I could build them,” he said, “but I can
order them for so much less.”

Pairsh said he tried, when he first start-
ed. turning spokes on his lathe, but quick-
ly found out that it was tricky and very
time consuming.

The cross section of a spoke is not
round but a tear drop shape.

On the outer edge of the spoke, what is
called a tendon is cut. Cutting a tendon
essentially 1s taking the end down and
shaping it like a dowel pin to fit the round-
ed wooden part of the wheel which will be
covered by an iron tire. That wooden part
of the wheel which is covered by the iron
tire 1s called a fellow.

Pairsh said he’s tried building some fel-
lows of his own. but it too 1s a tricky business.

“You can’t just cut one out,” Pairsh said,
“because of the grain of the wood. it will
snap.”

)

The wood has to be bent so the grain
follows the curve of the wheel.

Cutting a tendon -is also tricky and
requires some especially designed equip-
ment, Pairsh said.

First, the end of the spoke has to be
shaved to a point like the point on a pencil.

Pairsh was able to find a new spoke
pointer, but it was hand operated. Pairsh
modified it to fit a drill.

Without a pointed spoke. the rest of
the wheel building process won’t
work.

Once there is a point on the end of the
spoke, a second cutting 1s made with a ten-
don cutter to round the end of the spoke to
the shape of a dowel leaving a shoulder
above.

He found an original, and a worn, ten-
don cutter in South Dakota. It has two
blades, one to cut the tendon, or dowel that
ships into the fellow, and another to cut the
shoulder.

The tendon cutter, Pairsh said, is quite a
tool.

The fellow, the round wooden part of
the wheel on the outside that’s covered
with an iron tire, comes in halves or quar-
ters and are spliced together with metal fit-
tings.

These days, Pairsh said, fitting the iron
tire to the wheel is not too critical. A hun-
dred years or more ago. it was.

The wooden frame of the wheel is sup-
posed to be slightly bigger than the iron
tire, just a fraction of an inch. A century or
more ago. the tire would be heated untl it
expanded enough to go over the frame.
then cooled to tighten it around the wheel.

Today, Pairsh said. it the iron is too
loose, he’ll take a torch and cut in two and
make it fit, but old time wheelwrights did-
n't have modern welding and cutting
equipment.

PAIN RELIEF DURING
CHILDBIRTH

There are two main categories of pain
relief available to a woman during
childbirth gional blocks and opioid
analgesics. Regional blocks. such as
epidurals, spinals, or combined spinal
epidurals, are mjected into the lower
back to deliver pain relief to the uterus
and vagina. They
work by stopping
nerve impulses from
traveling up the
spinal cord. Opioid
analgesics are
narcotics that are
injected into a muscle
or run through an IV
into a vein. They dull
the senses and decrease the brain's
ability to perceive pain throughout the
body. According to the American
College of Obstetricians and
Gynecologists, regional blocks are
preferable because they allow the
mother to remain more alert and to

PAIRSH

“Year’s ago, when you had
to beat it together with a ham-
mer, you'd like for it to fit the
first time,” he said.

Pairsh said he’s been
lucky. He hasn’t had to cut
one yet. His wife, Diane,
called it skill.

The wheel he was working
on now is from an old Henney
buggy, a doctor’s buggy, he
explained.

Some shops use oak for
wagon wheels, but Pairsh uses
hickory because it’s a harder
wood and doesn’t split like
oak.

“It weathers better,” he
said.

Once the wheel is assem-
bled, then it can be made true.

“Something that most peo-
ple don’t realize,” Pairsh said,
“is that a wheel is dished.”

That makes it track and run
better.

Pairsh said he had no idea
how complex a wagon was.

“I' thought if somebody
could do this with their primi-
tive tools a hundréd or two
hundred years ago, that’s no
problem for me to do now,”
Pairsh
grinned.

He's done several wagons,
carts and hacks. Many of them
were for use in parades.

Pairsh has a rubber tired
beer wagon that belonged to
his brother-in-law.

“Down asphalt,” Pairsh
said. “Down brick streets. The
rubber tires are a whole lot
smoother.”

The rubber tires in this case
are similar to the iron rims on
most wagons, but with hard
rubber for a smoother ride.

Pairsh put roller bearings in
the wheels so they wouldn’t
have to be greased.

“The old wagon wheels had

to be greased daily,” Pairsh said.

When the Sesquicentennial
Wagon Train came through
Pampa a few years ago, Pairsh
said he worked on several of
the wagons and drilled a hole
behind the spokes and inserted
a metal sleeve so a grease gun
could be used on them.

“That way they didn’t have
to pull the wheels off every
day to grease them,” Pairsh
said.

He said he also put
hydraulic hub brakes on the
rear of the brightly colored
beer wagon.

It was done in the name of
safety, so various historical
societies will allow such mod-
ifications.

“I still have mixed feeling
about it,” Pairsh said, “but
they say it’s all right.”

Wagons a century or more
ago had mechanical brakes
that were essentially a block of
wood that was pushed against
the rims of the rear wheels
when the driver stood on a
pedal.

Pairsh said he’s doing more
and more wagons, particularly
chuckwagons, since there are
more and more chuckwagon
competitions. In addition to
restoring the wagons, he
makes the chuck boxes. He
even makes the pots and pans
using his blacksmith skills.

“It’s got to look authentic,”
he shrugged.

Pairsh said he can’t weld on
them.

“We do quite a bit of black-
smithing,” Pairsh said, exam-
ining a large spoon that he had
created at a forge and anvil.

He said each chuck box
seems to be different. Some
want drawers, others want
shelves or cubby holes.

“The thing is most of
those old timers didn’t have
that much,” Pairsh said.
“Salt, pepper, flour and

sugar was about it.”

At one time, had a wagon
and team of mules. He has a
series of prizes, including one
from a parade in Pampa, for
the wagon and team.

Eventually, one mule died
and Pairsh sold the other one,
but he still has the harness in
his barn ... just in case.

“I might want to do that
again,” Pairsh said.

HOUSTON — The pro-
fessionally dressed woman
who walked into the offices
of Blue Moon Investigations
was not unlike thousands of
others who" suspected their
husbands  were  having
affairs.

This one, however, knew
the affair was taking place
and merely wanted proof
that, as promised, her ortho-
dontist husband of 10 years
was ending his yearlong fling
with his office receptionist.
The woman wanted a record-
ing of her husband telling his
mistress their affair was over.

But the husband, David
Harris, ended up dead.

Witnesses said his wife, 44-
year-old Clara Harris, ran him
over with their Mercedes as a
Blue Moon investigagor video-
taped the incident. Blue Moon
was in the spotlight again
recently when the Webster
company tried to gain access
to a videotape shot by one of
their investigators the night
David Harris was run over.
The tape had been turned over
to police immediately after the
incident.

Spying on unfaithful
spouses accounts for about
30 percent to 40 percent of
the company’s business,
depending on the season.

Perhaps it’s the blooming
flowers, but owner Bobbi
Sue Bacha says “spring is the
highest time for infidelity.”

The company, which
includes Bacha’s husband
and a corps of 38 investiga-
tors, is the largest in the Clear
Lake area. It also works with
insurance companies and
takes on a lot of competitive
intelligence cases. Those
cases involve investigating
franchise owners or man-
agers of stores to see whether
they are reporting all sales
transactions and are follow-
ing company policy on
refunds and exchanges.

Blue Moon gets a lot of
cases because it is the first
listing in the yellow pages
under “‘private detective
agencies.”” The company’s
Web site at www.piblue-
moon.com also attracts a lot
of business.

The name Blue Moon
came not from a popular tele-
vision detective-agency
series but from Bacha’s own
experience. After her first
divorce, Bacha would sit at
her blue-and-white house on
Tiki Island and stare at the
moon from her back porch.

“l was really blue after
my divorce. My friends
would come by and call me
the blue moon lady,” the
thrice-married mother of
three said.

Bacha, 43, who is vice
president of the company,
started her career as a private
investigator in 1983 just after
divorcing her high school
sweetheart. ,

“Investigations were my
career and helped heal my
broken heart. I stayed very
busy on cases and taking care
of my children,” she said.

Her first PI job was with
Turman and Associates, a
then-newly established firm
in the Clear Lake area. She
mainly did insurance investi-
gations and later moved to
work for other agencies.

“I have over 20 years of
experience and managed,
over the years, to balance the
difficult position of a female
PI in a male-dominated pro-
fession and be a mother to
my three children,” she said.

Bacha met her third hus-
band, Lucas, 50, an_aero-
space engineer, through their
doctor when she was being
treated for pneumonia. The
two have been married eight
years.

The majority of Blue
Moon’s spousal cases prove
an adulterous relationship. A
memorable case involved a
local woman who hired the
agency to follow her profes-
sor husband on a “busine8s”
trip to Mexico City.

Detectives at the Mexico
City airport quickly spotted

the professor in the arms of
another woman. The couple
then checked into the same
hotel room and didn’t venture
out for more than a day.
When the twosome finally
left for an afternoon trip to a

.local grocery store, the spying

sleuths convinced a maid to let
them into the room. Inside
they got the necessary proof to
report to the wife that her hus-
band was indeed having an
affair. The detectives also
found a large jar of Cheez
Whiz, which was included in a
report to the wife.

*“‘She was so upset,” Bacha
said of the wife. ““‘She said, ‘I
thought the Cheez Whiz was
our thing.” She was more upset
about the Cheez Whiz than her
husband’s infidelity.”

Blue Moon charges about

$340 for romantic-involve- -

ment cases in which people
want information on their
daughter’s boyfriend, or
grown sons and daughters
want information on the per-
son their parent is going to
marry.

The Harris case is not the
only one that has brought Blue
Moon into the public eye.
Bacha was hired to find the
family of Morris Black, a 71-
year-old Galveston man
whose dismembered body was
discovered in Galveston Bay.
She found that Black, a drifter,
had five brothers and six sis-
ters and had never married or
had children.

Robert Durst, an heir to a
New York City family real
estate fortune, is accused of
killing him on Sept. 30, 2001.
Durst’s capital murder trial is
this year.

Durst, a cross-dresser, and

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Black lived in the same four-
plex.

Blue Moon-led searches of
the bay in February came up
with two female wigs,
women'’s clothing, unopened
makeup and what appeared to
be a bloodstained piece of car-
pet. The police took custody
of the evidence. Bacha and
others involved are under a
gag order and cannot discuss
the case.

Having grown wup in
Galveston with a police offi-
cer as a father, Bacha said, she
acquired her love for investi-
gations from him.

“He is a wise investigator
and one of the best. I used to
ride with him at times on calls
and remember him bringing
home evidence in murder
cases to go over and review,”’
Bacha said of her father,
Robert Trapani, a retired 38-
year Galveston police veteran.
“I would watch in wonder as
to how he would sort through
and ponder it all. My father is
my idol, and I have learned
everything from him and owe
him everything.”

Bacha said her father, who
is known on the island as
“Trap,” taught her to ‘‘always
let the evidence present itself
to you — and it does.”

until after Harris* murder trial
set this month to see the
videotape evidence gathered
by a Blue Moon investigator.
In November, State District
Judge Carol Davies imposed a
gag order to keep all video and
audiotapes under wraps until
after the trial.

When she went to the Blue
Moon offices July 23, Harris,
who remains free on $30,000
bond, provided the agency
with times and locations of
where her husband and his
mistress, Gail Bridges, would
be, license plate numbers and
a description of Bridges.

By the next evening, Harris,
a dentist from Friendswood,
stood accused of running over
her husband in the parking lot
of the Nassau Bay Hilton Inn.
The incident occurred after
Harris encountered her hus-
band and Bridges, 39, in the
hotel’s lobby.

The two women fought in
the lobby and were asked to
leave. When the parties left
the hotel, Clara Harris got into
her car and sped toward her
husband and Bridges’ Lincoln
Navigator, witnesses said.

*She is like Yoda. She can
find anyone, anywhere,” chief
investigator Jeff Moore said of
Bacha, comparing her to the
Jedi master in the Star Wars
series.

Locating individuals, espe-
cially biological parents,
always is a pleasure, Bacha
said. The firm’s success rate is
about 98 percent.

“A  40-year-old woman
wanted to find her biological
mother, and I looked for a
week,” Bacha said. “I found
the mother, who had left her
maiden name as part of her
name, in Florida.

For a competitive intelli-
gence case, Bacha needed
“fresh trash” from a Dallas
business. She sent the compa-
ny a fax offering a free office
cleaning. The company agreed
and the Bachas drove to
Dallas, stopping along the
way at a Wal-Mart to buy
cleaning supplies and a vacu-
um cleaner. »

“That’s the hardest I've
ever worked. That office was
dirty,” Lucas Bacha said. “I
asked one guy if he wanted me
to take his trash. He said yes,
so I did.”

The Bachas finished their
cleaning duty and left Dallas
with a trunk full of trash bags.
From the trash, which includ-
ed thrown-away calculator
tapes and accounting informa-
tion, the Bachas were able to
show their client, who owned
the company, that the office
was hiding assets.

The Bachas may have got-
ten the necessary information,
but they didn’t do a very good
job cleaning.

“They called us back and
asked me to redo the win-
dows,” Bobbi Bacha said,
adding the duo broke the vac-
uum cleaner and squeegee.

Looking over her career,
Bacha says it has all been
worth it.

“We find the facts and the
truth, whatever that may be,”
she said. ‘“We make many
friends, and we do make ene-
mies as well. This is not a pop-
ularity-contest type of busi-
ness. The truth is not always
easy for people to understand
or to accept.”

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Train man keeps engine chugging along for children

DALLAS — Underneath a mountain, with the constant click-
ety-clack of trains passing by, Felder Fitzgerald tinkers.

The 62-year-old fixes motors, shines wheels, replaces axles
and makes sure nothing keeps the toy trains at Children’s
Medical Center from entertaining the patients.

“They need a place where they can come and forget they're
sick for a little while,” he said. “*“Whatever the problem is, it’s
not so bad for the moment when they're here.”

With 1,300 feet of track, three levels, eight trains and a trofley
car, the trainscape that fills the two-story entrance of Children’s is
one of the largest permanent train exhibits in the country.

Maintaining it 1s no small job.

For about 13 years, Fitzgerald. also known as the Train Man,
has maintained the exhibit five days a week, three or four hours
a day and occasionally on weekends.

“I'm just a big kid myself. I love working on the trains,” said
Fitzgerald, wearing a striped cap and a Children’s 1D badge
labeled “Engineering.”

Fitzgerald, a piano player by night, might seem an unlikely
toy train engineer. But it was while on the road decades ago with
his bass player that he became a train enthusiast.

“Someone had left a catalog in the hotel room, and we looked
at it and decided to start building train sets in his garage,” he said.

Before they knew it, he said, they were building -exhibits for
companies and museums all over the country.

But nothing as elaborate as the trainscape at Children’s.

Placing the trains at the hospital’s entrance was intentional so
children wouldn’t be so scared when they came in, said
Children’s president and CEO George Farr.

“The idea was that we needed something extraordinary to
immediately let children know that this place was difterent and
that it was for children,” Fartr sand. It was to distract them from
what was taking place around them.”

Fitzgerald was part of a 15-member team that worked for six
months in 1989 to build the $250,000 trainscape. Trains run
through the Arizona desert and the Colorado Rockies and past
Pike's Peak, Mount Rushmore and the Dallas skyline.

Fitzgerald worked day and night, creating rocks molded from
casts of rocks in a creek outside his home and piecing together
intricate retaining walls, trellises and suspension bridges.

“We'd work all day, go home, get something to eat, take a
nap, and come back and work until we were goofy,” he said.

When the trainscape opened in 1990, hospital officials need-
ed someone to maintain it. Because Fitzgerald works at night, he
volunteered — temporarily, he said.

“I'told them I'd do 1t for a few months until they found some-

one,” he said. “Five years later, I told them, ‘OK, don’t find any-
one. These are my trains until I'm done with them.””

He's constantly adding animals to the circus train or charac-
ters, even superheroes, to some trains. And he always adds holi-
day touches.

Fitzgerald recently perched Santa and some reindeer atop a
snow-covered mountain. But that meant removing the plastic
Tyrannosaurus rex — “I didn’t want it to look like T-R ex was
chasing Santa Claus,” he said.

Fitzgerald also added a Santa train that plays “Jingle Bells” as
it passes downtown.

“Because he’s always changing details and subtle nuances or
decorating the set for the holidays, it’s always interesting,” said
Ellen Hollon, director of the hospital’s Child Life program. “It’s
a great motivator for the children. It’s a goal for recovery for chil-
dren in post-op to get well enough to go see the trains.”

Farr tells a story of a child who came in for day surgery.

“When his father told him it was time to go home, the boy
said, ‘We can’t go yet. We haven't seen the trains.’”

In his workroom under the mountain, Fitzgerald maintains a

bulletin board with letters from children and parems and pictures
of kids who've spent a lot of time in the hospital — and at the
trainscape.

“This little guy started coming here when he was a baby,”
Fitzgerald says, pointing to photo of himself with a boy about 6
years old who died not long after the picture was taken.

“It can be heartbreaking here sometimes,” he said.

Though it’s the mechanical work that keeps the trains going,
Fitzgerald said, his favorite part of the job is working on tracks in
the landscape and watching the children.

“The kids are always amazed by it,” he said.

A boy, still groggy from a CT scan, recently visited the mas-
sive train room before leaving the hospital.

His face brightened, and he bolted upright in his stroller.

“Choo-choo, choo-choo,” the 19-month-old said, pointing in
every direction.

The Train Man smiled.

“That’s what it’s all about,” he said.
