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Baghdad sees shew ef U.S. ferce
British believe they've found body of 'Chemical AH'

U.S. forces barreled into the heart of 
Baghdad with a dramatic show of force 
Monday and met pockets of fierce 
resistance. British officials said troops 
found a body in southern Iraq that they 
believed was the notorious Iraqi gener­
al known as “Chemical Ali."

Missiles screamed over the Iraqi 
capital just after dawn and thunderous 
explosions shook buildings as the 2nd 
Brigade of the Army’s 3rd Infantry 
Division moved north into the city and 
seized a presidential palace. In south­
ern Baghdad, Iraqi rockets struck a 
group of Army personnel carriers at the 
brigade's field headquarters, according 
to a military report. Two soldiers and

two journalists were killed, and several 
others were wounded.

To the south, British troops gained 
control over much of Basra, Iraq's sec­
ond-largest city, and were pressing into 
the old city where the last paramilitary 
fighters had retreated. Some Basra res­
idents cheered the British, while others 
went on a looting rampage, streaming 
out of the Central Bank of Iraq and the 
bomb-damaged Sheraton Hotel with 
chairs, tables, carpets and other goods. 
Some civilians lashed out at Saddam 
loyalists, killing several militiamen 
and a policeman.

The U.S. war commander, Gen. 
Tommy Franks, visited troops inside 
Iraq, including soldiers in the holy 
Shiite city of Najaf. Central Command 
Spokesman Capt. Frank Thorp said

Franks made three stops in Iraq on 
Monday, but gave no details.

U.S. troops in Baghdad stormed 
Saddam's New Presidential Palace and 
set up a prisoner of war holding pen 
inside the elaborate compound on the 
west bank of the Tigris, a winding river 
that divides the city. The ruling Baath 
Party headquarters nearby was com­
pletely destroyed. Up the river at the 
Old Palace, the sound of explosions 
and heavy fire could be heard. In the 
cehter of the city, U.S. forces used 
explosives to destroy two statues of 
Saddam.

Iraqi snipers later fired on U.S. sol­
diers from rooms inside the Al-Rashid 
Hotel. U.S. tanks returned fire with 
their main guns and .50 caliber 
machine guns, according to military

radio reports. Iraqi forces also ttxik up 
positions in the University of Baghdad, 
across the river from the New 
Presidential Palace, and fired heavy 
machine guns. U.S. troops called in 
mortar fire and air support. The Tigris 
at this point is about l,2(X) feet wide.

The drive into Baghdad was meant 
to send a strong signal about the coali­
tion’s ability to enter at will. The resist­
ance encountered along the way was 
"worthy of respect," Brig. Gen. 
Vincent BrtHiks said Monday, though 
the Iraqi fighters, “may be dying for a 
regime that does not have a future. ”

Iraq’s command structure is. so 
badly damaged, he said, there is only a 
small amount of comniunication 
between Saddam s remaining forces

A handler shot the 
lioness with a second tranquil­
izer dart This fine, the lioness 
cheged the entire entourage of 
handlers and deputies.

Once the lion began charg­
ing, Steward said, the deputies 
had no choice but to kill the 
animal.
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Bush, Blav to review Iraq, discuss other world conflicts

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Bush and 
British Prime Minister Tony Blair are grappling 
with three of the world’s toughest conflicts in 
Bush’s 2S-hour visit to Belfast, discussing war 
and rebuilding in Iraq while trying to revive 
peace efforts in Northern Ireland and the Middle 
East.

Bush departed Washington early Monday en 
route to Belfast for a summit meant primarily to 
review war progress and to iron out differences 
about how Iraq will.be rebuilt and governed 
when hostilities end.

The reconstruction question has divided the 
president’s advisers and the United States and 
BriUiin. Blair wants deeper U.N. involvement in 
postwar Iraq than Bush, who seeks a transition­
al governing authority consisting of Iraqi exiles 
and people living in the country now.

A U.S.-led coalition will likely run the coun­
try for more than six months until a new Iraqi 
government is in place. Deputy Defense 
Secretary Paul Wolfowitz said Sunday.

An interim government administered by the

United Nations is '‘not a model we want to fol- 
^tpw, cf a sort of permanent international admin­
istration,’’ he said.

The Bush-Blair meeting is the leaders’ third 
face-to-face session in just over three weeks. 
They met in the Azores on March 16, along with 
Spanish Prime Minister Jose Maria Aznar. Bush 
and Blair held private talks at the Camp David, 
Md., presidential retreat March 27.

By agreeing to meet Blair in Belfast, Bush is 
taking the boldest step of his presidency into 
the decades-old conflict in Northern Ireland, 
and adding a set of issues that complicates his 
trip.

Former President Clinton made three trips to 
Northern Ireland, the most of any U.S. presi­
dent. Clinton’s envoy, former Sen. George 
Mitchell, led the Belfast negotiations that pro­
duced the British province’s Good Friday peace 
accord of 1998. That pact sought to end three 
decades of sectarian conflict in the British terri­
tory that saw more than 3,600 killings.

Bush has shown less interest, delegating the 
business of folFowing Belfast developments to a 
senior State Department official, Richard Haass.

overarching structure that can 
order action from north to 
south and east to west, 
throughout the country.

Armed militiamen and 
Iraqi soldiers patrolled the 
street outside the Information 
Ministry. Most Iraqis stayed 
indoors, but .some shops were 
open and public buses were 
running. Iraqi TV and state 
radio stayed on the air, broad­
casting patriotic songs, reli­
gious sermons and archival 
footage of Saddam.

On the southern outskirts 
of Baghdad, two Marines 
were killed and two others 
were injured when their vehi­
cle was struck by an artillery 
shell at a bridge over a canal. 
The 3rd Battalion, 4th 
Marines fought for the high­
way bridge that leads into the 
city Sunday, and were trying 
to cross it when they were hit 
Monday morning, Lt. Col. 
B.P. McCoy said.

The Marines quickly 
worked to repair the bridge 
while others crossed on foot 
to secure the opposite side of 
the canal, wary of booby traps 
that may have been set by 
Saddam’s Fedayeen militia.

Troops everywhere have 
been warned of possible sui­
cide attacks, including by 
bombers in ambulances. 
There were also reports from 
the field that Iraqis in civilian 
vehicles, possibly carrying 
bombs, had attempted to ram 
coalition tanks'.

Bush and Blair are also trying to Ineathe new 
life into the peace process between Israel and 
the Palestinians. Blair has previously held up 
the progress in Northern Ireland in recent years 
as a nnodel to inspire peace in the Middle East.

White House spokesman Ari Fleischer said 
there are no plans to release Bush’s long-sought 
“road map” for Middle East peace during the 
meeting.

The United States, the European Union, the 
United Nations and Russia have presented Israel 
and the Palestinians with several drafts. Both 
sides have made changes, but British and U.S. 
officials said recently that the final draft would 
have to be accepted as is.

The United States and Britain have said the 
guidelines would be unveiled after the new 
Palestinian prime minister, Mahmoud Abbas, 
and his Cabinet are sworn in, probably some­
time this month.

Ahmad 
Chalabi, who has lobbied to 
head a transitional govern­
ment, arrived in the southern 
town of Nasiriyah on Sunday 
with 700 supporters. A 
spokesman for his Iraqi 
National Congress said the 
group went in unarmed and 
will take orders from the U.S. 
military. The group’s mem­
bers may fight, work as trans­
lators and provide other aid, 
U.S. Defense Department 
officials said.

The Iran-based Supreme 
Council of the Islamic 
Revolution in Iraq, the largest 
opposition group, also plans 
to return. It claims to have 
10,000 fighters, and has 
rejected the idea of having the 
allies form a new government 
in Iraq.

House committee passes 
$117 billion total budget

AUSTIN (AP) — A lean $58.6 billion state budget bill that 
includes cuts from education to health care was passed early 
Monday by the House Appropriations Conrunittee.

The 19-2 vote sent the two-year spending plan to the full 
House, which is expected to begin days' long debate on the 
2004-05 budget next week.

House budget writers had been constrained by $9.9 billion 
shortfall and promises of no new taxes from the state’s new 
Republican leadership, meaning deep cuts were contepiplated 
across state government.

The $58.6 billion in state money appropriated in the bill is 
3.4 percent less than the $62 billion in state money spent in the 
current budget.

When federal and other funds are added, the 2004-05 budg­
et recommendation totals $117.7 billion, just about even with 
how the current all-funds spending plan will total when the fis­
cal year ends Aug, 31.

The new budget, if it passed the House and Senate and is 
signed by Gov. Rick Perry, will take effect Sept. 1.

lilost of the funds — $48.8 billion, or 41.5 percent — were 
.allocated to public schools, colleges and universities.

But there still was slashing to education, including textbook 
purchases, the Texas Grant scholarship program and cuts to 
retired and active teachers’ health insurance.

In the $40.9 billion health and human services area, 56,000 
frail and elderly Texans will lose home-care services, 17,000 
low-income pregnant women will lose Medicaid and programs 
such as the Children’s Health Insurance Program were scaled 
back, leaving hundreds of thousands of youngsters without 
coverage.

Joe Deshotel, one of two Democrats on the GOP-led commit­
tee who voted against the bill. Rep. Richard Raymond of .

From putts to jumpers, title-game 
coaches keep it in perspective
Kansas, Syracuse meet at 
8 tonight for championship

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — 
A 3-foot putt or the biggest 
basketball game of their lives. 
Roy Williams and Jim 
Boeheim have<.made it this far 
by treating them almost as 
one and the same.

These golf buddies-tumed- 
coaching rivals are on the 
verge of breaking through and 
winning the national champi­
onship that has eluded both 
over a combined 42 years of 
coaching.

But they know that win or 
lose Monday night, life will 
go on, another chapter will 
unfold and another chance to 

.compete won’t be far off — 
for these two, probably this 
summer on the golf course.

“Is it more important to 
me? Yes. Is it more important 
to you? Yes,” Boeheim said, 
referring to the title game. 
“But you coach it the same 
way,”

That’s not to play down the 
importance of the game and 
what a victory will do for the 
winner. Williams and 
Boeheim would agree with 
the obvious — that winning 
the NCAA basketball title is 
the pinnacle of the sport.

“When you coach at this 
level, that’s what you want to 
do,” Boeheim said.

 ̂But will they coach differ­
ently? Put more pressure on 
themselves? Buy^ into the 

'wdll-circulated notion that

they need a championship to 
validate careers that have 
been nothing less than stellar?

“Sure, the game is tremen­
dously important,” Boeheim 
said. “The problem I have, 
though, is the thought tlilf all 
of the sudden, you’re a good 
player or a good coach 
because you win this game. 
That’s foolishness.”

Williams agrees.
Both coaches have the 

resumes to back their confi­
dence.

This season, the 52-year- 
old Williams,reached the 400- 
victory plateau, and he did it 
faster than all but three men 
— Adolph Rupp, Clair Bee 
and Jerry Tarkanian. Williams 
has guided the Jayhawks to 
their fourth Final Four and 
their second championship 
game in his 15 years at 
Kansas. ^

But the numbers don’t tell 
the whole story. He is a coach 
in much more than ah Xs and 
Os sense. In the style of his 
old boss and mentcM’, Dean 
Smith, Williams is a mentor, 
too. He considers his players 
family.

Three years ago, he had a 
handshake agreement to take 
jhe Job at his alma mater. 
North Carolina. But he 
changed his mind when he 
went to ^  gym and ran into 
three of his former players.

including Greg Gurley, all of 
whom had children.

“Greg said, ’How does it 
feel to have your grandchil­
dren in the gym with you?”’ 
Williams said. “That was 
something that really hit me 
pretty hard at the time.”

Undoubtedly, Williams 
will cry when it’s over 
Monday night — not Just 
because of the winning or los-, 
ing, but because it’s the last 
college game for Kirk Hinrich 
and Nick Collison.

“I would hate to think that 
my son played for somebody 
who didn’t care,” Williams 
said. “I do deeply care.”

With a 652-226 record in 
27 seasons at Syracuse, 
Boeheim ranks second in win­
ning percentage among all 
active coaches. He took the 
Orangemen to 10 straight 
NCAA tournaments from 
1983=92, the fourth-longest 
streak ever.

Twice, he has taken the 
Orangemen to the final, only 
to come up short — in 1987, 
at the Superdome, they lost 
74-73 to Indiana on Keith 
Smart’s basket with 4 seconds 
left.'

“I had a tremendous expe­
rience for five days, 39 min­
utes and 56 seconds there,” 
Boeheim said. “I want to try 
to get those other ̂  seconds in 
this time.”

The 58-year-old coach 
isn’t as touchy-feely as his 
counterpart, but that shouldn’t 
diminish his real emotions.

“He is always trying to 
push me, and he goes about it

in a funny way sometimes,”

By almost any account, 

Boeheim has done one of his 
best coaching Jobs this sea­
son. It’s not that he doesn’t 
have talent — quite the con­
trary. It’s Just that the talent is 
young. Freshman of the year 
(darmelo Anthony, classmate 
Gerry McNamara and 
Warrick account for 63 per­
cent of Syracuse’s offense.

Boeheim has nurtured 
them and used his tricky 2-3 
zone defense more than he 
normally would. It’s his way 
of masking inexperienced 
players’ defensive shortcom­
ings, and the system has 
worked.

“At this point in the year, 
we’re Tint freshmen arry- 
more,” McNamara said.

Still, Kansas is the more 
seasoned team.

While Boeheim calls 
almost every play for 
Syracuse, Williams takes 
pride in not being much of a 
micromanager; he likes his 
players to run and push and 
play man-to-man.

ATLANTA (AP) — Diana 

Taurasi didn’t get a chance to 
show off all those flashy 
moves. This time, she had to 
grind it out.

Need a key 3-pointer. Give 
her the ball.

Need a big stop. No prob­
lem.

Shaking off a stifling 
defense and her own aches and 
pains, Taurasi led Connecticut 
to its third women’s national 
championship game in four 
years with a 71 -69 victory over 
Texas on Sunday night.

Her game was off, but 
Taurasi proved again that she’s 
the best player in the country 
by scoring 26 points to help the 
Huskies overcome a nine-point 
deficit in the second half.

As the seconds ticked RwiQ/. ■ 
Taurasi stepped in defensively 
to make sure the Longhorns 
didn’t get off a tying or win­
ning attempt. ~

“She’s the player of the year 
for a reason,” said Stacy 
Stephens of Texas. “At the end 
of the game, she took over."

Taurasi’s 3-pointer from 
well behind the arc gave the 
Huskies the lead for good, 67- 
66, with 2:07 remaining.

Texas still had a chance, but 
Taurasi knocked the ball away 
from Alisha Sare as the little- 
used Texas player raced down 
the court trying to set up a 
buzzer-beating shot

Taurasi grabbed the loose 
ball and held up her right index 
finger as the horn sounded. 
Yes, the Huskies still have a 
chance to finish No. 1 for the 
second year in a row.

“I say it over and over 
again,” said coach Geno 
Auriemma, who picked up his 
5(X)th career victory. “We have 
Dee and they don’t. That’s 
probably the biggest reason we 
won.”

Earlier, Tennessee beat 
Duke 66-56 to advance to a 
seemingly inevitable meeting 
with the Huskies.

“I know that’s the game 
everyone’s been waiting for,” 
Auriemma said. “Now that it’s 
here, let’s enjoy it.”

UConn (36-1) closed the 
semifinals with an 11 -3 run to 

^ntThom e the Longhorns (29- 
6), who were in the Final F(xir 
for the first time since 1987. 

___[‘I was worried about just
what happened,” Texas coach 
Jody Conradt said. “You know 
when you’re playing against a 
great team and a great player 
like Diana, you leave yourself 
open."

Taurasi had not practiced 
much since the regional final in 
an attempt to heal lingering 
back and ankle injuries. She 
had trouble shaking l(X)se from 
the Texas defenders and didn’t 
get much of a chance to show 
off her playground moves.

But she came through when

her team needed her most
With Texas leading 66-60, 

Taurasi zipfied a great no-look 
pass from outside the arc to 
Willnett Crockett standing 
alone under the basket, spark­
ing the game-ending run.

On UConn’s next posses­
sion, Taurasi worked into the 
lane, made the shot and drew 
a foul, leading to a three-point 
play that drew the Huskies 
closer.

Finally, she put them 
ahead to stay with the long 3- 
pointer.

The Longhorns went near­
ly three minutes without scor­
ing, finally breaking the 
drought on Jamie Carey’s 3- 
piointer with 28 seconds^ left. 
That was the last basket.

Crockett gave Texas* a 
chance by missing two free 
throws with 8.2 seconds left. 
Sare raced up the court and 
tried to set up a pass to Carey 
in the comer. But the ball 
slipped away when Taurasi 
stepped into Sare’s path.

“I have total confidence 
that Jamie would have nailed 
it.” Sare said. “I just couldn’t 
deliver it to her.”

UConn has defeated 
Tennessee twice in the title 
game.

Last year, the teams met 
in the semifinals, with the 
Huskies romping to a 79-56 
victory on their way to a 39- 
0  season.

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China raises SARS death toll; WHO experts study animal link
GUANGZHOU, '  China 

(AP) — China disclosed 
Monday that a deadly respirato­
ry illness had struck in more of 
its provinces than previcxisly 
reported, while experts in the 
south looked into whether the 
disease came from animals on 
farms or in the wild.

In nearby Hong Kong, offi­
cials said they were preparing 
foi a worst-case scenario of 
3,000 cases of severe acute res­
piratory syndrome, or SARS, 
amid fears its health system 
could be stretched beyond its 
limits. Tbere are 700 cases here 
and otficials say its hospitals 
can currently handle 1,500 
cases.

On Monday, Hong Kong 
health officials announced that 
a 78-year-old woman had died 
— the 100th death reported in 
Asia and North America. More 
than 2,.300 people have been 
sickened worldwide. China and 
Canada both reported one new 
fatality in the last day, and two 
deaths were reported Monday 
in Singapore.

China and Hong have been 
the hardest hit by SARS, with 
S3 and 23 deaths respectively in 
each nation. Symptoms iiKlude 
high fever, aches, dry cough 
and shortness of breath. No 
cure has been found.

Also Monday, the Beijing 
office of the Geneva-based 
International Labor
Organization was sealed, and 
an employee of the diplomatic 
office building said it was disin­
fected after a Finnish official of 
the agency fell ill with severe 
acute respiratory syndrome, or 
SARS, in Beijing. The official 
died Sunday.

Chinese officials had report­
ed 43 SARS deaths in the , 
southern province of 
Guangdong, where experts sus­
pect the illness originated, with 
fatalities also coming in Beijing 
and the Guangxi region.

On Monday, Chinese state 
television reported that there 
were also one SARS death each 
in the provinces of Shanxi in 
the north, Sichuan in the west 
and Hunan in central China.

Cabinet level peace talks 
between Koreas canceled

SEQUL, South Korea 
(AP) —  Cabinet-level talks 
aimed at reconciliation 
between North Korea and 
South Korea were canceled 
Monday after Pyongyang 
failed to confirm that the 
meetings would take place, 
South Korea’s Unification 
Ministry said.

Seoul had hoped to use 
the meetings to persuade its 
communist neighbor to 
scrap its suspected nuclear 
weapons program. The can­
cellation is a setback for 
South Korean efforts to 
ease tensions between 
Washington and
Pyongyang.

The cancellation came 
ahead o f a meeting 
Wednesday of the U.N. 
Security Council to discuss 
North Korea's nuclear pro­
gram.

The council could even­
tually discuss imposing 
sanctions against North 
Korea, if a political solution 
is not found. China and 
Russia -have said they 
oppose sanctions.

North Korea has warned 
that it would regard interna­
tional sanctions against its 
isolated regime as a decla­
ration of war.

The Cabinet-level talks 
were supposed to take place 
in Pyongyang from 
Monday to Thursday.

The two Koreas had 
agreed to meet during their 
last round of Cabinet-level 
talks in Seoul in January.

In a telephone message 
sent to North Korea on 
Monday, South Korea’s 
Unification Ministry 
expressed regret over the

cancellation and called for a 
prompt resumption of talks.

“ It is necessary that the 
two Koreas hold talks and 
discuss pending issues in a 
serious manner especially 
at a time when the world 
situation is difficult,’’ the 
ministry said in a statement.

Last month. North Korea 
canceled two sets of work­
ing-level talks with South 
Korea.

North Korea has repeat­
edly insisted on direct talks 
with the United States to 
negotiate a nonaggression 
treaty.

Washington has refused, 
saying a multilateral solu­
tion to the crisis was need­
ed.

Tensions have run high 
in the region since October, 
when the United States said 
North Korea admitted hav­
ing a secret nuclear pro­
gram in violation of a 1994 
pact.

M eanwhile, Richard 
Lawless, the deputy U.S. 
assistant secretary o f 
defense for East Asian poli­
cy, was in Seoul on Monday 
to meet South Korean 
djcfense officials. They 
were expected to discuss 
the status o f 37,000 U.S. 
troops stationed in South 
Korea.

Last month. Secretary of 
Defense Donald H. 
Rumsfeld said American 
troops stationed near the 
Demilitarized Zone sepa­
rating North and South 
Korea could be moved far­
ther down from the heavily 
defended area, shifted to 
other countries in the region 
or brought home.

Replacement found for ineligible candidate
FRANKFORT, Ky. (AP) 

- A federal prosecutor who 
played a leading role in an 
investigation of legislative 
corruption entered politics 
himself Monday, replacing a 
lieutenant governor candi­
date who stepped down 
because he failed to meet res­
idency requirements.

Stephen B. Pence, who 
last week resigned as U.S.

attorney for western 
Kentucky, was registered as 
the running mate of 
Republican candidate Ernie 
Fletcher, according to forms 
filed with the Kentucky 
Registry of Election Finance.

Pence replaces Hunter 
Bates, who stepped aside 
after a judge ruled he was not 
a Kentucky resident for most 
of the last six years.

The new dudocures come 
after mounting criticism at 
home and abroad that China’s 
communist government was 
too slow to release information 
about SARS.

In New Delhi, World Health 
Organization director-general 
Gro Harlem Brundt said 
Sunday that “it would have 
been much better if the Chinese 
government had been more 
open in the early stages.’’

World Health Oigapization 
experts who are searching 
Guangdong for clues to how 
SARS spreads and why it kills 
were looking into whether it 
might have come from animals.

The team hasn’t yet found

dear evidence to support that 
widely discussed possibility, 
but its meiribeis met with local 
aninnal-healih officiak and dis­
cussed both farm animals and 
wildUfe, including pigs, ducks, 
bats, rodents, chickens and 
other birds, said team leader. 
Dr. Robert Breiman.

Experts have linked SARS 
to a new form of coronavirus, 
other forms of which usually 
are found in animals.

That link “may suggest that 
it originates from animals,” 
Breiman said. He said “the dis­
cussions today were inconclu­
sive, so we really don’t have 
clues.”

High court upholds ban on cross 
burning, rejects free speech claim

WASHINGTON (AP) — A 
divided Supreme Court upheld 
a state ban on cross burning, 
ruling Monday the history of 
racial intimidation attached to 
it outweighs the free speech 
protection of Ku Klux 
Klansmen or others who might 
use it. %

A burning cross is an instru­
ment of terror, and government 
should have the power to 
stamp out or punish its use. 
Justice Sandra Day O’Connor 
wrote in the 5-4 ruling.

The protections afforded by 
the First Amendment “are not 
absolute.” she wrote.

Justice Clarence Thomas, 
the court’s only black member, 
dissented, but made clear his 
reasons have nothing to do 
with protecting free speech 
rights of the Klan. Thomas 
said the court didn’t even have 
to consider the First 
Amendment implications 
because cross burning clearly 
is intimidation.

“Just as one cannot bum 
down som&pne’s house to 
make a political point and then 
seek refuge in the First 
Amendment, those who hate 

-cannot terrorize and intimidate 
to make their point,” he wrote.

“In our culture, cross burn­
ing has almost invariably 
meant lawlessness and under­
standably instills in its victims 
well-grounded fear of physical 
violence.”

At issue was a 50-year-old 
Virginia law that makes it a 
crime to hum a cross as an act 
of intimidation. A lower court 
ruled the law muzzled free 
speech.

“While a burning cross does 
not inevitably convey a mes­
sage of intimidation, often the 
cross burning intends that the 
recipients of the message fear 
for their lives,” she wrote. 
“And when a cross burning is 
used to intimidate, few if any 
messages are more powferful.”

O’Connor was joined by 
Chief Justice William H. 
Rehnquist and Justices John 
Paul Stevens, Antonin Scalia 
and Stephen Breyer.

The Supreme Court histori­
cally has' been protective of 
First Amendment rights of 
unsavory or unpopular groups 
and causes, including the Klan, 
flag-burners, pomographers 
and strippers.

More than a decade ago, the 
court struck down a local law 
in St. Paul, Minn., that prohib-

ited placing symbols including 
a burning cross or a swastika 
on someone else’s property out 
of racial, religious or other 
bias.

The cross-burning case in 
Virginia evoked a mostly 
bygone era in the South, when 
“nightriders” set crosses 
ablaze as a symbol of intimida­
tion to blacks and civil rights 
sympathizers. Virginia and 
other states tried to outlaw the 
practice, but the laws have run 
into trouble on free-speech 
grounds.

During oral arguments in 
the case in December, Thomas 
recalled what he called a cen- 
turylong “reign of terror” by 
the Klan and other white 
supremacy groups, and called 
the flaming cross “unlike any 
symbol in our society.”

“The cross was a symbol of 
that reign of terror,” Thomas 
said in apparent exasperation 
that a government lawyer was 
providing only tepid, legalistic 
justification for the Virginia 
law.

Dr. Lo Wing-lok, an infec­
tious disease expert who also 
serves as a lawmaker, said 
Sunday that Hong Kong’s hos­
pitals can only handle about 
1,500 SARS patients.

Blaze kUls 
21 Russian 
school kids

VLADIVOSTOK. Russia 
(AP) — A fire engulfed an old 
wooden school in the northern 
Siberian republic of Yakutia on 
Monday, killing 21 students and 
a teacher, emergency officials 
said.

Ten more students were hos­
pitalized with bums and firac-' 
tuied limbs after they tried to 
escape the flames by jumping 
out the windows of the two-story 
building, said Yelena Mineyeva, 
spokeswoman for Yakutia’s 
Emergency Situations Ministry. 
The students were aged 11-18.

Russian President Vladimir 
Putin called the fire a^“major 
calamity” and ordered the feder­
al government to fully cooperate 
with authorities in Yakutia, about 
3,000 miles east of Moscow.

He instructed his Cabinet to 
“provide help to the republic and 
immediately to the families of 
the victims," the ITAR-Tass 
news agency reported.

The fire empted at the begin­
ning of the school day in a rural 
school in the village of Sydybal, 
said Viktor Beltsov, a spokesman 
for the Emergency Situations 
Ministry in Moscow.

The village does not have a 
fire department, so fire trucks 
had to travel to the scene from a 
station located 12 miles away.' 
By the time they arrived, the 
1927-era building was engulfed 
in flames, Mineyeva said.

In rural Russian villages, 
most buildings are wooden and 
depend on heat from stoves, and 
sometimes safety standards are 
disregarded as people tiy desper­
ately to keep warm during frigid 
winters.

Since the breakup of the 
Soviet Union, Russia has racked 
up some of the worid’s grimmest 
fire statistics. Fifty people a day 
— 18,000 a year — die in fires. 
Most are caused by people 
smoking while drinking or oth­
ers who are just plain careless.
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
