W ASHINGTON (A P ) —  
The collapse o f Saddam 
Hussein's regime is complicat­
ing one o f the U.S. military’s 
top priorities in Iraq: rescuing 
American soldiers captured 
during the war.

With so many Iraqi troops 
killed and communications cut 
off. It's more difficult to find 
Iraqis who know where the 
POWs are. The search o f a 
Baghdad military prison 
where Americans were held 
prisoner during the 1991 
Persian (Julf War found 
bloody American uniforms, 
but not the soldiers who had 
worn them.

American forces are listen­
ing in on the remaining Iraqi 
communications, questioning 
Iraqi POWs and seeking help 
from civilians in trying to find 
and free the Americans, 
Pentagon officials say.

A tip from an Iraqi led to 
the rescue last week o f Army 
Pfc. Jessica Lynch from a hos­
pital in the Euphrates River 
city o f Nasiriyah and the 
recovery o f eight btxlies o f 
soldiers who had been cap­
tured along with Lynch.

The seven Americans for­
mally listed as POWs in Iraq 
include five members o f 
Lynch’s Army maintenance 
unit ambushed on March 23 
and the two pilots o f an 
Apache helicopter that went 
down a day later. Shortly after 
their capture. Iraqi television 
showed images of the seven 
Ix'ing questioned by their cap­
tors.

Representatives from the

International Committee o f the 
Red Cross, which monitors 
POW conditions, have not 
been able to visit the captured
Americans.

Pentagon officials said 
Thursday they believe all 
seven are still alive and being 
held by what’s left o f 
Saddam's regime. On 
Wednesday, the Pentagon’s 
top general called on Iraq to 
treat the prisoners well and let 
the Red Cross visit them.

Gen. Richard Myers, chair­
man o f the Joint Chiefs of 
Staff, said he issued the warn­
ing “ to not let the Iraqi regime 
o ff the hook for doing what is 
the right thing to do.”

Many of the 23 Americans 
held by Iraq during the 1991 
war said they were moved 
often during their captivity. 
Many ended up in Baghdad, 
held either in the basement of 
what was then Saddam’s 
secret police headquarters or 
at the prison in the Rasheed 
military complex in southeast­
ern Baghdad.

Jeff Zaun was held by Iraq 
for 47 days after his A-6E 
Intruder was shot down and 
spent much'of that time at the 
Rasheed prison. The discovery 
o f uniforms by the U.S. 
Marines who now control the 
Rasheed base is not a reason to 
give up hope, Zaun said.

“ It's not nece.ssarily some­
thing sinister.” said Zaun, now 
of Cherry Hill, N.J. “ When I 
got lo Rasheed the first thing 
they did was have me remove 
my flight suit and they gave 
me the POW pajamas, took 
away my sluxilaces. It was 
standard."

Other POWs were held at

other Iraqi military installa­
tions or at a civilian prison in 
the Baghdad area. Daniel 
Stamaris Jr., the crew chief o f 
an Army Black Hawk helicop­
ter shot down on the last day 
o f the 1991 war, was trans­
ferred several times during his 
week in captivity.

Stamaris, whose legs and 
pelvis were severely fractured 
in the crash, was held by 

‘ Republican Guard forces, left 
Tor^e'adlh lfie desert, taken to 
a hospital in Basra, held in that 
city’s Baath Party headquar­
ters, then taken to Baghdad.

In the Iraqi capital, 
Stamaris was held in a cell 
down the hall from another 
American prisoner and a 
British captive. He said they 
were guarded by Iraqis in mil­
itary uniforms.

“ Military intelligence never 
did figure out where we were 
held,” said Stamaris, now a 
civilian worker at the Army 
helicopter training base of Fort 
Rucker, Ala.

U.S. officials say all the 
Americans held by Iraq 12 
years ago were mistreated, 
including being beaten and 
threatened. Stamaris, who was 
threatened, slapped, spit on 
and paraded through Basra's 
streets, said he is worried the 
current POWs may be suffer­
ing similar mistreatment.

“They were never held 
accountable for what they did 
to us, and I fed  that embold­
ened them to treat any other 
prisoners just as bad,” 
Starharis said.

By redefining equity, the current 
sy.stem. frequently referred to as Robin Hixxl, 
could end by eliminating the shanng of lixal tax 
dollars between distnets.

It also could give sch«x)l districts the rix^m to 
grow with inflation.

The proposal might not be unveiled publicly 
for days, but this week, IXwhurst's briefings 
expanded beyond a close circle of senators as he 
gauged support, the Austin Amencan-Statesman 
repxirted Friday.

The idea faces many hurdles: The plan raises 
the issue of taxes, even as Dewhurst and other 
lop Republicans have pledged not to raise taxes.

It's late in the session and change invites law­
suits.

The plan considers options from increasing 
the state's current 6.25-cent Sales tax rate to 
expanding the .sales levy to services not taxed 
now, although it is unknown how Dewhurst 
would expand the tax base.

Sen. Florence Shapiro, chairwoman of the 
Senate Fiducation Committee who praised 
Dewhurst for even attempting a plan, wants max­
imum property tax relief, cutting the $1.50 maxi­
mum to as low as 75 cents per $100 valuation.

“ I’m not going to do this for a few pennies (off 
the rate),” said Shapiro, R-Plano. “ I’m doing this 
for a real change.”

A penny increase în the sales tax rate would 
raise about $2 billion a year, according to the 
comptroller’s office. For every dollar raised 
through sales taxes, liKal property taxes could be 
reduced by the same amount.

Leaders o f property-wealthy and property- 
poor districts are wary until they know the 
details o f the proposal, but John Connolly, head 
o f the coalition of property-wealth districts, 
said that an extra $4 billion to $5 billion a year 
in new money is needed in a system that spends 
almost $26 billion in state and local dollars.

“Swapping dollars is not enough,” he said.
Wayne Pierce, who heads a group of property- 

poor school districts, agrees that more money is 
needed, but he is concerned about reoefining 
equity in the constitution.

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SARS virus apjiears in two more Asian nations
U S. officials warn travelers

HONG KONG (A P ) —  A deadly respirato­
ry virus reached the shores o f two more Asian 
nations Friday, as the United States advised 
against travel to China and Hong Kong 
imposed new quarantine measures.

Indonesia and the Philippines reported 
their first cases o f severe acute respiratory 
syndrome, or SARS, both o f them foreigners 
who had traveled to Hong Kong or Singapore, 
bringing the number o f nations with reported 
cases to 20.

Singapore police said also said they were 
searching for a 33-year-old illegal immigrant 

ina who escaped earlier in 
the Communicable Diseases Center

from 
from
while showing symptoms o f SARS.

World Health Organization experts, mean­
while, began looking Friday at how SARS is 
being handled in Beijing after a WHO report 
said failings by the Chinese capital’s health 
system might allow the disease to spread.

The Hong Kong government, moving to 
calm fears that its residents were spreading 
the deadly virus overseas, said Friday it will 
bar those who have had close contact with 
SARS patients and are under quarantine from 
leaving the city, effective Monday.

“ We wish to tell our overseas friends loud 
and clear; Hong Kong will do our best to pre- 

- I  vent the spread,”  said Hong Kong’s top polit­
ical leader. Chief Executive Tung Chee-hwa.

“They should not worry about people from 
Hong Kong spreading the disease.”

Tung said officials were working with air­
lines to set up a routine for checking body 
temperatures o f all passengers about to leave 
Hong Kong. Health checks also will be made 
at land and sea ports, he said.

Hong Kong has ordered some 200 mem­
bers o f households with known victims o f the 
disease to stay tn their homes for 10 days in 
case
making spot inspections and violators faced 
fines, imprisonment or confinement in quar­
antine camps.

Another 61 cases o f SARS were 
announced Friday, bringing Hong Kong’s 
total to 1,059. Two elderly patients, aged 81 
and 79, died, raising the local death toll to .̂ 2.

On Thursday, the State Department 
advised Americans not to travel to China 
unless necessary. It also alerted travelers to u 
new Chinese government policy requiring 
hospitalization o f anyone who shows SARS 
symptoms until the contagious phase passes.

The State Department said that under the 
new Chinese policy, patients will not be 
allowed to see family members, personal 
physicians or U.S. consular officials.

Beijing has reported four o f China’s 58 
deaths from SARS and 22 cases o f infection. 
Experts believe the disease started in southern 
China late last year and then spread to other 
parts o f the country and around the world.

A  Chinese health official and the U.S. 
Consulate in Shanghai confirmed that at least 
seven foreign nationals, including two 
Americans, were hospitalized in that city with 
SARS-symptoms, though none has been con-

Researchers released more evidence sug- 
ge.sting SARS may be caused by a new coro- 
navirus, a bug that ordinarily causes common 
colds. Scientists were checking whether some 
other microbe might make SARS more severe 
or easier to catch.

Worldwide, SARS has claimed at least 116 
lives and sickened more than 2,700 people. 
.Symptoms ol SARST include fever, shortness 
o f breath, coughing, chills and body aches.

Mainland China and Hong Kong have 
reported the'highest numbers o f infections 
and deaths. Canada. Singapore,^ Vieuiam, 
Thailand and Malaysia also have reported 
fatalities.

Indonesia's lirst conlirmed SARS case was 
a 47-year-old British businessman who was

hospitalized Wednesday. He had visited Hong 
Kong and Singapore before arriving in 
Indonesia, said Mariani Reksoprodjo, a health 
ministry spokeswoman. She said the country 
had nine other people with SARS-like symp­
toms under observation.

The Philippines reported its first “ proba­
ble” case in a 64-year-old foreigner who fre­
quently travels between Manila and Hong 
Kong. The patient sought treatment immedi­
ately after his symptoms started and did nut 
appear to have infected anyone else, said 
President Gloria Macapagal Arroyo.

A Malaysian cruise ship, the Superstar 
Virgo, was also hit with SARS. One crew 
member is ill and another is showing symp- 
toms, a Star Cruises spokeswoman said 
Friday. They have been admitted to hospitals 
in Singapore and Malaysia.

Canada has seen the largest outbreak o f 
SARS outside o f Asia, with 10 people killed 
among more than 200 probable or suspected 
cases, the first a woman returning from Hong 
Kong; Ethnic Chinese in Canada say they’ ve 
been stigmatized jis  carriers and that their 
businesses have suffered.

Seeking to ease concern. Prime Minister 
Jean Chretien dined in Toronto’s Chinatown 
and urged.others to do the same.

The United States has reported its first 
SARS case suspected to have spread in a 
workplace. The United Stales has had no 
deaths, but 166 suspected cases, most o f them 
people falling ill after travel in Asia.

Christians see prayer 
as comfort, tool in war

Holy Week observances 
hold meaning for faithful

^  No Qther week in the church year has such deep meaning 
or strong devotion as does Holy Week. The eight days from 
Palm Sunday to Easter immerse church goers into the central 
mystery o f god’s work o f salvation through the Passion, death 
and resurrection o f Jesus Christ. *

Holy Week begins with Palm Sunday. This day brings wor­
shippers into the procession with Christ, into Jerusalem. Palm 
branches and hosannas mark the day as the humble Christ 
rides into the city. Palm Sunday is unique though because it is 
both joyful and somber. Liturgically it culminates with the 
Passion reading from one o f the gospels. Jesus rode into the 
city to be mocked, beaten and crucified - the heart o f the 
Gospel.

Maundy Thursday Ts the night Jesus celebrates the 
Passover with His disciples and institutes Holy Communion. 
The church gathers this night to commemorate this holy meal 
and receive the gifts o f forgiveness and eternal life it bestowsr 
Often foot washings are done.to remind believers to'love one 
another and serve each other humbly as Jesu^ did for His dis­
ciples. Some Lutheran churches have a moving ceremony of 
stripping the altar. The altar, representing Christ, is stripped of 
everything on it to remind onlookers that Christ was stripped 
and hung on the cross for our sins. The word “ Maundy” 
comes either from the Latin o f John 13:34: Mandatum novum 
- “a new command” or from the custom o f carrying gifts to 
the poor in “ maunds” which are hand baskets.

Good Friday is a reflective and meditative service that cel­
ebrates the King who triumphs over death and reigns from the j 
cross. There are two main kinds o f Good Friday services. The; 
most ancient form is marked by the Passion reading o f St.f 
John and the use o f the Bidding Prayer. Time is taken to focus 
and reflect on a large rough-hewn wooden cross that is placed 
by the altar (or even leaning on it). The other service is from 
the monastic office called Tenebrea meaning shadows or 
darkness. For this service, a candelabra is placed in a central 
position and as each Psalm or canticle is sung, one candle is 
extinguished until only one lighted candle remains which rep­
resents Christ. This candle is removed and then brought back 
to signify the death and restoration o f life o f the Lord.

The Vigil o f Easter on Holy Saturday is so unique and rich 
that it cannot fully be expounded on here. It is mainly a 
Baptismal service that brings out the light o f the resurrection

j  over the darkness o f sin and death.
The Resurrection o f our Lord, Easter Day, is the high fes­

tival day in which the alleluias come flooding into Û e voices 
o f the people o f God. “He is risen!” says the pastor. “ He is 
risen indeed!”  respond the congregation in Joyful exuberance. 
The white paraments, the lilies, and the joyful hymns all focus 
on the resurrected victorious Christ. For Jesus defeated sin 
and death and rose to give us life everlasting.

One article gives only a small taste o f some o f the rich 
themes of this mysterious and blessed week. To miss these 
services is like passing by the most precious treasures on 
earth. May God bless Holy Week for you all in faith in our 
Savior Jesus Christ.

Her Arizona home is thou­
sands o f miles from the 
streets o f Baghdad, but 
Christa Wiggans believes she 
spans that distance daily with 
prayers for American troops 
and their caifse.

The power o f prayer, she 
says, has boosted weary sol­
diers, brought clarity to polit­
ical and military leaders and 
influenced battles to swing 
America’s way. With U.S. 
forces in the heart o f the I r ^  
capital, prayer in the conflict 
has been “ right behuid the 
military, right behinzithe sol­
diers,”  Wiggans ^ d .  “ Prayer 
is absolutely a^ow erfu l.”

C om bata^  throughout 
the centurfes have shared 
W iggany beliefs. Indeed, 
people/«n both sides o f the 
Iraq War have invoked God’s 
nan% and -asked for divine 
hero in battle.

While many theologians 
iay the nature o f prayer isnot 

fa matter o f God choosing one 
side or the other, that fails to 
dissuade believers.

In America, Wiggans and 
thousands o f other Christians 
have prayed fervently for sol­
diers, President Bush and 
other military leaders. Some 
see prayer as a personal com­
fort, others as a tool in a bat­
tle against spiritual and phys­
ical evil.

The Web site Presidential 
Prayer Team, where Wiggans 
is membership services direc­
tor, has signed up 1.7 million 
members to pray, including 
about 770,000 who have

pledged to pray daily for one 
o f 140,000 servicemen who 
have registered.

A  different site. Pray/for 
Our President, offers a/daily 
prayer for Bush and is/getting 
about >70,000 hits d ^ y  since 
the war started, clme to what 
it used to get in / week, said 
Terry Posey o f  Greenville, 
S.C., the s i t ^  founder and a 
Baptist. The Web sites, are 
two amorlg many, in addition 
to ppiiyer groups at local 

around the country. 
‘We know we have an 

impact.”  said Wiggans, who 
attends a non-denominational 
Christian church.

A  dramatic turn toward 
prayer is normal in times o f 
crisis, though Christians have 
varying views on what it 
iK'complishes, said Philip 
Goff, executive director o f 
the Center for the Study o f 
Religion & American Culture 
at Indiana University.,,

To those who call them­
selves “ prayer warriors” —  a 
term used mainly by conser­
vatives —  prayer is a way to 
actively take part in defend­
ing American values, Goff 
said.

“To many, under the sur­
face, this is a religious war,” 
G off said. ‘•‘It'Sjiot necessari­
ly versus Muslims. It’s a war 
o f Christian America ■^rsus 
anybody.”

Ted Haggard, president o f 
the National Association o f 
Evangelicals and pastor o f 
New Life Church in Colorado 
Springs, Colo., said -he 
believes that God favors the 
allied forces because they 
stand for freedom.
