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Police seek suspect in murder
Three arrested, two wanted for ‘deadly conduct’

Pampa police have issued a murder warrant for a 
Lawton, Okla., man after ballistic test results gave 
them a much-needed break in the investigation of the 
fatal shooting April 3 of Tracy Rena Williams 

Police today continue to search for Jimmy "Slim" 
Gawan Young, 2I, of Lawton, Okla., said l)et 
Donny Brown. Brown confirmed that he traveled to 
Lawton several days ago in hopes of IcKating the sus­
pect, but said a person held by authorities there 
turned out to be the wrong man.

Three persons have also been arrested on felony 
warrants alleging deadly conduct with a firearm in 
connection with the incident. Brown said, and offi­
cers are on the Iwik-out for two others wanted on the 
deadly conduct charges as well.

The break came on Thursday. April 24, when PPD 
officials received the results of a ballistics test per­
formed on one of the firearms collected as evidence 
in the murder investigation, police said today

As a result, the murder warrant naming Young and 
five deadly conduct warrants were issued for Jelani 
Rashod McNeal, 25, It)16 Huff Rd.; Ongel Kwane

Roland, 25, 1308 Garland; Curtis Lee Wine, 30, 1013 
Neel Rd., and Nathan Williams, 25, and Paul Andie 
Brown. 30, both of Pampa.

McNeal and Roland were arrested Friday, April 
25. by Gray County Sheriff’s deputies and placed in 
(iray County Jail, according to police and sheriff’s 
reports. The charge was filed against Wine, also, who 
was in Gray County Jail on a warrant for violating 
parole. Chief Jailer David Potter said today.

On Sunday, April 26, McNeal was released on a 
$7,500 bond set for Justice of the Peace Joe 
Martinez. Roland’s bond was set by Martinez at 
$5,(XK). He was also charged for misdemeanor pos­
session of marijuana That bond was set at $2.(KK), 
Roland remains in jail on a warrant for parole viola­
tion, however. Potter said.

Williams and Brown had not been arrested by 
press time today. One of the men had been arrested 
by Amarillo authorities on unrelated charges. Brown 
said, but the man was released before they knew of 
the Pampa warrant.

Mesa Water 
causing stir

Rumsfeld praises treeps
Iraqis meet with U.S. administrator for talks

BAGHDAD. Iraq (AP) — Stressing unity in 
a divided land, more than 2(H) delegates from 
inside and outside Iraq haggled Monday over 
Iraq’s future, meeting in Saddam Hussein’s 
elaborate convention hall under the protection 
of a ring of U.S. tanks.

Clear differences atnong the delegates 
emerged on the United States' involvement, 
with exiles generally seeking a diminished role 
for Washington.

Elsewhere, Defense Secretary Donald H. 
Rumsfeld visited Camp As Sayliyah in Qatar, 
thanking U.S. troops lor removing Saddam: 
"You protected our country from a gathering 
danger and liberated the Iraqi people. "

In the north, Kurdish paramilitary forces m 
Mosul began complying with U.S. Army 
orders to stop armed patrols at checkpoints to 
relieve tensions there between Arabs and 
Kurds, U.S. officials said.

The meeting in Baghdad coincided with 
Saddam’s 66th birthday. For years, April 28 
was a national holiday filled with official cele­
bration and enforced adulation of the authori 
tarian leader, who was “unanimously ” 
endorsed by voters over the years in unopposed 
’’elections ■

After an oiK-ning reading from the Quran, 
the 250 delegates, including a few women.

were welcomed by the U.S. civil administrator 
for Iraq.

"Today, on the birthday of .Saddam Hussein, 
let us start the deiruKratic process for the chil 
dren ot Iraq." retired U.S. Lt. Cíen Jay Garner 
told the delegates.

Shiite and Sunni Muslim clerics in robes. 
Kurds from the north, tribal chiefs in Arab 
headdresses and Westernized exiles in expen­
sive suits assembled for the one-ilay political 
conference, second m a series expected to 
extend well into May.

“We hope we can form a unified govern­
ment, one that reflects the entire spectrum of 
Iraq," said Ahmad Jaber al-Awadi, a represen­
tative of the newly formed Iraqi Independent 
Democrats Movement.

One prominent exile. Saad al Bazzaz, s.nd 
many delegates had discussed the possibility of 
a presidential council rather than naming a sin­
gle leader for Iraq.

”l’m not expecting one person as president 
I’m expecting a presidential council" of three 
to six members, he said ”We have been dis­
cussing this, many of us”

But many focused on the immediate need 
for security in a country where the ouster of the 
.Saddam government three weeks ago touched 
off a rampage of hKiting, arson and general 
law lessness.

Nine more Texas counties getting 
tougher smog regs for automobiles

FORT WORIH (AP) 
Drivers m nine more Texas 
counties will face more expien 
sivc vehicle inspections next 
month when tough emissions 
tests go into effect.

■Starting 'Hiursday, the price 
for the safety inspection and 
new smog test m the North 

■ Texas counties of F’arker,

n
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Johnson, Ellis, Kaufman and 
Rockwall will nse to $39,50, 
Previously, the safety inspec­
tion for $12.50 was the only 
requirement in those counties.

Mandatory smog tests also 
start Thursday in Galveston, 
Brazoria, Fort Bend and 
Montgomery counties near 
Houston.

The tougher, more expen­
sive smog tests began in 
Hams, Tarrant, Denton, Dallas 
and Collin counties in May 
2002.

The Texas Natural 
Resource Conservation 
Commission has said the plan 
will help Texas cut ozone lev­
els and comply with the 
Federal Clean Air Act by a 
2007 target date.

“It’s about people’s health 
and cleaning up the air,” Hazel 
Barbour, mobile source pro­
grams manager for the Texas 
('ommission on
Environmental Quality, told 
the Fort Worth Star-Telegram 
in Monday's online edition.

Barbour said vehicle emis­
sions testing has been success­
ful. Fears of problems at test­
ing stations and long waits 
around the state never materi­
alized, and the program has 
largely been trouble-free, she 
said.

“Any problems that we 
have had with the equipment, 
and they were small, have 
been worked out, ” Barbour 
said. "I,a.st year, the longest 
lines were on the last day of 
April as people tried to beat 
the price increase and the 
tougher test.”

Testing stations check car 
nuxlels that date from 1979 
through 1995 for emissions 
using a dynamometer, a tread- 
milTlike device that monitors 
tailpipe gases while vehicle

wheels arc in motion. Newer 
vehicle models are tested by a 
computer that analyzes the 
vehicle’s emissions to deter­
mine whether pollution equip­
ment is working properly.

Vehicles less than two years 
old and classic cars and trucks 
are exempt from testing, offi­
cials said.

“We’re not too excited 
about it,” said Johnson County 
Judge Roger Harmon. “But we 
want to be a player for clean 
air in our region. If not forthat, 
we probably would have 
fought It.”

HEirmon said about 50 per­
cent of Johnson County’s vehi­
cles travel into the Dallas-Fort 
Worth Metroplex every day.

But proponents of the test­
ing say it is expected to contin­
ue reducing pollution in the 
state. Half of the Metroplex air 
pollution comes from vehicles, 
and half of that comes from 
only 10 percent of vehicles, 
they say. .

“This is real important in 
the outlying c'ounties because 
bad air quality is a regional 
problem, not a local problem,” 
Capt. Danny Knauth of the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety’s vehicle inspection 
program said.

The testing equipment is 
expensive and fewer inspec­
tion stations exist in the core 
counties of the smog program. 
Ed Martin, technical adviser 
for the Texas State Inspection 
Association, said it costs 
$35,000 to $40.000 to install 
the equipment and $4.000 a 
year to service and calibrate it.

“The number of stations 
will grow over the year, as it 
did this year, although in coun­
ties where there are not a lot of 
cars, fewer people may go into 
the business.” said Martin.

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“The lack of security 

threatens our newborn democ­
racy. Security must be
restored for this experience to 
survive,” Saadoun Dulaimi, a 
returned exiled politician, told 
fellow delegates.

In a sign of new coopera­
tion, the Supreme Council of 
the Islamic Revolution in Iraq, 
an Iran-based group of Shiite 
Muslim exiles, sent a low- 
level delegation to the
Baghdad conference. The 
council had boycotted the first 
meeting on April 15, and 
high-ranking members 
refused to attend Monday’s 
conference in protest of its 
U.S. sponsorship, said Hamid 
al-Bayati, a London 
spokesman for the group.

Those from outside the 
country generally said only 
Iraqis should rule Iraq.

“We are having healthy 
discussions between people 
inside Iraq and who were out­
side Iraq,” said Mustapha 
Qazwin, a sheikh and doctor 
who lives in the United States. 
“This is a democratic process, 

^and we are still debating the 
best route forward.”

Non-exiles generally want 
^the Americans to have a direct 
role in the interim period to 
prepare for elections. “We are 
not ready to handle this yet,” 
said Suheil al-Suheil, a 
Baghdad lawyer. “Saddam’s 
orphans are still alive.”

Gamer’s office said a third 
conference will be held in 
northern Iraq soon. Delegates 
said it would likely be in 
Mosul in two to three weeks.

Coming home after years 
abroad, Iraqis hugged and 
kissed as the gathering began. 
“In Baghdad?” one delegate 
asked another in disbelief. 
“Yes, in Baghdad,” the other 
replied.

In the streets, thousands of 
demonstrators marched 
through the sun-baked capital 
calling for unity of Shiite and 
Sunni Muslims, of Iraqi Arabs 
and Iraqi Kurds.

But in a symptom of the

disofganization and commu­
nications proUems that have 
plagued the U.S. occupation, 
dozens of delegates couldn’t 
reach the hall immediately. 
Instead, they drove in circles 
around traffic-choked central 
Baghdad, repeatedly blocked 
by Army checkpoints. The 
opening was tlelayed by two 
hours.

On a downtown street, an 
Iraqi air force colonel, 
Hussein al-Khafaji, took note 
of how different Saddam’s 
birthday was this year.

“Whenever we had those 
elections for president, every­
one voted for him 100 per­
cent,” he told a reporter. “And 
today nothing will happen, 
and this will prove that none 
of us liked him, not a one.”

On central Saddoun Street, 
a ragged man carried a placard 
aloft depicting Saddam w i^ 
horns and a noose around his 
neck. “This is your birthday. 
Shame on you,” it read. .

In .southern Iraq, on the 
main road north out of Basra, 
about 50 marchers appeared 
bearing an effigy of Saddam 
fashioned from rags. As a 
crowd gathered, they threw 
the effigy to the ground, 
stumped on it and set it on 
fire.

“No, no, Saddam. Yes, yes, 
Islam,” shouted members of 
the group.

In Qatar, Rumsfeld said the 
U.S.-led war in Iraq was a his­
toric success that will influ­
ence military doctrine for 
decades. “Baghdad was liber­
ated in less than a month, pos­
sibly the fastest march on a 
capital in mtxlern military his­
tory,” Rumsfeld said.

After talks with the United 
Arab Emirates’ defense minis­
ter and chief of staff on 
Sunday, Rumsfeld and Gen. 
Tommy Franks said U.S. rnili- 
tary forces were not going to 
leave the region any time 
.s(K)n. Franks, commander of 
U.S. troops in the region, said 
he wanted to continue opera­
tions at Camp As Sayliyah, 
which was completed just 
before the war began.

Satterwhite, who has headed CRM-WA 
for the past couple of years, has main­
tained that buying more water in Roberts 
County, frrim Mesa or other landowners, 
has always been an option.

Justice Department broadens investigation of FBI’s DNA lab practices
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

With defense lawyers stepping 
up challenges to genetic evi­
dence, the Ju.stice Department 
inspector general is examining 
the FBI lab unit that analyzes 
DNA in hundreds of cases a 
year after a technician was 
caught failing to follow proper 

j  procedure.
The inquiry, expected to last 

several more months, already 
-l has led to changes inside the 

lab’s DNA unit in respon.se to 
advice from outside scientists 
brought in by Justice investiga­
tors. government officials told 
The Associated Press.

The inspector general, an 
independent watchdog, is try­
ing to identify any vulnerabili­
ties in the lab after an FBI tech­
nician went undetected for two 
year* as she failed to follow 
required procedure in analyz- . 
ing DNA evidence, said the 
officials, speaking on condition 
of anonymity.

DNA evidence has become 
increasingly important in crim­
inal cases and in appeals from 
old convictions before such 
biological evidence was widely 
used.

The investigation, coupled

with recent revelations of 
DNA irregularities in a few 
kK'al crime labs that work with 
the FBI, could affect Attorney 
General John Ashcroft’s proj­
ect to create a national DNA 
database to help law enforcers 
identify crime suspects 
through their genetic finger­
prints.

Criminal defense lawyers 
are planning challenges to the 
database and to DNA evidence 
in ca.ses involving the FBI lab 
technician or the local crime 
labs accused of wrongdoing.

“All of us are depending on 
DNA as a gold standard in 
forensics work — innocence 
projects, prosecutors and 
defense lawyers. And now we 
don’t have a gold standard. The 
gold has been tarnished,” said 
Frederic Whitehurst, a lawyer 
and former FBI lab employee 
whose whistle-blower allega­
tions led to major changes in 
the lab in the mid-1990s.

The AP reported this month 
that FBI lab technician 
Jacquelyn Blake quit while 
under investigation for failing 
to follow required scientific 
procedures while analyzing 
103 DNA samples over the

past couple of years, and a sec- 
ond lab employee was indicted 
for allegedly providing false 
testimony.

Inspector General Glenn 
Fine expanded the Blake 
inquiry to examine the FBI 
lab’s broader practices in DNA 
cases. The FBI has been coop 
crating, the government offi­
cials said.

The officials said the goal of 
the investigation is to identify 
vulnerabilities in lab procedure 
that could affect the quality of 
the FBI’s DNA analyses or per­
mit a rogue employee to go 
undetected.

FBI Lab Director Dwight 
Adams, himself a DNA scien­
tist, disclosed the existence of

the wider Justice Department 
inquiry Turing recent briefings 
on Capitol Hill, law enforce­
ment and congressional offi­
cials said.

Adams told lawmakers and 
their staffs the DNA section 
has put changes in place to deal 
with issues raised by the out­
side scientists brought in by the 
inspector general, the officials 
said.

“We want correct and unas­
sailable results and objective 
testimony, and to do that we’ve 
got to be open to outside scruti 
ny and outside review,” Adams 
told the AP.

The investigation is the 
broadest inspector general’s 

^review of the FBI lab since one

concluded in 1997 that scien- with a slate crime lab worker in
lists in the lab’s explosive units 
engaged in Ijad .science and 
gave inaccuriite testimony. 
Those findings led to an over­
haul of the world-renowned 
forensics facility.

FBI officials also arc facing 
questions about how to protect 
the bureau's national DNA 
database from a growing num­
ber of problems at local police' 
crime labs.

The police lab in Houston is 
under grand jury investigation 
for its DNA work. A police lab 
in Fort Worth, Texas, is facing 
a criminal inquiry after revela­
tions that a senior forensic ana­
lyst ignored proper DNA pro­
cedures. Florida is grappling

Orlando who falsified DNA 
data.

FBI officials have pulled 
DNA samples from the 
Houston lab from its national 
database and said they will 
examine the allegations involv­
ing Fort Worth and Orlando to 
determine* if any action is 
required to protect the national 
DNA registry.

The inspector general has 
pressed the FBI to conduct reg­
ular audits of state and UkuI 
labs that put DNA evidence 
into the natir)nal registry. An 
audit in 2001 disclosed half the 
local labs examined were not 
in c<)mpliance with FBI DNA 
standards.

Pallas, which has let NFL 
career rushing leader Emmitt 
Smith go, didn’t take a mnning 
back with any of its seven 
picks.

In between Newman’s pick 
and their draft-ending uade, the 
Cowboys tried to follow the 
pattern that worked so well a 
year before in a draft that pro­
duced five players that started 
last season for the Cowboys.

After their three picks 
Saturday, including potential 
starters in Wisconsin center Al 
Johnson in the second round

value with our first four pcks.

“Like our draft last year, we 
wanted find players to address 
our depth issues with players 
that have an upside,” Jones 
said.

Dallas didn’t have a fifth- 
round pick but used their final 
three choices to accomplish 
that goal. The Cowboys got 
Wisconsin defensive back B.J. 
Tucker and Hampton receiver 
Zuriel Smith in the sixth round 
and Colorado guard Justin 
Bates in the seventh round 
before Jones made his 33rd 
trade in 15 drafts since buying 
the team.

Dallas never addressed a 
perceived need to add another 
option at quarteiback. For now, 
the job is between Chad 
Hutchinson and Quincy Carter, 
who both started last year. But 

. the potential of adding another 
veteran before camp is still 
there.

“We have keep our options 
open at quarterback,” Jones 
said. “Chad was ahead based 
on what he did last year. But 
Quincy has had a good spring. 
And they’re both have an equal 
amount of experience.”

Kevin Millwocxl made quick work 
ol Barry Bonds and the NL’s top team 
on his way to history. The St. Louis 
Cardinals needed a little more time to 
finish off the Florida Marlins.

Overshadowed for years by big- 
namc pitchers on the Braves, Millwcxxl 
made his own mark Sunday. He threw a 
no-hitter for the Philadelphia Phillies, 
beating San Francisco 1-0.

His timing at Veterans Stadium was 
perfect — his gem came on the first 
anniversary of the last no-hitter in the 
majors, by Boston’s Derek Lowe 
against Tampa Bay.

"Every pitcher’s goal is to throw 
one. I was probably as nervous as I’ve 
ever been,” Millwood said.

"It was one of those special days, 
and I don’t plan on doing it every time 
out, but it was a lot of fun."

The Cardinals felt fine, tex), after 
going 20 innings to beat the Marlins 7- 
6. It t(X)k 6 hours, 7 minutes and 622 
pitches to play the longest game in the 
majors in 10 years.

St. Louis blew a five-run lead in the 
bottom of the ninth. Fernando Vina was 
O-for-9 on a tiring, rainy day in Rorida 
before hitting a go-ahead single.

“What would have been one of the 
most painful losses a team can stand 
becomes just an» incredible win.” St.

Louis manager Tony La Russa said.
In other NL games, Arizona swept a 

doubleheader from New York by 6-1 
and 7-3, Atlanta beat Milwaukee 7-1, 
Houston defeated Montreal 6 .3, Los 
Angeles topped Pittsburgh 6-2, 
Colorado beat Chicago 6-3 and* 
Cincinnati defeated San Diego 7-5.

Millwood struck out 10 and walked 
three in his sixth start for the Phillies.

After several years of pitching 
behind Greg Maddux, Tom Glavine 
and John Smoltz in Atlanta, Millwood 
was traded for backup catcher Johnny 
Estrada in a cost-cutting move by the 
Braves last December.

Maddux, Glavine and Smoltz have 
combined to win seven Cy Young 
awards, but none of them have a no-hit- 
ter. At Turner Field, the Braves 
watched on a clubhouse television and 
cheered their former teammate.

“That was-cool,” Maddux said. “I 
really enjoyed it. I was probably more 
nervous than he was.”

Said Millwood: “I’d be just as excit­
ed if one of those guys threw it.”

Millwood (4-1) relied on his fastball 
to throw the ninth no-hitter in Phillies’ 
history and the first since Tommy 
Greene did it against Montreal on May 
23, 1991.

It was the first NL no-hitter since St. 
Louis’ Bud Smith, now a Phillies’ 
minor leaguer, stopped San Diego on 
Sept. 3. 20bl.

(AP) —  The Worid Health 
Olfanization said Mcmday 
that the wont of die SARS 
outbreak appews to be over 
in Singapore. Hong Kong 
a ^  Canada, while Vtetnam 
has become the first country 
 ̂to contain the highly infec­
tious reqnratocy disease.

But SARS is spreading in 
China even as the govern­
ment takes increasingly 
aggressive steps to halt the 
disease, said David 
Ffeymann, the chief of com­
municable diseases for 
WHO.

Heymann, who is in 
Bangkok to attend an emer­
gency summit on SARS of 
Southeast Asian leaders 
TViesday, said the situation 
is worrisome in China.

“In China, as you know, 
we are receiving more and 
more reports of cases and it 
doesn’t appear it has peaked 
as far as spread" of the dis­
ease is concerned, 
Heymann told reporters.

Hong Kong, Singapore, 
and Toronto are having 
fewer cases every day and 
Vietnam has reported no 
new SARS victims, the 
WHO said.

“It appears that the out­
break has peaked in those 
countries,” Heymann said.

There were eight new 
fatalities in China and five 
in Hong Kong reported on 
Monday, raising the world­
wide death toll for severe 
acute respiratCMy syndrome 
to at least 332, mostly in 
China and Hong Kong. It 
has sickened around S,000
p8P0fW. y*.

Asian governments kept

up the fight with quaran­
tines and travel restrictions. 
Taiwan began enforcing a 
10-day qumantine for visi- 
tcMS m iving frcm areas hit 
hard by SARS, prompting 
airlines to cancel some 
flights . there, while 
Malaysia sealed off a bosfa- 
tal in Kuching they fear 
may be the site of an out­
break.

Severe acute respiratory 
syndrome has (»ompted a 
rare global alert fn>m WHO 
and travel advisories against 
affected countries.

But the WHO lifted all 
travel advisories Monday 
for Vietnam, which had five  ̂
deaths from SARS after the 
virus spread in February 
through Hanoi’s only inter­
national hospital.

Sixty-three people con­
tracted the virus in Vietnam. 
But the Hanoi French 
Hospital was cordoned off 
on March 11, a move credit­
ed with slowing the rate of 
infection and keeping* 
SARS from spreading 
beyond its doors.

“The WHO would like to 
congratulate Vietnam on 
being the first country in the 
world to contain SARS,” 
Pascale Brudon, the WHO 
representative in Vietnam, 
said at a news conference in 
Hanoi.

No new SARS cases 
have been reported in 
Vietnam since April 8. 
WHO has .set a 20-day win­
dow — double the disease’s 
incubation period — as the 
standard for lifting travel' 
advisories and declaring 
that an outbreak is no longer 
spreading. -

Pakistani troops capture two men 
linked to death of two U.S. soldiers

BAGRAM, Afghanistan 
(AP) — Pakistani tr(x>ps work­
ing with U.S. soldiers captured 
two men try ing to retrieve the 
body of a rebel from the scene 
of a gun battle that also left two 
U.S. troops, dead, an army 
spokesman said Monday.

U.S. soldiers backed by A- 
10 tankbuster fighter planes 
and Apache helicopter gun- 
ships rushed to the area Sunday 
after men were spotted at the 
scene of Friday's battle in 
Shkin in southeastern 
Afghanistan. Col. Roger King 
said from Bagram Air Base, the 
headquarters of U S. opera­
tions in Afghanistan, s

In a sign of increasing axrp- 
eration with the Pakistani mili­
tary on the border region, U.S. 
commanders immediately con­
tacted the Pakistani authorities 
who agreed to help trap the. 
men at the border. King said.

King did not identify the 
two captured men.

However, he said that at 
least one of the rebels killed 
Friday apparently was a for­
eign fighter who may have

belonged to the al-Qaida ter­
rorist network. He did not 
reveal the fighter’s nationali-
'y

'  The deaths happened after 
U.S. soldiers engaged at least 
20 rebels in a brief gunbattle 
about I ,(XK) yards from the „ 
Pakistani border. King said.

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) 
— Eidward L. Gaylord, the pub­
lisher of The Daily Oklahoman 
who expanded the media com-' 
pany his father started into a 
business empire that included 
Nashville's Opryland, has died. 
He was 8.1.

Gaylord died Sunday night 
from complications from can­
cer, according to the newspaper.

Gaylord assumed the leader­
ship of The Oklahoma 
Publishing Co. in 1974 after the 
death of his father, E.K. 
Gaylord. By then, the younger 
Gaylord had already begun 
diversifying the company.

In the 1970s, he established 
the Gaylord Pnxluction Co., 
which pnxluced the syndicated 
TV series "Hee Haw” and the 
“Glen Camphell Show.”

In 198.1, the company 
acquired the Opryland complex 
in Nashville. Tenn., for $240 
million.

The complex included The 
Nashville Network (now The

National Network) and Country 
Music Television (CMT). both 
of which were later sold; CMT 
Europe cable networks and the 
Opryland Music Group.

OPUBCO and Gaylord 
Entertainment are worth about 
$2..S billion.

Gaylord was bom May 28, 
1919, in Oklahoma City. He 
graduated from Stanford 
University in 1941 and briefly 
attended" Harvard Business 
School before joining the 
Army.

While growing up, Gaylord

visited his father at The 
Oklahoman office, but said his 
father didn't push him into 
newspaper work.

"He was hoping I would get 
into it, but he wanted me to get 
into whatever I was interested 
in,” Gaylord said in a 1998 sup­
plement celebrating
OPUBCO’s 9.Sth anniversary. 
"As the years passed. I became 
very interested in newspapers.”

In 1946. Gaylord went to 
work full time at OPUBCO, 
beginning in the circulation 
department and then advertis­

ing. He became executive vice 
president, assistant general 
manager, director and trea.surer 
of OPUBCO by 1948.

His efforts to diversify 
OPUBCO began in 1962. The 
company already had pur- 
cha.sed WTVT in Tampa and 
St. Petersburg, ’ Ra., in 1956 
and leased KTVT 1n the 
Dallas-Fort Worth area. A year 
later, he created an oil and gas 
division. Publisher’s
Petroleum, -and obtained a 
license in l%5 to build KHTV 
in Houston.
