Protest erupts in gunfire
Military, protesters give conflicting accounts

BAGHDAD. Iraq (AP)
U S. soldiers tired on pio(esi- 
ers in a town west ol Baghdad 
after some crowal members 
shot at Ihe troops with auto­
matic weapons. U .S. officers 
said Tuesday A local hospil.il 
director said II Iraqis were 
killed and 71 injured.

U.S. officials also 
announced that one of Saddam 
Hussein's top arivisers, who 
served as oil minister and ear­
lier headed Iraq's top-secret 
missile program, had surren­
dered. Amer Mohammed 
Rashid, known to UN. 
weapons inspectors as the 
"Missile Man,' was ranked 
47th on the U.S. most-wanted 
list of 11 members of 
Saddam's inner circle.

The shooting took place 
Monday night in the town of 
Fallujah, about 10 miles from 
Baghdad m an area where sup­
port for Saddam was strong. 
Col. Arnold Bray of the S2nd 
Airborne Division said at least 
seven Iraqis were hit by gun- 
tire but neither he nor U.S. 
Central Command had defini­
tive casualty figures.

"There was fire directly 
over Ihe heads ot soldiers on 
the r(H)f. They returned fire m 
order to protect the lives ol our

soldiers," said Ll. Col. F’ric 
Nantz

Iraqis inleiviewed at Ihe 
liospital insisted the ilemon 
siralion was |X-acetiil and no 
one was armed or throwing 
rocks. One vunimlcd IK-yeai 
old man. Aqil Khaleil. said 
U.S. soklicrs fired wiihoul 
warning.

¡'he U.S. lioojis were head­
quartered in a schoolhouse. 
and some ol the protesters 
fired at Ihe building, Bray 
said.

fhe crowd ot about 2(K) 
demonstralors reportedly was 
objecting lo the presence in 
Fallu|ah ol U S troops. Some 
townspeople, however, said 
the prolesi was held by stu­
dents agetl 1 to 20 to ask the 
soldiers lo leave the school so 
classes could resume Fuesday 
as scheduled.

Bray insisted some of them 
were armed; “Ask them which 
kind of schoolboys carry AK- 
47s." he saul.

U.S. soldiers said many in 
the crowd had AK-47 assault 
rifles and were tiring into Ihe 
air — a common practice at 
boislertius events in Iraq.

Dr Ahmed Ghanim al-Ali, 
director of Fallujah General 
Hospital, said there were II 
dead, inchuling Ihree boys no 
older than 10. He said his 
medical crews were shot at

when they went lo retrieve the 
injured.

Rashid, who surrendered 
Monday, is a lormer general 
who oversaw Iraq's top-secret 
missile programs before 
becoming oil minister.

Rashid IS married lo Dr. 
Ritiab faha. a microbiologist 
known as Dr Germ" who 
was in charge of the secret 
Iraqi facility that weaponiz.ed 
anthrax and other toxic sub­
stances. She also is sought by 
the United .Stales, and her 
house in Baghdad was raided 
by U.S. forces last month, but 
there was no wortl on her 
whereabouls.

Rashid was a member of 
Saddam's Military
liulusirializalion Organization, 
the group responsible for pro­
ducing Iraq's most lethal 
weapons.

Chief UN. weapons 
ms|Teclor Hans Blix said last 
month that Rashid and his 
wife would be among 'the 
most interesting persons" for 
American investigators to 
interrogate because ot their 
familiarity with a range of 
Saddam's secret weapons pro­
grams.

Economy: Wages, benefits 
see increase in

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
U S. workers’ wages and bene­
fits rose by a brisk 1.3 percent 
in the first three months of 
2003, the biggest increase in 
nearly 13 years, even as busi­
nesses struggled with the lack­
luster economy.

'The increase in the employ­
ment cost index for the 
January to March quarter was 
nearly twice as big as the 0.7 
rise posted in the fourth quar­
ter of 2002, the Labor 
Department reported Tuesday.

Consumers were feeling a 
lot better about the economy in 
April, buoyed by swift push 
toward victory in the U.S.-led 
war in Iraq.

The Consumer Confidence 
Index rose to 81 from a read­
ing of 61.4 in March, the 
Conference Board said in a 
report that offered encouraging 
news on the motxl of con­
sumers, the lifeblood of the 
economy.

The confidence number 
registeied for April was far 
better than the reading of 70 
that analysis had expected.
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In the compensation report, 
wages and benefits in the first 
quarter were growing more 
quickly than the 0.8 percent 
advance that economists* 
expected.

Although companies have 
been keeping work forces lean 
to deal with the uneven econo­
my, they are providing work­
ers who are still on the payrolls 
more generous compensation 
packages. 'That’s goods news 
for the ranks of the employed 
but can be a potential strain on 
some profit-pressed compa­
nies.

The 1.3 percent rise regis­
tered in the first quarter was 
the largest increase since the 
second quarter of 1990, when 
compensation went up by the 
same amount.

The costs of benefits, such 
as health insurance and vaca­
tions, continued to outpace 
wage gains.

Benefit costs rose by a siz­
able 2.2 percent in the first 
quarter of 2003, following a 
1.3 percent advance in the 
prior quarter. The increa.se in 
benefit costs in the first quarter 
was the largest in 15 years.

Wages and salaries rose by 
a solid I percent in the first 
quarter, twice as fast as the 0.5 
percent increase recorded in 
the fourth quarter. It marked 
the largest gain in wages and 
salaries since the first quarter 
of 2001, when they rose by the 
same amount.

That’s encouraging because 
income growth is the fuel for 
future spending by consumers, 
the main force that has been 
keeping the economy going. 
The rebound in consumer con­
fidence in April also may bode 
well for consumer spending in 
the months ahead.

Consumers have been keep-

ing their pocketbooks and wal­
let sufficiently open to support 
economic growth, but busi­
nesses have been cautious 
amid the muddled economic 
climate.

Coping with lackluster 
profits and uneven demand 
from customers, businesses 
have been reluctant to increase 
capital spending and go on a 
hiring spree, major factors 
restraining economic growth.

Economists believe the 
nation’s unemployment rate 
will nudge up to 5.9 percent in 
April, from 5.8 percent in 
March. The government 
releases the employment 
report for April on Friday.

Even If the economy starts 
improving a bit later this yeatj 
the jobless rate probably will 
creep up because job growth 
won’t be strong enough t6 
accommodate the expectation 
that an improved climate will 
attract a lot more job seekers, 
economists say.

At the White House, 
President Bush’s spokesman, 
Ari Fleischer, welcomed the 
day’s positive economic 
reports. But he added {l)at 
other data continues to show 
“mixed signals for the econo­
my.’’

“The president welcomes 
the good news about consumer 
confidence. 'The president wel­
comes good news in the econ­
omy. But the president also is 
concerned about unemploy­
ment,” Fleischer said.

Federal Reserve Chairman 
Alan Greenspan, who is 
scheduled to appear on 
Capitol Hill Wednesday, has 
expressed optimism that the 
economy will get back on 
surer footing once all the 
uncertainties associated with 
the war are lifted.

AUSTIN (AP) —  Women seeking an abortion would have 

to wait 24 hours before a doctor could terminate the pregnan­
cy under legislation debated by the Texas House.

The bill also would require doctors to offer patients state- 
produced literature and color photos of fetal development at 
two-week increments before the mandated “reflection peri­
od.”

Bill sponsor Frank Corte, R-San Antonio, said he authored 
the legislation in an attempt to empower women by making 
as much information as possible available to them.

The House adjourned early Monday evening, without vot­
ing on the legislation.

Rep. Jessica Farrar, D-Houston, tried to amend the bill to 
exempt victims of rape and incest from the requirement to 
view the materials, but members rejected the measure.

The legislation also would require written proof, signed 
by the abortion patient, that she has been offered standard 
information regarding risks and options available should she 
decide to carry her pregnancy to term.

The bill also requites that abortions performed after the 
15th week of pregnancy can only be performed at an ambu­
latory surgical center or hospital licensed to perform the pro­
cedure.

BUDGET THREAT
Advocacy groups for senior and disabled Texans called on 

lawmakers Monday to practice “compassionate conser­
vatism” and restore funding for services for the disabled and 
elderly in the next state budget, in part by forcing more busi­
nesses to pay taxes.

The AARP, the Texas Senior Advocacy Coalition, ADAPT 
and other groups said they would present 5,000 signatures to 
Gov. Rick Perry, Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst and House 
Speaker Tom Craddick supporting the groups’ call to fund 
services at the current level over the next two years.

The spending plans in the House and Senate would “bal­
ance the budget on the backs of the most vulnerable,” said 
Gus Cardenas, state president of AARP Texas, which has 
more than 2 million members.

Tightening the state’s business taxes to force more compa­
nies to pay would find much of the money needed to fund the 
threatened programs, the groups said. Business groups have 
vigorously opposed tightening the so-called “franchise tax” 
and a bill to get more companies to pay the tax has not moved 
in the House.

Sen. Teel Bivins, R-Amarillo, the chairman of the Senate 
Finance Committee, said he thinks the state Should fund 
those services for the frail and elderly but that it has a limit­
ed amount of money. Tax bills must come from the House 
and he s^id he doesn’t expect to see one this session.«

SCH O O L FINANCE
A proposal by Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst that would 

change the way public schools are funded took the form of a 
Senate bill Monday.

The bill was in rough draft form and was being looked at 
by potential co-sponsors, Dewljurst spokesman Dave 
Beckwith said. ^  '

“I expect a super majority willwgn on as co-sponsors” to

n Boy found could be child who disappeared in 2000
EVANSTON, 111. (AP) — 

Authorities conducted DNA 
tests on a boy to determine 
whether he is a youngster who 
disappeared from his family’s 
North Carolina home more 
than two years ago.

The boy shares the same 
facial features, scars and 
speech impediment as Tristen 
“Buddy” Myers, Sampson 
County (N.C.) Sheriff’s Sgt. 
Darold Cox said. DNA samples 
were taken from him Monday. 
The boy had been taken into 
state custody in Illinois after 
the man caring for him raised 
suspicions with workers at a 
hospital.

Buddy hasn’t lieen seen 
since he wandered away from 
his aunt’s home on Oct. 5, 
2000, with his two dogs. He 
was 4 at the time. The two dogs 
eventually returned home, but 
searchers didn’t find the boy.

Investigators took a DNA 
sample from Buddy’s mother. 
Raven, last week and per­
formed a match test Monday, 
Illinois Department o f Child 
and Family Services spokes­
woman Jill Manuel said. It will 
take four to six weeks to 
receive the results.

Buddy’s aunt, Donna Myers, 
said local invcsiigaton asked 

I her to come to the sheriff’s 
.office in Clinton, N.C., on April

1 to look at a picture of the boy. 
She and her husband had been 
caring for the boy, who had 
been living with various rela­
tives since he was bom to a 
teenage mother, at the time he 
disappeared.

Donna Myers, whose house 
is decorated with yellow rib­
bons, told the Fayetteville 
Observer that she was told the 
man called the boy Eli Quick.

“There are so many things 
that point to it tieing him that 
we are just praying that it is,” 
she said. “If it’s not him, he’s 
got a twin.”

The boy’s cousins in 
Sampson County, N.C., said 
Tuesday on ABC’s “Good 
Morning America” that they 
hoped that DNA testing could 
be hurried.

“It looks like it could be

him,” said Jamie Richmond, 
adding that hs was told that X- 
rays showed the boy had the 
same breaks .in his leg as 
Tristen, who was injured in a 
car accident less than a year 
before he disappeared.

The boy had been with a 
man who was taken into cus­
tody after he brought the child 
to St. Francis Hospital in 
Evanston and asked doctors to 
do something about his 
“aggressive liehavior,” Manuel 
said.

The hospital staff became 
suspicious and called police, 
who discovered the man was 
wanted for shoplifting. The 
man was taken into custody at 
the time on the shoplifting war- 
rat)j but Evanston police 
wouldn’t comment Monday on 
the status of his case.

Manuel said she called the 
National Center for Missing 
and Exploited Children after 
the boy could not explain some 
“holes” in his background. The 
center compared the boy’s pro­
file to its database and contact­
ed police in North Carolina.

The lioy has been turned 
over to social workers in

Chicago, Manuel said.
Sampson County Sheriff’s 

Office Lt. Ricky Mattocks said 
local investigators hesitated 
before releasing information 
about the case.

“We get a bunch of leads 
every day,” he said. “Stuff 
comes in all the time and we 
waited until we were sure.”

Moscow, April 18 ...A week in the

But now that global economic trade and 
shared free markets have been increas­
ingly achieved and the threats of terror­
ism have taken their place as our key con­
cerns, Russia need,no longer wait in the 
wings.

With its huge land mass, borders with 
many trouble spots, its traditional rela-

Stalin, and Churchill are-played by their 
more prosaic successors: Bush, Putin, 
and Blair.

It is no longer time for Russia to play 
for small stakes by co-opeTating with 
France in the hopes that some oil con­
tracts will fall from the table. Instead, 
Putin should seize the opportunity to 
reas.sert a role for Russia by taking his 
seat at a more important table - not the 
round one of the Security Council w'here 
irrelevant nations like France, Germany, 
Angola, and Chile presume to dictate 
world affairs, but a triangular table where 
the Big Three lead the world.

Nor should Putin be overly conceriied 
about opposition by the Russian (Kople 
to co-operation with the United States in 
the war on terror. If Russia can re-emeige 
on the global stage as a major power, 
rather than a supplicant seeking aid or a 
scavenger looking for contracts, the

Russian people will be thrilled and will 
reward Putin with even higher ratings 
than the 60% o f which he now boasts.

Unfortunately, Putin doesn't seem to 
realize that the world has changed and 
that the Russian policy of looking to the 
United Nations and relying on its 
Security Council seat as its base o f power 
in a world dominated by the big 
econom ies undervalues the potential of 
Russian power. President George W. 
Bush likely would, and certainly should, 
welcome Putin into the Big Three as an 
ally and partner in the eradication of 
global terrorism, a goal as important to 
Russia with its Musliin neighbors as it is 

jh e  U.S. and the U.K.
Compare the power o f Blair and Putin.

The British leader, who accepted a seat at 
the Big Three table, has enormous influ­
ence over U.S. policy. Bush would have 
gone to war a year ago but for Blair's 
insistence on pursuing U.N. approval. 
Both because of his nation's contribution 
and his personal persuasiveness as he sits 
at Bush's side, Tony Blair is a power on 
the world stage.

By contrast, Vladimir Putin can get 
invited only to the losers club with 
France, Germany, and Kofi Annan. There 
they can raise alternate toasts o f Vodka, 
wine, and beer to their lost days of world 
power.

Its time for Putin to realize that he can 
get back in the game and give Bush a 
call. Anyway, that's what I. said in 
Izvestyii. I hope Vladimir is a subscriber!

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From homosexuality to incest?

Last week's Washington tempest blew 
in when Sen. Rick Santorum, R-Pa., said 
that if the Supreme Court in a pending 
case rules that homosexual practice is 
constitutionally protected, "then you 
have the right to bigamy, you have the 
right to polygamy, you have the right to 
incest, you have the right to adultery. You 
have the right to anything."

Gay advocacy groups quickly made 
political hay. The Human Rights 
Campaign expressed outrage that 
Santorum "compared homosexuality 
with bigamy, polygamy, incest and adul­
tery" in his "deeply hurtful" remarks. The 
Center for Lesbian and Gay Civil Rights 
similarly complained that "his remarks 
show nothing but contempt for lesbian 
and gay people."

Whoa! Who’s showing contem pt 
here? Logical gay groups should applaud 
Santorum’s recognition that a Supreme 
Court gay breakthrough will also bring 
liberation for others with non-monoga- 
mous sexual interests. Since when do 
homosexuals look down on others who 
follow their own bliss? But maybe this is 
good news: Our headline could read, 
"(jays Join conservative Christians in 
criticizing bigamy, polygamy, incest and 
adultery."

The Pennsylvania Gay and Lesbian 
Alliance unctuously proclaimed, 
"Discrimination against aiiy group of cit­
izens based on who they are is simply 
wrong" — yet the gay lobbies were 
implicitly di^rim inating against those 
involved in consensual incest. 
"Extremism in the defense of vice is no 
vice," they should say, and then proceed 
to the postmodern claim that it's all a

matter of opinion whether a particular act 
is vicious or virtuous.

But let's move to the politics, since 
this is all about trying to drive a wedge 
within the GOP. "We're urging the 
Republican leadership to condemn the 
remarks," said David Smith, a
spokesman for the Human Rights 
Campaign. "They're the same types o f 
remarks that sparked outrage toward Sen. 
Lott."

No, they're not. Trent Lott resigned his 
Senate leadership post in December after 
making remarks widely seen as support­
ing racial discrimination. Lott’s words 
ran counter to the Bible, which is color­
blind. Santorum’s words reflect the Bible, 
which says that homosexual practice, like 
adultery or incest, is wrong. President 
Bush, who looks to biblical teaching for 
guidance on important issues, rightly 
criticized Lott, but he should support 
Santorum continuing as conference 
chairman, the third-highest seat in the 
GOP Senate leadership.

Good politics, good theology, and 
good constitutional law go together here. 
The Republican Party should be open to 
Bible believers, people o f other religions 
and atheists, but if it wants to retain the 
support o f (Thristians and Orthodox Jews, 
it should not chastise those who defend 
biblical truth. Besides, even though the

state of Texas may have been unwise 
under current'social conditions to prose­
cute a case concerning homosexuality, 
the Supreme Court should not establish a 
new, loose constructionist constitutional 
right.

Some Republicans who covet gay 
lobby campaign contributions will pres­
sure the president to signal a Santorum 
sack. Because he spoke out in the Trent 
Lott controversy, he should not sit this 
one out; Santorum foes will see silence 
as consent. This is a crucial political fork 
in the road, and the George W. Bush — 
who was tough enough to stand up to 
supporters of Saddam — should refuse to 
be pushed around by supporters of 
sodomy.

Instead of being defensive,. 
Republicans who are both wise and 
shrewd will go on offense. They should 
ask gay interest groups and Democrats to 
respond to Saniorum’s challenge: Make a 
constitutional argument that will differ­
entiate the right to consensual gay sex 
from a right to bigamy, polygamy, incest, 
or adultery. Legislatures, of course, have 
long differentiated among certain acts, 
but what happens if the Supreme Court 
tells them to cease and desist?

Republicans (and others) who want to 
become wiser on such issues should read 
What We Can’t Not Know, a new book by 
my University o f Texas colleague J. 
Budziszewski. The book is not a Bud 
Light, but non-professors can readily fol­
low its discussion o f "natural law," the 
"devdopmenul spec sheet" that God has 
given us. As Santorum knows, once we 
move off that spec sheet, anarchy reigns.

Parcells’ impact on the 
Dallas Cowboys grows every 
day, from the no-nonsense signs 
posted around the locker room 
to the type of players drafted 
this past weekend and signed in 
free agency before then.

O n 'a team that’s gone S-ll 
three straight seasons, there’s 
plenty of work to be done.

“You Just can’t immediately 
tear down what’s been kind of 
built up here. I don’t really 
intetid to do that anyway.” he

said.
"I am hopeful that as time 

goes on we can integrate slowly 
and we can work toward the 
kind o f players that I would like 
to have. Is that possible right 
away? No. Hopefully we got 
some (in the draft) and we’ll go 
from there.”

The Cowboys had a second 
straight solid draft, highlighted 
by three first-day picks who 
could all become starters: cor- 
nerback Terence Newman, cen­
ter with AI Johnson and tight 
e i^  Jason Witten. Fouith-round 
pick Bradie James, a linebacker, 
also will contribute.

Johnson, Witten and James 
all fit the Parcells mold in that

their big and strong.
Dallas fans who were hoping 

to find the next Ttxiy Aikman 
and Emmitt Smith will have to 
make do with the cuirent Chad 
Hutchinson and lYoy Hambrick, 
at least for the time being.

Parcells said he wasn’t plan­
ning on going after a running 
back in the early rounds just for 
the sake of replacing Smith.

“The worst thing we could 
do is draft a back and then have 
to draft another one next year.” 
he said.

Parcells said he is still 
exploring options at quarter­
back.

The going theory is that the 
Cowboys will sign a veteran

who gets released after June I. 
with the top candidates being 
Denver’s Brian Griese and 
Miami’s Ray Lucas, who 
played for Parcells with the 
New York Jets.

Dallas did add an undiafted 
arm late Sunday, agreeing to a 
deal with Tony Romo of 
Eastern Illinois.

Romo, the winner of the 
Walter Payton Award as the top 
player in Division 1-AA, picked 
the Cowboys over more than 20 
other suitors because Parcells, 
Jones and quarterbacks coach 
Sean Payton promised he’ll 
have a legitimate chance to 
make the team.

“Someone else i^ight be

making more money, but they 
made it clear that I can come in 
and compete. If I’m really good, 
then you never know,” said 
Romo, who broke several of 
Payton’s records at Eastern ^  
Illinois but didn’t meet him 
until the combine.

At Parcells’ urging, the 
Cowboys’ draft board was 
“thinned out a little bit more 
than in the past,” meaning they 
considered fewer players. He 
also praised what he called the /  
flow and efficiency of the draft 
room.

“There wasn’t a lot of 
noise,” he said. “It was pretty 
easy to think and communi­
cate.”

Baffert hoping for happy ending of Kentucky Derby week
LOUISVILLE, Ky. (AP) 
As much as he tries. Bob 

Batiert is having a tough time 
generating his usual enthusi­
asm for the Kentucky Derby.

Yes. this is the same 
happy-go-lucky guy with 
three Derby victories in the 
past six years; the same train­
er who has visions of yet 
another win Saturday with 
Indian Express or Kafwain.

But standing outside his 
barn Monday morning, 
Baffert was talking about a 
few pals he’ll miss Derby 
week — the late Saudi Prince 
Ahmed bin Salman, injured 
Hall of Fame Jockey Laffit 
Pincay Jr„ and injured 2-year- 
old champion Vindication.

” It’s sad in a way,” said 
.Baffert, his wife, Jill, by his 
side. ’’The prince wixild have 

• been here, and we’d be hav­

ing a great time ... And Eaftit 
would be here riding Indian 
Express. But you just have to 
go with what you’ve got.”

The prince operated The 
Thoroughbred Corp., which 
owned Baffert’s 2002 Derby 
winner W ar Emblem and . 
owns Kafwain. Prince Ahmed 
died of a heart attack last 
summer at age 43.

Pincay would have been 
aboard Indian Express —  a 
colt he encouraged Baffert to 
buy —  but the 56-year-old 

■rider is in a California hospi­
tal after breaking his neck in a 
spill at^Santa Anita on March 
1. '  ,

And Vindication, Baffert’s 
star Derby prospect, was 
knocked off the trail in 
February with a strained liga­
ment in his left front leg. “It’s 
just depressing to lose such an

exciting horse,” he said.
Baffert is likely to cheer up 

as post time nears. He usually 
does. Plus, he’s got other 
things to think about as his 
bam has been a beehive of 
activity the past few days.

— Domestic Dispute was 
sold Saturday, and the colt 
Baffert pulled out of Derby 
contention earlier this month 
will now run in the race for 
trainer Paddy Gallagher.

— Baffert still won’t rule 
Señor Swinger out o f the 
Derby. The colt he began 
training last month is likely to 
run in a grass race Friday, but 
Baffert says that could change 
by Wednesday’s Derby p>ost 
position draw.

—^The trainer also unveiled 
liis Derby horse for 2004 —  a 
tall, angular unnamed colt by 
Menifee. Around the bam.

he’s known as Fifty Short — 
as in the purchase price was 
$50,000 short of $1 million.

Baffert may not talk up his 
3-year-olds this week, but that 
doesn’t mean Indian Express 
or Kafwain can’t win. Last 
year, -3afferL  poolupoohed 
Whr Emblem’s chances but 
had the last laugh when the 
nearly black colt wired the 
field to win by four lengths at 
odds of 20-1.

Trainer Bobby Frankel 
holds the strongest Derby 
hand with e x a c te d  favorite 
E m pire/M aker and second 
choice Peace Rules, but the 
best horse doesn’t always win 
the I I/4-mile cavalry charge. 
In fact, the Derby favorite has 
only one victory —  Fusaichi 
Pegasus in 2000 —  since 
Spectacular Bid won in 1979.

Baffert’s best chance

appears to be Kafwain, a 
tough hombre who was third 
in the Santa Anita Derby on 
April 5 but finished either 
first or second in his previous 
seven races. Kafwain got sick 
and lost training time after the 
Santa Anita Derby, but the 
dark bay colt galloped 
Monday and is set for his final 
breeze Tuesday.

“No one ever talks about 
him, and 1 never brag on 
him,” said Baffert. “H e’s just 
hard knocking, he’s got a 
huge heart and he’ll be there 
at the end. A milc-and-a-quar- 
ter probably isn’t his cup of 
tea, but he’s been right there 
every time.”

Kafwain has four wins in 
11 starts and earnings of 
$715,848. He will be ridden 
by Pat Valenzuela, who 
returns to the Derby for the

first time in 10 years. 
Valenzuela, plagued by drug 
and alcohol problems for 
years, replaced Victor 
Espinoza on Kafwain for the 
Santa Anita Derby.

“I wanted to do something 
different to try to win,” said 
Baffert. Espinoza was aboard 
War Emblem, but Baffert was 
unhappy with the jockey’s 
ride aboard Kafwain in the 
Louisiana Derby.

Says Valenzuela: “I think 
we’ll win the Derby, no doubt 
in my mind.”

Indian Express, a son of 
the Baffert-trained Indian 
Charlie, is a big question 
mark. The Utah-bred who 
won his first two races in 
Panama, was purchased for
$100,000 by Baffert’s long­
time friend Phil Chess on

 ̂ Following the American 

agreement. Delta Air Lines 
pilots, angry over similar 
retention bonuses and other 
perks awarded to senior man­
agement last year, proposed to 
curb severance payments for 
managers and force the compa­
ny to account for stock options 
as expenses.

Unions can lose a lot of 
power when unemployment is 
high and people are desperate 
for work. The nation’s unem-

ployment rate has hovered at 
an eight-year high for months'*' 
now.

“It’s very difficult to engage 
in strikes when there’s a ... 
ready pool o f strike breakers 
waiting to come in and take 
your place,” said Paul F. Clark, 
a Penn State professor o f labor 
studies and industrial relations.

As for the $1.8 billion in 
annual concessions at 
American, the uhions really 
had little choice. They stood to 
lose even more in a bankrupt- ' 
cy. United Airline workers 
faced the same tough choices 
several months ago.

Bankruptcy law allows 
labor contracts to be voided if a

company can prove those oUi- 
gations are endangering the 
health o f the business.

“Virtually all o f the unions 
are taking one cut after anoth­
er, and they don’t really have 
the bargaining power to resist 
that,” Clark said.

Airline officials and unions 
need to learn from the auto and 
steel industries, said Robert 
Bruno, labor professor at the 
University o f Chicago at 
Illinois.

Relations between manage­
ment and labor were ven­
omous, but they were forced to 
work together in the 1980s to 
salvage their industries from 
overseas competition.
