Travel industry expects some loss
of business from hijacking warning

The government’s recent waming that al-
Qaida may attempt more jet hijackings is
expected to deter some travelers, although
industry officials said it’s too soon to gauge the
effect with any certainty.

Carlson Wagonlit Travel Inc., the world’s
second-largest travel firm, said Thursday one in
10 travel agents who responded to an online sur-
vey had customers who were changing their
travel plans as a result of the new wamings. The
company, based in Plymouth, Minn., received
responses from 145 travel agents over two days.

But John Heimlich, an economist at the Air
Transport Association, a Washington-based
industry group, said “you cannot perceive any
material impact this early.”

Heimlich said he has been in touch with sev-
eral major airlines and that the industry would
not be able to reliably assess the situation until
next week.

When the government issued a travel wam-
ing in February “‘we saw actual traffic plummet
quite a bit,” Heimlich said. though he guessed
that the impending war in Iraq magnified the
impact.

This time around., the drop-off is not expect-
ed to be as severe.

That’s because the Department of Homeland
Security. which sent an advisory to airlines and
law enforcement officials on Saturday about

possible attacks in the United States and
Europe, did not raise the country’s terror threat
level above yellow. When travel advisories
were issued in February and May. the threat
level was elevated to orange.

Ray Neidl, an airline analyst at Blaylock &
Partners in New York, said he has not heard
from any airlines that the number of people
booking travel has dropped oft since the warn-
ings were made public Tuesday.

Neidl figures some consumers will reconsid-
er travel plans as a result of the waming, but he
said the industry’s biggest problem these days is
the weak economy. :

Richard Copland, president of the American
Society of Travel Agents, insisted that “travel
will be impacted negatively as a result” of the
latest warning, which President Bush described
Wednesday as a “‘real threat.”

Copland also questioned the usefulness of
the warning.

“If they're going to say something like this,
they've got to give the traveling public more
information,” Copland said. “For example, is
there anything that we as a traveling public can
do”"

Fort Worth-based American Airlines, the
world’s largest carrier, would not answer ques-
tions on the matter, issuing a recorded statement
nstead that said, in part, “‘we take security
extremely seriously and that includes our belief
that talking about security weakens what we're
trying to accomplish.”

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FBC-Groom celebrates 100th-year annivesary

GROOM - Members of First Baptist
Church, 407 E. Ist, will celebrate its 100th
anniversary Sunday, Aug. 3, beginning with
worship service at 11 a.m., lunch at noon, and
a celebration service beginning at 2 p.m. The
public is invited.

The church was first organized in August
1903 when a small group of citizens met at the
school house. They called Rev. Cebe Thomas
to serve as moderator of the first business
meeting and as the first pastor of the congrega-
tion. He served the church for two years.

The 13 founding members included Mr. and
Mrs. J.H. Harris, Mr. and Mrs. W.A. Massie,
Mr. and Mrs. S.J. Whatley, Mr. and Mrs. EP.
Campbell, Mr. and Mrs. J.W. Boswell, Mr. and
Mrs. W.J. Slay and C.R. Slay.

They continued to meeting in the school
building, with growing membership, until
April 1907. By then the first church building

had been built and was dedicated without debt.
Three additions were added over time to make
room for growing Sunday School classes.

The Ladies Aid Society had all the
Protestant ladies in Groom attending for some
time. About 1909, Mrs. J.A. Burgin talked to
the Ladies Aid about securing a bell for the
church. Mrs. Burgin ‘had come from lowa
where all the churches had bells, Those ladies
baked, sewed, cooked meals, and did many
other things to raise money to buy the bell. It
stayed in the church belfry until 1947 when it
was given to Boys Ranch.

In 1928, a goal was set for a new church
building with enough room and equipment to
take care of present and future needs.

“Let us pray for it, work for it, and give for
it, and it shall be done,” their goal stated.

The building was designed to accommodate
350 people. On Feb. 19, 1950, the new build-

ing was dedicated and was debt-free by 1951.

The, baptistry was painted by Janice
Stringer, wife of the pastor at that time. The
chimes were given by Mrs. Safronia Jackson
and Mrs. George Whatley in memory of Mrs.
Whatley’s son, G.C., who died serving his
country in the U.S. Navy on Nov. 20, 1944.

Many changes have taken place sin¢e1950.
In 1966, a new education wing was completed
and dedicated. The new space included 11 new
Sunday School rooms, offices and well-
equipped kitchen, The original building was
remodeled to add a 60-foot tower and steeple
to the main entrance. The sanctuary was
remodeled with new paint, pews, hymnals, car-
pet, choir loft and stained glass windows in
1989.

Ten years later, the nursery was enlarged
and remodeled. The purchase of a new van and
construction of a garage to house it was also

completed in 1999.

The new millennium brought about changes
as well. During the past three years the church
grounds have been landscaped with trees and
plants. New carpet was installed in the hall-
ways and the stained glass windows were
refurbished. Fellowship hall has been updated
with paint, tile floor and art work.

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Spotlight shines on reporter in Dennehy case

DALLAS (AP) — A news-
paper intem who landed an
exclusive jailhouse interview

with a former Baylor
University basketball player
accused of killing a teammate
has herself become the focus of
attention.

. Grady Irvin, who represents
Carlton Dotson, said in a writ-
ten statement that intern Shani
George did not disclose her
affiliation with The Dallas
Moming News before meeting
his client Wednesday at a
Maryland detention center.

The newspaper stood by
George’s work and the story,
which reported that Dotson
suggested he acted in self-
defense in a deadly confronta-

tion with Patrick Dennehy.

Dotson, 21, was arrested in
Maryland in ' the death of
Dennehy, whose .decomposed
body was found July 25 near
the Baylor campus. Dotson is
awaiting extradition to Texas
on a murder charge.

*It is our understanding that
the intern did not provide any
identifying information as
being a reporter or intern,”
Irvin’s statement said. “Instead,
it is our understanding that she
represented  herself as a
Christian who was there to let
Mr. Dotson know that she was
‘praying’ for him.”

The News said George was
following up on several inter-
view requests from the newspa-

per when she went to the jail
during visiting hours and told
the desk officer she hoped to
interview Dotson.

The paper said George gave
the officer a copy of her press
credentials and an unsealed
note to Dotson identifying her-
self as working for the paper
and requesting an interview

Police charge youth
in poisoning probe

BEVERLY HILLS. Mich. (AP)
Prosecutors filed juvenile charges against a
12-year-old boy accused of putting clean-
ing fluid in his math teacher’s tea.

The boy allegedly squirted the clear liq-
uid into the teacher’s cup while she was
distracted in class May 15. She drank a few
sips of the tainted tea before other students
alerted her.

The fluid used to clean dry-erase boards
contained a warning that it could be harm
ful if swallowed, school officials said. The
teacher was treated and was unharmed.

Neither the teacher nor student, who
turns 13 on Aug. 11, were identified.

If found guilty, the boy most likely
would be ordered to perform community
service, receive counseling or serve proba-
tion that could extend until he is I8, said
Steve Lynch, chief of the juvenile division
for the Oakland County
office. An adult could face up to 10 years
on the same charge —
objects in food.

French actress dies after alleged beating by rock star

several days on an artificial respirator, died at
the Hartmann Clinic in suburban Neuilly at
10:20

Trintignant was flown to Paris on Thursday.

Cantat is in police custody in Lithuania and
is the prime suspect in her death. A Lithuanian
judge on Thursday ordered his detention
through Aug. 14.

The actress, who had four children, was in a
coma when she arrived at the hospital and
underwent emergency surgery twice to ease
pressure on her brain caused by cerebral hem-
orrhaging.

Cantat, lead singer of France’s most popular
rock band, Noir Desir (Black Desire), had been
admitted to the same Lithuanian hospital
Sunday after drinking heavy amounts of alco-
hol, authorities said. Released two days later,
he was immediately detained on “suspicion of
causing bodily injury.”

Lithuanian lawyers say Cantat — who
denies beating the actress — could face up to
15 years in prison if convicted. No charges
have been filed.

Trintignant hailed from one of French cine-
ma’s best-known film families and enjoyed a
successful movie and stage career of her own.
She appeared in 30 mostly French movies dur-
ing her career.
