Pavement made slippery oy re­

cent rain and snow Is believed re­
sponsible for ’the accident yester­
day afternoon which caused the 
death in an Amarillo hospital early 
this morning at C. E. “Shang" 
Herndon. 38, of Panhandle, a for­
mer Pampan.

H ie accident occurred between 
White Deer and Panhandle yester­
day afternoon when Herndon’s car 
left the slippery pavement and 
overturned. With Herndon In the 
car was Gary Simms of Panhandle 
who suffered only minor Injuries 
Herndon was rushed to Panhandle 
and later taken to Amarillo where 
he died In a hospital a t 8 o'clock 
this morning.

Mr. Hernson moved to Pampa 
with his parents. Mr. and Mrs. W. 
L. Herndon, in 1912 settling on the 
Herndon ranch northwest of Pam­
pa. He attended high school here 
and was a star football player. He 
went to Lawton, Okla., after a t­
tending school ' here for several 
years and It was from Lawton high 
school that he graduated.

In 1923 young Herndon moved to 
a  farm north of Panhandle where 
he has made his home.

Survivors are the widow, the for­
mer Pay Roberts of Pampa, two 
sons, Wayne and Joe, at home, his 
parents, Mr. and Mrs. W. L. Hern­
don, Pampa, two sisters, Mrs. Fred 
Sloan, Pampa, and Mlrs. Clifford 
Hawkins, Panhandle. and two 
brothers, Clifford Herndon and 
Walter “Pood" Herndon, both of 
Perry ton.

Funeral services will be conduct­
ed a t 2:30 o’clock tomorrow after­
noon in Panhandle Methodist 
church.

SENATE APPROVES U. S. 
WAR AGAINST SYPHILIS

/  WASHINGTON. Feb 24 (iP)—A 
far-flung federal campaign against 
venereal diseases, backed with $9,- 
000.000 in government funds, won 
approval of the senate commerce 
committee today.

The committee asked the senate 
to enact legislation permitting n 
nation-wide drive against syphilis 
and gonorrhea under the public 
health service.

Chairman Copeland, Democrat. N. 
Y, of the commerce committee, a 
physician, said the “war against 
these diseases must be fought on 48 
fronts” in order to avoid the pres­
ent waste of funds through “spo­
radic, unconcentrated local action.”

The bill provides federal aid for 
“states. counUes. health units and 
other public subdivisions of the 
states in establishing and main­
taining adequate measures for con­
trol of venereal diseases."

The senate committee rcommend- 
cd expenditure of $3.000.000, and 
$6,000.000. respectively, in the next 
two fiscal years. Senator Vanden- 
berg, Republican. Mich., objected to 
a provision authorizing $12,000,000 
for the third fiscal year and $25,- 
000,000 annually for the 12 years 
following, and this was stricken 
from a tentative draft of the bill.

M O B IL IZ A Tli BILL 
OPPOSED BY JAPANESE

TOKYO Feb. 24. WV-The na­
tional mobilization bill which would 
give the government broad wartime 
control of business, finance and the 
private lives and property of the 
citliens brought bitter, uproarious 
rebellion in parliament today.

Members of the lower house 
howled for Foreign Minister Kokl 
Hlrota to answer questions put by 
Tswao Salto, a legal expert. Mem­
bers opposing the bill argued it was 
unconstitutional

fTirota attempted to have Masao 
Taki. president of the planning 
board, answer the questions but 
members of the house shouted him 
down. The speaker recessed the 
house to quell the disorder.

hater Justice Minister Suehlko 
Bhiono replied for the government 
and a new disturbance developed 
before the house adjourned over­
night.

Under the proposed law, the gov­
ernment would have wide, wartime 
control over business, finance and 
the live« of private citizen.

IS IT FILLS
While snow, ranging from seven 

inches at Amarillo, was reported 
general over the Panhandle today. 
Pampa received only a light snow 
which melted as it fell.

Locally, the snowfall bordered on 
rain, and an estimated .05-inch of 
precipitation accompanied it. After 
remaining around 32 degrees all 
night, the mercury climber Into the 
late thirties by mid-day In Pampa. 
The snowfall was reported moving 
slowly Into the South Plains area 
this afternoon.

Mist began turning to snow at 
Iubfcock in mid-morning. A light 
snow covered the ground at Borger 
and was still falling at noon.

The Red river in the Paris area 
kept falling steadily, leaving heavy 
damage to lowland farm lands, 
livestock and homes. No illness or 
epidemics were reported and few 
calls were made for Red Cross 
commodities.

The forecast for West Texas is 
“cloudy, rain or snow tonight and 
Friday in north portion, with not 
much change in temperature.

REMOVAL OF ‘FOREIGN’
TO

L O N D O N ,  Feb. 24 (A>)—Prime 
Minister Chamberlain’s “realistic" 
program for bargaining with the 
Fascist powers for the peace of 
Europe today was reported advanced 
by German acceptance of the Brit­
ish plan for wtihdrawal of foreign 
"volunteers” from the Spanish civil 
war

Italy's acceptance in principle 
already has been Indicated, paving 
the way for Anglo-Italian friendship 
talks to open shortly In Rome.

Dr. Ernst Woermann, German 
charge d’affaires, visited the Earl 
of Plymouth, British undersecre­
tary, for foreign affairs, and in­
formed sources said he agreed to the 
British “volunteer" proposals.

This would Indicate that Reichs- 
fuehrer Hitler was but one step be­
hind Premier Mussolini in concilla- 
tary gestures toward the British 
government from which Anthony 
Eden, whom both disliked, has with­
drawn as foreign secretary.

Further Anglo-German negotia­
tions are expected when Joachum 
von Ribbentrop, Hitlers new fore­
ign minister and retiring ambassa­
dor to London, returns here to take 
his formal leave of King George.

CAOS BENI, BANGED UP 
DURING WET WEATHER

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Panhandle Oil 
Flow Raised

Col. Ernest O. Thompson, mem­
ber of the Texas Railroad com­
mission, at boon today informed 
the Tampa Daily NEWS in a long 
distance telephone message that 
the allowable of the Panhandle 
oilfield had been increased 6,000 
barrels daily, effective March I. 
The hike will place the daily out­
put at 74,578 barrels.

An increase in the allowable had 
been requested by many Pan­
handle oil operators and produc­
ers. The Panhandle Producers 

[Royalty Owners association, of 
which E. J. Dunigan of Pampa is 
president, has been active in se­
curing the raise.

Col. Thompson recently assured 
producers that he would make 
every effort to have the field al­
lowable raised,. Col Thompson met 
with producers both in meetings 
and individually and discussed at 
length the Panhandle all prob­
lems. He felt that the Panhandle

KONNERSRUUTH. Germany, Feb. 

24—Although It Is 12 years since the 
“miracle of the stigmata" first re­
vealed itself In the person of Ther- 
ese Neumann, nothing has yet been 
found to shake the faith of thou­
sands of visitors that they have 
seen the Passion of Christ reflect­
ed before their own eyes.

The wounds which appeared in 
the hands, feet, and body of Ther- 
ese Neumann in 1926 continue to 
bleed at regular Intervals, unhealing, 
yet without effect on her general 
physical condition.

Neither has 12 year?' claimed ab­
stinence from food rfrtd water—ex­
cept for the Communion wafer—af­
fected the physical well-being of 
this remarkable woman. She is now 
about 40 years old. and no similar 
religious phenomenon in modem 

j times has been subjected to as close 
and as prolonged a scrutiny.

Stricken During Fire
Therese Neumann is the daughter 

of a local taller. Reared In poverty, 
she “worked out" In the fields, and 
slaved at domestic duties. Barely 
able to read and write, she Was not 
notable for any special religious 
zeal.

When she was 20, the Neumann 
home burned, and as she was help­
ing fight the fire she suddenly col­
lapsed In pain. At the hospital a 
spinal Injury was found, but Ther- 
ese became blind, deaf, and dumb. 
For more than six years she re­
mained so. in helpless agony.

Then, on May 17, 1925, the day 
of the canonization of Saint Ther­
ese. she became whole. She saw “a 
great light," and suddenly she was 
able to see and walk. Early the 
next year she began to see relig­
ious visions and, on Easter Friday 
she fell Into a sort of ecstatic trance, 
and the* first bleeding from eyes, 
hands, and feet developed.

Attracts Thousands of Pilgrims
Gradually. permanent wounds 

developed in precisely the positions 
where It Is recorded that Jesus 
Christ was wounded during the 
march to Golgotha. These were Im­
mediately recognized as the stig­
mata, similar to those borne by 
Saint Francis, and word spread rap­
idly. Soon pilgrims began to come 
in crowds to the Neumann house.

The religious authorities of the 
villalfe and of the diocese investi- 
grated fully. For periods of as long 
as 15 days four Sisters of Charity 
sat at Therese's bedside, their eyes 
on her at every moment. She took 
no water nor food except the Com­
munion wafer.

Bavarion church authorities then 
asked the consent of the father to

The efforts of China’s rein- 

vigotated air force to carry war 
to Japan's homeland and the 18th 
birthday of German National soc­
ialism, with its demand for self- 
determination of German peoples, 
were pivots of today's develop­
ments in a war scourged world, 
haunted by fears of more wars to 
come.
The struggle in the Orient had 

taken a new turn with Chinese aer­
ial retaliation for Japanese bom­
bardment of countless cities and 
villages In Nippon’s “Pacification" 
of eastern Asia.

Twelve big Chinese bombers, es­
corted by a swarm of pursuit ships, 
had been reported en route over 
the China sea to strike at Japan 
proper in a follow-up of yesterday's 
bombardment of Formosa.

This raid failed to materialize but 
it did not fail to strike terror to 
the hearts of millions of Japanese 
in densely-populated Kyushu, near­
est to China of the Japanese string 
of islands.

The Chinese aerial offensive was 
an extension of the resistance with 
which Generalissimo Chiang Kai- 
Sheks land forces have been slow­
ing up and even throwing back the 
northern and southern thrusts of 
Japanese armies at the Lunghal 
railway corridor of eastern central 
China.

Chinese Airdromes Raided
Japanese planes raided Chinese 

airdromes on the southeast China 
coast today hunting the base of the 
Chinese aerial operations.

For an indication of the advances 
already made in Europe by Adolf 
Hitler's Ideal of “protecting” Ger­
man minorities on the borders of 
the new Reich, Austria in particular 
and Europe in general awaited 
Chancellor Kurt Schuschnigg's ver- 
sibn of the "bargain of Berchtes- 
gaden."

In the Chancellor's broadcast to­
night lay the hope of learning how 
far Austria had gone on the road 
to Nazification—whether the coun­
try would gradually dissolve into

Lake To Be 9 Miles
Southwest of Beaver 
Dam On South Fork

Abandonment of the Beaver Dam site for location of 
Gray county’s proposed lake, and the approval of a new 
site on the Johnson ranch nine miles southwest of Beaver 
Dam on the south fork of McClellan creek, was announced 
today by C. H. Walker, of Pampa, chairman of the county 
lake committee.

Two reasons were given for the ̂ ----------------------------------  '
change in lake sites. The first was
that the Farm Security Adminis 
tration ran into e n g i n e e r i n g  
troubles when they found quick­
sand under the proposed site of the 
Beaver dam. The second reason for 
recommending a change was the 
prohibitive cost of the original pro­
ject.

Too Expensive
Engineers found that the original 

dam site would run into a total cost 
of approximately $450,000. The ad­
ministration in Washington agreed 
to spend not more than $300,000 on 
a Gray county lake.

The estimated cost of the dam on 
the Johnson ranch, which is listed 
on the map as Rockwall county 
school land, is $276,000, Mr. Walker 
stated today.

The Roving Reporter in his rambles 
hither and yôn and ln his talks 
with Pampans has discovered that 
sooner or later all conversations 
wind up with long or short, violent 
or non-violent, heated or cold, ora­
tions and speeches that deal with 
the grandstand and recreation sit­
uation here. They are the No. 1 
and No. 2 conversational topics ln 
Pampa —barring the weather, of 
course.

Here is C. R. P.’s letter to the
R. R.:

“In tonight's Iteue of my paper I 
see where the grandstand at the 
fairground is to be replaced by one 
of steel. Can't we build a bird roast 
cheaper than that? The fairground 
and its Improvement is a disgrace to 
civilised, intelligent citlsens. and if 
you or anyone else can give Just 
one good reason for a grandstand

out there I will be forever silent 
on the case.

"The money that It would take to 
erect a steel grandstand would build 
a building large enough to house a 
YMCA and If you as a newspaper 
have the Interest of Pampa and 
her youth at heart you might ad­
vocate a move to provide some place 
of amusement and exercise for Pam­
pa boys and girls—Instead of a 
prodigal waste of money for a 
grandstand that a t best would be 
used only two or three days ln a 
yean

“You have my permission to pub­
lish this. An interested citizen —
C. R. P."

C. R. P. evidently did not read 
the editorial published In the Pampa 
NEWS Feb. 14. which stated:

”. . .  I t  is a foregone conclusion 
that Pampa needs a community 
building, fashioned along YMCA 
lines.

A survey made Monday covering i 
100 pupils showed that two-thirds j 
of the group did some home work, i 
At least one-half of this group j 
studied undef some type of con­
fusion, the survey showed.

»'Most homes are not equipped for 
home work but schools are estab­
lished for such work,” Mrs. York 
stated and continued by quoting 
that home work promotes cheating.

Small children do not need as 
much home work as older ones, and 
that junior and senior grade stu­
dents are given too much work to 
do was the general idea of all.

Mrs. M K. Griffith said that 
home work should be completing 
unfinished tasks of the day or in 
the lower grades unlearned multi- 
plaction tables should be done at 
home.

Tlie average child should relax 
at 3 or 4 o'clock when school is out 
and forget school for the rest of 
the day. Each child should be read­
ing before the end of the second 
grade and should show interest in 
reading and read for pleasure.

A question raised w»as “Has edu­
cation swung too far toward meet­
ing academic requirements instead!

Before concluding the Dallas 
phase of an Investigation of Mc­
Craw, the committee officially In­
vited Mr. and Mrs. McCraw to 
testify a t Its next meeting If they 
desired.

The committee’s demand for com­
plete records on Dallas bank ac­
counts of both the attorney gen­
eral and his wife led to a hot 
protest from McCraw against what 
he termed >he dragging of his 
wife Into a political controversy.

Aiming his fire at T. J  Holbrook 
of Galveston, dean of the Senate, 
and Sen. L. Hill of Henderson. Mc­
Craw urged that he be permitted 
to make personal reply to Insin­
uations which he said had been 
made before the committee.

The Investigators did not say 
when they would ask for presenta­
tion Of the accounts. Both the 
state official and Mrs. McCraw 
waived. any objection to their de­
livery by the banks.

The committee was In a quan­
dary as to what, if anything. it 
could do to get a look at the ac­
counts of McCraw's one-time law 
partner, Tom C. Clark, and the 
former Dallas law firm of McCraw 
and Clark. ~

Clark, now an assistant United 
States attorney general, remained 
firm In the position that he would 
not voluntarily turn over all of the 
records on those accounts for use 
In fishing expeditions and political 
campaign thunder.” He said he 
would supply the records on any 
specific transactions named by the 
committee.

Mbftt of the Dallas healing was 
consumed in Interrogation of Clark 
about the admittedly substantial 
Increase In his earnings after Mc­
Craw took office. Clafk maintain ’d 
he did not exert Improper influ­
ence on McCraw or any other pub­
lic official.

Although the investigation of 
Land Commissioner William H. 
McDonald was overshadowed by the 
Inquiry Into McCraw’s affairs, con­
siderable progress was made toward 
Its completion. J. R. Prince of 
Burkburnett and J. T. Dawson or 
Houston, regarded as Important 
witnesses In the McDonald Inves­
tigation. presented their testimony 
here.

fihe offered to pay "one hundred 
cents on the dollar” of her origi­
nal lriaebtecacss, but minus lnter-

Fjyments would total $(.207,000, 
divided into 30 annual non-lnter- 
est-bearing installments of about 
$39.009. The original debt was $1. 
685.030. from which Hungary would 
subtract the amount she already 
has paid on interest and principal 
—$473,000.

Hungarian Minister John Pelenyi 
in a statement, said the proposal: 
.Has nothing to do with debts of 

any other country toward the 
United States;

Has nothing to do with any 
trade agreement with the United 
States, which Hungary does not 
contemplate at present, and

Has nothipg to do with the John­
son act,' since Hungary does not 
desire further loans In the United 
States. The act forbids further 
loans to' delinquent nations.

Hungary’s debt to this country 
arose through the purchase on 
credit of 13,890 tons of flour In 
the famine year of 1920.

Her proposal was discussed by 
President Roosevelt with Secretar­
ies Hull and Morgenthau and 
congressional leaders last Thurs­
day. I t brought opposition from 
some congressemn on the ground 
that It could be used as a prece­
dent by other and bigger debtors.

Under the present debt-funding 
arrangement Hungary would pay 
$77,000 for another 50 years.

THE ODD JUSTICE 
OF ENGLISH LAW

England's method of law enforcement has 
often been held up to the United States as a 
fine example which we do not follow in this 
cuntry. A recent case in Londons Mayfair 
demonstrates so perfectly the manner of ad­
ministering the law and the public reaction 
that administration found.

Pour young men. all members of excep­
tionally “good" families, graduates or the best 
schools and all with rich relatives, were 
found guilty of robbery with violence. The 
crime itself was enough to shock the English 
public and press, for the four enticed a repre­
sentative of a jewelry firm to a small hotel, 
beat him and robbed him of gems valued at 
13,000 pounds.

The lord chief justice wlm heard their case 
listened to testimony of their backgrounds, 
their schools, their families and their sur­
rounding of wealth and position—and then 

-'handed down sentences that haven't been 
equalled for severity In years in the British 
Isles

He not only sentenced them to terms rang­
ing from nine years to 18 months a t hard 
labor, but he added penalties of from 15 to 20 
strokes of the cat-o'-nine tails for three of 
them.

For, said the lord chief justice, the upbring­
ing and the fine training these young men 
had received made their crime greater than if 
it had been committed by some warp-brained 
child of the slums. The fact that these four 
young men knew better and had been fitted 
by their rearing to become good citizens in­
stead of thugs, made their conduct all the 
more inexcusable.

In the United States the very things which 
the English jurist held against the four youths 
would have bulked large in their favor. For 
we in this country have a way of excusing 
personable young men of good talent and up­
bringing. I t  may be to give them another 
chance to make good. Or it may be the influ­
ence which those “good" families bring to 
bear.

The English public opinion, carefully noted, 
was solidly with the court in the severity of 
its penalties. Americans might approve such 
sentences too. But they don't get much 
c Nance. They're too busy approving leniency 
and probation.

Sharing the Comforts
Of Life ... By R. C. Hoiles
W H EN  TH E SW IN G  O F  PU B LIC  O P IN IO N ?

Fcr a quarter of a century now public opin­
ion has been swinging to the belief that 
wealth can be created by artificial methods. 
One artificial law leads to another and that 
leads to another.

We. in the United States, during this time 
have increased or public debt to 60 billion 
dollars from practically nothing.

A quarter of a century ago, we began to be­
lieve that labor was not a commodity: that 
it did not have to compete; that wages could 
be established by wish, or by law. or by force.

We have had the culminatlve effects of these 
beliefs in the last six months.. We have had a 
more rapid decline in employment than any 
time in our history. Every Indication is that 
unemployment and a lower standard of living 
will continue just so long as public opinion 
believes in these artificial methods of producing 
wealth. Under a democratic form of govern? 
merit, people arc permitted to learn by suf­
fering.
. In the United States, during the past nine 
years, we probably have been obliged to do 
without at least 500 billion dollars worth of 
production because our political educators and 
our reformers have been sowing seed of dis­
content and teaching the people to believe 
that wealth can be created by the majority 
rule instead of by private initiative. And we 
will continue to suffer even more till we cor­
rect our beliefs. Both the Republican and 
Democratic parties have been teaching practi­
cally the same foolish doctrines. How long 
will we have to continue trying these dreams 
and how long will we have to go before the 
pendulum will begin to swing the other way, 
Is what people now are beginning to wonder.

It is evident that the only way we will 
learn is by suffering. The question is how 
much suffering we will all have to do before 
we begin to think. Twenty-fire years is a long 
time for the pendulum to swing one way. but 
we have been a great country and it takes a 
long time to move big bodies. They move 
slowly.

Eventually, of course, the people will come to 
know that we cannot have more by limiting 
production; that we cannot decide Important 
things by counting noses; that every govern­
ment which prospers must permit the indivi­
dual to have the right to use his talents In 
the way he believes best to create wealth, so 
long as be does not destroy other people's 
wealth or rights to do likewise.

When we learn that the Universal Rule is 
the Golden Rule, hten the -pendulum will be­
gin to swing the other way and not until

The oldest 
grave in it is that of a 6-year-old 
child who died in 1681.

Close at hand “lyes the body oi 
John Craig, who departed the Tran- 
soterey Life Sept. 14th, 1747.” . . 
And a step beyond is the grave of 
a British army officer, Sydney 
Breese, who composed this epitaph 
for his tombstone: "Ha, Sydney. 
Sydney! Layest Thou here? I  have 
lye. 'Til Time is flown to its ex­
tremity.”
. Here, too, is buried Alexander 

Hamilton, killed in a duel by Aaron 
Burr, and at his side, under a time- 
yellowed slab, Hamilton’s widow, 
“the daughter of a soldier of the 
revolution."

If shades may be said to be rest­
less, then Hamilton's bones must 
have turned over ceaselessly, for a 
few feet away lies Matthew David, 
"the last friend that Aaron Burr 
possessed on earth." Countless bio­
graphers have attacked Burr for 
killing Hamilton, but probably the 
truth is. Hamilton groosly Insulted 
Burr and. according to the code of 
the day. Burr had every right to 
his satisfaction.

How's Your 
Health?

The number of days named to 

celebrate this and that is becoming 
something of a mental hazard. But 
the newest one. Social Hygiene Day, 
has my complete approval. Here is 
a theme worth celebrating, one that 
lends balance to the great stir about 
the venereal diseases.

Seme people call them social 
diseases, but syphilis and gonorrhea 
are really the anti-sOcial diseases. 
More significant than the damage 
these diseases do to the infected in­
dividuals is the damage they inflict 
on society.

The ultimate business of man­
kind Is to perpetuate the race by 
raising sturdy children, to oarry on 
and possibly to Improve its affairs. 
Home, children and society—What 
else Indead?—give meaning and sig­
nificance to human existence. The 
venereal diseases, more than most 
others, strike at all of these.

There is little hope of "catching 
up" with the venereal disease by 
limiting our efforts to curing in­
fected individuals. Bach flay sees 
many more new cases develop than 
can be treated.

At present Is it estimated that 
every tenth adult is Infected with 
syphilis at some time during his 
life A quarter of all cased are 
feund In persons under 20. In 75 
per cent of the cases, syphilis 
strikes young persons under 30. One 
in every 12 women examined in 
prenatal clinics is found to be in­
fected. Sixty thousand syphilitic 
babies are born each year to die

WASHINGTON, Feb 24—Roose­

velt. with more curiosity than con­
fidence. is now sitting back to see 
wether business gets the cue which 
he attempted to give it when he 
beat drums and asserted that the 
price level should advance.

He Is just as thoroughly aware 
as anyone else that if business con­
ditions do not improve within the 
next two or three months the ad­
ministration prill be compelled—or 
impelled—to promote a large new 
spending program in order to stim­
ulate oonsumer purchasing power 
and achieve the same ends which 
are now being sought by minor en­
couragements as his own recent as­
surances as to what ought to hap­
pen next.

Official but highly confidential 
figures are showing that since Au­
gust the number of persons unem­
ployed had increased by about 3,- 
«06,000 persons on Feb. 1. There is 
ample assurance that this number 
will have been increased by 300,080 
to 400,000 by the end of February.

RFC, PWA Still Around.
This means a relatively terrific 

drain on the national purchasing 
power and in the face of it not 
many officials see how any one can 
expect an improvement in the de- 

• mand for or the price level of farm 
products and manufactured con­
sumer goods.

It is a situation calculated to ab­
sorb $250.000.000 of new PWA money 
without a ripple, to thwart alms of 
the new housing act and to discour­
age resort by industry to the newly 
available RFC loan money.

Resumption of RFC loans calls 
attention to the fact that the RFC 
machinery has been kept Intact all 
along so that such a resumption 
might be effected promptly If and 
when deemed necessary. The same 
thing is true of the PWA machin­
ery, w h i c h  the administration 
“spenders" believe will be used again 
before long.

Some 50 river miles downstream 
the restless torrent blew out a levee 
opposite Garland City to inundate

Tlie first task of Czechoslovakian 
defense would be to hold off an 
enemy until France could help.

Hitler went to Munich today for 
the Nazi anniversary and Konrad 
Heniein. Czech leader of the Sude­
ten Germans, was In Berlin to at­
tend a concert organized to re­
lieve tiie distress of his followers.

The wounds on Teresa’s body 
never change. Some of Germany’s 
best doctors have applied salves 
and other ministrations but in vain. 
The wounds do not fester nor heal. 
Neither does the girl’s weight 
change, church officials say, de­
spite her fast.

The membership fee should be 
small enough to encourage mem­
bers. persons found deserving but 
unable to pay could be given some 
small task to cover this, or better 
still, people who are able, churches, 
clubs, etc., could donate member­
ship fees. ,

JO E LOUIS’ LETHAL FISTS KNOCK OUT HATIE MANN IN THIRD ROUND

OUT ON FETT
By GAYLE TALBOT.

NEW YORK, Feb. 24 (A>>—Stand­
ing up courageously and slugging It 
out like a basket of wildcats with 
Joe Louis still Is one of the surest 
methods known of gettting knocked 
all out of shape, as Natie Mann was 
telling his Connecticut friends be­
tween cut Ups today.

Natie wanted to know, and he 
found out to the, lasting satisfaction 
of himself and 19.490 paying fans In 
the darden last night, when the 
brown-skinned champion gave him 
a sickening beating and left him 
on tbf floor, with not a thought In 
his head, in 1:58 of the third round.

Making the second defense of the 
title he won only last June, the big 
negro looked like a composite of all 
those superlatives lavished on him 
two winters ago as he cut down and 
tore apart the farmer kid who 
thought he could slug it out with 
him. If the Bomber ever went 
anywhere, he’s back among us.

Unmarked, not even blowing from 
the brief workout, he sat later and 
said he would like one more tune- 
up before his monumental encounter 
with Max Schmellng In June. Pro­
moter Mike Jacobs promised to pick 
an opponent for Joe today, and the 
betting was it would be Harry 
Thomas, at Chicago, with Jimmy 
Adamick an outside choice.

Whoever draws the assignment of 
giving Louis another testing Is not 
to be congratulated. There arc 
easier ways of making money than 
being on the receiving end of the 
brutal lefts and rights that spilled 
Mann four times last night and left 
his brain addled for 20 mlnu>es 
after he was counted out.

"If I had it to do over again, I'd 
never try to fight him like that," 
ft*d Natie sadly. "I ,uess he' - a 
terrible hitter. I didn't know a 
thing after he tagged me the first 
time early in the second round."

It was a left hook to Natle's jaw. 
He didn’t go down, only drifted 
against the ropes for a space, and 
neither Louis nor the yelling crowd, 
including 6.000 extra-loud Connccli 
outers, knew Natli. was out on his 
feet. He was knocked down for a 
nine oount later In the round, and 
In the fatal third fought Louis all 
over the ring and was down three 
times without having a glimmer of 
what was going on.

"I haven't the least idea what 
happened after that first lick." he 
Insisted. "I don't even rem-mber 
the rest period between rounds. If

Sudden­
ly, Louis began fighting back vici­
ously, and in the first real mixup 
he planted the left hook that en­
gulfed Mann's senses. A momen. 
later he slugged him to the canvas 
for nine, and only the bell saved 
Natie for another round.

Louis was without mercy when 
they came out again. Two lefts 
crashed his befogged rival to the 
floor for short counts before a 
final right, packing all of Joe's 
200 pounds behind it. put the game 
kid down for good. He was counted 
out oh one knee as he stared glass 
ily at the referee.

Despite the abandon with which 
he threw punches. Louis's'flsts came 
out of it in perfect condition. His 
camp, secretly, had been a little 
worried about the knuckles he 
knocked down against Tommy Farr's 
head last summer.

Louis, at 200. outweighed M ann1 
by 6W pounds.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 24 <J>i — 
President Roosevelt transmitted to 
congress today a report of the ad­
visory committee on education rec­
ommending new federal grants of 
$855.000.000 to states sturins the 
next six years to improve their 
public schools.

The grants, to begirt a year hence 
at $70,000.000. would be increased 
approximately $30.000.000 each of 
the two following years and $20,- 
0C0.000 each year thereafter until 
they reach $199,000.000 in 1944-45

The report said the recommenda­
tions were based on "more than a 
year of exhaustive study."

In its general conclusions, the com­
mittee found:

"The public school system in the 
United States greatly needs im­
provement. G l a r i n g  inequalities 
characterize educational opportun­
ities and expenditures for schools 
throughout the nation."

The committee proposed division 
of the new grants into six major 
categories, as follows, the first sum 
being for the starting year of 1930- 
40 and the second for the maximum 
in 1944-45:

1— General aid to elementary and 
secondary education. $40.000.000— 
$140.000,000.

2— Improved preparation of teach­
ers, $2.000,000—$6,000.000.

3— Construction of school build­
ings to lacilitate district reorgani­
zation. $20X00,000—$30,000.000.

4— Administration of state de­
partments of education. $1.000.000— 
$ 2 .000.000

5— Educational service for adults, 
$5,000X00.

6— Library service for rural areas. 
$2,000,000—$60,000 000

WASHINGTON Feb 24 (fPV—'The 
Social Security Bourd heard testi­
mony today that, in three counties 
in Oklahoma, more persons were 
receiving old age pensions than the 
estimated population over 65 years 
old.

Rose J. McHuglx one of the board's 
investigators, made that statement 
at tile board's hearing on charges 
tlie Social Security law had been 
violated in administration of Okla­
homa's old age pension plan.

Only those over 65 are eligible to 
pensions. In 19 counties. Miss Mc­
Hugh said, more than 75 per cent 
ol tlie estimated population over 
65 were on the pension rolls.

The board has charged the state 
with granting pensions to those not 
needing them, refusing pensions to 
those in need and failing to com­
ply with th state pension plan ap­
proved by the board.

Board statistics show that 589 of 
every 1.000 persons more than 65 
years old are on the pension rolls.

Senator Thomas, Demucrat, Okla­
homa. opened the hearing with a 
plea for Oklahoma's "old folks." 
The state, he said, was in "bad 
shape" because of depression and 
drouth.

Evidence showed Mrs. Dansby ob­
tained poison under an assumed 
name and spread it on half a lemon 
which she gave Mrs. King who was 
visiting the house Mrs. Dansby oc­
cupied. tlie court said.

The court sustained a 25-year 
sentence given R. B. Norwood of 
Burnet county for fatally shooting: 
Calvin Word Jr. on the street* of 
Burnet and reversed and remanded 
because of failure to charge the 
jury on self defense, a similar sen­
tence for H. Y. Broussard or Orange 
county for conviction of killing Al­
bert Theriot.

HIS H U S
VIENNA, Feb. 24 (/Pi—Austria’s

Chancellor 8chuschnigg goes before 
Parliament tonight to broadcast to 
the nation his story of the Ber- 
ehesgaden talks with German's 
Fuehrer Hitler.

Those talks on Feb 12 led Scru- 
schnlgg to admit Nazi influence to 
ills cabinet, after four years of 
fighting it, and all Austria awak­
ened today to fevertsh excitement 
of uncertainty and expectation.

There was apparent a tenseness 
somewhat resembling the days that 
followed collapse of the monarchy 
in 1918.

Austrians were concerned wheth­
er the country gradually would be­
come a part of the German third 
Reich, whether it might be destined 
as an independent Nazi state, or 
whether it would remain the great 
Catholic bulwark of middle Europe.

By the Berchtesgaden agreement, 
five Austrians favorable to»Germany 
gained cabinet posts. Nazi and oth­
er political prisoners were given 
amnesty, and for the first time 
Nazis were invited to Join the 
(atherland front Austria's only 
legal political party.

The invitation specified, however, 
that the Nazis must come as indi­
viduals and not as a party group.

That the Nazis were not yet to 
have complete freedom of action be­
came apparent last night, when new 
restrictions were issued by the de­
partment of security.

They banned the wearing of Nazi 
insignia and Nazi uniforms, pro­
hibited Nazi party activities, limit­
ed the use of Nazi songs and the

greeting "Hell Hitler“—The latter 
to be permitted only If spoken with­
out intent to political demonstra­
tion.

There was resentment , among 
Austrian Nazis, particularly because 
the new orders came from a de­
partment under the Ministry of In­
terior. headed by Arthur Seysz-In- 
quart. who is friendly to Hitler.

Anti-Nazi feeling was demon­
strated last night by Vienna’s Cath­
olic Mayor. Richard Schmids.

“ ’We have tolerated a lot. but 
up to now we have preserved dis­
cipline. “Our unchallengeable mot­
to remains 'liberty and Austrian 
independence’.” he told a meeting 
of 4.000 fatherland front members.

Schuschnigg had worked all night 
on his address (broadcast at 12 p. 
m. C. 8. T.)
