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Healthbeat: Claritin brings changes to allergy season

WASHINGTON (AP) — Dr. Gordon Raphael
is inundated with calls from sneezing patients,
desperate because their insurance company
demands they try over-the-counter Claritin for a
few weeks before they’'re allowed a prescription
for a competing allergy pill — and the Claritin’s
not working.

“It’s a real hassle,” especially for patients who
already know they respond better to competitors
Allegra or Zyrtec, says the Bethesda, Md., aller-
gist.

The first allergy season since Claritin went

over the counter is in full swing, and many suf-
ferers are finding an additional headache: At
roughly $1 a pill, nonprescription Claritin costs
more for insured patients who were used to a $10
copay for a month’s supply last year. Plus, many

insurers are making it harder to get competing
prescription antihistamines, charging $35 to $50
copays or requiring proof that patients don’t
respond to Claritin before allowing a prescrip-
tion.

Patients rethinking their choices because of
cost could find that other medicines actually con-
trol their symptoms better. Although Claritin
once was the best-selling prescription allergy
medicine, specialists like Raphael cite research
showing there are more effective choices for the
severely afflicted.

In fact, study after study finds prescription
steroid nasal sprays — sold under such names as
Flonase, Nasacort and Nasonex — the overall
most effective hay fever treatment. Yet by far,
most sufferers pop pills.

“That’s the power of modem advertising,”.

sighs Dr. Brian Smart of Illinois’ DuPage
Medical Group, who recently reviewed medica-

But “there’s no one drug which is perfect for
cvery/singlc patient,” Smart stresses.

The options:

—Most popular are non-sedating antihista-
mine pills. They block histamine, the body
chemical that causes hay fever’s itchy nose and
eyes, runny ‘nose and sneezing. They don’t help
congestion unless combined with a deconges-
tant.

If Claritin worked well for you, stick with it,
allergists say. The only non-sedating option avail-
able without a prescription, it is most helpful for
mild to moderate allergies.

While the well-insured may fuss at the new
OTC price, they won’t have the time and expense
of a doctor’s visit — and the uninsured will pay
far less than they had been.

Still available by prescription — albeit harder
to get through insurance — are nonsedating
Allegra, Zyrtec and Clarinex, Claritin’s succes-
sor.

But all *‘are much more alike than advertise-
ments might lead you to believe,” says Dr. David
Pearlman of the Colorado Allergy and Asthma
Centers, who heads AAAAI's therapy commit-
tee. So finding the one best for you may require
trial and error.

— Nasal steroids directly target various
inflammation-causing substances inside the nose
to treat all nasal allergy symptoms, runny nose as
well "as” congestion. That means no separate
decongestant.

Some people, children especially, find a nasal
spray’s sensations uncomfortable or irritating.

But expect to see more ads for steroid sprays
soon, as manufacturers try to increase use among
insured patients struggling with antihistamine
costs. Insurers typically charge a $10 to $30
copay.

— The newest option is Singulair, an anti-
isthma tablet now found to also ease allergies’
tching, sneezing and congestion. It targets a dif-
erent symptom-causing substance, leukotrienes,

— A non-steroid prescription nasal spray

named Atrovent also can dry up a runny nose.

— There also is a prescription antihistamine
spray named Astelin; it can cause sedation.

— Decongestants ease nasal blockage, but can
cause insomnia and sometimes heart palpitations.

- Be careful with nonprescription anti-
histamines other than loratadine, allergists
warn. Older varieties are sedating and can
impair performance even if you don’t feel
sleepy.

Running out of options”? Some patients find an
antihistamine they haven't used for several years
works again — it’s like the body recognizes it
again, says Dr. Paul Ehrlich of New York
University.

Stay tuned: Pearlman expects a more broadly
active injected medicine called Xolair to hit the
market next year.

And don’t forget allérgy shots, an old standby
that, while inconvenient, can dramatically
improve many people’s hay fever.

Shorter life spans for men called ‘silent health crisis’

WASHINGTON (AP) —
U.S. men die on average
almost five years before
women, far sooner if they're
minorities, and a medical
journal is calling the disparity
a “silent health crisis.”

Doctors and census takers
have long pointed out the dif-
ference. Now, said Dr. Louis
Sullivan, former Secretary of
Health and Human Services,
“It 1s time to awaken the
nation to the fact that the cur-

rent health state of men, espe-
cially men of color, is haz-
ardous to the nation’s long-
term health.”

An edition of the American
Journal of Public Health ded-
icated to men’s health reports:

—Men have higher death
rates than women for each-of
the 15 leading causes of death
except Alzheimer’s disease.
Men’s death rates are at least
twice as high for accidents,
murder, suicide and harden-
ing of the liver.

—Women have lived
longer for the past century.
Although the gap is narrow-
ing, men’s life expectancy
remains almost five years
shorter than for women —
and black men die almost 12
years sooner than white
women.

—When it comes to chron-
ic disease, men are slightly
more likely to get high blood
pressure or cancer, and twice
as likely to consume more
than five alcoholic drinks a

.

The journal cites a number
of reasons for the discrepan-
cies. Men are more likely
than women to be in prison,
to be homeless or to use of
illegal drugs, wrote sociolo-
gist David Williams of the
University of Michigan.

Minorities are more likely
to live in poverty, he notes.
And while 17 percent of
white men are uninsured, 28
percent of black men and
almost half of Hispanic men
have no insurance.

Then there are cultural
beliefs about projecting mas-
culinity, undermining preven-
tive health care. For example,
women are twice as likely as
men to visit a doctor each
year, and men’s visits are
shorter and less likely to
include advice on behaviors
that improve health, Williams
said.

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DALLAS — While study-
ing a gene that can cause
tumors in the nervous system,
UT / Southwestern Medical
Center at Dallas researchers
found the gene's absence in
certain blood vessel cells also
can trigger. cardiovascular
problems such as hyperten-
sion and congenital heart dis-
ease.

“This study demonstrates
that our previous notions
about this gene's primary
function in the heart was
wrong. This is a really surpris-
ing finding,” said Dr. Yuan
Zhu, instructor in the’Center
for Developmental Biology
and molecular biology and
lead author of the study pub-
lished in a recent issue of
Nature Genetics. An early ver-
sion is._ listed online at the
journal’s Web site.

Zhu and the other
researchers believe their latest
findings may result in new
therapeutics for the hereditary
disease neurofibromatosis, as
well as advances in the treat-
ment of cardiovascular prob-
lems. They made their discov-
ery while investigating the
cardiac neural crest — the part

Neurofibromatosis, also
known as von Recklinghausen
disease, i1s a disorder of the
gene Nfl that causes tumors
to form on the nerves, skin
and internal organs. People

normally have two “good”
copies of this tumor-suppres-
sant gene, but those with the
disease have one “good” and
one “bad,” or mutant, copy of
the gene.

Researchers found the gene
lacking in endothelial cells,
which make up the inside of
blood vessels and serve sever-
al functions. The cells come
from large and small veins
and arteries, capillaries, or
specialized vascular areas
such as the umbilical vein of
newborns, blood vessels in
the brain or vascularized solid
tumors.

There—are two- distinct
forms of neurofibromatosis.
One form is NF-1, which
affects multiple organ systems
and is present in about one in
every 4,000 people world-
wide. The benign tumors,
called neurofibromas, develop
into malignant tumors, called
neurofibrosarcomas, in 10
percent to 15 percent of NF-1
patients. The malignant
tumors do not respond well to
currently available treatments.

Studies in mice had sug-
gested that NF-1 patients also
might suffer from cardiovas-
cular diseases, which was not

previously noticed. As the
major manifestations of NF-1
are in cells derived from cells
in the neural crest (the part of
the embryo that eventually
forms the nervous system), it
was believed NF-1-related
cardiovascular abnormalities
result from abnormal develop-
ment of the cardiac neural
crest. '

In the Nature Genetics
study, Zhu first inactivated the
Nfl gene in the neural crest
cells in mice in order to gener-
ate a tumor model similar to
human  neurofibromatosis.
Surprisingly, the mice did not
survive after birth, leading the
researchers - to collaborate
with the University of
Pennsylvania Health System
in studying the heart for
answers.

“At the beginning of this
effort, my goal was not to
study the heart,” said Zhu,
who has been studying neu-
rofibromatosis since 1995.

In follow-up research, the
Nfl gene was inactivated in
three different heart cells -
neural crest, endothelial and
muscle - to further understand
why the mice died. This time,
the mice did not develop heart

- explains

abnormalities when the gene
was removed in either the
neural crest or muscle cells.
The mutated mice with Nfl
inactivation in the endothelial
cells have abnormal heart
development similar to Nfl
knockout mice, which lack
Nfl function in every cell.
These tests showed the NF-1-
related cardiovascular dis-
eases result from loss of Nfl
in endothelial cells, not in
neural crest cells as first
thought.

Dr. Luis Parada, director of
the Center for Developmental
Biology and senior author of
the study, said making the
endothelial cell connection
why  previous
attempts to create a mouse
model for NF-1, thought to be
a crucial step in understanding
and treating neurofibromato-
sis, have failed.

“This 1s a particularly
poignant example of how by
using mice models to study
human disease, we not only
can recapitulate the disease
with great fidelity but also
learn things about the disease
that were evident and
might never have been evi-

Study finds tea sharpens body’s defense against germs

WASHINGTON (AP) —
An ordinary cup of tea may be
a powerful infection fighter, a
study suggests.

J  Researchers report in the
Proceedings of the National
Academy of Sciences that

~they have found in tea a
chemical that boosts the
body’s defense fivefold
against disease.

They said the chemical
primes immune system cells
to attack bacteria, viruses and
fungi and could, perhaps, be
turned into a disease-fighting
drug someday.

Dr. Jack F. Bukowski of
Brigham and Women’'s
Hospital in Boston and

Harvard Medical School said
Monday that he and his co-
authors isolated the chemical
in the laboratory and then
proved with a group of volun-
teers that it did protect against
germs.

“We

AIR RAID

Hull Warns Against
‘Surprise Attack’

NEW YORK, Dec. 9. (AP)—Public safety officials revealed today
that a series of air raid alerts and alarms which electrified the East-
ern seaboard this afternoon were merely o dress rehearsal and that
reports of approaching enemy planes were false.

NEW YORK, Dec. 9. (AP)-The great metropolitan area of New
York City was put on an air raid alert twice within an hour shortly
after noon today omid varying and unconfirmed reports of an im-
minent attack by hostile planes.

The first alarm sounded at 1:25 p. m. (EST) and the all clear fol-
lowed 20 minutes later. But at 2:05 p. m. the wailing of police and
fire sirens sounded another warning.

The vast stretch of Long Island from the city to Montauk Point al-
so braced itself for the reported possible attack. A million school
ichildren in New York and thousands on Long Island were sent
home.

The New York information center on defense said that as far as
they knew, there was absolutely no reason for the second alarm and
said that the metropolitan area had been all clear since the previous
“all clear’” signal was sounded. ’

MIAMI — Seven students from
Miami High School will take part in
Team America Rocketry Challenge, the
world's largest model rocket contest, to be
held May 10 at Great Plains. Va.

The MHS team is planning an exhibi-
tion launch the weekend of cow calling.
The launch is scheduled at 9 a.m.. June 7
at Roberts County Airfield in Miami

Nearly 900 teams — more than 9.000
students from across the nation — attempt
ed to meet the contest's rigorous require
ments, but only the top 100 high school
teams have made it to the finals.

The students were asked to design,
build and test a model rocket that could
fly as close to 1,500 feet as possible with
a payload of two raw eggs, and then para-
chute the eggs back to earth unbroken.

Miami High School math and science
teacher. Pam Hill, supervisor, said the stu-
dents learned many valuable lessons
through this experience.

"Only one of the students had previous
experience with model rockets, and the
team had to learn model rocketry con-
cepts very quickly,” Hill said. "There
were disappointing setbacks, but they
never gave up. I think that is the most
valuable lesson they learned."
