“This was not a post 9-11
overreaction,” he said.

“None of our neighboring

states have this law, as far as
we know. California does not
have this law, either,” Fulton
said.

Dry cleaning customers can
expect some increases in the,
cost of having their clothing
cleaned as a result of the new
fees, taxes and requirements.

“We haven't gotten a price
increase figured out yet, but
there has to be an increase. We
will have to make a small
increase in prices, probably on
a per-item basis,” Fulton said.
“Some cleaners are charging an
environmental surcharge on
each ticket, usually $1 or so.”

Many
young people are reluctant to
“rat” on their friends, but when it
comes to talk of suicide, experts
say that keeping a secret can
result in losing a friend. Skilled
professional help is needed
for intervention.

Professional counseling
should also be made available
to the survivors of the suicide —
and that includes family mem-
bers and friends — to help them
cope with their own feelings of
guilt and depression.

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European space officials
show off Mars pictures

DARMSTADT,
Germany (AP) — European .
space officials on
Wednesday showed off the
first pictures of Mars: sent
back by the Mars Express
spacecraft as it heads for a
Christmas rendezvous with

I the Red Planet.

The blurry pictures,
taken from 3.36 million
miles away, show. little

more than part of a polar ice
cap. Instead, the images
prove the spacecraft’s
German-made high-resolu-
tion camera is in working
order before it begins orbit-
ing Mars and snapping pic-
tures close up.

The camera test, per-
formed Monday, was one of
many checks and rehearsals
ahead of a sequence of intri-
cate navigational maneu-
vers starting Dec. 19. That’s
when Mars Express will
turn loose its British-built
Beagle 2 lander toward the
Martian surface on a mis-
sion to probe for signs of
extraterrestrial life.

Mars Express will then
steer away from a collision
with the planet and on Dec.
25 will fire its main engine
for about 30 minutes to put
it into Martian orbit.

“We will have to carry
out some very precisc navi-
gational operations,” Gaele
Winters, ' the
Space Agency’s director for

European

support, said at the agency’s

In 1976, twin U.S. Viking
landers searched for life but
sent back inconclusive
results.

Beagle 2 is not the only
space craft hcadin‘g to Mars.
Two American Mars rover
craft are due to arrive in
January, and Japan’s trou-
ble-plagued Nozomi orbiter,
launched in 1998, continues
on its way despite technical
problems.

The Mars Explorer,
which cost about $345 mil-
lion, is an attempt to
demonstrate that Europe
can have an effective space
exploration program.

The spacecraft, launched
June 2 atop a Russian
Soyuz-Fregat rocket from
Kazakhstan, has weathered
solar eruptions that bom-
barded it with high-energy
particles last month, tem-
porarily disrupting its com-
puters.

In another hitch, solar
panels ‘are only generating
about 70 percent of the elec-
tricity they were supposed
to, but officials said that
was not expected to derail
the mission either.

Israelis not happy with Powell over accord visit

JERUSALEM (AP) —
Israel reacted with disappoint-
ment Wednesday after U.S.
Secretary of State * Colin
Powell confirmed he will meet
with organizers of an informal
Israeli-Palestinian peace
treaty.

Shoval, a former ambassa-
dor to Washington, conceded
that Israel cannot prevent
Powell from meeting with
Geneva Accord’s Palestinian
and Israeli authors, but said
the effort would be counter-
productive.

“I think the decision that
Secretary Powell must make is

are,” Shoval said in a phone
interview from Italy.

“America wants to promote
the 'road map’ and those peo-
ple in Geneva ... want to go in
a different path,” he added.
“Therefore I think it won’t be
very helpful.”
