PLANO (AP) — A couple 
and their teenage daughter were 
found dead with gunshot 
wounds after police went to 
their Plano home to check on 
the family’s welfare.

The bcxlies of James 
Woolverton, 56, Deborah 
Wodverton, 47, and their 19- 
year-old daughter, Jennifer

Woolverton, were discovered 
Monday morning in different 
bedrooms, said police 
spokesman Carl Duke.

“When officere arrived, they 
found cars in the driveway, but

Ogallala Commons, a 

resource network for the High 
Plains-Ogallala Aquifer region, 
is hosting a conference, "Water; 
Preserving our Common 
Wealth," on Feb. 7 in Nazareth.

The conference is to be held 
at the Home Mercantile 
Building at the comer of 
Second and Leo streets from 
8:30 a.m. until 5 p.m. Nazareth 
Community Hall and Nazareth 
schools will also serve as facili­
ties for the conference.

Organizers hope to gather 
residents of the southern 
Ogallala Aquifer region of the 
Texas and Oklahoma 
Panhandles, eastern New 
Mexico, southwest Colorado, 
and southwest Kan.sas.

Darryl Birkenfeld, ctxirdina- 
tor of Ogallala Commons, 
describes the conference as an 
attempt to understand water as 
more than a contested commod­
ity.

"Before anything else, water is 
the lifeblood of creation. Rather 
than simply fcxrusing on owning 
water as a comnxxlity, this con-

ference will highlight a more fun­
damental mnion that water is a 
resource that belongs to us all, 
and that we, in a veiy reiil .sense, 
belong to the water," he said.

"To give content to this 
notion, not only will we draw 
from knowledgeable hydrolo­
gists, farmers, agency workers, 
and grassroots activists, but also 
from art, poetry, and everyday 
human experiences of water. 
Anyone interested in how we as 
a region can preserve, protect, 
and restore water resources will 
find resources, networks, and 
information at this meeting."

The conference begins with 
an opening ceremony led by 
poet and singer-songwriter 
Andy Wilkinson of Lubbock, 
and artist Tina Fuentes of Texas 
Tech University.

Short presentations are planned 
outlining key features of the 
.Southern Plains water cycle: 
springs, draws, playa lakes, and

Atkinson from Panhandle 
Regional Planning Commission 
in Amarillo.

After lunch, participants can 
choose from five workshops; 
Land Management Options,

Each workshop will feature 
presenters from the five-.state 
region, representing national 
organizations and federal agen­
cies, as well as state entities and 
liK-al citizens.

Republic on the High Plains."

Ogallala Commons, a 
resource network for communi­
ty development in the High 
Plains-Ogallala Aquifer region, 
will offer a report on its upcom­
ing projects for 2004, with input 
from the gathering.

GAO study: Cable operators increase value, services
Cable customers across the 

country are benefiting from 
programming and new services 
thanks to multi-billion-dollar 
investment cable operators 
have made in recent years, 
according to a new study of 
cable industry quality and price 
conducted by the General 
Accounting Office.

The GAO study. “Assessing 
Quality-Adjusted Changes in 
the Real Price of Basic Cable 
.Service,” according to a press 
release from Cable ONE in 
Pampa, showed that the real, 
inflation-adjusted price per 
hour of viewing basic cable has 
decreased over the past six 
years, going down by more 
than 15 percent, although cable 
industry costs for program­
ming and labor have increased 
at a rate higher than inflation.

“This study reinforces what 
Cabie ONE has seen as its mis­
sion.” said Terry Harris, gener­
al manager. “We strive to pro­
vide our customers with the 
best possible quality program­
ming and services at the best 
possible value.

The study noted that cable 
operators have invested more 
than $75 billion across the U.S. 
to upgrade with fiber optics, 
install digital converter boxes 
and provide interactive digital 
services, the release stated.

“The study showed that this 
added up to laying more than 1

million miles of fiber optic 
line, installing more than 30 
million digital converter boxes 
and providing access to inter­
active digital facilities in more 
than 90 percent of American 
homes texJay,” Harris said.

Cable prices fairly reflect 
industry costs, given that the 
price paid for producing and 
acquiring programming has 
gone up substantially and labor 
costs have increased five times 
the rate of inflation in the past 
five years, according to facts 
cited in the study.

Popular syndicated TV 
shows cost $1 million. In the 
past five years, the annual cost 
of television rights for the 
NB.A has increased from $278 
million to $765 million while 
NFL costs rose from $1.1 bil­
lion in 1997 to $2.27 billion in 
2(X)3, according to the release., 

Other new cable benefits 
offered to U.S. customers 
include the $40 billion invest­
ment that basic cable networks 
have made since 1996 for pro­
gramming such as Discovery, 
A&E. The Weather Channel

The average citizen now pays 
approximately 22 to 25 percent of his or 
her salary for federal income taxes. That 
does not include city, county, and sales 
taxes that are paid.

God only asks for 10 percent o f the ' 
harvest. I believe that it would be fair 
and equitable for our government to set 
the same rate. By that, I mean 10 per­
cent total to be divided between the city, 
state, and national government. I also 
believe the 10 percent assessment 
should go across the board.

It didn’t take long for the cynics and critics to attack 

President Bush for his surprise Thanksgiving Day visit to 
war-ravaged Baghdad.

It was a political stunt, they carped, mere public relations. 
It placed the president in harm’s way unnecessarily for little 
more than an empty gesture. It was pure symbolism without 
substance, done to advance Bush’s re-election effort.

But that misses the importance o f a president of the 
United States visiting a war zone and the real, noticeable 
effect it had. The torrents of criticism also miss the point 
about the value of symbols and gestures, especially when 
they come from the leader of the free world.

Bush’s 2 1/2 hour visit to Baghdad was a superb morale 
booster for the troops. It demonstrated his appreciation for, 
and confidence in, those whose boots are on the ground. And 
it proved again his bold approach to his job and his willing­
ness to take chances and do the unexpected. It also sent a 
message to the Iraqi people about Bush’s commitment to the 
cause of Iraqi freedom.

Certainly the long abused people o f Iraq took notice o f the 
American president’s words to them: “You have an opportu­
nity to seize the moment and rebuild y^our great country, 
based on human dignity and freedom. The regime of 
Saddam Hussein is gone forever.”

Further, Bush’s surprise visit was a boost for most 
Americans, particularly those with family members in the 
military. The war in Iraq has been a difficult one for 
Americans to cope with because it turned into a fight against 
faceless terror.

It was also the perfect way to show there has been 
progress against the terrorists. The almost daily body count, 
the palpable fear and a generalized worry about the eventu­
al outcome are a constant concern. Air Force One’s landing 
and Bush’s appearance on the ground was designed to show 
that the situation in Baghdad is improving, that the terror 
attacks have declined and American and coalition casualties 
are dropping.

No, the president’s Thanksgiving Day surprise was not 
just political showmanship. It was a bold statement with pos­
itive consequences. And it was a courageous move, too. A 
cargo plane was hit by a shoulder-fired missile last weekend 
as it was taking off from the Baghdad airport.

The criticism that follows the president’s every step is to 
be expected. Bush would have been criticized just as harsh­
ly if he’d spent a quiet Thanksgiving Day at with his family 
at the Crawford ranch. Anything a president does has a polit­
ical aspect to it and will be battered by his adversaries. The 
battle against his critics is the one fight no president can win.

Two much-discussed recent news 
developments: Democratic second-tier 
presidential candidate Dennis Kucinich 
is talking about finding a wife (dozens 
have applied), and liberals are talking 
about setting up a new television net­
work (as though they don't have plenty 
already). Why not combine the two 
desires by producing a show, "Joe 
President," in which cuties would com­
pete for the hand of the next president, 
only to find out later that he’s a political 
loser?

I should add a parental advisory, of 
course: Kucinich must have kinky 
tastes, since he only wants a wife who 
demands "universal single-payer health 
care" -  but that's his choice. And that's 
the subject of a more important debate: 
How will liberty be preserved when 
many liberals favor socialistic 
approaches and some small but ardent 
religious groups demand theocratic 
approaches of various kinds?

Part of the answer comes from James 
Madison and other fathers of the 
Constitution: maintain political and 
social pluralism. M adison in The 
Federalist Papers predicted accurately 
that American society "will be broken 
into so many piarts, interests and classes 
of citizens that the rights o f individuals 
or o f the minority will be in little danger 
from interested combinations o f the 
majority." *

Another part comes for our growing 
theological diversity. America over the 
past two centuries has become pluralis­
tic by God's providence, as tired and

poor immigrants from all over the world 
came to our shores, often bearing reli­
gious beliefs far different from those 
typical in 18th century America. George 
Washington, instead of urging equal 
treatment of Jewish citizens, could have 
pushed for a "Christians Only" plank. 
Irish Catholics in the 1840s could have 
been told, "Go home and starve." 
Immigrants at Ellis Island a century ago 
could have been checked for not only 
tuberculosis but spiritual problems. I'm 
glad that none of those events occurred.

In recent years, the trend has escalat­
ed. Immigration reform in the 1960s 
opened the doors to more Buddhists and 
Hindus. Crucially, many evangelicals 
have not explained well their faith to 
their children, and some have not taught 
about God's grace by showing mercy to 
others. That's why those who blame 
immigrants for American spiritual and 
moral decline, are wrong: Descendants 
of the Founders have often been the 
worst offenders. Many have treated the 
Christianity that animated their ances­
tors as a vestigial organ, and have made 
at best a nominal show of reverence. 
Some lead anti-Christian parades.

(So as not to be misunderstood, let 
me nuance a position on immigration.

When others want to come here to enjoy 
the essentials of what makes America so 
attractive in the first place, fine — but 
we need to shape and steer the immi­
grant experience so those essentials 
aren't lost. For example, a common lan­
guage and a common commitment to 
work have been great strengths of 
America. Multilingualism and welfare 
availability for immigrants could help 
to destroy precisely what has made 
America attractive.)

But back to the main point: Like it or 
not, today we have pluralism by provi­
dence, an abundance of Madisonian 
factions, religious and temporal. 
Christianity (in terms of more than 
nominal identification) is a minority 
religion in America, a faction powerless 
to dominate others. That realization 
should free non-Christians from fear of 
religious domination, and it should push 
Christians to work alongside other 
groups that also oppose the truly 
aggressive force of our age, secular lib­
eralism.

Author-theologian Fiiancis Schaeffer 
emphasized the importance o f falling 
neither into separatism nor into easy 
alliance. Instead, he urged Christians to 
think through co-belligerency, working 
in coalition with other groups against a 
common enemy, while retaining inde­
pendence. Sometimes we may find 
strange bedfellows. And that's my 
advice to Dennis Kucinich; You can 
find lots of hackers for your single­
payer schemes, but if your future wife is 
not one o f them^you can still get along.

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Report: North Korea w illing to deal

SEOUL, South Koiea (AP)
-  North Korea said Tuesday it 

will freeze its nuclear weapons , 
program if the United States 
takes the communist country off 
its list of terrorism-sponsoring 
nations and provides fuel and 
economic aid. South Korea’s 
Yonhap news agency repotted.

If this demand is met. North 
Korea also said it will join a sec­
ond round of six-nation talks 
aimed at persuading Pyongyang 
to dismantle its nuclear weapons 
programs.

“In return for the freezing of 
our nuclear activities, the United 
States must remove our coun­
try’s name from the list of terror­
ism sponsoring countries; lift its 
political, economic, military 
sanctions arxl blockade; atxl give 
us heavy oil, electricity and other 
energy assistance ftom the 
United States and neighboring 
countries,” North Korea’s 
Foreign Ministry spokesman 
was quoted as saying by its offi­
cial news agency, KCNA.

KCNA was monitored b y  
Yonhap.

“Resumption of six-nation 
talks will entirely depend on 
whether there is an agreement on 
our proposal for these first phase 
actions,” the spokesman said. 
“We make it clear that we will 
never freeze our nuclear program 
for nothing.”

During a first round of talks 
between the United States, 
Russia, China, Japan arxl the two 
Koreas, held in August in 
Beijing, North Korea recom­
mended a package deal in which 
each side take four steps. It 
seemed to be saying Tuesday 
that the sides should at least 
reach agreement to the first set of 
actions.

Under its initial proposal. 
North Korea would declare its 
willingness to give up nuclear 
development, allow nuclear 
inspections, give up missiles 
exports and finally dismantle its 
nuclear weapons facilities. In 
return, it demanded economic 
and humanitarian aid, security 
assurances, diplomatic ties and 
new power plants.

The North had wanted

Washington to issue the security 
assurances simultaneously with 
a Nofthem renunciation of its 
nuclear weapons program, while 
|he United States wanted the 
North to move first

Last week, the United States, 
Japan and South Korea worked 
out their own statement on how 
to end the nuclear crisis, and has 
asked China to deliver it to North 
Korea.

The U.S.-backed proposal 
calls for unidentified “coordinat­
ed steps” to dismantle 
Pyongyang’s weapons program. 
But notably missing fnxn the 
reported proposal are details of 
economic aid for North Korea 
and a clear demand that North 
Korea rejoin the Nuclear Non- 
Proliferation TretRy, which it quit 
earlier this year.

South Korean officials did not 
immediately react to North 
Korea’s counterproposal.

The United States, China, 
Russia, Japan and the two

Koreas have been trying for 
weeks to jump-start a second 
round of six-way talks on easing 
tensions. The first round of talks 
in Beijing ended without much 
progress, and they had hoped for 
a new meeting in mid- 
December.

Nfeanwhile, a nine-member 
European Union delegation leff 
for North Korea on Tiiesday for 
a three-day trip aimed at sal­
vaging the proposed second 
round. The diplomats will later 
visit Seoul.

Impoverished North Korea 
has often tried to use the nuclear 
confrxxitation with the United 
States and its allies as a means to 
win badly needed economic aid 
and diplomatic recognition.

North Korea’s energy woes 
deepened when the United and 
its allies cut off 147 million gal­
lons of annual free oil shipments 
late last year after U.S. officials 
accused North Korea of running 
a clandestine nuclear weapons

program in violation of interna­
tional agreements.

Angered by North Korea’s 
nuclear ambitions, the U.S. allies 
also suspended construction of 
two new nuclear power plants in 
North Korea early this month.

Meanwhile, the U.S. State 
Department has been listing 
North Korea as a sponsor of ter­
rorism since 1988 because of its 
alleged involvement in the 
bombing of a South Korean air­
liner in the skies near Myanmar 
in 1987. All 115 people aboard 
the Korean Air flight died.

For years. North Korea has 
protested its listing, which effec­
tively blocks its access to cheap 
loans from international organi­
zations, such as the World Bank, 
as well as trade with most 
Western countries. The United 
States atxl its allies have also 
moved to tighten sea and air 
patrols to block illicit missile 
exports, a key source of hard cur­
rency for Pyongyang.

Osbourne resting in British hospital after emergency surgery
LONDON (AP) — Ozzy 

Osbourne fractured several 
bones including a neck verte­
bra in an all-terrain vehicle 
accident but the injuries are 
“not a major problem,” a doc­
tor said Tuesday.

Osbourne, 55, was “stable 
and comfortable” after emer­
gency surgery that restored the 
flow to a blood vessel damaged 
in Monday’s accident, said Dr. 
Dick Jack, the medical director 
at Wexham Park Hospital in 
Slough, west of London.

“When he was admitted, he 
had a fractured left collarbone, 
he had some damage to the 
blood vessel that is underneath 
it, he had eight fractured ribs on 
the left side and, in addition to 
that, an entirely stable fracture

to one of the vertebrae in his 
neck,” Jack said. “This is not a 
tnaior problem.” __ _______

He said doctors planned to 
reassess Osbourne’s condition 
later Tuesday morning.

Osbourne sustained the 
injuries while riding a quad 
bike, or all-terrain vehicle, on 
his Buckinghamshire property 
in southern England.

His U.S.-based publicist 
Cindy Guagenti said the singer 
was taking a day off from pro­
moting the British release of 
“Changes,” a duet with his 
daughter, Kelly, when the acci­
dent occurred. The song is a 
likely contender for the 
Christmas No. 1 spot in 
Britain’s singles charts — a 
hotly disputed distinction that

fuels huge speculation in the 
British media.

jQsboumc’s-, publicists m 
Britain could not immediately 
be reached for comment about 
how the accident occurred and 
whether it might affect the 
record’s chances of success.

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Bomb near Red Square 
kills at least five people

MOSCOW (AP) — A 
bomb exploded outside an 
exclusive hotel across from 
Moscow’s Red Square on 
Tuesday, killing five people, 
injuring at least nine others 
and t^parking fears of a new 
wave of terrorism in the 
heart of the Russian capital.

The ITAR-Tass news 
agency reported that the 

'explosion was caused by a 
female suicide bomber, and 
that an undetonated explo­
sive was found on the 
bomber’s body.

Moscow Mayor Yuri 
Luzhkov told the Interfax 
news agency that there was 
at least one and possibly 
two female bombers and 
that they asked a passer-by 
the way to the lower house 
of parliament. The blast was 
not far from the Kremlin.

Russian held parliamen­
tary elections on Sunday, 
and authorities had warned 
that terrorists might try to 
disrupt voting. Forty-four 
people were killed when a 
suicide bomber attacked a 
train in southern Russia last 
week.

“Evidently, the bomb 
went off by accident,”
Luzhkov told Interfax, 
speaking of Tuesday’s 
bombing. “The National 
Hotel was not the place 
where the suicide bombers 
had planned to stage the 
explosion.”

Moscow police were 
cautious about calling the 
blast a terrorist act. saying 
initially that it could have 
been caused by a commer­
cial dispute. However, as 
investigators probed the 
site, they, too. thought that 
the explosion was a politi­
cally motivated, said 
Yevgeny Gildeyev, a police 
spokesman. The Federal 
Security Service was also 
treating the bombing as ter­
rorism.

A preliminary investiga­

tion indicated that the bfamF 
occurred outside the car, 
Gildeyev said. Interfax^ 
reported that a headless 
female body was lying near 
the site of the blast, near a 
black briefcase that auAiori- 
ties thoi^ht might emtain 
more explosives.

The force of the blast was 
equal to 11 pounds of TNT, 
ITAR-Tass reputed.

A robot inspected the 
blast site and shortly after­
ward an explosion could be 
heard from across the street 
It was unclear where exact­
ly that explosion occurred, 
but it appeared to have been 
set off by a water cannon.

The robot then was seen 
maneuvering between two 
bodies. Gildeyev said that 
all undetonated explosives 
at the site had been 
destroyed by early after- 
n(}on.

Five people were killed,” 
three were injured, and 
seven were given first aid 
on the spot and released, 
said Natalia Alisiyenko of 
the Moscow police. 
Gildeyev, another police 
spokesman, said nine peo­
ple had been hospitalized. 
Luzhkov’s spokesman, 
Sergei Tsoi, told reptxters 
that 13 people had been 
hurt.

The blast occurred out­
side the National Hotel, 
which sits on a ccmier diag­
onally across from a gate 
leading into Red Square and 
the Kremlin. The State 
Duma is located nearby, 
across the capital’s most 
elegant shopping street.

Television pictures 
showed a black Mercedes, 
its windows blown out and 
its docH* ajar, as white cur­
tains billowed in the hotel’s 
shattered windows. Beside 
the car was what appeared 
to be a body lying on the 
ground, obstructed by a 
Christmas tree.

Tiger captures PGA’s Lam ar trounces Texas Southern, 79-67
Player of Year award

THOUSAND OAKS, 
Calif (AP) — Tiger Woods’ 
least productive .season since 
1998 was still enough for him 
to be voted PGA Tour player 
of the year.

He didn’t win a major.
He didn’t even win the 

PGA Tour money title.
But when the votes from 

more than 200 of his peers 
were tallied. Woods had just 
enough to edge Vijay Singh' 
and win the award for the fifth 
straight time, and the sixth 
time in his seven full seasons 
on tour.

“There's a tremendous 
amount of satisfaction 
because it Just shows that 
guys on the tour respect that I 
was consistent, that I’ve won 
numerous times,” Woods said. 
“1 think that’s what the award 
reflects.”

It wasn’t the slump that 
some made it out to be, 
despite failing to win a major 
for. the first time since 1998.

Wexxis still led the PGA 
Tour with five victories, 
including two World Golf 
Championships. His 68.41 
adjusted scoring average was 
the second-lowest in history, 
earning him a fifth straight 
Vardon Trophy.

The PGA Tour does not 
release final votes, but it was 
believed to be one of the clos­
est races since the award 
began in 1990.

Ben Curtis was voted rook­
ie of the year for winning the 
British Open in his first 
appearance at a major. Peter 
Jacobsen was voted come­
back player of the year for 
winning the Greater Hartford 
Open at age 49, his first tour 
victory in eight years.

Woods became the first 
player since Greg Norman in 
1995 to win the award with­
out capturing a major champi­
onship.

While Woods has said 
majors are the most meaning­
ful criteria in these awards, it 
was clear that more went into

this vote.
“Number of wins and qual­

ity for the entire year,” Woods 
said. “I had the second-lowest 
scoring average in tour histo­
ry next to mine in 2000, so 
that shows I played at a con­
sistent level for the entire
year.

Singh was equally consis­
tent, winning four times — in 
the winter, spring, summer 
and fall — and ending 
Woods’ four-year reign atop 
the money list with $7.5 mil­
lion in 27 tournaments, nine 
more than Woods played.

The 40-year-old Fijian was 
consistent from start to finish, 
and he was particularly strong 
at the end of the year with two 
victories and eight straight 
finishes in the top 10 as he 
surged past Woods to win the 
money title. ^

“He was more consistent 
than he’s ever been,” Woods 
said. “Toward the end of the 
year, he just got on a roll and 
was very consistent with his 
game. He had a lot of confi­
dence. It just seemed like 
every single wefek he was in 
the top 10. That’s what it’s all 
about.”

Singh finished ahead of 
Woods in three of the majors, 
although neither won any of 
the four Grand Slam events.

Masters champion Mike 
Weir, U.S. Open champion 
Jim Furyk and Davis Love III, 
whose four victories included 
The Players Championship, 
also were on the ballot.

Woods last month won the 
points-based PGA of America 
player of the year award for 
the fifth straight year.

These honors usually have 
been decided by the end of the 
summer. This was the closest 
race since 1998, when Mark 
O’Meara’s two majors were 
voted ahead of David Duval’s 
four tour victories, money 
title and the Vardon Trophy.

That was the only season 
Woods failed to win a major 
award.

Mickey Mantle 1957 MVP 
award fetches $275,000

NEW YORK (AP) — 
Mickey Mantle’s 1957 MVP 
award sold for $275,000 
Monday night in an auction 
of items belonging to the 
family of the late New York 
Yankees star.

The hundreds of items — 
including other awards, con­
tracts and a prize watch — 
were offered Monday at 
Madi.son Square Garden by 
the Guern.sey’s auction house. 
The items came from the col­
lection of Mantle’s widow 
and two sons. '

The family chose to auc­
tion the items to celebrate 
Mantle’s career and “to share 
the great treasures and fine 
heritage with the millions 
who adored him,” Guernsey’s 
said in a release.

The 1957 MVP award was 
the pHciest of the 300 items, 
all of which sold, according

to Kim Anello, of Nancy 
Seltzer and Associates, a pub­
lic relations firm working for 
the auction house.

Mantle’s 1962 MVP award 
sold for $250,000, and his 
1956 Silver Bat batting title 
award fetched $270,000. 
Mantle’s Hall of Fame gold 
watch sold for $9,500.

Also on sale were profes­
sional contracts signed by 
Mantle. His first one, which 
gave him a $1,150 bonus and 
$140 a month to play for the 
Independence (Mo.) Yankees
in 1949, sold for $55,000. His
last contract, with the New 
York Yankees in 1968 for 
$100,000, sold for $23,000.

The total sale price would 
be released Tuesday, Anello 
said.

Mantle died Aug. 13, 
1995, in Dallas of liver can­
cer.

BEAUMONT, Texas (AP) — “Billy' 
Ball” is back at Lamar University 
where it all started 29 years ago and it 
couldn’t be a better situation for Billy 
Tubbs.

Tubbs is his own boss as athletic 
director and basketball coach at his 
alma mater. His homecoming got even 
sweeter Monday night when the 
Clardinals beat Texas Southern 79-67, 
marking Tubbs* 600th victory as a 
head coach.

“I do like the AD (athletic direc­
tor),” Tubbs joked. “He’s been very 
kind to me. A lot of times he gives me 
suggestions and I just do them. You 
might say we work hand-in-hand. I’ve 
never been closer to an AD.”

Lamar President Dr. James 
Simmons summoned Tubbs back 
home last season to serve as athletic 
director. Simmons also persuaded 
Tubbs to add coaching to his duties 
this season.

Tubbs’ name r^ognition has meant 
more fans in the seats at Cardinals 
home games. Season' ticket sales are 
up by 400, with attendance at about 
4,(X)0 in Tubbs’ first season as head 
coach.

That’s just the beginning in the mas­
ter plan of Tubbs and Siimnons, who 
want to return the school to the glory 
days when Tubbs was the coach from 
1976-80, leading the Cardinals to their 
first NCAA playoff (Appearances.

“He’s a teacher of basketball,” 
Simmons said. “You don’t get 600 vic­
tories without knowing how to teach. 
He lokLme when iie has a few losing 
seasons he’s going to tell the athletic 
director to fire him.”

Tubbs’ name recognition and his 
fine record as a coach helped Simmons

decide to bring his old friend back to 
the campus. Tubbs hopes to put thé 
Cardinals back on the basketball map 
and then let the spotlight fall on the 
players.

Tübbs goes along with the promo­
tions that praise his Billy Ball style — 
an entertaining up-tempo style of 
offense spiced with a pressing defense.

“It’s fine if they want to call it Billy 
Ball, but I can’t wait until our program 
is about the players,” Tlibbs said. “I 
think it will happen. Hopefully, this 
can kind of jump starts us.”

Tubbs’ victory Monday brought 
added attention to the Lamar rebuild­
ing program. Tubbs became the 28th 
NCAA Division I-A coach to get his 
600th victory. Dean Smith of North 
Carolina is the all-time leader with 879 
victories.

Trailing 35-34 early in the second 
half, the Cardinals used a 10-0 run that 
included four points by Teddy Davis, 
for a 44-35 lead and they never trailed 
again. Gil Goodrich scored all 12 of 
his points in the second half

Davis, a junior college transfer, con­
fessed he didn’t know about Tubbs’ 
background before coming to Texas.

“I hadn’t heard of him but my par­
ents had and I did some research and 
found out he was a great coach,” Davis 
said. “I’m glad I came here and I’m 
happy he chose me.”

Tübbs wants to return Lamar to 
those days of glory in the same way 
they got there the first time.

“We haven’t played the style of bas­
ketball that Lamar cut its teeth on in 
years,” Tubbs said. “We played an 
exciting style of basketball, which was 

..up-Jt£mpa..basketbali. That's what 
Lamar is used to.

“We wanted to restore the winning 
habit but also the type of basketball our 
fans grew up on and want to see again.”

‘The AD and I have decided I can 
coach as long as I want to and I think 
the president concurs,” Tubbs said. “If 
we win a conference championship 
and get to the Sweet 16, I doubt I’d 
repeat.”

Although, “if 1 g ^  to 700 ,1 couid^ 
reach 8(X) in 10 more years,” Tubbs 
teased. “I’ve averaged over 20 wins a 
season in my career. But I’ll stay in 
touch with reality.”

Rams working on achieving consistent ‘Instant defense’
CLEVELAND (AP) — 

Just what the St. Louis Rams 
were looking for to go with 
their high-scoring offense: 
Instant defense.

Aeneas Williams made two 
interceptions — the first for a 
46-yard touchdown — in a 
24-second span just before 
halftime as St. Louis clinched 
a spot in the NFC playoffs 
with a 26-20 win Monday 
night over the Cleveland 
Browns.

Williams’ two lightning- 
quick picks enabled the Rams 
(10-3) to score 14 points in 
the final 1:04 of the second 
quarter, giving St. Louis a 23- 
7 lead.

“This was certainly amaz­
ing,” Williams said. “Who 
ever sees stuff like that?”

Jeff Wilkins kicked four 
field goals — 26, 28, 29 and 
37 yards — for the Rams, who 
won have five straight, nine of 
10 and advanced to the play­
offs for the fourth time in five 
years.

The win kept St. Louis on 
pace with Philadelphia in the 
race for home-field advantage 
in the playoffs. The Rams can 
win their third NFC West title 
next Sunday in St. Louis with 
a victory over second-place 
Seattle (8-5).

“This is just one step,”

Rams receiver Dane Looker 
said. “We’re excited but not 
overly excited.”

St. Louis had to withstand 
a valiant comeback by  ̂ the 
Browns (4-9), who were mak­
ing their first regular-season 
appearance on “Monday 
Night Football” since 1995.

Quarterback Tim Couch 
replaced Kelly Holcomb and 
rallied Cleveland, but was 
stripped of the ball by Rams 
defensive end Brian Young on 
fourth down with 1:51 left, 
and St. Louis î an out the 
clock.

Marshall I Faulk mshed for 
102 yards on 24 carries, the 
fourth straight game the 
Rams’ do-it-all back has bro­
ken 100.

«till just 7-9 last 
season, missing the playoffs 
for the first time since 1998. 
They’re glad to be going 
again.

“It’s sweet to get back,” 
Williams said. “We’ve kind of 
been under the radar most of 
the season, which is OK. But 
the coaches have always 
talked about what is possi­
ble.”

Couch went 6-for-9 for 98 
yards and threw a 28-yard TD 
pass to Quincy Morgan after 
replacing Holcomb, whose 
two interceptions in three pass

attempts just before halftime 
doomed the Browns.

“To give up 14 points like 
that is unforgivable,” said 
Holcomb, whose first season 
as a starting quarterback has 
not gone well. ‘It’s all on me. 
You can’t make mistakes like 
that. They got 14 points off 
me.”

Following the game. 
Browns coach Butch Davis 
refused to say who his starting 
quarterback would be next 
week in Denver.

“We ll talk about it tomor­
row. I’m sure we’ll have a 
decision to make first thing in 
the morning,” Davis said.

The Browns have been rav­
aged by injuries all season and 
they may have lost four more 
players to season-ending 
ones.

Kicker Phil Dawson broke 
his left arm making a tackle in 
the second half. Right guard 
Chad Beasley fractured his 
right ankle on the first drive 
after halftime.

Akso, defensive end 
Courtney Brown (arm) and 
running back James Jackson 
(knee) were injured in the first 
half and did not return.

But Cleveland didn’t quit, 
and twice had the ball down 
26-20 in the final minutes. 
Couch, though, couldn’t bring

the B ro ils  all the way back 
and they dropped their fourth 
straight.

Young’s strip sealed it for 
.St. Louis’ overlooked defense, 
which recorded five sacks and 
forced four turnovers.

“Our defense was 
resilient,” Williams said. “We 
made stops when we had to.”

“He baited me on those," 
Holcomb said, made some 
bad decisions. You can’t do 
that.”

COLLEGE PARK, Md. 
(AP) — Shortages of flu shots 
could boost disappointing 
sales of the needle-free vac­
cine FiuMist this winter, but 
analysts say the drug’s long 
term outlook is dogged by a 
high price and limits on who 
can use it.

The news last Friday that 
the nation’s two producers of 
traditional flu vaccine injec­
tions have run out of stock and 
won’t be able to produce more 
this season has led some 
health agencies and con­
sumers to turn to FiuMist.

There is plenty of the nasal 
spray vaccine available — 
only 400,000 doses out of the 
roughly 4 million doses made 
by Gaithersburg-based 
Medimmune and its partner, 
Wyeth, have been distributed 
to pharmacies and flu vaccine 
sites.

State health agencies are 
recommending that healthy 
people between the ages of 5 
and 49 use RuMist and save 
what remains of the tradition­
al vaccine for others.

Until last week, 
Medimmune had a hard time 
selling RuMi.st. Its wholesale 
price of $46 per dose is much 
higher than the cost of flu 
shots. And the drug — origi­
nally billed as a painless alter­
native for those scared of nee­
dles — hasn’t been approved 
for use by toddlers and sen­
iors.

At pharmacies in 33 Giant 
Food grocery stores in 
Virginia, RuMist sales tripled 
last week over the previous 
week, company spokesman 
Jamie Miller said. FiuMist 
sells for $59.95 at Giant, 
while a flu shot is ^ 0 ,  he said.

“FiuMist will iTObably be 
the last place to turn," said 
Philip Nadeau, an analyst with 
SG Cowen Securities. “1 think 
most physicians would think 
that FiuMist is better than 
nothing.”

Medimmune spokes­
woman Jamie Lacey said it 
was too early to tell how the 
vaccine shortage would affect 
RuMist sales. _____________

RuMist, which contains a 
live but weakened llu virus, is 
meant to be a painless alterna­
tive to the traditional flu injec­
tion, which is made from a 
dead flu virus.

Medimmune hoped
RuMist would be a block­
buster drug, much like its 
childhood respiratory drug 
Synagis that had $668 million 
in sales last year. The compa­
ny pumped $25 million into 
an ad campaign touting the 
drug to consumers and anoth­
er $25 million pitching it to 
pharmacies.

But the drug’s introduction 
was hampered by several fac­
tors.

Citing safety concerns, the 
Food and Drug
Administration did not 
approve FiuMist for children 
ur\der 5 years and tho.se above 
50, the two groups at the 
greatest risk for the flu.

Then in October, Wal-Mart 
backed out of an agreement to 
sUK'k FiuMist in its pharma­
cies.

Medimmune and Wyeth 
now offer a $25 mail-in rebate 
for FiuMist customers to try to 
cut the cost, but the high price 
will remain a stumbling bkx;k 
beyond this flu season, said 
analyst Dennis Flarp of 
Deutsche Bank-North
America.

Chiron and Aventis 
Pasteur, the two producers of 
vaccine shots, will likely pro­
duce more doses next year to 
avoid shortages, he said, 
threatening to leave 
Medimmune with an over-
