Flu surges among
pregnant women

DALLAS (AP) — Flu
cases among young pregnant
women surged at a large pub-
lic hospital, calling attention
to yet another group at serious
risk of the flu.

About 80 expectant moth-
ers have been diagnosed with
the flu since early October,
and more than 60 were treat-
ed for a time in the intensive
care unit at Parkland Health
and Hospital System.

Power issues surfaced at the City
Commission meeting Tuesday when City
Manager Mitch Grant presented a plan to
restructure the city’s organizational chart.

A draft of Grant's plan, which he gave to
commissioners at the start of meeting at 4
p.m. Tuesday, showed the movement of sever-
al Community Service employees into differ-
ent departments and changed the title of
Personnel Director, presently held by City

Secretary Phyllis Jeffers, to Human Resources

Coordinator. By doing this, the number of

department directors would be reduced to four.

Last summer, city otficials eliminated
Community Services Bill
Hildebrandt resigned.

Commissioner Faustina Curry grilled Grant
on his purpose in changing
Personnel Director to Human Resources
Coordinator, pointing out that a coordinator 1s
a clerical job and Jelters™ expertise is in the
legalities of hiring. handling grievances, and
testing employees. She demanded to know
why Grant was making this change.

"I teel this more clearly indicates kinda the
way we're domg it now.” Grant explained

He said his main reason for making the
change is that the title of Personnel Director
implies that the person is in a supervisory posi-
tion and he does not feel that is the case.

“I think you're making a major mistake,”
Curry warned. “You told me (when they dis-
cussed the matter previously) it gives the per-
sonnel director too much power. The person
with the most power in this room is the man in
the corner - the budget man, John (Horst,
director of finance). Richard (Morris, director
of public works) has power over the streets.
Trevlyn (Pitner, police chief) has the power of
fear. the power of putting people in their
place.”

She pointed out other supervisors that she
did not feel had as much power as the ones
named.

1 think you're taking away a central part of
the organization,” she told the city manager.
“To me. power is not the issue here... I don’t
know what the 1ssue 1s.”

“1 think when we hired a city manager we
give him mission to take over and do what is
best for the city,” responded Commissioner
Robert Dixon. “The power starts there with the
city manager.”

Dixon said he and others feel that the city’s
organizational structure is “top heavy™ and an

A Pampa man was airlifted to
Northwest Texas Hospital in Amarillo
by Lifestar helicopter Monday
evening as the resalt of alleged aggra-
vated assault and domestic violence.

Ismail Juarez, 20, 717 N. Sumner,
suffered head injuries when a male
reportedly arrived at his home and
attacked him and another person at
the residence. Susette Stubbs Rangel,
21, 605 N. Christy, later went to
Pampa Regional Medical Center for
treatment. of unknown injuries,
according to police reports.

After the assault, Juarez went tg a
house across the 'street to seek help,
and the neighbor called 911 at 9 p.m.
to report the incident. Several Pampa

police officers responded, followed
by Rural-Metro Ambulance Service.
The alleged assailant had left the
scene.

The  Criminal Investigation
Division of the police department was
notified, and Detective Donny Brown
is handling the investigation, which is
continuing.

The assault is also considered
domestic violence because one sus-
pect is a former boyfriend of Rangel,
police said. Police declined to identi-
fy the type of weapon or weapons
used in the assault.

It is unknown whether any other
persons were present at the time of
the assault besides the two victims
and the assailant. according to police

“stitched” parallel lines about 1/2
inch apart. I asked her to do the
same with the envelopes, but to
make only four lines where the
address would go.

Cousin Pat loved her beautiful —
and useful — stationery. Her friends
were able to read her handwriting,
and so could the U.S. Postal Service.
It's easy to write in a straight line
when your fingers can feel the tiny
“bumps” that the needle makes.

I'm a retireu former Braille
teacher, and machine-stitching is
one of the techniques I would use to
make geometry drawings for blind
students. (I wonder if banks would
permit this on personal checks?)

I hope this idea will help more
people with fading eyesight to keep
in touch.

States
must redraw boundaries after
every census to reflect popu-
lation shifts, and redistricting
has gotten more sophisticated.

Richard Hasen, an election
law expert at Loyola Law
School, said justices may be
“seriously considering giving
partisan gerrymanderihg
claims some teeth.” Oy, after
17 years, they may just feel
it’s time to revisit the subject,
he said. : ;

If the high court backs
away from its 1986 ruling, as
the GOP is urging it to do,

Republicans could lock in
their control of Congress for
years to come, said Nathaniel
Persily, a professor and redis-
tricting expert at _the
University of Pennsylvania
Law School.

But if the court endorses
the greater judicial involve-
ment  sought by the
Demiocrats, the ruling would
probably lead to legal chal-
lenges to the new congres-
sional maps in at least a half-
dozen other big states, he said.

The Democrats’ attorney,
Paul M. Smith, told justices in

a filing that “as line-drawers
have become more brazen in
their willingness to instill bias
in electoral maps, the need for
judicial intervention has
become compellingly clear.”
He called the court’s attention
to a bitter court fight over
redistricting in Texas that also
involves Democratic .charges
of blatant GOP gerrymander-
ing.

Russia: Suicide bomber stirs up fears of future attacks

MOSCOW (AP) — A
suicide bomber who may
have intended to attack
Russia’s parliament blew
herself up outside a nearby
upscale hotel across from
Red ' Square on Tuesday,
killing people and
sparking fears of a new
wave of terror attacks in the
Russian capital.

The bombing, which also

Security cameras near the
hotel picked up footage of
the suicide bomber, a
woman dressed in a light-
colored coat and carrying a
purse, Luzhkov said on
Russia’s NTV television.

He said the purse was
rigged with explosives and
that she also was wearing an
explosive belt, which the
Interfax news agency report-
ed was packed tightly with
metal balls. The bomb con-
tained more than two
pounds of TNT, Moscow

police spokesman Yevgeny
Gildeyev said.

The blast shattered a
Mercedes sedan parked
nearby and smashed out
windows on the upscale
hotel, leaving white curtains
billowing in the wind.
Bodies and body parts were
strewn about, including a
head and a headless female
body.

Twelve people were
wounded, five of them in
grave  condition, said
Lyubov Zhomova, the
spokeswoman for the
Moscow medical direc-
torate. A Chinese national
was among the injured.

Dozens of police cor-
doned off the blast site with
red-and-white tape and
pushed reporters and other
bystanders away. The
entrance to the normally
crowded Okhotny Ryad
metro station, around the
comer from the blast, was
closed.

cal robot and sappers used a
water cannon to destroy two
suspicious objects.

“We saw the bodies lying
around,” said a Norwegian
Amund
Myklebust, who had been
inside the National
Hotel’s doors when he heard
the blast.

Security. was immediate-
ly tightened around the
State - Duma. Repeated
attacks —  including
Friday’s train bombing —
have exposed the inability
of Russian authorities to
protect the public against
suicide bombings, a tech-
nique that Chechen rebels
have turned to in the most
recent conflict over the
breakaway republic but
hadn’t used in the past.

The blast at the hotel
came after Sunday’s parlia-
ment elections, which hand-
ed a major victory to Putin’s
allies, strengthening his grip
on the country.
