Legislators put finishing touches on wild 140-day session

AUSTIN (AP)

- The 78th Legislature is

a bill that makes deep changes in the civil
lawsuit system and endured a walkout by
House Democrats, the likes of which hadn’t
been seen since the 1979 Killer Bees of the
Senate.

On Monday, though, most legislators tried
to put aside partisan bickering and rough

budget decisions and ended the 140-day ses-
~ sion with hugs and handshakes.

There was plenty of speculation about how
soon legislators would have to rewrn to

! Austin for a special session.

Gov. Rick Perry, who would have to call
such a session, said he expects to hold one
before the end of the year on public school
finance. He refused to say whether a separate
special session would be called on other
1ssues before then. ’

“I don’t know yet if there i1s an issue or two
out there that will bring us back,” he said.

It's widely believed that at some point this
year a special session will take up congres-
sional redistricting. More than 50 Democratic
legislators boycotted the House and hid out in
Ardmore, Okla., in May to block debate and

kill a Republican-backed congressional redis-
tricting plan.

U.S. House Majority Leader Tom DeLay, a
Republican from Sugar Land, has said he
wants more Texas Republicans in Congress to
reflect the state’s GOP-leaning voting trends.

Perry didn’t talk much Mondayv about
redistricting.

“That one
particular point in time,” he said.

The House arid Senate convened Monday,
mostly for bill corrections and ceremonial res-

s not on the radar screen at this

olutions.

Legislators, some dressed far more casual-
ly than they had been all year, took photo-
graphs with one another as they moved
around the two chambers.

“On the behalf of not only the Senate but
the House, we had a successful session,” said
Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst, who presides over
the Senate. “We haven’t added any more tax
burden to hardworking Texas families, and I
think that’s important.”

House Speaker Tom Craddick, who took
over in January as the first Republican speak-
er in 130 years, also declared the session a
success.

“We accomplished everything we wanted
to do,” Craddick said.

He said, however, that there are items that
failed and could be addressed later in a special
session. Craddick cited a government reorgan-

ization bill, appellate court redistricting and a
measure dealing with an existing law that
allows students in the top 10 percent of their
high school class entrance into universities.

But Democratic Sen. Rodney Ellis of
Houston, who worked on the government
reorganization bill, said all the moneysaving
items in that legislation were placed in other
successful bills.

“Unless there’s some other agenda at play,
I would see no reason to rush into trying to do
a special session this summer on government
reorganization,” he said.

Among the most contentious issues this
legislative session were the state budget —
Texas faced a $9.9 billion -shortfall and
Republican leaders had vowed no new taxes
— and a lawsuit limitation bill, which placed
heavy restrictions on the way civil lawsuits
can be filed and how some damage awards
can be assessed in medical malpractice cases.

Both bills received final approval just
before a Sunday night deadline.

“I’m not looking forward to Sept. 2, when
all the new laws take effect and people find
out'everything we’ve done,” said Rep. Craig
Eiland,,D-Galveston.

In the lawsuit limitation bill, one provision
caps pain and suffering damages in medical
malpractice lawsuits at $250,000 for physi-
cians, $250,000 for hospitals, and $250,000
for nursing homes and other institutions for a
maximum of $750,000 per claimant.

The $117.4 billion budget bill, made up of
federal and state money, relies heavily on cuts
and consolidations in health and human serv-
ices.

Among the other major legislation that
passed this session were a homeowners’
insurance bill that supporters say will lower
rates; a multistate lottery measure that allows
Texas to enter Powerball or a similar big-cash
game; and bill that requires women to wait 24
hours befere having an abortion and to
recéive printed material and photographs
about fetal development.

Erath County dairy loses lawsuit over pollution

WACO (AP) — An Erath
County dairy ordered to pay
$1.36 million for polluting a
stream lost its permit a year ear-
lier for not complying with
environmental rules.

U.S. District Judge Terry
Means in Fort Worth ordered a
default judgment against Gerald
and Pamela Oosten on May 20.
Court documents said the cou-
ple, who operated a dairy about
20 miles
Stephenville, failed to appear

southeast of

for the trial May 5.

The Oostens were sued in
June 2001 by Fred Parker and
Chuck Markham, who own land
downstream from the Qosten
dairy along a tributary of Little
Duffau Creek. Their suit con-
tended the dairy had killed most
living organisms in the stream.

In an unusual move,. the
Texas Commission on
Environmental Quality denied a
permit renewal for the Oostens’
1,950-cow dairy in March 2002

after hearing about their record
of violations and noncompli-
ance with environmental rules.

The Oostens sold most of
their cattle to pay for legal fees
last fall, according to their attor-
ney at the time.

But the plaintiffs’ attorney
hopes the Oostens remain sol-
vent enough to pay the judg-
ment.

“We're certainly going to try
to collect it,” said  attorney
Kerry L. Haliburton of Waco.

The Texas law still requires
that dogs and cats statewide
receive an initial rabies vac-
cine by the time the animal is
four months old, and that a
booster shot should be given a
year later.

Local city commissioners
voted to keep the one year reg-
ulation in place due to the high
number of rabies cases in
Pampa in recent years. One
rabid bobcat was reported in
Gray County in 2000; 17 rabid

skunks in 2001; 11
skunks in 2002.

Dr. James Alexander with
the zoonosis division of . the
Texas Department of Health
said  vaccinations against
rabies is the only protection
people have against the deadly
disease.

“The big problem is getting
more animals vaccinated,” said
Alexander. “People aren't
bringing them in to get the vac-
cine and we need about 60 per-
cent of the animals vaccinated.

“I do encourage all horse
owners to get vaccinations for
their animals which are used a
lot by children because of the
saliva coming into contact
with the child while bridling
the horse,” he said.

The hubbub last week about Annika
Sorenstam playing in a PGA tournament
led verbal combatants to choose up sides
for or against female athletes competing
with men. This is one time, I'm in the
middle: I don't see any problem with
ladies and gentlemen going up against
each other as long as, when doing so,
they can remain ladies and gentlemen.

For example, it's fine for girls to join
boys in Little League baseball, should
they and their parents desire that. (Little
Leagues generally have rules against
runners slamming into catchers.) But it's
not fine, in my opinion, for girls to play
Pop Warner football, because training
almost-teenage boys _to _tackle and
aggressively block girls works against
instilling gentlemanly behavior at exact-
ly the time it's most important to do that.

It's fine for girls who can run like the
wind to compete against boys in the
track part of track and field, but memo-
ries of Soviet shot-putters make us reluc-
tant to endorse pursuits that require
females to bulk up muscle mass enor-
mously. Fitness and athleticism are great,
but God made men and women different
not only in reproductive systems but in
musculature.

Of course, customs vary. One North
Carolina lady tells me, "Maybe in Texas
sports etiquette is inbred, but here it's all
a contact sport. There's a high school
soccer team we play, all brawny moun-
tain boys and two girls. We-lose every

time because our guys have been taught
to play as gentlemen; they are too gin-
gerly with the girls and the mountain
boys move in for the kill."

Whether they receive gingerly treat-
ment or not, physical differences make it
difficult for the best women in many
sports to defeat the best men.
Sympathetic but condescending press
reports. concerning Sorenstam crowed
that she finished third at the Colonial
tournament in fairways hit off the tee,
but the only stat that truly counts in golf
is the score, and there she finished tied
for 96th. Driving the ball far requires
muscle, and in that category she finished
100th. ‘Could a weight-lifting  woman
with excellent technique finish 80th?
Sure, but what price limited glory?

Opportunities for ‘'women in sports
have been rare'in many cultures. Women
in ancient Greece were not allowed to
compete in the Olympics. (Some may
have participated in a festival dedicated
to the goddess Hera.) In China up to a
century ago, foot-binding was still a cus-
tom among some, with little girls having
their toes forced under their feet and held
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ortunities

in place by tightly-wound bandages. The
girls grew up unable to run and able to
walk only on tiptoe. Christian missionar-
ies fought that practice throughout the
19th century and influenced the Chinese
government to outlaw it in 1912,

We haven't had physical foot-binding
in this country, but we've sometimes had
a social equivalent that kept girls out of
all sports. That's wrong. It's also wrong
to eliminate social arrangements that
acknowledge male-female differences.
The same goes for competition beyond
sports: Provide equal opportunity for
women but don't insist on equal results,
since physical differences but also differ-
ent life and career choices will-have an
effect. :

So it's good to have a Ladies PGA
Tour where a woman with the skill and
gracefulness Sorenstam displayed can
finish first - but if she wants to play in
another PGA event, welcome! She is cer-
tainly doing more for womanhooed than
Martha Burk, who failed in her attempt
to add mistresses to The Masters.

It also was great to watch the
Women's College World Series that con-
cluded on May 26 with UCLA as softball
champion, and I'll cheer if one of the
quick-handed, slash-hitting infielders
tries to make the transition to profession-
al baseball with the hope of someday hit-
ting the major leagues. Of course, there's
the issue of take-out slides at second ...

I've always been struck by the fact
that knowledge seems to be specific to
people, places and times, whereas wis-
dom spans both millennia and different
cultures.

Prior to these engineers developing
that knowledge, nobody on Earth knew
how.to do it, though some could imagine
it being done, and others imagine that it
was impossible.

So, while knowledge is often quite
specific, wisdom is universal. If you
read enough, you find the same com-
mon-sense rules for living in all the
great religions ard in all the different
cultures. In America, an entire cottage
industry has been created giving advice
that can be found for free in the book of
Proverbs in a Gideon Bible.

One finds versions of “God willing”
in practically every language and cul-
ture. Why? - Because smart people
through the centuries and in every cul-
ture have observed that as human beings
we are net in complete control of our

destiny. That’s why promises about the
future should be conditional. Often
events over which we have no control
intervene between our stated intentions
and their accomplishment.

I learned that on the police beat and
as a reserve deputy sheriff. I seriously
doubt if any of the 400 dead people
whose bodies | saw had started their day
knowing it would be their last. A few
suicides are the exceptions. For most
people, the end of their life is not
marked in the Day-Timer.

An old samurai advised younger
Japanese warriors to always start their
day be imagining their own death.
Sounds morbid, but it’s probably a good
idea to get that inevitability out of the
way psychologically so we can concen-
trate on living until the moment comes.
As the great philosopher in “Lonesome
Dove,” Gus McCrae says to his friend
Woodrow Call: “Hell, Woodrow. It don’t
matter how you die. What matters is
how you live.”

Wisdom is common because no mat-
ter who we are, what year we are born,
what .country or culture, every human
being has the same existential problem.
We have a short time between birth and

death to do something with our lives. It
doesn’t matter whether we're an
American businessman, a Chinese con-
struction worker, an Arab shopkeeper or
an African herdsman.

Same problem. Here are a few
decades. Better get started on life. The
clock’s ticking and you can’t wind it up

“again. When it stops, you stop, no mat-

ter what’s left on your List of Things to
Do. Wisdom is just the rules for getting
the most out of life, rules that, through
the centuries, the smart ‘observers have
preserved in writing.

Life for us exists only in the present
moment. If we waste the present
moment by remembering the past or
dreaming about the future, then we are
wasting life itself. The past can’t be

undone or repeated verbatim, and the

future never arrives, because every
morning we wake up right back in the
present.

The big trouble for many of us is
expressed in an old German saying,
“Too soon old, too late smart.” I've cer-
tainly done some dumb things in my
life, but I'm not going to make a list of
them and share it with you. You can
make your own list.

In the meantime, we should just fol-
low the Naikan philosophy (based on a
form of Japanese therapy) and let reality
tell us what needs to be done next. In the
final analysis, a good life is constructed
of actions, not intentions.

there were several reasons the
Cowboys weren't really inter-
ested in Griese.

“We've got repetition con-
siderations. If we add a quarter-
back right now, then we’ve got
rep problems as far as getting
the guys ready that we have,”
Jones said Monday. “That also
implies that the guys we’ve got
here might not be what we
want, and that’s not the case.”

Hutchinson and Carter were
among 32 veterans at Valley
Ranch on Monday when the
Cowboys started their final
minicamp before training camp
begins in late July in San
Antonio. There were also 18
rookies for the first of seven
practices over six days.

While getting  another
opportunity to work with the
rookies, Parcells is also trying

to get a better idea about his
young quarterbacks.

“I have to be equitable with
these guys and give them an
equal chance,” Parcells said. “I
don’t think you can just say this
guy is a starter. We are going to
let them fight it out at camp,
and figure it out as soon as pos-
sible.”

Hutchinson started the final
nine games last season. As a
25-year-old rookie, who hadn’t
played football in *four years
while pursing a career as a pro-
fessional baseball pitcher, he
completed 127 of 250 passes
(51 percent) for 1,553 yards
with seven touchdowns - and
eight interceptions, and was
sacked 34 times.

“The approach I've taken
from day one is no matter who
they bring in or what the situa-

tion is for me, I've got to han-
dle my business the best I can,”
Hutchinson said. “This year, |
feel a lot more comfortable, a
lot more confident,”

Carter, hampered by injuries
as a rookie in 2001 when he
was the starter, is 6-9 in his 15
career, starts. Last season, he
was 125-0f-221 passing (57
percent) for 1,465 yards with
seven TDs and eight intercep-
tions, and didn’t play again
after Hutchinson took over.

Carter likes the idea of hav-
ing a fresh start, and knowing
that this year's training camp
will be g real quarterback com-
petition.

Day-Care Kids Leave Calmly
When Provider Plans Ahead

DEAR ABBY: As a child-care
provider for many years, | would
like to offer some advice to “Child-
Care Pro in New Jersey,” who is
stumped about what to do when
Mom (or Dad) comes to pick up the
children and they start acting up

Sometimes children are confused
about how to act when their parent
arrives. The day-care provider can
help by beginning to discuss ahead
of time what will be said the minute
Mom or Dad arrives. “Let’s tell
Mom about that neat picture you
made today,” or, “Tell Mom how you
used good words to tell Jeff how you
felt instead of hitting him.”

When Mom walks in the door, be
ready with positive things to say
She is probably mentally and physi-
cally tired at that point and needs
all the help she can get to make it a
good transition

I agree with you, Abby, the child-
care provider should step in if the
children begin acting up — and the
children should be warned that
vou'll use discipline if you need to. If
the moment Mom walks in, the
idults begin talking among them-
clves, that's the time kids act up
Mom should be told you'll call her
later with any news. This i1s a kid’s
time-to talk to Mom

LOVES KIDS IN OREGON

DEAR LOVES KIDS: Those
are good suggestions, and thank
you for them. Now let’s hear
it from some other child-care
professionals:

DEAR ABBY: Having worked in
child care more than 20 years, the
best advice | can offer 1s this: When
the misbehaving starts, ask the par-
ent. “Would you like to handle this or
do you want me to”” That way, you
acknowledge the mishehavior and
the fact that it must be dealt with,
without undermining the parent

Waiting until the next day to
discipline the child would serve no
useful purpose

DEAR A.P.: I agree.

DEAR ABBY: It 1s not unusual for

children to act up when the parents
arrive. Here's how | handle it:

I talk to the children about thejr
behavior before their parents get
here. I have them ready to go so
there’s no chance for them to mise
behave. And I offer them a reward

like a healthy snack — to take
with them if they get ready to go
without a fuss
