AUSTIN - State officials have a stern warning whose 4th 
of July holiday plans include alcohol: Drink. Drive. Go to 
Jail.

Texas troopers and local patrol officers statewide will step 
up enforcement of the DWI laws between June 27 and July 
13. according to a news release from the Texas Department of 
Transportation.

Thousands of officers will be out in force during the 17- 
day period which coincides with the long Independence Day 
holiday weekend. Texas is part of a massive nationwide effort 
aimed at getting impaired drivers off the nation's streets and 
highways.

The mobilization is being spearheaded by the National 
Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) in an effort 
to reduce alcohol-related crashes this summer.

“Our message to all drivers is simple and direct: If you 
drink and drive, .you will go to jail,” says Carlos Lopez, 
TxDOT Director of Traffic Operations.

A recent run-in with Mexican authorities 
isn't the first time bounty hunter "Dog" 
Chapman has been in trouble with the law

There's still those who live in Pampa who 
remember him before he "put on the dog " and 
was simply known as Duane Chapman They 
remember, too. the .September IM76 drug-deal- 
gone-bad that ended in the shotgun slaying of 
Jerry Bowers Oliver, a purported dealer li\ ing 
in Prairie Village.

They remember Chapman's conviction Idr 
Oliver's murder in 31st District Court here on 
July 22, IM77. Two others were also conx icted 
of the murder Donny Kuykendall and Ruben 
Gar/a. A lourth person, Cheryl l isher, pleadeil 
guilty to a lesser charge and received priiba- 
tion. fhen-Disnict Judge Cuaingei Mclihany 
sentenced Chapman to five years in the Texas 
penitentiary system. He served less than two 
years of the sentence before being released.

According to court records. Chapman.

Kuykendall, (iar/a and Tisher drove to 
Oliver s house on Prairie Drive. Kuykendall 
told his friends that he wanted to get $40 that 
Oliver owed him. He also wanted to buy sotne 
marijuana.

In his testimony. Chaptnan said he was wait­
ing in the car while Kuykendall went to 
Oliver's door. He said he didn't know 
Kuykendall was carrying a shotgun and if he 
had. he wtnild have stopiverl everything at that 
tnoment.

On his web site www.dogthebounty- 
hunter.com. Chapm.m alludes to the events in 
Pam|ia. He gives a detailed account ,)f 
Kuykendall and Oliver's conversation before 
the shotgun blast hit Oliver m the chest.

Chapman ititimates in his web version of the 
murder that Oliver was a pimp and a drug deal­
er. a bad person that needed to be dealt w ith.

He also sail! that it was during this time he 
took on the nickname, "Dog." given to him by 
ihe motorcycle gang to which he belonged. It 
stands for "Goif" spelleil backwards.

High natural gas prices, 
shortages w orry many

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Hnergy Secreiary Spencer 
Abraham warned Thursday 
ihai severe gas shortages and 
high prices are "a national 
concern that w ill touch virtual 
ly every American."

Abraham, opening an 
industry summit on natural 
gas. .ickiiow ledged there are 
few steps that can be taken to 
increase natural gas supplies. 
But he said the Bush adminis­
tration sees the emerging crisis 
as a top priority and will try to 
mitigate any eflects.

The Imergy Department 
called industry experts togeth­
er to discuss possible short­
term actions to coitnter a sub- 
st.mtial natural gas shortages 
and expected higher prices 
through the year.

II prices this winter are as 
high as some predict. Abraham 
saiti the average residential 
w inter heating bill for a ty pical 
Midwest consumer is expected 
to be $^1.3, a IM percent 
increase over last ye;ir.

Abraham said some indus

tries are ;ilre;nly being hit hard 
by incre.ised energy costs, 
especially the lertili/et iiuliis 
try. and that some layoffs have 
occurred.

"Several companies have 
warned about possible [irodiic 
tion cuts and l.ivolfs should 
these high gas prices coiitm 
ue." he said.

But "it IS not jiist a |iioblcni 
for gas intensive biismcsscs 
and industries. ' .Abrah.iin 
added, "ll is a nalion.il concern 
that will touch vntiiallv every 
.American. "

■An attorney lor a woman 

aciused of allowing a honxiless 
m.in to die trap[X'd in the wind­
shield ot hei car urged jurois 
Huiisday not to be swaycxl by 
sympathy, emotion nor media 
coverage of the case, hut prosecu­
tors said Chante M.illard should 
pay the price lor taking a man's 
life and trying to hide it.

Mallard's failure to call for 
help caiiseil the death of ( iregory 
Biggs, but th.it's not murder, 
attorney Jeff Kearney said.

Murder "h.is to Iv an act. it 
c.in't tv an omission.” he said. 
"Hintl her guilty of what she's 
re.illy guilty ot. failure to mnder 
aid”

M.illard, 27. is accused of hit­
ting Biggs. M.  w ith her car its she 
drove honv drunk from a b;ir. 
dnvmg home with him lodgcxl in

her winilshield and to die in her 
garage. She faces life in pnson if 
convicted of murder.

Prosecutor Chnsty Jack said 
Malkird did "so much more than 
failure to render ;ud."

"She pulled over ... and incxl 
to get him otf her car ;ind in that 
moment made a choice,” Jack 
said. "Her choice to conceal Greg 
Biggs from anyone who could 
help him."

Another prosecutor. Richard 
.Albert, told jurors to use their 
common sense and think of 
Biggs when rendenng their deci­
sion.

"She stole his life," he said, 
[xiinting to Mallard as she set 
solemnly next to her attorney. 
“She stole his hope of anyone 
else saving his life. I'hat's mur­
der."

Jurors began their delibera­
tions late morning. I'hey must 
first divide if Mallard is guilty of 
murder. If they find her innivent.

then they can consider her guilt in 
the lesser charge of failure to ren­
der aid.

IX’fense attorneys never dis- 
putevi that Mallard hit Biggs in 
the predawn hours of (X;t. 26, 
2001, after a night of dnnking, 
smoking pot and taking Ecstasy.

But they said it was an acci­
dent — not murder — and that 
her ex-boyfnend, Cíete Deneal 
JacKson, talked her into dumping 
Biggs' bixJy and concealing the 
crime. Biggs’ mutilated bixly was 
found the next day in a park.

Prosecutors said Mallard 
could have stopped for help at a 
nearby lire or police station or all- 
night store — or even called her 
brother, who is a Fort Worth lire- 
lighter with mediciil training.

They said Mallard, a certified 
nursing assi.stant who had 
worked in retiiemcnt homes, did­
n't even check Biggs' pulse or try 
to stop the bleeding as he grcxined 
and gasped.

In her statement to police. 
Mallard said she cned and repeat­
edly apologized to Biggs as he 
moaned after she lowered her 
garage dixir. .She said she was tix) 
scared to call for help.

Dunng the three-day trial. Dr. 
Nizam Peerwani, the Tarrant 
C’ounty medical examiner who 
performed the autopsy, testified 
that Biggs probably lived two 
hours alter being hit and could 
have survived with medical treat­
ment.

Biggs, a bncklayer who had 
been living in a Fort Worth home­
less shelter after losing his tmek 
and home nearly two years earli­
er, bled to death from multiple 
broken bones and the near ampu­
tation of his lower left leg, 
Peerwani said.

Biggs' injunes were aggravat­
ed when Mallard stopped briefly 
after hitting him, trying in vain to 
smash out mote of the windshield 
and remove his bitxxiy body, and

when she continued her journey 
home, Peerwani said.

Max Courtney, a forensic 
expert, testified that bloixl spat­
ters in Mai lard’s car indicated that 
Biggs wheezed or coughed and 
gripped the passenger door pivk- 
et.

But Vincent Di Maio, the 
Bexar County chief medical 
examiner who testified for the 
defense, said Biggs was instantly 
knivked unconscious and that he 
probably didn’t speak or move 
inside the car. He was the only 
defease witness.

When Biggs’ body was found 
Oct. 27, 2001. in Cobb Park, 
authirrities thought he had been hit 
by a car. But ¿ley had no leads until 
fixir months later, when one of 
Mallard’s acquaintances called 
police and said Mallard talked 
about the irvident at a party.

Officers went to Mallard’s 
house with a search warrant and 
fourxl the bloodstained, dented car.

They also fixind the passenger seat 
burned in the back yard.

Jack.son, Mallard’s ex­
boyfriend, testified that Mallard 
ttx)k him to her garage abixit six 
hixirs after she hit Biggs.

Jackson said he removed 
Biggs’ btxly that night and, with 
the help of his ctxisin, Herbert 
Tyrone Cleveland, dumped it in 
the park. Jackson aixl Oevelaixl, 
in exchange tor their testimony, 
pleaded guilty to tampering with 
evidence. Jadcson received a 10- 
year sentence; Cleveland, nine 
years.

Biggs’ son testified that his 
father tcxik medication for bipolar 
disorder arxl mild schizophrenia, 
aixl had been on the streets for a 
few years. The two lost tixich 
about four months before his 
death.

“I would say he was very hard­
working,’’ said Brandon Biggs, 20. 
“He was very friendly, although 
he didn't have many friends.”

raucous crowd whom 
.Subcommittee ('hairwoman 
fieanie Momson, R-Victona, 
repeatedly asked to be quiet. 
Most .seemed to favor the 
IJeiTKVTats. but the Republican 
side was also iepre,sentcd

U.S. Hixise Majonty leader 
Tom IXdey, R Sugar leind, has 
implored the Texas legislature 
to redraw congressional lines 
with 20 Republicans to reflect 
the state's CiOP majority.

Republican Gov. Rick Perry 
earlier this month called a special 
legislative .ses,sion on redistrict- 
ing. scheduled to begin June 30.

“When the state of Texas is 
forced by budget constraints to 
cut es.sential health care and edu­
cation funding for ixir children, it

is iHitrageous for the governor to 
call a special ,se,ssion on nedis- 
tricting,” said II..S. Rep. Cim 
Rixlnguez, D-.San Antonio. 
“He’s going to waste millions of 
dollars to feed Washington 
Republicans' lust for power at 
the expense of ixir state arxJ ixir 
children."

Dcrrxxrats argue that they are 
not required by the C'onstitution 
to redraw distnet lines, particu­
larly in a non-redistricting year.

Republicans have united a 
redistncting plan as a gain to 
Texas minorities because it 
wixild add up to two Hispanic 
districts and one black distnct.

But I>em(x.TaLs contend that 
the loss of finir DferfxxraLs, who 
historically vote in favor of 
minonty interests, would coun­
teract the addition of minonty 
members.

lion cubic feet of gas were in storage, 22 

percent belQw the five-year average and less 
than half the amount needed this fall to avoid 
problems approaching even a normal winter.

Meanwhile, demand for gas has been 
growing, largely because of the widespread 
use of the fuel for producing electricity. 
Nearly every power plant built m the past six 
years runs on natural gas.

The love of natural gas —• and problems 
getting enough of it — did not develop by 
accident.

“We can’t blame OPEC for our natural gas 
situation. We have to look at the long-term 
policies we put in place over the past decade 
or even longer,” says William Whitsitt, a con­
sultant for Burlington Resources, a leading 
independent Rocky Momrrmn gas producer.

Those policies promoted natural gas as the 
fuel of choice to run power plants, alternative 
fuel vehicles and, because gas emits less car­
bon dioxide than coal or oil, as a way to help 
address climate change.

But less attention has been paid to finding 
and producing gas.

“It’s a problem of our own creation,” 
Rattie told a recent congressional hearing. 
While encouraging consumption, federal

Attackers ratchet up ambushes
BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — 

Bomb and grenade ambushes 
Thursday signaled increasing 
anti-American resistance in 
Iraq, despite U.S. claims of 
mopping up opposition. One 
American soldier and two Iraqi 
civilians were killed, and two 
American soldiers were miss­
ing.

The fresh violence came a 
day after a U.S. Marine was 
killed while responding to an 
ambush in which three other 
Americans were wounded.

In Thursday’s ambushes, a

bomb exploded on the airport 
road, killing a U.S. soldier and 
injuring another, the U.S. mili­
tary said. The road — heavily 
used by U.S. forces — has 
been the scene of several 
attacks using trip wires dan­
gling from overpasses or 
grenades tossed from bridges.

Also Thursday, attackers 
threw grenades at a U.S. and 
Iraqi civilian convoy in west 
Baghdad, killing two Iraqi 
employees of the national elec­
tricity authority, U.S. soldiers 
and Iraqi police said. The con­

voy had U.S. Humvees f t  the 
firont and the back and two 
Iraqi civilian vehicles in tlM  ̂
middle. The victims were trav­
eling in the same car.

A U.S. military spokesman, 
Maj. William Thurmond, said 
the spate of ambushes could be 
a response to recent U.S. raids 
on Baath Party strongholds.

The U.S. military has 
blamed attacks on isolated 
rentnants of Saddam Hussein's 
regime and his Sunni follow­
ers, claiming there was no 
organized resistance.

The industry has been using the recent run­

up of gas prices and supply concerns to but­
tress their argument for opening more federal 
lands, especially in the Rocky Mountain area, 
to gas development and for easing federal 
permitting requirements.

With prices jumping to more than $6 per 
thousand cubic feet this spring, twice what it 
was a year ago and triple what it has been in 
recent years, producers already have been 
drilling more wells.

But those same high prices are taking a toll 
on gas users.

Farmers are paying $10 to $15 an acre • 
more to plant crops since the cost of fertilizer 
tripled to $350 a ton this spring because of 
higher gas costs, A1 Christopherson, a farmer 
from Pennock, Minn., recently told a con­
gressional hearing.

In Colorado and Wyoming, where natural 
gas wells abound, sugar beet processors are 
facing problems as well because of the high 
cost of the fuel. One beet-processing plant 
near Greeley, Colo., that uses natural gas was 
closed because it was cheaper to ship beets to 
a coal-fired plant in Morgan, Colo.

In Texas, Dow Chemical decided tc shift 
one of its plants to Germany, in part because 
it expects high U.S. natural gas prices to per­
sist.

grades exceeding the state 
average.

But it was the third and 
fourth grade students who 
scored the best with a 100 per­
cent on all tests taken. Fifth 
grade didn’t have quite as 
much success but still main­
tained solid scores resulting in 
an 83 percent in math, 79 per­
cent in reading and 86 percent 
in science.

The eighth grade students 
scored two points higher in 
math with a 94 percent and a 
97 percent in social studies. 
Reading was their weaker 
average but still it came 
through at 91 percent.

“Overall our scores were 
outstanding for the first time 
to take the new test,” Danny

Ferrell, White Deer superin­
tendent said. “Our staff and 
students need to be commend­
ed on their, performances.”

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She’s back in the new s saddle

Our water - going, going, gone
To the editor.
Recent articles by those who apparently know state the 

underground water for the Panhandle will dry up in 50 years. 
Prior articles also by those who presume to know are less 
optimistic and have stated the well goes dry in 30 years. 
These warnings should, you would think, result in some 
timely conservation.

We have various entities and individuals holding office 
and possessing their own letterheads indicating some force 
or responsibility in the conservation of our groundwater. 
When the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality 
doesn't even consider the effect of groundwater pumping 
when assessing permits for CAFOS, it is to be expected 
those further down the creek in the water business will not 
consider it either. Instead of conservation, we have entities 
and individuals merely directing the water stream in decid­
ing who gets water and how much. Conservation is men­
tioned but only in achieving other goals.

Water must become more costly to the consumer. The tax­
ing of the sale of groundwater should be assessed at 27.5 
percent levied at the delivery point, with 50 percent of the 
tax going to the state and 50 percent to the county or coun­
ties where the water originated.

Talking about water conservation in a crowded room has 
the same effect as mentioning Jesus’ name. People start 
looking for an exit, looking solemn and kicking imaginary 
rocks. The attitude of the TCEQ in ignoring the effects of 
pumping groundwater is hardly surprising. They also ignore 
the noxious odors and windblown-noxious particles when 
assessing the permitting of CAFO applications. A well 
thought-out approach to actual water conservation could put 
off the advent of more dry land farms in the Panhandle or at 
least provide a delay in buying drinking water by the glass,

We tolerate too much in schools
Marc Epstein teaches history at 

Jamaica High School in Queens, N.Y. He 
wrote the summer 2003 issue of 
Education Next’s feature story, titled 
"Security Detail." If an American who 
passed away as late as 1960 were some­
how resurrected, he'd probably think 
Epstein fabricated the story. 
Unfortunately, the story is true for too 
many of America’s schools.

Jamaica High School, with a student 
body of 2,500, has eight deans, Epstein 
being one of them. Student discipline 
occupies much of their time. The school 
has an assistant principal for security, and 
two secretaries and a school aide assigned 
to the dean's office. There are 10 school 
security agents assigned by the New York 
Police Department to patrol Jamaica High' 
School's halls; thcre'rc more when there’s 
random scanning of students for weapons. 
At least $1 million is budgeted for school 
safety, and that excludes the cost of the 10 
security agents paid by the police depart­
ment. ,

Epstein's story samples a number of 
school incidents. A teacher saw a student 
take a gun from his locker to show other 
students. The security agent was informed 
and did nothing. Epstein searched for the 
student, but he had fled the building. 
When the student returned, he denied pos­
session of the gun. He was searched by 
the police, who found.nothing. After an 
investigation, which consumed a couple 
thousand dollars worth of personnel 
hours, a hearing officer transferred the

student to another school.
A learning-disabled student, denied a 

hall pass, called his teacher a crippled 
bitch and threw an object at her. A securi­
ty agent who witnessed the incident 
removed the student. At the student's 
hearing, a man appearing on behalf of the 
student’s mother asked the teacher, "Do 
you consider yourself crippled, because if 
you do, then you are in fact a crippled 
bitch and the charges ought to be 
dropped." Because of the protections of 
federal special education law, the student 
was permitted to return to the school 
immediately.

Epstein says court decisions and 
school regulations have made schools a 
safe haven for dangerous criminals. 
Schools must admit young people con­
victed of serious felonies, such as armed 
robbery.

The teacher’s union is part of the pirob- 
lem, as well. During the 1990s, the United 
Federation of Teachers (UFT) deemed 
that forcing teachers to supervise home 
rooms was unprofessional. Through con­
tract negotiations, this method of student 
control was abolished. UFT also arg'jcd 
that it was unprofessional for teachers to

have cafeteria supervisory duties: they 
were replaced by school aides. The cafe­
teria quickly became student gang turf, 
where fights and other disorderly behav­
ior became routine. School aides are easi­
ly intimidated by students, and for fear of 
retaliation, they rarely confront gang- 
affiliated students.

According to an August 2002 
Department of Education report, "School 
Crime Patterns." "High schools with the 
highest levels of violence tended to be 
located in urban areas and have a high 
percentage of minority students (black 
and Hispanic), compared to high schools 
that reported no crime to the police." The 
report also said that 60 percent of violent 
school crimes occur in 4 percent of the 
nation’s high schools.

Is there a sane reason for today's adults 
tolerating student behavior unimaginable 
50 years ago? Don't try the poverty 
excuse. I attended Philadelphia’s 
Benjamin Franklin High School from 
1950 to 1954, along with students who, 
myself included, were among the poorest 
of the city's poor. Yes, there was the occa­
sional after-school fight, with fists, but I 
can’t recall a single incident of a student 
cursing or assaulting a teacher.

What to do? It’s a no-brainer. Students 
who are alien and hostile to the education 
process ought to be removed.

You say, "What will we do with 
them?” I say that's a secondary issue. The 
first priority is to stop thugs from making 
education impossible for everyone else.
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’Copters 
attacking 
forest fire

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. 
(AP) — Hdicopten began the 
assault on a suspected arson 
wildfire at daybreak Thursday, 
dropping giant buckets of 
water on flames in a riverside 
forest about five miles north of 
town.

The' wildfire, along the 
banks of the Rio Grande, 
began Wednesday night and 
burned through more than 700 
acres, threatening homes and 
forcing more than 200 people 
to evacuate.

While the evacuation 
remained in effect Thursday 
morning, authorities were 
encouraged that the fire had 
quieted down overnight and 
the wind was calmer.

Albuquerque Fire Lt. Lynn 
Reule said the wildfire was 
contained but not controlled.

“It’s really banked down. 
We’re not getting the big flare- 
ups like last night,’’ she said. 

_l “They will probably do the 
drops until they (the flames) 
are under control, and then we 

-l can go in there and search fpr 
the hot spots.”

Mayor Martin Chavez said 
evidence from the fire sug­
gested the wind-driven blaze 
that broke out Wednesday 
evening was not merely a 
flare-up of a fire the day 
before about a mile to the 
south.

“It has more than one point 
of origin which is suggestive 
of arson,” Chavez said. No 
arrests had been made as of 
Thursday morning.

As the fire spread, every 
Albuquerque firefighter was 
called to duty to fight back the 
blaze. About 200 firefighters 
were headed in Thursday, with 
some from outside agencies 
prepared to relieve them.

“On one hand, I saw hope 
that the fire seems to be con­
tained,” Gov. Bill Richardson 
said Thursday. “But at the 
same time, I worry about two 
elements; wind that could 
leignite the fire or some crazy 
person that wants to make a 
name for himself.”

Richardson called for 
National Guard all-terrain 
vehicles and helicopters and 
requested federal help.

Smoke from the wildfire 
could be seen across 
Albuquerque, a sprawling city 
of about 450,000, and ash 

J  drifted down in some areas.
No injuries were reported 

and no structures were dam- 
- | aged, but hundreds of homes 

in an exclusive area and sever­
al other subdivisions and 
apartment complexes were 
evacuated. Chavez said more 
than 1(X) homes were “very 
severely compromised” and 
200 to 250 people were 

• ordered to evacuate.
Some residents also evacu­

ated livestock to the New 
Mexico State Fairgrounds.

With the Are several hun­
dred feet ftxrm her home, Jo 
Chestnut packed up family 
belongings arul headed for a 
shelter while her husband 
stayed behind to move out 
their thoroughbred horse.

“It is very overwhelming; 
the thought that someone may 
have started this on purpose is 
just frightening that there is 
that kind of evil,” Chesmut 
said.

Chavez said firefighters 
would be working strictly on 
structure protection and would 
not be fighting the fire within 
the area near the river contain­
ing salt cedar, cottonwood 
trees and other vegetation. A 
drought has left much of the 
vegetation dry, providing fuel 
to the flames.

The Are a miles to the south 
on Tuesday also burned about 
700 acres in similar vegetation 
and was apparently caused by 

. fireworks, Chavez said.
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House rejects more Iraq intelligence probes
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

House on Thursday rejected two 
attempts by Democratic lawmakers for 
additional inquiries into the handling 
of intelligence on Iraq’s weapons pro­
grams.

Democrats sought to include 4ie 
inquiries in a bill authorizing 2004 
intelligence activities. That bill, whose 
details are mostly classified, was 
expected to be approved late Thursday 
or early Friday.

Democrats have questioned 
whether prewar intelligence was inac­
curate or manipulated to back up 
President Bush's push for war. 
Republicans have said there is no sign 
of wrongdoing and have accused 
Democrats of raising the issue for 
political reasons. '

Reviews of administration asser­
tions of Iraq’s weapons of !nass 
destruction already under way by the 
House and Senate intelligence com­
mittees and the Senate Armed Services 
committees. But some Democrats said 
they don’t go far enough.

An amendment proposed by Rep. 
Sheila Jackson Lee of Texas to require 
the U.S. comptroller general to study 
U.S. intelligence-sharing with U.N. 
inspectors was defeated 239-185.

By a 347-76 vote, the House reject­
ed an amendment by Rep.

inspector general to audit all telephone 
and electronic communications 
between the CIA and Vice President 
Dick Cheney relating to Iraq’s 
weapons.

Kucinich, a presidential candidate 
and outspoken opponent of the war, 
cited a Washington Post story in which 
unidentified intelligence analysts said 
they had felt pressured by Cheney to 
make their assessments meet adminis­
tration policy objectives.

In debate Wednesday, Rep. Ray 
LaHood, R-III., called Kucinich’s pro­
posal the “cheap shot amendment of 
the year.”

The top Democrat on the Hou.se 
Intelligence Committee, Rep. Jane 
Harman of California, also opposed 
Kucinich’s proposal, saying his con- 

. cerns could be examined by the com­
mittee’s review of prewar intelli­
gence.

Harman said the early stages of that

review found that the administration 
ignored doubts about Iraq’s chemical 
and biological weapons capability. But 
Harman said she still believes Saddam 
Hussein possessed weapons of mass 
destruction that could now be in the 
hands of anti-American fighters in 
Iraq or terrorists elsewhere.

She said the early stages of her 
committee’s review has made clear 
that Iraq once had chemical and bio­
logical weapons and that these 
weapons were easy to hide — but 
administration officials “rarely includ­
ed the caveats and qualifiers attached 
to the intelligence community’s judg­
ments.”

“For many Americans, the adminis­
tration’s certainty gave the impression 
there was even stronger intelligence 
about Iraq’s possession of and inten­
tion to use WMD,” she said.

Harman said the committee was 
reviewing whether intelligence agen-

cies “made clear to policy-makers ^ d  
Congress that most of its a n a l^ c  
judgments were based on things like 
aerial photographs, Iraqi defector 
interviews — not hard facts.”

Harman also said that intelligence 
linking al-Qaida to Iraq “is conflict­
ing, contrary to what was claimed by 
the administration.” ,

Harman said the committee’s 
review would be thorough and that 
Chairman Porter Goss, R-Fla., has told 
her he will hold open hearings, which 
she hopes will begin in July. But she 
also said the investigation had to be 
“mindful of the burden the intelligence 
agencies are carrying.”

“Our nation is best served by an 
effective intelligence community, not 
one hobbled by risk-aversion and fin­
ger-pointing,” she said.

The intelligence authorization bill 
would pay for programs aimed at 
improving intelligence sharing among 
agencies, increase training of state and 
l(K'al agencies, modernize an aging 
satellite network, strengthen human 
espionage and improve counterintelli­
gence efforts.

The bill’s cost is classified, but has 
been estimated at $40 billion. Goss 
said that level would meet Bush’s 
request. It will have to be reconciled 
with a version being considered by the 
Senate.

The San Antonio Spurs have a 
pick to make in Thursday's 
NBA draft, even if the newly 
crowned league champions 
are understandably more 
focused on how to spend mil­
lions in salary-cap money in 
the free agent market.

The Spurs have the 28th 
choice in the first round, 
behind everyone but Dallas. 
Their second round pick. No. 
58 overall, was traded to 
Detroit last October for 
reserve center Mengke Batcer.

Lance Blanks, the team’s 
scouting director, said he sees 
this year’s talent p>ool thin­
ning out rapidly after the first 
dozen or so top players, leav­
ing the Spurs to rely on luck

that someone they like is 
available when their number 
comes up.

‘•This pick we’re at, you 
can’t be that choosy,” he said 
Ttiesday. “We’ve just got to 
wish and hope for something 
that we see value in.”

San Antonio has had that 
kind of luck in recent years. 
French point guard Tony 
Parker, the Spurs’ second- 
leading scorer last season, 
was snatched up with the 29th 
selection in 2001, and reserve 
guard Manu Ginobili from 
Argentina was found in 
J999’s second round.

“With Tony Parker, we had 
all of the stars lined un, and 
the moon, and (he sun,” 
Blanks said. “It’s unlikely that

any wish-list players will be 
there (at No. 28), but every 
year a team or two picks a 
player that they get lucky 
with.”

While speculation centers 
on whether the Spurs will pur­
sue free-dgent guard Jason 
Kidd of New Jersey, it’s gen­
erally thought that the team’s 
most obvious need is a big 
man to play alongside two- 
time MVP Tim Duncan now 
that David Robinson is retir­
ing after 14 pro seasons.

Bonds’ 73rd home run sells for $450,000
NEW YORK (AP) — 

Todd McFarlanc got off 
much cheaper this time.

The man who paid $3.2 
million for Mark 
McGwire’s 7()th home run 
ball in 1999, bought the one 
Barry Bonds’ hit for his 
record 73rd at an auction 
Wednesday for $450,000.

Bidding by phone from 
Dallas, McFarlane was 
pleased with the outcome.

“1 knew it would go for a 
fraction of the other ball,” 
he said. “ I think we did well 
tonight.”

With auctioneer Cathy 
Elkies running the sale, 
which was conducted by 
Lelands.com, bidding 
began at $200,000 and 
moved in increments of 
$^5,0(X).

With all commissions 
included, the official pur­
chase price will be recorded 
as $517,500.

There were 12 registered 
bidders, some of them in

the room at the ESPN Zone 
restaurant. McFarlane, on 
his way to a business meet­
ing in Arkansas, was bid­
ding over the phone from 
Dallas with Michael 
Heffner, president of 
Leland’s handling his call.

McFarlanc said he hoped 
that his presence in the auc­
tion would scare off other 
bidders.

“I’m hoping that they all 
know that I’m bidding and 
they’ll go, ‘Oh, it’s the psy­
cho, he’s got too much 
money,’ and nobody will 
bid and I’ll get it for the 
minimum amount. I’m hop­
ing I ’ll just scare them by 
my presence and get it at 
low value.”

It might have worked 
that way.

Lcland’s had estimated 
that the ball would sell for 
between $1 million and $2 
million, but it was clear that 
the price would fall well 
short of that mark by the

slow pace of the bidding.
At one point. HIkics tried 

to encourage the bidders, 
saying. ^“W hat’s another 
$25.()()()■’•’

Later, as the bidding 
seemed to stall, she taunted 
the potential buyers, saying. 
"You’ll be so sorry in the 
morning.”

Finally, it became clear 
that no one would top the 
bid by McFarlanc, creator 
of the Spawn comic strip.

McFarlane said he had 
set a limit of $2.1 million 
when he went into the auc­
tion for the McGwire ball. 
“We went well past that 
number.” he said. “That 
limit didn’t stop me last 
time."

McFarlanc would not say 
what his limit was for the 
Bonds ball.

"I wish I didn’t have this 
compulsion but that guy. 
Barry, broke the rec»)rd, so 
now I'm  in a position 
where, to some extent I’ve

got to potentially protect 
my assets here,” McFarlanc 
said. '

■"It's tough to say you've 
got the second-best ball."

He said he would use the 
Bonds ball much as he did 
the McGwire one. putting it 
on display.

“ I’ll make a quick call to 
the Hall of Fame to put it on 
display,” he said

The ball was ordered 
sold after a two-week trial 
to determine its ownership. 
Alex Popov, a Berkeley. 
Calif., restaurateur caught 
the ball and lost it m a 
scrum.

Patrick Hayashi. a gradu 
ate student, was at the bot­
tom of the pile of people 
and picked it up after it fell 
from Popov’s glove.

The ensuing court battle 
cost bt)th men hundreds id 
thousands in attorney fees 
and the sale might wind up 
being a loss for them.

“The funny thing.” 
McFarlane said. "These two 
guys have two sets of 
lawyers that they’ve got’to 
pay court costs. These two 
guys could actually be in 
debt when it’s all said and 
done.

"They could actually be 
worse off for having that 
ball. Add up two sets of 
lawyers. I ’m being gener­
ous if those lawyers fought 
in court for a combined 
total of less than $5(K).()(K).’’

The co-owners seemed 
disappointed at the out 
come.

"It was about history." 
Popov said, "It w asn’t 
about money. I’ve got 20 
months of joy out of the 
experience. It was unpre­
dictable. 1 had no expecta 
tions”

HOUSTON (AP) — 
Barring a surprising trade, the 
Houston Rockets will take a 
back seat in Thursday’s NBA 
draft.

They were center stage a 
year ago to make Yao Ming the 
No. 1 pick in the draft, but they 
don’t have a first round pick 
this time and they’ve already 
made big news by naming Jeff 
Van Gundy their new coach 
earlier this month.

General manager Carroll 
Dawson is going through the 
motions anyway.

“Anytime you’re not pre­
pared for the draft, something 
bad is going to happen.” 
Dawson said. “Even though 
this year we don’t have a first 
round pick, you prepare. Then 
if it (a trade) happens you’re 
ready. Nothing’s happened 
yet.”

Dawson hasn’t ruled out a 
move into the first round.

"We never give up.” 
Dawson said. “A lot of times.

we’ve moved up or back even 
at the last minute. Two or three 
days before the draft it never 
looks good. These are always 
last minute things.”

The Memphis Grizzlies will 
take the Rtxrkets spot at No. 13 
in the first round, completing 
an 11 -player, three team trade 
that brought guard Steve 
Francis to the Rockets in 1999.

Van Gundy has been busy 
studying the Rwkets since he 
was named to replace Rudy 
Tomjanovich and has deferred 
most of the draft talk to 
Dawson and the RcKkets 
sctxits.

“The more you watch, the 
more you know.” Van Gundy 
said. “The gtxxl part is you 
have a lot of time to think. You 
don’t have to make quick deci­
sions.

They agreed to 
begin charging seniors a co-payment for home 
health care, about $40 to $50 for each 60-day 
episode of care. And payments for cancer drugs 
would be cut, though payments to doctors who 
administer the drugs would rise to make up 
some of the difference.

In the Senate, leaders agreed on how to 
spend an extra $12 billion available. Under the 
deal, DemtK'rats and Republicans each won $6 
billion to showcase their competing visions for 
Medicare.

The (JOP’s $6 billion would be used to base 
payments to PPOs on competitive bidding, with 
the extra dollars needed in case their bids were 
higher than what Medicare would normally 
pay.

The Democrats’ $6 billion would create an 
experimental program in which traditional 
Medicare would be expanded to include pre­
ventive care and other services.

Democrats won a dispute that consumed 
senators much of Wednesday. The GOP demon­
stration would begin in 2009 and expire in 
2013; Republicans had wanted their plan-put 
into permanent law.

As recently as 1960, every state had an 
anti-sodomy law. In 37 states, the statutes 
have been repealed by lawmakers or 
blocked by state courts.

Of the 13 states with sodomy laws, four
— lexas, Kansas, Oklahoma and Missouri

prohibit oral and anal sex between same-
sex couples. 1 he other nine ban consensual 
sodomy for everyone: Alabama, Florida, 

.Idaho, Louisiana, Mississippi, North 
Carolina. South Carolina, Utah and 
Virginia.

Thursday's ruling apparently invalidates 
those laws as well.

The Supreme Court was widely criti­
cized 17 years ago when it upheld an anti­
sodomy law similar to Texas’. The ruling 
became a rallying point for gay activists.

Of the nine justices who ruled on the 
1986 case, only three remain on the court. 
Rehnquist was in the majority in that case
— Bowers v. Hardwick — as was 
O'Connor. Stevens dissented.

In 1%4, a group of local citizens saw 
the need to promote Pampa, and decided 
to form an organization to do so.

That all changed when the PFDC was 
voted out by Pampa voters in November 
2001. Soon after that election, the PIF 
became more active as the group of busi­
ness leaders worked to keep Pampa in the 
running for businesses.

The PIF is operated by donations.
Stowers and the members of the PIF 

seek businesses which would fit into the 
Pampa area. When he hears of a likely 
prospect, he contacts the company to 
obtain more information about them.

Many leads the PIF and Chamber of 
Commerce receive come from an organi­
zation by the name of High Ground. 
Stowers and Chamber Director Clay Rice 
bolii contact these prospects and try to 
influence them to come to Pampa.

Getting the name of Pampa out to peo­
ple is utmost in their mind.

Stowers told of one lead, a computer 
service company, the PIF received 
through High Ground.

“There are three primary sources they 
do business with -  Dell, Hewlett-Packard 
and Xerox,” said Stowers. He said the 
Minnesota-based company wanted to 
come to some place in Texas.

“They gave us a list of what they want­
ed and how much. So, we got together 
and submitted a proposal to them,” said 
Stowers, ile said after submitting a pro­
posal to the company he followed up with 
a phone call to determine if the company 
was interested in coming to Pampa.

He said the man told him the company 
had received about 60-80 proposals, each 
attempting to entice them to their com­
munity. After reviewing Pampa’s proftos- 
al the computer service company execu­
tive told Stowers, “Your proposal looks 
nice, but you didn’t put in any incen­
tives.”

Stowers said he replied, “You mean 
bribe money.”

Stowers said he told the Minnesota 
man that he thought if the Pampa group 
answered all their questions as far as 
location, buildings, the work force, what 
wages are, and what is available in 
Pampa and that if that was good, compa­
ny representatives would visit Pampa and 
the business leaders would talk with the 

.company they wanted to recruit about 
incentives.

“You haven’t been in this very long, 
have you,” Stowers said the man told 
him. Stowers assured him he had just got­
ten into it. Stowers explained to him that 
his main business is a General Motors car 
dealership, and he was doing this Just to 
get businesses to come to Pampa to 
ensure the future growth of the communi- 
ty.

Stowers asked the man how lo'ng the 
company wanted incentives to last, and 
the man told him as long as the company 
could get them.

“I then asked them that at the end of 
the time pteriod docs that mean you’re 
going to stay or that you’re going to 
leave?” he said. Stowers said he told him, 
“Well, we’ll probably leave.”

Stowers responded that Pampa people 
wanted people who will stay. ^

“We want people that will stay. Wc 
don’t want people who will be here for 
one, two or three years and then leave. 
We want people who will stay and they 
like what we have.”

Stowers said he then told him the only 
way the Minnesota company could find 
out what Pampa has is to come visit the 
community. He said most of the compa­
nies are just looking at “How much are 
you going to give me?” He said that was 
not the way the Pampa group operates.

However, Stowers said he has learned 
that incentives are almost always a 
requirement to attract people to the area.

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What time is it? Time to make spudnuts

S t a r - W r i t e r

It's 3 a.m. on a Thursday morning, and 
Paul Rodriguez is already mixing dough 
for the day’s doughnuts.

On Fridays and Saturdays, he starts 
even earlier.

"I can't make toast or boil an egg," said 
David Hutto, owner and proprietor of 
Pop îy's Spudnuts on North Hobart.

Rodriguez, bom in Pampa and raised 
in Turkey, has been cooking for several 
yca'rs but said, as he carefully measures 
out the potato flour and yeast, this is the 
first place he's made doughnuts.

"I’ve learned a whole lot about potato 
Hour," said Hutto.

In his easy-going way, Hutto begins to 
explain the differences in texture of 
donuts made with wheat flour versus 
donuts, or spudnuts, made with potato 
flour.

The Spudnut company, a chain of 
nationwide Iranchises, went broke a num­
ber of years ago, but the man with the 
franchise m Plamview had the foresight 
to buy the recipe for Spudnuts. It's this 
recipe that Hutto uses in his new business 
m Pampa.

A 1958 graduate of Tulia High School, 
Hutto came to the donut business in a 
round about way.

After almost four decades in the insur­
ance business, Hutto retired — for a day.

Explaining that he got bored after a day 
of sitting at home, he went to work sell­
ing high tech coffee pots.

"I had the temtory from Plainvew 
north," he said.

In his travels around the Panhandle, 
Hutto noted that a number of towns had 
donut shops, but Pampa didn't.

"Borger had one," he said. "Spearman 
had one. The guy with the one in Booker 
was doing real well, Dumas had two."

Hutto considered putting a new donut 
shop in Pampa.

"My friends told me 1 was crazy," he

said. "My banker said, 'Harlan Sanders 
was in his 70s when he started Kentucky 
Fried Chicken.'"

Hutto traveled to Oklahoma to look at 
some equipment, just to find out what it 
would cost. He returned with a loaded U- 
Haul trailer.

Setting up shop in a former hamburger 
stand location on North Hobart, Hutto 
began selling donuts, long Johns and, 
Rodnguez's specialty, cinnamon rolls.

By the end of the second week, Hutto's 
fellow donut entrepreneurs in Dumas and 
Borger were checking with him to see 
how many dozen donuts he'd made that 
day.

"We have a little competition going," 
Hutto said.

For the past couple of weeks, Hutto has 
been winning.

"We have more people than Borger," 
he .said, "and there are two doughnut 
places in Dumas. Of course I make 
more."

Rodnguez takes the dough that has 
been allowed to rise; rolls it out and runs 
it through the donut cutter. Then they're 
allowed to nse some more before being

tossed into a vat of hot vegetable oil 
where Rodriguez flips them over before 
taking them out and letting them cool.

"They must be healthy," Hutto quips. 
"We had a doctor buy a couple dozen the 
other day."

Susie Lawrence, an Amarillo native 
who came to Pampa by way of Pratt, 
Kan., is busy dipping the hot donuts in 
chocolate, cherry or maple icing and 
pouring icing over hot cinnamon rolls.

While Rodriguez is busy mixing more 
dough amid the 50-pound bags of flour 
and sugar, the smaller sacks of yeast and 
cocoa and cans of blueberry filling and 
buckets of Bavarian creme filling, Hutto 
is already filling orders at the drive in 
window.

"You wouldn't believe the traffic we 
get here at four o'clock in the morning," 
Hutto said.

The night of high school graduation, 
Hutto had four graduating senior boys 
come by at 4 a.m.

"They said they had the munchies," 
Hutto said.

Each bought a dozen donuts and 
chocolate milk. Hutto told them he'd have

the fritters ready in about an hour. An 
hour later, they came back and bought 
some fritters.

"I hope they continue to have the 
munchies." Hutto said.

But this morning starts slowly. The guy 
from Titan that drives a red pickup, who 
is usually their first customer of the day, 
doesn't show up.

"He always gets four chocolate-cov­
ered donuts," Hutto said. "You can hear 
that diesel engine when he idles up."

As other Titan employees stop by for 
coffee and donuts, Hutto learns that his 
regular early morning customer is on 
vacation this week.

Still, by 5 a.m. a steady stream of cus­
tomers drive through or walk up to the 
front window.

By 6 a.m., there is a line of cars wait­
ing their turn.

"I'd been here about a week," Hutto 
said, "when I realized this was tailor- 
made for me."

He jokes and visits with each customer.
"It's a fun deal if you're a people per­

son," he said.
Hutto said he doesn't mind getting up 

early in the morning. He's usually 
through by 11 a.m. or so.

"If we have any left over. I'll take them 
over to the nursing home," Hutto said.

By the time the place is cleaned up and 
the bookkeeping is done, Hutto has put in 
some long hours.

"Twelve hours is twelve hours," he 
said with a shrug.

Still he finds time for his grandchil­
dren, who named the shop.

"They were worried about what to call 
the place," Hutto said, "and one of them 
said, 'We'll name it after you.'"

That's how Poppy's Spudnuts came to 
be Poppy's Spudnuts.

The only problem, Hutto laughed as he 
poured another cup of Harvester Blend 
coffee, a special coffee he orders out of 
California, is trying to stay out of the 
donuts he makes.
