AUSTIN, Jan. 6 (/P>—Ten fear­
less "monutain movers" have ap­
plied for the Job of carting Pike's 
peak from Colorado to Texas.

Governor James V. Allred re­
vealed yesterday he had reseived 
that many applications for con­
tracts to move tlie famed peak he 
won from Governor Tel|er Ammons 
of Colorado when Rice vanquished 
the University of Colorado 28 to 
14 In the Cotton Bowl football 
classic.

Pampans had better than a half 
million more dollars in the bank 
at the end of 1937 than they did 
on Dec 31. 1936

Figures released by The National 
Bank of Pampa today showed that 
there was on deposit Dec. 31, 1937 
a total of $3 706,570.31. compared 
with $3,169.521 45 one year ago, or a 
gain of $537.048.86

The bank's surplus fund at the 
end of 1937 was $50.000 as com­
pared to $37.000 a year ago and loans 
showed an increase of $40.000 over 
1936.

Responses to state and national 
bank calls, issued yesterday, showed 
that banks in the larger Texas 
cities had aggregate deposits gen­
erally in excess of those 12 months 
ago.

Corpus Christi's $17,617,438 in 
deposits, heaviest in ttie city's his­
tory. represented a gain of more 
than three million dollars in 1937. 
Wichita Falls' deposits, the highest 
since 1929. showed a gain of two 
millions.

San Antonio's total jumped al­
most $40.000 000. Houston and Dal­
las deposits, however, showed slight 
declines which were not considered 
alarming. Fort Worth showed a 
slight increase.

CROPS OF EAST TEXAS 
REMAIN LOW IN PRICE

KILGORE. Jan. 6 0PH-Lower 
commodity prices prevented the 
East Texas oil belt's more than 12,- 
500 farmers—known as "forgotten 
men" since rich petroleum deposits 
were discovered under their land 
seven years ago—from regaining in 
1937 part of the prominence they 
enjoyed a decade ago, say farm 
agents of Gregg. Smith and Rusk 
counties:— *----- -—

Although the cotton crop was the 
largest In several years Jthe agents 
say that farm conditions remained 
materially unchanged. Farmers of 
the three counties made more than 
63.500 bales of cotton in 1937. com­
pared with 37,000 the previous year.

The agents estimate 1937’s crop 
was worth (1,400.000 to Smith county 
farmers. (1.000,000 in Rusk and 
(340,000 in Gregg county. The belt's 
24.230 oil wells are worth that much 
to their owners each week.

Other crops were equally good. 
Smith's feed crops were valuable, 
and the rose growers gross more 
than (400,000 yearly*. Truck gardens 
In the three counties netted profit­
able returns. Sorghum and ribbon 
cane syrup was good.

The example of Jessie Shelton, 
negro tenant farmer near Kilgore 
in Gregg county, offers an esti­
mate of the value of the syrup 
harvest. Shelton planted two and a 
half acres in ribbon cane and his 
mill turned out 1.250 gallons of 
syrup, which he sold at 85 cents a 
gallon.

Shelton said he planted 25 acres of 
cotton and his syrup paid him the 
most profit.

Government agencies, working 
through the department of agricul­
ture. contributed a great deal to oil 
belt farm conditions, the agents 
agree. Smith county farmers re­
ceived about (200.000 In soil con­
servation checks and (300.000 as 
subsidy on cotton they sold.

WASHINGTON. Jan. 6 (A*)— Em­
ployment reached a peak In No­
vember. before the business reces­
sion. which was comparable with 
1629 figures. Virgil Jordan, presi­
dent of the national industrial con­
ference board, told the Senate un­
employment committee today.

At the same time Chairman A, J. 
Altmeyer of the; social security 
board recommended to the commit­
tee that Congress amend the social 
security act so that states may 
pay unemployment benefits “more 
quickly.

Jordan, first witness before the 
committee, said his board estimated 
there were 7.600,000 unemployed in 
the country in November. 1937.

Estimates of the industrial con 
Terence board are based on the 1930 
census of persons gainfully occu­

pied. plus the population increase. 
Jordan said.

Altmeyer told the Senate Investi­
gators a draft of his suggested 
amendment had been submitted to 
the Senate finance committee. He 
urged, however, that no payments 
be made until six months after a 
state had developed its administra­
tive plans. .

I f  the present amount of unem­
ployment continues in 1938. Alt­
meyer said, approximately (225.000.- 
000 will be paid out In benefits to 
the jobless.

He told committee members that 
unemployment payments, if they 
become general, would serve to 
“cushion" the shock ol depres­
sions.

Altmeyer said there were 'limits 
on the benefits of unemployment 
insurance, and that unemployment 
compensation can never be more 
than a “ first line of defense, even 
when the system is in full opera­
tion.”
- -“ I f  unemployment compensation 
is to succeed it must be looked 
upon as a permanent insurance 
system rather than a temporary 
relief measure."

Wes fsaard, the very personable newscaster 

from KONC. Amarillo, came over to Pampa
yesterday and gave — .— -i.------■
on what can be expected to happen in a 
news way during the year Just ahead. . .

But, Mr. Iasard does not wish to be thought 
qf In the light of a fortune teller or an as­
trologer. . . He just figures things out from 
the law of averages and his newspaper files 
lor years and years back. . .  It Is his opinion 
—and he wont be far wrong, either—that ma­
jor news stories repeat themselves not In the 
same spots but In sets of circumstances which 
are very, very similar year after year.

In his address before the Pampa Rotary 
club yesterday noon, Mr. Itaard went back 
over tbe outstanding news stories of the past 
1E years and touched briefly on them. . . He 
says that in searching through the news­
paper files down through the years he found 
them to be very much the same as to con­
tent. . . Many of the circumstances were prac­
tically the same, with nothing much new 
about them but the locale and the names.

In discussing “Wht Is Likely to Happen in tbe 
News of 1938.” Mr. Izaard predicts that the 
year will see at least two major disasters—one 
man-made and the other, a dlstster of nature. 
He sees 1938 a year for hurricanes and forecasts 
that there will be at least one major windstorm 
somewhere In the nation this year that will 
take a huge toll of lives. . .

WASHINGTcpp—The McAdoo farm plan for 
handling crop surpluses is getting special at­
tention in several quarters where It Is looked 
upon as an ace-in-the-hole In event the meas­
ure now being worked out in conference com­
mittee proves to be a flop when it is tried.

The McAdoo idea combines certain phases 
of the domestic allotment plan with a device 
for putting American mills on a competitive 
basis with such cotton goods producers as the 
Japanese.

McAdoo explained bis plan to the Senate 
only a few hours before the Fope-McOUl bill
was adopted and sent to conference with the 
House. It had not been considered by the 
agriculture committee and, as a result, the 
members were wary of taking such a pig In a 
poke. But many disclosed an intention to 
study It further.

The McAdoo plan would apply to the usual 
basic crops, such as cotton, wheat, com. to­
bacco. rice, and hogs.

*  *  a
Hem, roughly, is the senator's explanation of 

how it would work with cotton:
The Secretary of Agriculture estimates about 

what the crap for the year wQl be. He then 
computes what domestic demands for cotton 
will be. Suppose tbe domestic demand calls 
for about half the crop. Then each farmer 
would turn over half of his crop to a coopera­
tive corporation with authority to market the 
cotton abroad for what It could get. The other 
half would be sold on the domestic market 
without competition. McAdoo Incorporated in 
his bill machinery fixing a cost-of-production 
price lor the domestic portion of the crop. 
That brought opposition, of which more later.

But the trick in his Mil that pleased several 
senators was this:

Instead of dumping the surplus raw cotton 
on the world market at any price it would 
bring. McAdoo suggested selling part of it to 
i —y.-wn mj liar» at a  special low price so 
they could nuke cloth cheap enough to com­
pete with Japanese textiles. That Idea Immed­
iately attracted Now England members, who 
would like to see their mills get back into the 
world trade.

Of course; gpods made with the cheap cot­
ton could not be sold In the United States.

It's the “ tag” that counts—the 
final scene. Producers and writers 
huddle fiercely on that particular 
portion of a production, often take 
straw votes among themselves and 
their studio workers to decide on 
it.

The fade-out Invariably leaves a 
strong impression on the fans. I f 
it’s a good impression, they’re sup­
posed to be more prone to tell their 
friends about the picture. Often— 
now think back—a good "tag" will 
give you a happy impression of a 
picture that wasn’t nearly as good 
as you left the theater thinking It 
was.

Without going Into exhaustive 
research on the matter, the “tag” 
that strikes me as most nearly per­
fect for the film it concluded was 
that on " I t  Happened One Night” 
—a scene In which neither Claudette 
Colbert nor Clark Oable appeared. 
Tritest of tags, of course. Is the 
fade-out kiss, but variations on this, 
smartened and brightened, never 
fail to win approval.

The practice of filming two story 
endings to a picture is still com­
mon. The idea behind it Is that a 
city audience can “ take” au un­
happy ending, whereas the small 
town and rural fan wants his 
screen life sugared. In “1316 Wed­
ding Night” Anna Sten died for 
the classes, but lived and loved for 
the masses. Showing how much dif­
ference it sometimes makes, the 
picture Itself died for both.

The Capitol 
Jigsaw

By HOWARD C. MARSHALL
AUSTIN. Jan. 8 OPy—Increasing 

popularity for the idea the legis­
lature should hold a session one 
year for general governmental pur­
poses and another the next year for 
appropriations Is predicted by Rep. 
Arthur Holland of Belton.

He made the prophecy In a pub­
lished study of affecting legislatur­
es of Texas and other states, in­
cluding those of session length, com­
mittee work and remuneration.

The analysis, lie said, was prompt­
ed  partly by criticism of legislatures 
for length of session«, the fact half- 
baked legislation sometimes is en­
acted. the further fact the legisla­
ture, "like the cat,” often is a con­
venient agency to blame things on 
and, finally, the “ attachment of 
blame to legislators for doing iden­
tical things for which congressmen 
are praised.”

I t  was not until the financial 
collapse of 1929 that special sessions 
of state legislatures became the 
rule rather than the exception, Hol­
land said.

“With the bulk of the wealth 
concentrated In very few hands," 
he said, "with natural wealth, raw 
materials and manufactured pro­
ducts cheap, and money at its 
highest, the problem of breaking 
up the amassed fortunes and ef­
fecting a redistribution of wealth 
were problems with which only the 
state and national governments 
could cope, and only in cooperation 
with each other. Taxation played a 
most important part In effecting 
this redistribution.”

Not only have governors found it 
necessary to exercise their consti­
tutional powers of calling special 
sessions, but In instances length of 
regular sessions has been increased.

In Texas the legislature meets in 
general session once each two years. 
There is no limitation as to length 
except that for the first .120 days 
the pay of members is $10 a day 
and thereafter 15. Ususally adjourn­
ment takes place within two weeks 
after expiration of the 120-day per­
iod.

In 1937 the Texas legislature was 
in session 191 days, the longest time 
in any year since 1900. H ie  191 
days was divided as follows: a gen­
eral session, 131 days; the special 
session to repeal the race track 
betting law, 30 days, and the spec­
ial “ tax" session. 30 days.

Discussing state legislatures In 
general. Holland said one of the 
most effective deterrents to good 
legislation was limitation on the 
time legislatures may remain in 
session. Others were limitations on 
pay and numerical composition of 
the Houses.

He notes regular sessions were 
lltnlted to 60 days in Arizona, Ark­
ansas. Delware. Florida. -Idaho. 
Louisiana. Montana, Nevada. New 
Mexico, North Dakota. Rhode Is­
land. South Dakota. Utah. Wash­
ington and West Virginia.

In Alabama the limitation Is 50 
days, and the legislature is con­
vened regularly quardrlennally. H ie  
limit In Tennessee and Wyoming, 
respectively, Is 75 days paid ser­
vice and 40 days.

Several of the more populous 
states pay their legislators salar­
ies New York pays $2.500 a year; 
Ohio. $2,000; California. $1.200; 
Massachusetts. $2,000. and New 
Jersey, $500. The salary in Penn­
sylvania is $3,000 for a regular 
biennial session and $500 for a spec­
ial Session, and in Illinois it Is $9.- 
000 for a two-year period. In Wis­
consin members of the legislature 
are paid $2.400 for the two-year 
period at the rate of $100 a month.

The tendency. Holland continues, 
is to pay regular salaries suffi­
cient to enable legislators to study 
legislation before and after ad­
journment, in states where econ­
omic and social problems are be­
coming more and more acute. A  
tendency to remove limitations on 
session length also Is observed in 
such states.

Holland discussed arguments for 
and against the unicameral legisla­
ture. of which Nebraska has the 
only one In this country, and re­
marked it would probably function 
with no greater efficiency than the 
bicameral legislature if  various res­
trictions now imposed on the lat­
ter Were not removed.

Hows Your 
Health?

By IAOO GALDRTOM. R R

Few foods, if any, have been the 
butt of more jokes titan spinach. 
But it's time to take a sober view 
of this vegetable.

Its cooked leaves have baen used 
as a food for centuries and today 
spinach Is available commercially 
In a variety of forma. Unlike many 
other leafy green vegetables, spin­
ach is readily obtainable throughout 
the year.

The American Medical associa­
tion's council on foods has reported 
recently on the nutritional value of
spinach.

Chemical examination shows It 
contains an extraordinary high con­
centration of vitamin A. I t  la also 
i icU in vitamin C. Spinach contains 
relatively large quantities of iron 
and calcium, and a la ir amount of 
copper. Like most plant materials, 
spinach varies In its vitamin and 
mineral content, due to differences 
In soil and climate.

More significant, however, than 
these variations are the relative 
losses in both the vitamin and min­
eral content due to tbe way In 
which the spinach is prepared.

“Vitamin C In the leaves of fresh 
spinach diminishes rapidly when 
standing at ordinary temperatures 
and becomes vanishingly small five 
or six days after the leaves have 
been cut,” says the report.'

Cooking may extract a consider­
able amount of salts and water- 
soluble vitamins from the spinach. 
Like most other green vegetables, it 
should be cooked in a minimum 
amount of water.

Cooked spinach, however, it us­
ually considered an excellent source 
of vitamin A, a fairly good source 
of vitamin C, and a contributor Of 
iron and bulk to the diet. Canned 
spinach is considered to have about 
the same nutritive values as fresh 
cooked spinach.

"As far as its practical useful­
ness as a source of iron In the 
feeding of infants is concerned, 
spinach is of negligible value, be­
cause little of it can be fad." the 
council significantly observes.

Spinach does, however, rate as a 
good source of Iron for older 
children and adults.

In the days when wild winds 
churned the land of romance into 
a '“dust bowl." they formed their 
own "last man" club and defied 
nature to turn them out of their 
patrimony. Crows built nests of 
barbed wire after more adaptable 
construction material had gone 
down with the wind. Dallam county 
rooks gained national recognition 
for durability.

Came the change. What man 
nearly destroyed he is restoring by 
the science of conservation and 
soil rehabilitation, and grass once 
more is growing on the limitless 
range and by the buffalo wallows. 
Birds that braved the lean days 
of Panhandle “ thunderstorms” 
again are becoming selective at 
neat building time, says George 
Phillips, farmer living 25 miles north 
of here.

Recently he noticed a crow power- 
drive from a nest and pounce upon 
a newspaper traveling nowhere 
ahead of a gentle breeze. I t  twit­
tered sweetly to its mate which 
immediately fluttered to the scene 
and, with the cooperation learned 
in days of adversity, held the roll­
ing sheet with its spurs while the 
female tore It into strips. These 
were carried to the nest, apparently 
for 1838 lining. Phillips said.

Mr. Phillips, observing other ex­
amples of the intelligent reaction 
of Panhandle wild life to experi­
ence, shooed a black eagle from a 
fence post while riding In his pas­
ture recently. As It flapped leis­
urely aloft a coyote leaped from 
tall weds and the bird promptly 
swooped down and dug its talons in­
to the animal’s back. The coyote 
raced madly, the eagle with out­
spread wings clinging tightly, but 
unable to lift Is prey. At last the 
coyote’s gyratigas threw the bird 
off balance, feathers flew, and the 
eagle appeared satisfied to take to 
the air.

Other stories of the tenacity of 
animal life in the Panhandle are 
coming in. “Last summer," said 
L. B. Buckley, express ^gency man­
ager here, “a half starved kitten 
joined us."

He had nothing to feed it, but it 
made meat of the fat grass-hoppers 
that invaded the country and when 
cream spilled from cans on a truck 
the kitten lapped It'up. “By the 
time the hoppers left," said Buck- 
ley, “we decided a cat that could 
adapt its appetite to rations avail­
able deserved help. We've been 
buying its food since."

I t  is a very remarkable tom cat. 
ttm, Bdekley said. “ In his life­
time here he’s been out only two 
nights—a Saturday and Sunday

President Roosevelt's budget esti­
mates for relief and farm benefits 
encountered congressional opposition 
today despite favorable Democratic 
reaction to his message ft;; a whole;

Several Influential Senators, not 
yet ready to be quoted by name, 
also said they would oppose the 
President's request for power to 
veto individual items In appropria­
tion bills. They characterized it 
as an invasion of congressional au­
thority over appropriations.

Complaints about the proposal to 
fix  next year’s relief expeditures 
at $1,000,000.000. compared to this 
year’s total of $1,500.000,000. came, 
from Senators La FeHette tProg.. 
Wis.) and Schwellenbach <D.. 
Wash.).

The Washington Senator con­
tended that W PA officials were un­
able to meet the present relief bur­
den under an amendment requiring 
th*rn to make the $1,500,000.000 
fund last until next June 30.

Some Senators protested against 
holding 1939 soil conservation funds 
to $440.000,000—the amount allotted 
for this year—but Chairman Jones 
<D.. Texas) of the House agricul­
ture committee expressed pleasure 
the amount had not been cut below 
that' figure.

Many legislators voiced approval 
of Mr. Roosevelt's proposal to cut 
$539.000,000 In total expenditures, 
even though some of them criti­
cized specific curtailments.

Senator King (D.. Utah), long a 
critic of heavy spending, com­
mended “ the temper In which the 
President admonished us to be ra­
tional in expenditures.”

Republican Leaded MdNary of 
the Senate said it was “regrettable" 
that the President found it impos­
sible to balance the budget."

House leaders, with the budget 
before them, cleared the way foi 
immediate consideration of the ap­
propriations bills carrying out its' 
provisions. They decided to’ con­
sider this afternoon tfie bill supply-

WASHINGTON. Jan. 6 (A*)—J. 
Edgar Hooover reported - to Attor­
ney General Cummings today re­
sults of a five months investigation 
by G-men into nationwide activities 
of the German-American J8und— 
an organization headed by Fritz 
Kuhn, of New York.

The director of the Federal Bu­
reau of Investigation made no rec­
ommendations for legal action 
against the organization, Cummings 
told a press conference, leaving any 
conclusions of law to the justice 
department's criminal division.

Hoover’s report covers “all angles” 
of the German-American organi­
zation, mid-west and west.

Photographs and charts as well 
as financial ’ statements were in­
cluded.

Cummings ordered Hoover to make 
Uie Investigation last August 18 at 
the request of Rep. Citron <D., 
Conn.). Citron told the attorney 
general he had received informa­
tion indicating that 17 alleged Nazi 
training—csmpir -hBdT-bmi estab­
lished in this- country and asked 
that the department of justice de­
termine whether the camps were 
operating in violation o [ any federal 
laws.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 6 UP— 
Southern Senators banded together 
today for a prolonged fight against 
the anti-lynching bill in the hope 
it would be shelved to make way 
for President Roosevelt’s legislative 
program.

They chose a westerner—Senator 
Borah (R-Idaho)—to begin debate 
this afternoon against the measure.

Senator. Connelly (D-Tex), lead­
er of the opponents, said debate 
would last "at ieast a week or 10 
days." but declined to forecast how 
much longer it might continue.

Republican leader McNary, who 
favors the proposal, said he un­
derstood the southern group hoped 
to continue talking until pressure 
for the administration's program 
became so strong that the anti- 
lynching measure would be dropped. 
He asserted a filibuster might pro­
long the congressional session consi­
derably beyond its scheduled May 
adjournment.

Supporters of tire bill expressed 
the hope any filibuster would fizzle
quickly.

Senator’’ Van Nuys*iD-Ind), co­
author of the measure, said “ if 
the gentlemen from the south— 
knowing that we have the votes to 
pass this bill any minute the roll is 
called—want to take the respon­
sibility for delaying any economic 
pr industrial program, the respon­
sibility is on their shoulders."

In one form or another, the antl- 
lynching proposal has been^debated 
in congress for 20 years

The senate measure would levy 
fines up to $5 000 on sheriffs or 
ether officers who failed to protect 
prisoners. It would require political 
subdivisions where lynchings oc­
curred to pay between $2,000 and 
$10.000 to a lynching victim if he 
were alive, or to his next of kin if 
he were killed.

AUSTIN, Jan. 6. (AV-Governor 
James V. Allred made publir to­
day a letter from H. L  Mills of 
Houston stating investigations by 
the Texas State Teaehera associa­
tion indicated a racket In land 
vacancy matters and advocating a 
state board to supervise leasing of 

'public lands.
Hint of a special session of the 

legislature to consider revision of 
land laws was contained in the oor 
respondence between Mills, who is 
chairman of the permanent school 
land committee of the association, 
a member of the state teachers re­
tirement board and business man­
ager of the Houston Independent 
school district, and the governor.

He said many leases had been 
awarded to the low cash bidder 
with the one-eighth royalty and 
with provision for additional roy­
alties after production of a certain 
amount of oil.

"Our investigations have led us 
to believe there has been more or 
less of a racket sometimes in the 
question of vacancies." he wrote. 
“We are finding a sentiment grow­
ing in the country which we fear 
is. going to react against all land 
laws."

He voiced the opinion vacancy 
suits were sometimes filed wilfully 
to create sentiment against all 
school land laws, adding if a land 
board were created, given a fund of 
$25,000 and allowed to employ its 
own engineers and surveys, making 
an honest effort to locate va­

cancies,” the situation would be dif­
ferent

"Indeed this is a serious situation, 
and many of us are disturbed about 
it as I  know you must be.”

Mills also said nothing could be 
done “unless there was a special 
session of the legislature.

In his reply. Governor Allred said 
he was deeply disturbed and was 
giving the matter careful study.

FORD TO IP P E Il NLRB 
CASE T1 H IG H  COURT

DETROIT. Jan 6. l/P>—The de­
cision of the national labor rela­
tions board that the Ford Motor 
company violated the Whgner act 
was headed toward the United 
States court of appeals today.

Preliminary skirmishing ended 
yesterday when the NLRB denied in 
Washington the Ford petition for a 
rehearing.

Almost immediately the respond­
ent filed with the Detroit office of 
the board notice that It did not in­
tend to comply with numerous pro­
visions of the board's decision, in­
cluding an order to rehire 29 per­
son* allegedly dismissed for union 
activity. ,

The Ford company in its latest 
pleadings stated its position as fol­
lows;

“ It is the intention of the re­
spondent to obey in the future, as 
it has in the past, the provisions of 
the national labor relations act up­
on which the decision and order 
purport to be baaed.”

Here’s Definition 
O f Land Vacancies

AUSTIN, Jan. 6 <ei—Land vacan­
cies. establishment of which has 
brought many millions into the 
permanent school fund, consist of 
property which belongs to the state 
but which the owner of adjoining 
land always has thought was a part 
of his tract.

A mistake by the surveyor or 
purchaser at the time the property 
was obtained—sometimes 100 years 
or longer ago—caused the vacan­
cies The surveyor or purchaser 
calculated all land between certain 
points was Included In the pur­
chase where«» It was not. The 
strip between the correct surveys is 
a vacancy.

The state has to depend on pri­
vate individuals to find the vacan­
cies. These Individuals usually do 
not become active until oil is dis­
covered. Then they are given the 
prior right to purchase the land.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 6 l/Pi — 
President Roosevelt recommended 
today that Congress ' appropriate 
*885.680 000 for agriculture depart­
ment activities^including crop con­
trol programs aiid benefits to farm­
ers—for the 1939 fiscal year.

This would be *52.286.000 less than 
was appropriated for the 1938 fis­
cal year which ends June 30, and 
(372.080.000 less than was spent in 
1937.

Mr. Roosevelt proposed in hts 
budget message that virtually three- 
fourths of the suggested appropria­
tion. or *635,000,000, be made avail­
able for crop control and other 
agricultural adjustment programs 
designed to improve farm prices and 
incomes.

Such an appropriation would give 
the department about *208,000.000 
more for farm programs and benefit 
payments than the budget message 
estimated would be spent this year

It would be divided as follows: 
*440 000.000. including *110.000.000 
previously appropriated but not 
spent, for soil conservation pay­
ments; *18.000.000 for payments to 
growers under the new sugar con­
trol act; and *147,000 000 from cus­
toms recepits to finance surplus re­
moval and oxport programs.

The Chief Executive made no 
provision, however, for additional 
expenditures under crop control leg­
islation now pending before a con­
gressional conference committee.

The President has asked that the 
new farm program be kept within 
the cost limit of existing authoriza­
tions.

He requested only *10.000 000 for 
purchase of submarginal land in 
drought areas, instead of *20.000.000 
authorized by the tenancy legisla­
tion.

Other farm recommendations in­
cluded:

*2 000,000 compared with *1.000.000 
in 1938 for grasshopper and other 
emergency Insect control activities.

An Increase of *516 000 in weath­
er bureau funds for Improvement 
of service to air commerce.

Dean Ackerman, reporting to Dr 
Nicholas Murray Butler, president 
of the university on his world study 
of the growth of censorship and sup­
pression. declared:

"It is significant, 1  think, that no 
nation where the press Is free from 
governmental control Is today di­
rectly involved In the war in Spain 
of China. .

"There is freedom of thought and 
expression." he added, “as in the 
British commonwealth. Switzerland. 
Holland. 8weden. Norway, Denmark, 
Argentina and the United States, 
the national state of mind toward' 
international relationships is as dif­
ferent from the oresent situation In 
Brazil, Russia. Italy, Germany and 
Japan as day from night,”

Dean Ackerman said peace be­
tween nations could not exist' "un­
less peoples are educated day by 
day to become familiar with Inter­
national relations and to under­
stand their impact and influence 
upon domestic life and conditions.

"This cannot be accomplished ex­
cept through the freedom of the 
agencies of communication."
