WHITE DEER -- Panhandle 
Ground Water Conservation District 
officials are expecting a full house 
Tuesday afterntxin at their offices here 
for a public hearing on new rules gov­
erning the pumping of ground water.

The Panhandle Ground Water 
Conservation District controls pump­
ing of ground water in Gray. Potter, 
Carson, Wheeler, Roberts, Armstrong 
and [)onley Counties. Tbeir proposed 
rule changes could have a far reaching

impact on water projects in Roberts 
Coupty.

Official with the Canadian River 
Municipal Water Authority and with 
Mesa Water, Inc., have both expressed 
dissatisfaction with the proposed rule 
changes.

CRMWA. which provides water for 
11 member cities including Pampa. has 
a 46,(KK) acre well field in Roberts 
County and is looking for more water 
rights in the area.

Mesa has about l.‘i(),(KK) acres of 
water rights m Roberts County and is 
looking for a buyer for their water.

Both groups, along with the City of 
Amarillo, have permits to pump one 
acre-f(H)t of water annually for each 
acre held.

Another loosely knit group of 1. 0̂ 
Roberts County landowners are asking 
for pennits of one acre-foot in order to 
sell their water.

Ron Nickum, an Amarillo attorney 
who has represented some of the I .̂ 0 
landowners in their effort to market 
their water, has also expressed dissatis­
faction with the propt)sed rule changes.

C.E. Williams, general manager of 
the Panhandle Ciround Water

Conservation District, said he thipks 
the proposed rules are fajr and equi­
table.

The water district board of directors 
have spent 15 months writing and 
rewriting the new rules, Williams said.

Williams said that the major change 
involves the amount of water that can 
be pumped under a high impact permit. 
It has been changed from one acre-frK)t 
to one percent of the saturated thick­
ness of the water-bearing sand of the 
Ogallala Aquifer

Heavy rains cause South Texas flood
BROWNSVILLE (AP) — 

Heavy rains in South Texas 
have flooded out families, 
forcing them to evacuate from 
their homes as flash flood 
warnings continued early 
Monday from storms that have 
been blamed on at least one 
death.

The precipitation waS gen­
erated from upper-level distur­
bances moving in from Baja 
California. State highway offi­
cials .said U.S. 281 and other 

I roads were closed.
Felipe Padrón, standing

barefixjt in knee-deep waters, 
scooped up debris from the 
flood waters as they slowly spi­
raled down a storm drain.

“It’s going down really 
slowly,” Padrón told The 
Brownsville Herald in 
Monday’s editions. “If we 
don’t do it, we’ll drown.”

Padrón and his neighbors 
spent hours trying to keep 
streets draining and flood 
waters from seeping into their 
homes. Cars elsewhere in 
Brownsville stalled in the mid­
dle of city streets and their

drivers were left stranded or 
were rescued from low-lying 
areas.

On Sunday, thunderstorms 
pounded much of deep South 
Texas, with rainfall in exce.ss 
of 7 inches causing flooding in 
some areas, the National 
Weather Service said.

Conjoined twins separated
DALLAS (AP) — Two- 

year-old twin boys from Egypt 
who had been joined at the 
head spent their first night apart 
after 34-hour separation sur­
gery and a doctor said Monday 
they were “in good shape.”

The surgery to separate little 
Ahmed and Mohamed Ibrahim 
began Saturday morning at 
Children’s Medical Center 
Dallas and ended late Sunday 
afternoon. They remained in 
critical but stable condition 
early Monday.

“They had a very good 
night,” Dr. James Thomas told 
ABC’s “Good Morning 
America” on Monday. “They 
stayed in good shape. There 
were no major problems 
through the course of the 
evening. ... It couldn’t have 
been a better night.”

He said their blood pressure 
was stable and kidney function 
“perfect.” They were on 
mechanical ventilators and 
were to remain in a drug- 
induced coma for three to four 
days.

Doctors stressed there were 
still concerns: the possibility of 
stroke, infection and how the 
wounds will heal, and long­
term questions about brain 
damage finom the surgery.

The conjoined twins, who 
had an intricate connection of 
blood vessels but separate 
brains, were physically separat­

ed about 26 hours after they 
entered the operating room. 
Doctors then went to work cov­
ering the head wounds.

The boys’ father, Ibrahim 
Mohammed Ibrahim, fainted 
when he heard the operation 
was over.

“At one point when some­
one came up and said, ‘you 
have two boys,’ the father 
jumped to my neck and he 
hugged me and he fainted and I 
cared for him,” said Dr. Nasser 
Abdel Al, who was with the 
family for the marathon opera­
tion. He is head of neonatal sur­

gery at a Cairo hospital where 
the twins were taken shortly 
after their birth.

“He told me that he never 
dreamt of such a moment,” said 
Abdel Al. He added that 
Ibrahim’s wife, Sabah Abu el- 
Wafa, “was crying like every­
body else.”

Tlie intricate operation had 
been in the planning stages for 
months. The surgery team used 
a specially made operating 
table that let doctors swivel the 
boys bodies for easy access to 
the front and back of their 
heads.

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Redistricting map en route to governor’s desk

AUSTIN (AP) ^  It took six months and 
three special legislative sessions but lawmakers 
Anally have signed off on a new congressional 
redistricAng map that likely will send more 
Texas Republicans to Washington.

The Texas Senate approved the bill Sunday, 
sending it to Republican Gov. Rick Perry, who 
is expected to sign it.

Republicans have said that under the map 
they could pick up as many as six additional 
seats in the Texas’ 32-member congressional 
delegation that is ruled 17-IS by Democrats. 
Democrats said the map would add seven 
Republicans.

The GOP, led by U.S. House Majority 
Leader Tom DeLay, R-Sugar Land, had been 
trying for months to pass a new redistricting

plan, saying recent voting trends showed the 
state should have more Republicans representa­
tion.

After the vote Sunday, Republican Lt. Gov. 
David Dewhurst said a congressional redistrict­
ing map had Anally been created that reAects 
the voting trends of the state.

“I think this map will lend, will create, new 
members of Congress being elected in the 2004 
elections,” Dewhurst said.

Democrats opposed the redistriebng effort, 
arguing that the congressional boundaries 
drawn by a court after the Legislature failed to 
do it in 2001 should be leA intact and that redis­
tricting proposals hurt minority voters.

Sen. Leticia Van de Putte, D-San Antonio, 
said the map was crafted with one objecAve in 
mind and “that was to increase the maximum 
number of Republican congressmen and 
women in the state of Texas.”

“In doing so, it ripped apart communiAes of 
interest, it tore at the heart of rural Texas and it 
violated the voAng rights nullions of African- 
Annencans and Hispanics,” Van de Putte said.

Dewhurst said the map will “elect more 
minority members to Congress.”

Republicans acknowledge that more Texas 
GOP seats would come largely at the expense 
of white DenMcrats.

Although the bill was ap(M‘oved, Democrats 
twice held up the redistricAng effort by staging 
boycotts of the Legislature.

House Democrats broke a quorum in their 
chamber, killing the redistricAng effort, when 
they Aed to Ardmore, Okla., in May. Senate 
Democrats held their own quorum bust when 
they Aed to Albuquerque, N.M., for the full sec­
ond special legislative session. /,

The Senate Democrats came back reluctant­
ly after one member of their group decided to

return to Texas.
Because the Legislature took so long in 

approving the plan, it also was forced to vote to 
push back the Texas primary elecAon by one 
week to March 9 to allow for the new congres­
sional districts to be incorporated on the ballot.

Although the legislative battle is over. 
Democrats have pledged to Aght the new map
in court. ,|/

“Today we And ourselves at the, some would! 
say, at the,end of the redistricting saga in this 
state, and I would say to you we've just (begun) 
a new ball'game, one that will move to the 
courts,” Van de Putte said.

The Senate approved the new map only after 
the House agreed to Senate demands and 
endorsed an unrelated bill that reorganizes cer­
tain parts of state government. One major part 
of that bill strips power from Republican 
Comptroller Carole Keeton Strayhom.

U.S. official: Saddam, still influential, hid recently in Tikrit
TIKRIT, Iraq (AP) —  

Saddam Hussein has been 
hiding in his hometown 
Tikrit and is believed to be 
exerting inAuence within the 
resistance that has been 
killing American soldiers at a 
rate of nearly one every two 
days, a U.S. officer said 
Monday.

The American casualties
continued, with one soldier 
killed and two wounded 
when attackers fired a rocket- 
propelled grenade at their 
patrol in Tikrit. A second sol­
dier was killed and another 
wounded when their vehicle 
struck a land mine in Beiji, 
120 miles north of Baghdad.

U.S.-led coalition officials 
said they had made arrests in 
a suicide car bombing that 
shook central Baghdad on 
Sunday, killing at least six 
bystanders and wounding 
dozens of others.

U.S. troops have been 
struggling to put down an 
insurgent campaign that has 
targeted American forces and 
has inci^asingly turned to 
using dramatic suicide

attacks. The most recent 
deaths brought to 96 the 
number o f U.S. soldiers 
known to have been killed in 
hostile action since May 1, 
when President Bush 
declared major combat over.

A top American officer in 
Tikrit told The Associated 
Press that Saddam likely has 
a “strong inAuence” on anti- 
U.S. guerrilla attacks in the 
area around the city.

“We have clear indication 
he has been here recently,” 
Maj. Troy Smith, executive 
officer of the 1st Brigade, 4th 
Infantry Division, told 
reporters.

“He could be here right 
now,” Smith added. “At the 
least, he is maintaining a 
strong influence in the area.”

Support for Saddam still 
runs deep in Tikrit and other 
parts of the so-called “Sunni 
triangle,” a region north of 
Baghdad where Saddam 's 
Baathist regime drew much 
of its power. Most of the 
attacks employ rocket pro­
pelled grenades or roadside 
bombs. Saddam's Fedayeen

militia and his most loyal 
supporters are believed to be 
financing and organizing the 
attacks. The U.S. military 
says it has uncovered scores 
of bomb-making facilities 
and weapons caches in pri­
vate homes across the Sunni 
region.

Saddam, who was born in 
a village on the southern out­
skirts of Tikrit, was last seen 
in Baghdad in early April as 
the city was falling to 
American forces. His sons 
Odai and Qusai were killed 
July 22 in the northern city of 
Mosul.

Smith did not elaborate on 
intelligence information that 
has led the military to con­
clude that Saddam has been 
in the Tikrit area but 
expressed confidence in the 
quality of the information.

“Where else would he go 
to?” Smith said. “He has 
family and tribal roots here.”

Smith said some of the 
other key regime figures still 
at large could be in the Tikrit 
area. Of the SS Iraqis on the 
coalition’s most wanted list.

Informal aid network helps keep 
Palestinian society afloat - barely

NABLUS, West Bank (AP) 
— After his apartment was 
demolished by Israeli soldiers, 
Ahmed Abu Sair and his new 
bride found shelter in his 
father’s home where eight peo­
ple already shared two small 
rooms. His dad’s bed was 
moved out onto the balcony.

However, Abu Sair, 29, a 
security guard who can’t afford 
a new place on a $125-a-month 
sglary, won’t remain in suoh 
cramped conditions much 
longer: his four-story apartment 
block is being rebuilt by neigh­
bors who, though poor them­
selves, donated money and 
labor.

Such informal support sys­
tems — neighborhood associa­
tions, clan welfare funds, 
mosque alms boxes — have 
helped keep Palestinian society 
afloat, along with foreign aid, 
during three years of fighting. It 
works despite devastation that, 
according to a World Bank
n-pnrt in May, “u>niilH-havp tr»m

year to ease the worst hardships 
and help prop up the Palestinian 
Authority, which would other­
wise cease to function.

In Nablus, the West Bank’s 
largest city with 180,000 peo­
ple, revenues dropped from $S0 
million a ye^r before the upris­
ing to about $30 million a year.

The municipality, which also 
runs four adjacent refugee 
camps, has stopped all infra­
structure ( In jec ts , cut back 
services, reduced salaries of 
employees by 30 percent and 
imposed a hiring freeze.

With unemployment at 60 
percent, residents have run up 
$45 million in unpaid utility 
bills since 2(X)0. “When we see 
people who cannot feed their 
kids, we cannot turn off their 
water and electricity,” said the 
deputy mayor, Adnan Derhalli.

Yet there is no widespread 
destitution. Aid agencies note 
an increa.se in malnutrition — 
one report says about 1 in 10 
kidx is nnt gp.tting pnniigh prn-

foreign and local contributions, 
pay out millions of dollars a 
year to help the needy. Others 
draw unemployment payments 
or other stipends from the cash- 
strapped Palestinian Authority. 
The U.N. Relief and Works 
Agency — created to help 
Palestinian refugees after 
Israel’s creation in 1948 — dis­
tributes emeigency food rations 
to tens of thousands of people.

While Palestinians manage 
to hang on, some of the damage 
of the last three years may be 
irreversible. Many families 
have had to sell off assets to sur­
vive, including land and gold 
Jewelry —  often at below-mar- 
ket prices.

Crime remains low, even 
though armed Palestinian police 
have not been permitted to 
patrol West Bank streets since 
Israel reoccupied most of the 
towns in April 2002.

In Gaza, with a population of 
1.3 million, only about 600
rrim inali; an* lo rked  up  in the

dollar, to raise the shell of the 
building.

“We all know each other,” 
explained Darwish Burghal, 32, 
from the neighborhood aid 
committee. “Any man who 
loses his house should be 
helped by his neighbors.”

SANTA FE, N.M. (AP) — Actor Val Kilmer has taken out a 
newspaper ad thanking friends from New Mexico for standing 
by him in a controversy over an article Kilmer says inaccurate­
ly depicted him as being anti-New Mexico.

Kilmer, 43, who lives in Pecos — a village of about 1,400 in 
the Sangre de Cristo Mountains east of Santa Fe — denied 
telling Rolling Stone magazine he lived in the “homicide capi­
tal of the United States,” and said he does not carry a gun.

“I love my state and Pecos where I live,” he said in the adver­
tisement in The Santa Fe New.Mexican, which featured two 
open letters —  one to his friends and the other to the editors of 
Rolling Stone.

Kilmer has been promoting the film, “Wonderland,” in which 
he plays pom star John Holmes in a story of four 1981 murders 
at the home of Los Angeles nightclub owner Eddie Nash.

Rolling Stone spokeswoman Glaudia Diromauldo said the 
magazine stands by its article.

Kilmer, 43, a member of the state Film Commission, had din­
ner last week with Gov. Bill Richardson at the governor’s man­
sion, and Richardson said afterward that Kilmer loves the state 
and “is a great New Mexican.”

RICHMOND, Va. (AP) — Former Gov. Doug Wilder has 
resigned from the governing board of his alma mater, Virginia 
Union University, blaming “the inability to get a full and accu­
rate picture of the school’s true financial condition.”

Wilder, a 1951 graduate of the historically black college, 
announced his resignation last week in a commentary he wrote 
for the Richmond Times-Dispatch.

The board of tmstees chairman, Frank S. Royal, told the 
Times-Dispatch that Wilder’s resignation was “unsolicited but 
not unexpected.” -
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the social fabric in many other 
societies.”

At the root of Palestinian 
society is a tribal system that on 
one hand can stifle individuals’ 
independence, discourage dis­

“The one thing that never 
breaks down is kinship,”

concern that even the ancient 
system could start unraveling.

Kanaana said that already 
there is growing hostility by 
some Palestinians toward those 
who are not relatives or neigh­
bors — considered, he said, 
“fair game” in an increasingly 
harsh competition over dwin­
dling resources.

Since September 2000, the 
Palestinian economy suffered 
severe losses in trade and 
wages, ̂  largely because of 
Israeli travel bans meant to keep 
out suicide bombers and gun­
men. In 2003 alone, the Gross 
Domestic Product is expected 
to drop 7 percent, the 
Palestinian Finance Ministry 
says.

The international communi- 
' ty is sending about $I billion a

tein — but there appears to be 
little stomach-turning hunger.

The informal safety net still 
catches most.

Those who have jobs share 
with even distant relatives who 
are unemployed — often with 
no questions asked. It is not 
unusual for one breadwinner to 
support two or three dozen peo­
ple.

Clans, the backbone of the 
tribal system, have their own 
welfare funds, with monthly 
contributions ranging from 
about $30 to $100 from each 
family able to pay. A clan com­
mittee décides on spending — 
maybe paying for furniture for a 
young couple, for university 
tuition or for the cost of surgery.

Some welfare funds are 
organized by neighborhood or 
area of origin. One Gaza City 
charity serves Palestinian 
refugees from what is now the 
Israeli town of Ashkelon.

Rawhi Mansour, who rans 
the Rimai neighborhood fund in 
Gaza City with contributions 
from 200 donors, said the need 
is overwhelming. “We don’t 
have enough money and the 
number of people who need 
help is so big,” he said.

Islamic charities, funded by

central jail — in part because 
the clans of offenders and vic­
tims often settle quietly, a sys­
tem tolerated bym lice.

In Nablus, ■^itty theft is up 
only slightly, and there hasn t 
been a bank robbery in the city 
in decades.

Cowboys edge Eagles for fourth straight win
IRVING, Texas (AP)— The 

Philadelphia Eagles found out 
in a hurry that these aren’t the 
same old Dallas Cowboys.

Randal Williams returned an 
onside kick 37 yards for a 
touchdown just 3 seconds into 
the game, and Billy Cundiff hit 

,a  28-yard field goal with 1:11 
left as Dallas snapped a six- 
game losing streak against its 
division rival with a 23-21 win 
Sunday.

The Cowboys won their 
fourth straight under new coach 
Bill Parcells and are in first 
place in the NFC East, with 
their first 4-1 start since 1995. 
With a victory next week 
against Detroit, they’ll match 
their win total in each of the

past three seasons.
“This is a new era,” Dallas 

quartetback Quincy Carter said. 
‘This is a new football team. 
C^oach Parcells has brought a 
whole new toughness to this 
team.”

The Cowboys didn’t waste 
any time proving it t9  the 
Eagles (2-3).

Philadelphia — coming off 
two wins after starting 0-2 — 
tried generating early momen­
tum with the onside kick. It 
worked three years ago, setting 
the tone for a 41-14 
Philadelphia win.

But not this time.
Williams seemed prepared, 

catching the kick on the fly and 
running into the end zone

withoqt being touched. It went 
down as the fastest score to 
begin a gariie since the NFL 
began using a scoreboard 
clock in 1970, but the time 
could be changed because the 
clock did not start immediately 
when Williams began the 
return.

“We thought we saw some­
thing during the week that we 
could take advantage of,” 
Philadelphia coach Andy Reid 
said. “It just didn’t work.”

Dallas special teams coach 
Bruce DeHaven told Williams 
to be ready for it. DeHaven 
hadn’t said that before any 
other game.

“I watched the kicker’s 
approach. It was a little weird.

so I knew it was coming,” 
Williams said. “We practice 
ohside kicks all week, but 
when I came down on two feet, 
1 saw nothing but green and 
said, ’Why not?”’

Dallas struggled on offense 
for much of the game, but was 
able to come up with big plays 
when they were needed.

And when the Cowboys 
trailed for the first time after 
Correll Buckhalter’s 20-yard 
TD run with 4:14 left, the spe­
cial teams and offense 
responded with the go-ahead 
points, then the defense pro­
tected that edge.

“1 thought we’d be well- 
prepared,” Parcells said. “I 
could tell. We did a lot of film

work and our players were 
very attentive. ... I ’m real 
happy about my team.”

Carter offset shaky numbers 
—  14-of-25 for a season-low 
146 yards —  with a blitz-beat­
ing, third-down pass to Joey 
Galloway that kept the win­
ning drive alive.

Even after the Eagles blew 
a 21-20 lead, they still had one 
more chance when James 
Thrash returned a kickoff to 
the 48 and they were one big 
play from David Akers’ field- 
goal range.

“All they had to do was hit 
one pass,” Parcells said. “I 
thought we may have lost it 
right there, but we came up 
with some plays.”

First El Norma team honored at pep rally

Etched in Chris Porter’s 
memory was the night 
Pampa played Levelland in 
the seventh game of the 
1987 football season.

Porter played on the line 
and Dennis Cavalier was in 
his first season as Harvester 
head coach. It was a game 
Porter would finish on the 
bench after drawing a fra­
grant penalty for unsports­
manlike conduct.

"I had my head down, 
feeling sorry for myself,” 
Porter recalled. "I dreaded 
facing coach Cavalier after 
the game. I started telling 
him I was sorry I let him 
down. He said, ‘you didn’t 
let me down, you let the 
team down.’ " I’ll never for­
get that night or the man.”

Porter spoke in behalf of 
the 1987 team that was hon­
ored Friday at the 
Homecoming pep rally in 
McNeely Fieldhouse An 
estimated 800 fans turned 
out for the rally.

That ‘87 squad finished 
with a lowly 1-9 record, but 
it was the year Cavalier cre­
ated the El Norma legend 
which has continued to 
flourish for the past 17 sea­
sons.

El Norma is a latin phrase

which translates into Setting 
the Standard in english. For 
Porter, El Norma never had 
a beginning for him.

“It seemed to me like El 
Norma was always there. 
Sixteen years ago when 
coach Cavalier introduced 
himself to the team, it was 
one of the most life-moving 
experiences I’ve ever 
encountered. We had no 
innner drive as a team, we 
were a bunch of under­
achievers, but the coach 
changed all that. He became 
a father figure to all of us.”

Several of Porter’s former 
teammates were honored at 
the rally. They included 
Chris Roden, Jason Garren, 
Dustin Miller, Cam Moore, 
Troy Owens, Chris Roden, 
Scott Lucas, John 
Collingsworth, Chris 
Didway, Brad Hinkle and 
Jarod Imel. Heath Parker, 
the current PHS head coach, 
was on the freshmen team 
that season.

Kathy Cavalier, coach 
Cav’s wife, told the crowd 
how important the 1987 
team was to him.

“He really emphasized to 
this players how they were 
the first team of a new era 
and how they would be set­
ting the standard for years to •*
com e,” Mrs. Cavalier said. 
“ And El Norma doesn’t

mean wins and losses. It’s 
about playing with pride and 
doing the very best you can 
regardless of the score. It’s 
about giving unselfishly of 
yourself for the team.” 

Those wins and losses 
became icing on the cake for 
the Harvesters. Cavalier- 
coached Pampa teams went 
to the playoffs nine times in

16 years, including three 
trips to the regional round, 
once to the quarterfinals, 
and to the semifinals in 
1996. The Amarillo Globe- 
News named Cavalier as 
coach of the decade in 1999.

“He coached cham pi­
onship teams at the state and 
district level, but he once 
told me he was never more

proud of a team than he was 
this one (1987 team),” Mrs. 
Cavalier said. “He said they 
always played hard and 
never gave up.”

Coach Cavalier died last
May of a heart attack, but 
the El Norma legend he 
brought to Pampa lives on in 
the hearts and minds of the 
athletes and coaching staff.
