PAM PA LOSES A GOOD MAN
T lk  news that H. B .Fisher. Pampa super­

intendent of schools, will leave Feb. 1 to go 
to Corpus Christi. came as a blow yesterday 
to school officials, parents and pupils alike.

Although Pampa is unable to compete with 
the generous salary offered by the larger city, 
the resignation of Mr. Fisher brought home 
to officials his real worth to the Pampa school 
system.

Superintendent Fisher, with an able staff, 
has piloted Pampa High school and the Pam­
pa grade schools to a place where they are 
lecognized as among the best in Texas.

Only this week the Pampa High school 
was highly commended, in a report just com­
pleted by a deputy state superintendent, for 
excellency of operation, and for which Mr. 
Fisher and other Pampa school authorities were 
praised. ,

Mr. Fisher is a very capable school direct­
or. His Pampa record is the best evidence of 
that. He is held in esteem by the people and 
the children he serves. Developments which 
arose when his resignation was turned in, In­
dicated his value to the school board by virtue 
of the reticence with which it was accepted.

He will be missed, too. in civic and church 
circles where he has been an active worker. 
Members of the Lions club will suffer the loss 
of his leadership as president of the group. 
Mr. Fisher also is president of the School­
masters Lions club, a national honor confer­
red upon him last year in New Orleans.

It  is a trite and sterotyped phrase, but it 
fits the case so well that one can't refrain 
from repeating that Corpus Christi’s gain most 
assuredly will be a distinct loss to Pampa.

NEWSPAPERS AND  
DRUNK DRIVING

"Newspapers mold public opinion faster than 
-any other agency and should be enlisted in 
the campaign to end drunken driving,” says 
W. O. Oabrielson, Honolulu police chief, in a 
paper read at the recent National Safety Con­
gress.

It is reliably estimated that drunken driv­
ing has at least doubled since the repeal of 
prohibition. Today it is one of the principal 
causes of motor accidents. Surveys carried on 
in various states indicate that liquor is a fac­
tor in 10 to 20 per cent of all accidents in­
volving & fatality or a major injury. In the 
words of the Chief of the California State 
Highway Patrol, the drunken driving evil “con­
tinues to grow unabated. Intoxicating liquor 
is playing too great a part in the present 
mounting death toll. . .

The “alcohol-mixed -with-gasoline” problem 
must be attacked from a number of angles. 
In many communities police and prosecuting 
authorities are more or less indifferent to it, 
and are prone to let the use of a little "pull” 
reduce a serious drunken driving charge. While 
proven sclentfic methods for establishing whe­
ther or not a person is legally intoxicated 
are known, they have not been widely adopted, 
with the result that many cases are taken 
to court without sufficient evidence to Justify 
a conviction. Worst of all, perhaps a large 
part of the public tacitly condones drunken 
driving by refusing to demand rigorous and 
impartial laws and methods to detect and 
punish it.

Newspapers can. and do. perform a great 
public service by emphasizing the evil, showing 
how all of us are potential victims of a 
drunken motorist, and by carrying on a cam­
paign for betterment in law enforcement. A l­
cohol at the wheel kills thousands' of Am­
ericans each year, and inures tens of thou­
sands. It  must be stopped.

Washington Letter

WASHINGTON. Jan. 12—A distinguished 
gent from the industrial middle west, it 
seems probable, will be appointed to suc­
ceed Justice Sutherland on the Supreme Court, 
here are several possibilities.

The field fo f speculation is wide open, ex­
cept for the fact that Roosevelt will not select 
a man from the east, which is heavily rep­
resented on the court, or from the south, 
whence came Justice Hugo Black. It is pos­
sible that Roosevelt will go to the far west 
for a new justice, since the ninth and tenth 
judicial circuits—the latter jutting out to in­
clude Kansas and Oklahoma—will not be rep­
resented on the court after Sutherland goes.

The White House is taking into consider­
ation the fact that the far-western area was 
long represented by both Justices Sutherland 
and Van Devanter; the fact that the Import­
ant area stretching from the Pennsylvania 
line to the Mississippi river has not been 
and isn't represented, and the most important 
fact, that all Roosevelts pet candidates come 
from the latter area.

The "pets” include Solicitor General Stanley 
Reed—a Kentuckian; Gov. Frank Murphy of 
Michigan; Donald Richberg of Chicago, and 
Dean Lloyd K. Garrison of the University of 
Wisconsin law school.

Reed was runner-up on the President's list 
at the time he finally decided on the ap­
pointment of Black. The solicitor general’s 
prestige has since increased. Roosevelt is very 
fond of Murphy, and takes into consideration 
the fact that appointment of a Catholic might 
wipe out the sour taste which Black's ap­
pointment still leaves in some mouths.

Richberg. as few’ realize, is always close to 
Roosevelt.

Garrison is brilliant, distinguished and would 
be backed by Roosevelt’s political intimates, the 
LaFollettes.

Murphy has had his eye on the White House 
and might or might not accept. The Senate 
probably would confirm any one of the four 
men without much fuss.

Senator Sherman Minton of Indiana, seri­
ously considered as a successor to Van De­
vanter, is again a possibility. But Roosevelt 
is believed to be cool toward the thought ol 
choosing another senator.

In the far west Circuit Judge Sam Bratton 
of New Mexico appears to be the only can­
didate Who has a look-in. -------------„______ _

Prestige will be the most essential asset for 
any appointee. That fact is what makes 
Reed's chances look so good.

Justice Sutherland's retirement has the ef­
fect of making most, arguments as to the 
constituticnality' of New Deal legislation mere­
ly academic. There has been a tendency to 
stop yelling “ unconstitutional" ever since the 
court at its last term, with the fight over the 
Roosevelt court plan going full blast, began 
to validate New Deal laws rather regularly. Now 
there will be five liberal Justices, two mid­
dle-grounders and twa conservatives.

Nevertheless, it may be worth remembering 
that liberal Justices Brandéis. Stone and Car­
dón» indicated in their minority dissent from 
the decision which invalidated AAA and a be­
lief that compulsory croo control was uncon­
stitutional.

And they voted with the other six justices 
In the unanimous decision which killed NRA.
The mere fact that Roosevelt sorrily will have 
appointed two justices, doe* not, therefore, 
mean that the country will have a subser­
vient "Roosevelt court.”

Hows Your 
Health?

You can't tell when the occasion 
may arise, but everyone ought to be 
prepared to "save a life" by the 
prone pressure method of resuscita­
tion In cases - of drowning, electric 
shock or asphyxiation. Here's the 
procedure:

(1) Lay the patient on his belly, 
one arm extended straight out over­
head. the other bent at the elbow. 
Turn his face outward, resting it 
or. the bent arm, with nose and 
mouth free for breathing.

Straddle the patient, kneeling, 
facing his head; ydur knees on the 
ground six Inches below his hips, 
parallel with fingers) around the 
Place the pals of your hands (thumbs 
small of his back with the little 
finger touching his lowest rib. The 
tips of your fingers should be just 
out of sight.

(3) With arms straight, swing 
forward slowly, bringing the weight 
of your body to bear jippn the 
patient, until your shoulders are 
directly over the heels of your hands. 
Do not bend your elbows. This 
should take two seconds.

(4) Immediately swing back into 
first position, remove your hands 
and drop them at your sides.

Until the doctor comes, the patient 
may be given some stimulant, such 
as aromatic spirits of ammonia, hot 
coffee or tea—but no alcoholic 
drinks. He should be kept warm.

(9) I f  it is necessary to move the 
patient, keep him flat, continuing 
resuscitation while moving.

(10) Watch the patient, and If 
natural breathing stops, resume 
artificial respiration at once.

(11) Change of operators must be 
made without losing the rhyhm of 
respiration.

Master this technique by prac­
tice; you can follow notes in an 
emergency. There must be no delay 
or interruption to save a life.

The Capitol 
Jigsaw

AUSTIN. Jan. 12. </P>—Take the 

word of Gov. James V. Allred, one 
of the most dangerous jobs In the 
state government is that of member 
of the mineral boarcL

Composed of the «’ governor, the 
commissioner of the general land 
office and the chairman of the rail­
road commission, the board has 
charge of leasing river beds, which 
are state property.

"I am always scared to death." 
the governor said recently, “ that 
when we make a lease one day oil 
may be discovered on it the next, 
which might look suspicious and 
subject us to a lot of criticism." '

The governor's concern over the 
handling of land matters has caused 
him to hire J. W. Hawkins, a for­
mer chief clerk of the general land 
office, to look Into patents, or deeds 
of sale by the state to Individuals, 
which requite the governor's signa­
ture.

The responsibility was so great, 
he said, he did not want to leave 
unteken any step which would 
further Insure protection of the 
state’s interest.

Hawkins, defeated by W. H. Mc­
Donald In the last race for com­
missioner of the land office, has 
been doing this work for the gov­
ernor since last November, it was 
disclosed.

Qov. Allred said he believed he 
was the first governor to take the 
precaution of retaining a special at­
torney to check patents and that he 
understood some governors In the 
past had paid so little attention to 
the duty they had authorized at­
taches of the land office to affix 
their signatures to required records.

Gov. Allred had lunch with Pres­
ident Roosevelt in Washington the 
other day but on his return to Aus­
tin was pretty tight-lipped as to 
what he and Mr. Roosevelt talked 
about.

It's an old custom, it seems, not 
to disclose the nature of a conver­
sation with the President, especial­
ly If it may have news in it. The 
idea is the President will do his 
own talking when he is ready.

Gov. Allred broke the rule of 
silence to the extent, however, of 
saying the President was looking 
with favor on an invitation to fish 
again in Gulf waters o ff the Texas 
coast. Mr. Roosevelt was a fishing 
visitor last summer, and then cut 
up through Texas to visit his son 
Elliott In Fort Worth before con­
tinuing east.

"Did Mr. Roosevelt say he would 
run for a third term ”  a press corre­
spondent asked the governor.

“No." Allred answered quickly. 
Then he laughed.

“We didn't discuss it,”  he said.

There are two things In this 
world, says Governor Allred about 
which a man won't listen with rea­
son.

"You simply can't talk to a man 
who wants to run for office or 
wants to get married.” he said.

He had been talking to a man re­
ported to be thinking of running for 
the governorship. The governor had 
expressed the opinion the man 
didn’t have a chance.

He mused:
“The bitter taste of defeat is the 

only cure.”

Dan Moody, It was recalled, ran 
for office and matrimony at the 
same time. He married during his 
first successful campaign for the 
governorship.

INSURANCE 
IN STATE SNOW GAINS
AUSTIN. Jan 12 VP)—The con­

dition of Texas insurance companies 
improved greatly In the last year, 
the state Insurance commission re­
ported today.

For the fiscal year ending Aug. 
31. the number of Insurance organ­
izations doing business in Texas 
under supervision of the commis­
sion increased frtjnr'' 855 to 868, 
largely due to atf increase in local 
mutual aid associations.

Thirty-three legal reserve stock 
life Insurance companies and 14 
legal reserve mutual life insurance 
companies reported assets of (22,-

LAFAYETTE. In d , Jan. 12 (AT— 
Earl W. Tinker, assistant U. 3. 
forester, urged farmers attending 
Purduo university's annual agricul­
tural conference today to give rec­
ognition to the farm woodlot as an 
essential part of farm economy.

'•Forestry has not assumed its 
proper place in our agricultural 
economy," Tinker declared in an 
address prepared for delivery before 
a general session.

He said the economic and social 
possibilities of forestry in farm 
management were not understood 
generally.

"The United States," he asserted, 
"is now in a transition period be­
tween pioneer conditions and condi­
tions as they exist in older civilised 
countries. Our frontiers are gone, 
yet a frontier attitude still controls 
our reasoning and our plans. This 
is particularly true insofar as forests 
are conerned."

He pointed out there was no sur­
plus of wood, even though that im­
pression existed in minds of some 
laymen.

He suggested a farm woodlot as. 
a secure “savings bank" in which 
a farmer could "deposit" his ac­
cumulation of effort. I f  the farmer 
can build bP his forest-grpwing 
stock during the years. Tinker said, 
he will have an accumulation of 
a saleable product that may be 
marketed in times of need.

Femco Alma is a veritable milk 
manufacturing machine. She pro­
duced 20.582.1 pounds of milk aver­
aging 4.9 per cent butterfat during 
the test. A pound of milk is equiv­
alent to slightly more than a pint.

WASHINGTON. Jan. 13, (JP> — 

The 8enate Unemployment com­
mittee received testimony today 
that the nation's railroads could 
put 150,000 men to work if rail 
revenue swung back toward nor­
mal.

The estimate came from J. J. 
Pelley, president of the Association 
of American Railroads. In a pre­
pared statement.

Pelley said a decline of business 
In the third quarter of 1937 after 
nine months of good business had 
reduced traffic to "very low lev­
els" and net earnings even more.

“ If traffic and revenues return 
to more nearly normal levels,” he 
declared, "annual equipment pro­
grams could easily contemplate the 
installation of 2,000 new locomot­
ives and 200.000 new freight cars 
per year. In 1937 railways install­
ed less than 500 new locomotives 
and 76,000 new freight cars."

When railways Increase their 
payrolls. Pelley added, employ­
ment gains in other industries.

"Railway employment today Is 
less by some 75,000 men than It 
was a year ago. I f  these men 
were brought back to work in rail­
way shops and on the tracks, pro­
duction of materials they would 
utilize would give employment to 
another 75,000 men outside the rail­
way industry, thus supplying em­
ployment to a total of not less 
than 150,000 men.”

Pelley’s statement made no men­
tion o f the roads' request pending 
before the Interstate Commerce 
Commission for authority to boost 
freight rates and passenger fares.

Chairman Byrnes iD-SC) show­
ed Interest, however, in exploring 
the possibility that approval of 
such Increases together with a 
guarantee of sufficient financing 
might reduce the ranks of the 
unemployed.
