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Act Dffers help fer homeless kids

Lesley Gershmel worries about her 
students, especially during the holi­
days.

She’s afraid they won’t get any 
gifts, holidav meals or other things 
most people associate with the yuletide 
season.

Gershmel heads the Pampa 
Independent School District program 
for homeless students, a position she 
has held since she volunteered for it 
last school year. She is a social worker 
and licensed chemical dependency 
counselor, and is a part-time counselor 
at Pampa High School

Last school year was the first year

that Texas schools were required to 
have a plan for homeless students and 
to have a liaison for them. The require­
ment is a result of the McKinney-Vento 
Homeless Assistance Act, which 
ensures educational rights and protec­
tions for homeless children and youths.

This school yeali, Gershmel has 
received 73 referrals district-wide con­
cerning students who may be home­
less.

Under the McKinney-Vento act, 
"homeless" doesn’t necessarily mean 
someone living on a park bench or in 
an abandoned building. Gershmel said.

The act defines "homeless" as indi­
viduals who lack a fixed, regular and 
adequate nighttime residence, and 
includes children and youths who are

sharing housing with other persons due 
to loss of housing, economic hardship 
or a similar reason; are living in 
motels, hotels, trailer parks or camping 
grounds due to the lack r>f alternative 
accommodations; are living in emer­
gency or transitic .1 shelters; are aban­
doned in hospitals; or are awaiting fos 
ter care placement.

Homeless children and youths may 
have a primary nighttime residence 
that is a public or private place not 
designed for. or ordinarily used as. a 
regular sleeping accommodation for 
human beings. They may live in cars, 
parks, public spaces, abandoned build 
ings, substandard housing, bus or train 
stations, or similar settings. l'he\ may 
be migrant children

Gershmel must follow up on refer­
íais concerning homeless students, and 
provide services to those who qualify 
as homeless under the McKinney- 
Vento act. .She has confirmed nine 
homeless teens attending Pampa High 
•School this sch(X)l year, and is still 
working on \erification of homeless­
ness for others referred to her.

"Some referrals for this year have 
already moved. Some may have moved 
away and moved back by the lime I 
meet them ." Gershmel said

"I go to their homes and check the 
situation, and talk to the parents and 
kids. With high school students. I don't 
necessarily ha\e to lalk to the parents. 
I see if more than one family is living

Troopers find 
‘sparo’ cash

Texas Department of
Public Safety troopers Ron 
Shank and Jason Henderson 
found more than $67.(KM) in 
"spare" cash Christmas Day 
when they stopped a 1999 
Dtxige Durango on Interstate 
40 in Gray County.

Shank and Henderson
stopped the Durango at 6:06 
p.m. at milepost 142. near 
McLean, westbound for a traf­
fic violation. They received 
consent to search the vehicle, 
and found S67.640 in U S 
currency in the spare tire.

The two (X'cupants of the 
vehicle. Alejandro Varela. 32, 
of Riversidq, Calif, and Juan 
Gabriel Pimentel. 30, of 
Cucamonga. C alif, were 
arrested and charged with 
money laundering.

Investigators believe that 
the money originated in 
Philadelphia. Pa., and was 
destined for Los Angeles. 
Calif, due to illegal activities.

The case is still under

investigation, officials say.
Varela and Pimentel were 

booked into Gray County Jail, 
where they remained as of 
press time today in lieu of 
bond

A spare tire was also the 
hiding place of choice in a 
separate traffic stop at 10; 30 
a m. CTfTstmas Day. when 
DPS troopers seized 20 
pounds of marijuana in Potter 
County.

Troopers stopped a 1998 
Lincofn Navigator driven by 
Luke Junior Maxwell. .3.3. of 
Detroit. Mich., on the east- 
bound side of 1-40 for a traffic- 
violation. The DPS K-9 dog 
was used for an air search, or 
search of the air immediately 
around the vehicle, and troop­
ers then located the marijuana.

DPS investigators believe 
that the marijuana, which has 
an estimated street value of 
SI 1.780. originated in Los 
Angeles and was destined for 
Detroit. Mich.

Maxwell was booked into 
Potter County Jail. The inves­
tigation continues in the case.

Two calves of infected cow in quarantine

WASHINGTON (AP) -  U S. offi­
cials have q' ranlincd two calves trom 
the Washington cow w ith mad cow dis­
ease. even though transmission of the 
disease from mother to calf is consid­
ered unlikely

One calf is at the same dairy near 
Mabton. Wash., that was the final 
home of the stricken Holstein cow. said 
Dr. Ronald DeHaven. the Agriculture 
Department's chief veteranarian. The 
other calf is at a bull calf feeding ojx-r- 
ation in Sunnyside. Wash.. DeHaven 
said.

■‘The reason for concern with these 
calves is that even though it is an 

•unlikely means of spreading the dis­
ease, there is the potential that the 
infected cow could pass the disease 
onto its calves." he said.

DeHaven said the emphasis of the

widening investigation is on finding 
the birth herd of the slaughtered cow. 
since it likel> was infected from eating 
contaminated feed.

He said tracing the source ol the 
infected cow could take days or weeks, 
noting that it took Canadian officials 
several weeks to located the birth herd 
of a diseased cow earlier this year.

"If we re lucky, we could know 
something in a matter of a day or two. " 
he said.

Confirmation that a Holstein cow in 
Washington state had the deadly dis­
ease came Thursday from the 
Veterinary l.abc'ratories Agency in 
Weybridge, England British 
researchers agreed with the reading of 
U.S. tests on the stricken cow

Those tests led U .S. officials to pre 
liminarily conclude that the animal had 
the brain-wasting disease.

“We are considering this confirma­
tion." said "USDA spokeswoman Alisa

Harrison, adding that the English lab 
still would conduct its own test using 
another sample from the cow's brain. 
Final test results on the cow from 
Washington state .iie e\|veeted hv the 
end of the week, she said.

Professor .Steven Tdw.irds. ehiet ot 
the British lab. said those results 
already have been given to USDA. Hut 
Edwards refused to tliselose w.hether 
the tests showed th.it the animal had 
mad cow disease, otlieiallv known as 
bovine spongiform encephalopathy or 
BSE

Federal officials vveie irvmg to tmd 
the herd the cow was raised with, since 
the cow likely was sickened several 
years ago. The disease is spread by eat 
ing feed that includes parts from an 
infected cow The incubation jx-riod m 
cattle is four to five years, said Dr 
Stephen Sundlof of the Frxxl and Drug 
Administration

Authorities also want to know

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Two found dead, eight still missing at 
California youth camp hit by mudslides

SAN BERNARDINO. 
Calif. (AP) — Searchers found 
two people dead aniid the par­
tially buried buildings of a 
youth camp Friday and they 
were searching for eight others 
still missing since a mudslide, 
triggered by heavy rain, swept 
through forested foothills 
recently scorched by wildfire.

Relatives and authorities 
said at least 24 people had been

celebrating the holidays at two 
camp cabins when mud and 
water rushed through the struc­
tures Christmas Day.

Fourteen people were res­
cued from the area Thursday, 
some pulled from the mud and 
from beneath fallen trees. With 
the roads washed out Friday 
morning, about a dozen 
searchers in orange jumpsuits 
hiked over the rough, mud-

covered terrain to resume the 
search for those still missing at 
Saint Sophia Camp in 
Waterman Canyon.

The storm dumped more 
than 3 1/2 inches of rain on 
areas heavily scarred by wild­
fires this fall, flooding streets 
in San Bernardino and else­
where, cutting power to more 
than 67,000 customers and 
causing mudslides.

in the same house. I have to 

meet every person in the house. 
I find out what the kids need,” 
Gershmel said of the verifica­
tion process.

Homeless students in 
Pampa schools include those 
who move from house to house 
and do not have a stable, con­
sistent residence; those shel­
tered by Tralee Crisis Center; 
and those living with families 
who do not have a court order 
to keep the children. The last 
group includes children who 
were “taken in out of the good­
ness of a person’s heart,” 
Gershmel said. The last group 
may also include grandparents 
raising their grandchildren 
without legal documents for­
mally awarding them perma­
nent custody of the children.

“We haven’t run into any 
students who are absolutely liv­
ing on the street yet, but I’m 
sure they’re out there,” 
Gershmel said. “Some students 
have been in worse situations 
in the past - no roof over their 
head, or close to it.”

Once a student is confirmed 
as meeting a definition of 
“homeless” under the 
McKinney-Vento act, the 
schcKil district can offer certain 
help as needed, and refer the 
student to community 
resources for other help.

The purpose of the act is to

keep students’ homelessness 
from getting in the way of their 
education, Gershmel said. “ 
We’re supposed to make sure 
their situation doesn’t keep 
them from enrolling in school. 
Even if they have no records 
like a birth certificate or enroll­
ment records, we must enroll 
them immediately,” she said.

Children with no documen­
tation on age or grade level are 
placed according to informa­
tion from the student and others 
who know the student. “We 
usually are able to get the d(K- 
uments eventually,” Gershmel 
said.

State law requires that the 
school district provide the stu­
dents with transportation to and 
from school, free or reduced- 
price lunch, and tutoring as 
needed or requested. Help in 
getting required records like 
birth certificates is also avail­
able.

PISD must also provide 
school supplies and doctor vis­
its as needed. Gershmel said 
the school district uses Title I 
funds to pay for these services. 
Title I targets students at risk 
of failure in school, she said.

“I think we started with 
$5,000 for this school year,” 
Gershmel said of the funds 
allotted to the homeless student 
program. ^

“One thing we can’t do is 
provide them with shelter,” she 
said. Nor can the school district

the spinal cord and the 

lower part of the small intes­
tine — where scientists say 
the disease is found — were 
removed before it was sent on 
for priK’essing.

Humans can contract a fatal 
variant of mad cow disease by 
eating infected beef products, 
but experts say muscle cuts of 
beef — including steaks and 
roasts — are safe.

Still, authorities scrambled 
to find where the meat cut 
from the animaj was sent. The 
Agriculture Department 
already has issued a recall for 
beef slaughtered along with 
the infected cow Dec. 9 at a 
meat company in Moses Lake, 
Wash.

Agriculture Secretary Ann 
Veneman said the recall was 
an extra precaution.

But the government came 
under criticism from John 
Stauber, the author of “Mad

Cow U.S.A.” He said the U.S. 
hasn’t done enough to keep 
BSE out of the country.

Cattle get sick by eating 
feed that contains tissue from 
the brain and spine of infected 
animals. The United States has 
banned such feed since 1997.

“Here’s the problem. The 
feed ban has-been grossly vio­
lated by feed mills,” Stauber 
said in a telephone interview 
from his home in Madison, 
Wis.

In one such case, X-Cel 
Feeds Inc. of Tacoma, Wash., 
admitted in a consent decree 
in July that it violated FDA 
regulations designed to pre­
vent the possible spread of the 
disease.

The Food and Drug 
Administration says only two 
companies have serious viola­
tions of the 1997 regulations.

Stauber also said he 
believed the ban has been 
ineffective because it exempts 
blood from cattle, which he

said could transmit mad-cow 
type diseases. Goveinment 
officials and industry execu­
tives have said there was no 
evidence tha. animals could be 
infected from the blood of 
other animals.

BSE is caused by a mis­
shapen protein — a prion - 
that eats holes in a cow’s 
brain. A total of 153 people 
worldwide have been reported 
to have contracted the human 
form of the illness, according 
to the federal Centers for 
Disease Control and 
Prevention.

They rely on 
their friends or friends’ fami­
lies, or solely on themselves,” 
she said.

“The saddest part, to me, is 
the high school kids’ feelings 
of helplessness, and maybe 
sadness about why they’re in 
the situation they’re in, and 
being overwhelmed,” said 
Gershmel.

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Death zone’ results when gas well ruptures in China
CHONGQING, China (AP) — Clouds of 

poison gas from a burst well left a “death 
zone” of villages strewn with bodies in 
China's southwest, with at least 191 people 
killed and 41,000 forced to< flee, news 
report^ said Friday.

Gas spewed from the well in the 
Chongqing region as technicians prepared 
an emergency effort to seal it with cement. 
They were supposed to make the attempt 
Friday but put it off until Saturday to let res­
cue officials focus on rushing food and 
water to the evacuees.

More than 290 people were hospitalized, 
many of them children, the ofTicial Xinhua 
News Agency said. Newspaper photos 
showed children with red faces and their 
eyes inflamed from chemical bums.

The gas well burst Tuesday in the remote

mountain town of Gaoqiao, releasing a 
cloud of natural gas and hydrogen sulfide, 
according to state media. Xinhua said the 
disaster occurred when a drilling accident 
broke open a gas well.

“The poisonous gas hovering in the air 
made an area of 25 square kilometers (10 
square miles) a death zone, as many vil­
lagers were intoxicated by the fumes id their 
sleep,” the China Daily newspaper said.

Hardest-hit was the village of Xiaoyang, 
adjacent to the gas field.

A reporter for the Shanghai Morning Post 
newspaper who-visited Thursday wrote of 
seeing at least six bodies lying beside homes 
and in fields. The bodies of a 12-year-old 
boy and his mother were found on a road, 
the newspaper said. Dead chickens, pigs, 
owls and dogs were strewn around the vil-

lage^many with white foam in their nostrils.
A merchant in Xiaoyang was credited 

with saving 400 people, using his truck to 
make 20 trips'carrying them away from the 
gas, the new^aper Chongqing Economic 
Times reported. '

One woman who lived 1,000 feet from 
the well described being choked by foul­
smelling gas and hearing neighbors shouting 
that the well had exploded, the newspaper 
said. She ran away with her S-year-old 
daughter, it said, “but by the time they, 
reached safety, the girl had stopped breath-
I ..« .mg.

The death toll was high even by the stan­
dards of accident-plagued Chinese indus­
try, where thousands of people are killed 
every year in coal mine explosions and 
other disasters. Two of those killed were

gas field employees, Xinhua said.
The gas field belongs to the state-owned 

China National Petrcdeum Corp., the China* 
Daily reported. It said a a CNPC subsidiary, f 
PetroChina, began building a $400 million 
pipeline in August to pump natural gas from 
Chongqing to central China.

Gas from the well kept rescue woiicers 
from entering the area until Thursday, when 
they found scores of bodies, Xinhua said. 
Teams combed the area Friday for bodi» 
and possible survivors.

A single paved road links Gaoqiao to the 
county seat 40 miles to the northeast.

“Poor trahsport and communications 
facilities hampered the timely evacuation of 
all people from nearby areas,”. Xinhua quot­
ed Vice Mayor Wu Jianong of Chongqing as 
saying.

Quake rocks 
southeast Iran

TEHRAN, Iran (AP) — A 
severe earthquake devastated 
the historic city of Bam in 
southeast Iran on Friday, and a 
preliminary estimate said the 
death toll could reach 10,000.

Hasan Khoshrou, a legisla­
tor for Kerman province 
where the quake occurred, 
said there wa^ still no precise 
number of dead from the mag­
nitude 6.7 quake, but officials 
working in Bam had given 
him that figure.

“The quake hit the city 
when most of the people were 
in bed, raising fears that the 
death toll may go higher,” he 
said.

Officials surveying the city 
of 80,000 people from heli­
copter said about 60 percent 
of the city’s houses were 
destroyed, Khoshrou said. 
Water, power and phone lines 
were cut. The earthquake 
struck at about 5:30 a.m.

The U.S. Geological 
Survey reported the quake's 
magnitude was 6.7, capable of 
causing severe damage. It 
reported an aftershock oT 
magnitude 5.4 about two 
hours later.

Authorities in Bam, 630 
miles southeast of the capital 
Tehran, put out a call for 
blood donations.

“Many people have died,” 
Kerman province Gov. 
Mohammad Ali Karimi told 
state media. “Many people are 
buried under the rubble.”

Relief teams set up their 
headquarters in a public 
square in Bam because their 
offices in the governor’s 
building had been ruined, 
Karimi told state radio.

Karimi said worried rela­
tives from surrounding areas 
were heading to Bam and 
causing massive traffic jams 
that were slowing rescue 
efforts. He urged them to stay 
home and wait until phone 
service was restored to try to 
find relatives.

Reports said the earthquake 
destroyed Barn’s medieval 
fortress, a massive, 2,000- 
year-old structure that sits on a 
cliff near the city and attracts 
thousands of tourists each 
year. The fortress includes 
scores of ancient mud huts.

“The historic quarter of the 
city has been completely 
destroyed and caused great 

' human loss,” said Mehran 
Nourbakhsh, chief spokesman 
for Iran’s Red Crescent, the 
Islamic equivalent of the Red 
Cross.

Authorities have sent 
numerous rescue workers with 
helicopters to the area, the 
official Islamic Republic 
News Agency reported.

“We are doing everything 
we can to rescue the injured 
and unearth the dead,” televi­
sion quoted Karimi as saying.

The United Nations disas­
ter management team in 
Tehran has asked the Iranian 
government if it needs help 
and was to meet later Friday 
to assess the situation, said 
Elizabeth Byrs, Geneva 
spokeswoman for the U.N. 
Office for the Coordination of 
Humanitarian Affairs.

Death toll in Benin plane crash rises past 100
COTONOU, Benin (AP) 

— Rescue teams searched 
waters off the West African 
nation of Benin on Friday in a 
desperate hunt for survivors 
of a plane crash that killed at 
least 111 people, the health 
minister said.

The Boeing 727 crashed on 
takeoff Thursday, scattering 
debris into the Atlantic Ocean 
just SOO yards from the air­

port. On Friday, the bulk of

the destroyed aircraft still lay 
in the water.

Most of the casualties were 
l.ebanese headed home for the 
Christmas holidays.
Thousands of Lebanese immi­
grants work in West African 
countries.

Benin Health Minister 
Celine Seignon Kandissounon 
told reporters 111 were now 
confirmed dead. At least 20

people survived, said

Transport Minister Ahmed 
Akobi.

it was unclear exactly how 
many people were aboard the 
chartered aircraft. Akobi said 
the plane’s manifest listed 1S6 
passengers and an unknown 
number of crew.

With spotlights perched on 
the beach and flashlights in 
hand, divers and fishermen 
searched for survivors

overnight, swimming through

scattered pieces of luggage, 
clothes and gift-wrapped pres­
ents. Workers tied chains to 
parts of the wreckage and 
dragged them out of the surf 
.with tractors.

AbtJut 50 Lebane.se nation­
als gathered along the shore 
before dawn, crowding 
around bodies — pulled from 
the water one by one — to 
identify friends or relatives.

“This is all too much for

me to handle,” said Akim 
Toufik.

There was no word on what 
caused the tragedy. Akobi said 
rescue teams were searching 
for the aircraft’s flight data 
rectfrder.

The Boeing lifted off on a 
sunny Thursday at 2:55 p.m. 
from the airport in Cotonou, 
and troubles began right away, 
said Jerome Dandjinou, a sen­
ior airport security official.

Film puts spotlight on conservative Catholic movement

They attend Mass in Latin, using a liturgy 
Rome abolished. They abstain from meat on 
Fridays and women cover their heads in 
church. For more than three decades, a small 
group of American Roman Catholics has been 
quietly worshipping in ways the Vatican told 
them to abandon.

Now their ultraconservative beliefs are 
under scrutiny as the man they count as their 
most famous adherent, actor-director Mel 
Gibson, prepares to release a movie about the 
crucifixion of Jesus Christ that’s already stir­
ring controversy.

The movement, known as traditionalist 
Catholicism, grew worldwide from opposition 
to the modernizing reforms of the Second 
Vatican Council, a series of meetings held from 
1962-65 that dramatically changed the church.

The council altered Catholic practices and 
teachings in myriad ways to make it more rele­
vant to the wider world, such as having Mass 
said in local languages after centuries in which 
it was recited in Latin, having the priest cele­
brate Mass facing parishioners and distributing 
communion in the hand instead of the mouth.

The council decreed that Christians other 
than Catholics can be saved. It also declared 
that Jews were not collectively responsible for 
Christ’s death: The notion of Jewish guilt had 
fueled anti-Semitism for centuries.

But traditionalists reject what the council 
decided.

Traditionalists believe that only Catholicism 
is the true path to salvation,— and that by 
adhering to church teaching as it was before the 
council they are the only true Catholics, 
according to William Dinges, an expert on tra­
ditionalists and a professor at Catholic 
University of America.

“They are the Roman Catholic analog to 
Protesnnt fundamentalism,” Dinges said.

Gibson has refused over the years to 
describe his exact religious affiliation and 
declined to do so again last week in an inter­
view by e-mail with The Associated Press.

He has said previously that he attends Latin 
Mass and recently even built his own chapel 
near Malibu, Calif., so he could worship closer 
to home. However, it is not clear what tradition­
alist beliefs he follows. '  '

The movement is as diverse as the many 
splinter groups it has generated, from mtxler- 
ates who maintain some contact with the 
Vatican to the more militant who rejected out­
right the authority of the late Pope John XXIII 
— who convened the council — and every 
pope elected thereafter.

There is another, even more extreme faction 
that believes the council was a conspiracy 
between Jews an d ' Masons to destroy the 
church. Some go as far as considering all the 
popes elected since that meeting “precursors to 
the anti-Christ,” according to Michael Cuneo, a

Fordham University sociologist who wrote 
“The Smoke of Satan,” a book on traditional­
ists.

Nothing Gibson has said in media interviews 
indicates he belongs to the far-right fringe. The 
Italian newspaper II Giomale reported in 2002 
that Gibson had called the Vatican a “wolf in 
sheep’s clothing,” but Gibson’s representatives 
said the actor never spoke to the newspaper.

There are no such ambiguities surrounding 
the affiliation of the actor's father, Hutton 
Gibson, who told The New York Times 
Magazine for a March article that the council 
was “a Masonic plot backed by the Jews."

But it is unclear what beliefs, if any, the 
father and son share.

The actor’s personal beliefs are a central 
issue with critics of his upcoming movie, “The 
Passion of the Christ,” who worry that its 
depiction of the role of Jewish leaders in Jesus’ 
final hours will revive the idea that all Jews are 
to blame for his death. The film is set to open 
on Ash Wednesday, Feb. 25.

Gibson has repeatedly denied that his film 
maligns Jews. Several of his friends who are 
Jewish have said they see nq prejudice in the 
movie, which has won praise from many 
prominent ('hristians including evangelist Billy 
Graham. An aide to Pope John Paul II said the 
pontiff felt the film accurately “shows how it 
was” as Jesus went through anguish m the 
Garden of (iethsemane. arrest, trial, torture and 
crucifixion on Golgotha.

Opponents of the film, seeking to find proof 
of prejudice in his traditionalist ties, will be 
frustrated.

Dinges has been tracking Gibson’s com­
ments and believes the actor is not allied with a 
specific branch of the movement. 
Traditionalists are so loosely organized that 
independent chapels are built around the coun­
try with no formal c^rnnection to each other.

“I suspect that’s the nature of the operation 
there. He isn’t affiliated with a society or any 
group like that, but he has someone willing to 
say Mass (in Latin) at the chapel," Dinges said.

The exact number of traditionalists in the 
United States is unknown. Some experts esti­
mate about 50,000 Americans consider them­
selves part of the movement, compared to the 
64 million U.S. Catholics within the official 
church.

Mark Alessio. a traditionalist writer who has 
defended Gibson’s movie in the movement 
newspaper The Remnant, said he welcomes 
attention to traditionalism despite the contro­
versy.

However, he has been disturbedjby some o f ' 
the discussion of their beliefs, which he said 
give the appearance that “traditionalists are 
focused on, ’We’ve got to blame the Jews.’”

“It's not to blame anyone but to ensure that 
the Catholic faith is put in its proper place,” 
Alessio said. “If you start saying, 'We can’t 
evangelize this group,’ then you’ve pretty much 
got a limp Catholicism.”

Episcopal conservatives clarify 
support for alternative network

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Organizers of a “network” for 
Episcopalians opposed to gay 
clergy say 13 bishops have 
endorsed the idea. But so far 
only three dioceses said they’ll 
send delegates to a nteeting that 
will establish their organization 
Jan. 19-20 in Plano, Texas.

The American Anglican 
Council originally said 13 dio­
ceses “have already joined” the 
emerging Network of Anglican 
Communion Dioceses and 
Parishes. It later clarified that 
13 bishops have endorsed a 
Nov. 20 “memorandum of 
agreement” on setting up the 
netwoik but only three of their 
dioceses have formally joined.

The Rev. Kendall Hannon, a

key strategist in the South 
Carolina Diocese, said the 
standing committee of a dio­
cese must approve sending its 
bishop, along with clergy and 
lay delegates, to Plano. That’s 
been done by the'dioceses of 
South Carolina, Fort Worth and 
Pittsburgh.

That ruling, and the 
ongoing legal proceedings involv­
ing the case against Carlton 
Dotson, ensure that this story will 
linger well into 2004.

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Holiday Bowl may be last game for 19-year-old Bevo XIII
AUSTIN (AP) — Three 

head coaches, one Big 12 title. 
A Heisman Trophy winner. 
Winning streaks over Texas 
A&M and losing streaks to 
Oklahoma.

Bevo XIII, the University of 
Texas longhorn steer mascot, 
has seen a lot in 16 seasons.

It may be about time to put 
him out to pasture.

The Silver Spurs spirit club, 
which takes care of the ma.scot, 
is considering retiring Bevo 
XIII after Texas plays 
Washington State in the 
Holiday Bowl on Tuesday, if it 
can Find a suitable replacement.

Club officials believe the 
time is probably right for a 
steer as long in the tooth as in 
the horns. He’s 19, nearing his 
life expectancy of 22.

“He’s the longest tenured 
Bevo,” said club President 
Blake Wiley, a UTsenior. “He’s 
seen more wins than any other.”

The mascot has been a fix­
ture at UT f(K)tball games since 
1%6. According to the Silver 
Spurs, the L.onghorn “repre­
sents courage, fighting ability, 
nerve, lust of combat, efficien­
cy in deadly encounters and the 
holy spirit of ’Never Say Die.”’

Bevo Xlll. whose actual

name is Sunrise Express, was 
a world champion steer at 3 
years old before he became 
the Texas mascot. His horns 
span S feet, 7 inches from tip 
to tip. At 1,900 pounds, he’s 
the heaviest mascot in college 
sports, although he’s lost 
some weight in his golden 
years.

“Just like people when they 
get older,” Wiley said. “He’s 
down from his prime.”

This steer has seen the best 
and worst of the Texas 
Longhorns.

He stood behind the end 
zone through the final three 
years of David McWilliams’ 
struggles as head football 
coach, the tumultuous era of 
John Mackovic and the resur­
rection under Mack Brown.

He watched Texas win 
three Southwest Conference 
titles and its only Big 12 title 
in 1996.

A year later, he bore the 
shame when UCLA beat the 
’Horns 66-3 at Royal 
Memorial Stadium.

In the 1996 title game in 
St. Louis, Bevo left a lasting 
memory for many Longhorns 
fans. After Texas beat 
Nebraska 37-27, Bevo’s han­

dlers were walking him out of 
the stadium when nature 
called. With perfect timing, he 
left his mark squarely on the 
Comhuskers logo.

“That’s a fan favorite,” 
Wiley said. “People still talk 
about how great that was.”

Bevo was at the game in 
1998 when Heisman Trophy 
winner Ricky Williams broke 
the NCAA Division 1-A career 
rushing mark.

I
He also witnessed the 63- 

14 and 6S-I3 routs at the 
hands of Oklahoma in 2000 
and 2003. But he’s also 
presided over the first four- 
game winning streak over 
Texas A&M in a generation.

In 2000, then-freshman 
wide receiver Roy Williams 
caught a long pass against 
Oklahoma State and thought 
he could make a highlight for 
the ages if he jumped on the 
steer. Williams thought better 
of it when he got a close-up 
look at the horns.

“I told people if I scored 
close to him. I’d Jump on 
him,” Williams said. “He 
stood up real quick. I got 
scared and turned around.”

Bevo even dabbled in poli­

tics. In 2000, he traveled to 
Wasjiington, D.C., to be part 
of President Bush’s inaugura­
tion ceremonies.

Replacing him won’t be 
easy. Wiley said the Silver 
Spurs considered doing it last 
year but couldn’t find a suitable 
new Bevo. Bevo XIII’s burnt 
orange coloring is almost per­

fect and the white patch on his 
forehead looks like an exten­
sion of his impressive set of 
horns.

Wiley said Bevo XIII has a 
dociljS personality that makes 
him easy to handle. Because 
he’s been doing it so long, he 
knows where to go when he’s 
brought into the stadium for

home games.
He’s also developed a prima 

donna personality on the lYavis 
County ratKh where he’s kept, 
generally staying away Bom^ 
the herd, Wiley sai^.

Contrary to popular belief, 
Wiley said, the steer is not 
drugged before games to keep 
him calm.

Ben Johnson dreams of ‘one more race’
TORONTO (AP) — Ben 

Johnson loves Road Runner. It’s 
his favorite cartoon because the 
“Beep, Beep” bird is fast and 
never gets caught by Wile E. 
Coyote.

Johnson was fast. Then he 
got caught.

It was the most blatant case 
of doping in history, and it 
changed the way people regard 
athletes. Johnson became the 
symbol of all that is wrong with 
sports.

Fifteen years after his world 
record and 1(X)-meter gold 
medal at the Seoul Olympics 
were wiped out by steroid use, 
Johnson still is regarded by 
much of the world as the ulti­
mate drug cheat. That view, 
however, may have been tem­
pered by the sport's most recent

drug scandal. i
Last summer’s unmasking of 

the new steroid THG could 
result in suspensions for track 
and NFL stars, and already has 
sparked a grand jury probe that 
touches five sports. Still to be 
determined is whether double 
world sprint champion Kelli 
White will have to forfeit gold 
medals fw usiijg another 
banned drug.

“It makes me look good. It 
shows the world that these 
things are going on all these 
years. What they did to me was 
wrong,” Johnson says in an 
interview with The Associated 
Press. "One guy came up to me 
on the street and said, ’Hey, 
Ben, in ’88 you got raped.’ 
That’s the way I still feel.”

Johnson, who turns 42 on

Tuesday, is still sprinting and 
hoping for one more chaiKe at 
vindication. He’s still fast, still 
in great shape. His fortune is 
gone, and so are the farKy cars. 
He lives with his mom.

He hopes a re-race of that 
1988 Olympic final, an idea 
being floated by South Korean 
businessmen and promoted by 
Johnson’s former agent, will 
give him a final big payday and 
a chance to clear his name.

"Most people would have 
committed suicide, but I’m not 
going to do that,” he says, his 
voice filling with emotion and 
his habitual stutter emerging. 
"G(xl gave me the strength 
aneP courage to come through 
this.”

Many Canadians agree 
with Johnson that he was.a

Mavs halt slump
SACRAMENTO, Calif. 

(AP) — The Dallas 
Mavericks always make 
themselves at home in 
Sacramento, no matter how 
many of the Kings can’t make 
it to the game.

Dirk Nowitzki had 31 
points and 14 rebounds and 
Antoine Walker punctuated 
an outstanding game with a 3- 
pointer with 1:04 left, helping 
the Mavericks snap a four- 
game losing streak with a 111 - 
103 victory over the Kings on 
Thursday.

Walker had 23 points. 12 
rebounds and eight assists, 
hitting five 3-pointers as the 
Mavericks got their fifth win 
in their last six regular-season 
games in Sacramento.

In just their second home 
loss of the season, the Kings 
played without suspended 
All-Star Peja Stojakovic and 
injured forward Chris 
Webber, who hasn't played 
since blowing exit his knee 
early in the teams’ second- 
round playoff series last 
spring, won in seven games 
by Dallas.

Antawn Jamison had 22 
points for Dallas, which fell 
behind by 18 in the first half 
and then struggled to finish 
oft the short-handed Kings 
after a second-half rally.

Dallas sc(xx;d the final eight 
points of the game, beginning 
with Walker’s 3.

No matter the circum- 
stanc'es, the Mavericks were 
energized by just their fourth 
rtxid win of their disappoint­
ing season. The Kings are the 
NBA’s best home team over 
the last four years, but the 
Mavericks always seem to be 
at their best in Arco Arena.

Mike Bibby had 23 points 
fix the Kings, who dropped to 
15-2 at home thi» season with 
just their third loss in their last 
19 games overall. Vlade 
Divac scored 21 points and 
Brad Miller had 13 points, 12 
rebounds and nine assists 
before fouling out.

Stojakovic became the 
NBA’s second-leading scorer 
with 24.9 points per game 
after his career-best 41 against 
Memphis on Tuesday night. 
But the mild-mannered 
Serbian All-Star also angrily 
brushed against referee 
Bcmie Fryer, earning the first 
one-game suspension of his 
career.

Nowitzki came alive in the 
second half, scoring 22 points 
and taking advantage of 
defensive mismatches with 
Stojakovic at home. Steve 
Nash added 14 points and 11 
assists.

A-Rod is paying for record contract
ARLINGTON, Texas 

(AP) — A record contract 
brought Alex Rodriguez to 
Texas. And now it’s keeping 
him here.' '

With the $252 million 
contract he signed three 
years ago. Rodriguez can 
buy just about anything he 
wants ■— except a ticket out 
of Texas. Even when the 
Rangers were willing to send 
the American League MVP 
away. ,

After weeks of discus­
sions that began right after 
the World Series, Texas 
owner Tom Hicks on 
Tuesday endqd his attempt tp 
trade Rodriguez to Boston 
for outfielder Manny 
Ramirez, a pitching prospect 
and lots of cash. Ramirez is 
baseball’s only other $20 
million-a-year player.

The proposed deal was 
just too difficult and too 
complex to complete 
because of all of the big 
money.

Hicks missed out on what 
may be his only realistic 
chance of moving the most 
expensive contract in sports.

And Rodriguez is stuck in 
Texas, which has finished 
last in the AL West four 
straight seasons, instead of 
getting a chance to play for a

winner.
So now both owner and 

player are paying for their 
deal, which doubled the pre­
vious-highest contract in 
sports.

But Rodriguez had to 
know what he was potential­
ly getting into when he 
signed with Texas. 
Remember, the Rangers 
were already a last-place 
team then.

Despite Hicks’ willing­
ness then to carry $I(X) mil­
lion-plus payrolls, only the 
money was guaranteed — 
not the winning.

The initial smiles have 
been replaced by frustration 
after three straight losing 
seasons in which Rodriguez 
hit .305 with 156 home runs 
and .395 RBIs, along with 
two Gold Gloves and his 
long-awaited MVP award.

Not to mention the fric­
tion that developed between 
Rixlrigucz and new manager 
Buck Showaltcr last season.

Showaltcr has publicly 
downplayed any rift even 
after Rodriguez didn't return 
his calls for several weeks 
after the season. Showalter 
has repeatedly said he'd be 
happy to have Rodriguez 
back;.

Hicks plans to sit down

with Rodriguez and 
Showalter in the next few 
weeks "and get that clear” 
before spring training.

That has to be settled 
before what is likely to be 
another long and difficult 
season for the Rangers.

Hicks has ordered a pay­
roll reduction to the $70-$75 
million range, and a contin­
ued commitment to young 
players who started last sea­
son.

With the A-R(xl situation 
resolved, the Rangers will 
move forward with limited 
money for other players.

In the pursuit of another 
starting pitcher, Texas will 
have to look at cheaper alter­
natives like Brett Tomko or 
Kenny Rogers instead of 17- 
game winner Sidney Ponson.

Still, Hicks deserves cred­
it for pulling the plug on the 
A Rod deal when it was 
clear that Boston wasn't 
going to add $13 million to 
S I5 million in cash, a com­
promise from an initial 
demand of $25 million. That 
money would have allowed 
the Rangers to be more 
aggressive in free agency.

And Rodriguez’s contract 
isn t the one hurting the 
Rangers.

Don't forcet Chan Ho

Park has three seasons left 
on a contract worth about 
$13 million a year. The right­
hander signed to be the No. 1 
starter but was 10-11 with a 
6.09 ERA in 32 starts while 
spending most of the past 
two seasons on the disabled 
list.

Park isn’t going any­
where, and neither is A-Rod 
— for now.

Hicks insists the deal is 
dead. On Tuesday, after his 
deadline for the deal, Hicks 
sent a letter to season ticket 
holders proclaiming next 
year’s team would be cen­
tered on Rodriguez.

There will still be plenty 
of lingering effects from the 
attempted trade of 
Rodriguez, who first men­
tioned the possibility mid­
way through last season.

Sure, his Texas teammates 
are glad to have him on the 
field. But his desire to leave 
has to create some awkward 
feelings about his role as the 
team leader.

And what happens in July 
when the trade deadline is 
approaching and the Rangers 
are again 20 games out of 
first place'’ Is Rodriguez 
staying in Texas then'?

Nothing is guaranteed. 
Except for A-Rod's money.
