Report says government keeping
back lead hazard data for housing

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Information
about lead hazards in both public and pri-
vate housing around the country is being
withheld by the government, according
to a senior federal housing official whose
comments were videotaped and obtained
by the San Antonio Express-News.

At least one child at each of 16,500
HUD properties and other sites was diag-
nosed with lead poisoning. according to
the newspaper’s copyright report in
Tuesday online editions.

Joseph Smith, Deputy director of the
Office of Healthy Homes and Lead
Hazard Control. told a managers group
that work in the office of Alphonso
Jackson, secretary of the U.S.
Department of Housing and Urban
Development, that information about
federal-assisted housing would not be
made public.

It was part of meeting between Smith
and Jackson's staft members.

“Wg came upstairs and told the (HUD)
secretary’s staff that we had 16,000 prop-
erties and that we would be out doing site
inspections and will in fact be issuing a
press release in regards to them,” Smith
reportedly said at the taped meeting.
“The office of the secretary said. "Wait a
minute! Wait a minute! Do you realize
that probably 55 percent of those are
going to end up being our houses?”

“We said we know that some of them
are going to be there, but we're sending
them through the process.” Smith said.

He continues by relaying what the sec-
retary’s staff told him.

“We have programs in place that will
ensure that our properties are not a part

“of the public acknowledgment.”

Smith’s comments were made at a sen-
ior  HUD management meeting in
Washington on May 4.

Smith was outlining plans to address
and identify lead hazard locations by
2010. The meeting was broadcast to
HUD offices around the country. It was
released by government union members
who held an informational picket of San
Antonio HUD headquarters last week.

Brian Sullivan. HUD spokesman in
Washington, sought to clarify Smith’s
remarks.

“The idea that HUD is withholding
information about lead hazards is
absolutely and totally false,” Sullivan
said.

He said HUD does not plan to conceal
any information about any hazards to
children.

Sullivan said that the locations, most
of which are privately owned, are the
subject of an enforcement investigation
and cannot be revealed now — and he
doesn’t know when the information
would be made public.

HUD is working with local health
departments to gather information about
housing where lead hazards are known.

HUD had received responses from 25
departments at the time of the May 4
meeting.

The video showed that Detroit had
4,700 sites: Baltimore had 3,100; St.
Louis had 1.800: and Syracuse, N.Y., had
1.450.

Lead poisoning can cause reduced
intelligence, reduced stature and
impaired hearing.

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — A
military helicopter rescarch
facihity 1s planned this vear tor
a tormer air base mn Central
Texas. according to U.S. Army
officials who want to develop
new technology for their fleet.

City leaders say they hope
the Rotary Wing Technology
Center. to be based
KellyUSAL will spark a new
round of high-tech growth as
the  region’s  fiest mihitary
research hub. The center will
involve the Defense
Department and a consortium
of private busimesses special
izing in the  construction,
maintenance  and  repair of
U)Plcl\

many firms who want to locate
in San Antonio in order to he
near the center.” Bob Sanches.
a local businessman who led
the dnive to land the facility.
told the San Antonio Express
News-n Tuesday’s online edi

At a time 1n our nation’s history when almost everything is
partisan and politicized. 1t’s not surprising that the treatment —
ot Iraqis at the Abu Ghraib prison is also a

or mistreatment
subject of intense political acrimony

That is counterproductive

The calls in Congress for unfettered investigations, which
should follow the evidence wherever it might lead, are entirely
proper. Speed and openness are important. Also important is that
U.S. political institutions handle these investigations at least as
well as the military handled its own internal inquiry.

Terrible things happen in war. But how a nation deals with
those terrible things can determine whether it maintains its great-
ness — or slides into decline and disrepute.

Some say that no matter what happened at Abu Ghraib, the
prisoners under American supervision were treated better than
those who inhabited the prison when Saddam Hussein ruled Iraq.

We have no argument with that. But it's a pale defense for a
nation that sees itself as great and good and governed by a body
of laws.

Some say that the United States is involved in a different kind
of war than it has ever faced.

We have no argument with that. either. But that doesn’t justi-
fy sanctioning methods and behavior that run counter to
America’s self-image.

Some say that the grisly killing of American Nick Berg illus-
trates the savagery of the terrorists whom the United States is
fighting.

No argument there. But that's what we have come to expect
from terrorists.

Some say that the Americans involved in the treatment of pris-
oners were poorly trained and poorly led.

Again, no argument. But if training is required so that
Americans can recognize the difference between right and
wrong, something in our society is terribly amiss.

There may be a tine line between aggressive interrogation and
abusive treatment. Crossing that line in the heat of battle is one
thing. Crossing it as part of deliberate policy is something else
entirely.

We take heart from Secretary of State Colin Powell’s assur-

Sherrie always expressed a deep and
abiding envy of my fingernails. She wore
nails that you had to glue on. I would

arrive at a staff meeting, and the first
thing she would do, if I was within arm’s
length, was grab one of my hands and
examine my nails.

Then she would invariably ask if my
fingernails were “real” and “really
mine.” | don’t know if I ever convinced
her with my assurances, or if she finally
decided | was telling the truth because
she couldn’t get the fingernails to pop
off under pressure applied by her. But
we would. if you can believe it, go
downhill from there in our greetings to
each other.

We also understood each other per-
fectly. What we were really saying to
each other is that we were glad to get to
see each other again, and we were good
pals.

Besides being as silly as me, Sherrie
is intelligent, compassionate, thoughtful
and pretty. She has a good sense of style,
dedication to her job, devotion to family
and loyalty to friends. That is why what
she told me one day after about two years
of working together really bothered me.

Sherrie said she had grown up in the

same South Plains town she currently
lived and worked in. When she was a lit-
tle girl, she had to sit in the balcony at the
movie theater because that was the area
designated for “coloreds.” She had t use
the “colored’s” water fountains and bath-
rooms. She had to sit in a certain place on
the bus.

You see, Sherrie is an American of
African ancestry, or African-American.

I grew up in a tiny Panhandle town
and have never lived anywhere outside
the Panhandle. The only incidents of
racial segregation or conflict I were ever
really exposed to were via the media, not
firsthand.

When Sherrie told me about her first-
hand experience with segregation, I sat in
shock for a moment. My first reaction
was, “Oh, why did anyone do that to her?
There's absolutely no reason for her to
have had to go through that.”

The key, you see. to my reaction was
that I knew Sherrie. She wasn’t just an
unknown stranger.

Maybe that’s the key to some of these
types of problems. Maybe it's true that
you fear the unknown the most, and you
distrust, resist and deny it the most.

I am not saying that I have never felt
any type of prejudice against anyone at
all. I am far from being that good a per-
son. I am simply saying this:

I wish with all my heart that Sherrie
hadn’t had to go through that.

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A good example of bad journalism

For a good example of what's wrong
with liberal journalism, see the top front
page headline on (May 19) morning's
USA Today: "Brutality intensifies in Iraq.
" From that headline two stories descend-
ed, one on the murder of Nick Berg and
the other on the day's Abu Ghraib hear-

ings.
Hmmm ... are sexual humiliation and
beheading morally equivalent?

Following a week-long frenzy of cover-
age, was the Abu Ghraib story journalis-
tically equivalent to the new story of
Nick Berg's horrific death? A headline
like, "Muslim extremists behead an
American," would have been much better
in conveying the news of the day than
"Brutality intensifies in Irag."

USA Today's headline
assigned no responsibility and was not
even accurate. The Abu Ghraib story con-
cerned continuing testimony about the
mistreatment of Iraqi prisoners, but the
"brutality"” itself was not increasing and
had probably ceased upon full exposure.
Other newspapers had similar headlines
expressing shock that war is hell. I'd pre-
fer Dante-like surveys of the under-
world's levels.

Yes, Iraqi prisoners should not have
been subject to cruel and unusual punish-
ments, but perspectivé is important. The
photo of an Iragi man with a leash around
his neck showed shameful perversity, but
at least the man still had a neck. The
United States during the initial phase of

the Irag War used "smart bombs" in an
attempt to minimize civilian casualties:
compare that to Islamic fascists sawing
off Nick Berg's head.

Liberalism these days is a mix of mul-
ticulturalism and belief in man's per-
fectibility, and both aspects of the faith
lead reporters astray. War is an evil, but
cultures that respect the Bible try to
reduce the evil within that evil by follow-
ing commands from Mount Sinai and
conventions from Geneva. Those with
biblical understanding also know that we
often mess up. Add wartime pressures to
man's sinfulness, and some bad incidents
should be no surprise.

Journalists should not be surprised
about the mess-ups: Our questions should
concern how, often and how badly. Since
some of the Abu Ghraib prison guards
will say, honestly or maliciously, that
they were just following orders, we do
need to know more about what exactly
their orders were. We need to know
whether the prisoners were run-of-the-
mill captives or vicious terrorists caught
in the act of killing others or making
bombs that would murder civilians.

Instead of asking deeper questions,

many journalists will stay at the surface
and keep the Abu Ghraib story bubbling
because of its ugly reality, because it
reduces both a key GOP strength (pride in
our soldiers) and a key Democratic weak-
ness (John Kerry's Vietnam-era malign-
ing of our soldiers), and because hearings
are easy to cover. But the rest of us, even
as we ask authorities to punish those

guilty of unnatural acts and natural cover-

ups. should demand more.

We should debate the contention of
some international organizations that no
prisoners should be subjected to sleep
deprivation and solitary confinement. I'd
suggest that if those practices can ferret
out from terrorists information that could
save lives, guards should receive a flash-
ing yeliow light. But we won't have that
debate if reporters - lump together tough
information-gathering
forced participation in pornography.

We also need to debate the larger ques-

tions: Is Iraq better or worse off than it

was under Saddam Hussein? Because of

the war, are residents of New York and
Washington more or less likely to be vic
tims of terrorist attacks? We should look
straight-on at Abu Ghraib, photos and all.

create a political earthquake. We should
also steel ourselves to look at the Nick
Berg snuff video, and then not lose track
of those who have now added his name to
a long list of terrorism's victims.

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J.S:-British blueprint for Iraq

sets stage for intense discussion

UNITED NATIONS (AP) — Security
Council nations gave a generally positive
response to the U.S.-British blueprint for a
post-occupation Iragi government but several
demanded greater Iragi control over security
and the U.S.-led multinational force that will
try to restore stability.

The introduction of a draft resolution
Monday by Iraq’s occupying powers set the
stage for intense negotiations with longtime
critics of the war, such as France and Germany,
who are demanding that Iraq’s interim govern-
ment be the key decision-maker on security
issues.

The United States and Britain unveiled the
long-awaited plan hours before President Bush
said in a nationally televised address that
American forces would stay in Iraq until it was
free and democratic.

The resolution is an attempt by the Bush
administration to win intemational backing for
the post-occupation plans in Iraq, which have
been ‘severely shaken by violence. With his
approval ratings sinking after repeated set-
backs in Iraq, Bush is also seeking to rebuild
support at home.

Under the resolution, the multinational
force would be authorized to take “all neces-

_sary measures” to maintain security and pre-
terrorism, while no mention is made of
Iragi army.
The mandate for U.S.-led forces in Iraq
'would be reviewed after a year. U.S. deputy
buudor James Cunningham said the

 United States will keep its promise “that we

“will leave if there’s a request from the govern-

“ment to leave,” which he called highly unlike-
ly.

Council members said one of the major
concemns raised during closed-door discus-
sions after the resolution was introduced on
Monday was the question of whether sover-
eignty is really being restored.

Daubts over the government’s legitimacy
would undermine Washington’s claims. that
the June 30 handover of power represents a
major change in Iraq, with the official end of
the U.S.-led occupation that many Iragis
resent.

Many in Iraq and in Europe fear that the
interim government will not be seen as legiti-
mate if it doesn’t have a credible voice in the
operations of armed forces on its own soil.

German Chancellor Gerhard Schroeder
said the new Iragi government “must be able
to make decisions over security issues or else
it won’t be truly sovereign.”

Moscow has yet to give its official reaction
but a Russian diplomat said the draft raises
numerous questions and needs changes. The
unnamed diplomat spoke to the Interfax news
agency.

China expressed support for the plan and
urged the early establishment of a new lIraq
with “political sovereignty, independence and
territorial integrity.”

French Foreign Minister Michel Bamier
told reporters that Paris seeks a timeline for
handing over control of Iragi armed forces.
The Iragi government should “in time” have
“authority over police forces and the Iragi
army,” he said.

Human Rights Watch criticized the draft,
saying the United States and Britain will retain
ultimate responsibility for security and human
rights and Iraq’s new interim leaders will not
have full authority to govern the country.

Cunningham - and  Britain’'s U.N.
Ambassador Emyr Jones Parry insist that the
resolution will return all sovereignty to the
Iragis.

“The important thing is -that the political
responsibility for taking decisions for the pres-
ence of the multinational force, for the devel-
opment of a constitution, for the development
of the political process, are going into Iraqgi
hands,” Cunningham said. “It’s not for the
Security Council to tell them how to do it. It's
for them — it’s their process.”

Israeli troops pull out of Gaza camp

RAFAH, Gaza Strip (AP)
Israeli troops abruptly left this
refugee camp without complet-
ing a sweep for arms smuggling
tunnels, prompting growing crit-
icism in Israel on Tuesday that
the military has little to show for
a weeklong offensive that drew
worldwide condemnation.

Estimates of the number of
houses demolished in the raid
varied greatly. The United
Nations said 45 buildings were
razed, while Palestinian offi-
cials said about
were destroyed.

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Officials suspend
general in charge
of Abu Ghraib unit

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Army general who was
in charge of the U.S. prison
guards accused of abusing
Iragis has been suspended
from command of the 800th
Military Police Brigade,
officials said Monday.

Brig. Gen. Janis
Karpinski and other officers
in her brigade were faulted
by Army investigators for
paying too little attention to
the prison’s day-to-day oper-
ations and not acting strong-
ly enough to discipline sol-
diers under her command for
violating standard proce-
dures.

Karpinski’s suspension,
which has not been
announced by the Army, was
the latest in a series of
actions against officers and
enlisted soldiers implicated
in the abuse scandal at Abu
Ghraib prison near Baghdad.

Last week, Spc. Jeremy
Sivits received the maxi-
mum penalty of a year in
prison and a bad-conduct
discharge in the first court-
maitial stemming from the
abuse of Iraqis at the prison.
He was among seven mem-
bers of the 372nd Military
Police Company that have
been charged.

Karpinski, who has
returned to the United States,
has not been charged with an
offense. Being suspended
from her command does not
mean she has been relieved
of command, so technically
she could be reinstated,
although the intensity of the
international furor over the
Abu Ghraib prisoner abuse
makes that highly unlikely,
said the officials, speaking
on condition of anonymity.

In an interview on
MSNBC Monday night,
Karpinski said she has been
told of her suspension by
“several sources, but I have
nothing in writing.” The
paperwork will cite the rea-
son for her suspension, she
said.

Karpinski has said she

-was being treated unfairly

for the acts of others over
which she had no control.
“And actions like this renew
my thought process of being
a scapegoat and using the
800th MP Brigade as the
organization responsible for
this,” she said.

In his widely cited inves-
tigation report on the Abu
Ghraib abuse allegations,
Maj. Gen. Antonio Taguba
found heavy fault with
Karpinski’'s  performance
and recommended that she
be relieved of command and
given a formal reprimand.
Instead she was given a less-
severe “memorandum of
admonishment” on Jan. 17
by Lt. Gen. Ricardo
Sanchez, the top U.S..com-
mander in Iraq.

Taguba reported that
despite the documented
abuse of prisoners, he saw
no evidence that Karpinski
ever attempted to remind the
military police in her com-
mand of the requirements of
the Geneva Conventions,
which protect prisoners of
war and civilian detainees in
times of armed conflict.

“What I found particular-
ly disturbing in her testimo-
ny was her complete unwill-
ingness to either understand
or accept that many of the
problems inherent in the
800th MP Brigade were
caused or exacerbated by
poor leadership and the
refusal of her command to
both establish and enforce
standards and principles
among its soldiers,” Taguba
wrote.

In her defense, Karpinski
has said in numerous inter-
views with news organiza*
tions that her military superi-
ors and civilian leaders
ignored her requests for
more troops to watch prison-
ers. She also has said that
control of the prison was
taken away from her in
November 2003.

Large fire breaks out at chemical
warehouse east of city of Atlanta

CONYERS, Ga. (AP) —A
huge fire broke out in a chem-
ical warehouse Tuesday
morning, setting off multiple
explosions _ and
hundreds of residents to evac-
uate.

number was in the hundreds.

A hospital reported treating
at least two people who were
having trouble breathing or
suffering from irritation from
the chemicals, she said.

The fire was confined to
the warehouse, officials said
It was not immediately clear
how it started or what chemi-
cals were burning. although
authorities said chlorine was
one of the chemicals
involved

Chlorine is an irritant, and

is “certainly dangerous to

people with respiratory condi
tions in particular,” said Buzz
Weiss.
