Stll photographs taken from
surveillance videocamera tape
at an Oklahoma truck stop, as
well as a photo retouched by a
forensic artist, aired on national
television news networks dur-
ing the weekend in a continued
effort to identify the unknown
woman found dead Oct. 16 in
Gray County near Interstate 40.

“We just don’t know. We
can’t say right now. We're not
going to speculate,” said Gray
County Chief Deputy Kelly
Rushing concerning whether
the woman found last autumn
in Gray County could be the
victim of a serial killer.

Six other women found dead
in recent months in the region
including Texas and Oklahoma
have similarities in ethnic back-
ground, lifestyle, manner of
death and disposal of their bod-
ies. These similarities prompt-
ed law enforcement officials
states to meet in
Oklahoma City over the week-
end to discuss the possibility
that a serial killer might be tar-
geting prostitutes at area truck
stops.

The woman found in Gray
County is believed to be a
Native American, as were one
or more of the six other victims.

Gray County  Sherift’s
Department sent Deputy Morse
Burroughs to the meeting, held

Employees at the Flying J
Truck Stop at Sayre, Okla., had
confirmed seeing the woman at
the truck stop before she was
found in Gray County.

The employees were shown
still photographs taken from the
surveillance videotape at the
truck stop, Rushing said. The

The photos aired over the
weekend on CNN and Fox
News Network. Rushing said
his office had received some
calls after the photos aired, and
he understood that the
Oklahoma State Bureau of
Investigation had received “a

The still photos taken from
the truck stop videotape give
clues as to the woman’s cloth-
ing, and also show the back-
pack she was reportedly carry-
ing.

“We waded through the
trash in that rest area for two
days.

A woman who was found
dead on Aug. 9, 1999, also has
not been identified.

"They've been working on
them ever since I came," said
Guthrie, who joined the dis-
trict in 2000.

She said the district's rules
needed to be updated and
brought into compliance with
changes in state water law and
conservation goals of the
Regional Water Planning
Group.

Guthrie said the new rules
were also designed to deal
with  Hemphill = County's
evolving needs. Hemphill
County is one of the four
counties in the northeastern
Texas Panhandle, along with
Roberts,  Ochiltree  and
Lipscomb Counties, that
water marketers have eyed for
selling ground water to urban

areas downstate.
Roberts County is in the

Panhandle Ground Water
Conservation District.
Ochiltree and Lipscomb

Counties are in the North
Plains Ground Water
Conservation District.

While the basis for Texas
ground water law is the rule of
capture, the ability to pump as
much water as a landowner
wants so long as he does not
maliciously harm his neigh-
bors, the Texas Legislature
indicated that the preferred
way of regulating ground
water was through local
underground water conserva-
tion districts.

While the new proposed
rules introduced at a public
informational meeting here
Thursday night deal with edu-
cation, research, monitoring,
water quality and administra-
tive procedures, a key part
deals with the issue of permit-
ting and pumping.

Regional Planning Group's
50-50 goal, a goal to have 50
percent of the water still in
storage in the aquifer at the
end of a 50 year period, the
Hemphill County district has
set the acceptable decline rate
for pumping ground water at
one percent per calendar year
of the saturated thickness of
the aquifer at the point where
the well is drilled.

While this may allow some
landowners to pump more
than others, Guthrie said, the
rule is based on the actual
amount of water beneath a
specific property, not the
water projected by a theoreti-
cal computer model.

The new rules also estab-
lish export fees for transport-
ing water out of the district,
permitting procedures for
drilling and production,
metering requirements, per-
mitting  procedures  for
recharge injection wells and
licensing and registration of
drillers and pump installers.

The proposed rules divide
wells into small and large pro-
duction wells, Guthrie said.
Small wells are defined as 200
gpm or less. Large wells are
200 gpm or more.

Permits for small wells are
essentially permanent, unless
the water level drops to the
point that the well falls into a
Strategic Conservation
Depletion Area, or SCDA.

Permits for large wells will
be reviewed every five years.

Guthrie said the district
will hold a public hearing on
the proposed rules Tuesday,
March 16, on the third floor of
the Hemphill County
Courthouse. Written com-
ments can be sent to the dis-
trict office at PO. Box 1142,
Canadian, TX, 79014 until
March 26.

Guthrie said the district's
board will most likely vote on
adopting the proposed rules at
their April meeting.

Rebel convoy receives Port-au-Prince welcome

PORT-AU-PRINCE, Haiti
(AP) — Rebels rolled into the
capital Monday and were met
by hundreds of residents danc-
ing in the streets and cheering
the ouster of President Jean-
Bertrand  Aristide.  U.S.
Marines and French troops
secured key sites.

People clapped and waved
as they yelled “Good job!” and

the name of Guy Philippe, a
key rebel leader. The convoy
first rolled through Petionville,
a wealthy suburb, before mov-
ing into the heart of Port-au-
Prince.

Rebels riding atop pickup
trucks pumped their fists in the
air as hundreds spilled into the
streets to greet the insurgents
as they rolled into downtown

IRS: Early ’03 tax returns
reflect more use of e-filing

WASHINGTON - The
Internal Revenue Service said
today that electronic filing has
shown a sharp increase for this
year's early filers.

Through Feb. 20, overall e-
filing reached 29 million
returns, an increase of more
than 2 million, or 8 percent,
over the same period last year.
More than 6.6 million taxpay-
ers have e-filed from their per-
sonal computers, a 23 percent
increase.

"E-filing is off to another
good start,” said IRS
Commissioner Mark W.
Everson. "More and more tax-
payers are discovering the
benefits of e-file."

E-filing is fast, safe and
accurate, IRS officials say. By
choosing to.have their refunds

deposited directly to a bank
account, e-filers can have the
money in two weeks or less,
the IRS said.

The early refund statistics
show that:

* The IRS has certified 31.8
million refunds, an increase of
4.1 percent over the same time
last year.

* The refunds total $72.8
billion, up from $66.9 billion.

* The average refund is up
$97, to $2,292 - a 4.5 percent
increase.

* Three out of four taxpay-
ers receiving refunds had them
deposited directly to their
bank accounts.

Aristide said in a short
broadcast on the African
nation’s state radio that those
who overthrew him had “cut
down the tree of peace,” but “it
will grow again.”

An Associated Press corre-
spondent traveling with more
than 70 rebels under the com-
mand of Philippe, a former
assistant police chief and mili-
tary officer, set out before
dawn from the western town
of Gonaives, driving past
scenes of death and destruc-
tion.

In the town of St. Marc, the
convoy rolled past a road-
block where three charred
bodies lay in the road. The
rebels took the town early in
the uprising, which began
Feb. 5, but were forced to
retreat as government forces
counterattacked.

“1 feel the new state law to
abolish the position of consta-
ble is a bad one. It should
have required a county-wide
vote at the end of seven
years,” he said. The current
law states that the office must
remain vacant for seven years,
and then county commission-
ers may vote to keep or elimi-
nate the office.

Bowl Champonship Series
agrees to add fifth game

MIAMI BEACH, Fla.
(AP) — TCU and LSU in
the Sugar Bowl? Boise State
and Texas in the Fiesta
Bowl? Marshall and Miami
in the Orange Bowl?

As strange as they may
seem, those matchups are
now more likely to happen.

The Bowl Championship
Series agreed to add a fifth
game Sunday, increasing
access for schools not part
of college football’s most
lucrative postseason -system.

It means a better chance
at big bucks for teams in the
Mid-American Conference,
the Mountain West
Conference, the Western
Athletic Conference and
Conference USA. But the
changes do not guarantee
that a team outside the six
BCS conferences — the Big
East, ACC, SEC, Big 12,
Big Ten and Pac-10 — will
play in one of the elite
bowls.

“This is still a merit-
based system,” said Oregon
president Dave Frohnmayer,
a member of the BCS
Presidential Oversight
Committee. “We have done
our level best not to dilute
the quality of play in BCS
games.”

The fifth bowl is subject
to final approval based on
market viability, but all indi-
cations point to it being in
place when the new BCS
contract takes effect before
the 2006 season.

“This agreement is a sig-
nificant victory for college
sports and higher educa-
tion,” NCAA president
Myles Brand said.

Smaller schools have
long complained that the
current BCS system makes it
impossible for them to win
the national championship
and puts them at a financial
and recruiting disadvantage.

The BCS Presidential

Oversight Committee and
the Coalition for Athletics
Reform agreed to tweak the
system after a six-hour
meeting Sunday that capped
nine months of discussions
and may have ended threats
of congressional interven-
tion.

“It’s a significant
improvement _ from where
we are right now,” said
Tulane president Scott
Cowen, the leader of the
Coalition for Athletics
Reform - that fought to
change the current system.

The champions of the six
BCS conferences will main-
tain automatic berths in one
of the five games. The
remaining four spots will be
at-large berths to be decided
by a complex formula based
largely on national rankings.

Frohnmayer said the Big
East will retain its spot in
the BCS despite losing foot-
ball powerhouse Miami as
well as Virginia Tech and
Boston College.

The committee and the
BCS agreed on access rules
for non-BCS schools, but
refused to give details until
after the changes are pre-
sented to the conferences.

Cowen said that using the
new system,.a non-BCS
school would have played in
a BCS bowl in four of the
last six seasons. He declined
to say which teams or which
seasons.

The current BCS bowls
are the Rose, Sugar, Fiesta
and Orange. One of those
bowls pits the top two teams
in the BCS standings in a
championship game, which
will be the.Orange Bowl
next - season.’ The Rose,
Fiesta and Sugar host the
other games.

Frohnmayer said the fifth
bowl would join in the title
game rotation. He also said
the Rose Bowl would retain

its long-standing ties to the
Big Ten and Pac-10 champi-
ons during years in which it
does not host the title game.
The other bowls also would
have the chance to protect
conference ties.

Frohnmayer said existing
bowls probably will get the
first shot at becoming the
fifth BCS "bowl. Cities
expected to show immediate
interest include Atlanta,
Dallas, Houston,
Jacksonville, Orlando and
San Diego.

“We are envisioning a
bowl of equal stature in
terms of its command of tel-
evision audiences and its
desirability from a stand-
point of teams,” Frohnmayer
said. “Whether that would
come from the volunteering
of an existing bowl system
and its own structure or the

creation of a new bowl,

that’s something we simply
can’t determine at this
point.”

The BCS bowls generate
more than $110 million a
year for the big conferences.
The BCS gives about $6
million a year to smaller
Frohnmayer
said those figures should
increase under the new for-
mat.

conferences.

Since ABC owns the cur-
rent television rights to BCS
games, Frohnmayer said the
network would get a chance
to negotiate a new contract
under the five-bowl format.

“It’s our hope that the

. interest in the series will be

And I'm not going to
cry.”

Penn — who has been dismissive of awards
in the past but graciously accepted after skip-
ping the Oscars the three previous times he was
nominated — was taken by surprise when the
audience gave him a standing ovation.

“l did arguably feel I was there to debunk
the notion that it was a popularity contest,”
Penn said backstage. “But they took that away
from me in the room.”

Sofia Coppola’s Oscar victory for original
screenplay for “Lost in Translation” made her
family the second clan of three-generation
Oscar winners, joining Walter, John and
Anjelica Huston. Her father is five-time winner
Francis Ford Coppola, who was an executive
producer on “Lost in Translation,” and her
grandfather, Carmine Coppola, won for musi-
‘The Godfather Part I1.”

Bush anti-drug sti'ategy focus
on abuse of prescription drugs

WASHINGTON (AP)
President Bush’s national anti-
drug strategy will for the first
time target the use of pain
relievers, sedatives and stimu-
lants for nonmedical purposes, a
problem that has exploded in the
last decade.

A key part of the strategy
being released Monday involves
government efforts to help states
.develop monitoring systems to
track a patient’s use of prescrip-
tion medicine. The monitoring
programs flag cases that indicate
a pattern of abuse, such as “doc-
tor shopping,” where a patient
gets prescriptions for drugs from
multiple physicians.

“The principal impact of this
campaign when you step up the
law enforcement response is
that doctors will err on the side
of under-treating pain,” said
alliance Executive Director
Ethan Nadelmann. “So any time
a doctor is dealing with a patient
in pain, their first instinct is not
to prescribe enough.”

Since 1995, emergency room
visits from prescription drug
abuse have risen 163 percent,
the report said.

To highlight the problem
among youth, it noted a
University of Michigan study
that found abuse by high school
seniors of Vicodin more than
double the use of cocaine,
Ecstasy or methamphetamine.
One in 10 seniors, it said, report-
ed nonmedical use of the
painkiller.
