Some Pampa residents 
woke up to digital electric 
clocks Dashing “ I2:(X)” this 
morning after lightning strikes 
from an early spring storm 
caused disruptions in electric 
service during the night.

Jim Fuller with Xcel 
Energy said in a telephone 
interview this morning that 
one transformer had been hit 
by lightning during the night, 
leaving some customers with­
out power for a time. There 
were also "a few spotty out­
ages," he said.

In addition to hitting elec­
trical transformers, lightning 
can cause fuses to trip due to 
the sudden large electrical 
surge caused by the lightning.

Fuller explained I his is a 
safety feature built into the 
electrical system to prevent 
damage, and can result in tem­
porary loss of power.

Power was restored within 
"a couple of hours” to every­
one whose electrical service 
had been interrupted. Fuller 
said.

“Everybody in Pampa has 
service right now,” he said this 
morning at about 9:30 a.m.

Gray County Sheriff’s 
Department and Pampa Police 
Department both lost electri­
cal service during the night for 
one to two hours, causing dis­
ruptions in computer systems, 
but both had power restored 
this morning, according to 
spokespersons for each 
department.

BatUe for the White House hegins in earnest

WASHINGTON (AP) — President 
Bush versus J6An Kerry. What promis­
es to be a contentious eight-month bat­
tle for the White House opened 
Wednesday with the incumbent buffet­
ed by dangers in postwar Iraq and the 
loss of jobs at home, yet holding the 
upper hand on money and Electoral 
College math.

Partisans from both parties are 
already fretting over their candidate's 
chances.

“President Bush has the best odds, 
but incumbency has its disadvantages, 
too,” said Tom Slade, former chairman 
of the Florida Republican Party. 
“There’s four years of record to throw

rocks at. and I’ve often debated with 
myself over which I would rather be — 
the incumbent or challenger.”

“This election mg^ht settle that 
question,” Slade said with a sigh, “for 
better or worse.”

If so, it may be settled in Florida and 
15 states that Bush won or lost by 5 
percentage points or fewer in 2()(K) — 
the Midwest states of Iowa, Minnesota, 
Missouri, Ohio, Michigan and 
Wisconsin; the Northwest’s 
Washington and Oregon;
Pennsylvania. Maine and New 
Hampshire in the Northeast; Western 
states Nevada and New Mexico, and 
the South’s Tennessee and Arkansas.

Tennessee may be the only 2000 
battleground that doesn’t qualify. If A1 
Gore couldn’t win his Republican-

leaning home state, Kerry probably 
won't. Democratic and GOP strategists 
said.

Two states Bush won by just 6 per­
centage points — Arizona and West 
Virginia — could be more competitive 
this year.

“The Hispanic inDuence, as well as 
massive immigration from California, 
has moderated the politics of this 
.state.” said state Sen. Ken Cheuvront. 
an Arizona Democrat.

In his first ad blitz, an extraordinary 
$10.5 million buy. Bush is targeting 
voters in 16 battleground states from 
2000 — minus Tennessee but plus 
West Virginia and Arizona. In a show 
of strength, he’s even running ads in 
the traditionally Democratic state of 
Delaware, which Gore won by double

digits in 20(X).
“We know this election is going to 

be decided in a limited number of 
states in the Electoral Collene. and 
we’ve made decisions based on that.” 
said Matthew Dowd, the campaign’s 
chief strategist.

Changes in the Electoral Map favor 
Bush. The president won .30 states four 
years ago, worth 271 electoral votes in 
2(HX). Reapportionment has increased 
their value to 278, without a vote being 
cast.

Kerry's base consists of 11 states 
plus the District of Columbia won most 
easily by Gore in 2000, worth 168 
electoral votes Nov. 2.

Besides those Democratic strong­
holds. Kerry's strategists believe he

WASHINGTON (AP) — Millions of visa-carrying 
Mexicans who make short visits to America and stay close to] 
the border won’t have to be fingeiprinted and photographed to 
get into the country.

Asa Hutchinson, the Homeland Security department’s 
undersecretary for border and transportation, was to publicly 
armounce the policy change'at a congressional hearing 
Thursday, a congressional official who was briefed on the plan 
told The Associated Press.

The move, a concession to Mexican President >^cente Fox, 
comes on the eve of his visit to President Bush’s ranch in 
Crawford, Texas.

As part of the US-VISIT program started in January, for­
eigners from certain countries traveling on visas and entering 
at 115 major airports and 14 seaports are fingerprinted and 
photographed. The system was developed in response to the 
Sept. 11,2001, terrorist attacks to ensure that people on terror­
ist watch lists and other criminals don’t get into the country.

The program Mali be added to the 50 busiest land ports later 
this year. Fox was upset that under the expanded plan, 
Mexicans would have been photographed and fingerprinted 
before entering the United States, while Canadians would not.

Mexican border officials and officials in U.S. border com­
munities feared the program could lead to long delays or 
prompt fewer people to enter the country. Either scenario 
would hurt local economies that rely on a steady flow of visi­
tors.

Under the plan outlined by the congressional official, 
Mexicans who have so-called laser visas won’t be fingreprint- 
ed and photogr^hed provided they stay in the United States 
no more than three days and remain close to the border.

Iraqi police, U.S. soldiers arrest Iraqi extremist
BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — 

U.S. soldios and Iraqi police 
arrested 14 Iraqis, including a 
militant suspect^ of leading a 
terrorist cell made up of follow­
ers of the extremist Wahhabi 
sect of Sunni Islam, the military 
said Thursday.

Sami Ahmed and the others 
were cq>tured late Wednesday 
near Baqouba, a hotbed of anti­
coalition activity in the Sunni 
Triangle, north of Baghdad, 
said Maj. Josslyn Aberle of the 
Tikrit-based 4th Infantry 
Division.

Five Iraqi police were 
wounded in separate attacks in 
northern Iraq.

A roadside bomb went off as 
a U.S. military vehicle passed 
in the town of Hadid, north of 
Baghdad, wounding a 4th 
Infantry Division soldier, said 
Master Sgt. Robert Powell, an 
Army spokesman. U.S. soldiers 
arrested one Iraqi in relation to 
the attack and are searching for 
a second man who fled the 
scene on a motorcycle.

Insurgents fired a rocket- 
propelled greqade at U.S. sol­
diers guarding a building where

The presumptive nominee 
also must retool his message 
for the general election, per­
haps soften the rough edges of 
his criticism of Bush. Aides 
are planning a series of policy 
speeches for Kerry, who may 
travel overseas to burnish his 
image.

Most national polls show 
Kerry ahead or tied with 
Bush. In a race determined 
state by state, polls in the indi­
vidual battlegrounds reflect a 
tight race.

Wednesday that there was evi­
dence that al-Qaida-linked 
Jordanian militant Abu Musab 
al-Zarqawi was behind the 
bombings.

An insurgent group in 
Fallujah circulated a statement 
signed by the “Leadership of 
the Allahu Akbar Mujahedeen” 
claiming that al-Zarqawi was 
killed in northern Iraq “during 
the American bombing there.”

The statement did not say 
when al-Zarqawi was suppos­
edly killed, but U.S. jets 
bombed strongholds of the 
extremist Ansar al-lslam in the

north last April as Saddam 
Hussdn’s retpme was collaps­
ing.

“The truth is, al-Qaida is not 
present in Iraq,” the 
Mujahedeen statement said. 
Though many Arabs entered 
the country to fight U.S. troops, 
only a small number remain, 
the group said.

A coalition spokesman told 
The Associated Press the claim 
of al-Zarqawi’s death was 
patently false.

Insurgents struck an Iraqi 
police station and a police 
patrol in and around the 
northern city of Mosul on 
Thursday, wounding five 
policemen, according to

police and hospital officials.
U.S. and Iraqi officials dis­

agreed over how many people 
died in Tuesday’s bombings in 
Baghdad and Karbala. The 
Iraqi Governing (Council said 
Wednesday that 271 pieople 
were killed.

On Thursday, a U.S. coali­
tion official released what he 
said was a final casualty toll: 
181 people killed and 573 
injured.

U.S. officials said IS people 
were detained in Karbala in the 
attacks, though none was 
charged. Among those 
detained were five Farsi speak­
ers, a suggestion that they 
were Iranians.

Bills also have expressed 
interest in Henson.

The 24-year-old was 
selected in the sixth round of 
the NFL diañ last season by 
the Houston Texans, who are 
trying to work out a trade for 
him before next month’s 
draft.

If a deal can’t be done, 
Henson will re-enter the draft.

The Browns figured 
they’d take a look at Henson 
while they also are trying to 
restructure quarterback Tim 
Couch’s contract

Couch is due $7.6 million 
this season and $8 million in 
2005, and the Browns want 
him to cut his base salary to 
create more'room under the 
salary cap attd so they can be 
more active in free agency.

NEW YORK (AP) — Bud 
Selig wants to put baseball’s 
focus back on the field. To 
do that, the commissioner 
has an idea: limit talk about 
steroids.

Selig recently sent a 
directive to all 30 teams, 
telling them to decline com­
ment on the BALCO case 
“specifically” and perform­
ance enhancing drugs “gen­
erally.”

While the memo was not 
sent to players, some of 
them liked the move.

“1 think it’s a good thing,” 
pitcher Russ Ortiz, Atlanta’s 
union representative, said 
Wednesday. ‘There’s a lot of

comments out there. It’s not 
just the players. It’s other 
people, too. But it’s all spec­
ulation.

“Right now, no one is 
reporting on baseball. 
They’re reporting on all this 
other stuff. Let’s focus on 
baseball and let the other 
stuff take care of itself.”

Said Braves manager 
Bobby Cox: “I’ve not heard 
about it. I wish 1 had gotten 
that yesterday. I’d rather not 
address it anymore.”

The talk about steroids 
has swept spring training, 
with increased speculation 
and scrutiny over which 
players might have used

them.
On Tuesday, the San 

Francisco Chronicle report­
ed Barry Bonds was given 
the substances by his per­
sonal trainer — who got 
them from the Bay Area 
Laboratory Co-Operative.

According to the newspa­
per, investigators also were 
told that steroids were given 
to New York Yankees stars 
Jason Giambi ' and Gary 
Sheffield.

Trainer Greg Anderson 
gave the players the drugs 
from BALCO, according to 
information given to the 
government and shared with 
the newspaper. Anderson has

been charged with partici­
pating in a ring that provided 
p e rfo rm a n c e -e n h a n c in g  
drugs to pro athletes.

Giambi’s brother, Jeremy, 
had little to say about the 
issue.

“It’s just something that’s 
going on,” he said at 
Dodgers camp. “ I really 
can’t talk about it. At some 
point, I will have a com­
ment.”

Asked about his brother, 
Jeremy said: .“He’s going 
about his business, he’s got a 
season to play. He’s getting 
ready to have another big 
year.”

The subject of steroids 
has been a daily topic at 
Yankees manager Joe 
Torre’s press briefings.

The first question 
Tuesday was about the 
Chronicle report and Torre 
politely said “next ques­
tion.”

Later, Torre was asked 
whether he was declining 
comment because he was 
told to keep quiet or because 
he didn’t want to talk about 
the subject. He said both.

“1 can’t talk about some­
thing 1 don’t know anything 
about. We feel that we really 
don’t want to comment on 
this thing,” he said.

Disney and addresses the con­
cerns of corporate governance 
groups that had called for the 
change, it won’t satisfy the 
company’s most vocal critics.

Those include ex-board 
members Stanley Gold and Roy 
E. Disney, who have waged a 
three-month campaign to per­
suade shareholders to oust 
Eisner. The men have vowed to 
continue their fight.

In an interview with ABC’s 
“Nightline" Wednesday, Eisner, 
61, acknowledged the vote 
against him: “I do not belittle a 
large withhold vote.” He also 
portrayed the jobs split as the 
result of wider reforms ja cor­
porate America.

“We should have been con­
sidering, and getting our com­
pany into contemporary gover­
nance and we did it today. We 
heard our shareholders who 
seemed to be interested in that, 
so we went ahead and did it,” he 
said.

PHILADELPHIA (AP) — 
Responding to the ire of Disney 
shareholders, the media giant 
stripped CEO Michael Eisner 
of his chairman's title — a 
move some feel is unlikely to 
quell grumbles from the large 
number who voted to withhold 
their support for the embattled 
leader.

The Walt Disney Co.'s board 
voted unanimously Wednesday 
to sever the roles of chairman 
and chief executive, naming 
director George Mitchell as 
nonexecutive chairman. Eisner 
is keeping his job as CEO, and 
the board reiterated its approval 
for his leadership and the com­
pany’s strategy.

Yet the change in manage­
ment structure came only hours 
after a stunning number of 
Disney shareholders — 43 per­
cent — did not support Eisner's 
re-election to the b<wd.
