U.S. Supreme Court refuses to rule
in Boy Scouts discrimination appeal

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Supreme Court refused
Monday to hear an appeal from
the Boy Scouts over what the
organizations claims .is dis-
crimination because of its poli-
cy against hiring gays.

The case revisited the gay
rights fight surrounding the
high court’s ruling four years
ago that the Boy Scouts have
the right to ban openly homo-
sexual scout leaders. This time,
the question was whether states
miay treat the Scouts differently
than other organizations
because of that policy.

The Scouts asked the jus-
tices to hear a case from
Connecticut, where officials
dropped the group from a list of
charities that receive donations
through a state employee pay-
roll deduction plan.

That’s unconstitutional dis-
crimination, the Boy Scouts
argued.

“To exclude the Boy Scouts
from a forum based on their
values they hold and the con-
duct they require of their mem-
bers is to exclude Boy Scouts
based on viewpoint and identi-
ty,” lawyers for the Scouts
argued in their Supreme Court
appeal.

The Scouts took in about
$10,000 annually from the
employee charity campaign,
the filing said.

The Boy Scouts, based in
Irving, Texas, are pursuing a
similar court fight in San
Diego, where city officials
want to evict the group from a
park where the organization
runs a youth aquatic center. The
Bush administration sided with
the Scouts in that case last
week.

Connecticut officials also
raised the issue of discrimina-
tion to explain why the Scouts
were dropped from the State
Employee Campaign
Committee in 2000.

A state human rights com-
mission had found that includ-
ing the Boy Scouts of America
in the employee donation pro-

gram would violate
Connecticut’s gay rights law,
state  Connecticut attorney
General Richard Blumenthal
argued to the high court.

The gay rights law prohibits
the state from “becoming a
party to any agreement,
arrangement or plan which has
the effect of sanctioning dis-
crimination,” the state’s legal
filing said.

A federal appeals court ruled
last year that Connecticut did
not violate the Scouts’ First
Amendment  rights.  The
Connecticut policy was intend-
ed more to protect gays than to
silence the views of groups like
the Scouts, the court said in
upholding then ruling of a
lower federal judge.

The American Legion,
Campus Crusade for Christ and
numerous other organizations

filed friend-of-the-court briefs
supporting the Boy Scouts.

“Permitting this decision to
stand would open the door for
other governmental action that
seeks to advance a political
agenda by forcing those who
oppose it to relinquish their
constitutionally protected
views, beliefs and practices in
exchange for a government
benefit that was otherwise
available,” lawyers a Catholic
public interest law firm, the
Thomas More Law Center,
argued.

The case is Boy Scouts of
America v. Wyman, 03-956.

Stewart thanks viewers and readers
after meeting with probation officer

NEW YORK (AP) —
Martha Stewart thanked view-
ers of her television shows and
readers of her magazines and
Web sites for their support on
Monday, making her first pub-
lic remarks since being con-
victed of lying about a stock
sale.

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She made the remarks as
she was getting into a sport
utility vehicle outside a lower
Manbhattan courthouse, where
she met with a probation offi-
cer for about an hour. The
meeting came as stock in her
namesake empire continued to
slide and the board of her com-
pany was gathering to discuss
life without the domestic diva.

“l want to thank my read-
ers, my viewers and the
Internet users,” Stewart said
just before closing the door
behind her. “I just want to
thank everyone for their sup-
port.”

The probation meeting is
the first step toward sentenc-
ing. While lawyers did not
comment on what took place at
the meeting, newly convicted
defendants typically give basic
information about themselves.

Stewart was convicted

Friday along with stockbroker

Peter Bacanovic. Both are
expected to get 10 to 16
months in prison when they
are sentenced on June 17.

The board of directors of
Stewart’s. company, Martha
Stewart Living Omnimedia
Inc., was to meet Monday to
discuss her fate, according to a

source close to the company
who spoke on condition of
anonymity.

Stewart stepped down from
her role as chief executive and
chairman of the board in June
after being indicted but
remains as chief creative offi-
cer and a member of the board.

With her conviction, the
government will likely press to
have Stewart removed from
the board, but the big question
is how involved in the compa-
ny she will be. Stewart’s name,
now tainted by a conviction, is
stamped on a wide variety of
products, from TV shows to
magazines and merchandise.

Investors continued to
drive the shares in the compa-
ny down; after dropping 23
percent Friday they were
down 72 cents or 6.6 percent
at $10.14 in late-morning trad-
ing on the New York Stock
Exchange.

The stock had traded at
about $19 a share before
Stewart’s name surfaced in the
ImClone investigation.
Stewart owns about 30 million
shares of the company, an
approximate 61 percent stake,
meaning she has lost millions
as the stock has fallen.

Texas milk production up from last year

AUSTIN — Texas milk
production totaled 526 mil-
lion pounds during January,
up 9 percent from last year's
production of 482 million
pounds. December 2003 pro-
duction totaled 499 million
pounds.

The number of milk cows
during January averaged
317,000 head, down 3,000
head from last year but

unchanged from December
2003. Production per cow
averaged 1,660 pounds during
January, up 10 percent from
last year and 5 percent from
December 2003.

Milk production in the 20
states participating in the sur-
vey totaled 12.5 billion
pounds, down 0.9 percent

FARM SCENE: Mouthwash chemical
to decrease harmful germs in poultry

LITTLE ROCK, Ark. (AP)
— The same chemical used in
most mouthwashes for more
than half a century has been
approved by the Food and
Drug Administration for use
on poultry as a way to reduce
food-borne illness.

Researcher Cesar
Compadre and colleagues at
the University of Arkansas for
Medical Sciences-spent 10
years and nearly $1 million
attempting to prove what later
became obvious: The chemi-
cal compound CPC provides
effective protection against
salmonella, E. coli, listeria
and other germs.

“CPC has been used since
the 1930s in mouthwashes
and people tried to use it for
cleaning surfaces, but nobody
thought to use it to clean
meat,” Compadre said.

Safe Foods Inc. of North
Little Rock, which developed
CPC into a spray it will mar-
ket under the brand name
Cecure, announced
Wednesday that the FDA told
the company it can begin mar-
keting the product as soon as
it is published in the Federal

Register.

The FDA on Tuesday
would not say when that
might happen.

While hels proud of the
FDA approval,, Compadre
said that many people did not
believe the process would
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work because it seemed sim-
ple. Some questioned why it
hadn’t been used before.

The chemical has no taste
or smell, doesn’t change the
color of meat and only leaves
noticeable residue on foods
when they contain a lot of sur-
face fat, Compadre said.

“Bleach is an effective
anti-microbial, but it will dis-
color the meat,” Compadre
said. “Other chemicals can
make the skin soapy and give
you what is called ’slick
chicken.” We've tested all
those chemicals and none was
effective as CPC. And bacte-
ria are usually smart enough
to build resistance and there’s
almost no resistance to CPC.”

The world’s largest meat
supplier already has plans for
Cecure. Tyson spokesman Ed
Nicholson said the company
sees promise in the product
and will test it as a part of its
food safety measures.

Compadre and research
colleagues Hamid Salari and
Kim Fifer started with a
$50,000-a-year grant from the
U.s. Department of
Agriculture. After the
researchers used additional
school funds, Safe Foods
came -along in 1999 and
licensed use of CPC in the
Cecure spray.

Safe Foods invested $7
million to test Cecure under
poultry processing conditions
and usher it through the FDA
approval process.

Curtis Coleman, president

\

and chief executive of Safe
Foods, said he didn’t fully
understand how effective
CPC, or cetylpyridinium chlo-
ride, would be as an anti-
microbial when his tiny firm
started working on Cecure.

Coleman believes applying
Cecure to poultry and later to
beef, pork, seafood, fruits and
vegetables will significantly
reduce the 76 million food-
borne illnesses in the United
States each year and the
approximately 5,000 deaths a
year that result.

Safe Foods has sent Cecure
to poultry processing compa-
nies around the world for their
own evaluations and was
pleasantly surprised by their
enthusiasm.

“We weren't prepared for
the level of interest from the
food industry,” Coleman said.
“But now we are ready to go
with marketing Cecure, and
we’ve been ramping up the
company. We have 25
employees now — double
what we had seven months
ago.”

Cattle on feed

shows increase

AUSTIN — Cattle and
calves on feed for slaughter
market in Texas feedlots with
capacity of 1,000 head or
more’ totaled 2.83 million
head on Jan. 1, up 8 percent
from a year ago. According to
a recent report released by the
Texas Agricultural Statistics
Service, the estimate was
down slightly from the Dec. |
level. Producers placed
420,000 head in commercial
feedlots during December, up
17 percent from a year ago
and 5 percent below the
November 2003 total.

Texas commercial feeders
marketed 410,000 head dur-
ing December, up 3 percent
from last year and unchanged
from the November 2003,
total.

On Jan. 1, there were 2.33
million head of cattle and
calves on feed in the Northern
High Plains, 82 percent of the
state's total. The number on
feed across the area was up 6
percent from last year and
down | percent from the
December total.

December placements in
the Northern High Plains
totaled 317,000 head, an 8
percent decrease from the
November total. Marketings
were up 4 percent from last
month to 334,000 head.

Cattle and calves on feed
for slaughter market in the
United States in feedlots with
a capacity of 1,000 head or
more totaled 11.2 million
head on Jan. 1, 2004. This
inventory was 6 percent
above Jan. 1, 2003.

Placements in feedlots
during December totaled 1.75
million head, 10 percent
above December 2002.
December placements of cat-
tle and calves weighing less
than 600 pounds totaled
503,000 head; 600-699
pounds totaled 529,000 head;
700-799 pounds totaled
448,000 head; 800 pounds
and greater totaled 268,000
head. Marketings of fed cattle
during December totaled 1.74
million head, down 3 percent
from 2002.

No, this was a time for
fans and players alike to do
what they’ve done from the
days before Babe Ruth — cel-
ebrate the eternal optimism of
spring and all that is good
about the game they love.

They did it in Arizona,
where Maddux let up one hit
in two innings in his cele-
brated return to the team he
left 12 years earlier. And
they did it in Florida, where
thousands packed the stands
to see their Red Sox lose 11-

* 7 to the Yankees in the most

anticipated exhibition game
of recent times.
“We look forward to an

unbelievable summer,”
Rodriguez said.
So, apparently do the die-

hard followers of America’s
pastime, the fans who have
remained loyal through vari-
ous strikes, lockouts, late-
night World Series games,
and laughably high salaries
and ticket prices.

Militants pledge revenge after 14
Palestinians Kkilled in Israeli raid

GAZA CITY, Gaza Strip
(AP) — Hamas threatened
revenge Monday, after 14
Palestinians were Kkilled in the
deadliest Israeli raid in Gaza in
17 months.

Among the dead were 11
militants and three boys, and
81 people were wounded. The
fighting near the Bureij
refugee camp Sunday pitted
hundreds of Palestinians with
assault rifles, anti-tank mis-
siles and grenade launchers
against Israeli snipers and
troops firing from helicopters
and tanks.

In new fighting Monday, a
16-year-old Palestinian was
killed by army fire.

The spike of violence in
Gaza came weeks after Israeli
Prime Minister Ariel Sharon
said he would withdraw from
most of the strip if peace
efforts remained stuck.

Each side now seems to be

positioning itself to claim
withdrawal as a victory.

Sunday’s raid of the Burei)
camp appeared mainly. aimed
at drawing out militants;
troops found no weapons and
made no arrests.

Alon Ben-David, military
commentator for Israel TV’s
Channel 10, said the purpose
of such raids is to “kill as
many armed Palestinians as
possible.”

“It’s a ritual in which every-
thing is pre-planned. The army
goes in, stations its snipers,
then a convoy of armored
vehicles moves in,” Ben-
David told Israel Army Radio.
“The Palestinians don’t see the
snipers, they begin to fire on
armored vehicles, and then
they get hit.”

Israeli military officials
said the raid was meant to put
the militants on the defensive
and prevent them from carry-

ing out attacks on Israelis.

The Islamic militant group
Hamas on Monday belatedly
claimed responsibility for the
pub attack.

Hamas said the bombing
was a message to Israel that
the group “has many options
to fight against you as long as
you are occupying your land
and committing massacres
against our people.”

Hamas also released a
farewell video in which one of
the Britons, Omar Khan
Sharif, from Derby in central
England, launched into a
tirade in English against Israel
and what he said was a world
indifferent to Palestinian suf-
fering.

Sunday’s army raid prompt-
ed some debate among the
armed groups on whether to
continue engaging the Israelis
despite their superior firepow-
er.

Iraqis sign interim constitution

BAGHDAD, kaq (AP).—
Irag’s Governing Council
signed a landmark interim con-
stitution Monday after resolv-
ing a political impasse sparked
by objections from the coun-
try’s most powerful cleric. The
signing was a key step in U.S.
plans to hand over power to the
Iragis by July 1.

Before an audience of
prominent Iragi and American
civilian and military officials,
including the top administrator
in Iraq, L. Paul Bremer, the 25
council members signed the
document on an antique desk
once owned by King Faisal I,
Iraq’s first monarch.

Council president
Mohammed Bahr al-Ulloum
called the signing a “historic
moment, decisive in the histo-
ry of Iraq.”

“There is no doubt that this
document will strengthen Iraqi
unity in a way never seen
before,” said Massoud
Barzani, a Kurdish leader on
the council. “This is the first
time that we Kurds feel that we
are citizens of Iraq.”

The charter which
includes a 13-article bill of
rights, enshrines Islam as one
of the bases of law and outlines
the shape of a parliament and
presidency as well as a federal
structure for the ccuntry. It will
remain in effect until a perma-
nent constitution is approved
by a national referendum
planned for late 2005.

About an hour before the
signing ceremony began, |

Monday’s ceremony was a |’

fell apart when five of the
council’s 13 Shiite members
refused to sign the documgnt
because Grand Ayatollah Ali
al-Husseini al-Sistani objected
to a key clause requested by
the Kurds.

The last-minute disruption
embarrassed U.S. coalition
officials and angered others on
the council who saw as it as a
Shiite attempt to grab more
power.

After urgent talks over the
weekend, al-Sistani signaled to
the five Shiite dissenters that
he would not oppose the con-
stitution despite his reserva-
tions, and the document was
signed Monday = without
changes.

“We must put the interests
of our nation above all of our
interests. The world is waiting
and expecting us to work in the
service of our nation,” Bahr al-
Ulloum told council members
in a meeting Monday before
the signing. The members then
unanimously approved the
document with a show of
hands.

Bremer will endorse the
document in a separate letter
congratulating the council
members, who include 13
Shiites, five Kurds, five Sunni
Arabs, a Christian and an eth-
nic Turk.

Al-Sistani’s opposition
focused on a clause in the draft
that gave Iraq’s Kurdish
minority the power to veto a
permanent constitution even if
the Shiite majority approved it
in the referendum.

The disputed clause in the
draft said that the referendum
on the permanent constitution
would fail if two thirds of the
population in any three
provinces reject it — even if it
gains a majority nationwide.

The Kurds, who control
Iraq’s three northern
provinces, wanted the clause
to ensure that no charter could
be passed that encroaches on
their self-rule region in the
north.

Al-Sistani, however, said
the clause gave a minority an
unfair veto over the majority’s
will, Shiite officials said.
