Brandon McGinty of Silverton 
ought lo feel right at home when he 
starts work April 1 as Gray County’s 
new agriculture Extension agent.

"The main focus up there right now 
is cotton, and I've got a pretty good 
background in cotton. I have experi­
ence with cotton growing, both in my 
current position and in my previous 
position," he said in a telephone inter­
view Wednesday with The Pampa 
News.

McGinty, wife Lori, and daughter

County, where he has been county 
Extension agent since November 1999.

"In the adult ag program, I hope to 
expand their know ledge of cotton pro­
duction and brush control techniques, 
which deals with wildlife and livestock 
gra/ing," McGinty said of his plans for 
Gray County. In addition to cotton, he 
is familiar with wheat, grain sorghum 
and corn crops.

McGinty also has some experience 
in tourism development as it relates to 
agriculture

“We’ve done a little bit of tourism 
development here, with Caprock 
Canyons State Park. We’ve looked at 
doing some hunting.

“A major role player in the Texas 
Panhandle nowadays is hunting and 
bird watching, in terms of ranchers 
looking for extra income. We will look 
at what’s in place and try to expand on 
that,” he said.

McGinty will also work with youth

"1 think there’s lots of room to grow 
in Gray County, especially with some­
one new bringing in new ideas and 
suggestions.” he said.

PISD board sets  
’04 -’0 5  calendar

Pampa Independent School 
District’s board of education 
Thursday approved all action 
items on the 16-item meeting 
agenda, including the 2(X)4- 
2005 school calendar and 
renewal of several teacher artd 
professional contracts.

Board members accepted 
the 2(X)4-2005 school calendar 
as presented. The calendar 
reflects the school closing 
Dec. 20-31, 2004. for
Christmas holiday and March 
14-18, 2(X)5 as spring break. 
Two snow days have been set 
aside on April 29 and May 6, 
2005. School will start on 
Aug. 16 and end on May 26 
and graduation is set for 
Saturday afternoon. May 28.

Other highlights of the cal­
endar include ending the first 
semester before the Christmas 
holidays and ending school in 
May on a Thursday so the staff 
will not need a Saturday work 
day after school is out.

Additional staff develop­
ment days are included ii, the 
calendar, so the board 
approved an expedited waiver 
for this in addition to approv­
ing the calendar.

Revisions to PISD’s gradu­
ation policy was also passed. 
The Distinguished
Achievement program and a 
policy on reading credits was 
deleted. The minimum gradu­
ation requirements were 
upgraded to 26 credits, four

above the 22 credit minimum 
required by the state. The new' 
requirement becomes effec­
tive with the graduating class 
of 2005.

According to the new poli­
cy, beginning with the sopho­
more class of 2(X)4, all stu­
dents will be required to take a 
math m'J Mietice clat>s 4o each 
of their freshman, sophomore 
and junior years. Each student 
will be required to have three 
credits each in math and sci­
ence beginning with the class 
of 2(X)6. All student requests 
to waive this requirement dur­
ing the school year must be 
presented to the campus prin­
cipal who will approve on an 
individual basis.

An architectural plan for 
the MPAC building was 
among the items meeting the 
board's approval Thursday 
night also.

For some time now', a group 
of citizen volunteers and 
sports boosters have made it 
their goal to finish the inside 
of the Multi-Purpose Activity 
Center located at Pampa High 
School near the football stadi­
um. The project is one of sev­
eral that are being completed 
as a inemorial to the late 
Athletic Director Dennis

for the project, the work must 
be done according to school 
district regulations and with 
the school board's approval.

Fetus rights b ill seen as censervadve victory
WASHINGTON (AP) — In 

a major win for siK’ial conser­
vatives, Congress is sending to 
the president legislation that 
would expand the legal rights 
of the unborn by making it a 
separate crime to harm a fetus 
during an assault on a pregnant 
woman.

The Unborn Victims of 
Violence Act cleared the

Senate on a 61-38 vote 
Thursday, a month after the 
House passed the bill and five 
years after conservatives first 
tried to move the legislation 
through Congress.

The measure is limited in 
scope, applying only to harm 
to a fetus while a federal crime 
is being committed against the 
pregnant mother, such as ter­

rorist attacks, drug-related 
shootings or attacks on federal 
lands or military bases. Bui 
proponents on both sides of 
the fetal rights and abortion 
issue saw far-reaching conse­
quences.

Tony Perkins, president of 
the conservative Family 
Research Council, said that 
with the president’s signature.

“our nation will be one giant 
step closer to rebuilding a cul­
ture of life, where e\ery child, 
born and unborn, is given the 
protections they so clearly 
deserve”  F’residcnl Bush has 
urged Congress to send a bill 
lo his desk

But the president of 
NARAE Pro-Choice Ame^ca. 
Kate Michelman. aid it would

be the first time ever in federal 
law that an embryo or fetus is 
recognized as a distinct per­
son, separate from the woman. 
“Much of this is preparing for 
the day the Supreme Court has 
a majority that will overrule 
Roe v. Wade," the 1973 
Supreme Court decision

FORT WORTH. Texas (AP) — Gov. 
Rick Perry wants to exempt most of Ellis 
County, which is home to large cement 
kilns, from a plan to curtail pollution in 
NiMth Texas. Ciitiis sky the proposal cdOld 
w eak^ clean-aireffotts around the' nation.

The {Moposal follows efforts by U.S. Rep. 
Joe Barton to help the cement makers that 
produce much of the industrial emissions 
from the county just south of the Dallas-Fml 
Worth area avoid stricter permit require­
ments and possibly much higher pollution- 
control costs that would come if the county 
were designated a smog-violation area.

Mike Leavitt, head of the Environmental 
Protection AgeiKy, and the Republican gov­
ernor want to group the heavily industrial 
northwest eexmer of Ellis County with the 
DFW Metre^^x. Industries there would 
have to significantly reduce pollution, but 
the rest of the county would be shielded 
frdm severe sanctions, including the loss of 
millions in federal highway transpCHt^on 
dollars.

“It’s outrageous that it’s just one small 
portion of the county, and it allows the rest

of the county to be developed,” Tom 
“Smitty” Smith, tbiecux' of the 'Texas office 
of government watchdog group Ihiblic 
Citizen in Austin, told the Fort \lb itii Star-^

The legislation earlier in 

the day came within one vote 
of failing, when the Senate 
voted 50-49 to defeat an 
amendment by Sen. Dianne 
Feinstein, D-Calif. Her provi­
sion would have increased 
penalties for attacks on preg­
nant women, including bring­
ing murder charges against an 
assailant whose attack results 
in the termination of a preg­
nancy.

But the proposal also 
focused on the harm to the 
pregnancy rather than 
attempting to determine when

life begins.
“Clearly, there is a concert­

ed effort to codify in law the 
legal recognition that life 
begins at conception,” she 
said. “If we allow that to hap­
pen today, or in any other law, 
we put the right to choose 
squarely at risk.”

The legislation defines an 
“unborn child” as a child in 
utero, which it says “means a 
member of the species homo 
sapiens, at any stage of devel­
opment, who is carried in the 
womb.”

Sen. John Kerry, D-Mass., 
Bush’s opponent this fail, 
interrupted his campaign 
schedule to vote yes on the 
amendment. He voted no on

final passage.
Supporters of the legisla­

tion insisted it had nothing to 
do with abortion rights, and 
cited language in the bill that 
specifically states that lawful 
abortions are not subject to 
prosecution.

“It does not affect abortion 
rights whatsoever,” said Sen. 
Mike DeWine, R-Ohio, a 
chief sponsor. “This bill rec­
ognizes that there are two vic­
tims,” he added. Americans, 
he said, “intuitively know that 
there is a victim besides the 
mother.”

Supporters of the bill have 
named it after Laci Peterson 
and her unborn child, Conner, 
victims in a highly publicized

murder case in California. She 
was eight months pregnant 
when she disappeared in 
December 2002. Police found 
the bodies of her and the baby 
months later in the San 
Francisco Bay.

California, one of 29 states 
with an unborn victims law, is 
trying Peterson’s husband, 
Scott, on double murder 
charges.

Laci Peterson’s stepfather, 
Ron Grantski, said at a 
Capitol Hill news conference 
that he and L ad ’s mother had 
received several hundred 
thousand sympathy cards and 
“they all mourned our loss of 
Laci and Conner —  not Laci 
and the fetus.”

He also hopes to get involved with other youth groups such 
as Future Farmers of America in Pampa and McLean high 
schools, and Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts.

He is not, however, aiming to change everything in which the 
Extension office participates.

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Christian radio, NPR battle for the airwaves

FREDERICK. M d.(AP) — 
One morning last month, 
WJTM-FM began the day 
with its usual fare of Christian 
preaching and prayer. But that 
afternoon, the programming 
changed to something that 
some longtime listeners find 
offensive — National Public 
Radio.

WJTM, a station reaching 
1.2 million listeners on the 
northwestern outskirts of 
Baltimore and Washington, 
had been taken over by 
WYPR-FM, a Baltimore- 
based NPR-affiliate. The 
change, which has been chal­
lenged by two congressmen 
and dozens of listeners, 
reflects a battle being waged 
nationwide for ears at the 
lower end of the radio dial.

NPR and religious broad­
casters, some of whom believe 
the public radio promotes a 
liberal agenda, are competi­
tors for the relatively small 
number of nonconimercial FM

frequencies between 88.1 and 
91.9 megahertz. College radio 
stations, the other sizable 
group of not-for-profit broad­
casters, typically lack funds to 
fight aggressively for licenses.

Religious broadcasters 
have won some battles. In 
Lake Charles, La., the 
Christian broadcasting compa­
ny American Family Radio 
knocked two NPR affiliates 
off the local airwaves in 2001 
by obtaining a full-power 
license that overpowered the 
low-budget NPR translator 
stations —  a tactic permitted 
by federal law.

“As the media markets 
have grown, the competition 
for those frequencies has 
increased and those licenses 
represented by space on the 
broadcast dial are becoming 
more and more valuable,” said 
the Rev. Frank Wright, presi­
dent of the National Religious 
Broadcasters, a 1,700-member 
association in Manassas, Va.

NPR spokeswoman Jenny 
Lawhom said the competition 
has prompted initiatives by the

Corporation for Public 
Broadcasting and its support­
ers to help public broadcasters 
acquire frequencies and 
expand their offerings. She 
denied the liberal-bias charge.

Religious broadcasters 
have led in station numbers 
since a 1990s growth spurt, 
with more than 1,800 AM and 
FM outlets compared with 772 
mostly FM National Public 
Radio stations, according to 
Arbitron and NPR.

But NPR has become a 
more aggressive bidder for 
licenses since 2001, when the 
federally funded Corporation 
for Public Broadcasting 
helped establish an organiza­
tion to broker and finance sta­
tion acquisitions.

That organization, Denver- 
based Public Radio Capital, 
helped negotiate the $5-mil- 
lion deal that created WYPR 
two years ago. It also was the 
intermediary in W YPR’s 
agreement to buy WJTM from 
Joy Public Broadcasting 
Corp., a W isconsin-based 
owner of stations devoted to

Christian programming, for 
$1.2 million.

Joy sold WJTM “to solidify 
some of the financial condi­
tion of the rest o f the corpora­
tion," said Thomas Bush, a 
Joy board member. The deal is 
awaiting Federal
Communication Commission 
approval, but the purchase 
agreement has allowed WYPR 
to assume operations before 
the sale is completed.

The transaction has stirred 
protests because it replaces 
Frederick County’s only local­
ly based Christian station with 
programming that duplicates 
some material already heard in 
the area on three other NPR 
stations originating in 
Washington and West 
Virginia. Popular programs 
including “Morning Edition,” 
“All Things Considered” and 
“Car Talk,” can now be heard 
on four stations in Frederick, a 
city of 53,000 about 45 miles 
from both Baltimore and the 
nation’s capital.

What a feeling it must be to 
be granted citizenship in the 
United States of America.

Pakistan’s city of culture whirls 
with the fervor of Islamic mystics

LAHORE, Pakistan (AP) 
— Whirling in a ritual reverie, 
the Sufi drummer looks 
toward the sky and knocks out 
a feverish beat. The bearded 
men in bright traditional robes 
dance and shout around him ..

It is midnight in Lahore, 
Pakistan’s city of culture and 
mysticism, and hundreds of 
Muslim men have packed the 
dingy courtyard outside the 
ramshackle Baba Shah Jamal 
shrine for the weekly ritual.

They have come to see 
Pappu Sain, the renowned and 
rotund Sufi drummer who 
leads the spectacle every 
Thursday with a lion-like roar 
and an enormous beard. He 
has performed throughout the 
Muslim world and in 
Germany, Switzerland and 
Britain. His followers say he 
has no equal.

As his hands bang a dou­
ble-sided drum he wears slung 
over his shoulder, dancers vie 
to get as close to him as possi­
ble. stomping their feet and 
shaking sweat-soaked hair in 
rhythm with the beat. The 
closer to Pappu, the closer to 
CJod.

Sufism is the venerable

mystical, or ecstatic, move­
ment within Islam.

In the folk form common in 
Pakistan and elsewhere, devo­
tees believe that ordinary peo­
ple are too sinful to address 
God directly, and must instead 
make their requests through 
pure and learned saints, or 
Sufis. They believe the dance 
is a way of expressing their 
love for their favored saint, 
and performers say they expe­
rience an ecstasy that lifts 
them out of their earthly bod­
ies.

Practiced throughout the 
Islamic world, Sufism is par­
ticularly popular among the 
poor. Orphans and beggars 
surround most Sufi shrines, 
seeking handouts of rice or 
spare change.

The mystic nature of 
believers’ faith is frowned on 
by conservatives, many of 
whom oppose the concentra­
tion on saints as un-Islamic 
and the widespread use of 
hashish by practitioners.

The rich music and colorful 
robes also runs counter to the 
more hardline strains of Islam, 
like the one practiced by the 
former Taliban regime in 
neighboring Afghanistan, 
which banned all music.

At the shrine in Lahore, 
Shah Jam al.— a 19th century 
saint who preached Islamic 
ideals through dancing and 
drum beating —  is buried in a 
crypt upstairs from the court­
yard. Followers pray to him 
for a better job, a healthy 
child, a good marriage.

people can get it,” said Rep. 
Roscoe G. Bartlett, R-Md. He 
and Rep. Frank Wolf, R-Va., 
whose district is within 
WJTM’s 40-mile range, have 
asked the FCC to meet with 
local listeners to discuss the 
ownership change.

Anthony Brandon, presi­
dent and general manager of 
Your Public Radio Corp., 
W YPR’s owner, noted that 
several Christian radio sta­
tions originating elsewhere 
also can be heard in Frederick.

“This is not about us trying 
to displace Christian broad­
casting,” he said.

Brandon said the acquisi­
tion is in the public interest 
because WYPR is the area’s 
only NPR station featuring an 
all-M aryland local news 
report. He called it “unrealis­
tic” for lawmakers to interfere 
in the transaction, part of 
WYPR’s plan for building a 
statewide public broadcasting 
network.

He also led the Longhorns to 
their first Final Four in 56
years.

He then left school early 
for the NBA, but in his 
absence, his former team­
mates are doing just fine.

“He still calls us to check 
in. Just asks us how we’re 
doing,” guard Royal Ivey said 
Thursday. “He really misses 
being here, more than we 
miss him.”

The third-seeded
Longhorns (25-7) are back in 
the round of 16 for the third 
straight season, one of only 
five schools to do that. They 
meet seventh-seeded Xavier 
(25-10) in the semifinals of 
the Atlanta Regional on 
Friday.

Top-seeded Duke (29-5) 
takes on No. 5 Illinois (26-6) 
in the other game, and the 
winners play Sunday for a 
spot in the Final Four.

Before the current streak, 
Texas had reached this level 
only three times in the previ­
ous 34 years.

“It’s great to be here during 
this run,” forward Brad 
Buckman said. “We have

gone from being Just a place 
on the map to playing teams 
like North.Carolina and Duke. 
We are truly becoming a 
national program.”

To get that matchup with 
the . Blue Devils, the 
Longhorns will have to beat 
the hottest team left in the 
tournament.

The Musketeers have won 
15 of their past 16, including a 
rout of previously undefeated 
Saint Joseph’s in the Atlantic 
10 tournament.

A loss at * George 
Washington in January actual­
ly spurred this spurt for 
Xavier, even though it lost 
again three days later to 
Dayton.

“That was an embarrass­
ment to Xavier, both the team' 
and the university," senior 
forward Anthony Myles said 
of the game against George 
Washington. “We’re not used 
to losing like that, especially 
to George Washington.

“I’m not trying to dog 
them, but that was an embar­
rassment.”

Since then, the Musketeers 
have been hard to beat. Their 
only loss in that stretch was at 
home to lowly Duquesne, but 
they won four games in four 
days to win the AlO tourna­
ment, including that 20-point 
defeat of Saint Joseph’s.

“I think Coach challenged 
us to step it up, and we really 
bought into what he was say­
ing,” forward Justin Cage 
said. “We started competing 
harder in practice and the sen­
iors really stepped up.

“They knew it was their 
last go-around and every­
thing.”

Both Xavier and Texas rely 
heavily on seniors, which is

something of a rarity in col­
lege basketball the.se days. • 
The Musketeers start three, 
and the Longhorns have four 
that figure prominently in the 
rotation.

Chalmers is Joined in the 
backcourt by fellow senior 
Romain Sato, and both aver­
age more than 16 points. 
They’ll face Ivey and 
Brandon Mouton, the leading 
scorer for Texas at 13.6 points 
a game.

Same swing, different result: Scott, Woods go opposite directions
PONTE VEDRÀ BEACH, 

Fla. (AP) — Their swings are 
strikingly similar. Their 
resumes have very little in 
common.

Adam Scott took a baby 
step toward changing that on 

'Thursday, while the guy who 
k seemingly invented that great­
looking swing. Tiger Woods, 
was in danger of missing the 
cut after the first day of The 
Players Championship.

Scott, the 23-year-old, one­
time winner on the PGA Tour, 
shot 7-under-par 65 to take a 

. one-stroke lead after the first 
round. That’s 10 strokes ahead 
of the world’s best player, 
who stood in 108th place and 
needs to lift his game Friday 
to extend his record of 119 

 ̂tournaments without missing 
a cut.

“1 didn’t think 1 played that

poorly,” Woods said. “1 made 
nothing starting out. 1 put 
myself in position to make 
putts and 1 made nothing.”

Scott, meanwhile, had a 
very different experience.

Playing in the group ahead 
of Woods, Scott put on a show 
reminiscent of Tiger. Taking 
advantage of good conditions 
in the morning, the Aussie 
made six of his birdies from 
inside 6 feet, closing out a 
superb round with a 9-iron 
into 3 feet.

“Any morning tee time 
you’ve got in the first two 
days, it’s always good to take 
advantage of it,” Scott said.

Duffy Waldorf and Kevin 
Sutherland were tied for sec­
ond after shooting 6-under 66 
on a relatively peaceful day 
on the Stadium Course. Also 
in contention were Thomas

BJom (67), Sergio Garcia (68) 
and even John Daly (69), who 
needs to finish in the top 19 to 
qualify for the Masters and 
made it through the round 
without a bogey.

“Bogey-free, that doesn’t 
happen too many times for me 
out here,” said Daly, never 
better than a I6th-place fin­
isher in this event. “I made 
some good pars, and good 
putts. 1 didn’t shoot myself in 
the foot, anyway.”

Woods was 46th at Bay 
Hill last week, his worst finish 
in five years. But as is cus­
tomary with the world’s No. 1 
player, he was thinking more 
about winning the event than 
failing to hang around for the 
weekend.

“If I get in red figures. I’ll 
be all right,” he said.

Also in danger of missing

the cut was defending cham­
pion Davis Love. He strained 
his back while warming up on 
the driving range and finished 
at 5 over, a far cry from last 
year when he won by six 
strokes.

“I’d like to* get out there, 
get five birdies in a row like I 
did last year,” he said. “If you 
can get to even-par before the 
weekend, you might have a 
chance.”

Scott, who stands 18th in 
the world rankings and has 
won four times in non-PGA 
Tour events, works with 
Butch Harmon, the well- 
known swing instructor with 
whom Woods cut ties last 
year. Woods claims he doesn’t 
need Harmon, although there 
are many in golf circles who 
think his recent struggles 
could be cured with Harmon’s 
touch.

Woods appeared to be 
struggling on No. 17, the 
famous island hole, where he 
flew the green and plunked 
the ball into the black lagoon. 
Surprisingly, Woods called 
that shot his best swing of the 
day.

“That’s what (lappens when 
you catch the wrong wind,” he 
said.

Scott had no such troubles, 
patiently working his way 
around one of the toughest 
courses in golf. He took the 
lead with a 9-iron into 4 feet 
on No. 7, hit a 4-iron into 3 
feet on the par-3 eighth, and 
stuck a 9-iron into 6 feet on 
No. 9.

His only bogey came from 
the middle of the fairway on 
No. 15, when he hit wedge 
into the bunker, but he closed 
with birdies on 16 and 18 and

found land on 17 to make par.
“I’ve worked on my game 

a lot,” he said. “My swing is 
better than it’s ever been, 1 
think. I think I’m getting it in 
really good position, and it 
feels really natural.”

Also in contention are 
Ernie Els (69), who chipped in 
from the rough on No. 9 for 
birdie, and Phil Mickelson 
(70), who chipped in from the 
fringe for birdie on No. 17 
with his foot nearly hanging 
over the edge of the island.

“The score doesn’t reflect 
how well I actually played,” 
said Mickelson, who strug­
gled with his putter on greens 
that grew increasingly slick as 
the day wore on.

“This is the first week on- 
tour where the green speed 
really picks up for you,” he 
said.

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Iraq: E U  lead ers ca ll for resolu tion
BRUSSELS, Belgium 

(AP) — European Union lead­
ers Friday called for a new 
Security Council resolution to 
support an increased U.N. role 
in Iraq, although they did not 
directly link it to supplying 
peacekeepers.

The EU leaders said they 
“look forward to the U.N. 
playing a vital and growing 
role endorsed by the U.N. 
Security Council in the run-up 
to transition and beyond."

Spain’s incoming prime 
minister, Jose Luis Rodrigues 
Zapatero, has made it clear he 
will puli his country’s 1,.100 
peacekeeping troops out of 
Iraq by June 30 unless the 
United Nations takes control 
of the postwar occupation.

The leaders also agreed to 
relaunch stalld^Mlks on an 
EU constitutioi^With a new 
deadline of June 17.

The 25 European leaders 
on Friday discussed ways to 
create jobs and make 
European business and work­
ers more competitive, with 
pledges to implement more 
reforms.

Britain, France and 
Germany were pushing for a 
new “super EU commission­
er” responsible for boosting 
industry and jobs at the EU’s

executive office, the European 
Commission.

in draft conclusions, the 
leaders made only a vague ref­
erence to supporting their 
“competitiveness agenda’’ in 
the next commission, which 
takes office in November.

They also acknowledged 
they were in danger of missing 
their goal of making the EU 
the most competitive econom­
ic bloc in the world by 2010.

“The credibility of the 
proce.ss requires stepping up 
the pace of reform,’’ leaders 
said. Luxembourg even sug­
gested pushing the deadline 
back to 2012, diplomats said.

Leaders condemned the 
“extra-judicial” killing of 
Hamas leader Sheik Ahmed 
Yassin, whom l.srael held 
responsible for dozens of sui­
cide attacks that have killed 
hundreds of Israelis.

EU leaders urged the 
United States to ensure better 
security in Iraq, condemning 
recurring deadly attacks 
against civilians and humani­
tarian aid groups.

Zapatero's plan to pull 
Spanish trcxips has alarmed 
Washington and London, but 
puts Madrid in line with 
Germany and France.

Spain’s troop commitment

makes up onerof the largest 
coalition contributions in Iraq.

Other European nations 
who have sent peacekeepers 
and police to Iraq include 
Britain, Poland, Italy, 
Portugal, the Netherlands, 
Denmark, E.stonia, Lithuania, 
Latvia, Slovakia, Hungary and 
the Czech Republic.

On terrorism, the leaders 
approved a IS-point action 
plan in the wake of the March 
11 bombings in Madrid.

There is a “very strong 
sense of unity in Europe at the 
moment for very obvious rea­
sons,” British Prime Minister 
Tony Blair said.

The leaders picked former 
Dutch government official 
Gijs de Vries as the bloc’s first 
anti-terror czar to bolster the 
continent’s defense.

De Vries’s job will be to 
ensure anti-terrorist measures 
are correctly implemented by 
the EU’s foreign affairs, 
finance and interior depart­
ments.

De Vries, a former deputy 
interior minister who was bom 
in New York but lived most of 
his life in the Netherlands, will 
start work Monday and report 
to Javier Solana, who heads 
the EU’s foreign and security 
department.

B ritish  cavers 
in  ho t w a te r 
across b o rd e r

CUETZALAN DEL PRO­
GRESO, Mexico (AP) —  Six 
British explorers surfaced 
after more than a week 
trapped in an underground 
cavern, but they faced captivi­
ty by Mexican immigration 
authorities amid questions 
about whether they had per­
mission for their expedition.

The explorers, who 
emerged unharmed from the 
flooded cavern in central 
Mexico on Thursday, will be 
sent to an immigration deten­
tion center in the capital along 
with the six others in their 
team. Assistant Interior 
Secretary Armando Salinas 
said.

The men were trapped deep 
underground on March 17 
when rising water flooded the 
entrance to the Alpazat cavern 
system in the state of Puebla. 
The explorers rationed their 
food, fashioned maps into 
playing cards and kept in 
radio contact with team mem­
bers on the surface.

But the explorers, who 
included four members of 
Britain’s military, inflamed 
Mexican sensitivities by 
refusing help from local res­
cuers — prompting suspicions 
that the team was involved in 
an unauthorized military or 
scientific expedition.

“We have reason to sup­
pose that their actions could 
touch on our immigration 
law,” Salinas said in Mexico 
City. “Their stay was legal as 
tourists, but there are indica­
tions that their activities were 
not of this type.”

British authorities on 
Friday denied that the men 
violated the terms of their 
tourist vistas.

“We undertook the trip in 
good faith as we have done for 
20 'years without any prob­
lems using the same visa that 
we have always used,” a 
Ministry of Defense 
spokesman said. “However, if 
there is a problem, that is 
something we are willing to 
discuss with the Mexican 
authorities.”

Thursday’s rescue featured 
Mexican experts as well as 
two British divers. Wearing 
equipment designed to 
squeeze through the tight cre­
vasses of the cave, the divers 
escorted the explorers one-by- 
one through a flooded pas­
sage.

The last caver was plucked 
from the ground as the sun 
wa« setting.
