SAY INVADERS 
NEAR DEFEAT

North China. March 22 Mb— 
China's Red army commander, Yu 
Cheng-Ttao. believes the Japa­
nese army is nearer defeat than 

a at any time since the Oriental 
war began a little more than 
eight months ago (July 2).
Guerrilla marches, the Red army 

general related at his headquarters 
'* here in central Hopeh far behind 

Japanese lines, have isolated large 
forces of Japanese battling toward 
the Yellow river on the central 
China front.

Their communications cut, trans­
port trains wiped out. many of their 
smalt railway station garrisons an­
nihilated. and their only food sup­
ply In some cases reaching them by 
airplane. Many Japanese troops are 
In a precarious position, Yu said.

Among highlights of the situation j 
ot the Japanese, as pictured by Yu. j 
wore these:

A" army of 45.000 Japanese in | 
southern Shansi has been ¡.sclatc-d 
from its supply bases.

Rtd guerrilla., scored five successes 
’ in recent days in attacks along the

Chinese tactics forced the Japa-
* nese to abandon 35 miles of the

Columns Annihilated.

One Of Three Hanged 
Kidnapers Drops Twice

MOUNLSVILLE. W Va.. March 
22 i/Pi—Arvil Adkins w;as gone today 
to the "glory" he envisioned as he 
dropped tlie second time through 
tlie gallows death trap *n West Vir­
ginia’s first triple execution for 
kidnaping.

While guards adjusted straps on 
Ihe 25-year-cld man's arms and 
legs and 74 men and one woman 
watched in the witness room last 
night, something went wrong.

There was a report like a pistol 
shot and Adkins fell through the 
irepdoor to the concrete 916 feet 
below.

Guards quickly placed the dazed 
man on a stretcher and handed 
him back through the trap, blood 
trickling from a cut near his ear 
Warden C. M. Stone said a spring 
had breken, causing the accident.

Seven minutes later. Adkins, sup- 
poited by a guard, firmly told the 
spectators:

"I wish to see you all in heaven 
some day . . . I'm going to glory . . . 
Goodbye."

There was another sharp report 
at 9:02h p. m., and Adkins drop­
ped simultaneously with a compan­
ion. Jchn Travis. 25. to death.

Tlie two were followed 34 minutes 
later by Arnett A Booth, 46. con­
fessed leader of the crime which 
led to the hangings.

Tlie three were executed for kid­
naping Dr. James I. Seder. 78-ycar- 
r,ld dry leader, who was held cap­
tive In a mine for 11 days last 
November. Dr. Seder died as a re­
sult of pneumonia four days after 
he escaped.

HENDAYE, France, at the Span­
ish frontier. Mare'1 Mb—The
Spanish insurgents ay reported 
they had driven government troops 
from five barricaded trench lines 
at Valdealgorfo, in fierce hand-to- 
hand conflict.

Resuming their drive toward Cat­
alonia and the Mediterranean coast, 
the insurgents launched a smashing 
attack in the sector 10 miles south­
east of Aleaniz and about 35 miles 
from the sea.

Government troops suffered 2.000 
| casualties in a futile effort to stop 
I the offensive, said insurgent dis­
patches which reported capture of 
300 machine-guns.

Tlie attack was made by insur­
gent legionnaires after artillery and 
airplane bombardment of the new 
defense lines, hastily constructed 
by the government in an attempt to 
halt the insurgent drive coastward.

In the Huesca sector. 70 miles 
northwest of Caspe, another insur­
gent force broke through govern­
ment lines and stormed the village 
of Lierta. in an attack designed to 
eliminate the Salient west of Hues- 
ea.

Although in Insurgent hands. 
Huesca has been almost surround­
ed by government troops for a 
year. It marks the easternmost 
point of General Francisco Franco's 
march toward Catalonia In the 
north.

The fresh gains at Valdealgorfo 
gave the Insurgents commanding 
positions on the Oandesa—Aleaniz 
highway, running in a generally 
east-west direction.

WARDEN SAYS SPRINGS 
WILE FRESHEN LAKE

F’ears expressed by many Gray 
ecunty residents that water In the 
lake on McClellan creek would be 
stagnant and that game fish would 
not be able to survive in the water 
were minimized yesterday by Char­
lie Smith of Canadian, game ward­
en for this section of the Pan­
handle.

"It has been found by engineers 
that there is plenty of sub-surface 
moisture where the lake will be lo­
cated and when the dam Is com­
pleted fresh water will come from 
the ground and keep the lake a fresh 
water body where fish will thrive,” 
Mr. Smith declared.

Tlie state probably will stock the 
lake with rock and big mouth bass 
and carppie, game fish, and sev­
eral members of the perch family 
and channel cat. Mr. Smith said. 
The state does not stock lakes with 
trout which do not thrive in this 
section.

Closed season on game fish, bass 
and crapnie. will be during the 
months of April and May in the 
Panhandle Mr. Smith reminded 
fishermen. Fishing for perch and 
cat is permissablc during those 
months but only with live bait.

Persons arrested and convicted of 
fishing with artificial bait during 
the closed season will have their 
licenses revoked for one year, the 
game warden warned. He also urged 
fishermen going to another county 
tc> check on the laws of that county 
before fishing.

against other business.
As the treasury department took 

the first, steps toward fixing the 
sum to be paid the 17 British and 
American oil companies for loss of 
their $400,000.000 properties. Presi­
dent Cardenas gave his assurances 
to industry in general in a state­
ment that:

“No other measure which might 
affect the confidence of the coun­
try will be taken against other 
business,, properties, bank deposits, 
values and other investments, 
which the government is ready to 
protect in accordance with the law.” 

He said he spoke now to erase 
fears "which without foundation 
might be created, or have been 
created, as a result of rumors 
spread by parties interested in see­
ing that the measure which the 
government was compelled to take 
in regard to the oil properties, be 
misinterpreted and distorted.”

The President said his govern­
ment would take necessary steps to 
protect and encourage investments 
and business enterprises which might 
nld the economical development of 
the country and bring benefits of 
social character.

Secretary of the treasury Eduardo 
Suarez invited representatives of 
the 17 expropriated oil companies 
to confer with him on indemnity 
for their property and the terms

RUN IN 1940
WASHINGTON, March 22. </Pl— 

The ballot of the 1940 senatorial 
race in Texas is expected to carry 
the name of Tom Connally of Mar­
lin, seeking re-election fop the third 
consecutive term in the United 
States senate.

The senator declined to comment 
on the subject at this advance date, 
but it is generally understood by 
Texas colleagues in the nations 
capltol that year after next will 
find him stumping the state and 
recalling a record of public service 
that dates back to 1901. In that year 
he went to the state legislature for 
the first time.

Senator Connally first came to 
tiie nation's capital as representa­
tive of the eleventh Texas district, 
in 1917. He was returned to the 
house every two years until taking 
his seat in the senate. March 4, 
1929.

The tall, dignified Texan was 
born in McLennan county on Aug­
ust 19, 1877. He attended the public 
schools at Eddy and then went to 
Baylor university, where he received 
his degree in J896. Two years later 
he graduated in law at the Uni­
versity of Texas, and commenced 
the practice ol law in Waco. A 
short time later he moved to Marlin.

From 1901 to 1904 he was a mem­
ber of the Texas legislature. From 
1906 to 1910 he was prosecuting at­
torney of Falls county.

Shortly after he took his seat in 
Congress America entered the World 
War and in 1918 he left the house 
to join the army. He served as cap­
tain and adjutant of the twenty- 
second infantry brigade, eleventh 
division, but never went overseas.

The Texan’s career in the senate 
has been marked by his activity in 
legislation affecting agriculture and 
the petroleum industry.

He was co-author of the Jones- 
Connally cattle relief act, placing 
cattle ns a basic commodity under 
the provisions of the old agricultural 
adjustment act and alloting $250,- 
000,000 in benefits to producers. He 
was the author of an amendment 
adopted by the senate and enacted 
into law which increased the duty 
upon cattle in the tariff act of 1930.

With Representative M a rv in  
Jones of Amarillo, chairman of the 
house agriculture committee, he 
Initiated and succeeded in getting 
the government xto set aside 30 per­
cent of all tariff‘proceeds to be paid 
to farmers for a part of their sur­
plus crops.

The senator was the author of 
the “hot oil” act which bears his 
name, ancl which was designed to 
aid the states in enforcing oil pro­
duction quotas to conserve the nat­
ural resource. He led a successful 
fight for ah import tax on oil in 
the 1932 revenue bill, designed to 
stem the flow of foreign oil and 
protect American producers.

With the aid of the treasury de­
partment experts on finance and 
taxation. Senator Connally worked 
out a bill to take the profits out of 
war should the United States be­
come involved again in war. The 
bill would provide extremely heavy 
taxation on all business, in time of 
war. thus providing for the means 
of paying for the conflict as it pro­
gressed, and at the same time tak­
ing away the incentive for w a r-  
profiteering. It is still pending.

The Texan played a leading role 
during the present congress in the 
debate over the proposed reorganiza­
tion of the Supreme Court.

A member of the senate judiciary 
committee which conducted hear­
ings on the bill, Connally was one of 
the first and most outspoken op­
ponents of the measure.

Besides membership on the judici­
ary committee, Connally also serves 
on the finance, foreign relations, 
privileges and elections, and public 
buildings and grounds committees. 
He is chairman of the latter. >

PLEA MIDE TO RETIIN 
T U IT IO N  ON PROFITS

WASHINGTON, March 22. <AV- 
Roswell Maglll, undersecretary of 
the treasury, appealed to the senate 
finance committee today to retain 
the undistributed profits tax.

He told the committee, in which 
& strong movement for repeal of the 
tax has been evident, "The treasury 
favors the retention of a tax upon 
undistributed corporate earning as a 
means of equalizing the distribution 
of the total tax burden ”

Under the tax revision bill passed 
by the house. Maglll said, approxi­
mately 88 per cent of the 200.000 
corporations which paid taxes in 
1936 would be exempt from the un­
distributed profits tax. The house 
bill exempts corporations with in­
comes of less than $25.000 and Ma- 
gill declared the house also had a t­
tempted to prevent hardships upon 
corporations both by specified ex­
emptions and by lower rates.

The undersecretary urged re­
statement in the bill of the special 
undistributed profits tax on closely- 
held corporations which was drafted 
by the house ways and means com­
mittee. but was stricken on the 
floor of the house.

He said the house ways and 
means committee's plan was de­
signed "as a safeguard" against de­
liberate tax avoidance.

R E O R l i l i l l L  
FOES CRINGE TACTICS

• WASHINGTON. March 22 (*•>— 
Senate opponents of the govern­
ment reorganization bill changed 
their tactics today, endeavoring to 
win specific exemptions rather than 
modification of the entire program.

They urged adoption of an amend­
ment by Senator Pittman. Demo­
crat. Nevada, which would prevent 
presidential transfer of the forest 
service from the agriculture to the 
Interior department.

Even Senator Byrnes. Democrat, 
S. C . floor manager for the bill, 
said the vote on that proposal would 
be extremely close.

Senator Clark. Democrat. Mo., pre­
pared a score of amendments ex­
empting other bureaus.

Foes of the bill were defeated 
yesterday. 56 to 28. in their attempt, 
to insert a statement of policy call­
ing for a 10 per cent reduction in 
regular government expenditures.

They were heartened last night, 
however, when President William 
Green of the American Federation 
of Labor advocated returning the 
measure to committee for further 
study. That would be equivalent 
to killing it, a t least for this session.

ARMY M l j F T f l T P E A K  
TO ROTC MEMBERS

CHAMBERLAIN TRYING 
TO PLEASE EVERYBODY

LONDON March 22 UP)—Prime 
Minister Neville Chamberlain and 
his cabinet worked today on a 
“stabilization declaration” to keep 
political peace a t home and point­
ed toward restoration of Britain's 
historic balance of power in Euro­
pean affairs.

Cabinet sessions today and to-1 
morrow were expected to produce a 
unanimous expression of foreign 
policy to be presented by Chamber- 
lain to the House of Commons on 
Thursday.

Observers said. Chamberlain lik­
ely would proclaim support of 
League of Nations principles and 
maintenance of a traditional friend­
ship with France.

There was a feeling among poli­
tical commentators that Chamber- 
lain was seeking to reassure Ger­
many. Czechoslovakia (with its fear 
of German Nazi Incursion), and 
Fiance (ally of the Czechs) all at 
the same time, with the same policy 
and with offense to none.

It was believed, the Ministers 
would commend the broad outlines 
of an Italian-British friendship 
agreement and seek—with French 
urging—to get foreigners out of 
Spain's civil war.

She has a 
large, modern fleet of tankers which 
would enable her to bring her pur­
chases home. Since the conflict 
between Mexico and the foreign 
companies arose there have been 
suggestions that Mexico might have 
trouble selling and delivering her 
exportable oil.)

It was said, however, the situation 
had not developed far enough to
warrant positive steps by Japan.

Moreover, an official informant 
pointed out. President Lazaro Car­
denas sent messages to all Mexican 
diplomats abroad declaring that his 
conflict with American and British 
interests would not cause “the Mex­
ican government to drift an inch 
from its moral solidarity with th 
democratic countries of the world.

This inionruuu declined to com­
ment on meaning of this statement 
for Japan, leagued with German) 
and Italy in a Fascist bloc against 
communism.

Discussing military aspects of the 
Mexican oil situation, informed per­
sons pointed out the Mexican supply 
might be useless unless it could be 
piped to the west coast to obviate 
the necessity of bringing it through 
the Panama canal.

Since 1936 Japan has been build ­
ing whaling ships with large oil 
capacity, trying to expand her whal­
ing industry. A number of these 
ships, it was said, have been lying 
Idle for lack of cargoes, and- the 
government has been considering 
various plans to put them to work

(Japan, with the world’s thin 
largest navy, draws most of her oi! 
liom sources in California and the 
Dutch East Indies controlled by her 
foremost naval rivals, the United 
States and Great Britain.

«Since 1935 she has been at odds 
with the principal American and 
British suppliers because she evicted 
them from the Manchokuo market. 
At one time in her search for olhei 
sources of supply she even turned 
to 8oviet Russia, which she regards 
as first of her potential enemies.)

ries with it.

Police Chief Walter Shay, after advertising 
in the help wanted columns for a good dog 
catcher and receiving absolutely no replies, an­
nounced his conviction that Butte must be 
about ‘TOO per cent for dogs."

That is fine. Not that dog catchers can’t 
be all right citizens, because they can. Theirs 
is a Job that has to be done.

The good point of it all is that the dog 
Catcher’s job goes begging not because no 
citizen of Butte needs the $5-per-day, but 
because no citizen is willing to put himself 
In a position where some act of his might 
bring heartbreak to a kid who couldn't af­
ford to buy a license for his dog.

AN AUSTRIAN SUMMER
The same day that American newspapers 

published the news of Germany's complete 
absorption of Austria, which meant the his­
torical death of that little state, advertise­
ments appeared with this headline: ‘‘We sug­
gest an Austrian summer.”

Prepared in advance by the Austrian State 
Tourist Department, the advertisements fur­
ther adminished the American reader to "Go 
native in Alpine Tyrol, quaint Vorariberg. 
Explore Gothic Innsbruck. Plunge into Salz­
burg’s heady whirl. Relax by the Salzkammer- 
gut Lakes; recapture romance on 'the beauti­
ful Danube,’ in historic Vienna, the sentimen­
tal heart of Europe. Linger by Oarinthia's 
smiling waters.”

Now those would be pretty words, if Herr 
Hitler hadn't decided off of a sudden that 
he might Just as well grab off his native 
country while the big European powers were 
busy at other things. Some unpleasantness 
probably will come of anschluss of Austria to 
Germany and there is just a chance that any­
one lingering by Oarinthia's smiling waters 
this summer will get a quaint bullet in him 
or perhaps Inhale the heady fragrance of 
potion gases.

Comforts 
O f Life • • •

Meddlers, reformers and dreamers 
who believe that the remedy for 
unemployment Is more government 
ownership and control as to business 
and that the cause of the depres­
sion is the large profits of business, 
should change their beliefs—if they 
were at all honest or consistent In 
Ihelr contentions—when they realiz- 
that the average annual profit for 
all manufacturing corporations tor 
the ten years. 1926 to 1935. inclusive, 
averaged 2.80 per cent a year.

These figures come from the gov­
ernment statistics of income. The 
highest profit made in any one year 
was 1929. The profit was 7.72 per 
rent. The lowest profit was a loss 
of four tier cent In 1932.

No one year can be taken as In­
dicating that profits are too high. 
Tlie average over a period of years 
must be taken, jn order to induce 
people lo attempt to Invest their 
savings to add lo the weal'll of Uic 
country.

But these reformers who arc con­
stantly claiming that profits are too 
high will pay no attention to any 
figures. Their conclusions arc not 
based on figures. They are based 
on emotions, they arc based on 
wishes. They want to be important. 
They want to poee as being friends 
of man.

And these profits were before the 
Undistributed Profits lax, or when 
taxes were not nearly as high as 
they mow are. These profits were 
made when the employer had the 
right to hire the man who would do 
the most work—not when the em 
ploycr Is obliged to pay wages tha' 
the voting majority may dictate and 
has no right to hire anybody fot 
any less pay. in Interstate ccmmerc: 
production and when, if he makes a 
profit, it is taxed at a much higher 
rate than It was during this period. 
This average profit of 2.80 per cent 
is largely the reason why there are 
many men who want to beemployed 
and very few people who glint to be 
employers.

NEW YORK. March 22—Just 
about tlie lime everyone was be­
coming accustomed to the wonders 
of animated movies, what happens 
but a young Hungarian 'named 
George Pal comes over with an en­
tirely new idea. It's new to America, 
a t any rate, although European 
audiences have already had a chance 
to see what the young man can do.

“Puppet-toons” Is wliat Pal calls 
his productions. But you shouldn’t 
think that means Just making films 
of moving marionettes or snapping 
shots of dolls with their postures 
changed in between times to give 
the illusion of continuous action.

No. such Is too crude. It 'spoils 
the fluidity, he says. The dolls are 
all rigid as statues. No single doll 
ever moves. But every doll is only 
an instant In the ilfe cf one ges­
ture as far as tlie completed movie 
is concerned.

For a shot of a trumpeter blowing 
h blast it takes a collection of 28 
dolls. Tlie difference between one of 
these trumpeters and tlie next is 
a matter of cheek-contour. The face 
of the first is composed. The face 
cf the last seems about to hurst. 
Twenty-six phases of blowing lie in 
between, and that means 26 almost- 
identical dolls.

I t takes 28 dolls for a clMe-up 
shot of a kiss—a matter of getting 
the girl's eyes to shut themselves 
with a convincing show of feeling. 
That gives an idea of the mass- 
production and large-scale planning 
involved in the making of an en­
tire show.

George Pal has started putting 
the bee in the ear of Hollywood 
already and If Hollywood likes what 
it hears, the nation's unemployment 
figure ought to take a header.

Making the dolls is only one de­
tail in the production activities. 
Tlie movies are In color, of course. 
And the characters speak. And the 
whole thing Is synchronized with 
a musical background.

Tlie visual background Is another' 
thing to consider. Three-dimension­
al figures can’t play on a two-dimen­
sional set the way cartoon figures 
,do. That means miniature sets, in ' 
perfect scale, miniature props, pint- 
sized lighting, the creation of com­
plete Liltputian production studios.

Before the dolls ever come into 
being, cartoon figures are drawn as 
models. Making a puppet-toon in­
volves at the outset making a com­
plete carton movie. The two-dim­
ensional show to never screened, 
save in the production studio for 
the puppet-toon staff's guidance.

For a kiss close-up. 28 dolls. For 
28 dolls. 28 cartoon-patterns. For 
the dolls, toy-makers. For the car­
toons. artists. Figure It out.

Pal has come to this country from 
Eindhoven. Holland, where he and 
a staff of 30-odd assistants have 
been working on rather an experi­
mental basis for four years.

Now 30 years old. Pal got Into film 
work as an.animator for a Budap­
est studio at 20. Three years later he 
Joined the UFA movie studio In 
Berlin. Two weeks after he was hired 
he was made chief of the animation 
staff. He couldn’t speak a word of 
German, but he got along. He got 
along so well that he struck out for 
himself before two years had pass­
ed.

He seems to keep right on getting 
along.

AUSTIN. 22 (/Pi—A move to 
change the name of the department 
of public safety to the "Texas State 
Police” is favored by W. H. Rich­
ardson. jr„ of Austin, chairman of 
the public safety commission and 
Col. H. H. Carmichael, department 
director.

“For example, if you tell many per­
sons you represent the stale depart­
ment of public safety they don't 
know whether you are representing 
a department trying to better high­
way traffic conditions, the fire in­
surance department of some other 
branch of the government. •

“State police would mean some­
thing to everyone. It is the name 
applied by most states which have 
systems similar to curs.”

Richardson said there was no in­
tention of changing names of any 
divisions in th e . department, such 
as. the Texas Rangers, the Highway 
Patrol, and tire Intelligence, driver's 
Liceasing and Identification bur­
eaus. Only the name of the depart­
ment itself would be affected. The 
Rangers would simply be a division 
of the state police.

Lately news stories released by 
the department have referred to the 
“State Police,” as have reports 
broadcast. Not long ago Gov. Allred 
said at a press conference that 
thereafter he would call the depart­
ment “Texas S.ete Police.” All of 
which indicates the way the wind is 
blowing.

In tlie minds of many Texans, 
the Rangers are the whole state po­
lice works. Some folks outside of 
Texas, is has been said, don't know 
there Is anything in the state ex­
cept cattle, ear .as. cowboys and 
Rangers.

Nevertheless, there has been !alk 
In the past, none recently, that the 
Rangers ought to be abolished and 
.submerged completely in a state po­
lice force in the interest of efficien­
cy.

When the suggestion was heard 
at a session of the legislature a cou­
ple of years ago, such an uproar ol 
protest resid ed that the matter was 
dropped forthwith.

“Texans will never consent to do­
ing away wlUh Iho Ranger:..” Rich­
ardson said. "Thr name is too great 
ur asset to, drop.”

Recently a newspaper reporter 
telephoned a capitol press corres­
pondent to ascertain whether any 
state officers were Investigating rc- 
ported frauds in Lxsucing automobile 
licenses in a certain counfv.

The correspondent replied high­
way department representatives 
were conducting an Inquiry, and the 
paper next morning carried a short 
story that Rangers were again on 
the job.

Discussing a new name fer the 
safety department. a wag suggested 
s ate highway patrolmen might gain 
prestige If they were called "High­
way Rangers.”

Another remarked the Rangers 
hadn't been the same since the days 
cf the Rangerettès. The Rang-retl.1, 
were a sort of cor)» of pretty girls, 
dressed in eowbey boots anel hats 
and bandana handkerchiefs ami 
used to furnish publicity and back­
ground for the Texas Ccn'.enial Ex­
position in 1836.

“The gals didn't help the situat­
ion," said the commentator.

There was a lime when the tra- 
diticnally bristly precinct of Texas’ 
famous manhunters was threaten'd 
by an Invasion more serious than 
that of the Rangerettes.

That was several years ago when 
between 2,000 and 3.000 persons, in­

David Victor has written an au­
thentic handbook for expectant 
fathers called "Father's Doing
Nicely.” It is a serious book writ­
ten in a humorous vein.

I like it for two reasons: First, 
it sound in its facts and viewpoint. 
Second, it deals with an important 
and often neglected subject—the 
fatlier of the expected child and 
what he can do to assure his wife w 
safety and ccmfort during her preg­
nancy and delivery.

There has been much talk about 
avoidable maternal mortality and , 
what the pregnant woman can and 
should do to safeguard herself and 
her child. Often it Is seemingly 
taken for granted that the affair is 
exclusively tlie woman’s concern. 
But actually the husband of Uie 
pregnant woninn has responsibili­
ties and opportunities which he 
must not neglect.

Perhaps the most important re­
sponsibility Is to know' what It is 
all about, in other words, to under-* 
stand what events aré to be anti­
cipated. Understanding dispels ter­
ror and unwarranted fears. It mak­
es for intelligent action. The hus­
band who is indifferent to and the k 
one who is Jittery about his wife's 
pregnancy are bbth handicaps to 
their res»ective mates.

Second In Importance is the ne­
cessity for the husband to appre­
ciate and accept the readjustments 
in the relationship of th^ family 
necessitated by tlie wife's pregnancy.

Tlie economic phase must be fully 
understood. What does it cost? And 
this includes not only the obstet­
rician’s fees and hospital costs, but 
also such items as the infant's 
clothes, crib, carriage and other 
gear, nursing care after the moth­
er’s return from the hospital and« 
so forth, («ee the chapter, "Storks 
Have Big Bills ")

are covered by Mr. Victor who has 
evidently consulted many author!-* 
ties. The average young father be­
ing a shy creature, the author has 
spared his feelings by coating harsh 
facts with gentle humor.

PRODUCTION OF CRUDE 
SHOWS NEW INORENSE

TULSA, Okla., March 22 (A P I- 
Average production of crude oli 
increased 49,371 barrels daily dur­
ing the week ending March 19 
to put the nation's output up to 
3.429,572 barrels daily, the Oil and 
Otis Journal reported today.

Oklahoma had a drop In produc­
tion of 7,450 barrels dally for a 
total of 519,025. East Texas in­
creased 700 barrels daily to 428,- 
450 and the total State of Texas 
increased 22,250 barrels daily to 
1,312,749.

Louisiana had an increase of 
4.630 barrels dally to 260,420, Cali­
fornia gained 32.000 barrels daily 
to 757.250 and Kansas showed a 
decline of 950 barrels dally to an 
average of 172,050.

Eastern states including Michi­
gan had a decline of 1.909 bar­
rels dally to 191.088 and the 
Rocky Mountain area registered an 
increase of 810 barrels dally to 
62,900.

Today’s Answers to 
Cranium Crackers

(Problem on editorial page.)
"No." held the Rhode Island court 

in Darman vs. Zilch (1036 > 186 At­
lantic 21. The court held that do­
mestic servants come within the rule 
that agents and employes are liable 
to their principals or employers for 
all acts of negligence which cause 
damage to their employer. The 
court held that public policy does 
not prevent an action for damages 
In this case and that the employer 
did not assume the risk of negli­
gence by his domestic servant.

TIE THAT ONE
PORTLAND, Ore.—Glenn Reed, 

upon returning to a haberdashery, 
complained: "This isn't the tie I 
picked out."

A clerk opened the package and 
found (t full of currency. The 
cashier had handed over the wrong 
one.

QUESTION: What is meant by 
"covered" employment?

ANSWER: That employment in 
which the employer is liable for 
Unemployment Compensation taxes 
and the employee eligible for un­
employment benefits is called “eov- 
eied" employment'.

QUESTION- Do all employers pay 
an Unemployment Compensation 
tax?

ANSWER: No. Only employers 
who have eight or more employees 
during portions of each of twenty 
weeks in a calendar year have to 
pay this tax. Also, certain occupa­
tions such as domestic labor, ag­
ricultural labor, and other classes 
are exempt.

QUESTION : Are all employees 
eligible foe - unemployment— com­
pensation if their job is lost?

ANSWER: No. Only employees of 
"covered" employers are eligible. 
Also they must have earned enough 
salary to equal sixteen timer, the 
amount of their weekly unemploy­
ment benefits.

QUESTION: What is a "work 
record?"

ANSWER: Every three months 
your employer, if he is “covered” 
under the Texas Unemployment 
Compensation Act, will send a 
statement of your job and wages 
to the Unemployment Compensa­
tion Commission at Austin. He will 
also pay a tax on your wages every 
month. This information will be 
placed under your name and Social 
Security Account Number at the 
Commission and constitutes your 
"work record," to be used as refer­
ence in case you apply for unem­
ployment benefits. The length of 
time you have been employed and 
the salary you have drawn will ; 
determine the amount of your 
weekly unemployment benefits and 
the number of weeks you can get : 
them. If you don’t have a work 
record you can get no benefits.
