Train, SUV crash

kills one, hurts 4

DALLAS (AP) — A
woman was killed during
rush hour Friday evening
when she apparently drove
her sport-utility through a
crossing arm at a light rail
crossing and was struck by a
passenger train.

Four people aboard the
Dallas Area Rapid Transit
train. including the operator,
were injured. They were
taken to Baylor University
Medical Center for treatment.
DART spokesman Morgan
Lyons said all four were in
stable condition Friday night.

Witnesses said the uniden-
tified woman driving the
SUV  broke through the
crossing arm on a city street
just as the train was entering
the crossing. The train was
traveling south at about 30
mph.

gating.

To.the editor:

On Aug. 14 -16, Ryan Fairfield, Bill Lucas and I rambled into
Pampa as volunteers to conduct interviews for the Veteran’s
History Project. Before arriving in Pampa we had hoped that we
would be able to collect 10 to 12 initerviews. We collected 24.
One could say that, based solely upon the number of interviews
alone, it certainly was an unqualified success. Although we are
very pleased with the level of interest and the number of inter-
views we were able to record during our stay in Pampa, the
experience was, for us, much more than that.

For an entire weekend we were able 1o insert ourselves into
the lives of many of the fine people of Pampa and the surround-
ing communities. People like John Tripplehorn, Blake Laramore
and Mike Porter, all of whom are veterans associated with the
Freedom Museum in Pampa, were instrumental in drumming up
interest and support in the local community. They really deserve
most of the credit for making our trip to Pampa a very produc-
tive one. Due in no small part to their efforts, we were able to
interview some of the finest people we have ever met.

For example, we interviewed people like Mooney Stall, a
marine  who fought throughout the Pacific, including
Guadalcanal; Omaha beach D-Day survivor Willie Earls and
also Danny Martin, a brave Vietnam veteran. We had the pleas-
ure of listening to Wyvon Griffin, a remarkable man of 97 years
of age, articulate some of his experiences in Pampa during his
service in WWIL. How could we ever forget Hardin Miller or
Pampa/s own Mike Porter, both B-24 pilots during WWIL.

This is just a small sample of the 24 impressive individuals
that allowed us to interview them. Every one of their stories is
compelling and we are honored to have been able to record their
experiences and add them to that body of knowledge that is his-
tory. Their interviews will be sent to the Library of Congress
before the year’s end.

In closing, we would like to thank all of the fine citizens of
Pampa that made our stay a special one, especially the veterans
that allowed us briefly into their lives. Unfortunately there was
no earthly way possible to accommodate every veteran during
our weekend visit that needed to be interviewed. Many more
veterans in the Pampa and surrounding communities deserve to
be interviewed.

We would like to challenge anyone in the community to con-
tinue to interview your veterans so that our nation’s memory can
be preserved. Their experiences can be used as a lesson for those
that were fortunate to not have had to witness the horror of war
and so that future generations can remember how terrible war
can be.

Your veterans have a powerful message to convey, each in
their own words. It is: War is not a glamorous thing and it is not
a game. It is horrific and wasteful. But if we must fighy we will
fight to win.

It’s our responsibility to record this message so that we may
never forget it. We encourage you to stop by the Freedom
Museum and watch an interview. You may be amazed at some
of the true heroes living in your fine home town.

In her continuing battle with
Parkinson's Disease my wife, Viola, has
written a wonderful little 39-page book
titled, “Who Me?”

Mc:t of the content was taken from a
journal she kept while using hippothera-
py. or horse therapy, as a means of treat-
ment. There were many days when she
would come home from a riding session
at. Miss Toby's Horseback Riding
Academy and say, within five minutes of
getting on the horse, my pain and tremor
were gone. To be sure the pain and
tremor would later return, but over time
the pain became less and less and now
she rarely has pain and never at the same
level as before.

Her motivation for writing this book
was to help other people who may be
experiencing Parkinson’s or some other
débilitating disease. In the beginning she
gave copies to family, friends and others
who knew someone who would bénefit
from it. One couple she gave a copy was
our friends, Stanley and Nina Russ who
live here in Conway. Stanley is a retired
state senator and both he and Nina are
thoughtful and gracious human beings.

Stanley has written me a number of

times, but this time his letter was to
Viola. I might add, something he said
gave me a chuckle and I will share it with
you a bit later.

Since it's just a short letter, and I've
asked Stanley for his permission, I'll just

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share it with you. He begins,

But I want to put in my two cents worth.
After Nina read, “Who Me”" (late in the
evening, at least for us) she handed it to
me and said, ‘You will want to read this.’
I peeked at it intending to put it aside and
read it later. I didn’t put it down until I
had read every word of it. The book is
captivating, inspiring and educational
reading. I now know the ghostwriter
behind Jim Davidson. Thanks for telling
your story in such a poignant way. *

Needless to say we both appreciated
the fact that Stanley would take the time
to share his thoughts in this way. It meant
a lot to her and to me, as well. A few
weeks later I ran into him down at the
Post Office and thanked him for his letter.
At this point he said, “She’s got spunk!,”
which is the primary reason I decided to
share this with you. Regardless of where
you live in this great country of ours, I
believe you can relate to what I am say-
ing.

While spunk is not a word I use often,

a  OK, let’s be careful out there

has a massive bruise to his left hip that
grows larger and blacker every day. The
cut over his right eye didn’t need stitches,
but they put five staples in the gash in his
left arm. Every day more bruises appear.

He was hurt all right. That’s what hap-
pens when you get into a fight with a gin
pole truck. The truck won. As careful as
he is, this time the equipment got away
from him before he could do anything
about it.

He's healing well, thank God. He’s
able to do much more than I ever thought
possible with a cast on one arm and a
brace on the other. We’ve got a care rou-
tine going that works for us. And after 20
years of marriage, we’ve reached all new
heights of intimacy. Our family, neigh-
bors, friends from church, work, and
lodge have all chipped in to help, too.

We'll make it through this, just like we
have every other challenge we’ve faced
through the years. We just laugh at our-
selves and go on.

But Vic knows that from now on,
when he leaves to work on something
and | say, “Let’s be careful out there,” |
mean it! If he doesn’t, by golly, two bro-
ken arms are the least of his problems.

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Texas Panhandle Plains Wildlife Trail opens to public

AUSTIN — Panhandle Plains
Wildlife Trail is now open, Texas
Parks and Wildlife officials
recently announced, with a new
color map to 97 difterent parks,
ranches and other locales where
motorists can discover the best
places to see wildlife and get back
to nature. Road signs will go up
this fall to help drivers find sites
on the trail.

True to the Lone Star tradition
of all-things big, the new driving
trail runs through 60 Texas coun-
ties, stretching from just south of
Abilene up through the Rolling
Plains and the Panhandle to the
Oklahoma border. .

It’s the second of four driving
trails developed by Texas Parks
and Wildlife Department and
local communities with funding
from the Texas Department of
Transportation, all modeled upon
the success of the Great Texas
Coastal Birding Trail which was
developed in the late 1990s.

The Heart of Texas Wildlife
Trail will also open this fall,
TPWD officials say, running
through 55 counties from near
Brownwood and San Angelo
down through the Hill Country

» and South Texas to Del Rio and
Laredo. The Prairies and
Pineywoods Wildlife Trail, fea-
turing sites in north and east

1 Texas, should be complete in late
2004.

The Panhandle Plains trail is
organized by 13 loops with names
like Colorado Headwaters, Big
Country and Llano Estacado. The
loops provide travel itineranes for
those who want to check out a
particular region. Unlike the
coastal birding trail, which was
largely Yashioned around public
parks and refuges, the new trail

features 29 private properties, -

from small bed and breakfasts to
large ranches offering many activ-
ities.

“An outstanding feature of the
Panhandle Plains Wildlife Trail is

_the-awesome private ranches that
are now open to guests,” said
Linda Campbell, TPWD nature
tourism coordinator. “We’ve got
more private ranches on the trail
because of the limited number of
public lands in that part of the
state. These are some of the state’s
best-kept secrets — places few
people have ever seen before that
are now opening to serve .nature-
based recreationists.”

On the Canadian River north-
east of Amarillo, the Amington
Ranch boasts a special cache:
Tom Hanks was there in the late
1990s to film inland scenes for the
movie “Cast Away.” But most
visitors are drawn by the nch
habitat along the Canadian and by
the chance to see one of nature’s
arities — the lesser prairie chick-

en. Here and on the nearby Rader
" Ranch, birders flock to see the
once-abundant prairie chickens
puff their reddish neck pouches
Jand drum their feet on mating
areas called “leks.”

History and local culture as
well as nature are showcased on
the trail. The Canadian River
Wagon Bridge is a piece of
restored pioneer history with hik-
ing trails and good birding van-
tages. The Lipscomb Dance
Platform in nearby Lipscomb
hosts summer dances. The town

also has an art gallery and “‘a year-
round population of wild turkeys
that casually stroll around the
courthouse lawn,” according to
the trail map.

On the Colorado Headwaters
Loop north of Big Spring near
Snyder, the Wagon Wheel Ranch
has opened its gates to birders,
hunters, RVers and others. It’s a
longhom cattle ranch, but most of
the income these days comes
from tourism. An 80-acre buffalo
wallow shows depressions in-pas-
tures left by millions of bison that
once migrated across the plains.

Five ponds provide water for
fishing, “showy dragonflies”and
diverse bird life, including preda-
tors like hawks and owls and col-
orful migrants like the painted
bunting and vermilion flycatcher.
Ranch owner Billy, Ray
Browning says he’s got what peo-
ple in urban areas might long for.

“There’s a lot here that people
are sure missing
wildlife,” Browning said. “We
have an RV park and people can

stay overnight with us. What they
talk about is how quiet it is, how
they don’t have to worry about
anyone running over their little
kiddos. I show ‘em the sunsets
and tell them where to go. We've
had birdwatchers coming through
here that say they’d never
dreamed there are that many birds
out here in this country.”

Besides the ranches, the trail
hits state parks and wildlife man-
agement areas, national grass-
lands and frontier forts. For
details, see the Great Texas
Wildlife Trails pages on the
TPWD web site at
www.tpwd.state.tx.us/birding-
trails/. A web version of the trail
map will be available on-line this
fall.

Baylor basketball saviour fell hard from grace

WACO, Texas (AP)
When Dave Bliss arrived at
Baylor in 1999, he was seen as
the blond, tan, God-fearing
savior of a basketball program
that had soured into one of the
nation’s worst.

For four years, he promoted
Baptist faith and Baylor hoops
as he tried to steer the Bears to
respectability.

“1 believe kids have a dire
need for a relationship with
the Lord,” Bliss said in a 2002
interview with Marketplace
Ministries.

It worked for a while.

Then came the summer of
2003 and his fall from grace.

In a dizzying span of about
six weeks, the public reputa-
tion of Bliss as a straight
shooter who led his teams with
integrity disintegrated with a
player killed, a former player
charged with murder and reve-
lations that failed drug tests

were suppressed and the coach
had paid players’ tuition.
Then came the disclosure
that Bliss tried .to cover up
misdeeds within his program,
telling players to lie to school
investigators and  portray
Dennehy as a drug dealer.
Baylor officials said the
findings stunned them.

“1 am shocked and disap-
pointed in the things that Dave
has done,” Baylor President
Robert Sloan said. “All of us
are completely surprised at the
things he has admitted, and
what we have discovered. On
the other hand, all of us need
to remember that Dave Bliss
and his entire family are in
need of our prayers.”

But did Baylor officials
miss signs that could have
stopped the Bliss train wreck
before it derailed?

Since the saga of Patrick
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Dennehy’s death began, sto-
ries have surfaced suggesting
Bliss’ clean-cut reputation was
overblown, including allega-
tions of NCAA violations as
far back as the 1980s and
questions about his behavior
at other coaching jobs.

Bliss won more than 500
in 28 years as a
Division I head coach, claim-
ing seven conference titles and
leading his teams. to the
NCAA tournament 11 times.
He had 14 seasons of 20 or
more wins.

He started his career as an
assistant under Bob Knight in
1967 and eight years later got
his first head coaching job at
Oklahoma, where he won a
Big Eight title.

Grants to assist
low-income Texans

AUSTIN (AP) — The state
has been awarded $3.9 million in
federal grants to expand health
care services to’low-income and
uninsured Texans.

I'he grants from the U.S.
Department  of Health and
Human Services include $3 mil-
lion 10 establish six new federal-
ly qualified health centers that
will provide primary health care
services for low-income people:

The new centers are expected
to provide heath care services to
more than 42,000 Texans each
year, according to a statement
released recently by Gov. Rick
Perry. Perry said the new health
centers will bring better health
care to rural Texas while reliev-
ing the burden on urban emer-
gency centers.

“This is exciting news for the
people in these communities and
a tremendous boost to improving
their access to primary and pre-
ventive health care,” said Texas
Health Commussioner Eduardo
Sanchez.

The tederal grants include:

$541.667 40 Community
Health Center of Lubbock for a
clinic in Lubbock.

Four Texas health care cen-
ters were awarded grants to add
or expand oral health services.

Being overweight and inac-
tive are the major culprits for
high blood pressure, but too
much salt plays a role, too.
The 50 million Americans
with hypertension are advised
to eat a low-sodium diet, about
1,500 milligrams a day.

For healthy people, the
government recommends no
more than 2,400 mg of sodium
daily, the equivalent of a heap-
ing teaspoon of salt. But the
average American eats over
4,000 mg a day — three-quar-
ters of it from processed food
and restaurant meals, says Dr.
Stephen Havas of , the
University of Maryland.

Time-crunched families
depend on the convenience of
processed foods,” so the
American  Public  Health
Association, backed by dozens
of other health and medical
groups, issued a challenge to
the industry: Cut in half the
sodium in those foods over the
next 10 years.

“Nobody ever said, 'Do
you want that salt in your
food?’ Somebody put it there
for you,” says Havas, who
wrote APHA's policy.

He estimates the change
could cut by 20 percent the
number of hypertension suf-
ferers, eventually saving
150,000 lives a year.

Sodium is used in preserv-
ing certain foods, and to pump
up other flavors. Other spices
can be more expensive, says
Gene Grabowski of the

NEW YORK (AP) — Yellow is still yellow,
orange is still orange, red still red.

But these colors now have other, ominous
meanings — just as'a cloudless blue sky, once an
uncomplicated pleasure, now suggests to many in
New York and Washington a moming two years
ago when a clear sky gave way to an unimagin-
able horror.

In so very many ways, the world has changed
since Sept. 11, 2001.

There are obvious, dreadful differences: There
are gaps in creation where the more than 3,000
victims of the attacks once lived and breathed,
and thousands of others have died in Afghanistan
and Iraq.

But the changes are not all so momentous.

Because of Sept. 11, thousands rise each
Sunday at the seventh-inning stretch of Major
League Baseball games to sing “God Bless
America.” Because of Sept. 11, duct tape has
found unimagined uses. Because of Sept. 11, one
of the modern age’s most prosaic sounds — the
drone of a low-flying airplane — can startle and
alarm.

Whenever something happens — a shooting
at New York's City Hall, the breakup of the shut-
tle Columbia, a blackout in the Northeast and
Midwest — we ask: Have terrorists struck again?

For answers, we look to the Department of
Homeland Security, a massive federal agency
(170,000 employees, a projected 1994 budget of
$26.7 billion) that raises the nation’s anxiety level
with color-coded alerts, but did not even exist
two years ago.

Even the phrase “homeland security” meant
little on: Sept. 10, 2001.

Now, though, it seems like it has been with us
forever; it is growing harder to remember a time
when the federal government could not force uni-
versities to aivulge the grades and other records
of foreign students, or detain people as material
witnesses without charges, or hold Americans as
“enemy combatants” without access to lawyers.

Mostly, Americans seem .to have accepted
these things as regrettable, collateral damage
from a shifting war against a shadowy foe.

Librarians have been among the USA Patriot
Act’s fiercest critics. They have posted signs
warning patrons that the: FBI has the right to see
records of what they have been reading, and
some have taken to shredding sheets patrons sign
to reserve computers for Internet access.

But major academic journals now monitor

research papers, deleting anything that might
help would-be terrorists devise weapons of mass
destruction. At George ‘Mason University in
Virginia, Sean Gorman’s doctoral dissertation
will not be published; he mapped America’s
fiber-optic network, and no one wants his find-
ings to fall into the wrong hands.

The landscape is littered with security barriers
that weren’t there in 2001. Ralph Nasatka says
the active barriers his Clinton, Md., company
sells — the kind that flip up to prevent a car from
entering a secure area — send an important mes-
sage.

“Let people know they can no longer have a
free hand. The door is closed,” he says.

And two years into the war on
Americans accept that shoes can be weapons. So
they line up, shoes in hand, to pass through air-
port security.

Or they adapt. Come this fall, Rockport shoes
will have plastic shanks, and will not trigger
alarms. At O’Hare Airport in Chicago, passen-
gers can check shoes for metal by sticking their
feet in special cardboard boxes (made by Boy

terror,

Scouts as an Eagle Scout project).

Knitting needles are allowed on planes; sharp
files on nail clippers are not. And on the New
York-Washington shuttle no passengers are
allowed to leave their seats.

Americans have come to accept that strangers
have the right to go through their belongings as
they file into a concert at Zarnegie Hall or an out-
ing at Great Adventure amusement park.

Not all the changes America has seen are a
result of efforts to prevent another terrorist attack;
some are spurred by efforts to survive one.

Managers of the 110-story Sears Tower, the
tallest building in America, have installed chairs
that can be used to wheel disabled or injured
occupants down stairways.

Skyscrapers have improved emergency light-
ing, added X-ray screening for bags as visitors
enter, improved fireproofing and conducted fire
drills with a renewed seriousness. Some offices,
especially in New York, have placed first-aid kits
and escape hoods on desks.

Families — again, especially those close to
New York and Washington — have gathered to
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New York has suffered greatly in the past two
years. It has lost 162,900 jobs since the attack,
and last year 152,278 more people left New York
for other places in the United States than came
here from elsewhere in America.

Elana Boses, 27, is one of them. A fashion
trends forecaster, she lived four blocks from the
World Trade Center. Now she lives in St
Petersburg, Fla., with her mother, and sells hous-
es. She is on medication for post-traumatic stress
— panic attacks, flashbacks — and she is thank-
ful for any distance she can put between her and
Sept. 11.

“I’m so glad that I'm not in the city,” she says.
“I'm so glad that I'm in Florida and I don’t have
to think about things like that.”

But there are indications that other Americans
are thinking about Sept. 11 and putting it in per-
spective — and that alone would be an enormous
change.

You can see it in popular culture, especially in
the continuing evolution of World Trade Center
images in film. The towers were digitally
expunged from the comedy “Zoolander” after the

attacks; a “Spider-Man" trailer that depicted the
World Trade Center quickly was pulled.

But late last year, Spike lee's movie “The
25th Hour” opened with a view of the skyscrap
ers and included a scene in an apartment looking
down at the site.

“What happened on Sept. 11 really trauma-
tized Americans and we're still feeling the
effects,” Lee told the British Broadcasting Corp.
in an interview. “New Yorkers, and Americans
generally, are living in a much different world
now. The threat of terrorism is an everyday
occurrence, so we wanted. to reflect this different
world. It’s that simple.”

Of course, it's not that simple. Sept. 11, 2001,
was a line of demarcation between the present
and the past. Images of the trade center remind us
of just how much things have changed.

An editor in New York has a _picture on her
desk of her then-6-year-old son, posing on the
Brooklyn Bridge. He is smiling, squinting in the
sunlight. Behind him, almost ghostly, two 110
story towers loom.

The sky is a vivid blue, with clouds.

discuss where they would meet in
the event of an emergency that
forced their evacuation. Bob Ezrol,
director of Camp Taconic in the
Berkshire Mountains of
Massachusetts, says parents have
been more insistent on staying in
touch-~with their children by tele-
phone since Sept. 11.

Schools — when they aren’t
announcing evacuation  points,
where their students would be

brought in an emergency — are try-
ing to find a teaching moment in it
all. Sept. 11 (and its aftermath) has
found a place between reading, writ-
ing and arithmetic.

“What is a terrorist? How does a
terrorist differ from a freedom-fight-
er? Who decides?” asks a curricu-
lum designed by Brown University’s
Choices for the 2Ist Century
Education Program.

Students engage in role-playing
discussions, arguing the cases for the
Irish Republican Army, Chechen
rebels and the Weather
Underground.

“I think that a lot of them learn
that sometimes the United States
makes decisions based solely on
what is best for the United States,”
says Nicolle Robinson, who teaches
11th grade American history at
Granite High School in Salt Lake
City.

Younger children, too, are learn-
ing about the attacks. In “The Man
Who Walked Between the Towers,”
a new picture book, Mordicai
Gerstein tells the story of Philippe
Petit, the daredevil who walked a
tightrope between the World Trade
Center towers in 1974.

The last page shows today’s
Manhattan skyline.

The last line is “Now the towers
are gone.”

And they are.

Eventually, something new and
extraordinary will arise at ground
zero; for now, people in the narrow
streets of lower Manhattan are dis-
oriented when they climb out of the
subways, for lack of a colossal land-
mark.

Wanted: More prison inmates

The bureau already relies on Reeves

A bid to make money by jailing federal
prisoners may end with a West Texas coun-
ty losing its jail and defaulting on a $40
million bond note.

Reeves County counted on the federal
Bureau of Prisons to pay it to house up to
3,000 illegal immigrants by this fall, but
the bureau says it never made any prom-
1ses.

The county now owes $475,000 on its
first loan payment for a jail expansion
completed in March. Failing to pay by
Sept. 1 means the county could lose all
three buildings making up the Reeves
County Detention Center because the
county used two older buildings for col-
lateral.

“Hundreds of jobs will be lost and our
local economy will be destroyed,” county
Judge Jimmy Galindo wrote in a letter this
summer to President Bush, asking him to
intervene with the Bureau of Prisons.

About 500 people work at the iail in
Pecos, more than 200 miles east of El Paso,
making it the county’s single largest
employer. The jail can house up to 3,000
inmates; the expansion added 960 beds.

Galindo has said the county built the
third jail building based on Bureau of
Prisons projections that the federal govermn-
ment would need to house 175,000 inmates

County to house 2,043 federal inmates,
mostly low-security “criminal aliens,”
spokeswoman Traci Billingsley said.

“We made it clear to them we could
make no promises or commitments,” to
house more inmates, shie said.

County
Arredondo said while the county would
continue to negotiate with the bureau, com-
missioners must look for other customers.

He said county officials are talking with
the U.S. Marshals service about holding
prisoners arrested. 'in Arizona and West
Texas.

However, Michael Troyanski, with the
U.S. Marshals Service in El Paso, said the
agency won't guarantee a specific number.

“We are not
Troyanski said. “The prisoner population is
fluid, it goes up and down with the tide.”

Other possible sources, Arredondo said,
are illegal immigrants awaiting deportation
by the Department of Homeland Security
and Arizona state prisoners.

Arizona's prisons exceed capacity by
about 4,000 inmates, said Jim Robideau, a
spokesman for the Arizona Department of
Corrections. The department considered
the Reeves County jail about a month ago,
he said, but wasn’t aware of any negotia-
tions or a pending agreement.
