Despite drought, producers in Kansas 
plant more crops possibly for insurance

WICFFITA. Kan. (AP) — 
With severe drought still grip­
ping much of the Mate, farm­
ers are putting in far more 
acres ot thirsty plants such as 
corn and soylx*an this spring 
with little hope of ever har­
vesting a crop.

A big reason: Crop insur­
ance pays on the established 
base yields of each field — 
and many farmers in bone-dry 
areas such as northwest 
Kansas are picking their 2(K)4 
crops based on expected insur­
ance payments, '

"We are just planting for the 
insurance.” said Brian 
Baal man, w ho both farms and 
heads the Kansas Corn 
Cirowers Association. "We are 
going to go for the highest 
yield established and go out 
and plant and hope. If it does­
n't make, we have the insur­
ance to back us up."

The numlxer of acres dedi­
cated to com is up 3 percent 
from last year, to 3 "million 
acres. Kansas Agricultural 
.Statistics Service reported in 
its prospective plantings 
report. Soybeans will take up 
2.7 million acres, a 4 percent 
increase.

Spring plantings of more

drought-hardy crops are dow n 
comparable numbers:
Sunflower acres are at 190.(KK) 
acres, 2 percent less than last 
year. There will be 3.4 million 
acres of sorghum, a decrease 
of 4 percent.

Another reason for the shift 
is market price Corn and soy- 
Fiean futures prices are giH)d 
right now. Baalman said.

"My area is very, very dry 
and suffering from a severe 
drought." Baalman said. "A lot 
of guys don't know what to do. 
We have high com prices and 
it feels like they are going 
higher,"

The latest daily tracking polls by 
Scott Rasmussen show that President 
Bush has moved up six points in the 
past week to take a three-point lead over 
Sen. John Kerry. The Bush surge is cat­
alyzed by his negative ads. which casti­
gate the Democrat's record on taxes and 
terrorism, and by the Kerry camp's 
abysmal failure to answer the charges 
effectively in paid advertising.

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Beefy male NBA dancers a growing trend

DALLAS (AP) — For 
dancers at NBA games, one 
sure way to get the crowd 
going is to show a lot of skin. 
Even if it’s hairy, blubbery 
skin.

The portly all-male Dallas 
Mavericks dance troupe 
proved as much during a recent 
game, drawing roars from 
2(),(K)() fans while gyrating 
their exposed squishy midsec­
tions. They were too much for 
their opponents in that night's

stomached women of the 
Mavericks’ professional dance 
team.

"When we come out, we 
come out strong, baby," said 
.^.KTpound Stanley “MC 
Woixlsy" Woods, whose dance 
team is expected to perform in 
the playoffs this month. “We 
get a lot of love from the fans.’’

That love has prompted 
other NBA teams to jump on 
the ' supersized halftime show 
bandwagon. Since the Mavs 
Maniaacs waddled onto the 
scene in 2(X)2, hefty dancers 
have appeared in Detroit and 
Chicago, and other teams have

called Dallas about the idea.
“For some reason, the 

crowd just loves watching big 
guys dance," said Rebecca 
Girard, the Detroit Pistons 
dance instructor who has over­
seen the Spare Tires since they 
began this year.

The concept is the brain­
child of Mavericks owner 
Mark Cuban, whose innova­
tive and sometimes wacky 
ideas have helped transform 
the Mavs from NBA laughing- 
sUK'k to marketable commodi­
ty. To hear him tell it, though, 
the word brainchild is probably 
u little .stixmgT-----------^ ■ "

"1 was at a game, 1 think it 
was in Seattle, and a big fat 
guy stood up and started danc­
ing." Cuban recalled. “The 
crowd loved it. I thought to 
myself, 'If they love one fat 
guy, they'll love a dozen.’ “

The rest is' 4,102 pounds of 
history.

More than 80 full-figured 
fellas applied for the team. 
After heavy competition, 13 
became Maniaacs. so named 
because they perform at the 
AAC, or the American Airlines 
Center.

“I saw the ad in the newspa­
per that wanted big. beefy guys

that could dance," said Dale 
Wilson, a 28.S-pound firefight­
er. “They said they were liMik- 
ing for Clydesdales, not 
Chippendales. I thought, ’1 just 
may be crazy enough to do 
this.’ "

The Maniaacs don’t get 
paid for their monthly per­
formances. but they get free 
admission, parking and food 
(including seconds and thirds). 
When not perfomiing on the 
fiiHir. they sit in a special sec­
tion where they can be seen 
cheering and dancing.

They also get fame and fun,
T  get a lot of agitation Irom 

it at work." said Wilson. 47. 
“They all want to know about 
the girls. They’ll kid me.abtiut 
it and stuff, want to see my 
moves.”

The Maniaacs take pride in 
those moves. Yes, they know 
they’re a bit of a sight gag. But 
along with the good-natured 
fun conips some serious danc- 
in g .> .-^

“I’ve always really loved to 
dance," said Woods. .37. “It’s a 
goof, but it's serious."

That's one of the things that 
has endeared them U) Sheila 
Sattler, a veteran choreogra­
pher who oversees the .Mavs

dancers and the Maniaacs. She 
calls the Maniaacs “one of the 
greatest experiences of my 
life."

“I laugh the entire practice," 
she said. "I think it’s partly 
because they’re so intense and 
they’re trying so hard."

She wasn’t always so cer­
tain about her large charges.

“I did have a doubt," she 
said. “I really had no experi­
ence teaching untrained 
dancers, especially men who 
were overweight and not ath­
letic."

Sattler also knew she had to

■"On a scale of one to ten.

picky," Sattler said.

Even the players have taken 
notice.

Forward Antawn Jamison, 
traded to Dallas before this 
season, remembers being 'dis­
tracted by the Maniaacs when 
he visited the AAC with the 
Golden State Warriors.

“It’s definitely entertaining, 
and it takes away from your 
concentration a little." he said

shorten the four-hour workouts 
she puts the women’s 4eam 
through.

Mysteries of sleep: Can we trick a drowsy brain into staying awake?

Frank Knower knew somcihing was wrong 
when he kept having conversations with co­
workers and later couldn’t remember a thing 
that was said. Fie couldn’t even remember 
what he’d said.

Later, alter he retired, he discovered anoth­
er problem: He got irresistibly drowsy during 
long drives.

None of the usual stay-awake tricks like 
turning up the radio or rolling down the win- 
dow could keep him awake. -He had to 
over for naps.

These days, his wife handles a lot of the 
driving. And while the 74-year-old Knower 
can still nod off during the day at his home in 
Tappan, N.Y., treatment for his sleep-disrupt­
ing condition, apnea, and a daytime alertness 
pill help keep his problems in check

For Knower, it's a story with a happy end­
ing. For scientists, though, it’s a story full of 
mystery.

Why would a sleep-deprived brain fail to 
absorb conversations? Just how does it pro­
duce drowsiness while a person is driving? 
Indeed, how does it know it needs more sleep 
m the first place?

These aren’t just esoteric ponderings. The 
answers to these and related mysteries about 
the sleepy brain could lead to improved drugs 
to help people fall asleep or stay awake. They

could help drowsy people find the most effec­
tive time to drink coffee or take a nap.

Scientists may even find safe and reliable 
ways to skip slumber entirely for days without 
the usual mental glitches.

“You could have soldiers who could fight a 
war 24 hours a day and maybe not sleep, at 
least for a few days," said Dr. Clifford Saper 
of Harvard Medical Schm)l. “ If you knew 
what was making the brain sleepy, you could . 
get at it at a fundamental level ... 1 think once 
we learn how the system operates we'II be 
able to successfully manipulate it.”

Of coufs&rifl an economy with such poten­
tially perilous round-the-clock workplaces as 
trucks, airplanes, nuclear power plants and 
supertankers, even helping people sleep and 
function well one day at a time would be a 
benefit.

An estimated 70 million people in the 
United States suffer from sleep problems, 
either because of disorders such as apnea and 
insomnia or just a lack of time devoted to 
slumber, the federal government says. At least 
100,000 auto crashes and 1,550 traffic deaths 
a year are caused by falling asleep at the 
wheel.

And sleep deprivation leads to reduced pro­
ductivity, poor performance in school or the 
workplace, and possibly medical problems 
like high blood pressure, heart disease, depres­
sion and reduced resistance to viruses.

“Sleep is as important to our overall health

as exercise and a healthy diet," says Dr. Carl 
Hunt, director of the government's National 
Center on Sleep Disorders Research.

.So how much sleep is enough? The typical 
recommendation is at least eight hours a night 
for adults. But in the February issue of the 
journal Sleep, an expert called on doctors to 
abandon that blanket prescription.

"It appears seven hours or even five or six 
is safe for people who aten’t sleepy during the 
day," said Dr. Daniel Kripke of the School of 
Medicine irf the University of California, San 
Diego.

Kripke cited targe ^studies that tracked 
death rates in people who habitually slept dif­
ferent lengths i>f time. But "if someone is 
sleepy during the day with less than eight 
hours, as I am myself, then I think it might be 
wise to get eight hours sleep." he said.

Hunt said sleep studies overall indicate that 
adults generally need seven to eight hours a 
night to be well-rested. “As you ratchet down 
from seven hours to six or five or four, there's 
a progressively greater price" in illness, acci­
dents and mental malfunctioning. Hunt said.

.Studies show people can sleep too little and 
still feel fine during the day. but that’s because 
people stop realizing they're impaired it they 
sleep too little night after night. Hunt-said. So 
while there probably are some people who 
truly function well on six hours a night, they 
can't just rely on how they feel, he saic.

Teenagers need around S.5 hours of sleep a

night, and younger children should aim for 
about nine hours, he said.

When the brain runs on too little sleep, it 
malfunctions in a wide variety of areas:

— Your reaction time slows and you have 
trouble paying sustained attention. Driving is 
"the worst kind of thing,” especially in 
bumper-to-bumper situations or lonely roads, 
said Ldward Stepanski of the Rush University 
Medical Center in Chicago. “You’re forced to 
sit still, so you can’t move around and do 
things people ordinarily do to keep awake, and 
you're staring at the road”

— You have trouble keeping tabs on multi- 
ple sources of information. .So you ignore 
some of them to focus on a few, and “you fail 
to notice that you’re running out of gas,” said 
David Dinges at the University of 
Pennsylvania School of Medicine.

—Creativity suffers You get stuck on bad 
solutions and can't think of better ones.

—You can't remember as much, and “a 
sleepy brain is just not very good at learning 
new information," Stepanski said.

—Your brain just can’t do some critical 
things in a hurry.

If given the luxury of time, it actually does 
pretty well with tasks like making decisions 
and solving complicated problems, says Hans 
Van Dongen at the University of 
Pennsydvania. That's because the brain has "an 
almost stunning ability to find tricks" to get

Report: Sickle cell patients living longer, dying less
DALLAS — Children with 

sickle cell disease -  an inherit­
ed red blood cell disorder -  are 
living longer, dying less often 
from their disease and con­
tracting fewer fatal infections 
than ever before, re.searchers 
at UT Southwestern Medical 
Center at Dallas report.

Their study, which will 
appear in the June edition of 
the scientific journal Blood, is 
the first to evaluate survival 
rates of children receiving the 
most modern treatments for 
sickle cell disease. It’s also 
one of the largest published 
sickle cell studies to date. 
Researchers followed more 
than 7(K) Dallas-area children 
with the disease over two 
decades.

Thirty years ago, only half 
of the children with sickle cell 
anemia, the severest and most 
common form of the disease, 
hud a survival rate of 97.4 per­
cent at 18. Also. 11.5 percent 
of patients with sickle cell 
anemia had a stroke by 18 
years old. Although this rate 
remains constant, fewer chil­
dren are dying as a result of 
the stroke, researchers say.

“There weren't any modern 
or contemporary survival data 
for children with sickle cell 
until now," said Dr. Charles 
Quinn, assistant professor of 
pediatrics and the study’s lead 
author. “Previous survival

studies began in the 1970s, 
and there have been signifi­
cant advancements made in 
the medical care of these chil­
dren since then.”

People with sickle cell dis- 
ea.se have a genetic error in 
their hemoglobin, a compo­
nent of red blood cells. Instead 
of being soft and round, the 
red blood cells of a sickle cell 
patient are inflexible and sick­
le-shaped. causing blockages 
in the blood vessels and pre­
venting body tissues from 
receiving oxygen.

It is estimated that between 
60,(XK) and 70,000 Americans 
suffer from the disease. The 
disease is most common 
among people of African 
descent. In the United States, 
it is estimated that 9 percent of 
African-Americans have the 
sickle cell trait, and 1 in 6,000 
has sickle cell anemia.

UT Southwestern
researchers attribute the 
improved prognosis to wide­
spread newborn screening that 
allows physicians to identify 
the disease early and begin 
treatment sooner; prophylactic 
penicillin used to prevent fatal 
infections; effective, conjugat­
ed vaccines for the pneumo­
coccus bacteria, which is 
responsible for blood infec­
tions. pneumonia, meningitis 
and Hemophilus influenzae 
type b; and the increased use

of disease-modifying thera­
pies such as bone marrow 
transplants, long-term blood 
transfusions and the medicine 
hydrozyurea.

“Research developments 
during the past several 
decades have improved the 
lives of many persons with 
sickle cell disease," said Dr. 
George Buchanan, the study’s 
senior author and director of 
the National Institutes of 
Health-funded Southwestern 
Comprehensive Sickle Cell 
Center. “Yet. the true impact 
of these investigations on sur­
vival of children and adoles­
cents with sickle cell disease 
has not been clear until now."

’ This work gives us con­
temporary and accurate data 
confirming the success of our 
research. It was only a half- 
cejitury ago that very' few per­
sons with sickle cell anemia 
and related conditions sur­
vived beyond 21 years of 
age," Buchanan said.

Experts still have no way of 
knowing who will have 
severe, moderate or mild 
forms of the disease until com­
plications (Kcur. Quinn said. 
Discovering risk factors can 
help a physician develop the 
best treatment and match the 
risk of treatments to the risk of 
the disease.

“The next step is trying to 
capture and measure long­

term survival as these children 
transition into adulthood." 
Quinn said. "We also hope to 
one day identify risk factors 
that can help doctors and 
patients know what to expect 
from the disease.”

All study participants were 
diagnosed through newborn 
screening and were all born in 
Texas on or after Nov. 1, 198. .̂ 
when the state's screening pro­
gram went into effect. The 
patients were observed 
through Aug. 1, 2(K)2.

Of the 711 patients. 15 
deaths were attributed at lea.st 
partly to sickle cell disease. 
The average age of death was 
5.6 years old. and all those 
who died from sickle cell dis­
ease had sickle cell anemia, 
the most severe form The 
overall incidence of death 
among patients with sickle cell 
anemia was 0.59 per 100 
patients-years. compared with 
1.1 per 1(X) patient-years in a 
1994 study sponsored by the 
National Institutes of Health.

The prisportion of deaths 
from infection was 20 percent 
compared with 50 percent in 
the NIH-sponsored study The 
most common age of death 
was 4 to 6 years compared 
with I to 3 years in the NIH- 
sponsered study.

Dr. Zora Rogers, associate 
professor of pediatrics, also 
worked on the studv.

Study: Aspirin may lower 
risk of Hodgkin’s disease

WASHINGTON (AF) — 
Regular use of aspirin might 
lower the risk of Hodgkin’s 
disease, scientists report 
recently.

More research is needed to 
prove whether the link is real.

Even if it is. Hodgkins’ dis­
ease is too rure a cancer to ev er 
recommend aspirin as a pre­
ventive. scientists caution. 
After all. the pills have side 
effects. Instead, the research 
may p<iint toward better under­
standing of how this cancer 
forms, which then might lead 
to better treatment.

Millions of Americans 
already take low-dose aspirin 
to help prevent heart attacks, 
and studies suggest it also may 
modestly lower the risk of a 
few cancers, most notably 
colon cancer.

Scientists at the Harvard 
School of Public Health 
uncovered aspirin’s possible 
connection with Hodgkin’s — 
a lymph system cancer diag­
nosed in 7.600 Americans each 
year — while studying what 
role a certain virus plays in the 
malignancy.

To hunt risk factors, they 
matched 565 Hodgkin’s 
patients with people of similar 
age and demographics who 
didn’t have the cancer.

Those who regularly used 
aspirin —: the equivalent of 
two or more regular-strength 
tablets a week for five years 
— had a 40 percent lower risk 
of Hodgkin's, researchers 
reported Tuesday in the 
JiHirnal of the National Cancer 
Institute.

Hixlgkin’s di.sease is linked 
to inflammation. Aspirin not 
only calms inflammation, but 
it IS thought to inactivate a pro­
tein. called a transenption fac­
tor. which is important for 
Hodgkin’s cells to survive, 
said epidemiologist Ellen 
Chang, the study’s lead author.

O th e r  painkillers don’t

affect that protein, and the 
study found no benefit from 
other anti-inflammatory 
painkillers, such as ibuprofen.

However, acetaminophen is 
a different type of painkiller, 
and the study found risk of 
Hodgkin’s was actually 70 
percent higher among regular 
acetaminophen users.

Scientists aren't 
sure yet just how it sends its 
timing signals to the KhIv.

People can obviously Over­
ride the pacemaker, staying 
up through most of the night 
That’s w hen a second, ‘ home­
ostatic" system kicks in. It 
basically keeps track of how 
short you are on sleep, either

from one bad night or a 
buildup of sleep deprivation 
over tune And it does its best 
to make sure \ou pay this

In tlte crownmg rite of 
democracy, more than 1(K) mil­
lion Americans will join togelh 
er to make history this 
November — to elect a presi 
dent.

But a lot more won't
Some are under 18. and can't 

vote. But many others just 
don’t.

When the world s democra­
cies are ranked according to 
their voting records. Americxi is 
at the bottom, with Sw ii/erlatKi.

Books with titles like "The 
Vanishing Voter" and Where 
Have All the Voters Gone'.'" 
give voice to an increasing 
unease that something funda­
mental is amiss that
Americans are caught in Mime 
sort of electoral death spiral. 
That deiiKKracy itself may lx* at 
risk.

There is some dispute about 
the extent of the decline, but in 
the last two elections, only 
about 24 percent of the adult 
population cast their votes for 
George W. Bush and Bill 
Clinton. A demixracy whose 
leaders are the choice of less 
than a quarter of the adult popu­
lation faces some hard ques­
tions:

Can a government that is of 
and by only a fraction of the peo­
ple truly work for all the people.’ 
And is there any way that a 
nation of distracted denizens of 
the 21st century can be trans­
formed into a nation of voters',’

How We Choose

After the 2(KX) election, amid 
all the controversy about hang­
ing chads and butterfly ballots, 
little attention was paid to 
reports that 51.2 percent of 
Americans of voting age had 
voted, up from 49.8 percent 
four years before.

This was not considered 
cause for celebration. As recent­
ly as I960. 62,8 percent of 
Americans of voting age hail 
turned out to elect John 1 
Kennedy over Richard M 
Nixon in a nailbiter. Through 
the 1960s. turnout hovered in 
the 60s, but in 1972 it plunged 
to 55.2 percent With some 
exceptions the decline has con­
tinued since.

"We are in the midst of the 
biggest progressive and genera-- 
tional decline in pailicipation in 
our history." declares Curtis 
Gans. director of the Committee 
for the .Study of the American

Tragic Wichita Falls twister led to safety measures
WICHITA FALl.S (AP) — Walking 

through tornado-ravaged neighborhooils 
after a deadly storm 25 years ago. architect 
Charles F Har(X'r saw something strange: 
small closets or hathriHims that seemed to 
be rising from piles of debris.

In many cases, the center nHini of a 
house or business — even a bank vault — 
was the only thing standing alter a tornado 
up to a mile-and-a-half wide churned 
thmugh tow n, hitting 5.(KK) houses and sev - 
eral apartments. Some 2().(KK) jx'ople - 
nearly one-fouilh of the city's [xipiilation
— were homeless, while 42 were killed and 
1,7(X) injured.
