Ruling aUows House speaker 
to keep phone records secret

AUSTIN (AP) A ruling from the state 
attorney general's ofJlce will allow Texas 
House Speaker Tom Craddick to keep 
details of phon£f bills secret.

In an opinion released Tuesday, Attorney 
(leneral Greg Abbott's olTice said a 1987 
state law allows Craddick to keep the 
records confidential.

It cited a provision that makes lawmak­
ers and the lieutenant governor exempt 
from disclosing “records of personal infor­
mation about the person communicating" 
with them.

Two previous speakers, Gib Lewis and

Pete Eaney, had declined to use the law to 
block the release of individual numbers on 
their phone bills, the Austin American- 
Statesman reported Thursday.

Other state ofTicials and agencies rou­
tinely make public their bills of calls made 
using state phones under the Texas Public 
Infonnation Act.

The open-government law gives citizens 
access to records to monitor the perform­
ance and actions of their government. The 
American-Statesm^'in March requested 
access to Craddick's phone records from 
Sept. 1, 2001, to Jan. 3 1. 2003.

Student who hid box cutters avoids prison
BALTIMORE (AP) A 

college student who hid box 
cutters on airplanes to 
expose weaknesses in airline 
security was sentenced 
Thursday to two years super­
vised probation and a $500 
tine.

Nathaniel Heatwole, of 
Damascus, also must serve 
100 hours of community 
service and reimburse his 
parents for up to $500 in 
legal expenses after sentenc­
ing in U.S. District Court.

Heatwole, 21, told Judge 
Paul Grimm that his inten­
tions were “positive and

constructive." He said he 
never meant to embarrass 
the Transportation Safety 
Administration or put any­
one in any danger.

“My goal all along was to 
assist TSA," in the agency's 
efforts to secure the nation's 
airlines. Heatwole also 
promised to continue to pro­
vide future assistance to fed­
eral authorities.

Federal prosecutors ini­
tially charged Heatwole last 
fall with a felony taking a 
dangerous weapon aboard 
an aircraft at Baltimore- 
Washington International

Airport. That charge carried 
a possible lO-year prison 
sentence. The charge was 
reduced later to a misde­
meanor.

Heatwole placed three 
disassembled box cutters 
and razor blades — with 
tape over the sharp edges ~  
on a Southwest Airlines 
flight Sept. 14. along with 
strike-anywhere matches 
and about 8 ounces of liquid 
bleach. He also smuggled 
aboard modeling clay made 
to look like plastic explo­
sives.

al-Zarqawi’s group, the 

Tawhid and Jihad move­
ment, claimed responsibility 
for the attacks in a statement 
on an Islamic Web site.

Insurgents roamed the city 
with rocket launchers and 
automatic weapons, seized 
two police stations, and 
destroyed the home of the 
police chief of surrounding 
Diyala province.

A man dressed as an Iraqi 
policeman detonated a car

bomb near a checkpoint 
manned by Iraqi and 
American soldiers in the 
southern Baghdad district of 
Dora, killirtg four Iraqi sol­
diers. Ihree U.S. soldiers 
tended a wounded American 
soldier as he lay on the road, 
his helmet nearby. Black 
smoke and flames rose from 
a burning pickup truck.

Attackers also set off an 
explosion as a military con­
voy passed in Baghdad, 
injuring one soldier.

Handle deposed dictator with care
What to do with Saddam 

Hussein, who currently is 
held by the United States as 
a prisoner of war, has 
become a question of some 
urgency as the official end of 
the occupation of Iraq draws 
near on June 30. The Geneva 
Conventions, it seems, 
require the release of POWs 
when a war or occupation 
ends, unless criminal 
charges are brought against 
them.

In addition, the new Iraqi 
interifn government has 
called for the United States 
to hand Saddam over to Iraqi 
custody for trial by an Iraqi 
Special Tribunal, created in 
December of last year. The 
Americans, however, are

concerned about security 
, and the Iraqis’ ability to
hang on to him. A com. 
mise apparently has been 
worked out involving a 
paper transfer of the coun­
try’s former 
leader to
Iraq while W a l t e r

Taubah 9:29). “1 will 
instill terror into the hearts of 
the unbelievers. Smite ye 
above their necks and smite 
all their finger tips of them" 
(Quran 8:12). “The unbe­
lievers among the People of 
the Book and the pagans 
shall bum forever in the fire 
of Hell. They are the vilest of 
all creatures" (Quran 98:1- 
8). “Fight against those who 
believe not in Allah, and 
those who acknowledge not 
the religion of truth (Islam), 
until they are subdued" 
(Surat At-Taubah 9:29).

Phil Lucas, editor of the 
Panama City, Fla., News 
Herald, in his editorial "Up 
Against Fanaticism." asks.

“Can anybody name three 
ongoing world conflicts in 
which Muslims áre not 
involved?” Lucas says, 
“They can’t get along with 
their neighbors on much of 
the planet: France,
Chechnya, Bosnia,
Indonesia, Spain, Morocco, 
India, Tunisia, Somalia, etc., 
etc., etc."

My colleague Dr. I liornas 
Sowell observes, “Those in 
the Islamic world have for 
centuries been, taught to 
regard themscKes as far 
superior to the 'infidels' of 
the West, while everything 
they see with their own eyes 
now tells them otherwise." 
He adds, “Nowhere have 
whole peoples seen their sit­
uation reversed more visibly 
or more painfully than the 
peoples of the Islamic 
world.” Sowell adds that few 
people, once at the top of

civili/ation, accept their 
reversals of fortune graceful­
ly. Moreover, they don’t 
blame themselves for their 
plight. For the Muslim 
world, it’s the West who’s to 
blame.

History never repeats 
itself exactly, but we might 
benefit from the knowledge 
of factors leading to the 
decline of past great civiliza­
tions. Rome was one of 
those advanced civilizations. 
Rome was so caught up in 
“bread and circuses” and 
moral decline that it couldn’t 
manage to defend itself from 
invading barbaric hordes 
who ultimately plunged 
Kurope into the Dark Ages. 
I he svioner we recognize the 
West is in a war for survival, 
the more likely we’ll be able 
to escape the fate that befell 
the Roman Empire.

ized and participated in 
them, were highly conscious 
of the fact that Ìnstoiy was 
being made. Even though 
those were trials of the van­
quished by the victors in a 
brutal world war. there was, 
nonetheless, a sense that 
genocide, other crimes 
against humanity and 
aggressive war itself were in 
the dock. A truly historic 
precedent had been set 
among the nations of the 
world. .And what emerged 
was a set of principles that 
held national leaders and 
those who do their bidding 
to be accountable for crimes 
against humanity and to face 
punishment by the world 
community. When the many 
crimes of that conllict were 
adjudicated, however, the

tribunal closed up shop.
Today, the International 

Criminal Court, sitting in 
The Hague, embraces the 
principles of Nuremberg and 

* would seem a fitting venue 
for Saddam’s trial. However, 
it has one very serious prob­
lem. The court has no Juris­
diction over crimes commit­
ted before it was created on 
July I, 2002. I hat would 
mean that Saddam’s most 
horrific crimes, including his 
campaigns against the Kurds 
(human-rights groups say as 
many as 300,000 might have 
disappeared in the 1980s and 
'90s) and his invasions of 
Iran and Kuwait, would be 
immune from prosecution.

But there are other means 
of internationalizing the trial 
proposed. Fhe United 
Nations has. in the past, 
established special tribunals 
for such purposes for 
Yugoslavia, Rwanda. Sierra 
Leone and C'ambodia. Why 
not for Iraq?

That alternative could 
defuse another potential 
problem for internationaliz­
ing the trial -  perceptions in 
the Arab world that the West 
is try ing to deny the Iraqis 
the justice (or revenge) they 
are entitled to.

Bnt there seems to be no 
reason why the United 
Nations, the United States 
and Iraq could not work out 
a sy stem in which the expe­
rience and expertise of the 
international community 
might be used to assist the 
Iraqis in conducting a gen­
uinely fair and thorough 
trial.

It would seem to be not 
only politically doable, but 
the best solution possible. It 
would recognize the legiti­
mate claims of Iraq, defuse 
any sense of “Westen' arro­
gance" and reafilrm the prin­
ciples of Nuremberg, as w ell

an important warning to 
the world’s would-be 
despots.

Bush and Kerry vying 
to appear most positive

WASHINGTON (AP) — Happy days are 
here again. Or so say President Bush and 
John Kerry, who paint a rosy picture of 
America’s future when they’re not pounding 
each other with criticisms.

“I’m optimistic about America bec'ause I 
believe in the people of America,” Bush says 
in campaign commercials. Kerry does too. 
“We’re a country of the future,” the 
Democrat says in
one of his TV ads. — ...•
“We’re a country 
of optimists.
We’re the can-do 
people.”

With the presi­
dential race even 
in the polls, both 
candidates are try­
ing to win over 
voters by project­
ing a bright out­
look, despite 
looming chal- 
lenges in Iraq and 
a host of domestic woes.

“It’s a bedrock principle in the United 
States,” said Darrell West, who teaches polit­
ical science at Brown University. 
“Americans almost always go for the opti­
mistic candidate.”

But taking the glass-is-half-full approach 
requires delicate balancing.

The incumbent. Bush, must couch his 
enthusiasm for economic growth at home 
with the reality of ongoing turmoil in Iraq — 
or risk being seen as out of touch. Kerry, too, 
must walk a fine line as the challenger, try­
ing to appear positive while pointing out the 
deficiencies he says merit a change in lead­
ership. But he must do it without going so 
negative that he gives credence to Bush’s _  
new label for him: pessimist.

Both can be done.
As the sitting president in 1984, Ronald 

Reagan recycled his “Morning in 
America” campaign mantra from four 
years earlier into “Morning Again in 
America,” stressing the nation was strong 
but could be better. Bill Clinton ran as a 
can-do challenger in 1992 and successful­
ly tempered his criticism of the first 
President Bush while tapping into the 
country’s upbeat, forward-looking nature.

For Bush and Kerry, the definitions of 
optimism are different, said Kathleen Hall =  
Jamieson, an expert on political rhetoric at 
the University of Pennsylvania’s Annenberg 
Public Policy Center.

“The president has to be more optimistic 
about the moment we’re in,” Jamieson said, 
“and the challenger needs to be more opti­
mistic about where he can take you.”

Both candidates have latched onto the 
theme. Kerry released an ad titled 
“Optimists” while Bush criticized Kerrv in 
another called “Pessimism.” Nearly every­
day, they or their surrogates say they are 
optimistic about something.

Bush began his re-election campaign by 
telling voters he believed America was pre­
vailing through tough times — the terrorist 
attacks of Sept. 11, 2001, and the economic

recession. Then, the political environment 
turned sharply negative. His campaign 
simultaneously unleashed attack ads against 
Kerry and received a rash of difficult news 
out of Iraq.

Once me economy started to rebound, 
Bush had something to be hopeful about. He 
now embraces job-growth numbers — and 
tries to paint Kerry as a downer.

As jobs grew, Ke»ry argued America 
~  could do better and that Bush was not in 

tune with the public’s concerns. The 
Democrat said any new jobs were low 
paying and proposed boosting the mini­
mum wage. He claimed families contin­
ue to struggle and offered a plan to give 
parents more child care money.

Kerry noted that Bush still has “the 
worst jobs record of any president since 
Herbert Hoover” and said “the middle 
class has been losing.”

Meanwhile, Kerry’s campaign circu­
lated a document called “Americans arc 
too optimistic to settle for George Bush’s 
economy” and unveiled TV ads that seek 
subtly contrast policies under the 

Republican’s administration with Kerry’s 
own proposals — without naming Bush.

Bush swung back with the pessimist label, 
in effect, inoculating himself from Kerry’s 
criticisms. The president’s latest TV and 
radio ads list ways he says the economy is 
better and then accuse Kerry of talking al^ut 
the Great Depression, intoning “pessimism' 
never created a job.”

At a recent speech before the National 
Federation of Independent Business, Bush 
referred to “modern-day economic pes­
simists,” an obvious reference to Kerry. 
“They can find the dark cloud, but they can’t 
see the sunshine,” Bush said, “and they don’t

economy” with “ 1970s rhetoric.”

Republicans said Kerry simply criticizes 
Bush’s economic policies without recogniz­
ing job growth, giving Bush legitimate rea­
son to call Kerry a pessimist.

“It’s a framework you’ll see for a whiie,” 
said Charlie Black, a former Republican 
National Committee chairman.

Democrats find it baffling that Bush is 
crying pessimism after spending months 
attacking Kerry through TV ads.

Jenny Backus, a Democratic strategist, 
called Bush a “Georgie-come-lately” to the 
notion of optimism. “Bush left open the high 
road for six months and John Kerry took it,” 
Backus said.

Poll: Bush, Kerry locked 
tight Pennsylvania race

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Bush 
and Democrat John Kerry remain locked in 
a tight contest in Pennsylvania, a key battle­
ground state that Al Gore won by 4.2 per­
centage points in 2000.

Kerry had the backing of 44 percent. 
Bush 43 percent and independent candidate 
Ralph Nader 7 percent in the Quinnipiac 
University poll released Thursday.

In May, Kerry had 44 percent and Bush 
41 percent. Bush had a slight lead in the 
state in April.

In a two-way matchup, Kerry leads Bush 
49 percent to 43 percent in the state with 21

electoral votes.
The economy is the most important issue 

for Pennsy Ivania voters, with just over four 
in 10 say ing it is their top issue. Just over a 
fourth said Iraq, and another fourth said ter­
rorism.

Voters feel Kerry would do a better job 
on the economy by 50 percent to 43 percent. 
Bush and Kerry are virtually tied on who 
could best handle Iraq. Bush has the advan­
tage on terrorism 53 jiercent to 38 percent.

The poll of 839 registered voters taken 
June 21-22 had a margin of sampling error 
of plus or minus 3.5 percentage points.

UT to CWS final
OMAHA, Neb. (AP) — Texas will be resting while 

South Carolina and Cal State Fullerton meet again jn the 
College World Series.

“The advantage is ours,” T^xas coach Augie Garrido 
said.

The top-seeded Longhorns (58-13), playing for their 
second national championship in three years, advanced to 
the best-of-three final with a 7-6 comeback victory over 
Georgia on Wednesday.

South Carolina beat Fullerton 5-3 to force rematch with 
the Titans on Thursday night for a spot in the final.

South Carolina coach Ray Tanner and Fullerton’s 
George Horton were considering using their top starters — 
the Gamecocks’ Matt Campbell (l()-5) and the Titans’ 
Jason Windsor (12-4).

Windsor threw a three-hitter in beating Campbell and 
the Gamecocks 2-0 in the first round.

“We’re here to win a national championship, and you 
can only do that if you get to (the finals),” Horton said. “If 
Ray uses Campbell and we use Windsor, then adv antage 
Augie, I guess.”

A South Carolina victory would set up a rematch of its 
2002 CWS final against Texas. The Gamecocks (53-16) 
have advanced to the final three times, but have never won 
a title.

Fullerton (44-22) is seeking its fourth title. The Titans 
won in 1979, ’84 and ’95, all under Garrido.

The Longhorns are set to start All-American J.P. 
Howell, the Big 12 Pitcher of the Year, on Saturday in the 
first game of the best-of-three final. He allow ed tw o hits in 
6 2-3 innings in Texas’ 13-2 first-round victory over 
Arkansas.

In Texas’ victory over Georgia (45-23), Carson Kainer 
doubled in the go-ahead run in the seventh inning, and 
Huston Street (6-1) pitched three innings of one-run relief. 
Georgia lost tw ice to Texas in the tournament, squandering 
a five-run lead Wednesday.

“They’re a championship ballclub that continues to 
answer everything their opponent brings at them,” 
Bulldogs coach David Pemo said.

The Longhorns’ rally marked the first time in the CWS 
that a team has rallied from five runs down to win since 
Stanford erased an eight-run deficit to beat Tulane in 2001.

'“I believe that’s the 27th time we’ve come from behind 
to win, so it wasn’t our first rodeo,” Garrido said.

In the second game, Jason Fletcher and Chad Blackwell 
combined to hold Fullerton hitless over the last five 
innings. Bryan Triplett homered and drove in the go-ahead 
run for South Carolina.

“Last night when I got the word 1 was going to start, I 
had chills going all night,” Fletcher said. “I tried to call 
every body 1 knew to let them know they should w atch the 
game tomorrow.

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Report; OSU not interested in Knight
COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) — NCAA 

investigators are snooping around 
campus, the Buckeyes are coming otT 
a di^dful season and attendance at 
Value City Arena is on a downward 
spiral.

Despite the potential for sanctions, 
the losses and a general lack of inter­
est, Ohio State’s vacant men's basket­
ball coaching position is still consid­
ered a prize.

“It’s a job you can get back to the 
top of the mountain quickly," ESPN 
college basketball analyst Dick Vitale 
said Wednesday.

Ohio State coach Jim O’Brien was 
fired on June 8 after athletic director 
Andy Geiger said O ’Brien admitted he 
had given $6,000 to a recruit in 1999.

The suddenness of the firing — 
O’Brien had always been considered 
above NCAA violations - - has many 
in this city talking basketball in the 
summer instead of the upcoming Ohio 
State football season.

Much of the talk has centered on 
Bob Knight. But a report Thursday 
indicated Knight is not under consider­
ation. The Columbus Dispatch quoted 
unidentified sources as saying Geiger 
is not interested in hiring Knight.

University officials are mum. 
Geiger has consulted with several for­
mer Ohio State players to get their 
thoughts on the coaching vacancy, but 
has avoided reporters and has stayed 
away from making public statements.

Alabama coach Mark Gottfried's 
name was mentioned as a candidate

Wednesday. Gottfried, 40, is a 
Crestline, Ohio, native who is fresh 
from guiding the Crimson Tide to a 
20-13 record and a berth in the Elite 
Eight, where they lost to eventual 
national champion Connecticut.

Asked if Ohio State officials had 
spoken to Gottfried, Geiger declined to 
answer. Athletic department 
spokesman Steve Snapp said later, 
“We have not offered the ptisition to 
anybody."

Snapp was asked if Geiger had 
talked to Ciottfried and said, “The 
answer would be no. He has not been 
in contact w ith him."

Minnesota coach Dan Monson got 
his Job five years ago under circum­

stances somewhat similar as those fac­
ing the next Ohio State coach. He was 
hired in midsummer following a mas­
sive academic scandal revolving 
around fired coach Clem Haskins and 
his staff.

Monson said most coaches tend to 
look at the positives. *

“You look at the job as a whole and 
not the couple of years it’s going to 
take you through probation or whatev­
er sanctions there are going to be,” 
Monson said Wednesday. “Ohio State 
will get a good coach who sees the big 
picture. Certainly there will be some 
roadblocks early but if there weren’t a 
job like that doesn’t come open.” 

Similar to what Monson received at 
Minnesota, Ohio State would most 
likely have to offer a new coach a 
lengthy contract. Monson’s original 
contract extended for five years after 
the school went off NCAA probation.

Ohio State has many selling points. 
The new coach will make more than 
$1 million a year, his team will play in 
a 19,000-seat arena that is only six 
years old and the Big Ten offers high 
visibility and prestige.

Dennis Hopson, the Buckeyes’ 
career scoring leader, believes it is 
imperative that Ohio State hire some­
one who is not an outsider.

“1 would like to see somebody who 
has ties with Ohio State get the job,” 
he said. “It’s not like the history isn’t 
there, like this is a program that’s start­
ing from scratch. This is a big-time 
university. It would be a great job."

Roddick took advantage of an early start and 
a break in the weather to complete a first- 
round Wimbledon victory Thursday over a 
Taiwanese qualifier playing his first tour- 
level match.

The second-seeded American finished off 
a 6-3, 7-5, 6-4 win over Wang Yeu-tzuoo on 
Centre Court in a match suspended bv rain 
at 4-2 in the first set Tuesday. All play was 
washed out Wednesday, and more rain inter­
rupted play Thursday afternoon.

“It was tough out there," Roddick said. 
“TTie wind was swirling. I wasn't feeling 
comfortable.

Man says Bonds used steroids
SAN FRANCISCO (AP) 

— Tim Montgomery testi­
fied last year that he used 
human growth hormone and 
an undetectable steroid, and 
that the man at the center of 
a Bay Area steroid ring told 
him he supplied Barry 
Bonds with performance- 
enhancing drugs, the San 
Francisco Chronicle report­
ed.

The newspaper’s report 
Thursday includes direct 
quotes from Montgomery’s 
testimony to the federal 
grand jury that investigated 
the Bay Area Laboratory 
Co-Operative. The
Chronicle did not say how it 
obtained the information; it 
is illegal to give grand juiy 
testimony to the media.

Montgomery, the world's 
fastest man, was told 
Wednesday that he faces a 
lifetime ban from the sport 
despite his repeated public 
denials that he has used any 
p erfo rm an ce-en h an c in g  
drugs.

His lawyer lashed out at 
the leak of his secret testi­
mony. Montgomdfy was 
among dozens of elite ath­
letes - including Bonds, 
Jason Ciiambi and 
Montgomery’s girlfriend, 
Olympian Marion Jones 
who answered the grand 
jury’s questions under threat 
of perjury.

“No one can legally or 
legitimately have Tim’s 
grand jury testimony, and if 
they think they have it, I 
would like to see it." attor­
ney Cristina Arguedas told

the Chronicle. “Otherwise, 
there’s no way I can respond 
to these blind allegations, ■ 
and I'm not going to com­
ment on it."

Montgomery reportedly 
testified Nov. 6, 2003, that in 
2001, BALCO founder 
Victor Conte gave him 
weekly doses of human 
growth hormone and a sub­
stance called “the clear" — 
which Montgomery referred 
to as a "magic potion."

Montgomery said he was 
told “the clear" was not an 
illegal steroid, but that he 
understood that HGH is a 
banned substance.
Montgomery set a world 
record of 9.78 seconds in the 
100 meters in 2002.

Montgomery also gave 
secondhand testimony 
implicating Bonds, the .San 
Francisco Giants' slugger 
who has hit the third most 
homers in baseball history. 
According to the Chronicle, 
prosecutor Jeff Nedrow 
asked Montgomery about 
Conte's dealings with 
Bonds.

“Did he say he gave any 
steroids, Winstrol or any of 
the other ones to Mr. 
Bonds?" Nedrow asked.

“Yes, he did," 
Montgomery replied.

“Did he say specifically 
which ones?"

“Winstrol,” Montgomery 
said.

Winstrol is the same 
steroid Ben Johnson used 
before being disqualified in 
the 1988 Olympics.

Iran hands over 
eight servicemen

TEHRAN, Iran (AP) — 
.Eight British servieenien 
who were detained after 
their boats strayed into 
Iranian territorial waters, 
have been turned over to 
British diplomats, oHleials 
said rhursday.

I’rotesters angry about the 
oeeupation of Iraq tried to 
approach the six Royal 
Marines and two sailors as. 
they arrived at Tehran's air­
port accompanied by British 
consular otTicers, but they 
were kept away by police.

The eight were detained 
Monday after their boats 
apparently strayed into the 
Iranian side of the Shatt al- 
Arab waterway, or Arvand 
River, that runs along the 
iran-lraq border while deliv­
ering a patrol boat to Iraq's 
new river poliee.

"i 'm told that they are in 
very good spirits and were 
well eared for," British 
Foreign Secretary Jack 
Straw said in a brief .state­
ment.

He said they would be 
taken to the British 
Embassy . He did not speeify 
where they would then go.

Iran also brietly detained, 
investigated and then 
released an unspeeified 
number of Turkish troops 
who had strayed across the 
border "by m.iskikc," state- 
run television reported 
fhursday.

it gave no timing for the 
detention or release of the 
troops, but unconllrmed 
reports said Wednesday that

2,*i furkish soldiers chasing 
Kurdish rebels crossed into 
Iran and were detained by 
Iranian forces.

fhe Arabic-language Al- 
Alam television station .said 
a number of protesters wait­
ed at the fehran airport for 
the arrival of the British ser­
vicemen. Hard-Jine Iranians 
opposed to Britain's promi­
nent role in the occupation 
of Iraq have in recent weeks 
held angry demonstrations 
outside the British Embassy.

Strains between the two 
nations rose last week when 
Britain helped draft an 
International Atomic Energy 
Agency resolution rebuking 
Iran for past nuclear cover- 
ups.

fhe servicemen's capture 
had further llieled tensions 
between the twa countries, 
but Straw said he remained 
conv inced that Britain’s pol­
icy of engaging with Iran 
was "wise.

"We have diplomatic rela­
tions with Iran, we work 
hard on those relationships 
and sometimes the relation­
ships are complicated but 
I'm in no doubt at all that 
our policy of engagement 
with the government of Iran 
... is the best approach," he 
said.

He praised the elTorts of 
his Iranian counterpart, 
Kamal Kharra/.i.

Iran had initially said it 
would prosecute the British 
servicemen for illegally 
entering Iranian waters.
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Bomb goes off in Turkey
ISIANBUL. lurkey 

(AP) -  .A bomb blast 
aboard a bus killed at least 
three people and iniured 
eight, a senior police ofli- 
cial said, liarlier. a bomb 
exploded outside the 
Ankara hotel where 
President Bush is expected 
to stay before this week­
end's NATO summit.

fhe Istanbul explosion 
occurred as the bus trav­
eled in a residential area of 
the city, the poliee olTicial 
said on condition t)f 
anonymity. Ambulances 
rushed to the scene in the 
Fatih district, about five 
miles from the summit 
area.

About 2.^0 miles away in 
Ankara, a small bomb

exploded iiutside the Hilton 
Hotel, iniuring three peo­
ple. including two police 
ol'llcers.

( )ne officer lo.st a foot in 
the blast, said .AdiI Sural, 
head of the trauma unit at 
llaeettepe University hos­
pital. speaking to the 
Anatolia news agency.

A second oflicer had 
scratches on his face and 
appeared to be in shock. He 
was in good eondition. as 
was the civilian. Surat said.

fhe ofllecrs were injured 
when they approached a 
package containing the 
explosives after an anony­
mous tip that a bomb was 
placed nearby. Police Chief 
l.rcument Yilma/ said.
