TxDOT to continue tree rem oval plan

Texas Department of 
Transportation will continue with 
the plan to remove trees within 
30 feet of U.S. Highways 60 and 
83 in this area, officials 
announced in a letter to The 
Pampa Sews.

“In response to comments 
expressed, we are reviewing the 
scope of the pro ject in an elfort to 
significantly reduce the number 
of trees removed." said Mark 
Tomlinson, Amarillo IxDOl 
engineer, in a letter to the .Wu.v 
dated June 20.

fhe letter is printed in its 
entirety on Page 4 and 5 of 
today's paper. Following are 
highlights of the TxDOT plan for 
tree removal along the two high­
ways in Hemphill, Roberts, 
Ochiltree. Carson, (irav and 
Lipscomb counties.

• October 2005 is the tentative 
date for the project to be let for 
contract. No tree removal will

occur betöre this is done.
• IxDOT will review options 

to reduce the number of trees to 
he removed. Physical barriers 
will be used to shield "the most 
significant groups of trees" and 
they will consider transplanting 
some trees and planting new trees 
in safe areas.

• Project has been expanded

lomlinson emphasized that 
motorist safety along U.S. 60 and 
U.S. 83 is the reason for the proj­
ect.

"From 1092 to 2001, 303 fixed 
object crashes were recorded," he 
wrote. "These crashes resulted in 
eight fatalities and 203 injuries. 
Seven of the fatalities and II of 
the injuries were tree-related.

"We believe these numbers are 
significant and that we need to 
devektp a project that addrc-sses 
these fixed object crashes ... While 
trees are often visually pleasing, 
they are also extremely solid 
objects. W'hen struck by vehicles

Nation’s largest 
refinery doubles 
up on security

BAYTOWN, Texas (AP) 
The nation's largest 

refinery is increasing securi­
ty measures this holiday 
weekend based on a vague 
warning from the FBI.

The Exxon Mobil refin­
ery in Baytown, set on the 
Houston Ship Channel, said 
a weekly security bulletin 
released to local law 
enforcement agencies 
“expressed concern about 
the threat of terrorist attack 
within the (United States) 
during the July 4th week­
end. Intelligence reporting 
indicates a wide range of 
possible infrastructure tar­
gets, including refineries. 
Law enforcement agencies 
were asked to remain vigi­
lant.”

The Baytown Sun 
received a copy of an inter­
nal Exxon Mobil warning 
that said the company 
“elected to take more 
aggressive action in its secu­
rity profile” after talking to 
the Department of 
Homeland Security.

Extra security means 
more vehicle searches, gate 
closures, more guards, 
restriction of non-employee 
visitors and an increased 
presence of Baytown police 
at entrances and around the 
perimeter, the company 
notice said.

This week's industry 
warnings were not based on 
any specific threats. FBI 
spokesman Bob Doguim 
said.

Rather, they are part of 
continuous vigilance based 
on earlier warnings of a pos­
sible domestic terrorist 
strike before Election Day 
in November.

claims. It’s been negligible, not anything 
significant. I've had only half a dozen 
claims Irom the storm, said Scott Daugherty 
ol Daugherty Insurance Agency.

"We've had quite a tew adjusters out,” 
said Mrandon Wheeler of Farm Bureau 
Insurq^nce. Number and total value of claims 
is still being compiled, he said.

Wheeler said his agency has had few crop 
damage claims related to the storm.

Ronnie Parsley of Double D Roofing said 
he has examined 50 to 60 roofs so far, most 
ol them on Lea, Lynn and Zimmers streets in 
the area ot 23rd Avenue, with some streets 
lurther east, to Banks Street.

I his morning Parsley was checking dam­
age on a roof in the 2300 block of 
Rosewood, the first structure on that side of 
23rd he had examined, he said. The compo­
sition shingle roof show ed places where hail­
stones had hit, and one area which had an 
opening in the shingle had collected water, 
which spilled out when Parsley pressed on it.

“ II you have eight or moré' ‘hits’ in a 
lO’xlO' area, the roof is considered to need 
replacing." Parsley said.

"We have insurance inspectors here today, • 
but no dollar amount yet on damage,” said 
.lohn Horst, city of Pampa finance director 
and interim city manager.

Damage has been found throughout ^^e 
city due to high water, Horst said. A bridge m 
Central Park was damaged, and ceiling tiles 
at M.K. Brown Auditorium were ruined due 
to water leaks, he said.

Hail caused damage at the water treatment 
plant and at the service center, and one vehi­
cle in the Recreation department had a mir­
ror broken, Horst said.

“We will have a total damage list some­
time next week,” he said.

Trees planted by the 
Works Progress
Administration during the 
1930s might be exempt from 
possible removal, Detten 
said. That's something 
TxDOT will have to look 
into and address in their 
studies.

She said that the agency is 
considering other alterna­
tives including guardrails 
near the trees and transplant­
ing trees. Detten said they 
may plant new trees to 
replace the ones that are 
removed.

In the meantime. Brown 
went out and began putting 
yellow plastic caution tape 
around trees that would be 
removed in an effort to show 
how the landscape in 
Canadian was about to 
change. Others began wrap­
ping the yellow plastic tape

around trees north of 
Canadian, and a group of cit­
izens in Miami began mark­
ing trees between Miami and 
Pampa with the plastic tape.

Jan Elston of Pampa said 
that as a long-time bird­
watcher, she's concerned 
about the destruction of 
habitât for migratory and 
nesting birds. She said she'd 
like to see an environmental 
in;ipact survey, including the 
economic impact on nature 
tourism.

If TxDOT is going to plant 
trees to replace the ones they 
cut down, she said, they need 
to be planting now so the 
new trees will be large 
enough for nesting when the 
old trees are removed.

Elston said she too is con­
cerned about driver safety.

"I think* if people have 
something to look at in this 
beautiful monotony of the 
Texas Panhandle, then 
they're less likely to doze 
off," Elston said.

TxDOT plans 
for highway 
tree removal

Dear Editor:
This letter is in reference 

to our proposed tree 
removal project on U.S. 60 
and U.S. 83 in Hemphill, 
Roberts, Ochiltree, Carson, 
Gray and Lipscomb coun­
ties. Obviously, we are 
aware that this proposal has 
been met with concern by a 
number o f people and I 
wanted to advise you o f our 
plans regarding the devel­
opment o f this project. In 
response. to comments 
expressed, we are reviewing 
the scope of the project in 
an effort to significantly 
reduce the number of trees 
removed.

1 hope you know that we 
do not suggest a project of 
this (sic) lightly. TxDOT 
has, for many years, been a 
leader in creating roadside 
beauty through the planting 
of numerous trees, shrubs 
and other plant material. We 
also work diligently to pre­
serve existing beauty 
through contest sensitive 
design and good mainte­
nance practices. With over 
79,000 miles o f highway 
across Texas, TxDOT is 
caretaker to one of the 
largest land holdings in the 
state. We actively manage 
this land to preserve its 
beauty and usefulness 
through sound environmen­
tal stewardship. We take this 
responsibility very serious-
•y-

As it is with many things 
in life, though, there are 
other needs and priorities to 
be considered as well.

Striking a balance between 
these potentially conflicting 
issues is one of the most dif­
ficult things we do. 
interlaced through this is 
our fundamental mission to 
serve the people of Texas 
and others who use our 
highways. Therefore, we 
listen closely to people’s, 
opinions and concerns and 
work diligently to address 
these in our projects and 
operations. We also factor in 
sound engineering practice 
and experience to ensure the 
creation and maintenance of 
the safest, most effective 
transportation system possi­
ble.

In this case, we are very 
concerned about safety on 
U.S. 60 and U.S. 83. From 
1992 to 2001, 303 fixed 
object crashes were record­
ed. These crashes resulted 
in eight fatalities and 203 
injuries. Seven of the fatali­
ties and 11 of the injuries 
were tree-related. We 
believe these numbers are 
significant and that we need 
to develop a project that 
addresses these fixed object 
crashes. This work should 
include all fixed objects, 
including culvert headwalls, 
utility poles and trees,. 
Unlike much of the Texas 
Panhandle, trees abound 
throughout much of the area 
crossed by these highways. 
Parts of the state-owned 
right of way in these coun­
ties have trees that grow 
very close to the highway. 
While trees are often visual­
ly pleasing, they are also 
extremely solid objects. 
When struck by vehicles at 
high speeds, the most fre­
quent outcome is death for 
the occupants.

administration, he wants 
more international support 
for our efforts and like the 
president he wants to turn 
power over to the Iraqis as 
quickly as possible. Most 
important, like Bush, he 
does not want to withdraw 
and vows to stay the course.

When an insurgent chal­
lenges an incumbent, he can 
always choose the field of 
battle by articulating pre­
cisely and narrowly the dif­
ferences between them. Too 
often, challengers fall into 
the trap of criticizing every­
thing their opponent does. 
By doing so, they take on

their adversary’s strong 
points as well as his weak 
ones.

A shrewd challenger 
bypasses the strong points, 
professing agreement, and 
concentrates on the weak 
ones instead. Unless the 
challenger attacks the 
incumbent over the strong 
elements in his record, the 
incumbent has difficulty put­
ting his strengths into play.

There is no more potent 
way to dismiss the achieve­
ments of one’s adversary 
than to praise them, and 
thereby banish them, from 
the campaign.

Kerry’s strategy is to 
stress his differences over 
Bush’s weaknesses like 
healthcare. Medicare, the 
environment. Social
Security, stem-cell research

and the like while narrowing 
the gap between them over 
terrorism and the president’s 
strength.

For Bush, the challenge is 
not only to prove his 
supremacy in the areas of 
terrorism, war, security and 
the like, but to keep these 
issues on the front page.

In these dual challenges, 
he must walk a tightrope 
between success and failure. 
If Iraq blows up or there are 
serious breaches in our 
homeland security, he could 
lose his lead on these key 
issues, as he did briefly in 
April.

But if all goes well and 
Baghdad is quiescent, the 
terror issue could lose its 
saliency and the’ Kerry 
domestic-policy advantages

For decades, TxDOT has worked toward providing a “for­
giving roadside” on our highways. Approximately one third 
o f all highway fatalities are associated with single vehicle, 
run-off-the-road crashes. We cannot predict precisely where 
these vehicles will leave the road and cannot control the 
causes for the departures. Therefore, it is vitally important 
that the roadside be free o f fixed objects. This concept has 
been incorporated into our Roadway Design Manual and is 
required whenever we undertake roadway rehabilitation or 
expense.

Implementation of this approach, however, does not mean 
the indiscriminate removal of all trees from the right of way. 
Highway research has shown that for given speeds, a high 
percentage of vehicles leaving the roadway can be stopped 
or brought under control within a certain distance. For rural, 
high speed roadways, the desirable distance is 30 feet from 
the edge of the travel lane and is commonly called the clear 
zone. Trees and other vegetation on the right of way outside 
the clear zone can be preserved.

In terms of clear zone safety, TxDOT tries to address fixed 
objects in the following order: Eliminate the obstacle; 
redesign the obstacle so that it can be safely traversed; relo­
cate the obstacle; make the obstacle break away; apply a 
cost-effective device to provide redirection or severity 
reduction. Barrier should only be used if it is less of an obsta­
cle that what it would protect; delineate the obstacle.

Since the announcement of the project, we have received 
public comment through letters, e-mails and telephone calls. 
In an effort to respond to these concerns, we are taking the 
following actions:

• We have revised the project schedule to work toward a 
tentative letting date of October 2005. Development of the 
project will continue but no tree removal will occur prior to 
letting the project to contract.

• We are reviewing options to reduce the number of trees 
that will be removed. In some cases, we may be able to use 
traffic barrier to shield the most significant groups of trees. 
We are also considering the feasibility of transplanting some 
trees and possibly planting new trees in safe areas.

• The project has been expanded to include the rembval or 
treatment of all fixed objects, such as drainage structures, 
utility poles, etc.

• Although not required by law or TxDOT policy, we will 
conduct a thorough environmental review to determine if 
there are any significant issues we should address. As a part 
of this process, we will conduct a public meeting to receive 
input concerning the project.

• The project has been submitted into the State Hazard 
Elimination Safety P r o ^ m  for possible funding. We also 
have the option of funding the project through our district 
allocation programs or routine maintenance funds.

In summary we hope to strike a balance between preserv­
ing aesthetic beauty along these highways and improving 
their safety. These are both important goals that affect the 
vitality o f this area. 1 hope you will work with us as we con­
tinue to develop this project.

Colin Pow ell, N orth K orea 
talk nuclear disarm am ent

JAKARTA. Indonesia (AP) — Secrctarv 
of State Colin Powell told North Korea's 
top diplomat during a ' m.——
meeting Friday he was 
hopeful international 
negotiations begun last 
year could yield "con­
crete progress” toward 
nuclear disarmament in 
the communist state.

In a North Korean 
statement issued after the 
meeting. Foreign
Minister Pack Nam Sun 
was reported to have said 
he shares PovC'ell's goal of 
a nuclear-free Korean 
Peninsula. But he reject­
ed a U.S. requirement that his country show 
a serious commitment to disarmament 
before it can receive economic benellts 
from Washington.

Powell and Pack are here for the annual 
summer meeting of foreign ministers from 
the Asia-Pacitlc region. The unannounced: 
20-minute U.S.-North Korean encounter 
was held shortly after 8 a.m. at a local con­
ference center.

Powell and his North Korean colleague 
had last met in July 2002 in Brunei. Since 
then. American concerns about North 
Korea’s nuclear intentions have sharply 
escalated. The North renounced a 1094 
nuclear freeze and also was discovered by 
U.S. intelligence to have secretly embarked 
on a second nuclear weapons program as 
supplement to one it publicly acknowl­
edges.

The morning meeting occurred a week 
after the United States presented a detailed 
proposal for obtaining a verifiable end to 
the North's nuclear ambitions. It was

Earthquake in eastern Turkey kills 18
ISTANBUL, Turkey (AP) 

— A moderate earthquake 
leveled stone and mud hous­
es in an eastern Turkey vil­
lage Friday, killing 18 peo­
ple and injuring 27, officials 
said.

The earthquake struck at 
about 1:30 a.m., causing 
heavy damage in Yigincal, a 
village near the Iranian bor­
der. Damage also was 
reported in nearby villages 
in the same area of 
Dogubeyaz.it province.

The Anatolia news agency 
reported 67 homes in 
Yigincal were destroyed, 
and that six of those killed 
were children younger than 
10.

Television pictures 
showed village women wail­

ing outside their homes, 
which were reduced to piles 
of stone, wood and mud.

The Istanbul-based
Kandilli Observatory put the 
magnitude of the quake at 
5.0. Several aftershocks 
were reported.

The Red Crescent sent 
tents and blankets to the 
scene, lents were raised to 
shelter those whose homes 
were destroyed, but some 
residents were still sifting 
through the rubble for their 
possessions.

An elderly woman wept 
over what appeared to be the 
bodies of her loved ones. 
Children huddled in blankets 
and residents comhed
through their wrecked
homes looking for their pos­

sessions.

ReU takes steps 
to distance self

HARTFORD. Conn. (AP) 
-  Hours after being sworn 

in as Connecticut's 87th 
governor, M. Jodi Rell wast­
ed no time distancing herself 
from her disgraced, former 
running mate, John (i. 
Rowland.

Rell signed an executive 
order the first o f her 
fledgling administration 
that aims to toughen state 
ethics laws for those who 
w ork for the go\ ernor and in 
the executive branch.

“l et the message be clear: 
From this day forward, if 
you are entrusted with pub­
lic ofllce, you will uphold 
the highest standards of pub­
lic integrity and ethical prin­
cipals,” Rell said in her inau­
gural address Thursday.

It was a clear indication 
that Rell wants to take state 
government in a sharply dif­
ferent direction than 
Rowland, who resigned 
amid a federal corruption 
investigation and possible 
impeachment.

Rowland had come under 
fire for accepting gifts from 
state contractors, friends and 
politicalK appointed
employees.

According to Rell's exec­
utive order, state employees 
who oversee, review and 
award state contracts will 
have tg file a personal finan­
cial statement with the state 
Ivthics Commission within 
.10 days.

That information could 
include investments and 
loans.

Her order requires state 
contractors to disclose any 
political contributions 
they've made to candidates 
for statewide office or the 
legislature.

Rell. 58, also let state

employees know that she 
plans to bring change to 
Connecticut government.

“We now have a historic 
opportunity to restore public 
trust and confidence in our 
state government,” she 
wrote in an e-mail sent to all 
executive branch employ­
ees.

National teachers union embroiled 
in election brouhaha in Chicago

CHICAGO (AP) 
National union officials 
have become embroiled in a 
disputed Chicago Teachers 
Union election that left two 
candidates both claiming to 
be union president in the 
nation’s third-largest school 
district.

Marilyn Stewart, whose 
566-vote election victory 
was invalidated earlier this 
week, was turned away at 
CTU headquarters when she 
tried to take office Thursday.

Incumbent Deborah 
Lynch, who had the office 
locks changed to keep 
“unauthorf/ed” people out, 
said she would remain presi­
dent until a new election 
could be held, likely this 
fall.

Stewart, accusing Lynch 
of abusing her power, for­

mally asked the American 
Federation of Teachers to 
investigate and order her 
election victory over Lynch 
upheld.

“Our members have spo­
ken. They have chosen 
someone else. And«she needs 
to leave,” Stewart said. 
“There is absolutely no rea­
son to hold another elec­
tion.”

The AFT hoped to have a 
preliminary investigation 
completed as early as Friday 
with a recommendation 
from the union staff on 
whether its executive coun­
cil should conduct a full 
investigation, AFT
spokesman Alex Wohl said.

If it does take up the case, 
the council’s final decision 
will be binding, he said.

Evangelicals explore the risks of partisan politics

Memorializing Ronald Reagan, the 
National Association of Evangelicals called 
him “a great, if not the greatest, president df 
the 20th century.”

President Bush has addressed the 
annual Southern Baptist Convention ■ 
for three consecutive years. His cam­
paign this year held a pastors’ recep­
tion near the meeting co-hosted by the 
denomination’s outgoing president.

The bond between the Republican 
Party and white, conservative 
Christians is so strong that other 
Americans often think of them as syn­
onymous. Yet a new document circu­
lating among evangelicals warns that 
being too enmeshed in partisan poli­
tics could undermine Christians’ 
moral agenda as they seek to become 
even more engaged in civic affairs.

“What they’re trying to say is ’Don’t link 
the Christian message with a party, so that 
people link your religion with a political ide­
ology,’’’ said Michael Cromartie, vice presi­
dent of the Ethics and Public Policy Center, a 
Washington think-tank. “They’re warning 
’Don’t confuse the Gospel with a political 
movement.’”

The National Association of Evangelicals 
last week released the draft statement, enti­
tled “For the Health of the Nation: An 
Evangelical Call to Civic Responsibility.”

Written by a team of evangelical leaders, 
and under review by top Christian thinkers, 
the document is part of a multiyear project

mapping out a strategy for future political 
involvement. It will be presented to the board 
of directors of the National Association of 
Evangelicals in October, and a book on the 
subject is due out next year.

The authors of the draft statement encour­
age evangelicals to join political parties but 

' caution that “they
must be careful not to 
equate Christian faith 
with partisan poli­
tics.”

The drafters also 
advise against
unquestioning patriot­
ism, saying Christians 
“must keep their eyes 
open to the potentially 
self-destructive ten­
dencies of our society 
and our government.” 

---------------  “They’re not argu­
ing that individual 

level partisanship is necessarily a bad thing,” 
said John Green, a University of Akron polit­
ical scientist and e x ^ rt on religion and poli­
tics. “They’re warning against the over-iden­
tification — not of people but o f the evangel­
ical community — with the Republican 
Party.”

Green said evangelicals are much more 
diverse than most people realize, and the doc­
ument shows that.

The statement explores a range of evangel­
ical views on issues such as U.S. trade poli­
cy, environmental protection, abortion and 
gay marriage. Some of the policy goals — 
such as reducing global poverty and provid­

“Religion & Ethics Newsweekly,” 69 percent 
of white evangelicals say they are 
Republican or lean Republican. Many ana­
lysts have criticized Democrats for failing to 
more effectively reach religious voters in this 
presidential election year.

“Ideally, it would be better if both parties 
were more responsive to evangelical con­
cerns," said Land, who is among the leaders 
reviewing the strategy document. “But I'm 
not going to stop supporting pro-life candi­
dates simpl> because one party refuses to 
produce any.”

Still, all sides agree there are important 
strategic reasons for broadening party ties.

While Christian conservatives have been 
successful in electoral politics — helping

majority -  they have not had as much 
sway over public policy, said Clyde 
Wilcox, a Georgetown University pro­
fessor who studies religion and poli­
tics.

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DEAR ABBY; With 
Independence Day approach­
ing, I'm asking for your help in 
reminding your millions of 
readers about the danger of 
fireworks, especially to the 
eyes.

Each year during Fourth of 
July celebrations, thousands of 
adults and children are seri­
ously injured as a result of fire­
works and pyrotechnic 
devices. Many of the injuries 
affect eyesight, permanently 
damaging — and in some cases 
blinding — the victims. In 
response, the American 
Optometric Association 
(AOA) urges people to refrain 
from using fireworks and to 
instead enjoy professional dis­
plays.

About two-thirds of fire- 
works-related injuries are 
bums. Most of the bums 
involve the hands, eyes, head 
and face. Almost half of the 
victims are under 15 years of 
age, and 75 percent of them 
are male. The most frequent 
cause of fireworks injuries 
requiring trips to the emer­
gency room is sparklers. (Did 
you know that sparklers can 
heat up to 1,800 degrees, 
enough to melt gold?) A 
sparkler can also literally poke 
someone's eye out.

This may come as a sur­
prise, but bystanders are also 
not safe from injury. Data from 
the U.S. Eye Injury Registry 
reveals that half of all fire­
works injuries Joccur to 
bystanders.

So, on this Fourth of July, 
members of the AOA urge 
your readers to protect their 
eyes by avoiding fireworks 
and enjoying professional dis­
plays from a safe distance.

PHOENIX (AP) Point guard Steve 
Nash agreed to a five-year, S65 million deal 
w ith the Phoenix Suns on Thursday, leaving 
the Dallas Mavericks to return to the team 
that drafted him eight years ago.

fhe deal includes a “partial guarantee” 
for a sixth year, Nash's agent Bill Duffy 
said.

Nash shook hands on the deal with new 
owner Robert Sarver and Suns chairman 
Jerry Colangelo at a meeting in Dallas, 
Duffy said.

NBA rules prohibit Nash from signing 
\he contract until July 14 
allowed to begin talks with 
free agents late Wednesday. !

Nash averaged 14.5 points,
8.8 assists and three rebounds 
per game last season, when he 
also recorded his first career 
triple-double.

He will give Phoenix an 
experienced playmaker ahead 
of young Leandro Barbo.sa.
The move almost certainly 
removes the Suns from the 
competition for Los Angeles 
Lakers . free agent Kobe ,
Bryant.

Phoenix is $16.3 million underithe NBA 
salary cap, not counting the Nash deal.

Dallas officials .said repeatedly since the 
season ended that they expected no problem 
keeping Nash, the spark plug behind their 
rise from one of the league’s worst teams to 
one of the best. Along the way, the ener­
getic, floppy haired guard became an All- 
Star and a fan favorite.

“I think it was his intention to stay with 
the Mavericks,” Duffy said of the 30-year- 
old Nash. “Every thing just turned around so 
quickly.”

“I never dreamed we’d lose Nash, or any 
other player of his magnitude,” Mavericks 
coach Don Nelson said Thursday night in 
Fort Worth.

“It's not like a trade where you get some­
thing back, fhere is no adjustment here. We 
lost a big part of our team and we don’t 
have anything to fill it. It’s a setback.”

The Suns sent a 12-person contingent to 
Dallas on Thursday morning, a group that 
included team president Bryan Colangelo, 
the Suns’ Amare Stoudemire, Suns part-

owner Steve Kerr and fonner player Rex

“Phoenix came up to the plate and put 
together a very significant offer and we 
accepted it,” Duffy said.

PoU: Few use mass transit to escape traffic
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Americans arc changing 
routes, leaving earlier for 
work and avoiding some 
roads to cope with increas­
ing tralTic. an Associated 
Press poll found.

But they're not getting out 
of their cars.

Fifty-five percent said 
traffic in their area had wors­
ened in the past five years, 
and three in 10 said it was 
much worse, according to 
the survey conducted for the 
AP b\ Ipsos-Public Affairs.

The poll also found only 
about one in 20 uses mass 
transit.

About 50 percent said 
thev would be willing to pay 
higher taxes if that would 
lead to significant improve­
ments in roads and public 
transportation in their area.

"A tax increase would be 
worth it. if thev would really 
work to improve the roads." 
said Pat Parmerlee. a 58- 
year-old nursing home 
inspector from W’illiston. 
Fla., near (iainesv illc.

Some lawmakers from 
both parties have proposed 
adding about 5 cents a gallon 
to the gasoline tax to help 
pav for highway improve­
ments.

But the W'hite House has 
threatened to veto any meas­
ure that includes a ta^ 
increase.

"Taxes aren't the answer," 
said Federal Highway 
Administrator Mary Peters. 
“They don't do anything to 
promote efficient use of the

system.''
Peters prefers such 

approaches as a 511 number 
people can call for traffic 
information, better coordina­
tion of traffic signals, faster 
notification of emergency 
help, lanes with tolls for 
those willing to pay and 
cooperative arrangements to 
encourage private invest­
ment in transportation.

Democrats say increased 
efficiency in transportation 
is only part of the answer 
and more money is needed 
for road construction.

About two-thirds of those 
polled said they allow more 
time for travel because of 
traffic problems while small- 

‘ er majorities said they avoid 
certain highways and roads, 
leave earlier for work and 
avoid travel during certain 
parts of the day.

Almost 90 percent said 
they drive themselves to 
work.

Though one in 20 uses 
mass transit, one in eight do 
in the Northeast where trains

and buses are more preva­
lent.

Western drivers were most 
likely to say the traffic in 
their area was getting worse. 
Two-thirds of drivers in the 
West said traffic was getting 
worse, including half who 
said it was getting much „ 
worse.

Independent studies of the 
nation’s traffic patterns 
quantify the traffic 
headaches.

The extra time needed for 
rush-hour traffic has tripled 
over the past two decades, 
according to research by the 
Texas Transportation
Institute, a research agency 
for the Texas Department of 
Transportation and a top 
source of nationwide traffic 
studies.

A study commissioned by 
the American Highway 
Users Alliance found the 
number of traffic choke- 
points — places where high­
ways cannot handle all the 
cars — rose 40 percent over 
five years.

Supreme Court 
wraps up another 
nine month term

WASHINGTON (AP) — Justice Antonin Scalia ended 
the Supreme Court term with some harsh words for his 
colleagues.

“This court seems incapable of admitting that some 
matters — any matters

are none of its business," 
he wrote on the court’s 
final day.

Only fellow conserva­
tive Clarence Thomas 
wrote more dissents than 
Scalia in the nine-month 
term that ended this week.
In the final days, Scalia 
complained about a mis­
guided court that “seems 
to view it as its mission to 
Make Everything Come
Out Right,” even with _________________________
wrong rulings.

In some of his sharpest criticism, Scalia called the court 
irresponsible in ruling that foreign terror suspects held in 
Cuba may challenge their treatment in U.S. courts.

It was one in a line of decisions by the justices this year 
that found American courts open to lawsuits over such 
things as international human rights abuses, on-the-job 
sexual harassment. World War 11-era disputes over looted 
property, claims that states aren’t accommodating disabled 
citizens and allegations of «nconstitutional partisan gerry­
mandering in legislative boundary drawing.

Justices also said that U.S. courts and their protections 
were available to Americans accused by the president of 
being enemy combatants, another defeat for the Bush 
administration.

Chief Justice William H. Rehnquist, who has generally 
steered a conservative course for the court, settled for a 
more moderate year.

The terrorism ruling that Scalia criticized as irresponsi­
ble, clumsy and strange was written by John Paul Stevens, 
the court’s oldest justice and its longest-serving liberal.

Usually known as the maverick for his dissents, Stevens 
showed his adept ability to form alliances and was on the 
winning side in 16 of the court's 20 most significant cases. 
When he was on the losing side, he wrote to explain why.

Stevens said that a Nevada cattle rancher “acted well 
within his rights when he opted to stand mute" when a 
police officer asked his name.

The court, however, ruled that police can demand the 
names o f people they suspect of wrongdoing and arrest 
those who don’t comply.

Stevens, an 84-year-old veteran of World War II, filed a 
dissent when the court said that a U.S. terrorism suspect 
arrested and detained in America without legal rights 
would have refile his lawsuit in a different court. Stevens 
said that even at war a country cannot “be justified by the 
naked interest in using unlawful procedures to extract 
information."

Once again. Justices Sandra Day O'Connor and 
Anthony M. Kennedy, two moderate conservatives put on 
the court by President Reagan, were key swing voters who 
wrote the fewest dissents.

Several potential blockbuster cases sputtered, including 
cases involving religion. Justices ruled narrowly, in a 
Rehnquist opinion, that states don't have to underwrite the 
religious training of students planning careers in the min­
istry. Stevens crafted a ruling that dodged a decision on 
whether the Pledge of Allegiance and its reference to God 
in public schools is constitutional.

The court found that a California atheist could not chal­
lenge the patriotic oath because he did not have legal 
authority to speak for his 10-year-old daughter.

Company issues recall, announces chicken may be tainted
WASHINt.TON (AP) — A North 

Carolina meat processor is recalling tons of 
frozen, precooked chicken products because 
of a possible deadly contamination, the 
Department of Agriculture said.

According to a USDA statement, 
CrestwoocI Farms of Mocksville, N.C.. is 
\oluntarily recalling 404.730 pounds of sus­
pect fully cooked chicken that may be con­
taminated with Listeria monocytogenes.

Each case of chicken bears the establish­
ment number “FST. 17400" inside the

USDA mark of inspection. The recalled 
products were produced between May 3 and 
June 17 and shipped to institutional cus­
tomers nationwide.

No illness had been reported associated 
with the products, the USDA’s Food Safety 
and Inspection Service said Thursday. '

Consumption of food contaminated with 
listeria bacteria can cause listeriosis, an 
uncommon but potentially fatal disease char­
acterized by high fever, severe headache, 
stiffness and nausea.
