One can bird up and down
your own street, for we have
a wonderful variety here in
Pampa and surrounding
counties. I do recommend if
you are a

male birder
walking
down a city
street with a
pair of
binoculars,
do it with a

spouse  or
friend, for some folks may
not believe the bird story.
Two of my favorites are
the Western Kingbird and
the Mississippi Kite that
migrate to our area to breed.
These two birds migrate
from South America, a

round trip of 4,000 to 5,000
miles.

Think about that distance,
think about the size of these
two birds, think about
weather, and really think
how remarkable a feat bird
migration is.

Our great state records the
greatest amount of birds in
all 50 states. Amazing. |
would guesstimate that the
Panhandle region could
record at least one-third of
the species found in Texas.

So the next time you look
out. your kitchen window,
look past the sparrow and
see the House Finch or the
Pine Siskin. Look past the
Grackle and see the Spotted
Towhee. Look up past the
Turkey Vulture and see the

Merlin. That spot on your
car hood may be from a
Yellow-billed Cuckoo.

I'm lucky to be paid to
travel by car in my profes-
sional endeavor, for | take
my binocs, camera, and bird
book with me.

If I see a bird that strikes
my interest, | stop and see
what species of bird it is, for
it may be one I've never
seen, and there aré many.
Even better, it may be as rare
as Lubbock’s Gyrfalcon.

A Black-headed
Nightingale Thrush, com-
mon to the central moun-
tains of Mexico, has béen
recorded in a backyard in
Pharr, Texas, and is still
there.

The coalition,
based in suburban Kansas
City, says it wants to make
sure clergy adhere to federal
tax - guidelines restricting
political activity by nonprofit
groups, and it’s taking such
efforts to a new level.

The 47-year-old Kolm,
from Prairie Village, said
keeping church and state sep-
arate is important to her. She
doesn’t want a few religious
denominations defining mar-
riage — or setting other
social policy — for everyone.

“What it’s all about to me
is denying some people’s
rights,” she said.

But some local clergy
think the  Mainstream
Coalition is using scare tac-

tics designed to unfairly keep
them out the political
process.

“Somebody is trying to act
like Big Brother when there’s
no need for Big Brother,”
said the Rev. James Conard,
assistant pastor at the First
Baptist Church of Shawnee.
“It’s obviously an intent to
intimidate.” :

Kansas isn’t the only place
in this election year where
church-state separation has
become a hot issue, but the
Mainstream Coalition’s
efforts are more intense than
most.

sustained.

“To my knowledge, there’s
no other state organization
doing what the Mainstream
Coalition is doing,” said
Lynn, himself- a United
Church of Christ minister.

Armstrong may skip next year’s tour

ANNEMASSE., France (AP) Lance
Armstrong might not ride in next' year’s
Tour de France and instead concentrate on
other races.

*It’s 50-50. There is a chance he won't
come back,” Jogi Mucller, a spokesman for
the U.S. Postal Service team, said Friday.
“There i1s no decision yet.”

“He will definitely race next year,”
Mueller added. “He just needs to decide
which races.”

The Tour’s top three officials said they
had not discussed Armstrong’s 2005 plans
with the five-time champion, who is on

track to become the only six-time winner of

the 101-year-old race.

“He is doubtless the greatest rider ever in
the Tour de France. He is proving that,” said
Patrice Clerc, president of the Tour. “Now
does he want a seventh, or an eighth? | have
no idea.”

Dan Osipow, a spokesman for Tailwind
Sports, which owns the team, said: “To say
he’s out right now is way too speculative.
He is going to race a full season, we just
can’t say what events they will be.™”

“The team will be racing in the Tour de
France,” Osipow said. “Right now we can’t
tell you who will be the team leader,”
though he suggested it may be hard for
Armstrong to turn his back on the race.

“He's clearly insatiable. This race means
more to him than anything (else) in sport,”
Osipow said. But, he added, “it too early to
say whether he’ll be’on the line™ next year.

Osipow said the team’s schedule would
probably.be drawn up in December.

Armstrong has outclassed his rivals as
the race heads to ward the finish Sunday in
Paris. He has won three consecutive stages
forthe first time and a total of four in this
Tour, matching his best showing since he
first won cycling’s showcase race in 1999,

Before the Tour, 'when his team signed a
new, three-year, multimillion-dollar spon-
sorship deal with the Discovery Network,
the 32-year-old Texan had said he would
race in the Tour in 2005.

Armstrong also told reporters this month
he would be competing in 2005, although
he didn’t specity whether that would
include the Tour.

Doctors to run more tests, say

TOKYO (AP) — Doctors treating an
accused U.S. Army deserter in Japan said
Friday his condition is not serious and he
does not need urgent medical care, but more
tests will be carried out.

States for allegedly abandoning his Army
platoon in 1965 and defecting to North
Korea. has been hospitalized in Tokyo since
arriving in Japan on Sunday. Japanese offi-

Soga was released by North Korea in 2002
and returned to Japan, leaving behind
Jenkins and their two daughters.
