Federal agents raid 
mosque; arrest two

ALBANY. N Y (AP) - 
Federal agents and city 
police conducted an 
overnight raid on a mosque, 
with armed officers sealing 
off a block in dow ntow n for 
several hours.

Two men were arrested 
and are suspected of provid­
ing material support for ter­
rorism, WTEN-TV reported.

CBS News, citing uniden­
tified law enforcement offi­
cials, reported Thursday that 
the two were caught in a 
sting operation and tried to 
buy shoulder-fired missiles 
from an undercover agent. 
They were arrested after one

of them recently bought a 
plane ticket, C BS said.

Authorities declined to 
immediately discuss the raid 
at Masjid As-Salam mosque, 
which was staged late 
Wednesday night or early 
Fhursday morning. An FBI 
spokesman said a news con­
ference was tentatively set 
Fhursday afternoon in 
Washington.

Calls to the U.S. attorney’s 
office early Thursday wefe 
not returned.

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) 
Insurgents loyal to radical 
Shiite cleric Muqtada al-Sadr 
battled fiercely with U S. and 
Iraqi forces in the holy city of 
Najaf on Thursday in fight­
ing that killed one LLS. sol­
dier, seven Iraqi civilians and 
seven militants. A U.S. heli­
copter was shot down.

Bloodshed quickiv spread 
to other Shiite areas, with 
each side blaming the oilier 
in a profound threat to a 
shaky two-month-old truce. 
Al-Sadr’s men also fought 
with U.S. troops in the 
Baghdad neighborhood of 
Sadr City, wounding seven 
Americans; shot at govern­
ment offices in the southern 
city of Amarah; and clashed 
with British forces in Basra, 
where one militant was 
killed.

“The cease-fire is over 
because of the actions of the 
occupation forces, and the 
situation has started to deteri­
orate,” warned Sheik Abdul 
Hadi al-Daraji, a spokesman 
for al-Sadr in Baghdad.

During the fighting in 
Najaf, a U.S. UH-I helicop­
ter was hit by gunfire and 
crashed, injuring the crew.

and Iraqis said at least seven 
militants and seven civilians 
had been killed and 54 
wounded. The U.S. com­
mand said insurgents 
attacked a U.S. convoy near 
Najaf, killing one American 
soldier and wounding live.

Also Thursday, a suicide 
car bombing at a police sta­
tion .south of' Baghdad killed 
five people and wounded 27, 
the Interior Ministry said.

I'he fighting was the worst

flare-up between authorities 
and al-Sadr’s forces since a 
series of truces two months 
ago ended weeks of violence 
that began after the U.S.-led 
occupation authority closed 
al-Sadr's newspaper and 
arrested a key aide. The 
newspaper was recently 
allowed to start printing 
again, but tensions had been 
rising in recent days between 
al-Sadr's Mahdi Army and 
Iraqi and U.S. forces.

W hal i'' It uilh book pub­
lishers these days? Is the 
product!s) they are peddling 
so substandard they must tell 
you, o\er and over again, 
that their no\el is worthy by

It is indeed the age of the 
infomercial, but if this is the 
infomercial approach to sell­
ing paperbacks, book lovers 
are getting the shaft, for, w ith 
most infomercials, con­
sumers are treated to some 
type ol sales pitch.

I mean, don't we deserve 
to be "sold" on a novel or are 
we, sheeplike, to accept the 
w ord of a select, elite collec­
tion of people that the novel 
in question w ill be to our lik­

ing? Writers as a whole are 
somehow smarter than are 
we, is that it? Our heads are 
too empty not to be turned by 
copious lines of smarmy 
praise?

Or, perhaps, these print- 
wonks perceive the average 
reader as too simple-minded 
not to be swayed by the word 
of a veritable roster of so- 
called literary lions, who, 
let’s face it. are probably 
paying lipservice to this book 
or that so other writers will 
do the same for them. How 
are we to know these quota- 
bles aren’t being paid to say 
complimentary things?

1 can remember when 1 
found bookstores to be 
enchanting places. Present- 
day experience has taught

me, however, that such 
establishments are no longer 
"enchanted." They are en\ i- 
ronments hostile to the good 
of my blood-pressure.

I’m not picky. A short 
paragraph about the impend­
ing novel is enough to make 
me happy.

What doesn’t is page after 
page of endless quotes testi­
fying that the book is superb.

If there was no news at the 

Democratic National
Convention, as so many 
pundits have pointed out, 
then why were there 15,000 
journalists attending it?

The answer is that nation­
al political conventions are 
social events, and journalists 
don’t often get a chance to 
party on expense accounts. 
Consequently, for years 
there have been three to four 
times as many journalists at 
these non-news events as 
delegates. I here is a whole 
lot of schmoozing and booz­
ing going on.

The dearth of real news is 
illustrated by how much air­
time journalists wasted on 
the trivial remark John

Keriy 's wife made to a rude 
journalist. After being badg­
ered by the guy, she smiled, 
said, “Shove it,” and walked 
off. That's not even worth 
reporting. Everyone by now 
s h o u l d  
know that
Mrs. Kerry Charley
is an inde- Reese 
p e n d e n t ,
outspoken C olum nist 
w O m a n  
who does­
n’t suffer 
fools lightly.

My favorite put-down of a 
journalist was when ABC 
reporter John Stossel made 
the mistake o f trying an 
"ambush interview” with a 
professional wrestler. He

caught the guy coming out 
of the dressing room and 
asked him to admit that 
wrestling was fake, or words 
to that effect. The wrestler, 
who seemed in a foul mood, 

s l a p p e d  
S t o s s e l  
com pletely 
off his feet 
and said, 
“Did that 
feel fake to 
you?” 1 
believed the 

answer was no as Stossel 
crawled out of range on his 
hands and knees. He was a 
good-enough sport, howev­
er, to show his own beating 
on TV.

“With this legislation 
America’s military will 
know that their country 
stands behind them as they 
fight for our freedom and as 
they spread the peace,” Bush 
said.

“No enemy or friend can 
doubt that America has the 
resources to prevail,” he 
said. “And we will.” 

O v e r w h e l m i n g !  \

i ironworkers, professional 
wrestlers or other people 
who might not be able to 
think of a snappy comeback. 
Inarticulate people are the 
kind of people who some­
times let their fists^do their 
talking. For the more seri­
ous types who like to make 
death threats, I just remind 
them that I learned to shoot 
long before I learned to 
write.

Despite the lack of news,
1 always urge people to 
watch the conventions on 
television. If you watch C- 
SPAN or Public Television, 
you will get to hear the 
speeches uninterrupted, and 
1-think that’s still a valuable 
thing to do in an election 
year. Most of the networks 
and cable talk-show chan­
nels keep the cameras on 
themselves and only occa­
sionally let you hear a snip­
pet of a speech. That’s a big 
irritant to me. We can 
always watch the TV vani­
ties, but some of the people 
who speak at conventions 
are not always in the public 
limelight.

■Since being a good com­
municator is an essential 
skill for a politician, if  noth­
ing else, you can make a 
judgment on that point. If 
you happened to watch Bill 
Clinton’s speech last week, 
you know why he was elect­
ed twice and why he coUld 
always drive Republicans 
crazy by stealing their ideas 
and articulating them better 
than they could. The guy’s 
an incorrigible rascal, but he

sure knows how to talk.
It’s always best in an 

important election to get as 
much information as you 
can about candidates, unfil­
tered through journalists. 1 
know that’s tough to do 
these days, but C-SPAN, the 
Internet and public libraries 
help.

It is possible for journal­
ists to write unbiased and 
disinterested reports, but 
that style of journalism is 
currently out of favor. 
Opinion columnists, most of 
the TV guys and radio talk-

show hosts are all paid to 
peddle opinions, not to do 
hard reporting. And, as it 
has been pointed out so 
often, opinions are like body 
orifices -  most people have 
at least one.

But do vote this year for 
the guy \ou think is the bet­
ter of the choices. After 
Florida 2000, nobody can 
say votes don't count. Less 
than 1,000 votes put one 
man in the White House and 
kept another one out.

That could be the case in 
2004, and vour vote matters.

C om puter expert testifies Peterson used 
Internet to research bay w ater currents

REDWOOD CITY, Calif. 
(AP) — Prosecutors put a 
computer expert on the wit­
ness stand to help prove their 
theory that Scott Peterson 
used the Internet while plot­
ting the murder of his preg­
nant wife, Laci.

Five computer hard drives 
seized from Peterson's home 
and ofllce showed he 
checked several Web sites 
for infonnation on fishing, 
currents in San Francisco 
Bay and area boat ramps, 
Lydell Wall of the Stanislaus 
County SheritT's Department 
testified Wednesday. He said 
sales ads for used boats had 
been searched on Dec. 7 and 
8 , 2002 .

Prosecutors allege
Peterson killed his wife in 
their Modesto liome on or 
around Dec. 24. 2002, then 
drove to the ba\ and dumped 
her weighted bod\ from a 
small boat he had purchased 
just weeks earlier. The badly 
decomposed remains of Laci 
Peterson and the couple's 
fetus washed ash'or-e in April 
2003, not far from where 
Peterson said he launched a 
solo fishing trip the day she 
disappeared.

The Dec. 7 date is impor­
tant because Shawn Sibley, 
the woman who set Peterson 
up with Amber Frey, his

mistress, testified earlier in 
the trial that she confronted 
him on Dec. 6 after learning 
he was married.

Wall also said Peterson 
received e-mails from Sibley 
a month before his wife went 
missing but did not discuss 
the contents.

Th e  other side

Defense Lawyer 
Geragos noted 
Peterson spent 
little time on Web 
sites involving 
bay currents, and 
mostly viewed 
fishing sites.

He said Peterson 
researched how to fish for 
sturgeon and striped bass. 
Peterson told police that's 
what he was trying to catch 
the day his wife disappeared, 
but prosecutors say his gear 
was not suited for catching 
such fish.
. Wall later testified that 

Peterson searched Web sites 
from the computer in the 
wareliouse where he stored 
the boat prosecutors allege

he used to dump Laci's 
body.

He said Peterson spent 
about 26 minutes on the 
computer on the morning of 
Dec. 24, 2002 — the same 
day prosecutors claim he 
disposed of the body.

On Tuesday, former 
Modesto police oftlcer Kirk 
Stockham testified Peterson 
had researched water cur­
rents in the bay on Dec. 8, 
2002, according to files he 
examined on Peterson's 
computers.

During his cross-exami­
nation of Stockham, defense 
lawyer Mark Geragos noted 
a printout from the Web site 
about bay currents had dif­
ferent times and dates on ii. 
one .show ing it was cheeked 
by Peterson Dec. 5 — a da\ 
before Sibley confronted 
him.

But on Wednesday. \Mili 
testified that the date simph. 
had not been updated b\ the 
Web site's manager. On 
cross-examination, he 
acknowledged the site also 
could have been viewed 
Dec. 5, saved on the comput­
er and printed at the later 
date. ,

Geragos noted Peterson 
spent little time on Web sites 
involving bay currents, and 
mostly viewed fishing sites.

Conjoined twins from the Philippines stay 
in stable condition after surgical separation

NEW YORK (AP> — 
Two-year-old tw ins from the 
Philippines born with the 
tips of their heads fused 
together were “strong and 
stable" after being separated 
in a marathon operation that 
stretched into early 
Thursday.

Surgeons, nurses and 
technicians applauded in the 
operating room after Carl 
and Clarence Aguirre were 
surgically separated at 10:32 
p.m. Wednesday, said Steve 
Osborne, a spokesman for

the Children's Hospital at 
Montefiore Medical Center.

The operation, which 
continued for several hours 
after the separation, was 
completed at 3:20 a.m. 
Thursday, Osborne said. Dr. 
David Staffenberg, the 
boys' plastic surgeon, said 
the boys were “strong and 
stable."

StalTenberg delivered the 
new s of the separation to the 
twins' mother, Arlene 
.Aguirre, in a private waiting 
area.

He got on his knees, took 
Aguirre's hands and said 
“You're now the mother of 
two boys," said hospital 
spokeswoman Pamela 
Adkins.

Aguirre burst into tears, 
she said.

Doctors teased apart abut­
ting portions of the boys' 
brains after completing an 
incision around their skull, 
and the twins' head-to-head 
operating tables were then 
slightly pulled apart, said 
Osborne.

Reconstruction of the 
boys' skulls, a major proj­
ect, is to be left for later.

The separation was the 
culmination of a gradual 
surgical approach that lasted 
10 months, a departure from 
the more common marathon 
operations that have separat­
ed other conjoined twins.

It is likely to be months 
before the twins' conditions 
can be fully assessed, their 
doctors said.

In the past, separation 
was considered a success if 
both twins simply survived. 
But Montefiore's goal for 
the Aguirre boys, who have 
never been able to sit up, 
stand straight or look at each 
other's face, was “viable, 
independent lives.”

Over four major surgeries 
since October, the boys' sep­
arate-but-touching brains' 
were gently pushed apart 
and the tangle of blood ves­
sels they shared were cut 
and divided.

Between surgeries, the 
boys were given time to heal 
and to adapt to their rerout­
ed circulation systems.

Arlene Aguirre, the boys’ 
mother, was at the hospital 
throughout the operation.

W ider use of heart failure drug results in dozens 
of deaths from  side effect, according to research

NEW YORK (Ar>) — 
New research shows that 
soon after doctors started 
prescribing a drug for con­
gestive heart failure more 
widely, the number of 
patients who died from a 
side effect increased.

The researchers say their 
findings illustrate what can 
happen when doctors apply 
drug-study results to their 
own patients.

They suggest that some of 
the patients probably 
shouldn’t have been given 
the heart failure drug and 
that doctors weren't check­
ing for dangerous potassium 
buildup.

“I have no doubt that in 
the right patients and with 
careful monitoring that this 
is still a good drug combina­
tion,” said Dr. David N. 
Juurlink, one of the 
Canadian researchers. "It's 
just when we prescribe it 
more widely and maybe we 
don't monitor patients quite 
as closely as we should, 
then that’s where we get into 
trouble."

Juurlink and others 
believe the same thing is 
happening in the United 
States as in Canada where

the study of the decades-old 
drug, spironolactone, was 
conducted.

A major study five years 
ago found that adding 
spironolactone to the stan­
dard treatments cut the 
ijeath rate by 30 percent in

a related journal article on 
preventing and treating high 
potassium.

About 5 million 
Americans have 
heart failure, 
which occurs 
when a weakened 
heart can’t pump 
enough blood 
throughout the 
body, causing 
swelling and fiuid 
to back up in the 
lungs.

Spironolactone, 
also known as 
Aldactone, helps 
the kidneys get rid 

sss5=  of excess water 
and salt but can 

lead to potassium buildup in 
the blood. High levels can 
cause irregular heartbeats or 
sudden death.

The Canadian researchers 
examined whether the use 
of spironolactone had 
increased after the 1999 
research, and what impact it 
was having on patients who 
take a standard ACE

inhibitor and had been sick 
enough to be recently hospi- 
taliz,ed. ACI- inhibitors relax 
the blood \essels and lower 
blood pressure but can con­
tribute to high potassium 
when combined with 
spironolactone.

The researchers tracked 
prescription and hospital 
records from 1994-2001 for 
about 1.3 million residents 
of the pro\ince of Ontario 
who were over 65.

“We found when the drug 
took ot1 in mid-1999, so did 
rates of hospitalization for 
high potassium and deaths 
in hospital associated with 
that,” said Juurlink.

Prescription rates for 
spironolactone increased 
fivefold, and hospitaliza­
tions and deaths from high 
potassium tripled. The num­
ber of heart patients hospi­
talized jumped from 4 to 11 
per 1,000; deaths rose from 
0.7 to 2 per 1,000.

In Ontario alone, 
researchers estimated that 
broader use of spironolac­
tone resulted in 73 addition­
al hospital deaths and 560 
more hospitalizations in 
2001 than would have been 
expected.

Wall Street: Shares mixed as investors mull oil prices
NEW YORK (AP)

Wall Street waffled through 
an erratic session 
Wednesday, closing mixed 
as investors nervously 
watched oil prices but also 
allowed themselves to be 
encouraged by good eco­
nomic news.

Stocks moved in the 
opposite direction from oil 
prices for much of the day. 
declining until early after­
noon as crude climbed to 
$44.34 a barrel on the New 
York Mercantile Exchange. 
As oil fell below $43 on the 
way to a $42.83 clo.se. Wall 
Street managed a late-ses- 
sion rally - but that 
advance quickly fizzled.

Still, the market’s tone 
kept analysts and traders 
optimistic about the market’s, 
long-term prospects, though 
many cautioned that the typ­
ical summer doldrums 
would likely prevent a major 
rally this month.

“Yes, we have oil prices 
rising, but I think overall, 
we’re starting to see some 
settling down in the market,” 
said Bill Groenveld, head 
trader for vFinance 
Investments. "All the 
unknowns that drove the 
market down in July are 
starting to pan themselves 
out. There may be a malaise 
in the marketplace for a 
while, but it’s better than 
uncertainty.”

Stocks also received a 
boost from two key econom­
ic reports. Factory orders 
rose 0.7 percent in June,

more than Wall Street 
expected. And the Institute 
of Supply Management’s 
service sector index for June 
rose more than economists 
had forecast.

The Dow Jones industrial 
average rose 6.27, or 0.1 per­
cent. to 10,126.51.

Broader stock indicators 
were narrowly lower. The 
Standard &. Poor’s 500 index 
w as down 1.06, or 0.1 per­
cent, at 1,098.63, and the 
Nasdaq composite index 
dropped 4.36, or 0.2 percent, 
to 1,855.06.

Although the rally lost 
wind at the end of the ses­
sion. the Dow enjoyed its 
fourth late-day rally in the

last six sessions.
Oil prices remain a con­

cern, since higher fuel costs 
could trickle down to the 
consumer as food producers 
and major retailers will pay a 
higher cost in shipping.

“Combine (higher oil 
prices) with a slowdown in 
consumer spending, that 
makes it very hard for any­
one to get into the market 
right now,” said Neil Massa, 
an equity trader at John 
Hancock Funds.

Factory orders for June 
were higher than the 0.4 rise 
in May. And orders for 
durable goods rose 0.9 per­
cent in June, up from a 0.9 
percent decline in May.

Watson, Dynegy's
founder, stepped down m 
May 2002.

Like its peers in the sector, 
Dynegy at the time faced fall­
en credit ratings, fleeing 
investors and regulatory 
scrutiny.

Coach Bill Parcells 
offered this nugget of wisdom, “Sometimes 
things happen and you have to alter what 
you’re going to do. We've put our bets 
down and the wheel’s spinning, so we’re 
not looking back.”

In english it means. ‘We will tell you 
what we think you need to know while 
sprinkling in some gibberish that will aid in 
fürther confusing you.

McLaughlin told agency 
employees that the ''de\ il is 
in the details" on the forma­
tion of a new national intelli­
gence director and those 
details will take time to 
llnali/e. according to an 
internal CIA message.

In his message Tuesday, 
McLaughlin ackno\s ledged 
the new position would have 
‘ important implications" for 
the CIA but said the impact 
will not be clear for some 
time.

Governm ent decides not to intervene 
and force down AIDS drug prices

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
The government is refusing 
to take steps to in effect 
force down the spiraling 
price of an important AIDS 
drug, saying such an 
unprecedented move isn't 
allowed by federal law.

Wednesday’s decision by 
the National Institutes of 
Health was a major victory 
for Abbott Laboratories, 
which quintupled the price 
of its AIDS drug Norvir late 
last year. Patient groups and 
some members of Congress 
called the move price-goug­
ing. They had pushed the 
NIH to intervene by over­
riding Abbott’s patents, 
since Norvir’s discovery 
was partially funded by tax­
payer dollars.

But the NIH decided 
Wednesday the law didn’t 
allow that step, which it said 
could have had far-reaching 
effects on the pharmaceuti­
cal market.

“The issue of drug pricing 
has global implications and 
thus is appropriately left for 
Congress to address legisla­
tively,” concluded NIH 
Director Dr. Elias Zerhouni.

Abbott raised the price of 
the eight-year-old Norvir to 
$8.57 a day from $1.71. It 
called the move necessary 
to counter falling sales as 
the drug’s use shifted from a

primary treatment agent to 
one now used in low doses 
to boost the effects of other 
anti-AIDS medicines.

But consumer advocates 
decried that the increased 
price was only for the 
United States, leaving 
Norvir five to 10 times 
cheaper in other countries. 
They also alleged that anti­
competitive 
p r a c t i c e s  
w e r e  
i n v o l  ve d ,  
because the 
higher price 
applied only 
when Norvir 
is added to 
other com- 
p a n i e s ’
AIDS drugs, 
not Abbott’s 
own Kaletra.

The price 
hike came 
amid already 
v i g o r o u s  
debate about 
w h y
Americans pay much more 
for most prescription drugs 
than do patients in Canada, 
Britain and other countries.

Citing a $3.5 million NIH 
grant to Abbott that helped 
lead to Norvir’s discovery, 
the consumer group 
Essential Inventions peti­
tioned the government to

grant licenses for other 
companies to make the 
medicine, too — presum­
ably driving the price back 
down.

intent of that law — that the

WASHINGTON (AP) — Federal regulators on 
Wednesday approved technology allowing TiVo subscribers 
to send copies of recorded shows over the Internet, some­
thing Hollywood and major league sports leagues oppose.

In its decision, the Federal Communications Commission 
said the new TiVo feature has enough protections in place to 
prevent mass distribution of copyrighted material.

The technology would allow a TiVo subscriber to down­
load broadcasts to a computer and send copies of recorded 
shows over the Internet to an office or home or to a small cir­
cle of friends, as long as they are on the subscriber’s regis­
tered account.

The Motion Picture Association of America, the National 
Football League and others complained that the new service^ 
would allow the 1.6 million TiVo subscribers to redistribute 
shows over the Internet to virtually anyone, anywhere.

The NFL is especially worried about the potential for 
users to beam football games to viewers in blacked-out areas 
where the games aren’t broadcast. The NFL does not allow 
local broadcasts unless the home team sells out.

The league signaled it may sue over the decision.
"We'll confer with the other concerned parties and take 

whatev er steps are appropriate to protect our interests,” NFL 
spokesman Seth Palansky said.

ers many more options. For example, they can watch an ear­
lier part of a show, game or movie while recording later seg­
ments.

The technology that TiVo asked the FCC to consider rec­
ognizes the so-called “broadcast flag,” which the agency 
approved in late 2003. The flag is an electronic signal that 
tells digital video recorders to encrypt shows when record­
ing. The encryption prevents widespread distribution over 
the Internet.

TiVo officials said that means movies and sports broad­
casts can’t be sent to mass audiences.

“TiVo has always tried to maintain an appropriate balance 
between consumer interests and the rights of content 
providers,” said Mike Ramsay, CEO of the Alviso, Calif- 
based company.

The new technology, which TiVo refers to as “remote 
access,” could be included in a serv ice called TiVoToGo that 
the company plans to offer this fall. That will let a user trans­
fer recorded shows to a laptop, so the subscriber can take the 
shows on the road.
