Billy Wyatt Waters was 
bom to Harvey Wyatt Waters 
and Edith Perkins Waters in 
Idalou, Texas.

He studied 
at New York University as a 
part of his engineering train­
ing in the Army. He was 
transferred to the 171st 
Combat Engineer Battalion 
and served his country in 
England, France, Belgium, 
Holland, Luxembourg, and 
Germany in 1944 and 1945.

For distinguishing himself 
by meritorious service in 
connection with military 
operations against the enemy 
in Germany on February 23,
1945, Cpl.

Waters directed his squad in 
conveying vitally needed 
footbridge equipment to the 
bridge site in connection 
with the assault crossing of 
the Roer River.

Although under intense 
enemy mortar and artillery 
lire, he led his men to the 
successful completion of 
their mission. He received 
the European-African- 
Middle Eastern Theatre 
Campaign Medal with three 
bronze battle stars for the 
Campaigns of Northern 
France, Rhineland, and 
Central Europe. He was hon­
orably discharged from 
active duty with the rank of 
Sergeant on January 13,
1946.

He married Elaine 
Carlson on July 20, 1946, in 
Pampa. She preceded him in 
death on June 29, 1979. He 
later married Sandra Enloe, 
who survives him, on April

3, 1982.
He received a Doctor of 

Jurisprudence from The 
University of Texas at Austin 
in August of 1949. He was 
elected President of his 
freshman law class and Vice- 
President of his senior class.

Mr. Waters had 
practiced law in 
Pampa since 1949, 
retiring just prior 
to his death. He 
was elected Gray 
County Attorney 
in 1950, serving 
four years in that 
office, and was 
elected District 
Attorney of the 
31st Judicial 

District in 1954. He served 
14 years as District Attorney. 
In 1965, he was President of 
the Texas District and 
County Attorneys'
Association.

Mr. Waters left public 
office and began the full­
time practice of his profes­
sion in 1969. In 1978, he 
was elected as District 
Director of the State Bar of 
Texas, representing licensed 
attorneys within the 40 
Texas Panhandle counties, 
and was later a member of 
the nine person State Bar of 
Texas Professional Ethics 
Committee appointed by the 
Supreme Court of Texas. Mr. 
Waters was a member of the 
18 person committee which 
drafted the Texas Model 
Rules of Professional 
Conduct for Attorneys. He 
was Life Fellow of the Texas 
Bar Foundation and a Life 
Fellow of the American Bar 
Foundation.

Mr. Waters had been 
actively engaged in fanning 
and ranching in Gray and 
Wheeler Counties.

In 1989, Mr. Waters was 
named Pampa Citizen of the 
Year follow ing his service to 
the community as Chairman 
of the Prison Steering 
Committee which success­
fully procured a state prison 
facility. In 1992, with Mr. 
Waters again chairing the 
Steering Committee, Pampa 
obtained a prison expansion 
as an intermediate sanction 
facility. Though neither a 
Rotarian nor a Mason, he 
was named a Paul Harris 
Fellow of the Rotarv 
Foundation of Rotary 
International, and was 
awarded the Masonic Grand 
Lodge of Texas Community 
Builder Award. In October 
of 2000, Mr. Waters

inducted into the Pampa 
Harvester Hall of Fame. This 
month, he will be inducted, 
posthumously into the 
Panhandle Veterans Hall of 
Honor.

Mr. Waters had been a 
Trustee of the M.K. Brown 
Foundation since 1964, and 
had served as its Chairman 
since 1974. He was also a 
Trustee and Secretary of the 
Gray-Pampa Foundation and 
serv ed on the Boards of the 
Fairview Cemetery
Association, the Pampa 
Industrial Foundation, the 
Pampa Youth and 
Community Center, and the 
Pampa Economic
Development Corporation. 
He also represented Pampa 
by appointment of the, 
Pampa City Commission as. 
one of the Directors of the, 
Canadian River Municipal 
Water Authority .

Mr. Waters was a charter 
member of the Mary Ellen 
and Harvester Church of 
Christ where he served as a 
Bible class teacher and 
Deacon.

Mr. Waters was also pre­
ceded in death by his par­
ents; a brother, James Leon 
Waters; and a sister, Norma 
Wynell Waters.

the property for more than 
48 hours; or

• A motor vehicle left unat­
tended on the rights of way of 
any designated street, alley or 
highway within the City of 
Pampa in excess of 48 hours.

A junked vehicle, accord­
ing to the release, is defined 
as any motor vehicle as 
defined in Section I of 
Article 670 ld-ll, Vernon’s 
Texas Civil Statutes, which is 
operative and which does not 
have lawfully affixed thereto 
both an unexpired license 
plate or plates and a valid 
motor vehicle safety inspec­
tion certificate and which is;

• wrecked, dismantled, 
partially dismantled or dis­
carded; or

• remaining inoperable for 
a continuous period of more 
than 72 consecutive hours if 
the vehicle is on public prop­
erty, or 30 consecutive days if

the vehicle is on private prop­
erty.

A junked vehicle is 
.-declared to be a public nui­
sance if it is visible at any 
time of the year from a public 
place or right-of-way if:

tion and other features of 
the five U.S. financial build­
ings.

The official called al-Hindi 
“a key al-Qaida operative.” A 
counterterrorism official, 
speaking on the condition of 
anonymity earlier this week, 
said much of the documen­
tary evidence for the alerts, 
including surveillance 
reports, was in fluent English, 
indicating the author spent 
significant time in the West.

The terror alert concerned 
the Citigroup Center Building 
and New York Stock 
Exchange, the Prudential 
Building in Newark, and the 
International Monetary Fund 
and World bank in 
Washington.

Maps, photographs and 
other details of possible tar­
gets in the United States and 
Britain were found on com­
puters belonging to Ahmed 
Khalfan Ghailani — a 
Tanzanian indicted for his

role in the 1998 bombings of 
U.S. embassies in East Africa 
— and a Pakistani computer 
expert identified as 
Mohammed Naeem Noor 
Khan, said two Pakistani offi­
cials, who spoke on condition 
of anonymity.

Much of the information 
was at least several years old, 
some of it preceding the Sept. 
11, 2001, attacks, U.S. offi­
cials have acknowledged, 
though some of it may have 
been updated as recently as 
January.

Khan was arrested by 
Pakistani forces on July 13, 
followed by Ghailani’s arrest 
on July 25.

The CIA provided infor­
mation that contributed to the 
detention of al-Hindi, as well 
as information that led the 
Pakistanis to detain Khan.

The Washington Post and 
British papers said al-Hindi 
was also suspected in plotting 
an attack on Heathrow, 
Europe’s busiest airport.

A Lahore-based intelli­
gence official involved in the 
investigation following the 
July 13 arrest of Khan said his 
computer contained photo­

graphs of Heathrow airport, 
as well as pictures of under­
passes that run beneath sever­
al buildings in London.

Earlier, Peter Main, leader 
of the House o f Commons, 
told British Broadcasting 
Corp. radio that those 
detained Tuesday “are impor­
tant arrests” but declined to 
comment on reports of a plot 
against Heathrow.

“If we had evidence of a 
specific threat, then we would 
tell everybody,” he said. 
“Now the situation is not that 
at this stage.”

A Heathrow spokeswoman 
said airport authorities had 
not heard anything from the 
government “to suggest the 
threat level to Heathrow has 
increased in recent weeks.”

British police also said 
Thursday they had arrested a 
British man, Babar Ahmad, 
wanted on terrorism charges 
in a warrant issued by a feder­
al prosecutor in Connecticut, 
and that anti-terror officials 
were searching three “resi­
dential premises” and one 
business in southwest London 
on behalf of U.S. authorities.

War on drugs victimizes innocent
In the midst of the soaring 

rhetoric of the recent 
Democratic Convention, 
more than one speaker quot­
ed Abraham Lincoln's first 
inaugural address, invoking 
"the better angels of our 
nature.”

Well, there is an especial­
ly appropriate task awaiting 
those heavenly creatures a 
long-overdue reform of our 
disastrous "war on drugs.”

We should begin by rec­
ognizing its costly and inhu­
mane dimensions. Much of 
the nation, in one way or 
another, is victimized by this 
failure -  including, most 
notably, the innocents, 
whose exposure to drugs is

greater than ever.
This despite the fact that 

there are housed in federal 
and state prisons and local 
jails, on drug offenses, more 
than 500,000

prison.

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Mosque leaders held in alleged plot to buy grenade launcher
WASHINGTON (AP) — Authorities arrest­

ed two^leaders of a mosque in Albany, N.Y., 
e'arly Thursday and charged them with aiding 
in a purported plot to buy a shoulder-fired 
grenade launcher to assassinate a Pakistani 
diplomat.

According to an FBI affidavit, the men laun­
dered money for the purchase of the launcher 
they were told would be used to assassinate the 
ambassador at the Pakistani consulate across 
from the United Nations in New York. The 
murder supposedly was meant to punish the 
Pakistani government for cooperating with 
non-Muslims.

In fact, there was no such plot. The purchase 
of the RPG-7 grenade launcher and the assas­
sination scheme were fabrications put forth by 
a convicted felon who was secretly cooperat­
ing with federal prosecutors to reduce his 
prison sentence on document fraud charges.

At a news conference. Deputy Attorney 
General James Comey acknowledged there

was no genuine threat of any terrorist attack. 
“This is not the case of the century,” he said.

However, Comey said, in addition to remov­
ing two potentially dangerous peo­
ple from the streets, the sting oper- 
ation was meant to send a message 
to terrorists and their sympathizers.

“Anyone engaging in terrorist 
planning would be very wise to 
consider whether their accomplice 
is not really one of our guys,” he 
said.

The arrests in Albany were unre­
lated to the Bush administration’s 
terror alerts over the weekend indi­
cating al-Qaida may be plotting 
attacks against U.S. financial build­
ings, Comey said. He dismissed 
suggestions that the administra- 
tion’s warning, largely based on intelligence 
that was several years old, was overblown.

“We are not playing games,” Comey said.

“This is a very serious time, and 1 wish it 
weren’t. 1 wish we were worried about some­
thing else this summer. But 1 am worried about

one thing, and so is
111everybod) else 

law enforcement.” 
The Albany men 

were identified as 
Yassin Muhiddin 
Aref, 34. the imam 
of the Masjid As- 
Salam mosque, and 
M o h a m m e d  
Mosharref Hossain. 
49, one of the 
mosque’s founders 
and owner of the 
Little Italy Pizzeria 
in Albany. They were 

arrested during early-morning raids at their 
homes.

Their wives denied the men were involved

“It’s totally w rong and totally false and total­

ly a lie,” Hossain’s wife, Mossamat, said in a 
telephone interview.

fhe men are charged money laundering, 
conspiracy to commit money laundering and 
conspiracy to conceal material support for ter­
rorism. Both could face up to 70 years in prison 
and a $750,000 fine.

U.S. Magistrate David Homer ordered the 
men held without bail pending a hearing on 
T uesday.

According to the FBI affidavit, Hossain 
approached the FBI informant in the summer 
of 2003 about getting a fraudulent New York 
driver’s license. In subsequent meetings, the 
informant told Hossain that he imported 
weapons from China, the affidavit said.

At a videotaped meeting on Nov. 20, the 
infonnant showed Hossain a picture of an 
RP(j-7. a fairly rudimentary' anti-tank weapon 
developed by the Soviet Union.

resent lawmakers reaching into their 
own pockets and sending out the 
money. Moreover, there’s no tooth fairy 
or Santa Claus giving them the money. 
The fact that government has no 
resources of its very own forces us to 
acknowledge that the only way govern­
ment can give one American a dollar is 
to first -  through intimidation, threats 
and coercion -  take that dollar from 
some other American.

Some might rejoin that all of this is a 
result of a democratic process and it’s 
legal. Legality alone is no guide for a

moral people. There are many things in 
this world that have been, or are, legal 
but clearly immoral. Slavery was legal. 
Did that make it moral? South Africa’s 
apartheid, Nazi persecution of Jews, 
and Stalinist and Maoist purges were 
all legal, but did that make them moral?

Can a moral case be made for taking 
the rightful property of one American 
and giving it to another to whom it does 
not belong? 1 think not. That’s why 
socialism is evil. It uses evil means 
(coercion) to achieve what are seen as 
good ends (helping people). We might 
also note that an act that is inherently 
evil does not become moral simply 
because there’s a majority consensus.

An argument against legalized theft 
should not be construed as an argument

against helping one’s fellow man in 
need. Charity is a noble instinct; theft, 
legal or illegal, is despicable. Or, put 
another way: Reaching into one’s own 
pocket to assist his fellow man is noble 
and worthy of praise. Reaching into 
another person’s pocket to assist one’s 
fellow man is despicable and worthy of 
condemnation. '

For the Christians among us, social­
ism and the welfare state must be seen 
as sinful. When God gave Moses the 
commandment “Thou shalt not steal,” 
I’m sure He didn't mean thou shalt not 
steal unless there's a majority vote. 
And I’m sure that if you asked God if 
it’s OK just being a recipient of stolen 
property. He would deem that a sin as 
well.

out motherly care are the 
most innocent victims of the 
drug war and the reason 
some call it a “war on fami­
lies” as well as on drugs.

Women are the fastest- 
growing segment of the U.S. 
prison population, with 
almost 80 percent of them 
incarcerated for drug offens­
es. The deep perversity of 
the system lies in the fact 
that women with the least 
culpability often get the 
harshest sentences. Unlike 
the guilty drug dealer, they 
often have no information to 
trade for a better deal from 
prosecutors and might end 
up with a harsher sentence 
than the dealer gets.

Then there are women 
like Kimba Smith, in

California, who probably 
knew a few things but was 
so terrified of her abusive 
boyfriend that she refused to 
testify against him. (Those 
who agree to testify, by the 
way, frequently are mur­
dered before 
they have a 
chance to do 
so.) Ms. Smith 
paid for her 
t e r r i f i e d  
silence with a 
24-year sen­
tence!

N onviolent 
first offenders, 
male and 
female, caught 
with only
small am ounts___________
of a controlled 
substance frequently are 
given prison sentences of 
five to 10 years or more. As 
a result, the number of non­
violent offenders in the 
nation’s prisons is filling

them to overflowing, literal­
ly. The resulting overcrowd­
ing is forcing violent felons 
onto the streets with early 
releases.

The Drug Policy Alliance

“I only have one chance out of every 365 days 
to win at Indy."

Kevin Harvick understands the importance of 
winning at the Brickyard.

He grew up in Bakersfield. Calif, the same 
hometown as four-time Indy 500 winner Rick 
Mears. All Harvick wanted to do was compete at 
the same track where his boyhood idol earned 
most of his gloiy .

Harv ick did even more last year and won the 
Brickyard.

■'Winning the Brickyard is the biggest thing 
I've done in my career." Harvick said. "To know 
the aspirations 1 had as a kid. and to grow up and 
actually go to Indianapolis and win at the 
Brickyard is probably almost unrealistic when 
you think about it.

“When you grow up and you want to do some­
thing. nine times out of 10 you don't get to do it 
that way. I'm prettv lucky to be able to do what 1 
do and to bring back a lot of thoughts and dreams 
and things."

His return trip for Sunday's race couldn't come 
at a better time.

The Brickvard was his onh v ictorv of last sea­

son, and he hasn’t won since.
His Richard Childress Racing team failed to 

finish a race last weekend for the first time in 58 
events — his streak of consecutive finishes is the 
NASCAR record — and his position in the top 10 
of the series standings fell into serious jeopardy.

With Just six races left before the chase for the 
championship begins, Harvick is clinging to the 
10th spot in the standings, and several drivers are 
within striking distance of taking away the final 
playoff position.

"As far as we’re concerned, what happened last 
weekend is well behind us,’’ Harvick said. “All 
we can do now is try and win the Brickyard fbr 
the second time in a row and start a new' streak.’’

If anyone can make it two in a row at Indy — 
no one has, although Jeff Gordon has three 
Brickyard wins — it’s Harvick. He has a 5.67 
average finish at Indianapolis, the best among 
drivers with two or more starts.

“It's a good race for us, especially at this stage 
in the chase, and it’s exciting for us to go back 
knowing that we’ve won there before,’’ Harvick 
said.

Harvick and Stewart will be challenged by 
Gordon, another Indiana driver.

He’s hoping to join Mears, A1 Unser Sr., and 
A.J. Foyt as the only four-time winners in the 
track’s 94-year history.

Clemens gets apology for ejection
(AP) — Roger Clemens was given 

an emphatic apology Thursday for 
“unjustly” being ejected from his 10- 
year-old son’s baseball game last 
weekend in Colorado.

David King, president of tourna­
ment organizer Triple Crown Sports, 
said “Mr. Clemens was a non-aggres­
sor and a victim of mistaken identity 
and confusion” by an upset umpire.

Clemens was asked to leave son 
Kacy’s game Saturday in Craig, 
Colo., when a 22-year-old ump said 
the Houston Astros pitcher spit a sun­
flower seed at him. Moments earlier, 
Kacy was called out on a stolen base 
attempt — the fielder later admitted 
he missed the tag — and the Rocket

watched the rest of the contest from a 
parking lot.

“Mr. Clemens never raised his 
voice, never physically confronted 
our official, nor was he ever on the 
field of play,” King said in a written 
statement, underlining those words.

“Mr. Clemens was unjustly asked 
to leave the field of play,” King said. 
“For all of this, we apologize to Mr. 
Clemens.”

King spoke to the future Hall of 
Famer by telephone to apologize per­
sonally.

“I’m pleased with their statement,” 
Clemens said through agent Alan 
Hepdricks before Houston played 
Atlanta.

Plant closing is latest for city’s hard-hit workforce

FORT WORTH, Texas 
(AP) — Executives of D.R. 
Horton Inc. are moving the 
Fortune 500 company’s base 
from Arlington to downtown 
Fort Worth, giving the grow­
ing homebuilder four times 
more headquarters space.

Company officials have 
signed a 10-year lease for 
more than 160,000 square 
feet of space on eight floors 
in downtown Fort Worth’s 
City Center complex. The 
builder will become the 
tower’s largest tenant and 
the building will be renamed 
D.R. Horton Tower when the 
company moves more than 
220 workers there early next 
year, officials say.

The space targeted by 
Horton is to be vacated by 
Pier 1 Imports, which was to 
start moving into a new 20- 
story headquarters nearing 
completion on downtown’s 
western edge. That move is 
expected to take several 
months.

“What this reflects is an 
ongoing market validation of 
downtown’s appeal as a cor­
porate address,” Andrew 
Taft, president of Dow ntow n 
Fort Worth Inc., told the Fort 
Worth Star-Telegram in 
Friday ’s editions.

Horton should move in 
during the first quarter of 
2005, said Sundance Square 
Management officials han­
dling leasing at the complex.

Donald Horton, the firm’s 
founder, lives in Fort Worth 
and founded the company in 
the city in 1978 with $3,000 
and one home site. Officials 
say his company grew into 
one of the nation’s largest 
homebuilders by volume, by 
paying close attention to its 
bottom line and shrewd 
acquisitions.

D.R. Horton reported rev­
enues o f $8.7 billion for 
2003.

Consum er confidence surges upwards
W.ASHINGTON (.AP) C onsumer confi­

dence surged during the past month to its 
highest level since the beginning of the year, 
with Americans feeling better about their 
own finances and more optimistic about the 
future despite renewed terror threats and ris­
ing oil prices.

Consumer confidence has been rising for 
the past four months as the economy has 
been on a solid path to recovery.

The .AP-lpsos consumer confidence index 
climbed to 104.8 in .August, up from 92.0 in 
July, led by consumers' perceptions of their 
own finances and optimism about the future.

For Mike Mainello. a North Carolina busi­
nessman retired from the military, evidence 
of the improv ing economy is all around him.

■‘My wife sells new homes to first-time 
home buy ers. They 're buy ing right and left." 
said Mainello, a 45-year-old conservative 
Republican from Winston-Salem. "We're 
finally paying off bills 
faster than we're incurring 
them."

I he ,AP-lpsos survey of 
consumer attitudes by 
spending and household 
found a surge of economic 
optimism that has shown 
up in several recent meas­
ures of consumer attitudes.

W hile months of steady 
improvement m the job 
market has fueled some 
optimism, the AP-lpsos 
index found the increase 
this time was based more 
on people's improved per­
ceptions of their own per­
sonal finances, and their 
view of how their local 
economy will be doing six 
months from now. - - ■

The snapshot of con­
sumer sentiment found 
Americans considerably more upbeat about 
the economy than a year ago, when the index 
w as at 89.0. Much of the improv ement came 
during the past month, however.

The AP-lpsos confidence index is bench- 
marked to a 100 reading on January 2002, 
the month the index was started by Ipsos.

Lynn Staggs, a 33-year-old saleswoman 
from Austin, Texas, said she can sense the 
economy is doing better just from looking 
around her neighborhood on the way home.

“It seems like the housing market is doing 
better. I don’t see as many houses around 
here for sale,” said Staggs, a political inde­
pendent. “I see a lot of people in my neigh­
borhood turning up with new cars and mak­
ing big purchases.” ,

Staggs said she thought the tax cuts of the 
past couple o f years have helped people save 
money and make purchases.

The rise in consumer confidence comes at

a time of mixed indicators for the American 
economy.

June's pay roll was the lOth straight month 
of gains, though the total of II2.()()() new 
pay roll, jobs was lower than expected. Many 
retailers reported lackluster sales gains in 
July, particularly mall-based apparel chains 
such as (iap. Some analysis attributed the 
disappointing sales to higher gasoline prices, 
which made some people more cautious 
spenders.

On Wall Street, stocks fell Thursday as 
worries about rising oil prices rattled 
investors. And all that combines with 
renewed fears of terror attacks.

Mark Zandi. an economist with 
Fconomy.com. said the increasing optimism 
was surprising, given the current uncertainty.

But he said the steady increase in the job 
market in recent months along vv ith the surg­
ing house market could be contributing to 

optimism.
Home sales have been a 

major factor in the eco­
nomic recovery this year. 
Economists said they 
expect both new home 
sales and existing home 
sales to set all-time 
records for the year, even 
if sales skimp some this 
summer.

The number of people 
who felt their personal 
finances were strong 
increased from just over 
two in 10 in July to almost 
three in 10 now.

More than half of those 
making $75.000 or more a 
year, 52 percent, said their 
financial situation was 
strong. Only two in 20 of 
those making $50.000 or 
less felt that way. 

Republicans were twice as likely as 
Democrats to say their personal finances 
were strong.

The health of the economy is at the center 
of the presidential campaign, with President 
Bush arguing that the economy is snapping 
back, and Democratic nominee. John Kerry, 
saying any gains in the economy are not 
helping millions of Americans.

Bonnie Swigert, a 6 1-year-old Democratic 
retiree from Grandon. Mo., said she doesn’t 
see the economy getting any better.

“I’ve known very, very few people that got 
any of this tax money back over the last two 
years," she said. “These Republicans haven’t 
got sense enough to take the minimum wage 
and multiply it by 40 and see how much peo­
ple are making.

“As far as they’re concerned, anybody 
who makes $40,0(K) on down, they just don’t, 
exist.”
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
