BACillDAD, Iraq (AP) 
Rebel Shiite cleric Muqtada 
al-Sadr called for his follow­
ers across Iraq to end fighting 
against U.S. and Iraqi forces 
and is planning to Join the 
political process in the com­
ing days, an al-Sadr aide said 
Mondax.

Iraqi oil exports came to a 
halt after a rash of insurgent 
attacks on the countrx's petro­
leum infrastructure, the coun­
trx ‘s main source of income, 
senior oil companx officials 
and the goxernor of the south­
ern prox ince of Basra said.

Oil prices fell as traders 
continued a sellolT amid eas­
ing fears that disruptions in 
Iraq, Russia or Vene/uela 
could cause a supply squeeze.

October contracts for light 
sweet crude plunged by $1.53 
to $41.65 in midday trading 
on the Nexv York Mercantile 
Exchange.

The announcement by al- 
Sadr came as his aides xvere 
trying to negotiate an end to 
fighting in the Baghdad slum 
of Sadr City and in the south­
ern cit> of Basra, w here clash­
es have continued even after a 
peace deal was reached in 
Najaf, the holy city where al- 
Sadr militiamen battled U.S. 
and Iraqi forces for three 
xxeeks.

Al-Sadr also called for U.S. 
and Iraqi forces to withdraw 
from the center of Iraqi cities, 
Shejk Ali Smeisim told The 
Associated Press. That did not

appear to be a condition for 
the unilateral ceasefire.

“I call on the interim Iraqi 
government to have patience 
... and to pull back the 
American and Iraqi forces 
from the center of Iraqi 
cities,” Smeisim said, speak­
ing on behalf of al-Sadr. “At 
the same time 1 call on the 
forces of the Mahdi Army 
(militia) to ... stop tiring until 
the announcement of the 
political program adopted by 
the Sadrist movement."

When asked if the cease 
fire would take effect immedi­
ately, he said; “I hope so.”

The announcement could 
provide a major boost to the 
government of interim Prime 
Minister Ayad Allawi.

recommendation, she said.

Woodward asked why the 
glass doors were all closed, 
ai}d "confronted" the son of 
•' e building’s owner, who 
happened to be in Pam pa on 
July 29 visiting the site. "He 
did not immediately answer," 
Sigala said, and "she was 
mad. She called her sons. I 
could hear her hollering and 
cussing in the lobby."

When the two sons, 
Richard I). Stinnett and 
Kenny IJIack, 
both of Pampa. 
arrived, Sigala 
said she. could 
see one of them 
"going back and 
forth, red-faced 
and sweating," 
outside the glass 
walls separating 
the otTice from ^
the front lobbv 
area.

The sons wanted to talk to 
the owner, but "he was in a 
meeting,” Sigala said.

Criminal trespass charges 
were tiled against the two 
sons after police were called, 
she said, fhe owner instruct­
ed her that the\ were not to 
come in the building again. A 
third son of Woodward's 
who li\es in Amarillo is not

involved in the criminal tres­
pass charge, Sigala said.

After the incident, it was 
decided to evict Woodward.

"An item in the lease says 
if you call in family members 
to interfere with manage­
ment, it is an automatic 
strikeout,” she said.

Woodward’s eviction 
notice stated that she was 
being evicted for “disrupting 
the livability of the project, 
adversely alTecting the health 
or safety of any person or 
right of any tenant to the 
quiet enjoyment of the leased 
premises, and a tenant family 
history of disturbance of 
neighbors and Schneider

A criminal trespass warrant 
against Jones’ daughter has 
been filed, Sigala said, as a 
result of abusive telephone 
calls.

"We recently received a 
new manager for our facility, 
and our personalities do not 
get along very well. There 
are a few of us tenants that 
visit in the lobby and gossip 
among each other. The new 
manager states that we are 
troublemakers,” Woodward 
said.

“They have placed 
restraining orders on our

familv and therefore we hav e 
no one to help us move or 
take us to our doctor appoint­
ments because they are angry 
with us. We depend on our 
families to help us due to the 

fact that Mrs. 
Jones is blind 
and I am 
w h e e lc h a i r  
bound and 
have to wear 
oxygen con­
tinuously.

"Mrs. Jones 
suffered a 
stroke and was 
hosp ita l i/.ed 
due to the 

incident. I also was hospital­
ized and placed in the inten­
sive care unit with heart 
problems and spent one week 
in the hospital.

"I feel v iolated and do not 
think this matter was handled 
properly." Woodward said in 
the letter.

Stinnett and Black also 
wrote that their mother and 
Jones were known as 
"troublemakers." They noted 
that their mother has only 30 
percent t)f full heart function, 
and Jones is blind.

“Criminal trespass war­
rants w ere issued to us . . . 
We’re not even allowed to 
help pack and move our 
mother, or-go check on her, 
or take her meals. Now 1 ask 
this - Is that right?” they said 
in the letter.

" I hese two w omen w ere

evicted for sitting in the 
lobby and saying what they 
think," Fellingham said. 
“There is no way the two 
women can pack all of their 
stuff and haul it down the 
sev eral flights of stairs w ith­
out the help of their families. 
One of the women almost 
could not be transported to

the hospital because manage­
ment would not let the fami­
ly come on the property to 
take the patient to the hospi­
tal but eventually did," she 
said in the letter.

if you just remember that 
most of the time when our 
minds leap from the particu­
lar to the general, we are 
making an error in reason­
ing. Inductive reasoning, 
which goes from man\, 
many particulars to the gen­
eral, does not condone going 
from one or two particulars 
to the general.

One of the worst racial 
bigots I know is a man from 
Brooklyn who was badly 
beaten as a youth by three 
black hoodlums. Instead of 
recognizing that three indi­
vidual hoodlums do not rep­
resent the whole, he has 
spent his life hating black

people. Some black people, 
having had bad experiences 
with white individuals, 
spend their lives hating 
whites.

Bigotry is 
so persist­
ent because it is the lazy way 
to cope with complexity. 
One doesn't have to think, 
and most people find think­
ing a difficult and noxious 
task.

It is so 
much easier to accept the 
pronouncements of dema­
gogues than to do one’s own 
research.

After all, didn’t 19 Muslims 
attack us on Sept. 11, 2001? 
Yes, but a billion other 
Muslims did not attack us, 
nor did they condone or sup­
port the attackers.

ture or war except in self- 
defense. Neither does 
Christianity, yet we all know 
that not all Christians follow 
the rules of their religion, 
and so it is with some 
Muslims.

The truth is that the entire 
human race can be divided 
into two categories -  the 
decent and the indecent.

Short-term  action, long-term  strategy
Victoria Advocate on w in­

ning hearts and minds in the 
Muslim world:

Among the most impor­
tant of the federal 9/11 com­
mission’s recommendations 
is one that has received far 
less column inches and air­
time than others calling for a 
thorough overhaul of the 
U.S. intelligence communi­
ty

And yet, if often over­
looked, it arguably is even 
more critical than creating 
the new position of director 
of national intelligence to 
improve coordination of 
intelligence gathering and 
analysis.

The 9/11 panel called on 
the U.S. government to 
engage more deeply and

effectively in a "struggle of 
ideas" against Islamic radi­
calism.

It did not borrow the 
Vietnam-era language of 
“winning hearts and minds,” 
but the idea is the same. And 
the result could well be the
same.

In Vietnam, the United 
States had

countrymen for support, 
supplies, bases of operations 
and refuge. Without that, 
U.S. military superiority 
would have overwhelmed 
them.

"We need short-term 
action on a long-term strate­
gy, one that invigorates our 
foreign policy with the atten­

One of the banes of our

But instead of folding. Houston began to 
play its best baseball of the year behind 
Carlos Beltran.

Stadler wins with four stra^ht birdies
ALOHA, Ore. (AP) — Craig Stadler 

stole the show at Peter Jacobsen’s tourna­
ment.

Seemingly out of contention after the 
front nine, Stadler closed with four straight 
birdies for a 5-under 67 and a one-stroke 
victory Sunday in the Tradition, his second 
major title in two seasons on the 
Champions Tour.

“I got in there late, but better late than 
never.” Stadler said.

The 1982 Masters champion finished at 
13-under 215 for his tour-leading third vic­
tory of the year and sixth in tw o seasons on 
the 50-and-over circuit. He earned 
$345.()0() to take the money lead xxith 
$1,609.666.

Jerrv Pate (66) and Allen Dox le (71) tied 
for second on the Reserxe Vineyards and 
Ciolf Club course, and hometown faxorite 
Jacobsen, xxho lobbied hard to bring the 
tournament to Oregon last year, shot a 73 to 
finish in a group at 11 under.

“It’s a huge disappointment not to win. I 
hit the ball well, I just couldn’t make any 
putts,” said Jacobsen, the U.S. Senior Open 
winner.

Stadler, w ho started the round four stokes 
behind Jacobsen and Vicente Fernandez, 
had a difficult third shot from the rough on 
the par-5 18th, but hit his approach within 4 
feet. The 13-time PGA Tour winner made 
the birdie putt to reach 13 under, and head­
ed to the clubhouse to see if the lead w ould

hold up.
“Somebodx alxvays seemed to jump in 

there and make the birdies and fortunatelx it 
was me this time,” he said.

Stadler,, xxho xxon the B.C. Open last 
summer to become the first Champions 
Tour player to win a PCiA Tour exent. had 
the shot of the xxeek on Saturday, holing out 
from 207 xards for a double-eagle on the 
par-5 16th.

Jacobsen, a Portland native, missed a 4- 
foot birdie putt at No. 16 that xvould haxe 
given him the lead. After his putt lipped out. 
Jacobsen shook his head in disappointment 
and his large gallerx sighed.

At the par-4 17th. Jacobsen hit to the 
edge of the xvater hazard on the left then 
into the xvater xvith his next shot. He fin­
ished w ith a double-bogey.

Pate eagled the par-5 16th to take the lead 
at 14 under, a shot ahead of Fernandez, but 
fell back with bogeys on the final txxo holes.

Mora improved to 8-for- 
15 with 18 RBls with the 
bases loaded this season.

“I knew the club needed 
me," said Mora, second in 
the AL with a .349 average. 
“I gave it a little extra."

Mora's two-run hits in 
the third and fifth helped 
stop the Orioles' longest 
slide since dropping the 
final 12 games of the 2002 
season.

“If we’d lost this one

today, we might as well 
have called it a season,” 
Orioles starter Sidney 
Ponson said.

Baltimore’s Brian
Roberts reached base four 
times and scored three runs.

"We were ready for 
something positive to hap­
pen," Roberts said. "We 
thought we'd break the 
streak every day for the last 
10 days. Now we can mov e 
on.”

Ponson (9-13) allowed 
live runs and 12 hits — 11 
singles — in seven innings, 
but won for the sixth time 
in his last seven decisions. 
He struck out six and 
walked none.

"I thought Ponson threw 
well," Orioles manager Lee 
Mazzilli said. "He did what 
an ace is supposed to do.

TCE: Raw cotton and harvest equipm ent 
m ovem ent m ay be restricted in som e areas
ABILENE: According to a news

release from Texas Cooperati\e E:\tension 
Ser\ ice. cotton har\ est has begun in the 
southern parts of the state and will begin 
soon on other areas.

Custom harvesters move from area to 
area as the season progresses, and growers 
have to move the harvested cotton to the 
state's gins for processing.

The Texas Boll Weevil Foundation 
would like to remind cotton producers and 
custom harvesters that the commissioner of 
agriculture declared several areas of the 
state to be suppressed or functionally eradi­
cated of the cotton boil weevil.

Movement of raw cotton products and 
harv esting equipment into or through these 
/ones mav be regulated.

The Rolling Plains Central Zone, sur­
rounding .Abilene, and the Southern Rolling 
Plains Zone, surrounding San Angelo, are 
functionallv eradicated.

I he LI Paso Trans Pecos, Pennian Basin, 
Western High Plains, Southern High Plains 
C aproek, Northwest Plains. Northern High 
Plains and Northern Rolling Plains zones 
are suppressed, the news release said.

I hese zones make up a large portion of 
the western and northern portions of the

state's cotton-growing areas.
Harvesting equipment moving from 

areas outside of either a suppressed or func­
tionally eradicated zone cannot be brought 
into one of these areas until the equipment 
has been thoroughiv cleaned.

Raw cotton cannot be moved into or 
through suppressed or eradicated zone 
unless a protection plan has been tilled with 
the Texas Department of Agriculture, 
Extension olTicials say.

The Texas Department'of Agriculture has 
developed a protection plan template for 
growers who fall under these restrictions 
and wish to gin cotton in a suppressed or 
eradicated zone.

TDA also has developed guidelines for 
ensuring harvesting equipment is properly 
cleaned before entering one of these zones.

Manv of these restrictions are placed on 
the mov ement of raw cotton and harv esting 
equipment from a suppressed area to a 
functionallv eradicated area.

High court says stillborn child's parents can't sue hospital
At S I IN (APt — A still- (Milv infants who have taken unborn son.Al SUN (AP) — A still­

born child's parents cannot 
sue a hospital or doctor for 
negligence because a fetus is 
not considered an indiv idual 
under state law. the Texas 
Supreme C ourt has ruled.

In a decision watched by 
abortion rights activists and 
anti-aborlion groups, the 
court voted 7-1 to stand by 
legal precedence that allows

only infants who have taken 
at least one breath to be con­
sidered indiv iduals who can 
sue or have a suit carried out 
on their behalf

The Friday ruling over­
turned a decision by the 2nd 
Court of Appeals in Fort 
Worth that would have 
allowed Tara and Donnie 
Reese to sue a Fort Worth 
hospital for the death of her

unborn son.
Tara Reese was seven 

months pregnant in May 
1998 when she went to the 
Fort Worth Osteopathic 
Medical C enter's emergency 
room complaining of a rac­
ing pulse and dizziness. She 
said the hospital's staff 
should have delivered the 
babv bv Caesarean section.

C onstitutionality o f state’s 
education binding rides on  
no-nonsense judge’s decision

AUSTIN (AP) — Two 
weeks into the trial challeng­
ing Texas’ school funding 
system, state District Judge 
John Dietz walked into the 
courtroom and tersely asked, 
“Have y'all settled yet?”

Lawyers on both sides 
chuckled, knowing the trial 
would likely last another 
month. But the comment was 
indicativ e of the judge's no­
frills, laconic approach to 
ruling his courtroom.

Dietz, a 57-year-old 
Democrat known for his col­
lection of Ciodzilla toys in 
the courtroom, is presiding 
over the case in which hun­
dreds of Texas school dis­
tricts are challenging the way 
Texas funds public schools.

The no-nonsense Dietz 
says he will issue a ruling in 
the case within hours after 
closing arguments, likely to 
be in mid-September.

“ fhere's not any case a 
judge will ever have where 
you have as much responsi­
bility as in this case," said 
Scott McC ovvn, a former 
-state district judge whose 
decisions helped shape 
fexas' school funding sys­
tem. “ fhere's over 4 million 
public school children whose 
futures are at stake and you 
feel that.”

Dietz voluntarily took on 
the case Ixicause “he really 
wanted to sink his teeth into 
it and give it the attention it 
deserves,” said state District 
Judge Suzanne Covington, a 
colleague whose office is 
near his.

“We all knew that it was a 
verv large issue of great 
importance to all the citizens 
of the state of Texas and that 
it would take a tremendous 
amount of time and atten­
tion,” Covington said.

For three weeks, attorneys 
for the school districts have

paraded a string of superin­
tendents, statisticians and 
school finance experts before 
Dietz, offering hours of 
tedious testimony.

The districts argue that the 
state’s reliance on local prop­
erty taxes amounts to a 
statewide tax, which is 
unconstitutional in Texas.

They contend that the state 
should share more of the 
financial burden of funding 
public education.

Attorneys for the state 
argue that the state exceeds 
the minimum ’constitutional 
requirements and that the 
school finance method 
should be left to the 
Legislature.

Attorneys, reporters and 
many other observers flow in 
and out of the courtroom fre­
quently, but Dietz seems 
constantly engaged in the 
proceedings.

He often reins in long- 
winded witnesses, hastens

cross-examining attorneys to 
get to their point and routine­
ly interrupts testimony to ask 
questions.

As the plaintifi's feature 
tables, graphs and charts, 
Dietz often surfs the Web, 
shoring up more facts and 
figures to question witnesses.

Dietz has held firm to the 
agreed-upon timetable by 
regularly questioning attor­
neys about their progress.

On one such occasion, 
upon discovering when the 
state would begin presenting 
its case, Dietz quipped, “I’m 
just going to be chock full of 
patience by then."

Still, he projects a conclu­
sion near the “ ides of 
September.”

His impatience seemed to 
erupt last week, when an 
attorney for the state 
requested that a w itness’ tes­

timony be thrown out 
because the attorney didn’t 
have the witness’ reports 
ahead of time. The request 
was denied after an obvious­
ly irritated Dietz chastised 
the attorney for not bringing 
up the concern sooner.

Dietz know s that his ruling 
will probably be appealed to 
the Texas Supreme C'ourt and 
has made an efTort to ensure 
all evidence is properly 
admitted.

Cov ington said Dietz often 
wanders into her otTice to 
chat. “Given the rigors of 
this case, he's been surpris­
ingly cheerful.” she said.
