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AP lawsuit prompts
release of records

WASHINGTON (AP)
— Months after insisting it
could find no more records
of President Bush’s Air
National Guard service,
the Defense Department
has released more than two
_dozen pages of (files,
including Bush’s report
card for flight training and
dates of his flights.

The records, released
under pressure of a
Freedom of Information
L Agt . lawsuit by The
" Associated” Press, show
Bush ranked in the middle
of his 1969 flight training
class and flew 336 hours
for the Texas Air National
Guard, mostly in the F-
102A fighter.

The Pentagon and
Bush’s campaign have
claimed for months that all
records detailing his fight-
er pilot career have been
made public, but defense
officials acknowledged
Tuesday they had found
two dozen new records
detailing his training and
flight logs after the AP
sued and submitted new |
requests under the public
records law.

“Previous requests from
other requesters for-
President Bush’s
Individual Flight Records
did not lead to the discov-
ery of these records
because at the time
President Bush left the
service, flight records
were subject to retention
for only 24 months and we
understood that neither the
Air Force nor the Texas
Air  National Guard
retained such records
thereafter,” the Pentagon
.told the AP.

Proposed cuts in Medicare
payments for cancer drugs
will be nearly double Bush
administration  estimates,
potentially Imiting access to
care, according to a survey
of cancer doctors.

Pavments tfrom the gov-
ernment tor some drugs will
not cqual the cost to most
doctors,  the  American
Socicty of Chnical
Oncology said Wednesday
It has lobbied to restore
funding that would be cut
under last year’s Medicare
prescription drug law.

I'he average reduction in
reimbursement for the med-
ications will be IS percent,
according to the
analysis of pricing informa-
tion provided by community
oncology  practices.

AUSTIN (AP) Texas
school districts can meet state
academic standards under the
existing school funding sys-
tem, Education
Commissioner Shirley Neeley
has testified in a trial over the
way the state pays ftor public
cducation.

“Not only can we, we are
doing it Neeley testified
luesday. “We're full service.
We're domg it all.”

On Wednesday morning,
attorneys for the state ques-
toned  Lori  Taylor, a
rescarcher who conducted a
study for the Legislature to
determine the cost of an ade-
quate cducation. Taylor, in
tedious  testimony,  described
her research and analy-

ing well for every district, and,
I don’t want to sce any district
suffer.” she said. under ques-
tioning by plaimufls™ attorney
David Thompson. :
