Osmond and wife Carol,
also were arrested and
charged with felony child-
stealing.

Shannon Luster says
she believes the girl was
molested by the child’s
grandfather, but Texas
authorities have found no
evidence of sexual mis-
conduct.

Ellis’ lawyer, Chad

could.

Fire safety tips

Most fives can be prevented

Following are some fire
safety tips provided by the
National  Fire  Preventon
Association. National Fire
Prevention Week 1s Oct. 3-9.

HOME HEATING

Place space heaters at least
36 inches away from any-
thing combustible. Never
leave space heaters on when
you are not in the room or
when you go to bed. and
never leave children or pets
unattended  with  space
heaters.

Drying wet matenals over
space heaters 1s a fire danger

Check the wiring of clectric
heaters for fraving or split-
ting.

Use only the tuel recom-
mended by the manutacturer
for  hiquid  tuel-powered
heaters, and always add tuel
only when the heater s
turned oft and cooled down.

Have  vyour  chimney
inspected by a protessional
prior to the start of every
heating scason and cleaned 1t
necessary. Creosote, a chem-
ical substance that torms
when wood burns, builds up
in chimneys and can cause a
chimney fire 1f not properly

['se a sturdy screen in front of the fire-
place. Burn only wood. Never burn paper or
pine boughs, which can float out the chim-
ney and 1gnite a neighboring home. Never
use flammable liquids in a fireplace.

Be sure a wood or coal stove bears the
label of a recognized testing laboratory and
meets local fire codes. Chimney connec-
tions and chimney flues should be inspect-
cd at the beginning of each heating season
and cleaned periodically.

Burn only wood, and be sure the wood
stove is placed on an approved stove board
to protect the tloor from heat and hot coals.

Portable propane heaters with self-con-
tained fuel supplies are prohibited for home
use

HOLIDAY FIRE SAFETY

Keep burning candles well away from
decorations or other combustible materials.
Don’t leave children unattended in a room
with lit candles, and always keep candles,

matches and lighters out of the reach of

children. Never display lighted candles in
windows. near exits or as decorations on
Christmas trees

Decorate with lights labeled by a testing
laboratory. Outside, use only lights labeled
for outside use. Don’t overload electrical
outlets, and always unplug all lights before
leaving home or going to bed. Never put
lights on a metal.Christmas tree.

\void using candles during parties. It
smoking 1s allowed, provide guests with
large, deep ashtrays and check them fre-
quently. After the party. check inside and
under upholstery and in trash cans for ciga-
rette butts that may be smoldering.

It decorating with a real Christmas tree,
choose a fresh one and put it in a stand
designed not to tip over.

Don’t plug too many devices into one
outlet, and don’t overload extension cords.
Replace frayed or cracked cords before
using the appliance. Never stand in or near
water when using electrical appliances.

It a pan fire starts on the stovetop, care-
fully slide a lid or larger pan over the fire,
then turn oftf the burner. Never pour water
on a grease fire.

[f a pan fire starts in the oven, turn off the
heat and keep the door closed to suffocate
the flames. Call the fire department if the
tire does not go out immediately.

It your clothing catches on fire. do not
run. Stop, drop to the ground, and roll over
and over to smother the flames. Cover your
face with your hands if you can.

Run cool water over the skin for 10 to 15
minutes if a burn occurs. Do not put butter
or other ointment on the burn. Severe burns
should be treated by a doctor.

Know what type of fire extinguisher to
buy and how to use it properly.

ESCAPING A FIRE

Have two accessible ways out of each
room. Practice how to escape before a fire
occurs, and know the escape route.

When traveling, select a hotel or motel
with automatic sprinklers and smoke detec-
tors. Locate the two exits nearest your room
and count the number of doors between
your room and the exits.

When ftlying, pay attention to the flight
crew’s safety procedure presentation and
locate the two exits nearest your seat. Count
the number of seat rows between you and
each exit.

At home, check all obstacles to escape,
such as furniture blocking a window or
door, windows painted shut, and deadbolt
locks placed too high for children to reach
and disengage.

Make sure you have the proper number
of smoke detectors and that they are all
operating. Teach everyone to recognize the
sound of the detectors and know what to do
if they hear it.

Once outside, never return to a burning
building under any circumstances.

Establish a meeting place outside, a safe
distance from your home. Call for emer-

+ gency help from a neighbor’s phone.
If you encounter smoke on the way out of

your home, use your alternative exit. If you
must escape through smoke, draw low
under the smoke where the air is cooler and
cleaner.

New rule eases class size limit

SAN ANTONIO (AP) —
State regulators say more chil-
dren can be placed in public

school classrooms without
parent input.
Texas Education

Commissioner Shirley Neeley
informed school superintend-
ents statewide of the change in
a letter this week. She outlined
new options for seeking
waivers from a state law that
limits class sizes to 22 students
per teacher in pre-kindergarten
through fourth grade.

Under the new rule, school
boards can authorize superin-
tendents to submit waivers
directly to the state. That
would bypass the need to bring
the matter before the board at a

public meeting where parents’

can voice their opinions.
“Commissioner Neeley's

letter in effect tells school

superintendents how to pack

children into larger classes
without parents knowing until
it’s too late,” John Cole, presi-
dent of Texas Federation of
Teachers, told the San Antonio
Express-News.

mentalist government in
their efforts to acquire
weapons of mass destruction.
Three weeks after (Clinton’s
bombing of a Sudanese phar-
maceutical factory) on August
31st, bin Laden reaches out to
his friends in Iraq and Sudan.
Iraq’s Vice President arrives in
Khartoum to show his support
for the Sudanese after the U.S.
attack.

“ABC News has learmed
that during these meetings
senior Sudanese officials act-
ing on behalf of bin Laden
asked if Saddam Hussein
would grant him asylum. Iraq
was indeed interested. ABC
News has learned that in
December an Iraqi intelligence
chief (who in 1999 was Iraq’s
ambassador to Turkey) made a
secret trip to Afghanistan to
meet with bin Laden.”

During the meeting, ABC
says their sources reported that
“bin Laden was told be would
be welcome in Baghdad.”

ABC News was not alone
in revealing this trip. In 1999,
The Guardian, a British news-

paper, reported that Farouk
Hijazi, a senior officer in Iraq’s
mukhabarat (Iraq’s intelli-
gence service), had journeyed

deep into the icy mountains

near Kandahar, Afghanistan,
in December 1998 to meet
with al Qaeda men. Mr. Hijazi
is “thought to have offered bin
Laden asylum in Iraq,” The
Guardian reported.

ABC News continued:
“Intelligence sources say they
can only speculate on the pur-
pose of an (Iraqi-bin Laden)
alliance. What could bin
Laden offer Saddam? Only
days after he meets Iraqi offi-
cials, bin Laden tells ABC that
his network is wide and there
are people prepared to commit
terror in his name that he does
not even control.”

Here’s what bin Laden told
ABC News: “It is our job to
incite and to instigate. By the
grace of God we did that.”

Some religious experts ask: How would Jesus vote?

AUSTIN (AP) Just a few
miles from George W. Bush’s for-
mer office at the state Capitol, a
panel of religious experts weighed
a question with relevance to many
people of faith: How would Jesus
vote?

It’s a complex topic that can’t be
boiled down to simple political
terms, said religious leaders who
attended a recent Texas Faith
Network conference in Austin.

James C. Moore, co-author of

“Bush’s Brain: How Karl Rove
Made George Bush Presidential,”
drew laughter and applause when
he offered his view to the moderate
to left-leaning crowd of about 250
clergy and lay leaders.

“If ever there were a bleeding-

heart liberal, it was Jesus Christ,”
Moore said at Congregation
Agudas Achim synagogue. ““I think
the carpenter from Galilee was the
original Democrat.”

Many at the conference voiced
concerns that the religious right
dominates discussions of faith and
morality in politics. They com-
plained that issues such as abortion
and gay marriage seem to take pri-
ority over hunger, corporate crime
and even‘the war in Iraq.

Some research has found that
white Christians who attend wor-
ship services at least once a week
are far more likely to vote
Republican, while less frequent
worshippers and those who are not
religious tend to lean Democratic.

Many analysts have criticized
Democrats for failing to more
effectively reach religious voters.

“The sound bites and the head-
lines have co-opted people
faith,” said the Rev. Tom Heger,
pastor of St. John's Presbyterian
Church in Manchaca,
Austin.

Conservative pastors such as
Jerry Falwell and Pat Robertson
“would have us believe that moral-
ity is all about where you stand on
abortion, how you treat homosexu-
als. | think that is simply wrong,”
said John D. Moyers, senior fellow
at the Washington-based Center for
American Progress.

The presidential race pits
President Bush, a Republican who
openly professes his evangelical
Christian beliefs, against
Democratic Sen. John Kerry of
Massachusetts, a Roman Catholic
who is more hesitant to discuss his

faith publicly.

The Rev. Timothy Tutt, pastor of
United Christian Church in Austin,
declined to say whom he will sup-
port in November, but balked at the
perception that Bush is the only
choice for people of faith.

Boston archdiocese forms committee to review closings

BOSTON (AP) — The Boston arch-
diocese is asking a panel of communi-
ty leaders to review its ongoing recon-
figuration, though the committee won't
revisit the sometimes bitter parish clos-
ings that have already occurred.

The eight-person committee formed
by Boston archbishop Sean O’Malley
will review procedures in hopes of
making improvements as the closings
continue.

To date, 28 parishes have closed.
Another 54 parishes are slated to shut
down under the massive consolidation,
which O'Malley has said is necessary
because of declining attendance and
financial woes.

Two churches have staged high pro-
file sit-ins rather than shut down — St.
Albert the Great in Weymouth and St.
Anselm in Sudbury. The new commit-

tee won’t address those situations,
though it hopes to learn from them,
said Peter Meade, the committee co-
chairman and an executive at Blue
Cross Blue Shield of Massachusetts.

“The churches that are closed, are
closed,” he said.

A spokesman for St. Albert’s said the
panel must have power to review past
decisions to close vibrant parishes, or
it’s meaningless.

“If this doesn’t include a review of
those parishes that have already been
closed then the process has no value
whatsoever,” Colin Riley said.

Mary Akoury, a longtime parish-
ioner at St. Albert’s, said O'Malley’s
move indicates the round-the-clock
vigils at the two parishes are exposing
a flawed reconfiguration process.

“They re not openly coming out and

saying the process was flawed but the
fact they’re starting to look at it means
there’s a part of them that may be
admitting that,” she said.

St. Albert’s, which parishioners have
occupied since Aug. 29, challenged the
archdiocese’s right to sell the building
in court, though a judge has rejected
their argument that the church
belonged to parishioners and not the
archdiocese. Church members said
they'd continue to press the case in
court, and have appealed to the
Vatican. St. Anselm’s has also appealed
to the Vatican.

Committee members were chosen by
early this week and the first meeting is

scheduled for next week. As yet, the

panel has no specific timeline to finish
its review or make recommendations,
Meade said.

Evangelical Lutherans sanction
church over gay ordination

MINNEAPOLIS (AP) An
Evangelical Lutheran congregation
that ordained an openly gay man two
months ago has been censured by its
supervising bishop.

Bishop Craig Johnson of the
Minneapolis Synod of the Evangelical
Lutheran Church in America sent a let-
ter last week to Bethany Lutheran
Church in Minneapolis “censuring and
admonishing™ the congregation for the
Aug. | installation of associate pastor
Jay Wiesner.

The denomination bars ordaining
gays unless they remain celibate.

Johnson said he had asked Bethany
Lutheran not to ordain Wiesner at least
until after the denomination had decid-
ed whether the gay ordination ban
should stand and whether the church

should bless same-sex couples.
Evangelical Lutherans were expected
to vote on those issues next year at
their churchwide assembly in Orlando,
Fla.

Johnson said he would not take any
disciplinary action until after that vote,
but he said the congregation had “will-
fully disregarded™ his request.

“You pre-empted the ELCA’s
process by your decision,” Johnson
wrote. “This has put ordained leaders
in our synod and the larger church in a
difficult position with their congrega-
tions. ,

“You have broken an important and
vital covenant with your fellow con-
gregations.” .

Wiesner, who previously was
Bethany’s pastoral minister for out-
reach, said he has received nothing but
“overwhelming support” from the

congregation since his ordination.
“There are many gay and lesbian
clergy who are unable to serve, and
many are doing so in the closet, which
is sad,” Wiesner said. “Bethany has |
come to a conclusion that they want to |
be a positive influence in this process, |
with the hopes that the ELCA will |
move forward.” ‘

South Carolina Methodists
welcome their 1st female bishop
COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — The
Rev. Mary Virginia Taylor has become
the first female bishop in the South
Carolina’s United Methodist Church.
While women have been ordained
for years, it is new for South Carolina
to have a woman in the leadership of
such a large denomination in the state.
About 248,000 Methodists worship in
1,331 churches in South Carolina.

British, U.S. military cannot confirm the report

DUBAI, United Arab
Emirates (AP) British
hostage Kenneth Bigley has
been killed by his captors in
Iraq. television stations in the
United Arab Emirates and
Britain reported Friday. The
Britain government and the
U.S. military in Iraq said they
could not confirm the report.

I'he head of news at Abu
Dhabi TV in the United Arab
Emirates, Nart Bouran, said
the report was based on
“informed  sources™  in
Baghdad, but he would not
comment when

I'he last direct word from
the hostage came Sept. 29,
when a video of a teartul
Bigley appeared on al-
Jazeera TV. Kneeling behind
bars, he claimed his captors
did not want to kill him and
he accused Blair of lying and
doing nothing to secure his
release.

Friday's Abu Dhabi TV
report came a day after Iraqi
Prime Minister Ayad Allawi
hinted there might be
progress in efforts to secure
Bigley’s releasc.

“There are certainly areas
which are quite good,”
Allawi told British
Broadcasting Corp. televi-
sion. “We are trying ‘very
hard. The situation is dynam-
ic. We don’t know whether it
will produce a good result.”

On Monday, Paul Bigley
had said he believed his
brother had been given to a
more moderate group in Iraq.
His comments came amid
media reports in Kuwait
claiming that the fundamen-
talist Tawhid and Jihad group
was considering selling the
hostage to another militant
group.

On Sept. . an Internet
posting claimed that the al-
Qaida-linked  group had
killed  Bigley.  Britain’s
Foreign Office described the
Web site where the claim
appeared as “discredited.”
