Lake McClellan left high and dry
O fficia ls h o p e  recen t ra in s w ill resto re  lo c a l lan dm ark  to  fo rm e r  glory'

Lake McClellan is a per­
fect example of what it’s like 
to “go through a dry spell."

Only a few small, isolated 
puddles remained before this 
past week’s rain, and wild 
turkeys have replaced fish as 
the denizens of the lake’s 
bed.

“It has been this dry 
before. McClellan has dried 
up completely dry. I his is the 
third time since the lake was 
constructed in 1940," said 
Ciray County Precinct 3 
Commissioner Gerald
Wright, in whose precinct the 
lake is located.

“The lake is dependent on 
rainfall and the McClellan 
Creek watershed. For the last 
four years, it has been dry in 
that area, with very little 
runoff," Wright said.

Diversion of water from 
the creek has had some 
impact on the lake’s '\.iter 
level in wet years, he said. 
The diversions, one managed 
by the United States 
Department ol Agriculture to 
control flooding, include one 
in Carson County and one 
north of Groom in Gray 
County, Wright said.

“The two closest water­
sheds probably hold some 
amount of water back, but 
right now the one in Carson 
C ounty has no water, and the 
one in Ciray C ounty is less 
than half full. If all the water 
was released from it, the 
water would be absorbed 
before making it to the lake,"

Wright said.
The lake is part of the 

Black Kettle and McClellan 
Creek National Grasslands, 
managed by the U.S. Forest 
Ser\ ice.

“,'\ couple of years ago, the

U.S. Forest Ser\ ice looked at 
drilling some water wells" to 
help maintain the lake's 
water level, Wright said.

“They did test wells, and 
discovered there was not 
enough ground w ater to justi­

fy drilling. .And it costs a 
tremendous amount of 
money to provide the energy 
to run one. You would need a 
large How of water 24 hours 
a day," he said.

Lack of rainfall is auura-

\ated b> othei envirunmental 
factors, too.

Students watch ‘Fahrenheit 
9/11’ at school; parent upset

BEALMON'l (AP) A 
Southeast Eexas businessman 
is upset that his son's English 
class watched Michael 
Moore's scathing dvK'iunentary 
on President Bush and his han­
dling ol events alter the terror­
ist attacks.

Michael Kurth. a veteran, 
said he vv as opposed to the film 
■‘I .ihrenheit 9 '11" ba.sed on its 
R rating and political partisan­
ship. I lis son Matthew, 17, said 
that he put his head on his desk 
and tried to sleep through it.

“It bothered me," he said.
Moore's condemnation of 

Bush's actions regarding the 
Sept. 11, 2001. attacks on the 
V\orld Erade Center and 
Pentagon became the first d(K'- 
umenlary to top the $100 mil­
lion mark domestically. In the 
film, Moore examines the 
Bush administration's alleged

financial ties to Saudi Arabia 
and the btn Laden family.

"It is spun to a very liberal 
viewpoint," the businessman 
said. "It is absolutely wrong 
for teachers to take a political 
position with some of these 
kids at legal voting age."

Michael Ryals, principal of 
Pathways L.eaming Center, 
said that he previewed part of 
the film before he allowed the 
teacher to show' it in class on 
Friday.

"1 didn’t hear anything that 
was offensive to me," he told 
the Beaumont Enterprise in 
Saturday's editions, adding 
that he did not know of the R 
rating.

Ryals said one student told 
him of another movie that 
takes an opposing view and he 
urged the student to bring it 
Monday for review to see if it

could be shown.
Pathways is an alternative 

school for students moved 
from their home campuses for 
disciplinary reasons. Kurth 
said his son is at the school for 
40 days after having too many 
tardies.

Beaumont Independent 
School District spokeswoman 
Jolene Ortego said she spoke 
to Kurth and assured him the 
matter would be addressed by 
Monday morning.

School board trustee John 
Williams said R-rated films 
should not be shown without 
parental consent.

Kurth, 39, said he watched it 
to see all sides and decided he 
did not want his family to see 
it, then was “livid" to hear that 
his son's cla.ss was viewing it 
weeks before the general elec­
tion.

Border agents detaining more illegal immigrant children
M PASO (AP) Dunia 

Harajuiia was 14 when she 
arrived in the United States 
illegallv without her parents, 
hoping to find work and go to 
school.

Slic crossed the nation's 
ScHithwest border at night 
with a group that was cap­
tured hv the U S. Border 
Patrol, and spent the next 10 
months in an Id Paso group 
home wondering whether 
she'd see her family in 
1 londuras again.

s a id  Barajona, now 19. “You 
get all confused. Sometimes 
vou're happv ;md sometimes 
vou're tired. ... \ ’ou change."

Barajona represents a 
growing number of Central 
.\menean children between 
the ages ol 10 and 17 caught

sneaking into the United 
States with smugglers who 
were hired by their parents. 
In most cases, they either are 
sent to find jobs and send 
money home, or are trying to 
rejoin their parents who 
already made the journey.

The federal Administration 
for Children and Families 
houses up to 800 illegal 
immigrant children a day in 
the Southwest, compared to 
600 children last year, said 
Wade Horn, Assistant 
Secretary for Children and 
Families. Most of the esti­
mated 8,000 children caught 
this year will be deported, he 
said.

Horn said the phenomenon 
largely is due to increased 
immigration enforcement in 
Arizona. This year, many of

the illegal immigrant chil­
dren were sent to El Paso, 
which increased its group 
home capacity to 106 beds.

During their stay at the 
group homes, children often 
receive health care for the 
first time. Some must be 
taught how to operate toilets 
and sinks because they have 
never seen indoor plumbing.

“They’re scared at first 
and then they see that we 
become a support system," 
said Ernesto Tapia, an assis­
tant director for Southwest 
Key, a nonprofit .Austin- 
based company that contracts 
with the federal government 
to care for the children in 
Texas, Arizona and 
California. “They say, M 
don't want to be here. 1 don’t 
want to be here.' But the day

But if you’re a professor at 
Benedict College and gave 
me that F, you’d be fired.

That’s exactly what hap­
pened to science professors 
Milw'ood Motley and Larry

college’s Success f:quals 
Frt'ort (SFL) policy. SFT: is a 
policy w here 60 percent of a 
freshman’s grade is based on 
efi’ort and the rest on aca­
demic perfomiancc. In a stu­
dent’s sophomore year, the 
formula drops to 50-50, and 
it isn’t used at all for junior 
and senior years. In defense 
of his policy, Benedict’s 
president. Dr. David H.

When the possible side 
effects take up too much 
space in the instructions 
even when printed in tiny 
type, a second opinion 
would probably be a good 
idea.

Unfortunately, we are 
mostly at the mercy of doc­
tors, many of whom, also 
unfortunately, are trained 
primarily to alleviate symp­
toms with drugs. Most doc­
tors get their information 
about drugs from drug sales­
people, and, of course, there 
is the pressure from their 
patients, driven by the multi- 
million-dollar advertising 
campaigns the drug compa­
nies run. We are a pill-pop­
ping nation, so there is no 
wonder that the so-called 
war against so-called illegal 
drugs has been a flaming 
failure.

Drugs approved for adult use 
administered to Medicaid kids

AUSTIN (AP) — Ihe statc-spoiisoivil hcaltli insurance 
system is pemiitting children enrolled in the program to 
get powerful mood-altcrmg drugs without a mental health 
diagnosis warranting their use. a new study-shows.

The study, conducted for the Texas Health and Human 
Serv'ices Commission, said 52 percent of the 12.lhX chil­
dren on Medicaid receiving antidepressants did not ha\e a 
diagnosis justifying the use ol the drugs.

Also, there were also no proper diagnoses m the case of 
47 percent of young patients reeeixing .mtipsyehoiics and 
in 2X percent of patients getting stimulants, according to 
the Texas Pediatric/.Adoleseent Drug Rexiew conducted 
for the state by ACS-Heritage.

"Initial studies with Paxil (paroxetine) and subsequent 
studies with other agents suggest that there appears to be 
an increased risk of suicidal thought and actions in chil­
dren who were prescribed antidepressant drinjs." said the 
study. “Although it is unclear whether antidepressants 
directly contribute to the emergence I't suicidal thinking 
and behavior, the FDA's actions are intended to highlight 
the need for careful monitoring of patients, particularly 
children and adolescents being treated with these drugs."

The study said almost 75 percent of the claims for anti­
depressants for the Te.xas children were tor drugs that the 
Food and Dnig Administratu'n warned last March can 
worsen depre.ssion and lead to.suiudal thoughts.

Although the FD.A has approved the antidepressants for 
use in adults, most have not been approved tor use in chil­
dren.

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M issing contractor’s family frustrated by lack o f information Comm

LUNLUKD, N.H. (AP) In the six 
months since truck driver William liradley 
disappeared in Iraq, his relatives say they’re 
frustrated by their countless efforts to find 
out what happened to him.

“1 haven’t heard one thing,” Bradley’s sis­
ter, Donna Cureton, said from her home in 
Carlsbad, N.M. ”My phone bill looks like the 
national debt, but nobody.will talk to you.”

Bradley, 50, of Chesterfield, went missing 
April 9, when insurgents attacked his fuel 
convoy outside Baghdad. Two others in the 
convoy — Army Spc. Keith M. Maupin of 
Ohio, and Timothy Bell of Mobile, Ala., who 
like Bradley worked for a subsidiary of ener­
gy giant Halliburton Co. — are also still 
missing.

Afghan opposition candidates 
claim they’U boycott elections

KABUL, Afghanistan 
(AP) — Afghanistan’s first 
direct presidential election 
was thrust into turmoil hours 
after it started Saturday 
when all 15 candidates chal­
lenging interim leader 
Hamid Karzai alleged fraud 
over the ink meant to ensure 
people voted only once and 
vowed to boycott the results.

But electoral officials 
rejected their demand that 
the vote be called off, saying 
an apparent mix-up with the 
ink was not severe enough to 
halt the historic vote. They 
said they would rule on the 
legitimacy of the vote later.

“The vote will continue 
because halting the vote at 
this stage is unjustified and 
would deny these people

their right to vote,” said Ray 
Kennedy, the vice-chairman 
of the joint U.N.-.Mghan 
electoral body, “ flicrc have 
been some techical problems 
but overall it has been safe 
and orderly.”

Election officials said 
workers at some voting sta­
tions mistakenly swapped 
the permanent ink meant to 
mark thumbs with normal 
ink meant for ballots, but 
insisted the problem w as 
caught quickly.

The opposition candi­
dates, meeting at the house 
of Uzbek candidate Abdul 
Satar Sirat, had signed a 
petition saying thev would 
not recognize the results of 
the vote, saying the glitches 
opened the way for vv idc-

spread fraud.
“ loday’s election is not a 

legitimate election. It should 
be stopped and we don’t rec­
ognize the results.” said 
Sirat. who is an ex-aide to 
Afghanistan’s last king and a 
minor candidate who was 
given little chance o f win­
ning.

U.N. spokesman Manoel 
de .Almeida e Silva had .said 
earlier that the pri'blems 
were not as pervasive as the 
opposition claimed.

Behringer and Bradley met in 1995. 
Although they split in 2001, Behringer said 
the two stayed in touch, even after he moved 
to New Hampshire and began another rela­
tionship.

Behringer also said calls she made to get 
updates on the search were useless.

“Nobody says anything, nobody knows 
anything and that’s including Halliburton and 
the Army and the Department of Defense,” 
she said. “They say they’re looking for him 
but they won’t say where.”

This is little comfort to Wilma Procter, 
Bradley’s girlfriend. "1 check vyith them all 
the time. So far there is no official military 
report on him,” she said. “I am aware of 
every single day that I do not speak with 
him.”

Those close to Bradley say^the combina­
tion of no news and video of hostage behead­
ings has them wishing for closure.

“1 get really antsv when they go to show­
ing these guys getting their heads chopped 
off,” Cureton said. She believes her brother is 
dead, even though his body has not been 
found.

"You get a little feeling,” she said. “I’m 
hoping I’m wrong.”

Hundreds get 
hepatitis A shots in 
Deaf Smith County

HEREFORD (AP) — 
More than 1,600 people in 
Deaf Smith County received 
hepatitis A shots this week 
after health officials discov­
ered several cases of the ill­
ness; incTading a fast-food 
restaurant employee.

State Health Department 
workers alerted the public 
and urged residents to get 
the vaccine if they had eaten 
at the Hereford restaurant on 
a few days in September, the 
Hereford Brand reported.

Health officials adminis­
tered the immune globulin 
shots Wednesday and 
Thursday which was the last 
day the vaccine would have 
been effective in preventing 
the illness, said Dr. Connie 
Lindley, an epidemiologist. 
Such shots must be given 
within 14 days of exposure, 
Lindley .said.

Hepatitis A is generally 
spread when someone eats 
or drinks something contam­
inated by an infected person.

Symptoms include fever, 
fatigue, loss of appetite, nau­
sea, vomiting and abdominal 
discomfort. Jaundice, a yel­
lowing of the skin and eyes, 
may occur after symptoms 
appear.

September Texas cattle on feed 
down slightly from last year

AUSTIN — Cattle and 
calves on feed for slaughter 
market in Texas feedlots with 
capacity of 1,000 head or 
more totaled 2.67 million 
head on Sept. 1, down 1 per­
cent from a year ago.

According to the monthly 
report released by the Texas 
Agricultural Statistics 
Service, the estimate was 
unchanged from the Aug. 1 
level.

Producers placed 530,000 
head in commercial feedlots 
during August, down 13 per­
cent from a year ago, but Up 
34 percent from the July 
2004 total.

Texas commercial feeders 
marketed 520,000 head dur­
ing August, down 10 percent

from last year but up 11 per­
cent from the July 2004 total.

On Sept. 1, there were 2.21 
million head of cattle and 
calves on feed in the 
Northern High Plains, 83 
percent of the state’s total.

The number on feed across 
the area was down 1 percent 
from last year, and down 
slightly from the August 
total.

August placements in the 
Northern High Plains totaled
447.000 head, up 35 percent 
from the July total. 
Marketings were up 12 per­
cent from last month to
440.000 head.

Cattle and calves on feed 
for slaughter market in the 
United States in feedlots with

a capacity of 1,000 head or 
more totaled 9.97 million 
head on Sept. 1, 2004. This 
inventory was 1 percent 
above September 1, 2003.

Placements in feedlots 
during August totaled 2.10 
million head, 12 percent 
below August 2003.

August placements of cat­
tle and calves weighing less 
than 600 pounds totaled
506.000 head; 600-699 
pounds totaled 413,000 head; 
700-799 pounds totaled
565.000 head; 800 pounds 
and greater totaled 615,000 
head. Marketings of fed cat­
tle during August totaled 
1.92 million head, 7 percent 
below 2003.

Al-Qaida suspected in suicide attacks at resorts in Egypt
TABA, Egypt (AP) — A few dozen 

Bedouin tribesmen have been detained on 
suspicion they supplied the explosives for 
coordinated car bombings at two Egyptian 
resorts that killed at least 33 people, most of 
them Israelis, otTicials said Saturday.

Israel’s counter-terrorism chief, mean­
while, urged Israeli tourists still in Egypt to 
return home immediately, saying they were 
in danger.

At the Taba Hilton, scene of the deadliest 
blast, investigators searched for clues to the 
identities of the attackers. Israeli officials 
have said they believed the al-Qaida terror 
network most likely was behind the attack, 
while Egyptian otTicials said it was too early 
to point to suspects.

Fingerprints were lifted from the car used

in the Hilton bomb, which consisted of 440 
pounds of explosives, and DNA samples 
were taken from body parts found nearby to 
determine whether suicide bombers drove the 
vehicle.

Investigators also were doing “dust analy­
sis” to determine exactly what sort of explo­
sives were used, an Egyptian investigator 
said on condition of anonymity.

Security officials said several dozen 
Bedouin tribesmen were being questioned 
about suspicions they provided explosives to 
the attackers. A senior police official, speak­
ing on condition of anonymity, said later that 
20 people were being held, some of them 
quarry workers who presumably had access 
to explosives.

Three car bombs exploded Thursday night.

one at the Taba Hilton just south of the 
Egypt-lsrael border and two at a bungalow 
beach camp farther south along the Red Sea 
coast.

Egyptian and Israeli crews used Jackham­
mers, dogs and their bare hands to search the 
blood-stained hotel wreckage Saturday. Trees 
around the hotel were filled with the bodies 
of charred birds.

Three bodies, including a toddler, were 
pulled from the rubble, bringing the death toll 
to 33, the Israeli military said. Col. (iideon 
Bar-on, a member of the Israeli army rescue 
unit, said five to 10 bodies were still in the 
rubble. More than 100 people were injured, 
including two people who work at the U.S. 
Embassy in Israel.

The head of Israel’s Shin Bet security serv -

ice, Avi Dichter, toured the scene of the hotel 
explosion Saturday and met with Egyptian 
security officials.

Dan Arditi, head of Israel’s counter-terror­
ism agency, said Saturday that Israeli tourists 
in the Sinai Peninsula were still in danger and 
urged them to come home immediately. 
Thursday's attacks “don't lessen, even in the 
slightest, the risk that this will happen again,” 
he told Israel Radio.

A month ago the agency urged Israelis to 
stay out of Sinai, saying it had concrete warn­
ings about plans for a terror attack.

Israel’s government had never before 
issued such a severe travel advisory, but 
thousands of Israelis ignored it and spent the 
Jewish holiday period, which began in mid- 
September, in Sinai resorts. —

Graffiti artists help rub out vandalism
INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — 

His nose just inches from the 
wall. Brad Warner cocks his 
head and presses the nozzle 
on a can of spray paint, tak­
ing aim at the wall in front of 
him. With each precise burst, 
the feathers of a giant bird 
emerge, covering jumbles of 
thick, black lines left by pre­
vious painters.

Like those leaving their 
tags, or calling cards, Warner 
is a graflfitist. But in Broad 
Ripple, a trendy village on 
the north side of Indianapolis, 
Warner and his paint are wel­
come guests.'

Warner has joined a new 
wave of graffiti writers who 
have taken their once-illegal 
work and put it to positive 
use, creating murals to deter 
unsightly assaults pn build­
ings and along freeways.

Their efforts are turning up 
from California to Indiana as 
communities struggle to keep 
graffiti at bay without break­
ing the bank.

Graffiti Hurts, a national 
graffiti education program 
run by the nonprofit organi­
zation Keep America
Beautiful, estimates the 
United States spends $12 bil­
lion a year to remove illegal 
graffiti. Los Angeles

accounts for about $55 mil­
lion of that, but smaller cities 
also feel the sting. Baltimore 
spends about $350,000 on 
graffiti cleanup each year, 
while the tab comes to nearly 
$250,000 in Madison, Wis, 

Murals offer a solution that 
is both cost-effective and 
long-lasting, proponents say. 
Artists and businesses often 
donate talent and supplies, 
and graffiti writers tend to 
avoid newly _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _

But 
with age, Juarez’s reputation 
as a tagger became less 
important than his reputation 
as an artist.

Now, whaC began as an 
illegal hobby has evolved 
into a successful business for

__  Juarez, 33, and
two friends, 
who in March 
took their two- 
year-old art 
studio public 
with the goal 
of promoting 
graffiti as a 
legitimate art.

“We have so 
much love and

acknowledged that tagging 
was having a negative eft'ect 
on our art form,” Juarez said.

His CISA Studio, in 
Hammond, Ind., works on 
commission, creating prima­
rily graffiti-influenced signs, 
art and advertising.

He said he and his part­
ners, Marco “Buster” Salazar 
and Felix “Flex” Maldonado, 
make an average of $35,000 
each annually.

“We’re not buying Harleys 
and speedboats, but Tm pay­
ing my mortgage and I’m 
driving around in an SUV," 
Juarez said.

Matthew Lawrence, 27, is 
following a similar path.

Lawrence was arrested in 
1996 while painting an 
underpass in Indianapolis. 
Afterward, he decided that if 
he wanted to continue writing 
graffiti, he'd have to find a 
way to do it legitimately.

"You can only buck the 
system for so long,” he said.

Lawrence founded the 
Transglobal Urban Art 
Project in 1999 in hopes of 
educating the public about 
graffiti. But once he recog­
nized that he could make 
money writing graffiti, he 
and his partners renamed 
their group the Urban Artist 
Network and began seeking 
contract work.

Lawrence now works on 
commi.ssion. He also donates 
his time,' designing murals 
like one that took shape over 
l.abor Day weekend in Broad 
Ripple.

She was 
angry that she had been 
placed in the treatment pro­
gram and resented all help, 
saying she preferred being 
with her friends, who were 
drug users and involved in a 
gang.

She had been in thc pro­
gram approximately three

of being di.seharged unsuc­
cessfully, when she apolo­
gized to the residents and 
staff for her behavior and 
w anted to start anew in work­
ing the program. She became 
very eoop'erative and open 
with everyone; her grades 
improv ed and she adv ised her 
counselor of new treatment 
goals, that she wanted to 
remain drug-free, finish high 
school and also go to college.

After about eitiht months,

she was successfully dis­
charged from the program in 
March 2004. Her counselor 
continues to do follow-ups on 
her and is receiv ing positive 
reports from her probation 
oftleer as well as family 
members. Beth is drug-free, 
attends school, making pass­
ing grades.

She and her family contin­
ue to attend family counsel­
ing sessions to strengthen the 
family relationship.

Accreditation of Healthcare 
Organizations said in an alert 
sent to the 4,57.9 hospitals it 
monitors nationwide.

The sensation is described 
by some as being like 
"entombed in a corpse.”

"Some patient.s describe 
these occurrences as their 
“worst hospital experience,' 
and some determine to never 
again undergo surgery,” 
JCAHO said.

Dr. Dennis O'Leary, the 
commission's president, .said 
patients who might wake up 
during an operation should 
be warned, and all general 
anesthesia patients should be 
monitored and asked about 
any awareness during sur­
gery. He said patients who 
suffer such an experience 
deserve an apology and 
should be oU'ered counseling 
if needed.

"When a patient says, ‘1 
was awake during surgery,'

blowyou don't laugh and 
them olT' — which some­
times is the response, . 
O ’Leary said.

Carol Weihrer, who 
runs a patient advocacy 
group called the 
Anesthesia Awareness 
Campaign, said none of 
those actions were 
taken before or after a 
1998 operation in 
which her diseased 
right eyeball was surgi­
cally removed.

"1 felt the pulling 
and tugging and the pressure 
of the cutting while the sur­
geon was instructing the resi­
dent to cut deeper and pull 
harder,” said Weihrer, 5.C of 
Reston, Va.

Weihrer said she is delight­
ed with JCAHO’s alert;

"I'm  hoping that the 
impact will be that this will 
finally come to a head in the 
professional community" and

help prevent other cases, she 
said.

JCAHO's recommenda­
tions could eventually
become accreditation
requirements, O'Leary said. 
That would mean that hospi­
tals that fail to act could risk 
losing accreditation, along 
with federal dollars and pres­
tige.

Anesthesia awareness has 
been known to happen during 
some heart, emergency

obstetric and trauma opera­
tions in which patients might 
____ be too ill to get heavy 

doses of anesthetic 
drugs.

Patients often do 
not become fully 
conscious but report 
hearing doctors’ con­
versations or feeling 
unable to breathe. 
Because of the rou­
tine use of paralytic 
drugs during general 
anesthesia, patients 
often are unable to 

alert the surgeons.
Using shorter-acting intra­

venous drugs rather than 
inhaled anesthesia can lead to 
patients’ gaining conscious­
ness on the operating table. 
So can decreasing the drug 
dose too soon after surgery to 
get patients in and out of the 
operating room more quickly, 
JCAHO said.

Some doctors favor the

shorter-acting IV anesthetics 
because they allow patients 
to become alert more quickly 
after an operation, with fewer 
side effects, said Dr. 
Asokumar Buvanendran, an 
anesthesiologist at Rush 
University Medical Center in 
Chicago.

Dr. Roger Litwiller, presi­
dent of the American Society 
o f Anesthesiologists, said 
JCAHO’s alert wiJJ help raise 
awareness about the problem, 
which he called uncommon 
but still a concern.

"If it happens to one 
patient and it’s something we 
can prevent, that’s one 
patient too many,” he said.

America on the Move has 
spread from its Colorado ori­
gins to chapters in 20 states 
with more than 300,000 reg­
istered participants. The non­
profit program also is gather­
ing some big-name corporate 
and medical partners, includ­

ing the Mayo Clinic and 
American Academy of 
family Physicians.

It's example of how 
hungry people are for an easy 
solution to the nation’s 
fastest grow ing health issue.

"You can’t Just tell people 
to triple their physical activi­
ty overnight,” said Hill, who 
is aiming for 1 million partic­
ipants. “You have to make 
small changes or they will 
fail.”

Hill published his first 
research paper in the Journal 
o f Physical Review and 
Health, a small quarterly 
journal launched in January 
by leading researchers in 
obesity and exercise science.

The study used pedome­
ters to track physical activity 
over a 14-week period of 298 
people at their jobs and more 
than 100 worshippers at 
churches in Denver.

In both groups, about half 
of the people who reported 
their daily activity, increased 
their steps by 2,000 or more 
steps, which translates to

burning 80-100 extra calo­
ries.

The study’s initial phase 
did not measure participants’ 
weight gain or loss. Nor did it 
include a control group with 
people who didn’t take part 
in the pedometer program. 
That will come later.

Many participants did not 
consistently track and report 
their walking during the 14- 
week period, 
leading to data

increase total physical activi­
ty-’

Other researchers believe 
obesity has more to do with 
an individual’s metabolism, 
as well as the body’s 
ingrained tendency since pre­
historic times to survive 
famine by storing fat and 
conserving energy. Many 
experiments are trying to find 
drugs to effectively curb the

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Flu vaccine shortage creates dem and for alternatives
LUBBOCK -  It’s all over the 

news. Television reporters, radio 
announcers and newspapers are 
warning of a shortage of flu vac­
cine, just as flu season arrives.

On Tuesday, Oct. 5, the 
Washington Associated Press 
announced, “America’s supply of 
tlu vaccine was abruptly cut in half 
this week, prompting the govern­
ment to ask most healthy adults to 
delay or skip flu shots so that the 
elderly and others most at risk from 
influenza can get scarce supplies.” 

For more than 30 to 60 million 
Americans who contract the illness 
each year, that’s not good news.

Dr. Malouf Abraham of 
Canadian, Texas, offers a homeo­
pathic remedy “Immuna-flu.”

While it is not the best alternative 
for those elderly and others at high 
risk for the flu, according to a press

“1 
created Immuna-flu to balance us 
naturally as we combat this sea­
son’s bout.”

Dr. Abraham is also the inventor

of Allemon, a natural, homeopathic 
and non-prescription allergy relief 

remedy that uses

tem to fight 
allergies.

“A lot of peo­
ple take too 
much medi­
cine,” Abraham 
said. “Most 
medicines are 
chemicals and 
they have a lot 
of side effects.

Dr. Abraham explains that he 
began his quest after being drafted 
out of medical school into the U.S.

Air Force during thè Vietnam War. 
He was assigned to treat allergies of 
military personnel coming back 
from the jungles of Vietnam, many 
of whom were suffering from 
extreme allergic reactions. He 
observed that traditional treatments 
being prescribed were often acting 
more as a Band-Aid than as a cure. 
He also witnessed that his patients 
were suffering from multiple side 
effects of chemical-based medi­
cines.

After thinking of a way to make 
the medicine much milder and more 
effective. Dr. Abraham said he 
began concocting vaccines that 
treated not just the specific allergen, 
but also built-up immunities.

His allergy shots produced 
remarkable results, he said, that 
ultimately led to a 30-year career in 
private practice in Canadian.

During that time, 46,000 people 
traveled from around the country to 
the Panhandle community for treat­
ment.

After his retirement in 2001, his 
patients continued to request p re­
scriptions for Dr. Abraham’s allergy 
shots.

He began to research the latest 
advancements in natural treatments 
and worked with a small laboratory 
in southern Indiana to create the 
homeopathic formula.

To find valuable stem cells, some scientists focus on fat

Dr. Robert Ersek, a 66-year-old plastic 
surgeon, invited reporters to his Texas oper­
ating room recently and, in front of their 
cameras, proceeded to liposuction himself.

After numbing the skin near his navel, he 
slipped in a hollow tube about a quarter-inch 
wide and moved it back and forth until it had 
sucked out about half a pound of fat.

Ersek’s office throws away tons of lipo- 
suctioned fat every year. But he shipped his 
own to a California company for processing 
and long-term storage of some of the cells 
from that fat.

Why did he do that? It turns out the type 
of cell being stored for Ersek is medically 
promising. In fact, an international group of 
scientists is meeting this week in Pittsburgh 
to discuss its potential.

Medical value? In fat? The waist product

most people want to get rid of.’  ̂ ,
It’s true. As members of the fledgling 

International Fat Applied Technology 
Society will discuss at their meeting, fat is a 
little-discussed source of stem cells, those 
versatile biological building blocks that can 
morph into a variety of tissues. Fat-derived 
stem cells, researchers say, might someday 
provide replacement tissue for treating such 
conditions as Parkinson’s disease, heart 
attacks, heart failure and bone defects.

“We’re trying to make fat do good,” says 
IFATS president Dr. J. Peter Rubin, assistant 
professor of plastic and reconstructive sur­
gery at the University of Pittsburgh School 
of Medicine.

The fat-derived cells, which are being 
studied by relatively few labs, aren’t the 
ones that store fat. Instead, they’re found in 
between fat-storing cells. They’re an exam­
ple of so-called “adult” stem cells, different 
from the controversial embryonic stem cells.

When stem cells are taken from an 
embryo, the embryo fe destroyed. That’s 
abhorrent to people who consider an embryo 
to be developing human life. President Bush 
has restricted federal money for research 
into embryonic stem cells, a step that 
Democratic presidential nominee John 
Kerry has said he will reverse if elected.

Some who oppose research into embryon­
ic stem cells champion the cause of adult 
stem cells, which are found in bone marrow 
and elsewhere and theoretically could be 
taken from the very people who will be 
treated with them. In recent years, scientists 
have found evidence that adult cells can turn 
into a wide variety of cell types.

While such studies have focused largely 
on cells from marrow, fat has “certainly 
been overlooked as a potential source of 
stem cells,” says Dr. Adam Katz, a plastic 
surgeon who studies the fat-derived cells at 
the University of Virginia. Actually, it’s

probably the most practical source, he said.
Why?
Fat is plentiful and researchers say it’s 

easy to harvest — much easier than marrow, 
for example. Just about everybody, even 
slender people, carries enough to yield a 
good supply of cells for their own treatment. 
Fat produces so many stem cells that there’s 
no time-consuming need to grow more of 
them in the lab. Giving up some fat isn’t 
likely to be medically dangerous. And after 
all, who’d object?

“This is the only stem cell that people will 
pay you to take out of them,” says Kevin 
Lee, chair of the neuroscience department at 
the University of Virginia.

While Ersek’s self-liposuction was meant 
to publicize the idea of banking one’s own 
fat-derived cells for future use, researchers 
say doctors may one day remove fat right 
when the cells are needed.

IRVING, Texas (AP) — Tom 
Coughlin made quite an impression on 
Bill Parcells during the three years 
they worked together with the New 
York Giants.

Put it this way: Parcells thinks so 
highly of his former assistant that after 
taking over the Cowboys, he let the 
recently unemployed Coughlin know a 
spot was always waiting for him m 
Dallas.

“Whatever he wanted to do, 1 would 
have done,” Parcells said. “I told him 
he cou'd have a job as long as I’m 
alive.”

Well, Coughlin is coming to work at 
Texas Stadium this Sunday, but it 
won’t be for Parcells. He’ll 1^ against 
him, guiding the New York Giants as 
they try continuing their surprising 
early-season surge — one that’s simi­
lar to the quick strides Dallas made last 
season under Parcells.

Parcells’ reputation drew immediate

respect from his players and led to 
immediate results. After an opening 
loss, the Cowboys won five straight, 
matching their win total from each of 
the previous three seasons, and he led 
them into the playoffs.

Coughlin missed out on the immedi­
ate respect part, instead getting grief 
for his whip-cracking ways. Three 
straight wins since losing the opener 
has changed that. It’s hard to complain 
when you’re winning, and the Giants 
need just one more to match last sea­
son’s total.

Parcells isn’t surprised — about 
Coughlin’s strictness (“I knew Tom 
was going to come in and try to estab­
lish law and order,” he said), the back­
lash or even the fast payoff.

“I got an e-mail from my younger 
brother ... (that) said, ‘Could you 
im ag ine 'the  nerve o f that Tom 
Coughlin not wanting to be 4-12

astute,” Parcells said. “Something has 
to change, you know, and sometimes 
the seas can be a little turbulent while 
there is change going on. And that’s 
OK.”

New York’s newfound discipline is 
evident in turnovers, fhe (Hants have 
the most takeaways in the NFL and 
among the fewest giveaways. Their 
differential of plus-10 is two better 
than anyone else.

The biggest key is Tiki Barber has 
yet to fumble and is the league leader 
in all-purpose yards and second in 
yards rushing. He’s done it with a new 
grip Coughlin taught him.

Protecting the ball is a staple of 
Coughlin’s career. Only three teams 
have had more games than giveaways 
and Coughlin was with two: the 2002 
Jaguars and the 1990 Giants, who were 
coached by Parcells.

HOUSTON (AP) — On an other­

wise blank bulletin board in the small 
foyer of the Houston Texans’ locker 
room is a picture of Randy Moss.

The heavily stubbled Moss has his 
tattooed arms folded across his chest 
with a smirk on his lips and a scowl on 
his face. The Minnesota Vikings’ star 
receiver is all but sneering at the cam­
era.

Scrawled above the picture with a 
pink marker is an unnerving reminder, 
clearly for the benefit of Texans rook­
ie comerback Dunta Robinson: “Boss 
Moss: When I put the hand in the air, 
you better be scared.”

No one took credit for the peculiar 
motivational ploy, leaving the work 
unsigned.

Robinson chuckled softly, if not 
uncomfortably. He realizes the chal­
lenge of covering Moss when the 
Vikings meet the Texans on Sunday 
will be no laughing matter.

“He’s one of a kind. He’s a freak,” 
Robinson said. “Everything Moss 
does is amazing, but you can’t be mes­
merized by that. You just got to go but 
and play football.”

Robinson and the Houston second­
ary can almost certainly expect to see 
a few more pass attempts to Moss 
from quarterback Daunte Culpepper 
this week. The Vikings (2-1 ) will have 
little choice because they’re extremely 
thin at running back.

Michael Bennett is rehabilitating his 
surgically repaired right knee, 
Onterrio Smith has begun a four-game 
suspension and Moe Williams is 
recovering from a strained left calf. 
That leaves only rookie Mewelde 
Moore, who has one carry and two 
receptions in his short career, and first- 
year running back Larry Ned.

Only particularly observant NFL 
fans or fantasy football nuts will be 
able to go more than a few handoffs

without glancing down at Minnesota’s 
roster.

“I have plenty of backs,” Vikings 
coach Mike Tice said. “I think we all 
saw a little bit of glimmer of (Moore) 
in preseason and (Ned) and saw that 
both these guys can carry the rock.”

The Texans (2-2) have already gone 
deep into their pool of running backs 
because of injuries, getting 105 yards 
and a touchdown from third-stringer 
Jonathan Wells in a win over the 
Raiders last week.

Wells will probably carry the load 
again with tailbacks Domanick Davis 
(ankle) and Tony Hollings (knee) still 
recovering from injuries. That should 
be no big deal for the Texans, who 
relied heavily on the 6-foot-1, 252- 
pound Wells in their expansion season 
two years ago.

The league's punishment 
will sideline Lewis for the 
Oct. 24 game against 
Buffalo and the Oct. 31 
game at Philadelphia, the 
team sources, which were 
not identified, said 
Thursday night.

“I made a mistake four 
years ago, when 1 was 20 
years old, that 1 am paying 
heavily for,” Lewis said 
outside the courthouse after 
his plea. “It’s a difficult 
time for me. My family and 
friends were hurt more.”

Sentencing was set for 
Jan. 26. The Super Bowl is 
Feb. 6.

Lewis, 25, pleaded guilty 
to a crime he committed 
more than four years ago. 
Under the plea agreement, 
which includes an addition­
al two months in a halfway 
house and 500 hours of 
community service, drug 
conspiracy and attempted 
cocaine pos.session charges 
will be dropped.

tence under federal guide­

AUSTIN -  The 2004 

Texas winter wheat produc­
tion is estimated at 108..  ̂
million bushels, up 12 per­
cent from last year and 30 
percent higher than 2002.

WTAMU professor 
helps lead effort to 
revise scorpion data

CANYON — North America is literally crawling with 
scorpions, those long-tailed arachnids with the venomous 
sting. Unfortunately, many species have never been scientifi­
cally classified, while others have been classified inaccurate­
ly-

Scorpion expert Dr. David Sissom, professor of biology at 
West Texas A&M University, and some colleagues intend to 
close the gaps in scorpion knowledge and rectify the inaccu­
racies during a four-year, federally funded undertaking that 
will span North America.

Sissom and Dr. Lorenzo Prendini, a curator of arachnology 
at the American Museum of Natural History, are the principal 
investigators on a grant proposal that was approved in August 
by the National Science Foundation. The $414,500 award will 
enable Sissom, Prendini, four additional collaborating scien­
tists, a Ph.D. candidate from Mexico and some graduate and 
undergraduate students to reclassify what Sissom refers to, 
from an evolutionary perspective, as the most important fam­
ily of scorpions in North America -  the family Vaejovidae 
(vuh-JO-vid-ee).

America, yet we know very 
little about them,” Sissom 
said. “We’ll be overhauling 
the classification system and 
trying to find out what the 
proper groups -  the genera -  
are. This is a family of scorpi­
ons that probably has about 
300 species, yet only about 
150 species in 10 genera have 
been described.

“This will be the first major
effort to revise a scorpion fam- ----------.................
ily in North America and, hopefully, it will be a springboard 
to the revision of other groups.”

Vaejovids are found in nearly every habitat and only in 
North and Central America, from northwestern Canada to 
Guatemala. Sissom’s portion of the research will take him pri­
marily to northern Mexico, where he plans to make at least 
four trips with students from West Texas A&M. Those stu­
dents will receive stipends along with valuable biological 
field experience.

Prendini will impact the collaboration through his expertise 
in computer-generated phylogeny and DNA analysis, which 
will be critical in producing an accurate classification. Using 
results generated by their research, the team plans to develop 
a searchable specimen database for public consumption.

The American Museum of History will serve as the lead 
institution for the life of the grant.

Sissom said vaejovids are not important medically; rather, 
their impact is ecological. They are important predators of 
insects and other arthropods and can occur in very high pop­
ulation densities.

Scorpion communities in North America typically contain 
3-9 species, and 70-90 percent of those species are vaejovids, 
he said.

Considered one' of the 

more progressive artists of 
the Santa Fe art colony, Mruk 
(1895-1942) moved to New 
Mexico in 1919. A native of 
Buffalo, N.Y., Mruk studied 
at Buffalo’s Albright School 
of Art and took private les­
sons along with his friend 
Jozef Bakos from landscape 
painter John Thompson.

When Thompson married 
and moved to Colorado, 
Mruk and Bakos followed in 
19I8.

Mruk and Bakos painted 
plein air landscapes on Elk 
Creek, west of Denver. The 
following year Mruk moved 
to Taos for a year, before set­
tling in the Santa Fe/Las 
.Alamos area in 1920.

He drew political cartoons 
for The Santa Fe New 
Mexican newspaper, and he 
and Bakos worked as forest 
rangers for the United States 
Park Service at Rito de los 
Frijoles Canyon (now 
Bandelier National
Monument.)

The next year Mruk Joined 
four other younger Santa Fe 
artists, Bakos, Fremont,

Shuster to form The Five 
Painters. They exhibited at 
Santa Fe, Los Angeles, El 
Paso and in the Midwest 
before disbanding in 1926.

Mruk was also a member 
of “The New Mexico 
Painters," comprised of eight 
of the more progressive 
artists in Santa Fe and Taos. 
This group exhibited togeth­
er until 1927 with venues 
including the Art Institute of 
Chicago and the Denver Art 
Museum although Mruk 
moved back to New York in 
1925.

Mruk returned to Denver 
but settled permanently in 
Buffalo by 1930. He battled 
alcoholism throughout his 
life and died of pneumonia 
while working as a night 
watchman.

Because of fire at his cabin 
in Frijoles Canyon in the 
1920s and the discarding of 
much of his work by his fam­
ily in Buffalo following his 
death, Mruk’s work is 
extremely rare. A news 
release from PPHM says 
Mruk expert Stanley Cuba of 
Denver, reports “Future 
City" is an e.xcellent example 
of the painter's work, depict­
ing his idealized version of a 
developing city in the 
American West.
