Sessions counts on 
conservative record

DALLAS (AP) —  His 
opponent says he’s on the 
fm g e  and Republican 
Pete Sessions doesn’t nec­
essarily disa^ee.

He calls himself one o f  
the most conservative 
members o f Congress and 
he’s even been known to 
oppxise President Bush — 
he voted against the No 
Child Left Behind Act —  
if it means staying true to 
his conservative princi­
ples.

Prison farms may 
become obsolete

HOUSTON (AP) — 
Texas criminal justice 
officials dealing with a 
shrinking budget and a 
growing prison population 
are conducting a test to 
see if getting meals from 
an outside company can 
save money.

The decision could 
affect the prison farm sys­
tem and its Buffalo Ranch 
in Burleson County, Texas 
Department o f Criminal 
Justice officials said.

State-owned prison 
farms have historically 
provided much o f the food 
for TDCJ’s 150,000 
inmates.

However, in a yearlong 
test under way at the 
1,166-bed Hamilton Unit 
in Bryan, food-industrv 
giant Aramark is provid­
ing meals at a daily cost of 
$2.43 per prisoner, TDCJ 
spokesman Mike Viesca 
said in Sunday’s editions 
o f the Houston Chronicle.

That’s 17 cents pier 
inmate less than the TDCJ 
currently spiends to feed 
an offender, even though 
the jirison system has, in 
addition to Buffalo Ranch, 
another 139,000 acres of 
farms and ranches across 
the state.

Officials say if tfutf 17- 
cent difference could be 
muitipUed ^  the state's 
estimated 15(J,0(X) convicts, 
systemwide savings would 
top $9 million a year.

WASHINUTON (AP) The .Senate, 
after a weekend of behind-the-scenes nego­
tiations, struck a deal to allow passage of a 
sweeping corporate tax bill and spending 
measures for disaster relief and homeland 
security.

The agreement clears the way for the 
Senate to adjourn on Monday and hit the 
campaign trail following the lead of the 
House, which left town on Saturday until 
after the Nov. 2 elections.

T he Senate's adjournment had been held 
up by Sens. Mary Landrieu, D-La.; Tom 
Harkin, D-lovva. and Fidward Kennedy, D- 
Mass., to protect measures that had been 
left out of the corporate tax bill, and in 
Flarkin's case a cut in spending for a farm 
conservation program.

in the settlement, the three senators will 
get mostly symbolic votes in which the 
Senate will reatfinn positions it has taken 
in the past, but whicli have been opposed 
by House Republican leaders.

Majority Leader Bill Frist, R-Tenn., 
announced the deal late Sunday night, after

the Senate had been in session through the 
weekend as leaders of both parties tried to 
work out some sort of compromise. 
Minority Leader lorri Daschle, D-S.D., 
acknowledged that tempers had frayed, 
saying “this has been a very difficult and 
trying time for the entire Senate.”

The objections of Landrieu, a strong 
defender of the military, had held up a vote 
on one of the biggest bills to move through 
this soon-to-end session of Congress a 
sweeping overhaul of corporate taxes w ith 
some $136 billion in tax breaks for manu 
facturers and others.

The agreement called for the Senate on 
Monday to vote first on the corporate tax 
bill. This would be followed bv votes on a 
$33 billion measure to fund Homeland 
Security Department programs and a 
spending bill that includes $14.5 billton in 
relief for hurricane v ictims and Plains tann­
ers suffering from years of drought.

Harkin held up action on the hurricane 
aid, attached to a $10 billion military con-

Smokey Bear balloon hits tower at fiesta

As I expected, after writ­
ing about the House of 
Representatives passing a 
bill to prohibit federal courts 
from hearing eases challeng­
ing the words “under God” 
in the Pledge of Alliance, 
I’ve listened to several peo­
ple attack the godless courts 
of this nation for making 
law.

Actually, that’s what 
they’re supposed to do. They 
interpret the statutes passed 
by legislators and hold them 
up to scrutiny in comparison 
to the United States 
Constitution.

That 
is, the nine members of 
Supreme Court can’t agree 
unanimously on a case.

In that situation, it takes 
only one Justice to change 
his or her vote and the entire 
precedent changes.

Association fosters awareness o f epilepsy
This article is one in a 

series o f  articles o f  profiles 
on the agencies and organi­
zations supported by Pampa 
United Way. This informa­

paign.

The mission of High 
Plains Epilepsy Association, 
a United Way Agency, is to 
further the understanding 
and the acceptance of indi­
viduals with epilepsy.

Eleven-year-old Brian 
McDaniel experiences 
seizures. Some o f his imagi­
nary childhood peers are 
afraid of him. Others fear 
that the 11 year old (actually 
a three-foot puppet) is going 
to die. Still others sity that 
Brian is crazy, according to 
scripts from a “Kids on the 
Block’’ puppet program 
designed to educate chil­
dren, ages K-5, about 
epilepsy.

In reality, Brian has 
epilepsy. This format is used 
to educate school age chil­
dren about epilepsy and the 
s#eps to take if they see 
someone have a seizure. 
Joanne Spinoza is Brian's 
partner in the 10-minute 
script. The puppets them­
selves stand about three-feet 
tall and wear a size 4 toddler 
clothing.

Staff and volunteers from 
the High Plains Epilepsy 
Association (HPEA) in 
Amarillo provide the voices 
for the puppets. The pup­
peteers wear ail black cloth­
ing, including black hoods 
and gloves, during the 10- 
minute skits. The concept, a

Brian McDaniel and Joanne Spinoza are puppets 
used by High Plains Epilepsy Association to dispel 
the stigmas and myths surrounding epilepsy. The 
“Kids on the Block” program is a 10-minute script 
about Brian who has a seizure and Joanne who 
has to remember all the first aid Brian taught her to 
deal with it.

part of Bunraku puppet 
style, is to make the pup­
peteers blend into a black 
backdrop. After each pro­
gram, there is a question and 
answer session with the 
children. The puppet pro­
gram is used for grades Ist- 
5th.

The education of individ­
uals regarding the different 
types of seizures and the 
first aid that is appropriate 
for each type of seizure can 
begin as early as Pre-K. 
This education process 
focuses on the understand-

ing of what a seizure is and 
how to assist the individual 
having a seizure.

For the pre-K and kinder­
garten age group a Hip ehait 
is used that tells a .story 
about Dotty the Dalmatian, 
a dog who has epilepsy. A 
video is also shown. In tlie 
video, a child talks about 
what it is like to have a 
seizure,, and what the cliil- 
dren can do to help someone 
who is having a seiz.uic.

The educational lormal 
for the junior high and liigh 
school students is dilfercnt.

.\ short quiz is given at the 
beginning to obtain a better 
understanding of the infor­
mation the group already 
possesses about epilepsy.
I he quiz is also used as a 
discussion tool.

A short presentation is 
given regarding what 
epilepsy is, how you get 
epilepsy, the different types 
of seizures, what first aid is 
appropriate for each seizure, 
the test that are used when 
diagnosing someone with 
epilepsy, the importance of 
medication and the type of 
physician who treats epilep­
sy. A video is also shown 
that shows individuals hav­
ing different types of 
seizures and the appropriate 
first aid being administered.

HPEA also has available 
a “School Alert” packet 
designed for the school 
nurses. This packet contains 
brochures specific to deal­
ing with epilepsy in the 
school. A poster, describing 
the different types of 
seizures and first aid is also 
available.

Ken Caminiti is dead. He 
is dead at the age of 41. He 
is dead because of drugs. 
The autopsy will be con­
ducted today, but the results 
will no doubt show this 
once amazing iron-man of 
the diamond is gone too 
soon because o f poor 
lifestyle choices he made. 
Can he be 
b la m e d ?
Naturally.
But if
acco u n ta ­
bility is
part of the 
e q u a tio n , 
then per­
haps sports as a whole 
needs to stop, take measure 
of what it has done to 
today's athlete and, make 
some changes.

Drug use, whether it be 
cocaine, marijuana, steroids 
or whatever, is far too ram­
pant in sport today. Frankly, 
it has been for years. 
Olympians still try to get 
away with using drugs to 
enhance their perfomiance. 
.All in the quest for a small 
piece of metal attached to a 
ribbon. Other athletes use 
drugs to help stave off the 
pain of training or playing. 
Still others do so to circum­
vent their otherwise 
mediocre talent. And then 
there is the athlete who uses 
because their bank accounts 
allow them too. Call it a 
'social' habit if you wish.

Just last week, Caminiti 
admitted to cocaine use. It 
wasn't his first time. In

il

May of 2002, he told Sports 
Illustrated he used steroids 
during his 1996 MVP sea­
son when he played for the 
San Diego Padres. He died 
over the weekend of a heart 
attack in the Bronx, New 
York.

In a time when the sports 
indu.stry, professional in 

particular, 
appears to

d r u g s ,  

Caminiti should serve as 
cause to get involved. To 
become far more proactive 
than to slap them with a 
fine and suspensions of a 
game or two. Fines should 
be large enough to really 
gain attention. A few' thou­
sand dollars to a multimil­
lionaire athlete is nothing. 
Fines should be in the $500 
thousand range or higher. 
This might capture the 
attention.

Drugs, no matter the 
classification, have long 
been the dirty little sports 
secret no one wants to talk 
about. After all, there are 
millions of dollars at stake. 
Do not think for a momentr
that those in charge of the 
NFL, NHL, NBA or any 
other sanctioning
body-including Major 
League Baseball-are 
unaware of the epidemic.

They will posture for the 
camera when needed, then 
sweep the issue under the 
carpet.

Should there 
not be a better plan for inter­
vention and/or support?

If today’s athlete needs a 
reason to stop the drug use, 1 
submit to you one Lyle 
■Alzado. A hero o f mine in 
the 70s when he was playing 
for my beloved Denver 
Broncos. Even after leaving 
for the Oakland Raiders, 1 
quietly cheered for him. But 
it is not his playing physique 
1 remember. It is the shell o f

a man he became in his final 
days. Thin, fragile-nothing 
like the defensive warrior he 
had been. Prior to his death, 
he admitted to a long-time 
use of steroids.

So what does this have to 
do with Ken Caminiti? I 
have long suspected that 
steroids and other enhancers 
are simply the launching pad 
for other drugs. Cocaine use 
by an athlete is more often 
than not the byproduct of 
his/her steroid use. And 
someone, at some point in 
time, knew of the problem 
but chose not to do anything.

If sports and athletes need 
additional persuading, per­
haps former Caminiti team­
mate Andy Ashby summed it 
up best by saying, "It's a 
shame for his family as 
much as it is for his friends. 
He's got three daughters who 
are going to miss having 
Dad around. It's a shame. It's 
a terrible thing."

Ken Caminiti dies at age 41
NEW YORK (AP) —  On the field, Ken 

Caminiti’s all-out style served him well. Off 
the field is where it got him in trouble.

The 19% National League MVP, who 
later admitted using steroids 
during his major league 
career, died Sunday. He was 
41.

Caminiti died o f a heart 
attack in the Bronx, said his 
agent-lawyer Rick Licht. The 
city medical examiner’s 
office said an autopsy would 
be performed Monday, 
spokeswoman Ellen
liorakove said.

“What we all loved about 
Cammy was his devotion to 
the game and his desire for 
the game. But it went into 
uncontrollable levels with no discipline,” 
said one o f his former coaches, Houston 
manager Phil Gamer.

Caminiti’s 15-year big league career 
ended in 2001, five seasons after he led the 
San Diego Padres to a division title and was 
a unanimous pick for MVP. But the three­
time All-Star third baseman often was in 
trouble the last few years.

Just last Tuesday, he admitted in a 
Houston court that he violated his probation 
by testing positive for cocaine last month, 
and was sentenced to 180 days in Jail.

gave Caminiti credit for the 189 days he 
already served in jail and a treatment facili­
ty since he was sentenced to three years 
probation for a cocaine arrest in March 

2001.

—--------------- “This is the largest mis­
take I’ve made in my life,” 
Caminiti said when he plead­
ed guilty in March 2002. “I 
had a real good thing going 
for me and I got sidetracked. 
It doesn’t have to be that 
way. It doesn’t have to be 
dmgs. It doesn’t have to be 
alcohol. That part o f my life 
is over.”

In May 2002, Caminiti 
told Sports Illustrated that he 
used steroids during his 

-  MVP season, when he hit a 
career-high .326 with 40 home mns and 130 
RBIs. He estimated half the players in the 
big leagues were also using them.

Licht said Caminiti hoped to get back 
into the game, possibly in a position that 
would allow him to mentor younger players 
about avoiding the mistakes he made.

“I’m still in shock,” Padres general man­
ager Kevin Towers said. “He was one o f my 
favorite all-time players.”

Caminiti did return to baseball this year, 
serving as a spring training instructor with 
San Diego.

“He didn’t look good,” Towers said.

MOUNT KISCO, N.Y. 
(AP) — “Supemian" actor 
Christopher Reeve, who 
turned personal tragedy into 
a public crusade and from 
his wheelchair became the 
nation’s most recognizable 
spokesman for spinal cord 
research, has died. He was 
52.

Reeve went into cardiac 
arrest Saturday while at his 
Pound Ridge home, then fell 
into a coma and died Sunday 
at a hospital surrounded by 
his family, his publicist said.

His advocacy for stem cell 
research helped it emerge as 
a major campaign issue 
between President Bush and 
Sen. John Kerry. His name 
was even mentioned by 
Kerry during the second 
presidential debate on 
Friday.

In the last week Reeve 
had developed a serious sys­
temic infection from a bed 
sore, a common complica­
tion for people living with 
paralysis. He entered the 
hospital Saturday.

Dana Reeve thanked her 
husband’s personal staff of 
nurses and aides, “as well as 
the millions of fans from

around the world.”
"He put up with a lot,” his 

mother, Barbara Johnson, 
told the syndicated televi­
sion show “The Insider.” 
“I’m glad that he is free of 
all those tubes.”

Before the 1995 horse- 
riding accident that caused 
his paralysis, Reeve’s athlet­
ic, 6-foot-4-inch frame and 
love of adventure made him 
a natural choice for the title 
role in the first “Superman” 
movie in 1978. He insisted 
on performing his own 
stunts.

“Look, I’ve flown. I’ve 
become evil, loved, stopped 
and turned the world back­
ward, I've faced my peers, 
I’ve befriended children and 
small animals and I’ve res­
cued cats from trees,” Reeve 
told the Los Angeles Times 
in 1983, Just before the 
release of the third 
"Superman” movie. “What 
else is there left for 
Superman to do that hasn’t 
been done?”

Though he owed his fame 
to it. Reeve made a concert­
ed elTort to, as he often put 
it, “escape the cape.”
