say the 1938 wheat yield in Gray 
county should greatly exceed that 
of last year, without adverse de­
velopments. Only dry, hot winds 
cr hail can damage the wheat, 
grasshoppers holding little prril 
since they will not develop wings 
early enough to do much damage. 
Elevator men of the county esti­

mate the Gray county yield fer this 
year between 450.000 and 500.000 
bushels or double that of the 1937 
crop which hardly reached the quar­
ter million bushel mark 

Moisture In the ground Is believed 
sufficient to carry the wheat to ma­
turity In this area. Oiven cool ri­
pening weather heads are expected 
to fill out and the yield exceed ear­
ly predictions.

Top yield is estimated at 20 bush­
els to the acre for some fields with 
seme so badly damaged from hall 
that it will not be cut. The conser­
vative estimated average Is between 
8 and 10 bushels to the acre 

The Pampa area has sufficient 
moisture for planting a row crop 
The grasshopper menace to feed 
crop Is great, however

Given favorable ripening wea­
ther, cutting of wheal is not expect­
ed to begin here for at least two 
weeks, according to elevator men.

LUBBOCK. June 11 (AV-Dr. 
Bradford Knapp. 07, President of 
Trx&s Technological College and 
outstanding In agricultural educa­
tion circles, died today of heart 
disease.

The educator had been In 111 health 
for several months. He was the son 
of the late Dr. Seaman A. Knapp, 
known as the "Father of Extension 
Work" In the United States.

Dr. Knapp became president of 
Texas Technological College in 
1932, when he resigned the presi­
dency of Alabama Polytechnic in ­
stitute at Ailburn, where he had 
been chief executive for four years.

Previously, he had been president 
of Oklahoma A. and M. College at 
Stillwater 'from 1923 to 1928, and 
dean of the College of Agriculture 
at the University of Arkansas.

Dr. Knapp received his higher 
education at Iowa State College of 
Agricultural and Mechanical Arts, 
at Vanderbilt University, and at 
the University of Michigan. Ann 
Arbor, where he received his Bach­
elor of Laws in 1896. Maryland 
Agricultural College, Port Deposit, 
conferred degree of Doctor of Agri­
culture on him in 1918.

He was associated with his father 
several years in agricultural work 
in the south, and practiced law in 
Clarion, Iowa, from 1899 to 1909. 
From 1907 to 1909 he was County 
Attorney of Wright County, Iowa.

He served as assistant to his 
father during the elder Knapp's 
service as special agent in farmers' 
co-operative demonstration work In 
the bureau o f plant industry of the 
United States Department of Agri­
culture from 1909 to 1911.

After his father died in 1911, Dr. 
Knapp succeeded him In the posi­
tion and later became chief of ex­
tension work in the South.

Dr. Knapp was the second presi 
dent of Texas Tech, Dr. Paul W. 
Horn having served in that capacity 
from the opening of the college in 
1925 until his death in 1932

Mrs. Knapp and five children 
survive. They are: D . C. DeWitt 
Knapp of Lubbock; Dr. Roger 
Knapp of New Orleans; Bradford 
Knapp, Jr., of Washington; Mrs. 
Irvin Hurst of Oklahoma City and 
Virginia Knapp, a senior in Texas 
Tech. Funeral arrangements had 
not been completed.

Mr. Roberts has an ex­
ceptional record as a water engin­
eer. He was in charge of the five 
million dollar Spavlnaw program
for the City of Tulsa, the 1800.000 
Sweetwater construction, the mil­
lion five-hundred thousand dollar 
Lubbock water works sytem and 
other huge projects.

Following his preliminary sur­
vey, Mr. Roberts startled the com­
mission by providing figures show­
ing that Pampa’s peak daily water 
consumption is only a few thou­
sand gallons less than that of Lub­
bock, a city of 28,000 population. He 
estimated that Pampa citizens will 
use 3,000,000 gallons dally during 
peak consumption and that the 
present maximum production is 2,- 
500,00»  gallons.

Additional overhead storage should 
be erected which would mean a re­
duction In fire rate, according to 
the engineer. Pampa, he said, has 
more ground storage than any city 
its size in the state but that fire 
rate is considered on overhead 
storage.

The city’s plan for a more ade­
quate water system calls for the 
drilling of two wells besides the 
one for which bids will be received 
this week. The wells would be drilled 
south of Pampa, according to the 
plan which would give greater pro­
tection to that section of the city. 
I f  additional overhead storage can be 
erected, it would be east of the 
city or at the highest possible ele­
vation.

Additional feeder lines to points 
of maximum present construction 
and potential additions, enlarge­
ment of lines now carrying heavy 
loads, installing o f additional fire 
plugs and many other projects will 
be Included In the outlined program.

I f  the city’s application is ap­
proved in the Fort Worth office of 
the FW A it will be forwarded to 
Washington. I f  final approval Is 
given the commission will have to 
call a city election for the purpose 
of voting bonds, which would re­
quire until September. Allowing 60 
days for final approval and letting 
of contracts, work could start by 
December and be completed by peak 
period in 1939, Mr. Roberts pointed 
out.

Jobs. PWA furnishes an engineer 
who has charge, pays for prelimin­
ary work, supplies legal talent, 
machinery, equipment, etc., on such 
projects.

FORT WORTH, June 11 (A y -  
Empty grain cars by the unprece­
dented thousand banged along rail­
road tracks in north and west Tex­
as today to expedíate movement of 
the current wheat crop.

Combines were at work as far 
north as Amarillo, center of the Pan­
handle-Plains production of an un­
officially estimated 30,000,000 bush­
els.

An unofficial survey of the state 
indicated generally good condition 
of the wheat crop. Most sections 
harvested bumper oat yields, and 
the condition of com was mostly 
good. Wheat was the grain to be 
shipped principally. Many farmers 
held oats for feed, or for possible 
better prices

Wichita Falls reported wheat and 
oat crops good. Harvest was delayed 
ten days by rain which had caused 
little damage.

Lubbock reported the wheat crop

already moving. The crop Was ex­
pected to yelld more than was first 
anticipated. Plain view prospects 
were for a wheat crop leas than 
half as large as that harvested last 
year in that section.

Most of the wheat and oat crop 
had been gathered in the Temple 
area, with a bumper yield of the 
latter. Wheat was hurt by the late 
freeze and rains.

Harvesting of an unexpected 
greatest feed crop In the coastal 
bend section was underway near 
Corpus Chrlstl. The market was 
weak; much was expected to be 
stored.

Vernon reported wheat prospects 
In Wilbarger. Foard and Cottle 
counties hit by varied adverse wea­
ther. Oats were damaged In Wilbar­
ger county. Corn was delayed by

rains. Wheat In eastern 
county was good. The western/
was hurt by drouth.

In the Parla area, where there
was no wheat crop, a fair stand of 
oats had been harvested. Insects 
had damaged a promising com out­
look.

Five or six cars of wheat dally 
were moving from Eden in the San 
Angelo area. Truckers from West
Texas and the Plalns-New Mexico 
area and ranchmen were buying 
much of the oats in that area, pay­
ing 20 to 22 cents.

Rains Wednesday assured the Cor­
sicana area a good com crop. Oats 
were harvested, with good produc­
tion.

County Agent T. H. Royder said 
oat prospects were the best In seven
years.

In W ashington

WASHINGTON. June 11—The babel o { post­
mortems on the Iowa primary, which can’t 

conceal the fact that the New Deal took a bad 

beating, boils down partly to a question of 
how far Mr. Roosevelt and his entourage will 

go in entering future Democratic primaries.
Advisers who tried to nominate Congressman 

Otha Wearin over Senator Guy Gillette, who 
won overwhelmingly, urge F. D. R. to wade in 
personally ahd strike harder in contests where 

he wants New Dealers to win.

More- cautious, conservative Democrats tell 
him intervention is dangerous to presidential 
prestige, certain to boomerang through voter 
resentment and harmful to party chances in 
November.

But the G. O. P. PoUed the Votes.

Actually, of course, the highly-publicized 
Democratic fight was overshadowed by the 
tremenlous show of voting strength exhibited 
by the Iowa Republicans.

They nominated an arch enemy to the New 
Deal, former Senator Lester Dikinson, for the 
Senate race, and while doing so they rolled 
up a primary vote more than twice the size 
of the Democratic total.

And administration leaders who were already 
worried about the party split caused by the 
Glllette-Wearin fight now have a new reason 
—and a more potent one—for lying awake at 
night.

Roosevelt will continue to exert Influence 
on primaries to varying degrees. He may 
look twice, however, before duplicating the 
Wearin fiasco, in which a candidate of no 
great talent was backed—against an incumbent 
Senator supported by a strong sta*e machine 
—with little more than public statements and 
propaganda from Neaw Dealers.

Hoping For the Future.

Glee among conservatives and gloom among 
New Dealers Is tempered by the fact that 
there will be future primaries.

It  was and is all very curious. Jimmy 
Roosevelt, Harry Hopkins and Tommy Corco­
ran, the three men closest to the President, 
struck their necks out and took a bad licking. 
So did F. D. R., who was behind them de­
spite profersions of neutrality.

AAA and WPA organisations, the Utter 
loaded with appointees of the state Democratic 
machine, apparently kept hands off.

NEW YO RK—Those who would 
compile an anthology of spicy frag­
ments from old drinking songs 
would do well to consult the wine 
stewards of New York. These are 
the fellows with golden keys on 
silken cords who are dressed like 
ambassadors at the Court c f St. 
James—«atin knee breeches and 
white stockings, scarlet coats and 
a wise and knowing air.

They are always at your back 
and call in the polite restaurants 
and hotels in Gotham, and if you 
ask them they will place before you 
elegantly embossed wine lists, with 
a history of all the vintages, the 
good and the bad, from wines and 
brandies that are a hundred years 
old.

But I must confess the tiling that 
Intrigues me most Is the presence 
of these fragments of verse which 
somehow adorn all wine lists. They 
are the utterances of wits, sages 
and philosopher» who, down through 
the centuries, have hymned a song 
for the grape.

And from time to time I  have 
been copying down various bits of 
verse. On page three of the wine 
list at one Fifth avenue hotel is a- 
refrain from our old pal Rabelais: 

‘‘Small sense has he, he's surely 
mad

Who doth so drink and is not 
glad.”

Another," from a Broadway res­
taurant, are these lines from the 
Scot, Robert Bums:

“ A man may drink and not br 
drunk;

A man may fight and not be 
slain;

A man may kiss a bonny lass 
And aye. be welcome back again.”
It  is on Lexington avenue that 

you find this frank little utterance 
from Cervantes, the imaginative
old codger who wrote “Don "Quix­
ote":

“ I  drink when I  have the occa­
sion.

And sometimes when I  have no 
occasion.”

And from a tavern in the Village, 
this from Chlabrera:

“ Come, let us drink; there's 
nothing bad

In being Just a little mad.”
And then there's Lord Byron, 

echoed from the wine list of a Sus­
sex tavern, near Sheridan Square: 

“ Long life to the grape.
For when Summer is flown.
The age of our nectar 
Shall gladden our own."
Most wine lists give a short his­

tory of the various vintages, or per­
haps a listing of the years which 
are available But there Is one. 
written by a frank, honest fellow, 
which is so candid as to astonish 
guests. "This wine is very poor and 
not recommended," Is one extract 
from it. O f another vintage It says: 
“Said to be very gbod with fowl, 
but. in our opinion, overrated." Of 
another: “ I  have found this less 
than satsifactory.”

The pay o ff Is a description of a 
sparkling burgundy which. In the 
added comment of the owner, is 
tagged: ”P. 8 . He means sparkling 
dish water.”

O f course, the people who go 
there, refusing to take anything 
seriously, regard this advice to the 
wine-lorn as a gag. But it isn’t a 
gag. He really means it.

The emotion of fear Is deep-root­
ed In man. Its function Is especially 
protective. In one sense, fear Is the 
anticipation of painful or unpleas­
ant consequences; hence It acts as 
a brake on Immature action.

The fearless animal Is not the 
one most likely to survive. On the 
other hand, the animal entirely 
dominated by fear is not likely to 
advance of Its development.

Fear and acute perception are 
roughly proporl ionate to each 
other. In normal human. beings, 
the emotion of fear is compounded 
with other emotional and Instinc­
tive drives, such as curiosity, ag­
gressiveness and acquisitiveness. 
Out of this compound there Issues 
what we recognize as normal and 
effective behavior.

Therefore fear is basically bene- 
ilcient, but in its exaggerated form 
It may prove malignant.

Certain fears are instinctive*— 
that is, we are born with them. 
Most other fears are acquired. 
Some of the acquired fears are 
gained by experience, others are 
fixed upon us by other humans.

Fear is communicable. Every­
one knows the lightning speed 
with which panic spreads through 
a mass of humans or animals.

Fear Is an eajy Instrument with 
which to Impose discipline, and 
many parents are Inclined to. use 
It indiscriminately. I t  is desirable 
that child be taught to fear sharp 
objects, falling from heights, fire,

The idea behind It Is this. The 
studio has a picture ready for the 
public. The studios would like the 
correspondents cf Hollywood to see 
it and tell the public about It— 
especially if it's a good picture. I f  
it’s too bad a picture, they skip the 
preview. I f  it s fair to middling, they 
hope for the best. (Which goes for 
the previewers too.)

Different studios handle “press 
previews" different ways. Most of 
them have lights outside the the­
ater all of them attract hordes of 
autograph-hunters and sightseers. 
The press—and remember this is 
a “press preview" we're talking 
about—gets inside by bucking the 
line and battling its way through 
the ranks of glamour-on-the-roof.

Location Troubles
Now we're In the theater. We 

find all the choice seats (reserved 
by the studio for the press) roped 
cff. Then the fun begins. Ush­
ers, with orders from above, take 
us in tow. “No, you can sit there." 
Well, we're peaceful folk, so these 
others seats will do. “No, you can't 
sit there—here are your seats." We 
are getting irritated. We have 
come early especially to get seats 
far In the rear and center for the 
sake of much abused eyes. We 
aon’t propose to sit off to the side, 
where the actors look like horses, 
or down front, where the actors • 
look like giants swimming in car 
tears.

Texans In 
Washington
WASHINGTON, June 10 UP—A 

descendant of one of Texas’ great­
est heroes, David Crockett. Is mayor 
o f Yanktown, 8 . D. He is Ernest 
A. Crockett.

Several months ago he visited 
Washington and met a number of 
the Texas Congressional delegation. 
Wben he returned home he made 
a gavel partly of wood from an orig­
inal Davey Crockett momento and 
gave it to Vice President John Nance 
Gamer.

Rep. Patton of Crockett received 
the following' letter from the South 
Dakota mayor:

"Believe It or not,' Nat. It was on» 
Cf happiest day* in my life when I 
read the Associated Press article 
that John Nance Gam ir had mod? 
the 8enate with the gavel I  made.

"To others this was Just another 
gavel, but to me and the members 
of my family this was an important 
event. It  isn't, every man who is 
privileged to prove the ’ Instrument 
that calls the great United States 
to attention.

“ You have suggested I make one 
for Speaker Bankhead and offer to 
present it yourself to Congress where 
Davey Crockett served. Following 
your suggestion, I  have turned out 
three more gavels, one for the speak­
er, one for you and one for the city 
of Crockett.

“Tw o-o f these gavels are birch 
and gaboon ebony without finish, 
save for a little wax. The longer 
and more they are used and hand­
led, the more beautiful and finish­
ed they become.

"The third gavel needs a little 
word of explanation. The gavel part 
Is birch taken from the sounding 
board of the first piano ever in the 
Dakotas. The Inlay is South Dakota 
black walnut. The handle Is from a 
log which I  personally took from 
the old Crockett home near Rogers- 
\ille, Tenn., where David's father 
was bom, and where we believe Da­
vid first saw the light of day."

Few delegations to Washington 
have exceeded in size and zeal the 
one which came to push Texas' claim 
tor the federal research cotton lab­
oratory.

Forty-five men made up the group 
and the few days they were here 
they presented the merits of their 
state to every government official 
who could possibly have anything 
to do with the selection of the site 
of the proposed station.

Most of the delegates, availing 
themselves of the opportunity, dis­
cussed various other departmental 
matters of especial Interest to their 
respective localities with proper of­
ficials.

But, instead, the purpose of 
Industry is to raise the wages of 
EVERY unit of expenditure of hu­
man energy and to show no dis­
crimination whatsoever In reward*
Ing production. The only way ever 
discovered. In all history, to do this 
is to allow tools and equipment to 
be accumulated. They have never 
been accumulated in the post when 
they were taken from thos? who 
produced them and given to those 
who did not produce them.

And this improved condition makes 
It possible for people of less ability, 
less faculties, to survive. So there 
is no chance of any society ever pro­
gressing to such a degree that will '• 
make it possible for people with the 
least passible natural faculties to 
have anything bul a subsistence. It 
U this misguided idea of society, % 
that ‘.his should be an aspiration of 
government that has largely brought 
us to .the present conditions and it 
i* thoughtless leaders, like Glenn 
Frank, who have |>reached from col­
leges and frem the press this kind 
ol conception that has done as much 
to bring about our present catastro­
phe as any other factor.

It Is absurd on the face of it  to' 
think that the energies of a people 
as a whole should be directed at at­
tempting fi. pay a deoent wage to 
those who cannot produce it. And 
when tills Ls attempted. It invariably 
Is done by taking from the great 
middle class of people the wages 
they produce and earn. And it so 
discourages this great middle class 
lhat they have a tendency U> curtail 
tl.iir oft-spring. But the clas* about 
which Glenn Prank is so perturbed 
consists of individuals who have 
not thought-of their responsibility 
to their off-spring or to the public 
Interest and thetr class mutlplles os 
rapidly as they are supplied with the 
means of subsistence by artificial m 
wage or dole.

It should be repea'ed lhat the 
purpose Is to make It possible for 
every individual, not the least fit 
alone, to receive more than a given 
amount of work. To do otherwise Is 

, not democracy. Is not Christianity, 
but Is tymanny; and we are having 
plenty of It as a result of men like 
Glenn Frank.

.> LONDON. June 11 <jpy-An  earth­
quake bam ln the North Sea Jolted 
fiv* nations today, rumbling over 
a 40-mile front from England to 
the Rhineland.

There was scattered damage, sur­
prise. alarm and even panic among 
the countryfolk in Belgium and 
northern France, who dropped to 
their knees in prayer as chimneys 
toppled, walls cracked, windows 
broke and furniture Jumped.

Three capitals—London, Paris, and 
Brussels—felt the shocks, which 
some seismographs recorded as hav­
ing a duration Of ten minutes.

In  several continental towns peo­
ple were injured by falling bricks, 
but there were no reports of fatal­
ities.

Damage was minor but extensive, 
apparently most serious in Belgium 
where It was estimated the damage 
might reach a million dollars.

Dutch Appetites 
Inspire Culinaity 
Masterpieces

LITTTZ, P a —The Pennsylvania 

Dutch are known for their, quaint 
customs and their odd traits, but 
they are famous for their fine cook­
ing.

Schnitz un knepp, ponhaus, sauer 
graut un pork, shoo-fly pie—all are 
the creations of the German settlers 
who came to eastern Pennsylvania 
early in the 18th century.

The dishes are as substantial as 
the good farm women who prepare 
them for men folk whose appetitles 
are whipped to fine edge by mighty 
labor in the fields.

Stick To The Ribs
“They stick to the ribs, that's 

why they are so good." said Ellen 
Carper, who, with her sister Lizzie, 
was stirring up a batch of knepp.

The Carper sisters, whose lives 
have teen spent within an 18-mile 
radius of this Lancaster County 
town, are Mennonites, the largest 
sect of the Pennsylvania Dutch.

As Ellen dropped the knepp into 
boiling ham and scmltz—dried ap­
ples—Lizzie set the table.

When a Pennsylvania Dutch farm­
er eats, he eats. For dinner there 
was schnitz un knepp. dandelion 
dressed with bacon and sweetened 
vinegar and topped writh sliced hard 
boiled eggs, raw fried potatoes, shoo- 
fly pie, smear-case-cottage cheese 
thinned with cream—apple butter, 
home-made bread, mixed dried 
fruit and coffee.

Grace Before Meal
The meal is served in one course. 

The steaming dishes are placed on 
the table and the diners go to it.

But before the first dish is pass­
ed there is a prayer. “No one would 
think of touching the food until 
grace has been said," Ellen explain­
ed.

Often schnitz un knepp. or apples 
and buttons as it is sometimes call­
ed. provides the complete meal. The 
savory ham and schnitz and the 
tasty dumplings cooked in the 
slightly sweetened broth Is a mouth­
watering dish to any hungry man.

Near Pampa Tell Of Early Peoples

Writer’s Note: Primitive man 
with his various forms of cultural 
Advancement was a contributing 
factor to the prehistoric past of 
what is today the geographical 
ureas of Gray and Roberts coun- 
t|es. Many relics of the Indian 
races have been found around 
Pampa. LePors. and Miami. In 
this article which closes this series, 
the writer discusses these finds.

Mound Builders First Home. 
Millions of years after the sea had 

recoded, the dinosaurs and the trop­
ical Jungles had passed into ob­
livion, and the mammoths had de­
posited their remains in the spots 
where they are found today, there 
came to what is today Gray and 
Roberts counties a strange race of 
Then who have been named the 
Mound Builders by archaeloglsts.

The mound builders were of Asaitic 
racial origin, and it is believed that 
that race of primitive man migrated 
to the North American continent 
Jky way of the Bering Strait from 
the Asiatic mainland. The probable 
time of their arrival in what Is to­
day the Red river area of the Texas 
Panhandle- is placed at about 2.000 
years before the white pioneers. The 
mound builders were skilled in the 
arts and sciences of their time, and 
they brought to this continent a 
knowledge of the entombment of the 
dead which was practiced in Asia 
centuries before the time of Con- 
fuclus. This art consisted of the 
erecting of earth mounds and other 
.artificial earth "tumuli." remains 
of which can still be found in many 
parts of this area. Other mounds 

• which were erected by this race are 
the ceremonial, effigy and fortifica­
tion types of mounds.
Arrow Heads and Other Artifacts 
Found Around Pampa and Miami.

OX the artifacts of this race which 
have been found in the areas north 
from Pampa and Miami near the 
south bank of the Red river, the 
most notable are those of the arrow 
beads These points range from the 
battle or warheads down to slender 
fish and hunting point types. An 
examination of these arrow heads in 
comparison with similar works of 
later day Indian races, shows a 
marked degree of superiority in favor 
of the mound builders. In the ar­
row heads of the culture tfehich is 
known to have been the mound 
Binders', the symetry and design as 
Wen as the balance is perfect. While 
those which are recognized as being 
of later day Ind.an races, appear to 
be poor samples of workmanship and 
certainly fail to exemplify any de­
gree of cultural knowledge on the 
Hart of their manufacturers.

Stone axes which have been found 
»round White Deer and Roxana in 
adjoining Carson County, compare 
similarly with works of the ancient 
’Norsemen, yet it is highly improb­
able that these »Viking adventurers 
ever got this far inland in the United 
States.

Indian Descended From Mound 
Builders.

The theory of the ancestry of the 
Indian races which inhabited Texas 
and other states in the dim past, is 
well established, namely; that the 
Indian is a direct descendant of the 
Mongolian mound builders and that 
he himself Is an Asiatic. A study 
of the skeletcn remains of both the 
mound builders and Indians which 
have been taken from their, burial 
grounds, reveals to anthropologists 
that many Asiatic characteristics are 
In evidence especially In the skull 
formations of both races. The pro­
nounced supra-orbital ridge which 
appears over the eye arch of the 
skull Is distinctly Mongoloid, while 
the zygrcmatic arch which forces 
up the cheek bones, is another fea­
ture which can be traced to Oriental 
ancestry.

While the Indian is beyond any 
doubt the direct descendant of the 
Mongolian hordes which were here 
ID the Texas Panhandle centuries 
before the White Man. there is little 
evidence on hand to show that he. 
the Indian assimilated and perpetu­
ated the culture which his ancestors 
Mqueathed to him.

Gray and Roberts counties along 
with Carson County, appear to have 
been one of the seats of government 
for the primitive races of the dim 
Panhandle history 

to  the articles which you have 
read, the ■ findings of geologists 
paleontologists and archaeologists in 
the Pampa area have been revealed 
to you. I t  is hoped that this in­
formation has been of interest and 
of educational value.

MOUNTAINEER RIGS UP 
GEM-CUTTING SHOP

By HOWARD W. BLAKESLEE,
Associated Press Science Editor.
SAN FRANCISCO. June 11 M V- 

New light on the human brain, in 
the form of long, low-voltage waves 
of direct electric current flowing 
from gray matter was discussed by 
the American Psychiatric Associa­
tion here today.

This direct current is positive 
during consciousness, negative in 
unconsciousness and apparently the 
forerunner of death when it lasts 
too long.

Its discovery amazed the brain 
specialists for two reasons. The 
brain gives off the direct current 
simultaneously with alternating cur­
rent. One wave of the direct cur­
rent lasts ten to thirty minutes 
while the “A. C." pulsates at an 
average of ten a second.

The dynamos in the brain appear 
to be the individual cells of gray 
matter. According to the discus­
sion here, these brain dynamos are 
capable of linking up like the sta­
tions of a super-power system. They 
combine into networks which change 
their size and their voltage in tune 
with the physical changes in gray 
matter during health and disease.

The direct current was discovered 
by Robert Cohn, M. D., and Carl 
Langenstrass, M. D„ of St. Eliza­
beth's hospital. Wash. It  was de­
tected while giving the new insulin

They were married in the 
chapel of the municipal building 
downtown by the city clerk at 10 
o’clock in the morning.

Now do not think for a minute 
that disposes of Terry and Joe 
and my story about love. Mar­
riage is an incident in life, and 
life goes on. It goes weaving and 
winding, deviously hiding and 
wantonly flaunting its always in­
scrutable purpose, undaunted even 
by death. Terrible and beautiful 
it goes, spiting all plans and pro­
visions, constant to one thing 
only: the certainty o f change. The 
very magnificence of life is. its 
completely sublime disdain.

There was something wanfqn 
and disdainful about this mar­
riage of Joe and Terry. No in­
evitability was in it at all, but 
much chance and fortuity. Pre­
carious indeed is any marriage, 
but here was a marriage with no 
foreordained compulsion about it, 
with no fond benediction of fam­
ilies and friends, with nothing, 
practically, but that small and in­
tense persistence of Terry Mal­
low.

SAN FRANCISCO. June 11 UPp— 
James A. Johnston, warden of Al­
catraz. the federal island pentiteh- 
tlary here which houses A1 Capone. 
Machine Gun Kelley and other des­
perate men. today pictured crimi­
nality as it looks to him and said 
it is ‘overlapped by insanity."

The warden, who seldom talks, 
presented a 6.000-word paper to thr 
American Psychiatric Association 
He gave 10 cases of prisoners, but 
no names. The 10 appeared not to 
be among Alcatraz' notorious band.

He drew a word picture of what 
¡rihe warden looks at as he sits wait­

ing for a criminal who has cracked

ij  enter his office for medical ex- 
minatlon.
“As hospital attendants or guards 

tyring the patient to the doer." he 
said "sometimes i: makes a rather 
Bathetic procession.
C “Some are quiet and clean, others 
are untidy, unclean and violent, 
some of they cut capers and if it 
happens to provoke a laugh, thev 
laugh at themselves as if they Were 
happy in their tragic f^Ushness. 
Those with delusions of persecution 
are often difficult to handle."

The prison gets the drainings of 
aocjtyty, These men. Warden Johns­
ton said, include latent, unrecog - 
nized. Insanp, borderline cases and 
numerous variants, deviates, defect­
ives, abnormals. subnormals neu­
rotics. epileptics and psychopaths."

“Then, too." he went on. "there 
are special types who germinal • and 
flourish In celjs and prison sur­
roundings In this class are some lif­
ers and long-timers, who crack from 
doing ttynp Circumscribed existence 
mgy cause them to stagnate, or de- 
voop and deepen an Ingrowing at­
titude from constant . feeding on

repetitious happenings of their small 
narrow world.”

The warden said a percentage of 
the defective delinquents ewe their 
mental troubles to syphilis.

"Another group that prison man­
agers have to deal with." he said, 
"and watch out for. are foxy fel­
lows who feign insanity in the hope 
of being transferred to a hospital 
from which they easily escape."

Many of the mental cases, in fact 
all but the dangerously deranged, 
he explained, are put back to work 
as "naturally at passible” into the

• Per the first time in several weeks 

pew locations passed completions, 
10 first Intentions being filed against 
Seven completions, six for oil and 
Cne for gas. New oil amounted to 
2.264 barrels with Oray, Carson and 
Hutchinson counties each reporting 
two new wells. The gas well was in 
Carson county.

Carson county, which ha.* been 
consistently active this spring, led 
in new locations with five, followed 
by Hutchinson with four and Gray 
with one. The locations were staked 
by 10 different companies.

The Northern Natural Gas Com­
pany’s well is located in section 237. 
block B-2, H&GN survey in Carscn 
county. First pay was topped at 3060 
feet with a bad cave-in. Deepening 
continued after a liner had been 
run and a second pay was found 
between 3,100 and 3,115 feet. Gas cf 
a half million feet higher up in­
creased to a million cubic feet and 
the test flowed natural at the rate 
of 15 barrels an hour on an 11 hour 
test. After storage had been erected 
the well was placed on test.

Nearest oil production to the wild­
cat is nine miles northeast in the 
pool southwest of Pampa. Several 
gas wells are in the area.

An immediate drilling campaign 
in the vicinity of the new well is 
not anticipated but when conditions 
become more favorable great activ­
ity is expected. No leasing has been 
repotted, most of the land in the

The large public utilities con­
cern. one of the better known of the 
“ big corporations" frequently cas­
tigated by politicians, was set up 
as a target in three important 
state races.

Attcmey General William Mc- 
Craw, cne of 14 candidate for Gov­
ernor, seized upon the company’s 
latest move In its controversy with 
state rate-regulation agencies as 
thé theme for campaign talks in 
widely scattered sections.

Railroad Commissioner Ernest O. 
Thompson, who aspires to the Gov­
ernor's chair, likewise vigorously at­
tacked the Lone 8tar’s action. Other 
criticism of the gas company came 
from C. V. Terrell, State Railroad 
Commissioner seeking renomination, 
and Ralph Yarborough of Austin, 
campaigning for Attorney General.

The Lone Star made Its last quart­
erly payment of the gas company 
regulation tax under protest. Cam­
paigners claimed it hoped to avoid 
rate reductions by depriving gas 
regulatory bodies of the funds neces­
sary for their operation. Taxes 
paid under protest must be refund­
ed if the levy is held invalid.

Regulation of gas utilities bears a 
relation to both the Railroad Com­
mission and Attorney General's 
races in addition to that for Gover­
nor. The nex.t Attorney General 
prcbatly will defend In the courts 
attempts to reduce the Lone Star's 
wholesale charges. The Railroad 
Commission exercises considerable 
authority ever gas rates. W. Lee O ’- 
DanM, Fort Worth flour merchant 
and highly respected “dark horse" 
in the Gubernatorial derby, will 
open his stump speaking campaign 
at Waco Monday night. He will be 
accompanied there by his Hillbilly 
string orchestra, a favorite with 
thousands of radio listeners.

“Less Johnson grass and politic­
ians; mere smokestacks and busi­
ness men" is CDanlel’s slogan.

James A. Ferguson, 69-year-old 
Belton farmer and real estate man 
and possessor of the powerful Fer- 
fuson name, will take his black 
horse and favorite hounds with him 
to Corsicana for a formal opening 
there tomorrow. Friends said he 
would wage an active campaign.

Candidates Pay Fee
Two persons who had not been 

considered likely candidates for Gov­
ernor qualified by paying the re­
quired *100 filing fee before the 
deadline last Monday midnight 
while several others who had an­
nounced did not file.. The two 
“ surprise" entrants were Clarence 
R. Miller. Dallas textile manufac­
turer, and Thomas Self, 68-year-old 
Crockett grain dealer.

Self looks younger than 68, a fact 
he attributes at least partly to 
careful habits. He does not drink or 
smoke and eats very few sweets. 
One of his proposals is that sec­
ondary state officials be appointed 
instead of elected.

SAN FRANCISCO, June 11— | 

Rainbow-chasing ambitions which 
cause men to kill themselves at the 
moment of success were described 
to the American Psychiatric As­
sociation today.

They are secret, usually high- 
minded. and when worldly success 
falls to fulfill them, they act ex­
plosively. bringing depressed spirits, 
dementia or suicide. Five life his­
tories which brought them to light 
were reported by Chester L. Car­
lisle, M. D„ veterans administration, 
Palo Alto, Calif.

“The depressions" he said, "fol­
low situations in life when to the 
casual observer all should be rosea. 
When suicide follows the newspaper 
story reads:

“ 'No motive :s known. His ac­
counts were all in order. His fam­
ily life seemed Ideal. His relatives 
are quite unable to explain his 
act.' ”

The five cases were attempted 
suicides, who recovered. Afterward 
in hospitals the psychiatrist found 
in their life histories The secret ¡ 
“ dynamite.” Three were executives. 
One failed to find satisfaction in I 
his business success. Another want­
ed to be big enough for his job. The 
third wanted to keep down all rid­
icule.

Unworthy Of Wife
A salesman making $13,000 a year 

tried to end his life because he felt 
himself unworthy of his wife. An­
other salesman tried It because he 
felt he “had to be 100 per cent" 
In everything.

"Even with worldly success with­
in grasp" said Dr. Carlisle,” prim­
itive wishes may still remain un­
satisfied due to deficiencies.

Paradoxically success produces 
depression, rather than elation, be­
cause certain wish-trends never 
were realized."

Nervous breakdowns he said are 
frequently in this class. Family and 
acquaintances usualjy place the 
blame on events in the Immediate 
environment. But these, said Dr. 
Carlisle, are only a minor part in 
the cause.

Parran’s Work Cited
They complimented Surgeon Gen­

eral Thomas Parrans efforts to 
combat this disease and the “many 
constructive measures" undertaken.

“As a reactionary by-product of 
this work," they stated, “there has 
developed through power of sugges­
tion and perhaps over-emphasis, a 
definite state of apprehension, even 
to precipitation of neuroses In many 
people c#i the basis of the appar­
ent frequency of syphillis.

“Newspapers, magazines and 
other sources of information have

spread far and wide the erroneous 
statement that 20 to 25 per cent of 
the American people are syphilitic.

"This state of alarm has per­
mitted many cults to reap substan­
tial gains through fake diagnoses 
and fake cures. Unfortunately many 
of our medical groups have accept­
ed these astonishing figures with­
out question."

They cited statistics which they 
themselves gathered from sample 
cities and institutions which gave 
an apparent correct syphilis esti­
mate but which they said are 
nevertheless far too high because 
they come from places where 
syphilitics congregate.

Other statistics which they con­
sidered giving a fairer count were 
taken from medical practice. These 
they said showed there is not more 
than one per cent of the general 
population affected by the disease. 
It  runs to a percent and a half, 
they found, among the mentally 111.
