prison when I was 15.”

Audra lived with her
mother in Florida and had
just arrived in Amarillo days
earlier to spend the summer
with her father. She was
playing outside on June 9,
1992, when Anderson
snatched her as she walked
by his Amarillo home.

“It was a messed-up day,”
Anderson said. “A lot of
things went wrong.”

An argument earlier that
day with his wife of about
eight months set him off, he
said.

“The whole day revolved
around the fight,” he said.
“She stormed out of the
house and said when she
returned she didn’t want to
find me.”

According to  court
records and Anderson’s con-
fession, he forced the girl to
accompany him into the
house and tried to rape her,
then choked her and beat her

“with a footstool.

When he discovered she
still was alive, he drowned
her in a bathtub. He stuffed
her body into a large foam
cooler, pushed the cooler
down the street in a grocery
cart and dumped it in a trash
bin.

Ag department to reduce mad cow
testing by approximately 90 percent

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Agriculture Department
is scaling back its testing pro-
gram for mad cow disease to
one-tenth of what it has been
since the discovery of an
infected cow in the U.S.

Agriculture Secretary Mike
Johanns said there is little jus-
tification for the current level,
which rose to about 1,000
tests a day after the first U.S.
case of mad cow disease in
December 2003.

The new level will be
around 110 tests per day for

the disease, known medical-
ly as bovine spongiform
encephalopathy.

“It’s time that our surveil-
lance efforts reflect what we
now know is a very, very
low ‘level of BSE in the
United States,” Johanns said.

Testing will be scaled
back around late August, he
said. Johanns said the
reduced surveillance
remains significantly higher
than what is called for by the
World Organization for
Animal Health.

Johanns said he hopes the
reduction will not affect the
effort to reopen trade with
Japan, which has pushed for
the current level, or a higher
level, of testing. Japan was a
huge consumer of U.S. beef
before the first American
case of mad cow disease.

Johanns said Japan should
“recognize that what we’ve
done here exceeds all the
international standards, and

- the markets should be open

to our beef.”

Johanns said testing has
nothing to do with the safety
of U.S. beef for consumers
here and abroad. From a
food safety standpoint, the
real key is the removal at
slaughter of cattle parts
known to carry mad cow dis-
ease, Johanns said.

“Those who are trying to

convince their consumers

that universal testing or 100
percent testing somehow
solves the problem really are
misleading you,” he said.

A consumer advocate said
Johanns is the one mislead-
ing consumers.

“If you do testing of 100
percent of your animals, any
ones that test positive never
go into the food chain,” said
Michael Hansen of
Consumers Union. “That’s
in part why they do it in
Europe, because they’ve

‘seen animals that look per-

fectly fine, and they catch
them just before they go to
slaughter.”

On an annual basis, the
current level of 1,000 tests a
day represents about 1 per-
cent of the 35 million cattle
slaughtered last year in the
United States.

The United States has had
three confirmed cases of
mad cow disease: in
December 2003, in a
Washington state cow
imported from Canada; last
June, in a Texas-born cow;
and in March, in an
Alabama cow. Texas is the
nation’s leading cattle pro-
ducer.

In April, Johanns released

a department analysis of

testing data, saying  the
prevalence of mad cow dis-
ease “is extraordinarily low.”
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Bush to NAACP: ‘I understand that racism still lingers’

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Bush acknowl-
edged persistent racism in
America and lamented the
Republican Party’s bumpy
relations with black voters as
he addressed the NAACP’s
annual convention Thursday
for the first time in his presi-
dency

“l understand that racism
still lingers in America,”
Bush told the National
Association for the
Advancement of Colored
People. “It’s a lot easier to
change a law than to change
a human heart. And I under-
stand that many African-
Americans distrust my polit-
ical party.”

That line generated bois-
terous applause and cheers
from the thousands in the
audience, which generally
gave the president a polite,
reserved reception.

“l consider it a tragedy
that the party of Abraham
Lincoln let go of its histori-
cal ties with the African-
American community,” Bush
said. “For too long, my party

wrote off the African-
American vote, and many
African-Americans wrote off
the Republican Party.”

Black support for
Republicans in elections has
hovered around 10 percent
for more than a decade. In

2004, Bush drew 11 percent *

of the black vote against
Democrat John Kerry.

Most of the president’s
remarks were greeted with
smatterings of applause, but
many in the convention cen-
ter stood up to clap when he
urged the Senate to renew a
landmark civil rights law
passed in the 1960s to stop
racist voting practices in the
South.

“President Johnson called
the right to vote the lifeblood
of our democracy. That was
true then and it remains true
today,” Bush said.

Bush, joined by Secretary
of State Condoleezza Rice
and chief political adviser
Karl Rove, spoke as the
Senate debated a bill to
approve a 25-year extension
of expiring provisions of the

Voting Rights Act of 1965.
The House has passed the
bill, and the Senate was
expected to pass it quickly,
propelled by a Republican
push to increase the party’s
credibility with minorities.

For five years in a row,
Bush has declined invitations
to address the NAACP con-
vention. This year, he said
yes. He was introduced by
NAACP head Bruce Gordon.

“Bruce was a polite guy,”
Bush said. “I thought what
he was going to say, ‘It’s
about time you showed up.’
And I'm glad I did.”

He knew it would be a
tough audience. According
to AP-Ipsos polling conduct-
ed in June and July, 86 per-
cent of blacks disapprove of
the way Bush is handling his
job as president, compared
with . 56 percent of whites
who disapprove.

Bush said he saw his
attendance at the convention
as a moment of opportunity
to celebrate the civil rights
movement and the accom-
plishments of the NAACP.

25 percent say they would defy
hurricane evacuation orders

ATLANTA (AP) — One
in four people in Southern
coastal states said = they
would ignore government
hurricane evacuation orders,
according to a Harvard
University survey done earli-
er this month.

The most common reasons
respondents gave for not
evacuating were confidence
that their home is well-built,
belief that roads would be
too crowded and concern
that evacuating would be
dangerous.

“Public officials have to
realize a substantial group of
peopleZare going to remain
and be very dependent on
rescue efforts after a storm
hits,” said Robert Blendon,
the Harvard health policy
professor who directed the
survey.

The telephone survey, of
2,029 people, was conducted
from July 5 to July 11.

All participants were 18
and older and lived in coun-
ties within 50 miles of the
coastline in the states of

Texas, Louisiana,
Mississippi, Alabama,
Florida, Georgia, South

Carolina and North Carolina.

Nearly 50 percent said
they had evacuated because
of a hurricane before. “These
are people with a ot of expe-
rience with storms,” Blendon
said.

When asked if they would
evacuate if government offi-
cials satd a major hurricane
was _going to hit in the next
few days, 67 percent said
they would, 24 percent said
they would not and the rest
said they didn’t know or it
would depend on the circum-
stances.

If it turned out they later
needed rescuing, 75 percent
of those who would or might
stay voiced confidence they
would be saved.

The rescue findings were
surprising, especially in the
wake of Hurricane Katrina,
Blendon said.

Katrina hit the Gulf Coast
on Aug. 29, devastating
southern Mississippi and
flooding much of New
Orleans. The storm Kkilled

more than 1,500 people in
one of the largest natural dis-
asters in modern American
history.

It’s noteworthy that 25
percent of the respondents
who would not evacuate
would not count on a rescue,
said Dr. Irwin Redlener,
director of  Columbia
University’s National Center
for Disaster Preparedness.

“There are many people
who have an extremely low
level of confidence in the
government,” Redlener said.

Images of stranded cars
and filthy hurricane shelters

after Katrina seemed to have
an effect on survey partici-
pants. Of those who said
they might stay put in a hur-
ricane, more than one in
three said they felt evacua-
tion would be dangerous.

“Pictures of cars being
stalled and unable to move,
and the idea that storms
could be rolling over the
highway — I think that real-
ly concerned people,”
Blendon said.

About 35 percent of all
respondents said they would
be very worried about stay-
ing in a shelter. The leading
concerns were that shelters
would be unsanitary, there
wouldn’t be enough water to
drink and they would need
medical care that a shelter
couldn’t provide.

Other survey results:

- Nearly 60 percent said
their level of preparation for
a hurricane is about the same
as it was a year ago. “For
many pwplc in high risk
areas, seeing Katrina did not
change their view of what
they need to do in order to be
prepared,” Blendon said.

— Homeowners, whites
and long-term residents were
the groups most likely to try
to ride out a major hurricane.

— About 60 percent said it
was likely their home would
be flooded or wind-damaged
in a big storm. But about 24
percent said they do not have
homeowner’s or renter’s
insurance.

— Of those who said they
would evacuate, 91 percent
said they would go by car,
and 57 percent said they
would flee 100 miles or
more.

“We don’t want to specu-
late on anything at this
point,” PPD Chief Trevlyn
Pitner said Monday con-
cerning the death.

However, it doesn’t seem to
be moving. Eight days later,
you think it might have
edged up a bit ... A down-
load accelerator can speed

things up through a variety
of means.

My favorite program in
this genre is Download
Accelerator
(http://www.speedbit.com).
With it, you can schedule
downloads for any time you
wish, resume broken down-
loads, and download from
multiple sites simultaneous-
ly. The best part, though,
about this program, is it’s
cost: $0, nada, zippo.

Another good program is
G ¢ . t-R-1t-.g.'h t
(http://www.getright.com).
Similar to  Download
Accelerator, it can resume
broken links, and schedule
downloads. However, it also
allows you to limit the band-
width you use on a particular
download.

This capability is very
useful if you are download-
ing multiple files simultane-
ously.

House on track to voice support for Israel

WASHINGTON (AP) — Little of the polit-
ical divisiveness in Congress over Iraq war
policy is evident as lawmakers rush to
embrace the Bush administration’s staunch
support of Israel in the latest flare-up of vio-
lence in the Middle East.

House Republican leader John Boehner
cited Israel’s “unique relationship” with the
United States as a reason for his colleagues to
swiftly go on record supporting Israel in its
confrontation with Hezbollah guerrillas in
Lebanon.

So strong was the momentum that it was
steamrolling efforts by a small group of
House members who argued that Congress’s
pro-Israel stance goes too far.

The nonbinding resolution, expected to
pass the House by a large margin Thursday, is
similar to one the Senate passed Tuesday. It
harshly condemns Israel’s enemies and says
Syria and Iran should be held accountable for
providing Hezbollah with money and missile

technology used to attack Israel.

“I certainly sympathize with the Lebanese
people and the Lebanese government,” Sen.
John McCain, R-Ariz., told CBS’ “The Early
Show” on Thursday. But, he said, if
Hezbollah is “going to launch attacks from
the Lebanese territory, then tragically the

Smog woes choke Denver, Front 'nge'

DENVER (AP) — For all its out-
door splendor and fit residents,
Colorado is suffering through a sum-
mer of smog.

With temperatures topping 100
degrees this month in Denver and
elsewhere along the populous Front
Range, routine activities like filling
up at the gas station or mowing the
lawn are releasing fumes into a per-
fect cauldron for creating ozone, a
major component of smog.

Activists are sounding the alarm.
Government officials are keeping
watch. Nobody’s breathing easy.

Denver is on a pace to eclipse the
ozone-choked summer of 2003, the
worst in 20 years, when the state
issued 42 ozone alerts warning of
unhealthy air. As of Wednesday, this
summer has had 34. b

Christopher Dann, a spokesman
for the Colorado health department,
said it’s hard to point to one factor
causing this summer’s increase.

“There’s no magic bullet out there
that anyone can see,” Dann said.
“We’re not out there generating
ozone in great amounts, we're emit-
ting precursor pollutants that are
chemically changed in the atmos-
phere into ozone "... As long as
human beings burn stuff, we’re going
to have pollution problems.”

Ozone is created when the sun
bakes common pollutants such as
engine exhaust, wildfire smoke and
vapors from everything from paint
cans to oil and gas wells.

It’s a particularly vexing problem
for Denver, which vanquished its
“brown cloud” in 2002 only to get
tagged by the federal government
two years later for missing new
ozone standards.

While rebounding with acceptable
ozone levels in 2004 and last year,
this year’s spike puts the region in
jeopardy of coming under federal
restrictions if it can’t rein in the prob-

lem.

For most people, heavy ozone is
only irritating, but for people with
respiratory difficulties uch as the
more than 250,000 Coloradans with
asthma — it can lead to intense
breathing problems, said Arthur
McFarlane, who works with the state
health department’s asthma program.

The  federal Environmental
Protection Agency measures ozone at
monitoring stations across the Front

Range, using a complicated formula
that allows for the effects of unusual-
ly hot weather.

If all-day smog ratings at any mon-
itoring station, averaged over a three-
year period, exceed the federal limit,
the EPA can impose restrictions on
the state, including limits on federal
highway spending.

This summer, some Denver-area
monitoring stations are hovering
around the maximum. One near

Boulder is at the limit; one south of

Littleton and another north of Denver
are slightly above. Those high num-
bers may still come down, averaged
with last year’s ratings, but it leaves
the state on shaky footing if next

CHICAGO (AP) — As Roger
Clemens went into his motion to deliv-
er his first pitch on a hot and humid
night, flashbulbs popped from every
angle and corner of Wrigley Field.

Clemens draws attention every-
where he goes, but this night featured
more history than usual — a rare
matchup of 300-game winners with
Greg Maddux providing the opposi-
tion.

“I hope the fans enjoyed it. It’s pret-
ty special,” Clemens said after out-
pitching Maddux in the Houston
Astros’ 4-2 victory over the Chicago
Cubs on Wednesday. ’

“I think it’s why we do it. So that the
fans, especially in this stadium that is
so rich in history, can come out and
enjoy it.”

Clemens (2-3) threw six shutout
innings to earn his 343rd career victo-
ry and move into sole possession of
eighth place on the career list. He
allowed three hits, walked one and
struck out five.

“I know when I’m going up against
Greg it’s going to be a battle of wills,”
Clemens said. “That’s for sure on a hot
sticky night like it was tonight. It was
going to come down to who made the
mistake first.”

Maddux did, surrendering a leadoff

homer to Craig Biggio.

Maddux (7-11) allowed seven hits
and three runs in seven innings with no
walks and three strikeouts. He lost his
sixth straight decision and hasn’t won
since June 9. Maddux, who turned 40
in April, threw 102 pitches and
remained at 325 wins.

“I love watching Greg work,”

Clemens said. “He’s definitely one of

the guys I admire in how he goes about
his work. I'd definitely pay to see him

pitch.”

MORZINE, France (AP) — In a stunning turnaround a
day after he was all but written off, American rider Floyd
Landis moved back into contention at the Tour de France
on Thursday, winning the final Alpine stage in a solo fin-
ish to jump from 11th to third.

Landis, who lost the leader’s yellow jersey Wednesday
after struggling at the uphill finish, bounced back by burst-
ing ahead of the main pack in the first of three tough
ascents in the 17th stage.

“After yesterday’s stage I had to do something, because
that was a disaster,” Landis told Outdoor Life Network
immediately after Thursday’s stage. “The race isn’t over
yet. | came here to win the race, and it’s not over yet.”

With the tough Alpine climbs over, Saturday’s individ-
ual time trial shapes up as a crucial test in this year’s topsy-
turvy Tour. Seven different riders have worn the yellow
jersey since the three-week race, which ends Sunday,
began July 1.

“I think I can do it,” Landis told OLN. “It’s a long time
trial. It’s the only thing left that matters. ... ['m telling you,
I want to win the whole race, not just a stage.”

SAN FRANCISCO (AP)
— Members of the grand
jury investigating base-
ball’s Barry Bonds for per-
jury and tax evasion arrived
at the federal courthouse
Thursday for what could be
their final day of work.

Mark Geragos, attorney
for Bonds’ personal trainer,
told The Associated Press
his client would be released
later in the day from federal
prison, where Greg
Anderson was sent more
than two weeks ago after he
refused to testify to the
grand jury.

The judge said Anderson
was to be held until he
agreed to testify against
Bonds or the grand jury’s
term expired, and the
panel’s term was set to
expire Thursday. It was
unclear if Anderson’s
expected release would
have any bearing on
whether indictments were
handed up against Bonds.

Prosecutors could seek to
extend the grand jury’s term
to put more pressure on
Anderson to cooperate, or
convene a new panel and
put him back in jail.

The trainer likely holds
the key to whether perjury
charges could stick against
Bonds, who testified in
2003 that he thought sub-
stances given to him by the
trainer were arthritis balm
and flaxseed oil.

Authorities suspected the
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San Francisco Giants“slug-
ger was lying and that those
items were “the clear” and
“the cream” two per-
formance-enhancing drugs
tied to the Bay Area
Laboratory Co-Operative,
the lab exposed as a
steroids supplier to top ath-
letes in baseball, track and
other sports.

“Obviously, they think
they need Greg to prove
perjury,” Geragos said.

Allegations of steroid use
long have plagued Bonds,
who passed Babe Ruth in
May to become second only
to Hank Aaron on the career
home run list. They intensi-
fied in late 2003, when he
testified before the original
BALCO grand jury, which
took testimony from about
two dozen athletes.

Without the trainer’s
help, prosecutors still could
indict Bonds on charges
alleging he failed to pay
taxes on money made
through sales of autographs
and other memorabilia.
There is also the chance
Bonds might be indicted on
perjury charges without
Anderson’s testimony.

“l don’t think Barry has
violated any laws. Under
our system, if the govern-
ment is going to point a fin-
ger at him, the government
better be well prepared to,”
Bonds’ attorney, Michael
Rains, said.

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American evacaees beginni
to arrive back in United Stares

LINTHICUM, Md. (AP) — Weary
Americans who had been caught in the
bombing of Lebanon began arriving back
in the United States early today as the
first plane from a massive evacuation
effort landed at an airport outside
Washington.

Cindy Awaijane said she was relieved
as she stepped into the airport terminal.
She had been in the town of Batroun
when Israel began firing missiles at
Hezbullah targets across its northern bor-
der.

The evacuation was “very smooth and
not scary at all,” she said.

I'he scene she and the other left behind
was anything but that.

Martha Khayat, arriv-
ing with her children from
Beruit, described the ter-
ror of hearing and feeling
the explosions so close
and seeing the flames
from bombs.

“l had to open all the
windows  because |
thought the windows were
going to blow,” she said.

“It was pretty terrify-
ing,” said her 11-year-old
daughter, Amani.

The Omni Air
International flight was
the first of several carrying evacuees
from Lebanon expected today at
Baltimore-Washington
International/Thurgood Marshall Airport.
Between 140 and 150 passengers arrived
about 6:30 a.m., said BWI spokeswoman
Iracy Newman. They were sent through
customs and then had assistance sorting
out the rest of their journeys, from make
travel arrangements to contact relatives.

(AP)
Officials in several states
urged residents, especially
the elderly, to stay cool as
forecasters predicted high
temperatures would continue
in parts of the South and the
Southern Plains for another
two days.

Meanwhile, the death toll
from the heat wave that has
baked much of the nation for
nearly a week has increased,
with four more deaths in the
Chicago area bringing the
total number there to seven,
officials said.

So far, the heat has con-
tributed to the deaths of at
least 16 people in seven
states, including two in the
Philadelphia area, two in
Oklahoma City, two in
Arkansas and one each in
Indiana, South Dakota and
Tennessee.

A football player at a
western Kentucky ‘high
school collapsed and died
after practice Wednesday,
but school officials could not
say whether heat played a
role in his death.

Chicago officials have
asked residents to check on
elderly or sick neighbors in
an effort to avoid duplicating
a 1995 heat wave that killed
700 people.

Three deaths in Oklahoma
and Arkansas involved eld-
erly residents and either mal-
functioning or unused air
conditioners.

In  Oklahoma County,
Okla., the heat has been
blamed for the deaths of two
people, including a 76-year-
old man who died in a home
with a broken &ir conditioner
and a 62-year-old woman
who died in a home where

the air conditioner was
turned off.

In Arkansas, a friend of a
76-year-old North Little
Rock woman who was found
dead in her apartment
Tuesday said the woman had
refused to turn on her air
conditioner.

The elderly frequently
refuse to run the air condi-
tioning because of the cost,
said Ann Leek, vice presi-
dent of central Arkansas
CareLink, which provides
services for nearly 1,000 eld-
erly people.

“Because so many of
them are on fixed-income or
low-income because they
live alone they have that jug-
gling act of paying rent, buy-
ing prescription drugs and
running the air conditioner,”
Leek said.
