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Cold blast slams 
Pampa with snow

A blast of Arctic snow and 
wind covered the Texas 
Panhandle today, stranding 
motorists and making travel 
treacherous.

More than 5 inches of 
snow had fallen on the 
Pampa area by midmoming 
with more expected through 
today. Winds gusting to 35 
mph caused whiteout condi­
tions on area roads and piled 
drifts on homes and busi­
nesses.

The high temperature 
today was expected to be 
near 29, with wind chill val­
ues between minus 2 and 
minus 8.

The forecast calls for 
clearing tonight with a low 
of 17 and wind chills of 
between 7 and 14. Friday 
should be sunny with a high 
near 35 and wind chills 
between 7 and 12.

One way for Pampa residents to catch and 
spread the Christmas spirit is by helping 
make the holiday a little brighter for needy 
children through the Salvation Army’s Angel 
Tree program.

The 27th annual project was launched this 
week with Christmas trees going up at Wal 
Mart, United Supermarket, and ¿he lobby of 
the outpatient services area on the south side 
of Pampa Regional Medical Center.

Paper cutout angels are hung on the trees, 
with each angel representing a child in need 
of Christmas gifts such as toys and clothing.

Each angel has the first name of a child 
plus that child’s age, clothing sizes, and 
most-wished-for toy or other non-clothing 
item.

Persons taking an angel from the trees are 
asked to return the gifts unwrapped, with a 
code number on a perforated tab at the bot­
tom of the angel tag, affixed to the package. 
The gifts may be returned either to the loca­
tion where the angel tag was picked up, or 
taken to the Salvation Army offices at 701 S. 
Cuyler.

Deadline for gifts to be turned in is Dec. 
16. Clients will pick up their packages on 
Dec. 19 from a storage location provided by 
the City of Pampa for the Salvation Army’s 
use during the project.

Members o f Altrusa Club of Pampa will 
wrap gifts Dec. 16, said Capt. Laura Martin 
of the Pampa Salvation Army.

Each ftunily will also receive a food box 
o f canned go<^ along with the gifts, Martin 
said. The canned goods were collected dur­
ing a food drive and will be divided accord­
ing to the size of each family to receive the 
boxes, she said.

Long-time Angel Tree volunteers Ray and 
Katy Hupp are once again helping with the 
project. They are placing the trees and hang­
ing angel tags from each tree, and will pick 
up packages from each location daily 
through Dec. 16, Martin said.

Children who are recipients of Angel Tree 
gifts are from local families who have 
applied for Christmas assistance through the 
social services program of the Salvation 
Army.

Drought conditions during the first 
half of the year resulted in wildfires 
which burned portions of the county 
on several occasions and prompted 
the ban, which included prohibition

of all outdoor burning, including 
rural residents’ household refuse.

A winter storm warning 
is in effect until 6 p.m. 
today and a wind advisory 
is also in effect until mid­
night. Winds are expected 
to gust 20 to 30 mph. High 
profile vehicles need to be 
careful when driving.

Texas Department of 
Transportation reported that 
most roads in the Panhandle 
were open, but slick. The 
intersections in Pampa were 
the main concern for snow 
plows and sand trucks.

Drifts were seen around 
town due to the heavy blow­
ing snow.

Pampa Independent 
School District classes met 
on time today, but let out 
early at 1 p.m. Saint 
Matthew’s School and 
Daycare were closed.

Non-essential employees 
at City Hall were dismissed 
early and some other Pampa 
offices were closing early 
so employees could get 
home before the weather 
got worse.

Lt. Fred Courtney of the 
Pampa Police Department 
had to put the National 
Weather Service radar on 
the access cable station

because the local weather 
radar went down. He said it 
was not clear if the weather 
caused that problem or if it 
was a different technical 
issue. Cableone was work­
ing on getting that back up 
and nmning.

Courtney also said that 
four accidents had been 
reported before noon today.

The Texas National 
Guard in Camp Mabry said 
elements of the Guard are 
prepared to support opera­
tions in north and West 
Texas in response to the 
severe winter weather that 
began moving into the state 
Wednesday.

As icy winds blew in 
from the north, the Texas 
Department of Public 
Safety’s Emergency
Management Division made 
a request for 24 personnel 
and nine HMMWVs from 
Texas Military Forces.

The armories in Amarillo, 
Abilene and Weatherford 
are serving as the staging 
sites for the National Guard 
Soldiers and equipment. 
The Guardsmen have been 
placed on state orders 
through Friday.

Pampa was not the only 
area to be hit by the storm.

The Associated Press 
reported that sleet, snow 
and freezing rains hit the 
rest of the state today, can­

celing hundreds of flights 
and closing schools in the 
northern portion o f the 
state.

Storms rolling through 
the Northwest and Rockies 
— crippling traffic and 
helping break a Seattle pre­
cipitation record — blew 
through the southern Plains 
and Midwest, bringing the 
first significant ice and 
snow of the season. The 
National Weather Service 
issued winter storm warn­
ings from Texas to Illinois 
through Friday morning.

Freezing temperatures 
and snow, sleet, freezing 
rain combined to glaze 
roads with ice and snow in 
much of the Panhandle, 
South Plains and Red River 
Valley. As much as 7 inches 
of snow fell overnight in 
parts of the Texas 
Panhandle, and it snowed as 
far west as El Paso.

Airlines canceled 200 
departures from Dallas-Fort 
Worth International Airport. 
The cancellations were 
aimed at allowing more 
time to de-ice all departing 
aircraft Thursday, airport 
spokesman Ken Capps said.

In an e-mail, Capps said 
the cancellations will be 
spread over all carriers that 
serve DFW. More than 
1,000 flights depart from 
DFW every day.

Acknowledging Windows 
Vista’s delays, Microsoft 
CEO Steve Ballmer kicked 
off a demonstration of the 
software by saying “it’s an 
exciting thing to finally be 
here’’ and adding: “This is 
the biggest launch in oiir 
company’s history, that’s for 
sure.’’

Businesses that buy 
Windows licenses in bulk 
have first crack at the new 
operating system.
Consumers won’t be able to 
get Vista on home PCs until 
Jan. 30.

Microsoft and computer 
vendors contend that Vista 
will make computers more 
secure, powerful and graphi­
cally dynamic, especially 
when combined with other 
products Microsoft is releas­
ing simultaneously. Those 
include new back-end server 
software for businesses, as 
well as Office 2007, which 
brings sweeping changes to 
widely used programs ^uch

as Word, Outlook, Excel and 
PowerPoint.

Ballmer repeatedly said 
the new offerings were suit­
ed to businesses that need to 
link staff, partners, docu­
ments and corporate data in 
far-flung locales.

“Giving people better 
tools to do their job is a big­
ger Job than ever before,” 
Ballmer said. “I think we 
really have the most compre­
hensive lineup our company 
has ever put in place.”

Five years ago: Robert Tools, the first person in the world to 
receive a fully self-contained artificial h e ^  died in Louisville, 
Ky, of complications after severe abdominal bleeding; he had 
lived with the device for 151 days.

“At question,” CLEAT 
says, “are funding for lobby­
ists, union headquarters.

union salaries, union head­
quarter’s telephones, union 
organizers’ cell phones, 
inflated union mileage reim­
bursements, lattes from 
Starbucks and entertainment 
at Hooters -  all paid for by 
the taxpayers.”

According to CLEAT, the 
TMPA is responsible for 
“siphoning off” 10 million 
dollars from municipalities 
and law enforcement agen­
cies throughout the state for 
purportedly bogus training 
programs.

Not only does law 
enforcement as a whole suf­
fer from the loss of funds, 
CLEAT claims, but universi­
ties and regional training 
academies are denied their 
full and fair share of the 
money pie as well.

Allegations of this sort 
damage unions of all (Iks not 
only because they are so 
prevalent, but because they 
are so often found to be true. 
What a shame.
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The r ^ t  program  m akes com pression easy
Ever need to copy a group 

of files to a diskette, but dis­
cover, all too late, that they 
won’t fit? Or how about this: 
You download a file with a 
“ .rar” extension and can’t 
open it. My friends, you 
need a compression pro­
gram.

Compression programs 
have been around for years. 
Up until recently, you had to 
be a computer geek to use 
one, though. Cryptic inter­
faces and technojargon kept 
all but the most intrepid 
computer users at bay. 
Today, a myriad of compres- 
sor/decompressor programs 
exist that can take the 
headache out of this task.

But, wait! I’m getting 
ahead of myself. What is a 
compression program? Long 
ago, when floppy disks were 
physically larger, but held 
much less information, 
clever computer geeks 
devised ways of “squeezing” 
computer files so that they 
would fit. In a sense, a com­
pression program “lets the 
air out” of a computer file 
allowing it to be stored or 
transported more efficiently.

As an example, let’s say 
that I needed to send a 
beachball through the mail. 
Would 1 send you the fiilly 
inflated ball in a big box? Of 
course not. I would let the air 
out first (compression), wad 
it up and stuff it into a small­
er box. Once you receive my 
“box” in the 
mail, can
you imme- Enc 
diately start Spellmann
p l a y i n g
with it? No. Colum nist 
You must 
open the 
box, take
out the beachball and blow it 
back up (decompression).

The same metaphor works 
if you want to store (archive) 
the beachball until next sum­
mer. You deflate the ball and 
put it up on a shelf some­
where. When summertime 
rolls around, you take it 
down and blow it up.

Now that you understand 
the need for compression, 
let’s talk about what really 
happens in the compres- 
sion/decompression process. 
One of the smallest comput­
er data measurements is

called the “byte.” A single 
byte of memory can store 
one letter of the alphabet or 
one numeric digit. For 
instance, my name, “Eric” 
would take four bytes of 
computer memory.

Imagine a standard com­
puter file. Somewhere in 

there, you’ll 
p r o b a b l y  
find a 
grouping of 
s p a c e s ,  
maybe nine 
in row.
Nor mal l y ,  
to store nine

spaces, the computer would 
need to allocate nine bytes. 
However, a compression 
program can change the nine 
spaces to a symbolic repre­
sentation of the same, while 
only taking up a small 
amount of space.

For instance, if an asterisk 
represented a space, the 
original data would look 
something like
“■»*****♦**”. After the 
compression program, that 
same data would be repre­
sented by something like 
“9*”. That symbolic repre­

sentation only takes up 
TWO BYTES! Now, as you 
guessed, once these types of 
changes have been made, it 
is impossible to use or view 
the files. Only after decom­
pression will they be avail­
able to work with.

The most common com­
pression standard is the 
“.zip” file. And the most 
c o m m o n  
decompression/compression 
program on the market today 
is “Winzip.” You can check 
it out at
h t t p : / / www. wi nz i p . com. 
Winzip is shareware. You 
may use it for 45 days free of 
charge. If you like it, pay the 
$29 fee. If not, delete it and 
choose another. Keep in 
mind: Windows XP can 
compress and decompress 
zip files without any need 
for third-party software. 
However, the process is not 
very intuitive.

So when would you use a 
compression program? I pic­
ture two scenarios: archival 
and transport. If your hard 
drive is filling up, you may

Enough so that Secretary o f State 
Condoleezza Rice last week called it 
“outsized.”

For years, Beijing’s military budget 
has increased annually by double-digit 
percentages - in large p i^  financed by 
its huge trade surplus with the United 
States. China’s “reported military 
budget rose more than 14 percent this 
year to $35.3 billion, but outside esti- 

I

mates of China’s true spending are up 
to three times that level,” The 
Associated Press reported.

Traveling with President Bush to the 
Asia Pacific Economic Cooperation 
summit in Vietnam, Rice urged Beijing 
to “be a responsible stakeholder in 
international politics. That means that 
Chinese energy, Chinese growth, 
Chinese incredible innovation and 
entrepreneurship would be channeled 
into an international economy in which 
everybody can compete and compete 
equally.”

The U.S.-China Economic and 
Security Review Commission, which 
Congress created in 2000 to monitor 
Beijing’s behavior, was more blunt in 
its annual report, also released last 
week.

“While China is a global actor, its 
sense of responsibility has not kept up 
with its expanding power,” said Larry 
Wortzel, the commission’s chairman.

The panel warned about Beijing’s 
military expansion, its continuing 
threat to the island-nation o f Taiwan 
and its willingness to tolerate nuclear 
weapons programs in North Korea and 
Iran.

The commission also called on the 
Bush administration to hold China 
accountable for not following interna­
tional rules on trade.

According to Wortzel, “China’s fail­
ure to stop piracy and counterfeiting of 
U.S. goods and its manipulation o f its 
currency are two examples o f how it is \

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County to house excess inmates in tent
BROWNSVILLE, Texas 

(AP) — Cameron County 
has approved placing a tent 
at the county jail to accom­
modate overcrowding, a 
problem that could be exac­
erbated by an increase in 
arrests.during the holidays, 
officials said.

Sheriff Omar Lucio said 
the, tent at the Carrizalez- 
Rucker Detention Center in 
Olmito is mainly a precau­
tion to avoid ^ture over­
crowding. He said he’d like 
to see the tent in place by 
mid-December.

But County Judge 
Gilberto Hinojosa said he 
thinks the Jail is already 
overcrowded. County com­

missioners on Tuesday 
approved the tent, which 
would have space for 48 
nonviolent inmates. It’s 
expected to cost $15,000 to 
$20,000.

Hinojosa said the county’s 
Judicial system is rushing to 
proicess inmates as quickly 
as possible to avoid back­
logs.

He said the Jail is “at full 
capacity by state Jail stan­
dards.”

The Texas Commission 
on Jail Standards calls for 
counties to keep 10 percent 
of their Jail space open. 
Cameron County had 1,293 
inmates in its four facilities 
Wednesday, Lucio said.

want to compress and move 
a lot of your data to a CD or 
thumb drive. In addition, if 
you want to send a bunch of 
computer files to a friend, 
simply “zip” them up, bum a 
CD, and give it to them.

But what if your friend

does not have a decompres­
sion program? Well, they’re 
out of luck. You have Just 
given them a locked suitcase 
without the keys. To that 
end, compression software 
makers have added a new 
option in their programs: 
Self-extracting archives. 
Here’s how it works. Taking 
a normal “zip” file, the pro­
gram adds a little decom­
pression program to the file

and renames it to an “exe” 
file. Remember: “exe” files 
are programs.

\ ^ e n  your friend double­
clicks on the “exe” file, it 
automatically runs the 
decompressor, extracting the 
files within. Adding this 
functionality to a “zip” file 
does make the overall size of 
the file bigger. However, the 
size increase is negligible on 
larger archives. If it helps.

think of a self-inflating life- 
raft. The weight of the com­
pressed air cartridges adds to 
the raft, but the time-savings 
in an emergency are worth 
the bulk.

While not a new technolo­
gy, file compression has 
come a long way, especially 
in the usability arena. In the 
near future, expect better 
compression rates and more 
standards.

shirking the rules it agreed to 
follow when it Joined the 
World Trade Organization 
five ye»r« ago,” ReiOers 
news service reported.

“It makes agreements 
after very difficult negotia­
tions, then it ignores them

and goes off and does exact­
ly what it wishes to do,” the 
commission chairman 
explained.

“The fact that for many 
years the Chinese govern­
ment has gotten away with 
making promises and not 
having to abide by them has 
created a climate where they 
don’t have to take the prom­
ises seriously,” added 
Carolyn Bartholomew, the

panel’s vice chairwoman.
The United States for too 

long has stood by and 
ignored Beijing’s violations 
of agreements it has signed 
and of international rules 
that this nation and others 
follow. The Bush adminis­
tration has worsened the sit­
uation by depending too 
heavily on China to rein in 
North Korea, which Beijing 
has done only to the extent

that serves its own interests, 
not those of the larger 
region.

Rice’s expression of con­
cern suggests that finally, 
just maybe, the Bush admin­
istration is recognizing that 
China does not play well 
with others and that so long 
as Beijing insists on behav­
ing like a heavily armed 
juvenile delinquent, that is 
how it deserves to be treated.

Radioactive traces found at 12 
sites in Britain, ofiBcial says

LONIX)N (AP) — Traces 
of radiation have been found 
at a dozen sites in Britain 
and five jets were being 
investigated for possible 
contamination as authorities 
widened their investigation 
into the poisoning of a for­
mer Russian spy, the coun­
try’s top law enforcement 
official told Parliament 
today.

A coroner formally 
opened an inquest into the 
poisoning of Alexander 
Litvinenko, who died on 
Nov. 23 after falling ill more 
than three weeks earlier. It 
was quickly adjourned so 
police could continue their 
investigation, but three 
pathologists were expected 
to participate in an autopsy 
Friday at Royal London 
Hospital.

High doses of polonium- 
210 —  a rare radioactive 
element usually made in 
specialized nuclear facilities 
— were found in 
Litvinenko’s body after his 
death. Investigators are now 
checking places visited by 
the former KGB agent and 
others who had contact with 
him in the weeks before .he 
fell ill on Nov. 1. '

Home Secretary John 
Reid told Parliament that

“around 24 venues” have 
been or are being monitored 
as part of the investigation, 
and that experts had con­
firmed traces of radioactive 
contamination at “around 12 
of these venues.” He did not 
say whether the radioactivity 
found at the sites was polo- 
nium-210.

Reid told lawmakers that 
officials believed the risk to 
public health to be low. He 
said 1,700 calls had been 
made to the National Health 
Service, and 69 people were 
referred to the Health 
Protection Agency. O f those, 
18 who may have been 
exposed to polonium-210 
have been referred to spe­
cialist clinics, but all urine 
tests so far have been nega­
tive, he said.

Litvinenko also said 
before he died that a group 
of Russian contacts who met 
with him on Nov. 1 had trav­
eled to London from 
Moscow, prompting the 
searches of planes.

Three British Airways 
planes —  two at Heathrow 
Airport and one in Moscow 
— are being investigated, 
and Reid said that a Boeing 
737, leased by the Russian 
airline Transaero, was also 
“of interest.”

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Cowboys in same situation with confidence on the court
IRVING, Texas (AP) — The Dallas 

Cowboys are in the same situation they 
were a year ago, atop the NFC East 
with a 7-4 record and headed to play the 
division rival New York Giants.

Still, dungs are different this time. 
Mainly the Cowboys’ confidence.

“Right now, it’s obvious we’re defi­
nitely playing the best ball we’ve been 
playing all year,” linebacker Bradie 
James said Wednesday. “We’ve been in 
this position before. You don’t get too 
many opportunities to become No. 1. 
That’s what this game is about.”

The Cowboys head to the 
Meadowlands on Sunday with a three- 
game winning streak and wins in four 
of their last five games — all since 
Tony Romo became the starting quar­
terback. His first extended action was 
after halftime in the game before that, a 
home loss to the Giants.

When the Cowboys went to New 
York last year, they were coming off a 
Thanksgiving Day overtime loss 
against Denver.

and two outs. The tussle 
quickly escalated into a 
full-scale melee involving 
nearly all the players fi’om 
both teams.

“There’s been some pret­
ty fierce competition 
between the Rangers and 
Angels, and we’ve had 
some brawls,” Matthews 
said. “When the Rangers 
came in here, it was ail 
business. But I enjoyed this 
rivalry that we had. It was 
something 1 think both 
teams looked forward to.”

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Wal-Mart predicts December same-store sales gain o f zero to 1 percent
NEW YORK (AP) — Wal-Mart Stores 

Inc. issued a sobering warning for the holi­
day shopping season Thursday, predicting its 
Decemt^r same-store sales gain would be no 
better than 1 percent.

The news, coupled with Wal-Mart’s 
expected announcement that it suffered its 
first same-store decline in more than 10 
years during November, came as the nation’s 
retailers reported an overall mixed sales per­
formance for the month. Same-store sales 
reflect business at stores open at least a year 
and are the industry standard for measuring a 
retailer’s strength.

The nation’s largest retailer reported a 0.1 
percent dip in same-store sales. Including a 
drop in gasoline revenues from its Sam’s 
Club division, which Wal-Mart did not

include in hs calculation, 
same store-sales fell 0.3 
percent.

Wal-Mart has struggled 
in recent months on a mix 
of problems, including the 
fact that its lower-income 
customers were htui by 
soaring gas prices. But the 
company’s lackluster sales 
have persisted even as the 
cost of gas eased, an indi­
cation that shoppers are 
turning away from mer­
chandise like apparel, and 
sticking with b^ics like 
food and consumer prod­
ucts.

The nation’s largest 
retailer reported a 0.1 
percent dip in same- 

*  store sales. Including 
a drop in gasoline rev­

enues from its Sam‘s 
Club division, which 

Wal-Mart did not 
include in its calcula­
tion, same store-sales 

fell 0.3 percent.

“This is pretty discour­
aging,” said Ken Perkins, 
president of RetailMetrics 
LLC, a research company 
in Swampscott, Mass. But 
he added that Wal-Mart’s 
weak sales will not be a 
harbinger of a broad based 
weakness across the retail 
sector.

Wal-Mart’s discount 
stores suffered a O.S per­
cent decline, while Sam’s 
Clubs had a 2.0 percent 
increase.

One of the company’s 
problems has been its 
inability to understand

what its customers are looking for. It filled 
its clothing racks with too many trendy items 
like skinny jeans that sh o j^ rs  just didn’t 
want.

Meanvsdiile, reports from other retailers 
were mixed.

J.C. Penney Co. said same-store sales rose 
1.4 percent, helped by strong sales of jewel­
ry, children’s goods and home products. But 
the results fell short of the 3.7 percent fore­
cast of analysts polled by Thomson 
Financial.

Costco Wholesale Corp. reported a 5 per­
cent gain in same-store sales, below the 5.7 
percent estimate.

Nordstrom Inc. had a 5.4 percent gain in 
same-store sales, matching Wall Street 
expectations.
