The refund of a tax overpayment 
by Celanese l.td. to (iray County is 
on the agenda of the county commis­
sioners’ meeting, at 9 a.m. Tuesday 
in the second-floor courtroom of the 
courthouse.

Commissioners first learned of the 
overpayment at their Feb. 1 meeting, 
when (iray County Chief Appraiser

Pat Bagley spoke to them at County 
Judge Richard Feet’s request.

Bagley said that Celanese had 
paid local taxes based on a property 
valuation of $85,100,951. That valu­
ation was later lowered to 
$78,453,698, a loss of $6,647,253. 
Bagley said.

The change in valuation means 
that three taxing entities. Gray 
County, Pampa Independent School 
District and Panhandle Ground

Water Conservation District, will 
have to refund their share of the 
taxes paid on the higher valuation.

Gray County’s share to be refund­
ed is $32,500.15. PISD’s share is

Prairie chicken to be topic of meetings

Texas Parks artid Wildlife 
Department will hold a 
series of meetings next 
month concerning the lesser 
prairie chicken.

The small bird is a candi­
date for the endangered 
species list.

Beginning March I, at the 
Canadian Courts Hotel 
Conference Center in 
Canadian, the TPWD will 
host public meetings about 
prairie chicken conservation.

The second meeting is 
planned for March 2, at 
Mel’s Diner in WTiceler, and

the third meeting is sched­
uled for March 3, at the 
Devil’s Rope Museum in 
McLean.

There are two areas in the 
State of Texas where lesser 
prairie chickens are found in 
any numbers. One is in the 
eastern panhandle in 
Hemphill and Wheeler coun­
ties. The other is along the 
New Mexico state line in the 
southwestern panhandle 
west of Lubbock.

TPWD will hold meetings 
March 8, 9 and 10 in 
Muleshoe, Morton and 
Seminole.

Each of the public meet­
ings will start at 7 p.m.

These meetings will be 
held prior and in addition to 
the TTWD regulatory meet­
ings that are scheduled later 
in March to discuss broader

wildlife regulations propos­
als for the next hunting and 
fishing season.

“Lesser prairie chickens 
arc a part of Texas’ natural 
heritage, and an important 
component of our short and 
mid-grass prairie habitats,” 
said Heather Whitlaw, 
TPWD wildlife biologist in 
Lubbock. “However, the 
lesser prairie chicken is 
being considered for listing 
as a threatened species by 
the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service, and is thus the focus 
of restoration efTorts in the 
five states where it occurs. 
Private landowners, biolo­
gists, and other interested

parties in New Mexico, 
Oklahoma, Colorado, 
Kansas, and Texas are all 
working toward achieving 
lesser prairie chicken
restoration. Having a proac­
tive approach and develop­
ing partnerships with those 
who own and manage pri­
vate land is good natural 
resource management.” 

Without the help of pri­
vate landowners to restore 
and improve habitats,
Whitlaw said lesser prairie 
chickens will likely continue 
to decline and may eventual­
ly be listed as a threatened 
species under the federal 
Endangered Species Act.

SEOUL, South Korea 
(AP) — South Korea’s 
point man on the North 
cautioned Monday that it 
would be premature to 
declare North Korea a 
nuclear power despite its 
claim to having atomic 
weapons.

Unification Minister 
Chung Dong-young noted 
North Korea has yet to con­
duct a nuclear test, unlike 
other nuclear powers such 
as India and Pakistan.

“I believe it is early for 
us to call the North a 
nuclear state,” when it has 
not been independently 
confirmed, Chung said in a 
speech to parliament. South 
Korean Foreign Minister 
Ban Ki-Moon, who met 
Monday with Secretary of 
State Condoleezza Rice, 
also said the North may be 
bluffing.

The secretive communist 
nation announced Thursday 
that it has built nuclear 
weapons and was staying 
away from international 
disarmament talks.

The claim dramatically 
raised tensions in the two- 
year standoff over the 
North’s nuclear ambitions. 
He said even senior U.S. 
officials who have pushed 
for a hard line on North 
Korea have said it’s not 
clear if North Korea really 
has such arms.

Chung noted Korea has 
said it has atomic weapons 
at least 10 times since 
2003.

“It’s definite that North 
Korea possesses 10 to 14 
kilograms of plutonium 
that can make one or two 
nuclear weapons,” he said.

House seats are redrawn.

According to Common 
Cause, a nonpartisan organi- 
ziition pushing for campaign 
reform, movements to take 
redistricting out of the parti­
san hands of state legisla­
tures are under way in 
California, Colorado, 
Florida. Georgia, Maryland, 
M a s s a c h u s e t t s .

panel of retired Judges to 
re^aw  his state’s congres­
sional districts. None of the 
Golden State’s House seats 
changed hands last 
November, according to The 
Times.

No doubt, the Republican 
govemator wants to shake 
loose a few Democratic seats 
and increase his party’s rep­
resentation in California’s 
House delegation. But he is 
right in calling for changing 
the process that the 
Democratic-run state 
Legislature has long used to 
benefit the party more than 
California’s voters.

“You cannot believe the 
number of people and organ­
izations across the country 
that are focusing on this 
redistricting issue,” Bruce E. 
Cain, the director of the 
institute of Governmental 
Studies at the University of 
California, Berkeley, told 
The Times. “It seems like it’s 
poised to become, for the 
reform community, the 
equivalent o f McCain- 
Feingold,” the 2002 law that 
significantly reformed feder­
al campaign finance laws.

U.S. Sen. John McCain, 
R-Ariz., the co-sponsor of 
that measure, also supports 
changing how congressional 
districts are redrawn. He

backed the creation of a non­
partisan commission to do so 
in his home state, which vot­
ers approved in 2000.

Subsequent congressional 
redistricting in Arizona was 
“viewed by advocates as the 
most impartial since Iowa 
created a system 20 years 
ago to propose maps without 
taking into account partisan 
considerations like voter his­
tory and incumbents’ 
addresses,” according to The 
Times.

Several versions of con­
gressional redistricting 
reform are floating around, 
from Schwarzenegger’s 
panel o f retired judges to 
Wentworth’s bipartisan com­
mission appointed by leaders 
of both parties in the 
Legislature.

The specifics are less 
important than that the body

created to do the job do so 
with as much partisan disin­
terestedness as possible, 
with the prime directive 
always being to make as 
many House races as com­
petitive as possible while 
maintaining valid communi­
ties of interest within dis­
tricts.

Legislatures cannot be 
removed entirely from the 
process. The U.S. 
Constitution assigns them 
that responsibility. But the 
framers, who disdained 
political parties when they 
wrote the national charter, 
surely would not approve of 
the blatantly partisan hijack­
ing of the process.

State lawmakers should 
retain the power only to 
accept or reject redistricting 
plans drawn up by independ­
ent panels. Like the federal 
base realignment and closure 
process, legislators should 
not have the power to amend 
recommended House district 
maps.

Some senior leaders in 
both parties worry that the 
law of unintended conse­
quences could kick in if the 
congressional redistricting 
process is changed. The 
Times reported. They fear 
that they would lose seats if 
more races were made more 
competitive.

This is not a valid con­
cern. Elections are supposed 
to belong to the voters, not to 
the political parties.

Fow l̂er closer to becoming 
NFL’s first black owner

MINNEAPOLIS (AP) — Arizona busi­
nessman Reggie Fowler is close to becom­
ing the NFL’s first black owner after reach­
ing an agreement to buy the Minnesota 
Vikings.

A source within the league, speaking on 
the condition of anonymity, confirmed the 
deal. The Vikings scheduled a news confer­
ence for 2:30 p.m. CST, but did not disclose 
any additional information.

Owner Red McCombs has been trying to 
sell the team for three years, and Phoenix 
radio station XTRA-AM, ESPN.com, 
KSTP-TV in the Twin Cities, and the Star 
Tribune’s Web site all reported there is a 
deal with Fowler.

Minnesota Timberwolves owner Glen 
Taylor also made an offer to buy the 
Vikings. He said Sunday he hadn’t heard 
from McCombs since his proposal nearly 
two weeks ago and believes Fowler bid 
$625 million.

“1 was given a message that they were 
going to respond and then they didn’t,” 
Taylor said before the Timberwolves played 
the Chicago Bulls. “That’s when 1 started to 
assume that they already had something 
with Reggie. ... And I’ve heard and 1 think 
some other people have heard, that it’s 625 
and our offer was not in that area.”

McCombs and Fowler have been silent 
since beginning a short-term agreement to 
negotiate exclusively, but Taylor has spo­
ken frequently and openly about his recent 
push. Taylor inquired about submitting 
another bid once the period o f exclusivity 
had begun and was told by the McCombs 
camp it was OK.

“We gave them a number of alternatives 
and said if none of these work out with 
come back with how you would change it,” 
Taylor said. “We weren’t like, ’This is the 
last or final offer.’”

But with no response from San Antonio; 
where McCombs has his office, Taylor 
sounded resigned to Fowler’s buying the 
team.

NFL owners are scheduled to meet in 
March in Hawaii, so the process could take 
some time — and it’s not a sure thing. 
League rules require 24 of the 32 owners to 
approve a sale, and the NFL also mandates 
that a general partner must put down 30 
percent of the cash portion of any franchise 
purchase.

Little is known about Fowler’s personal 
wealth, but the Arizona Republic reported 
Saturday that he’s worth more than $400 
million.

No worries, just PGA  
wins for M ickelson

Source tells Canadian Press Bettman will cancel 
hockey season during press conference lUesday

NEW YORK (AP) — With no miracle 
save in sight and a weekend deadline long 
gone, the NHL made plans for a news con­
ference Tuesday to cancel what little 
remained of a season already decimated by 
a lockout.

A public relations executive, speaking on 
condition o f anonymity, told The 
Associated Press that planning was under 
way Monday for NHL commissioner Gary 
Bettman to make the announcement at a 
news conference in New York.

The Canadian Press, citing an unidenti­
fied source, said Bettman will cancel the 
season at the news conference.

The NHL would become the first major 
professional league in North America to 
cancel an entire season because of a labor 
dispute. This would mark the first time the 
Stanley Cup was not awarded since a flu 
epidemic canceled the finals in 1919.

Asked about The Canadian Press report, 
NHL spokesman Frank Brown said the 
league had no immediate comment.

After vowing not to reach out to each 
other after two days of talks broke off 
Thursday, the sides met Sunday at the 
request of a high-ranking federal mediator. 
Neither Bettman nor players’ association 
executive director Bob Goodenow attended.

But that round of talks in Washington 
was also unsuccessful, with both sides say­
ing that no progress was made.

Neither side has been willing to budge on 
the salary-cap issue — the NHL has said it 
is necessary in any new deal, and the play­
ers’ association has rejected it as a solution.

NHL chief legal officer Bill Daly was 
joined Sunday at the five-hour meeting by 
outside counsel Bob Batterman, with play­
ers’ association senior director Ted Saskin 
and outside counsel John McCambridge on 
the other side.

The sides were assisted by mediators 
twice before, as recently as a Feb. 2 negoti­
ating session in Newark, N.J. Sunday’s 
meeting was requested by Scot B. 
Beckenbaugh, the acting director of the 
U.S. Federal Mediation & Conciliation 
Service.

Neither side thought mediation would 
help end the stalemate that has lasted five 
months.

The lockout reached its 152nd day 
Monday, a day after the NHL was to hold its 
All-Star game in Atlanta.

Bettman said the sides needed to start 
putting a deal on paper by the weekend if 
the NHL was going ^  hold a 28-game sea­
son and a 16-team playoff.

The NHL said its 30 clubs need to know 
what their costs would be, and the only way 
that could be achieved is with a salary cap 
that linked league revenues to player costs.

A cap was an automatic deal-breaker for 
the union even though it agreed that the 
financial landscape had to change. The 
players’ association contended that there are 
many other ways to fix it.

The sides have traded proposals through­
out the lockout that started Sept. 16. But the 
salary cap has always been the sticking 
point. Other issues such as arbitration, rev­
enue-sharing, and rookie caps, never 
reached the true negotiating stage because 
the sides couldn’t agree on the big issue.

On Friday, the NHL sent a memo to its 30 
clubs, allowing them to contact players — 
something that was previously forbidden. 
The memo also allowed team executives to 
speak publicly about the lockout without 
being subject to fines.

PEBBLE BEACH, Calif. (AP) —  Two 
weeks, two wins for Phil Mickelson.

And these aren’t ordinary victories.
Mickelson is usually a thrill-a-minute, a 

guy who keeps everyone entertained by try­
ing to hit clutch shots along the back nine 
with the tournament at s t^ e . He birdied 
five of his last seven holes to win the 
Mastiefs last year: He (hice hit a tee shot into 
the canyon during a playoff at Torrey Pines 
and still managed to win with a double 
bogey.

That’s what makes these last two weeks 
on the PGA Tour so alarming.

One week after wirming in 
Phoenix by a career-high five 
strokes, Mickejson went 
wire-to-wire in ih^^^ebble 
Beach National Pro-Am to 
win by four strokes over 
Mike Weir.

“He’s obviously doing 
something right,” Weir said.

Mickelson has won his last 
two tournaments by nine 
shots. Going into this year, 
he had won his previous 
eight PGA Tour titles by a 
combined nine shots.

“After working on the 
right things now for a year, 
after getting back my dis­
tance off the tee and being
able to utilize my wedge .......  —
play, 1 feel like I’m able to
make a lot more birdies,” Mickelson said.
“It just seems like ... I don’t want to say the
game is easier, but it just feels a little bit
easier.”

There wasn’t much heavy lifting Sunday, 
for sure.

Mickelson closed with a I-over 73, the 
first time he has ever won with a final round 
over par. About the only thing he didn't get 
was the 72-hoIe record. He missed a 15-foot 
birdie putt on the final hole and finished at 
19-under 269, one shot short o f the record 
set seven years ago by Mark O ’Meara.

“1 really don’t think about records like 
that, individual tournament records,” 
Mickelson said. “I just really wanted to win 
this tournament.”

That was never in doubt from the time 
Mickelson opened with a course-record 62 
at Spyglass Hill, regarded as one of the

Weir tried to make it interesting.
The former Masters champion from 

Canada birdied three o f his first four holes 
—  the exception was a bogey when he 
missed the third green — and then made the 
only birdie o f the final round on the 430- 
yard ninth hole, which plays along the cliffs 
and into a wet wind. Weir hit 3-wood into 6 
feet.

When he birdied the 1 Ith hole to get to 
14 under, Mickelson’s lead was down to 
four.

Mickelson, who had bogeys on Nos. 9 
and 10 to give the Canadian fleeting hope, 

was never worried. He knew 
the outward 10 holes at 
Pebble Beach were the 
toughest, and he only needed 
to get through them with 
limited damage.

When he got to the 11th, 
he smoked a drive down the 
middle o f the fairway, hit a 
wedge into 18 feet and hit 
the purest putt of his final 
round for a birdie that 
pushed his lead back up to 
five.

Both players spent the rest 
of the day missing putts by 
the tiniest margin — Weir 
burned the edge on his next 
six holes, and his chip for 
eagle on the 18th just turned 
away. Mickelson followed 

his birdie at No. 11 by missing putts fipm 6, 
4 and 8 feet, then he missed three more 
inside 18 feet.

But all that affected was the final score.
This is new territory for Mickelson, win­

ning by such a large margin, and it might 
take some getting used to.

“It was weird,” he said. “I didn’t feel the 
normal intensity, the normal stress. It was a 
very enjoyable round.”

Mall woricer describes
(

‘split-section decision’
KINGSTON, N.Y. (AP) 

—  As a man opened fire in a 
crowded shopping mail, 
wounding two people and 
sending ¿hoppers scrambling 
for safety, a mall worker said 
he made a ‘'split-second 
decision” to follow the gun­
man.

‘‘People were just running 
out of the stores, ducking 
bdiind anything they could 
find — screaming, kids were 
screaming, everybody run­
ning,” Keith Lazarchik told 
ABC’s ‘‘Good Morning 
America” on Monday.

“It was basically just a 
split-second decision,” 
Lazarchik said. “I didn’t 
approach him right away. I 
just followed him. I was 
creeping up behind him as he 
was walking down the mall 
shooting.”

When the gunman, identi­
fied by police as Robert 
Bonelli, ran out of ammuni­
tion and dropped his assault- 
type rifle, Lazarchik lunged 
for the gun and two of his co- 
workers tackled the gunman.

“He was standing there 
with his hands in the air and 
we just grabbed him and sat 
on him until police came,” 
said Phil Dudek, a co-worker 
o f Lazarchik’s at Dick’s 
Sporting Goods.

Bonelli, 24, o f nearby 
Saugerties, was being held 
without bail on first- and sec­
ond-degree assault and reck­
less endangerment charges, 
said Brian Woltman, a dis­
patcher for the Town o f 
Ulster Police Department. 
He was arraigned early 
Monday in Ulster Town 
Court.

According to police, 
Bonelli opened fire Sunday 
afternoon inside the Best 
Buy store in the Hudson 
Valley Mall, just outside 
Kingston, about 55 miles 
south o f Albany.

After firing several shots, 
he nude is way into the mall 
corridor and continued 
shooting until running out of 
ammunition near the center 
court, witnesses said.

Lazarchik said he did not 
know the gunman had run 
out o f anununition when he 
dropped his weap<m. After 
the gunman was tackled and 
pinned, he said it was “over” 
and he had no other 
wetqx)ns, witnesses said.

“People, were walking by 
and yelling at him and, you 
know, asking him if he was 
crazy,” Lazarchik said. “He 
was quiet. Very cool and 
calm like it was just another 
day at tfie office.”

State police Capt. Wayne 
Olson said investigators did 
not know the exact number 
of shots fired but he said it 
was a “significant number of 
rounds.” Police did not cite a 
motive for the shooting.

A few potential pan­
elists said they, a relative or 
close friend had been the 
victim of “inappropriate sex­
ual behavior of any kind.”

Defense attorneys were 
expected to try to weed out 
parents of young children 
who might be especially 
fearful o f child abuse.

The questioning of poten­
tial jurors was scheduled to 
begin last Monday, but was 
delayed by the death of lead

defense attorney Thomas J. 
Mesereau, Jr.’s sister.

The wounded included a 
National Guard recruiter 
who was in a recruiting 
booth inside the mall when 
he was shot. Olson said die 
20-year-old recruiter might 
lose his leg. Hospital offi­
cials said Monday that his 
fiunily asked that no infor­
mation on his condition be 
released.

The second/victim, a 56- 
year-old man, had siq>erficial 
gunshot wounds to his left 
arm, thigh and leg, Olson 
said. Two other people had 
bullet holes in their pant legs, 
Olson said.

“We consider it fixtunate 
diat more people were not 
struck,” Olson said. “Sunday 
afternoon in a crowded mall, 
it really has all the potential 
in the world to be a disaster.”

Ali Afshar, owner o f a 
mail kiosk, said he saw the 
shooter being tackled fixxn 
behind by two men who 
woric at Dick’s Sporting 
Goods. “They hit him and 
took him to the floor and 
held him there,” Afshar said.

Michael Bovalino, chief 
executive officer o f  the 
mall’s parmt conqiany, said 
crisis counselms would be 
available for mall employees 
Monday.
