A Florida man remains in Gray
County Jail today in lieu of $3,000
bond after the stolen vehicle he was
driving broke down approximately
four miles north of McLean on
Texas Highway 273.

McDonald found two occupants
in the vehicle. Todd Alan Fuller, 22,
listed on jail arrest records as home-
less from Florida, was arrested and
booked into jail at about 10 a.m.
yesterday on a charge of unautho-
rized use of a motor vehicle.

The other occupant of the car was
a |5-year-old female who had been
reported as a runaway from
Bedford. The juvenile was detained
and later released to relatives,
according to the release.

Fuller is being held for Florida
authorities, according to the release.

Witness sees
wemen loading
mastiff in truck

Pampa Animal Control officials
are seeking two women in a tan
GMC pick-up who may have picked
up an English mastiff Sunday in
front of the Dollar General Store on
Cuyler Street.

Officer Monty Montgomery said
the department has been searching
for the 140-pound male dog after the
animal bit a Pampa child in the 400
block of Carr on Sunday afternoon.
The dog is tan with a black muzzle,
he said.

The nine-year-old girl bitten by an
English mastiff on Sunday is under-
going a series of rabies shots, Pampa
Animal Control officials said
Wednesday. The child suffered bite
wounds to both hands.

Montgomery said he learned
Tuesday that witnesses saw two
women put a mastiff into a tan GMC
Sonoma pickup with a camper on it.
The women were in front of the
Dollar General Store at Cuyler and
Foster streets, he said.

“They may have innocently
picked it up,” Montgomery said,

The official announcement was
made by U.S. Sen. John Cornyn’s
office late Wednesday. The funds
come from the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA) as
part of the Assistance to Firefighters
Grant program.

“This assistance will help ensure
that Texas firefighters remain the best
trained and equipped as they stand
ready to protect our homes and fami-
lies,” Cornyn said in a press release.
“I’'m pleased that some of the tax dol-

lars sent by Texans to Washington are
being returned to help save lives
among firefighters and the people
they serve in Texas. The safety of our
cities and towns is among my highest
priorities, and the men and women
who protect our hometowns need
more support than ever.”

Powell said the grant is a 90 per-
cent - 10 percent, which means
Pampa Fire Department will have to
fund 10 percent of the project.

“We’ve already put aside $23,000

grant proposal for approximately a
month last March, Scifres said.
They’ve been waiting to hear
whether the grant would be awarded
for a year.

Streeter testified at the
trial of Tyrone Williams,
who faces the death penalty
if convicted for his role in
the deaths of 19 illegal
immigrants in the May 2003
smuggling attempt.

drove and later abandoned
the tractor-trailer after the
more than 70 immigrants he
was transporting began suc-
cumbing to the deadly heat
inside. Seventeen people
died inside the trailer, and
two others died later.

But Williams® defense
attorneys say while their
client is guilty of transport-
ing the immigrants, he ulti-
mately is not responsible for
their deaths because he did-
n’t know they were dying.

Trailer carrying immigrants full of dead bodies, witnesses say

The trial continued
Thursday with testimony
from Eloy Garcia, a conven-
ience store clerk who sold
Williams bottled water that
the truck driver gave to the
immigrants before the trailer
was abandoned.

Garcia said that while he
was selling water to Fatima
Holloway, who was travel-
ing with Williams, a shirt-
less immigrant came in to
his store, said he was thirsty
and that a Salvadoran was
trying to kill  him.
Prosecutors have described
that immigrant as delirious.

Garcia said he called 911
in front of Holloway, who
has pleaded guilty for her
role in the smuggling
attempt and is expected to
testify against Williams.
Shortly after the call,
Williams and Holloway
abandoned the trailer at the
truck stop where Garcia
worked.

Some of the authorities
who first got to the truck
stop told jurors they found
piles of half naked bodies 4
feet high on the floor of the
trailer and bloody claw
marks on the doors where
the immigrants had tried to
get out. They said there was
blood and vomit around
some of the immigrants hav-
ing seizures.

Lebanon’s premier reinstated
10 days after stepping down

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP)
— Lebanon’s president,
emboldened by a massive
pro-Syria  demonstration,
reinstated Omar Karami as
prime minister on Thursday,
10 days after the Damascus-
backed leader stepped down
under popular and interna-
tional pressure.

The move ensured Syria’s
continued dominance in
Lebanese politics. Syria’s
allies felt they have the
momentum in the political
crisis and President Emile
Lahoud’s decision appeared
to be in part political jockey-
ing to show who sets the
agenda as Syria’s troop rede-
ployment picked up.

Already, Syrian soldiers
have evacuated bases in parts
of northern and central
Lebanon. The Lebanese
defense minister said “thou-
sands” of Syria’s 14,000 sol-
diers will head home and the
rest will reposition in the
eastern Bekaa Valley.

“Karami’s reinstatement
(amounts) to an extension of
the crisis and fails to open
the door to dialogue,” he said
from Moscow where he was
visiting. “After all, Karami
does not control anything. ...
The one who controls (the
state) is Lahoud and behind
him the Syrian intelligence,”
Jumblatt said in an interview
with the Dubai-based Al-
Arabiya satellite channel.

“We are still in the same
situation. Anyway, we will
see. We will give him a
chance. We will see what he
will propose,” Jumblatt said.

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Texas House considers
school finance tax bill

AUSTIN (AP) — After
approving legislation that
would restructure the Texas
education system, the Texas
House headed Thursday
toward debate on a $10 billion
tax bill designed to help fund
the measure.

The tax bill — the second
part of a school funding over-
haul that is the Legislature’s
top priority for the session —
offers a slate of consumer
taxes and a payroll tax on
Texas businesses to replace a
one-third cut in school proper-
ty taxes.

Several Republican legisla-
tors said Thursday morning
they expected another revi-
sion in the proposed business
tax, making the tax more
palatable for Texas compa-
nies.

Among the new taxes set
for debate Thursday: a $1
increase in the cost of a pack
of cigarettes; a 3 percent tax
on snacks, such as soft drinks
and doughnuts; and an
increase in the sales tax from
6.25 percent to 7.25 percent.

On Wednesday, the House
narrowly gave tentative
approval to an education over-
haul, despite criticism that a
teacher pay raise is unfunded
and $3 billion in new money
is not enough to keep up with
inflation or cover new require-

Each of the more than
1,030 school districts in Texas
would get an average of a 5
percent increase in funds
under the proposal.

Republican Rep. Kent
Grusendorf, who authored the
legislation, called the meastire
“the most important vote of
the legislative session.”

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More lies about Social Security

A fortnight ago, I
explained some of the con-
gressional deceit that has
become part and parcel of
Social Security. One was the
1936 promise of maximum
wages subject to Social
Security tax of three percent
— $3,000 — which, control-
ling for inflation, comes to
roughly $22,000 in 2005.
The promise would have
meant that $700 would be
today’s maximum so-called
employee Social Security
tax.

Another lie was that there
was a Social Security
account with your money in
it to which you had rights.
There’s no such account,

plus, according to two U.S.
Supreme Court cases -
Helvering v. Davis (1937)
and Fleming v. Nestor
(1960) -
you have no
legal right,
in the sense
of a con-
tract, to
Social
Security
payments.
There’s more to the deceit
and dishonesty about Social
Security. Congress tells us
that one half (6.2 percent) of
the Social Security tax is
paid by employees and the
other half paid by employ-
ers. The truth of the matter is

that all of it (12.4 percent) is
paid by employees. You say,
“What! It says on my pay
stub that I pay 6.2 percent.”
Let’s look
at it.
Suppose
you hire me
at $6 an
hour. From
that $6 an
hour, you
m u s t
deduct 35 cents in Social
Security tax and add 35 cents
of so-called employer contri-
bution. Here’s the big ques-
tion: What is your hourly
cost to hire me? If you said
$6.35, go to the head of the
class. Now comes the bigger

question. If it cost you $6.35
an hour to hire me, what
must be the minimum value
of my contribution to your
company’s output? If you
said $6.35, again, go to the
head of the class. If you said
that the value of my hourly
output had to be $6, our
agreed-upon wage, you'd be
losing money and soon
would be out of business
because my hourly cost
would exceed my hourly
output.

The fiction that employees
and employers each pay half
of Social Security taxes has
survived since 1936 for two

AG?’s job is to defend Constitution

It is hardly encouraging
although hardly surprising
that in his first policy speech
since taking office, U.S.
Attorney General Alberto
Gonzales said renewal of
controversial provisions of
the USA Patriot Act is a key
to defeating terrorism and
promised to step up federal
obscenity prosecutions.

These are not the actions
of an official whose primary
allegiance is- to the U.S.
Constitution as distin-
guished from allegiance to
the institutional interests of a
department that, like any
bureaucracy, seeks always to
expand and extend its power.

In a speech at a
Washington conference
sponsored by Stanfords

Hoover Institution, Gonzales
confirmed early impressions
that his policies are likely to
be virtually indistinguish-
able from those of predeces-
sor John Ashcroft. Because
Gonzales is, so far, less of a

reasons. First, it was meant
to disguise the true tax
imposed, and second, it
promises something for
nothing - a free lunch, And,
when it comes to the prom-
ise of a free lunch, employ-
ers paying half, gullibility
reigns supreme.

There’s more deceit and
dishonesty. In 1950, I was
14 years old and applied for
a work permit for an after-
school job. One of the
requirements was to obtain
a Social Security card. In
bold letters on my Social
Security card are the words:
“For = Social Security
Purposes - Not For
Identification.” According
to  the Social Security
administration  website,
“This legend was removed
as part of the design
changes for the 18th ver-
sion of the card, issued
beginning in 1972.” That
statement assumes that
we’re idiots. We’re asked to
believe that the sole pur-
pose of the removal was for
design purposes. The fact
that our Social Security
number was going to
become a major identifica-
tion tool had nothing to do

with getting rid of the leg-
end.

There’s a moral dimen-
sion to Social Security that
few have the guts to
address. What moral princi-
ple, consistent with liberty,
Justifies forcing a person to
set aside a certain portion
of his weekly earnings for
retirement and jailing him
if he fails to comply?
Retirement isn’t the only
important item for which
we should budget. How
about a congressional man-
date that we set aside a cer-
tain portion of our weekly
eamnings for housing, food,
entertainment or our chil-
dren’s education? Were
Congress to propose a
measure that would require
each American to set aside
a portion of his weekly
earnings for these items,
most of us would see it as
tyranny. Pray tell, what’s
the difference in principle
for a congressional man-
date that requires setting
aside earnings for retire-
ment versus a mandate set-
ting aside earnings for
housing or our children’s
education?

federal officials like to
grandstand by federalizing
various crimes. But decree-
ing the death penalty for
certain crimes committed
on federal property, for
example, or creating
mandatory minimum sen-
tences for drug offenses,
does little or nothing to
make citizens safer.
Terrorist activities, espe-
cially with an international

dimension, might justifi-
ably be an exception to this
general rule of reserving
law enforcement for state
and local jurisdiction. But it
will require mostly dedica-
tion, painstaking investiga-
tion and wearing out a lot
of shoe leather rather than a
law of dubious usefulness
to cope with them.

Thats why its dishearten-
ing to see Gonzales declare
such a broad agenda that
seems to have more to do
with expanding govern-
ment power than with keep-
ing Americans safe.

Indiana executes man fbr killing family

MICHIGAN CITY, Ind. (AP) — A man who spent nearly
a quarter century on death row for killing a couple and their
two children was executed early Thursday.

Donald Ray Wallace, 47, died by injection at 12:23 a.m.
at the Indiana State Prison. He was convicted in 1982 of
slaying the Gilligan family — Patrick, Theresa, 5-year-old
Lisa and Gregory, 4 — two years earlier during robbery at

their Evansville home.

“I hope everyone can find peace with this,” Wallace said
in a final statement, according to Java Ahmed, a spokes-
woman for the Indiana Department of Correction.

Wallace had declined to seek clemency from Gov. Mitch
Daniels after exhausting his appeals.

The sister of Theresa Gilligan said it was time for Wallace
to receive his court-ordered punishment.

I live in Arizona. Although
I'd love for Dad to live here
with me, he doesn't want to put
such a great distance between
himself and the rest of the fam-
ily.

yDad gets $3,000 a month
from Social Security. Since
Lila doesn't work, she decided
that she should be the one to
take care of our father. All of us
agreed that she should take
Dad's Social Security check
and use it for his care. Dad also
has about $400,000 put away
that is to be split among his
children when he passes away.

Recently, Lila took $21,000
of our father's money, claiming
it was a "gift" so she can pur-
chase a co-op. (Dad would buy
it; her name would be on the
deed.) Someone, I'm not sure
who, called Dad's lawyer and
reported the withdrawal. The
lawyer met with Lila and my
brother "Hersch," who has our
father's power of attorney. The
lawyer told Lila she can either
pay back the $21,000 or it'll be
deducted from her inheritance.
The lawyer then put Dad's
money into a trust fund so it
cannot be touched.

Now that she can't have the
money as a gift, Lila is very
angry and refuses to let anyone
speak to Daddy on the phone.
We are pretty certain that Lila
never informed our father
about the withdrawal -- she
was trying to steal it. I think
she is afraid we might say
something about what hap-
pened.

Besides retaliating against
us, it is also punishing Dad.
Because I live across the coun-
try, the phone is my only means

of communication with him.
I'm at my wit's end. Lila has
never gotten along with us sib-
lings, and it has always been
like pulling teeth to get her to
let me speak to my father. Now
she's severing the lines com-
pletely. Is there anything I can
do? -- HELP! IN ARIZONA

DEAR HELP!: There sure
is. Pick up the phone and dis-
cuss this with your siblings
and your father's lawyer.
Your sister is attempting to
isolate your father, and there
is no guarantee that his
Social Security check is being
spent for his benefit.

If your brothers and sisters
do not live close enough to
check regularly on Dad's wel-
fare, it may be necessary to
hire a social worker or care
manager, or move him to an
assisted-living facility. Please

don't wait. Do it now.

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Armstrong drops out, will modify training Lifioff-:—

CRAPONNE-SUR-ARZON,
France (AP) Six-time Tour de
France champion Lance Armstrong
dropped out of the Paris-Nice race
after the third stage with a sore throat.

Armstrong finished 99th in the stage
Wednesday and said afterward he was-
n’t feeling well.

“Lance woke up with a sore throat
and with the cold weather, he began to
feel worse throughout the day,” man-
ager Johan Bruyneel said in a state-
ment posted Wednesday on
Armstrong’s Discovery team Web site.
“It would not have been very intelli-
gent to continue.”

Armstrong will go to his home in
Girona, Spain, for treatment.

“I will return to Spain to rest up and
be back on the bike in a couple of

days,” Armstrong said in the release.

Fabian Cancellara of Switzerland
won Thursday’s fourth stage to take
the overall lead. Cancellara completed
the 67-mile stretch between Saint-
Peray and Montelimar in 2 hours, 11
minutes, 3 seconds. In the overall
standings, he was 15 seconds ahead of
Spain’s Juan Antonio Flecha.
American Bobby Julich was third, 20
seconds off the lead.

Armstrong, who was using the event
as a warm-up for his bid to win a sev-
enth straight Tour de France title this
summer, was in 62nd place overall
after Wednesday stage.

The decision to pull out will lead to
a modification of his training program,
Bruyneel said.

“It will change a bit,” he said.

“Although we have not decided any-
thing just yet. First of all we have to
see when he can resume training
again.”

Armstrong is scheduled to partici-
pate in the Tour of Flanders on April 3
and defend his Tour of Georgia title
later that month before competing in
the grueling Dauphine Libere race
June §.

Bruyneel isn’t concerned that
Armstrong’s withdrawal represents a
sign of weakness to his top competi-
tion, including Jan Ullrich, Ivan Basso,
Roberto Heras and Iban Mayo.

“I don’t think it’s a problem,”
Bruyneel said. “Of all the so-called
rivals for a Tour victory, most have not
even started competing. There’s no
cause to doubt.”

“Our elite athletic organizations,
both professional and amateur, should
establish uniform, world-class, drug-
testing standards that are as consistent
and robust as our criminal laws in this
area,” said Rep. Cliff Stearmns, R-Fla.
“Nothing less should be tolerated.”

Stearns’ comments came at the
opening of a hearing of the House

Counterintelligence
to change strategy

WASHINGTON (AP)
The federal government sus-
pects more than 2,000
Chinese companies of oper-
ating in the United States to
steal secrets and wonders
whether more than 300,000
Chinese visitors are really
here for study and research.

These concerns about
who might be swiping U.S.
information extend to sever-
al departments from
Defense to Energy to
State — and officials
say it underscores the
need for pre-emptive
action embodied in
President Bush'’s plan
for a new, national
counterintelligence
strategy.

As soon as this
month, Bush s
expected to direct
U.S intelligence
agencies to go on the
offensive to prevent

given the espionage threats
from China, Russia and
other countries, as well as
terrorist groups and other
interests determined to pene-
trate the United States.

Apartment fire Kills at least
10 in New Orleans suburb

MARRERO, La. (AP) -
At least 10 members of a
family died Thursday in an
early moming fire ignited by
candles they lit because their
new apartment still had no
electricity, authorities said.

Four people escaped by
jumping out a second-story
window, police said. One
family member who was
believed to be in the house
was still unaccounted for.

The dead, all found in the
second-floor apartment of a
town house, ranged in age
from 6 months to 42 years,
said Col. Bob Garner of the
Jefferson Parish Sheriff’s
Office. He said the four sur-
vivors were not seriously
injured.

It wis“fNot immediately
clear why so many people
were sleeping in the apart-

.

ment, or exactly when they
moved in. Garner said the
move could have been as
recently as the day before.

He said family members
had been using candles for
light and the candles ignited
the bedclothing.

Mark Goldman or the
Jefferson Parish Coroner’s
Office said it appeared that

some of the victims died of

smoke inhalation and some
of burns. Autopsies were to
be conducted Thursday.

The apartment, located in
a lower-to-middle class
neighborhood across the
Mississippi River from New
Orleans, was totally aflame
when rescue workers arrived
shortly after 5 a.m. The fire
was under control less than
two hours later.
