Nurse shares Sri Lanka experience with church

Carleen Rogers told the
congregation of the
Cornerstone Baptist Church
on a recent Sunday momning
that her call to travel to Sri
Lanka to participate in tsuna-
mi relief aid was a call upon
her heart

“I think that call started
some years ago as | grew up
here,” she said.

Rogers said she had
always received love from
those around her.

“Not just from my par-
ents,” she said, “but from a
whole band of people that
raised me.”

It was that love from those
whom she knew in Pampa
that gave her the confidence
to through with what she said
she felt God called her to do

Several weeks ago, before
Rogers left for the island
nation off the coast of India,
her brother, Jim Moye,r told
the congregation that she felt
she had been called as a child
to be a missionary nurse.

“That was when | was
about six or seven years old,”
Rogers said

“I think sometimes there’s
just a lot of different roads
that you can take to the desti-
nation that God calls you to,”
she said. “Although maybe |
took a little side road and put
my family first, that calling
was always on my life, but
the opportunity hadn’t
always been there.”

Rogers, however, credited
her friends at the
Cornerstone Baptist Church
with getting her to Sri Lanka

and back safely.

“Ya’ll are the ones that
prayed me through that,”
Rogers said.

She said there was more
than $9,000 in individual
donations from the Pampa
area.

More importantly, she
said, there were the prayers
of her family and friend and
members of the church.

That helped her get
through the long hours, the
oppressive heat, depressing
situation and the death
threats.

Rogers, a 1983 Pampa
High School graduate, is now
a hospice nurse in Decatur.

“Everyday | go to work, |
know what I do involves the
lives of others,” she said,
“and I’'m within my own pro-
fession able to point people
toward a God that will give
them security and safety as
they make that transforma-
tion into death.”

Rogers said she’s able to
do that every day.

The tsunami that devastat-
ed Indonesia and the Indian
Ocean the day after Christmas
presented her with a new

opportunity. Rogers said she

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Tenth Farm Creédit District lender posts its year-end results

AUSTIN — The Tenth
Farm Credit District, a net-
work of cooperatively
owned rural financing organ-
izations, according to a press
release posted outstanding
financial results for 2004.
For the fourth consecutive
year, the district set new
records for earnings, asset
growth and credit quality,
the release said.

The district is composed
of the Austin-based Farm
Credit Bank of Texas, 21 dis-
trict associations in
Alabama, Louisiana,
Mississippi, New Mexico
and Texas, and four Other
Financing Institutions.

Net income for the year
ended Dec. 31, 2004, totaled
$342.5 million, compared to
$168.6 million for the prior
year. Included in the results
for 2004 was a one-time

reversal of the allowance for
loan losses of $153.1 mil-
lion, net of the related $4.2
million tax impact.

This reversal was record-
ed upon completion of previ-
ously announced studies to
refine the bank’s and district
associations’ methodologies
for determining their
allowance for loan losses.

The refinement in
methodologies resulted in
calculated allowances, the
press release said, for loan
losses that were significantly
less than the previously
recorded balance, due to
revised loss factors that are
more indicative of actual
loss experience in recent
years and to current borrow-
er analysis.

Also, the 2003 results
included a one-time gain of
$30.5 million recognized

upon the sale of the Farm
Credit Bank of Texas’ miner-
al rights portfolio. Excluding
the $157.3 million one-time
reversal of the allowance for
loan losses in 2004 and the
$30.5 million gain on the
mineral rights sale in 2003,
district net income for 2004
would have reflected an
increase of $47.1 million, or
34.1 percent, over 2003.

Net interest income of
$304.1 million at Dec. 31,
2004, was 14.7 percent high-
er than the $265.0 million in
net interest income reported
a year earlier.

The district reported $10.3
billion in interest-earning
assets at Dec. 31, 2004, up
16.5 percent from the $8.9
billion in interest-earning
assets reported at Dec. 31,
2003.

87-year-old Catholic school closing

EL PASO, Texas (AP) —
An 87-year-old Catholic
school will close after May
graduation, leaving many
parents and students broken-
hearted.

“We were hoping it
wouldn’t come to that,” said
a tearful Dolores
Bustamante, whose daughter
Angelica is a seventh-grader
at Our Lady of Mount
Carmel.

Parents of Mount
Carmel’s 110 students will
meet with the principals of
El Paso’s nine other Catholic
schools Sunday to try to find
places for their children.

El Paso Diocese Bishop
Armando X. Ochoa
announced this week the
impending closure of the
kindergarten through eighth
grade school, which has an
annual tuition of $2,550. A
viability study ordered in
January from a Dallas firm
had recommended closing
the school, Ochoa told par-
ents and students.

In the past four years,
enrollment at Mount Carmel
has declined by dbout a
third, from 166 students to
110, principal Roger Parks
said. The school has been

losing $100,000 a year in
tuition. To cover the costs,
the parish has liquidated its
savings and indebted itself to
the diocese, Parks said.

“It’s hard to call it quits
because this is a school
where you can be an educa-
tor but also be yourself and
practice your faith,” Parks

Both of
the local dairies were
involved in dispersal sales.
And underneath all this were
war drums, growing louder
and louder.

I had forgotten what a
dark time that had been for
Pampa.

Fortunately, a year later,
things had changed for the
better.

National polls indicated a
growing optimism about the
economy, an optimism that
showed in the local head-
lines, too. Sales tax rebates
were steadily increasing and
starting to go above what

had been budgeted. The
number of building permits,
instead of dropping, were
now beginning to inch for-
ward. Pampa had been
approved as a site for a busi-
ness incubator project and
the local United Way cele-
brated getting more than
$310,000 in donations. A
new school superintendent
had provided stability to the
district. And through it all,
the drums of war continued.

I didn’t have time as I
write this late Friday after-
noon to go through the head-
lines of the same time period
for this year, but I know that
our local economy has
improved even more. City
sales tax receipts are now

Battle to balance freedom with security

Recent news that basket-
ball superstar Hakeem
Olajuwon  supported a
mosque that U.S. officials
have identified as a front for
terrorists rightfully raises
concerns, both in the fight
against terror and in the bat-
tle to protect the rights and
freedoms of Americans to
give so much of themselves
to help those in need.

Olajuwon, the stellar play-
er for the Houston Rockets
basketball team, is a Muslim
who frequently has con-
demned violence. He estab-
lished a Houston-area
mosque as well as the
Islamic Da’Wah Center,
through which he gave more

than $80,000 to the Islamic
African Relief Agency.

The federal government
identified the relief agency
as a financial contributor to
Osama bin
Laden and

innocent altruists. Many

organizations cloak them-

selves in benevolent-sound-

ing names that don’t reveal

their true motives or political
views.

The incident raises a
dilemma that faces both gov-
ernment investigators and
our nation that has so many

to hide the real purpose of
their donations when listed
on financial statements. The
caveats usually are well pub-
licized: Always check out a
charitable organization to
ensure that any donations
will go for the donor’s

intended purpose. Many
people, however, moved
more by emotion than by
reason, trust that others are
just as well-meaning as they
are, and fail to take the extra
time and trouble to do that
checking.

Every year millions of
dollars sent in to help vic-
tims of natural disasters or
others in need is lost to scam
artists or diverted for other
purposes. That could well be
what happened to Olajuwon.
At the same time, it’s hard to
fault investigators who want
to cut off financial pipelines
that fund those who are

“It’s funny,” Mrs. Casas
said.

In 1982, Casas enlisted in
the U.S. Army for three
years and in 1985 joined the
Reserves.

Casas was one of two
guides conducting the U.S.
Defense Secretary around
the Mosul hospital. During
his visit, Casas told his wife,
the secretary awarded a pur-
ple heart to a soldier.

Casas and Rumsfeld, Mrs.
Casas said, were featured on

Good Moming America, on
CSNBC, on the Fox News
Network and others.

Mrs. Casas recently
spearheaded a drive that net-
ted some 282 Beanie Babies
to send to her husband over-
seas after he told her about
some of the children seen at
the hospital.

“We raised about $200 for
shipping,” Mrs. Casas said.
“We had about $40 left
over.”

Her husband told her to
use the rest to purchase beef

jerky for the soldiers.

The couple has two sons,
J.C. and Robert, and a
daughter, Bethany. Bethany
is a fourth grader at Austin
Elementary School where
her mother teaches third
grade.

JC. is a student at
Amarillo College and is liv-
ing in Amarillo.

Robert, like his father, is
in the military. He enlisted
in the U.S. Army in August
2002 and is presently sta-
tioned at Fort Sill. He was

'sent to Iraq in January 2003

for three months.

His mother anticipates he
may be redeployed while his
father is still overseas.

When not doing his part
for his country while serving
in the Reserves, Casas is
employed as a chemical
operator at Celanese Pampa
Plant where he has worked
since October 1998.

The possibility of state criminal
charges against Roach follows in the
wake of his arrest Jan. 11 on a federal
charge of possession of methampheta-
mine. Three additional counts involv-
ing possession of methamphetamine,
cocaine and firearms were added to his
indictment later in federal court in
Amarillo.

On Feb. 8, Roach pleaded guilty in
Amarillo federal court to the charge of
firearm(s) possession by a drug user
or addict. His sentencing on the charge
is expected to be some time in April,

according to Christy L. Drake, assistant
U.S. attorney in Amarillo. At that time,
the three remaining charges may be
dropped by the judge, Drake said in a
Feb. 8 interview.

“Typically, we plead somebody to a
count, and the remaining counts of the
indictment get dismissed at sentencing
as part of the plea agreement,” she said.

“A couple of dates are targeted for
(Roach’s) sentencing. It won’t be
before April 4, which is the first avail-
able date. It depends on if there are
objections to the pre-sentence report,”
Drake said in a March 6 interview.

Roach resigned as 31st District
Attorney on Feb. 8, the same day he
entered his guilty plea. An original peti-
tion for removal from office had been

filed by Rebecca Bailey, an employee &

of the district attorney’s office, on Jan.
12 by Gray County Attorney Josh

Seabourn, seeking Roach’s dismissal |

from office.

2002 as assistant district attorney for
the 31st Judicial District, which
includes the 223rd Judicial District.

A few days earlier, Ms.
MacArthur achieved an even
more remarkable feat.

(Unlike aviation, there
are fewer straight lines, so
the trip was some 2,000
miles longer.) Sleeping an

Alzheimer’s disease, but few people can tell you much
about the devastating illness.

Alzheimer’s is a chronic, degenerative disease, which
slowly gets worse as it progresses, said Andrew B.
Crocker, Texas Cooperative Extension gerontology health
specialist.

While most Americans assume the majority of
Alzheimer’s patients reside in nursing homes, Crocker
said close to half of them actually reside at home.

By 2050, more than 14 million Americans are expected
to be diagnosed with the disease.

“It seems that the incidence of Alzheimer’s disease has
increased in recent years to near epidemic proportions,”
Crocker said. “While improvement in diagnosis has con-
tributed to the rise, the real answer lies in the average
length of life for human beings.”

In the 18th century, the average lifespan was 35 to 40
years. Now, the average lifespan in the United States is
about 77 years. Studies show about 10 percent of those
over age 65, 20 percent of those over 77 and half of those
over 85 have Alzheimer’s.

“Alzheimer’s is more prevalent now because more and
more people are living long enough to develop the dis-

for good heart health

(NAPSA) — Despite heightened
awareness about high blood pressure
and its contributions to serious car-
diovascular diseases such as heart
attack and stroke, many patients are
still not taking appropriate action to
treat their condition.

Unfortunately, according to the
National Institutes of Health, two-
thirds of Americans don’t have their
blood pressure under control.

In fact, while people with hyper-
tension are aware of the health risks,
a new survey of more than 500
hypertensive adults shows that many
aren’t following their doctor’s treat-
ment and lifestyle suggestions.

80 percent disregard the lifestyle
changes recommended by their doc-
tor.

encouragement and emotional sup-
port from their doctor.

“Patient adherence is an ongoing
challenge, especially when dealing

with hypertension, which is often’

described as the ‘silent killer’ since
the disease frequently does not pro-
duce physical symptoms. Patients
often look and feel fine, and they
may not sense the urgency in control-
ling their blood pressure day to day,"
said Brent M. Egan. MD, professor
of medicine and pharmacology at the
Medical University of South
Carolina. “It’s critical that patients
and health care professionals work
together to establish realistic treat-
ment goals, and that health care pro-
fessionals positively reinforce
patients to help them achieve optimal
blood pressure control.”
Hypertension is the most common
reason for seeing a physician in the

United States, with 35 million office
visits citing hypertension as the pri-
mary diagnosis.

It affects 50 million Americans-
one in four adults — and is a major
risk factor for heart disease and a risk
factor for stroke and heart failure.

The disease disables more than
one million Americans each year and
is responsible for 52 million lost
workdays.

The above-mentioned survey,
called Hypertension Education
Awareness Recognition and
Treatment (HEART), was conducted
in late 2003 and sponsored by
AstraZeneca, maker of medications

for hypertension, heart failure and *

angina.

Plaque is a major part of the disease
process.

“We normally associate the word
plaque with an award or something that
our dentist warns us about when we go in
for a check-up. This particular type of
plaque forms in the brain between nerve
cells, causing nerve signals in the brain to
be interrupted,” Crocker said.

Nerve cells are like electric lines that
transmit signals back and forth. If a piece
of insulation blocks the electricity put in
the line, the signal can not get through.
Crocker said that is how plaque affects the
brain — it prevents brain signals from get-
ting from one place to another.

Plaque is made up of a protein the body
produces normally. In a normal brain, the
protein is eliminated. In the Alzheimer
patient’s brain, the protein clumps togeth-
er with other pieces and forms a plaque.

Another hallmark of Alzheimer’s is the
formation of tangles, Crocker said.
Imagine the nerve cells in the brain are
like railroad tracks, with two side pieces
and a ladder-like structure in the middle
holding everything in place.

These ladder-like structures are made
up of a protein that becomes abnormal in
the Alzheimer patient’s brain and causes
the ladder to weaken and collapse. If
enough proteins become abnormal, the
whole nerve cell may collapse on itself
and prevent nerve signals from being
transmitted, he said.

Alzheimer’s begins its destruction in
the hippocampus, the part of the brain
responsible for taking in new information
and processing it through the memory. As
the disease spreads, it works its way

affecting judgment, emotions and lan-
guage.

Eventually, enough of the brain is over-
run by plaque and tangles that even the
most basic functions are impaired, such as
the ability to use the toilet, communicate
and walk. The disease completely
destroys an individual’s ability to be inde-
pendent and a state of dependency may
last for years.

“The average length of time from diag-
nosis of Alzheimer’s disease to death is
three to 10 years, though disease progres-
sion may take as long as 20 years,”
Crocker said.

The only way to make a 100 percent
certain diagnosis of Alzheimer’s is an
autopsy of the brain upon death, he said.
However, medical science has progressed
such that mental tests, physical exams and
ruling out other illnesses can help make a
90 percent-certain diagnosis.

Early diagnosis is important so pre-
scription drug therapy may be started,
Crocker said. Though there is no cure for
Alzheimer’s, medications may help con-
trol the symptoms and slow the disease
progression.

Testing and diagnosis by a trained
health professional is very important since
other conditions may resemble
Alzheimer’s disease, Crocker said. These
other conditions may be treatable or com-
pletely reversible.

Wallace giving it one last effort

(AP) — Rusty Wallace
never said he wouldn’t race
again. He even wonders at
times if he’s making the
right decision to retire from
full-time NASCAR compe-
tition after the 2005 season.

When he can’t sleep,
Wallace stares at the ceiling
in the middle of the night
thinking about things he did
in the past, or what he’ll do
when he’s not racing 10
months a year.

“I’m all over,” he said of

his thoughts. “Honestly, I’'m
not content at all.”

But the 48-year-old
Wallace is sure about one
thing: He’s tired of the
week-to-week grind.

“I’m retiring because I’'m
just burnt out in the sched-
ule,” he said. “If I get
through the end of 2005,
and | feel like, ‘Man, I'm
running 3,000 mph and now
they tell me I've got to
stop,” I’'m probably going to

say let’s run about 10 (races
the next year). But for sure,
my days of running the full
schedule are over.”

Wallace began this sea-
son with a 14th-place finish
at the Budweiser Shootout.
His 22nd Nextel Cup cam-
paign, which has been
dubbed “Rusty’s Last Call,”
officially got underway with
a 10th-place finish at the
Daytona 500, the race he
can’t claim among his 55
wins and the one he wanted
the most.

“I wanted to win this
race, but that’s OK,” said
Wallace, who started 36th
and advanced all the way to
fifth before dropping back.
“It really isn’t OK, but I told
everybody if I didn’t win, it
wouldn’t be the end of the
world. ... I'm done with it.
I’ve had a lot of fun, and I
enjoy it.”

Wallace, who wrecked
during Daytona qualifying

backup car, finished in the
top 10 nine times in 23
Daytona 500s.

His best finish in
NASCAR’s most presti-
gious race was third in
2001. He led another time
with 10 laps to go, and in
1993 was third “with me,
Dale Jarrett and (Dale)
Earnhardt going for the
win” when he was hit by
another car and barrel-rolled
down the backstretch.

“l haven’t won the
Daytona 500 and I doubt
there’s too many people out
there who are not aware of
that fact,” said Wallace, the
1989 series champion and
fourth on the career earn-
ings list with nearly $44
million. “I got close many,
many times.”

Wallace has finished top
10 in season points 16
times. He ended a 105-race
winless streak last year but
was still 16th, two spots
lower than in 2003 when a
streak of 10 straight top-10
seasons ended.

“You always hear about
the importance of making
first impressions,” he said.
“But for us, we’re deter-
mined to leave some great
last impressions.”

Once full-time driving is
done, Wallace won’t be
bored.

He hopes the NASCAR
Busch Series team he owns,
running its first full sched-
ule this year, will be a
championship contender by
2006. He also will spend
more time on his car dealer-
ship business and with 17-
year-old son Stephen, an
aspiring NASCAR driver
who will race in the Hooters
Pro Cup Series this year.

Panhandle-Plains Historical Museum set for Bugbee exhibit

CANYON — On March
26, Panhandle-Plains
Historical Museum in
Canyon will open two exhibi-
tions of the work of H. D.
Bugbee — “Those Who Came
Before Us: The Indian
Murals of H. D. Bugbee,”
which Bugbee painted in the
early 1950s, and “Capturing
Texas Legends: H. D.
Bugbee’s Panhandle
Frontier,” showing the influ-
ence of Charles M. Russell
and Frederic Remington on
Bugbee’s work.

“Those Who Came Before
Us” will include Bugbee’s
original 13 murals for the
museum’s then-Indian Hall,
plus four Indian dance murals
he added to the cycle later,
and sketches and studies
(some made in the 1920s) for
the murals.

Under President
Franklin D.
Roosevelt’'s New
Deal, Bugbee
painted the first of
five murals for the
Panhandle-Plains
Historical
Museum'’s
Pioneer Hall in
1934.

“Capturing Texas
Legends” will comprise
paintings with clear connec-
tions to Russell and
Remington’s work, such as
Bugbee’s copy of
Remington’s now-destroyed
“Ceremony of the Scalps”
and Bugbee’s interpretation
of Russell’s famous,
“Waiting for a Chinook.”
Much like Russell and
Remington depicted the
American West in the 1890s
and early 1900s, Bugbee por-
trayed historic and then-con-
temporary Southern Plains
life, including cowboys,
American Indians, and flora
and fauna of the region.

At the suggestion of his
cousin, cattleman T. S.
Bugbee, Harold Dow Bugbee
came to the Texas Panhandle
from Lexington,
Massachusetts, in 1914 with
his parents. He studied at
Texas A&M College in 1917
and the Cumming School of
Art in Des Moines, lowa, in
1920.

Each fall, until the late
1930s, the artist traveled to
Taos to paint with fellow
artists “Buck” Dunton, Frank
Hoffman, Leon Gaspard, and
Ralph Meyers, often packing
into the mountains to paint
with either Meyers or
Dunton.

By the mid-1920s, gal-
leries in Denver, Chicago,
Kansas City, and New York
handled Bugbee’s work.
With the Depression and
decreasing picture sales, in
1933 Bugbee turned to maga-
zine and book illustration in
pen-and-ink. He also contin-
ued to make easel paintings.

+

Under President Franklin
D. Roosevelt’s New Deal,

Bugbee painted the first of

five  murals for the
Panhandle-Plains Historical
Museum’s Pioneer Hall in
1934. He later painted addi-
tional murals for the Old
Tascosa Room in the Herring
Hotel and for the Amarillo
Army Air Field (which now
hang at the Smithsonian’s
American Art Museum).

In 1951, Bugbee became
the museum’s first Curator of
Art. Two years later he
began the Indian Hall mural
cycle, which was then
installed above the exhibit
cases holding examples of
ethnographic material from
the Society’s collection.

The Museum _also pub-
lished a monograph on the
Indian Hall cycle, “Those
Who Came Before Us,” with

a foreword by J. Evetts Haley
and a description of each
mural written by Bugbee.

Both exhibitions will run
through March 2006, with
“Those Who Came Before
Us” in the Hazlewood
Lecture Hall and “Capturing
Texas Legends” in the
Bugbee Gallery.
Reproductions of Bugbee’s
work will be available in the
museum store.

Anakin Skywalker’s transfor-
mation to Darth Vader, a
descent based on Lucas’
vision of hell, a mythical
planet composed entirely of
erupting volcanos.
