DETROIT (AP) — More 
than 110,0000 homes and 
businesses remained without 
power Monday after severe 
thunderstorms swept across 
Michigan, officials said. In 
Indiana, at least eight people 
were struck by lightning and 
a man was crushed to death 
by a bam roof

Hundreds of power lines 
remained bn the ground in 
Michigan overnight, creating 
a danger in many areas. 
Consumers Energy Co. 
spokesman Kevin Keane 
warned.

As the storms moved 
through Sunday, two suspect­
ed tunnel cloud touchdowns 
were reported in Saginaw 
County. Spotters planned to

visit the sites to confirm the 
tornadoes. National Weather 
Service forecaster Dennis 
Dixon said.

Straight-line winds or hail 
probably caused the other 
storm damage around the 
state, Dixon said.

As of 7:30 a.m., about 
30,000 Consumers Energy 
customers were without serv­
ice, down from the 84,000 
affected by Sunday’s storms, 
Keane said. About 83,000 
DTE Energy customers in 
southeastern Michigan 
remained blacked out 
Monday morning, utility 
spokesman Michael Porter 
said. It would take until late 
Tuesday to finish restoring 
service, he said.

neck, arms, back, shoul­
ders, ribs and legs,” Hoard 
said.

The seven-year-old had

An ambulance was called 
to the Pampa residence 
where the victims had 
stopped to make the call to

report the incident.
No further information is 

known on the condition of 
the victims, whether they 
were transported by ambu­
lance, or whether they were 
admitted to a hospital. Hoard 
said.

The alleged incident 
occurred at about 1 p.m. 
Sunday, Hoard said, as a 
result of an argument 
between the two adults.

Michael Jackson jury resumes deliberations; 
singer spent part o f Sunday at hospital ER

SANTA MARIA, Calif. 
(AP) — Michael Jackson’s 
jury returned to deliberations 
in the child molestation case 
Monday after a weekend that 
saw the pop star make anoth­
er trip to the hospital.

Jackson’s defense team, 
which was told to be on 10- 
minute notice throughout 
deliberations, showed up to 
join those waiting at the 
courthouse. The singer did 
not need to be at court during 
deliberations.

The defendant’s father, 
Joe Jackson, dropped by at 
midmoming, and was met by 
a crush of journalists and 
fans. Accompanied by come- 
dian-tumed-nutritionist Dick 
Gregory, he went inside the 
courthouse for a few minutes 
and then left.

The jurors had received 
the case Friday afternoon

and deliberated for about 
two hours before adjourning 
for the weekend.

The singer is charged with 
molesting a 13-year-old boy 
in February or March 2003. 
He is also accused of plying 
him with wine and conspir­
ing to hold the boy’s family 
captive.

Jackson, who has com­
plained of back trouble 
through much o f  his trial, 
spent about six hours at the 
Santa Ynez Valley Cottage 
Hospital in Solvang. He left 
late Sunday to the popping 
of flashbulbs and screams of 
fans.

“He’s in excruciating 
pain,” the Rev. Jesse 
Jackson, who met with the 
singer, told CBS’ “The Early 
Show” on Monday. “The 
physical pain is real. There’s 
also a sense that he feels

betrayed by those that he 
trusted and was betrayed 
before a jury.”

After leaving the hospital, 
Jackson returned to his 
Neverland ranch about five 
miles away to await the ver­
dict with his family.

Olivia Kennedy, switch­
board operator at the hospi­
tal, said the staff had been 
asked not to release any 
information about Jackson.

The singer’s spokes­
woman, Raymone K. Bain, 
told CBS that he had been 
given muscle relaxants in the 
past for back spasms and 
probably got the same treat­
ment Sunday.

Bain said stress con­
tributed to the entertainer’s 
back problem Sunday.

Aruba officials call massive island-wide 
search for missing Alabama teenager

ORANJESTAD, Aruba 
(AP) — The government 
called on thousands of civil 
servants and tourists to join in 
a massive islandwide search 
Monday for a missing 
Alabama teenager, while 
police, soldiers and FBI 
agents combed scrubland and 
beaches.

The announcement came a 
day after police charged two 
men in the disappearance of 
Natalee Holloway, 18, of 
Mountain Brook, Ala. The 
honors student vanished May 
30 during a five-day trip to 
Aruba with more than 100 
other classmates celebrating 
their high school graduation.

The Dutch Caribbean 
island’s government asked 
most of the 4,000 public 
employees to meet at a sports 
stadium in the central com­
munity of Santa Cruz at 2 
p.m. EDT to be briefed on “a 
systematic search,” police 
commander Trudy Hassell 
said.

“We hope there will be 
thousands,” Hassell said in 
the capital, Oranjestad. “This 
effort is a national effort. We 
feel with the family.”

Authorities also asked the 
FBI to send a dive team to

search waters with rough cur­
rents.

Two security guards from a 
hotel near where Holloway 
was staying were arrested 
Sunday. Aruban police in 
unmarked cars accompanied 
by FBI agents arrested the 
suspects during a pre-dawn 
raid.

An AP photographer 
watched as the rumpled men 
emeiged without resistance, 
hands cuffed behind their 
backs.

Police searched the homes 
and emerged with what 
looked like a metal safe 
deposit box and a garbage bag 
of clothing.

Attorney General Caren 
Janssen declined to release 
the specific charges, saying 
the case would go before a 
judge within 48 hours to 
determine whether the men 
can be legally held. She said 
authorities had not found any 
of Holloway’s belongings at 
the suspects’ homes.

“The charges have a rela­
tionship with the disappear­
ance,” Janssen said. “There is 
a reasonable suspicion they 
may be involved.”

Authorities impounded 
three vehicles found at the

two homes, and a team of 
more than a dozen FBI agents 
helping with the investigation 
will help perform forensic 
testing, police said.

Police spokesman Edwin 
Comemencia said authorities 
had not ruled out the possibil­
ity that other people were 
involved. The two men in 
custody were not among three 
others described Saturday by 
police as “persons of inter­
est.”

Janssen declined to com­
ment on whether there was a 
relationship between the two 
men in custody and the three 
others, described as students, 
who told police they dropped 
Holloway off at the hotel 
where she was staying on 
May 30 at about 2 a.m.

The minnow was listed 
under the Endangered 
Species Act in 1998, but at

the time the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service did not des­
ignate critical habitat.

In 2001, an environmental 
group out of Arizona filed a 
lawsuit to force the federal 

agency to

tat for the 
fish. That 
critical habi­
tat was 
some 1,200 
miles of 

rivers, including the 
Canadian as it flows through 
the Texas Panhandle.

A coalition of agricultural 
and water groups came 
together and challenged the 
initial designation and won. 

Last fall, the Fish and

Wildlife Service again pub­
lished critical habitat.

The coalition again fund­
ed a legal team to review the 
federal agency’s determina­
tions.

Each of the 21 members 
of the coalition is coughing 
up some money. Some more 
than others.

The Panhandle Ground 
Water Conservation District 
is putting in $1,500. In the 
past they have come up with 
two payments to the coali­
tion of $3,000 each.

At the height of the dis­
trict’s efforts to write their 
rules to guarantee property 
rights and still conserve area 
ground water, their legal 
bills were running hundreds 
of thousands of dollars.

Another $1,500 seems a 
pittance in comparison, par­
ticularly with the stakes 
involved.

I have never known them 
to waste money, but after 
covering Endangered
Species Act issues in other 
parts of the country for a 
decade now, I think the 
$1,500 is money well spent.

The environmental group 
that initially sued to have 
critical habitat designated, 
the Center for Biodiversity is 
part of what has become 
known in New Mexico and 
Arizona and other parts of 
the West where the govern­
ment owns much of the land 
as the confrontation industry.

The 79th Legislature gets an T ’
The 79th Legislature, 

which ends today (May 30), 
failed in its most important 
assignment overhauling the 
troubled financing structure 
for public schools.

Lawmakers completed 
their constitutionally 
required duty this session by 
approving a $139 billion 
budget for 2006-07 that 
appears to balance. But their 
assignment on school 
finance reform collapsed at 
the end.

The lack of action appears 
in large part to have 
occurred because the Texas 
House, led by Speaker Tom 
Craddick, is more worried 
about the effect o f Uut.

increases on businesses than 
on ordinary citizens. A 
House majority was quite 
willing to raise sales taxes 
on everyone by 1 cent. The 
Senate insisted on a half- 
cent increase.
Their differ­
ences on con­
sumer and 
business taxa­
tion perhaps is 
not surprising 
because the 
House is the chamber closest 
to its people the business 
lobby.

For now, at least, the col­
lapse means that homeown­
ers, especially in prosperous 
suburb», will get no relief

They sue. If they win, the 

government pays the bill, 
including all the legal costs.

claimed they have decoupled 
the ground water levels and 
stream flow.

Given that, what the feder­
al government could do with 
regard to ground water issues 
in the Texas Panhandle would 
make the Robert County 
water war pale by compari­
son.

AUSTIN (AP) — Some 
attorneys for school districts 
challenging the state school 
finance system view the 
Legislature’s failure to 
replace that system as a suc­
cess — in helping their case.

Lawyers representing 
some 300 school districts are 
suing the state, saying it has 
not funded education ade­
quately and that the current 
finance system is unconstitu­
tional. The case goes to the 
Texas Supreme Court next 
month.

The Texas House and 
Senate had approved differ­
ing versions of a school 
funding plan last week, but 
leaders of the two chambers 
could not agree on a com­
promise.

That gave the attorneys 
for property-rich and proper­
ty-poor school districts 
needed evidence to help 
uphold a trial court judge’s 
ruling that the state’s cap on 
local property taxes was 
unconstitutional and funding 
shortfalls would lead to 
inadequate education.

“If we had scripted it out 
so that it would put us in the 
light most favorable to the 
Supreme Court and to the 
general public, we would not 
have had a better position,” 
said Dallas attorney George 
Bramblett Jr., one of the 
lawyers representing proper­
ty-rich districts in the case 
headed to the Supreme Court 
on July 6.

“This failure justifies our 
clients’ concerns that the 
state would not act,” he said.

State District Judge John 
Dietz of Austin ruled last 
year that the school tax rate, 
of which most districts have 
reached the state limit of 
$1.50 pier $100 valuation, 
has basically become a 
statewidei property tax, 
which is prohibited in the 
state Constitution. Dietz also 
said that the funding short-

fall made it impossible for 
rich and p>oor school districts 
to provide an adequate edu­
cation.

He cited a significant 
achievement gap between 
low-income and wealthier 
students.

Part of the issue faced by 
the Legislature involved a 
growing population of low- 
income children, who can be 
harder to teach.

Last year, 2.3 million low- 
income children attended 
Texas’ public schools, repre­
senting nearly 53 percent of 
the total enrollment. More 
than 660,000 students who 
were deficient in English.

State Rep. Kent 
Grusendorf, R-Arlington, 
chief architect of the House 
proposal, agreed that low- 
income students cost more to 
teach, but that Texans are 
paying plenty for education.

“If we just throw more 
money (at public education), 
then what we are doing will 
be futile,” he said. “Let’s not 
just add more money, but 
let’s also change the struc­
ture so we can get more from 
what we’re spending.”

The Rangers 
looked up and saw the 
enemy soldiers on the edge 
of the cliffs shooting down 
at them with machine guns 
and throwing grenades.”

One by one, they 
“pulled themselves over the 
top, and in seizing the firm 
land at the top of these cliffs, 
they began to seize back the 
Continent of Europe. Two 
hundred and twenty-five 
came here.

She is 
still heavily medicated and prone to mak­
ing scenes, including threatening suicide, if 
she doesn't get what she wants — that tick­
et. There are only a limited number avail­
able. I would like to give them to people 
who have shown they care about me. What 
are your thoughts on this? This is tearing 
what's left of my family apart. — SHAT­
TERED SENIOR IN MARYLAND

DEAR SENIOR: You have my sympathy. 
I know you feel cheated because you didn't 
have the kind of mother you wished for. 
However, from your description, your 
mother appears to suffer from a severe 
mental illness. A person who is heavily 
medicated and repeatedly hospitalized is 
not entirely responsible for her actions. 
Giving birth to you and your brother may

have been her only positive accomplish­
ments in this life. For that reason, I think 
she should attend your graduation.
The people who have supported-you over 
the years will be happy to celebrate with 
you after the ceremony. I'm sure. And I'm 
also sure they'll understand why your 
mother should see you get your diploma if 
she is able.

Paris gets top review in IOC 
report on hopehil host cities

LONDON (AP) — Exactly a month before 
the vote, front-runner Paris received the best 
overall review Monday in an KX" evaluation 
o f the five cities bidding for the 2012 
O lj^pics.

The International Olympic Committee 
issued a 123-page report evaltlating the bids of 
Paris, London, New York, Madrid and 
Moscow — the most competitive and glam­
orous field in Olympic bid nistory.

London, Madrid and New York also got 
positive ratings while long-shot Moscow 
came in for criticism.

The report did not rank the cities, but 
offered an insight into the strength and weak­
nesses of each bid. It focused on technical 
issues such as venues, financing, transporta­
tion, accommodations, security and public 
and government support.

The findings will serve as a guide for the 
117 eligible IOC voting members who will
cast secret ballots in Singapore
vote, however, also will t ^ e  into account

on July 6. The

geopolitical and other issues not covered by 
the report.

The rqxMt was based on visits to the five 
cities in February and March by the IOC eval­
uation commission, headed ,by Morocco’s 
Nawal El Moutawakel.

Paris has been considered the favorite since 
the start of the campaign nearly two years ago, 
and Monday’s glowing report only reinforced 
that status. However, me IOC also made clear 
that London, New Yoik and Madrid are wor-

thy contenders.
The report didn’t include a single negative 

word about Paris, praising the French capital’s 
sports concept, “excellent accommodation,” 
“nigh capacity and quality” transportation 
systems and “well-documented” budget.

The report also noted that Paris had “fully 
taken into account” the IOC’s framework for 
controlling the cost and size of the Olympics.

In a statement, the Paris 2012 committee 
noted that the report cited the “very high qual­
ity” of the bid.

“Today Paris 2012 is more determined than 
ever to demonstrate its Olympic commitment, 
with one sole objective in mind — having the 
honor to be awarded the 2012 Olympics and 
Paralympic Games,” it said.

London, which has gained significant 
momentum in recent months, was praised for' 
the “significant sports and environmental 
legacies^’ involved in its plans for regenerat­
ing the city’s rundown east side.

However, the IOC noted that “careful plan­
ning would be required to ensure that all facil­
ities are completed on time.” It also said that 
London’s improved transportation plans were 
workable i f ‘%Ily delivered” before 2012.

“This is a springboard for the next 30 days,” 
London bid chairman Sebastian Coe said. “A 
good evaluation report on its own is not 
enough to get you over the line, but we’re 
confident we can build on the momentum this 
bid has enjoyed over the last year."

As battle over judges fades, Suprem e C ourt w ar loom s

The truce

WASHINGTON (AP) — The sound bites and 
e-mails about their fitness to be federal appeals 
court judges — along with the demonization and 
canonization of their character — are almost over 
for Janice Rogers Brown and William Pryor.

Senators warred almost three years 
over the nominations of the California 
Supreme Court Justice and Alabama’s 
fonner attorney general. This week 
lawmakers will honor a truce on judges 
and on Democrats’ use of filibusters to 
block nominees, and put Brown and 
Pryor on a path to confirmation.

The battle over Brown, Pryor and 
Te.xas Supreme Court Justice Priscilla 
Owen included accusations of sexism, 
racism, elitism and religious bias.
While that fight is ending, it offered a 
preview of what President Bush’s first 
Supreme Court nominee may face.

Chief Justice William Rehnquist, 80, 
is battling cancer. Many court watchers 
expect a Supreme Court vacancy soon, 
possibly with the end of the court’s current term.

Brown has been held up as an example of the 
kind of judge Bush would like on the nation’s 
highest court. But the battle over getting Brown

ifies either for an immediate shot at the Supreme 
Court.

Brown was compared negatively in a cartoon to 
Justice Clarence Thomas. Pryor’s opponents said 
she was the “most anti-gay federal judicial nomi­

nee in memory.”
The television commercials in 

which they were labeled “extreme” 
and “dangerous” will fade into'mem- 
ory.

So, too, will the praise from their 
supporters: Brown’s rise as a share­
cropper’s daughter from segregated 
Alabama; Pryor’s enforcement, as 
Alabama’s attorney general, of a 
court order to remove a monument of 
the Ten Commandments from a state 
building.

Brown was nominated for the U.S. 
Court of Appeals for the District of 
Columbia Circuit.

As a result of a temporary recess 
appointment by Bush to get around a 

Democratic filibuster, Pryor already has joined 
the 11th Circuit Court of Appeals.

The Atlanta-based court had to help decide the 
fate of Terri Schiavo, the comatose woman whose

and Pryor on the appeals courts probably disqual- parent and husband fought all the way to the

Supreme Court over whether to keep her alive.
The federal courts refused to stop the removal 

of her feeding tube. Pryor has never made public 
which way he voted in those decisions. One of the 
court’s orders did say Pryor did not vote because 
he is recovering from surgery.

Pryor opposes abortion rights and has criticized 
the Supreme Court’s Roe v. Wade decision. But he 
promised he would follow the current law if con­
firmed for the regional court, one step below the 
Supreme Court. For his lifetime appointment to 
take effect, he needs confirmation from the Senate 
before the end of the year.

The chairman of the Senate Judiciary 
Committee circulated some of Pryor’s writings on 
that court this year, hoping it would sway some 
Democratic votes his way.

“It shows a pattern by Judge Pryor of concern 
to protect the rights of those often overlooked in 
the legal system,” Sen. Arlen Specter, R-Pa., said 
last month. “No one has refuted that analysis, 
except his opponets.”

“Pryor has compared our love to bestiality, 
incest and pedophilia,” said Kevin Cathcart, exec­
utive director of the gay-rights group Lambda 
Legal. “He says prohibiting anti-gay discrimina­
tion is giving us ’special privileges.’

Bush to ut^e steps to defend democracy in Latin America
FORT LAUDERDALE, Fla. (AP) 

-  President Bush is stepping into a 
debate over how far Western 
Hemisphere governments should go 
in rescuing countries where political 
instability threatens democratic sur­
vival.

Bush planned to deliver a speech 
Monday to an Organization of 
American States foreign ministers 
meeting after Secretary of State 
Condoleezza Rice told OAS dele­
gates Sunday night the institution 
must remain faithful to its pro­
democracy charter.

“We must act on our charter to

support democracy where it is 
threatened,” Rice said. “Wherever a 
free society is in retreat, a fear soci­
ety is on the offensive. And the 
weapon of choice for every authori­
tarian regime is the organized cruel­
ty of the police state.”

She singled out Bolivia, Ecuador 
and Haiti as countries that need help 
in overcoming chronic instability.

Venezuelan President Hugo 
Chavez, delivering a radio address to 
his countrymen, said the U.S. pro­
posal is a ploy to justify U.S. inter­
vention in the hemisphere.

“The times in which the OAS was

an instrument of the government in 
Washington are gone,” Chavez said. 
“Are they going to try, through the 
OAS, to monitor the Venezuelan 
government? ... Those who think 
they can put the peoples of Latin 
America in a corral are mistaken.”

Venezuelan Foreign Minister Ali 
Rodriguez was expected to deliver a 
more extended response to Rice’s 
proposal on Monday; however none 
had come by press time.

Although Rice did not mention 
Venezuela by name in her remarks, 
the Bush administration believes that 
Chavez has been engaged in a sys-

Govemment requiring major dealers in precious
metals and gems to help combat money laundering

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
The Bush administration, in 
its latest effort to nab drug 
lords and terrorist financiers, 
will require.major dealers in 
gold, diamonds and other 
precious metals and gems to 
set up comprehensive anti­
money laundering programs.

The Treasury
Department’s Financial 
Crimes Enforcement, 
dubbed FinCen, announced 
the action on Friday.

Specifically, such dealers 
will need to take steps 
including establishing poli­
cies and procedures to iden­
tify risks and minimize 
opportunities for abuse, 
training employees and des­
ignating a point person to 
assess compliance.

The provision applies to 
dealers who have bought and 
sold at least $50,000 worth 
of precious metals and gems.

Dealers whose activities for 
the 2005 calendar year fall 
into that dollar threshold will 
have until Jan. 1,2006, to set 
up anti-money laundering 
programs.

Given the dollar thresh­
old, most retailers in this 
industry are not required to 
set up such programs, a 
statement issued by FinCen 
said.

“The dollar threshold is 
intended to ensure that the 
rule only applies to persons 
engaged in the business of 
buying and selling a signifi­
cant amount of these items, 
rather than small businesses, 
occasional dealers and per­
sons dealing in such items 
for hobby purposes,” the 
agency said.

The Treasury Department 
has required a broad range of 
financial companies to adopt 
anti-money laundering pro­

grams. The issue took on 
heightened importance after 
the Sept. 11, 2001, terror 
attacks.

“The characteristics of 
jewels, precious metals and 
stones that make them valu­
able also make them poten­
tially vulnerable to those 
seeking to launder money,” 
said FinCen’s director 
William Fox.

In one money-laundering 
scheme uncovered by 
authorities, drug-money 
cash was exchanged for 
gold, which was then mold­
ed into tools, belt buckles, 
light switches and other 
items to be smuggled out of 
the country.

Congressional investiga­
tors have told the Treasury 
Department it needed to get 
a firmer grip on how terror­
ists may be using alternative 
means.

SAN JOSE, Calif. (AP) 
— Every six weeks, the 
Republican Party chairman 
has traveled to California, a 
large and solidly
Democratic Party strong­
hold. With Arnold
Schwarzenegger as gover­
nor and the state’s most con­
servative areas growing rap­
idly, Republicans are sens­
ing an opportimity.

Democrats have won the 
last four presidential con­
tests in California and main­
tain overwhelming majori­
ties in the congressional del­
egation and legislature.

T But Republican National 
Committee Chairman Ken 
Mehlman insists GOP 
prospects are improving, 
thanks to demographic 
changes and
Schwarzenegger’s star 
power.

“There’s tremendous 
opportunity here because of 
the governor and his leader­
ship, and because of 
President Bush and his lead­
ership,” Mehlman said in a 
recent interview.

Mehlman nonetheless 
faces steep challenges in 
making his party competi­
tive in California.

Bush lost the state by 10 
points to Democrat John 
Kerry last November, and 
Schwarzenegger is engaged 
in a bruising battle with 
teachers, nurses and other 
Democrat-leaning interest 
groups over government 
reform measures he’s pro­
posed to curtail their influ­
ence. Polls show the gover­
nor’s popularity has 
dropped below 50 percent.

But analysts have noted 
several population shifts 
that suggest potential for 
Republicans to expand their 
reach.

California is home to 
nearly 37 million people — 
one of every eight 
Americans — and is pro­
jected to add as many as 11 
million more in the next two 
decades, roughly the equiv­
alent of the state of Ohio. 
But while population 
growth is slowing in left­
leaning coastal areas like 
Los Angeles and San 
Francisco, it is accelerating 
in more conservative 
regions such as the Central 
Valley and the Inland 
Empire area east of Los 
Angeles.

The state’s large Hispanic 
population, long staunchly 
Democratic, has become 
somewhat less so in recent 
years. Bush won 32 percent 
of California’s Hispanic 
vote in 2004, up from 28 
percent in 2000. 
Schwarzenegger won about 
a third of Hispanic voters in 
the 2003 recall election 
even though Democratic Lt. 
Gov. Cruz Bustamante, was 
also on the ballot.

Mehlman has seized on 
those trends, traveling to 
California for outreach 
work in Hispanic areas.
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
