Last week, I let you in on
some of my favorite e-mail
tips and tricks. Today, | want
to show you step-by-step
how you can separate your
important messages from the
everyday junk.

Both Outlook and

You can set up rules to
change the color of an
important message, automat-
ically delete messages from

themselves by the U.S. no
less than three times in the
course of the 20th century,
should feel ashamed for
kicking a friend and ally
when he is down.

You don’t want to hurt his feelings by asking him
to stop, BUT you are also getting tired of going through
all those jokes. What’s the solution? Filters!

Despite their similar names, Outlook and Outlook
Express operate very differently in dealing with filters,
For that reason, I will first go through an example with
Outlook and then with Outlook Express.

Outlook

Single-click on the message you want to work with
(Joe-Bob’s most recent joke). Click the ORGANIZE
button on your toolbar. Then choose “Using
Colors.” Here, you can have all messages from Joe-Bob
show up as any color you wish. Choose one of the col-
ors and hit the “Apply Color” button.

Outlook actually calls this action, *“Automatic
Formatting” and considers it different than setting
“rules.” Many more options (including automatic dele-
tion) are available if you choose the TOOLS menu and
then “Rules Wizard.”

Outlook Express

First, single-click on the offending message you want
to filter. Pull down the MESSAGE menu and choose
“Create Rule from Message.” You will see a step-by-step
process to create a rule for that message. Notice all the
ways you can select messages to filter in the first scroll-
ing list. In our joke example, we will want to choose
“Where the From Line contains people.” In other words,
we want our e-mail program to apply this rule to EVERY
message FROM cousin Joe-Bob’s e-mail address. Put a

I have never really had much success with creating
rules that delete junk e-mail automatically. Junk e-mail-
ers never send you messages from the same address
twice. Your rule can only throw away mail from specif-
ic addresses. However, | have set up some rules that
mark junk e-mail in grey if the subjects contain certain
words.

I never automatically throw ANYTHING away, as
one of my friends or family might actually use one of
those words in a legitimate message subject. No, I sim-
ply mark them in a light grey color, making them easy to
delete en masse.

Remember, there is NO guaranteed way to prevent
junk e-mail. But filters and colors can help you sort the
junk from your good messages.

In a 2001 paper in Science, by Stanley Goldenberg of

the National Oceanographic and Atmospheric
Association (NOAA), it was explained that the Atlantic
goes through decades-long stretches where it creates
extra hurricanes while there are equally long lulls where
the number of hurricanes is low.

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Ophelia brings rain to Florida coast

JACKSONVILLE
BEACH, Fla. (AP)
Tropical Storm Ophelia
strengthened off Florida’s
Atlantic coast early today,
menacing one of the few
spots spared serious damage
from the six hurricanes that
have hit the state in 13
months.

Ophelia, with sustained
60 mph winds, stalled off-
shore about 70 miles east-
northeast of Cape Canaveral,
but forecasters said it was
impossible to say what path
the storm would take, or
whether it would reach hur-
ricane strength.

“We have to wait and see
what (Ophelia) is going to
do. The possibilities are end-
less,” said Steve Letro, a
meteorologist with  the
National Weather Service in
Jacksonville.

The media is a trusted source in the
time of natural disaster. Included
among a suggested ‘hurricane kit’ is a
portable radio and/or television with
fresh batteries so one can keep up with
what is happening. Every one tuned in
to see the initial reports of Katrina’s
wrath were grossly misled. This would
include emergency and rescue person-
nel.

The media, which never apologized
for the initial all-is-not-as-bad-as-it-
seems report, wasted little time-in pit-
ting the victims against the govern-
ment. It enjoys chumming the water
then filming, writing and/or reporting
on the feeding frenzy it creates.

In one of the worst reports [ have
seen to this point (and there have been
many), one man attempts to emote the
victim’s plight. In a slow, deliberate

delivery — while his camera person
pans the crowd of people in search of
the ‘money shot’ — he uses descrip-
tions and phrases meant to evoke
anger. “They feel abandoned by their
government,” he explains. “They won-
der where help is.” Mere moments
later, he describes how they (the vic-
tims) cannot get out, “Nor can their
loved ones get in to see them, to check
on them and make sure they are alive.”

Please, stop and think about that for
a moment.

All I have seen or heard to this point
is the negative, whether factual or con-
trived. All I have heard is how slow the
response to lend assistance was.

At the risk of sounding inhuman,
ample warning was provided well in
advance of this almost perfect storm.
Those living in the stricken areas are
well aware of what the words
Category Five mean. Not all who
stayed behind did so because of their
economic position. They did so will-
ingly.

There is something in these people
that says, “It won’t get me.” Yet, when
it does, the media finds it easier to
place the blame on some one or some-
thing else rather than say, “This is
what happens when you don’t take
these things seriously.”

Could all get out? No. But many
could.

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Technology: Video headstones may be next craze

MIAMI (AP) — Video screens
have shown up all over in recent
years — cell phones, bathrooms, car
head rests, subway cars, even ele-
vators. Next up: a solar-powered
video panel embedded in a tomb-
stone that plays a clip reminiscent
of “This Is Your Life.”

Tasteless, you might say? A
magnet for vandals?

On the contrary, says inventor
Sergio Aguirre.

His soothingly named Serenity
Panel is all about helping families

celebrate the life of a lost loved
one.

“While nothing ever replaces the
gift of life, memories can now
come one step closer to forever
being remembered and not forgot-

ten,” waxes the Web site of

Aguirre’s company, Vidstone LLC,

The video headstone concept has
been around for years, but previous
inventors’ ambitions have been laid

to rest. One gave up for lack of

demand and out of concern his
invention wouldn’t be able to with-
stand years of harsh weather.
That’s not deterring Aguirre,
who quit his telecommunications

job last month to work full time on
Vidstone.

Aguirre. 32, promises the
Serenity Panel will be durable, and
while he hasn’t sold any yet, he
says he’s got pre-orders from fami-
lies whose relatives have died. He
wouldn’t say how many pre-orders,
and he hasn't yet collected any
payment.

The device plays a five- to
seven-minute video featuring
special moments from some-
one’s life thar would be com-
piled by anyon¢ from friends and
relatives of the deceased to
funeral homes.

Lawsuit over MIT student’s
death raises tragic questions

CAMBRIDGE, Mass.
(AP) Elizabeth Shin was
engulfed in flames when
police burst into her dorm
room at the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology on
the night of April 10, 2000

After the state medical
examiner ruled her death
was “self-inflicted,” it
seemed obvious to Shin’s
parents that the troubled 19-
year-old student had finally
followed through on repeat
ed threats to kill herself

But the firefighter who
investigated the blaze had
his doubts. And those doubts
could be crucial evidence in
a lawsuit Shin’s parents have
filed against six MIT
employees, claiming they
didn’t do enough to prevent
her from killing herself

Officials at colleges and
universities across the coun-
try are concerned that the
lawsuit could open the door
to a flood of litigation and
force schools to bear an
untenable legal burden of
preventing students from
committing suicide.

Fhe circumstances sur-
rounding Shin’s death,
though, remain in con-
tention.

Cho and Kisuk Shin of
Livingston, N.J., said their
daughter began to experi-
ence psychological problems

in February 1999, during her
freshman year, when she
spent a week at a psychiatric
hospital after taking a potent
mixture of Tylenol and

codeine

Dr. Kristine Girard, asso-

Around 12:30 a.m. on the
day of the fire, Shin alleged-
ly told a friend she was
going to kill herself.

Later that morning, a
group of MIT doctors and
administrators met to discuss
Shin’s condition. They made

1 appointment for her at a
treatment facility the follow-
ing day, leaving a message
on her answering machine.

It’s not known if she ever
got the message. That night,
around 9 p.m., the smoke
alarm went off in Shin’s
room, and she was found on
fire inside

When investigators
searched the room, they
found a tequila bottle and
three empty prescription bot-
tles that had contained
Celexa and Ativan, which
are used to treat depression
and anxiety. On her comput-
er was a journal entry, dated
April 9, in which Shin says
she is in a “morbid mood.”

‘I am burning four can-
dles,” she wrote. “They are
resting on the floor. The
lights are all off. And here |
am, typing away aimlessly,
hoping to exorcise my
demons | forget what it
feels like to not be run by lit
tle horned devils.”

DOE: Gas prices could skyrocket this fall

WASHINGTON (AP)
Natural gas prices could
increase as much as 71 per-
cent in part of the United
States this fall, the Energy
Department reports.

The department’s statisti-
cal agency, the Energy
Information Administration,
reported Wednesday that
price hikes will depend on
how quickly oil rigs and
Gulf coast refineries dam-
aged by Hurricane Katrina
can be repaired.
