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Roberts hearings begin w ith advice from  G O P
WASHINGTON (AP) — On the 

opening day of confirmation hear­
ings, Senate Republicans advised 
Supreme Court nominee John 
Roberts against responding to prob­
ing questions from Democrats on 
divisive issues: “Don’t take the bait,” 
said Texas Sen. John Comyn;

Democrats promised to use the 
days of hearings to question Roberts 
on abortion, civil rights, privacy, 
election rights, capital punishment, 
judicial activism and the powers of 
the presidency and Congress.

Celanese Sunrise

President Bush chose Roberts to 
be the nation’s chief justice, and at 
age 50, the appellate judge has the 
potential to shape the high court for 
decades.

Sen. Edward M. Kennedy, D- 
Mass., said the Senate must deter­
mine whether Roberts “has demon­
strated a commitment to the constitu­
tional principles that have been so 
vital in advancing fairness, decency 
and equal opportunity in our socie­
t y ”Republicans warned Roberts

against responding to “litmus-test 
questions.”

“Don’t take the bait,” said Sen. 
John Comyn, R-Texas, in his pre­
pared statement. “Do exactly the 
same thing every nominee. 
Republican and Democrat alike, has 
done. Decline to answer any ques­
tion you feel would compromise 
your ability to do your job. The vast 
majority of the Senate, I am con­
vinced, will not punish you for doing 
so.”

Roberts smiled and said merely.

“Good morning,” as he left for the 
hearings from his suburban 
Maryland home Monday. Outside 
the Supreme Court, across the street 
from the Capitol, several dozen. 
demon.strators carried signs that said 
“Confirm Roberts” and “Stop 
Abortion Now.” Court officers stood 
shoulder-to-shoulder to keep demon­
strators at a distance.

Lawmakers were devoting the first 
day of the weeklong hearings to

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Katrina spurs 
new debate on 
energy policy

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Hurricane Katrina has 
reopened a national debate-- 
on energy pt)licy, generating 
new congressional support 
lor more stringent automo­
bile fuel economy require­
ments and a fresh push by 
the oil industry for drilling in 
areas now off-limits.

Just over a month after 
President Bush signed into 
law a massive energy bill, 
lawmakers are talking about 
the need for a second one. If 
it emerges from Congress, it 
will carry the stamp of 
Katrina and the vulnerabili­
ties the storm exposed to the 
nation’s energy system.

“Hurricane Katrina 
exposed the harsh reality that 
we have been skating on thin 
ice when it comes to this 
country’s energy concentra­
tions on the Gulf Coast,’’ 
.said Sen. Pete Domenici, R- 
N.M., chairman of the 
Senate Energy Committee 
and an architect of the ener­
gy legislation passed this 
summer.

Domenici, in an interview 
and an appearance Sunday 
on cable TV’s C-SPAN chan­
nel, afso said the Gulf disas­
ter and the skyrocketing 
gasoline costs it unlea.shed 
has made it clear more needs 
to be done to reduce energy 
use. fhat includes requiring 
automakers to significantly 
increase the fuel economy of 
their fleets, he .said.

I he hurricane was “a seri­
ous wake-up call that we 
have to do something both 
on the supply side and the 
conservation side’’ that 
before was politically impos­
sible, Domenici said.

A turbulent week that 
included the funeral of 
William H. Rehnquist, his 
mentor and the man he 
hopes to replace, Roberts’ 
renomination for chief jus­
tice and controversy over the 
government’s tardy response 
to Hurricane Katrina didn’t 
seem to cause any new prob­
lems for the nominee.

Liberal, civil rights, civil 
libertarian and abortion 
rights groups have come out 
against him, but not one of 
the Senate’s 100 members 
has declared opposition.

“I expect these hearings 
will show that you have the 
appropriate philosophy to 
lead our nation into the 
future,” said Sen.

“I am concerned by a 
trend on the court to limit 
this right and . curtail 
women’s autonomy,”
Feinstein said. “It would be 
very difficult for me to vote 
to confirm someone to the

( Jphthalmology, American 
Medical Association, and the 
Texas Medical A.ssociation.

Texas virtue in response to natural disasters...

Texas is a state affected by 
many natural disasters. We 
have everything from hurri­
canes and flash floods to 
draughts and tornadoes. 
Natural disasters kill people 
and destroy property. They 
also reveal something about 
who we really are down 
deep.

Whenever natural disas­
ters are looming, our first 
effort is do whatever we can 
to protect the people they 
threaten. After the event, we 
try to help those affected 
recover and move on with 
their lives. We also want to 
take a step back and see what 
we lessons we can learn. We 
need to examine the event 
and determine what meas­
ures will minimize the harm 
from similar events in the 
future.

Texas has been hit by

some powerful hurricanes 
such as Bret in 1999, Alicia 
in 1983, and Allen in 1980; 
but the most powerful hurri­
cane to hit the state in the 
20th century was the one 
that slammed into Galveston 
in 1900. According to some 
estimates, that storm had 
winds of 100 mph that 
peaked as high as ISO mph. 
it killed over 8,000 people, 
25 percent of the population, 
and destroyed more than 
3,600 homes on Galveston 
Island. Some Texans dis­
played remarkable courage; 
Four men spent hours in a 
row boat pulling people 
from debris-filled water sav­
ing as many as 200 lives. 
After the storm, the city built 
a six-mile-long seawall that 
was later extended.

Growing up in Galveston 
County, I lived through

Carla and other hurricanes. I 
have never forgotten the 
experience of driving to my 
parents’ house because we 
had not heard from them. 
Telephone service was out, 
so we

packed our 
car with 
water and 
other sup­
plies and 
drove to 
their home.
As we
approached, we saw more 
and more of the hurricane’s 
destruction. Finally, we 
reached their battered house, 
and fortunately found them 
unharmed.

Texas also has also had to 
deal with some devastating 
tornadoes. Back in 1997, we 
had a fierce tornado in 
Jarrell. The funnel cloud was

as big as three-quarters of a 
mile wide and had winds of 
well over 200 mph. It killed 
27 people in a town of just 
700, destroyed at least 50 
homes, including one entire 

subdivision. 
P e o p l e  
d e s c r i b e d  
cars being 
flung about 
in the air. 
One place 
the tornado 
crossed the 

road it ripped off 500 feet of 
asphalt. Before dissipating, 
the tornado had caused $20 
million in damage. Our 
countrymen showed us therr 
generosity, sending $1.3 mil­
lion and over 400 volunteers 
from 15 states to help Jarrell 
recover.

Dealing with these disas­
ters has made Texans both

tough and compassionate. 
Whenever people encounter 
adversity, they are forced to 
make a decision about how 
to respond. So often, Texans 
have stood tall, displaying 
virtue in the heat of the 
moment. When battered by a 
hurricane, Texans have 
increased their resolve, bat­
tling the elements to survive. 
When threatened by funnel 
clouds, they have reacted 
with bravery and risked their 
lives to save the lives of oth­
ers. And after the moment of 
danger has passed, they have 
showed kindness and gen­
erosity in helping neighbors 
get back on their feet.

Recently, Hurricane
Katrina barreled up the Gulf 
Coast, striking our neigh­
bors, and dealing them a 
powerful blow.
Approximately 80 percent of

the city of New Orleans was 
covered in water, and thou­
sands of people suddenly 
found themselves homeless 
and with no one to turn to. In 
the midst of this great mis­
fortune, my heart was 
warmed by the many Texans 
who opened their arms and 
their homes to their fellow 
Americans. Public institu­
tions, many churches and 
charities, and numerous indi­
viduals provided food, shel­
ter, and money for those 
escaping the hurricane’s 
devastation.

In one story that was par­
ticularly touching, a Texas 
couple who had just moved 
into their new home took 
their old home off the market 
in order to provide shelter to 
a family of nine in the

Some good-news data 
came out recently from the 
National Health and 
Nutrition Examination 
Survey. The main finding 
was a decline in tooth decay 
for people in all racial, eco­
nomic and age groups. It was

that he is still seeing “quite a 
few” children with cavities. 
He reminds parents that 
small children do not have 
the strength to properly 
brush their teeth. In the latest 
testing period, 1999-2002, 
some 60 percent of children 
ages 6-19 have had no cavi­
ties in their lifetime. That’s 
10 percent better than a

decade ago. Use of sealants 
is up 64 percent.

Some 30 percent of chil­
dren have at least one tooth 
sealed — usually on the back 
teeth, which do a majority of 
the chewing. At the other 
end of the age spectrum, 
there was good news, too.

Only one in four people in 
the 60 age group have lost 
all their teeth. It used to be 
one in three from 1998-94 
statistics. Adults with more 
than high-school degrees 
averaged three more teeth -  
25 vs. 22 -  than people with­
out high-school degrees.

Overall, the news is good.
Americans have healthier 

teeth than even a decade ago.
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Musician‘Gatemouth’ Brown dies at 81 after fleeing Katrina
BATON ROUGE, La. (AP) — Clarence “Gatemouth” 

Brown, the singer and guitarist who built a 50-year career 
playing blues, country, jazz and Cajun music, died Saturday 
in his hometown of Orange, Texas, where 
he had gone to escape Hurricane Katrina.
He was 81.

Brown, who had been battling lung can­
cer and heart disease, was in ill health for 
the past year, said Rick Cady, his booking 
agent.

Cady said the musician was with his 
family at his brother’s house when he 
died. Brown’s home in Slidell, La., a bed­
room community of New Orleans, was 
destroyed by Katrina, Cady said.

“He was completely devastated,” Cady ___________
said. “I’m sure he was heartbroken, both
literally and figuratively. He evacuated successfully before
the hurricane hit, but I’m sure it weighed heavily on his
soul.”

Although his career first took off in the 1940s with blues 
hits “Okie Dokie Stomp” and “Ain’t That Dandy,” Brown 
bristled when he was labeled a bluesman.

In the second half of his career, he became known as a 
musical jack-of-all-trades who played a half-dozen instru­

ments and culled from jazz, country, Texas blues, and the 
zydeco and Cajun music of his native Louisiana.

By the end of his career. Brown had more than 30 record- 
ings and won a Grammy award in 1982.

“I’m so unorthodox, a lot of people 
can’t handle it,” Brown said in a 2001 
interview.

Brown’s versatility came partly from a 
childhood spent in the musical mishmash 
of southwestern Louisiana and southeast­
ern Texas. He was bom in Vinton, La., and 
grew up in Orange, Texas.

Brown often said he learned to love 
music from his father, a railroad worker 
who sang and played fiddle in a Cajun 
band. Brown, who was dismissive of most 
of his contemporary blues players, named 

his father as his greatest musical influence.
“If I can make my guitar sound like his fiddle, then I know 

I’ve got it right,” Brown said.
Brown started playing fiddle by age 5. At 10, he taught 

himself an odd guitar picking style he used all his life, drag­
ging his long, bony fingers over the strings.

In his teens. Brown toured as a drummer with swing bands 
and was nicknamed “Gatemouth” for his deep voice. After a

months ahead. In another part of 
Texas, one company offered about 40 
vacant apartments in a retirement 
community, plus food, transportation 
and housekeeping for no charge.

Know that when I am working in 
Washington, you repeatedly make me 
proud to be from the Lone Star State.

After 20 years of having 
Heather in my life, 1 think I can survive 
without ever speaking to her again. What 
should I do? -  LOST IN SAN MATEO, 
CALIF.

DEAR LOST: For the sake of your 20- 
year friendship, clear the air and say what's 
on your mind -  including the fact that you 
felt betrayed when Heather failed to see 
you after the accident. She may have felt 
too guilty to face you.
There are times when saying "I'm sorry" 
and "I'll never drink and drive again" may 
seem inadequate. And yet, those things are 
exactly what need to be .said — and you 
need to hear them — regardless of whether 
or not the subject makes Heather uncom­
fortable. For your own peace of mind, 
please do it soon. You have nothing to lose 
and everything to gain.

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Crop report: cotton, sugar cane production should go up
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Despite Hurricane Katrina’s 
damage to Mississippi cot­
ton fields and Louisiana’s 
sugarcane cn ^ , cotton pro­
duction nationwide still 
should approach records and 
sugarcane production is 
expected to be above last 
year’s, the Agriculture 
Department said today.

The hurricane’s effects on 
U.S. agriculture rippled far 
beyond the southern 
Mississippi and southeastern 
Louisiana farm fields in its 
wake, although it’s too early 
to determine the exact toll, 
the department said.

In its monthly crop report, 
the Agriculture Department 
raised its forecasts for cot­

ton, rice, soybeans and com 
over last month’s estimates. 
And though farmers are 
expected to grow more sug­
arcane than in 2004, the 
department lowered its pro­
duction forecast from last 
month.

Harvest of com and soy­
beans, the main export 
crops, won’t be fully under

way for a couple of weeks.
U.S. agriculture depends 

heavily on foreign sales of 
crops, many of which are 
exported down the 
Mississippi River through 
Gulf Coast waterways and 
ports that were ravaged by 
Katrina.

“When the Midwest har­
vest gets into full swing and

whether they’ll be able to 
handle grain shipments then, 
that’s going to be the tme 
test,’’ said Terry Francl, 
economist for Farm Bureau, 
the nation’s largest general 
farm organization.

The river and the key agri­
cultural port, the Port of 
New Orleans, were operat­
ing Monday but at limited

capacity.
“1 don’t want to give you 

the wrong impression — it’s 
not like it was before the 
storm,” said Chris Bonura, 
spokesman for the port. “But 
we’re starting to see the first 
steps of getting back to com­
mercial cargo.”

Exodus scram bles politics
WASHINGTON (AP) — Population 

shifts caused by the exodus of hurricane vic­
tims from the Gulf Coast could have ripple 
effects for years to come in Louisiana politi­
cal races and perhaps beyond.

How big depends on how many people 
stay away, which ones stay away and where 
they end up putting down roots.

The early thinking is that the evacuees 
least likely to return to their 
homes in Louisiana may be ■  ̂.=
the poorest — and thus,
Democrats for the most part.
That would hurt the party in a 
state where Republicans 
already were making inroads.

If the lion’s share of those 
leaving settle in Texas, that 
could work to the advantage 
of Democrats in President 
Bush’s home state.

“I’m believing that the 
greatest displacement occurs 
among those who are tradi­
tionally Democratic voters,” 
said Elliott Stonecipher, an 
independent political con­
sultant from Shreveport, La.

“Based on sheer demo­
graphics, those who are 
Republican voters have the “ “
wherewithal and, we believe, 
the will to go home and rebuild,” he said.

Stonecipher sees the New Orleans area 
losing Democratic voters and a political net­
work that was of great benefit to Sen. Mary 
Landrieu and other Democrats.

“On Election Day there is a well-oiled 
machine that knows how to turn those votes 
out from specific neighborhoods and in spe­
cific ways,” Stonecipher said.

Landrieu was elected in a 2002 runoff by 
a 52-48 margin, a difference of just 42,000 
votes. New Orleans was the base of her sup­
port.

“If that’s compromised, that could be a 
problem for her,” said John 
Maginnis, who publishes a 
political newsletter in 
Louisiana.

Landrieu is not up for re- 
election until 2008. Kathleen 
Blanco, the Democratic gov­
ernor, who also won by a 52- 
48 margin, faces re-election 
in 2007.

Ray Nagin, the 
Democratic mayor of New 
Orleans, is up for re-election 
in February. No one knows if 
the city could even hold an 
election by then.

Overall, said Maginnis, 
Republicans have made 
gains in Louisiana in recent 
years and “the effects of the 
storm aftermath probably 

* * * * ^ = ^  will help them.” President 
Bush carried the state in 2000 

and 2004; Democrat Bill Clinton did so in 
the previous two presidential elections.

Still, demographic shifts within the state 
could work to the Democrats’ advantage in 
some cases, Maginnis said.

Muslims aid Sept 11 anniversary
HOUSTON (AP) —  About 2,000 Muslim 

volunteers helped victims of Hurricane 
Katrina at the city’s downtown convention 
center on Sunday — the fourth aimiversary 
of the Sept. 11, 2001, terrorist attacks.

Muslim leaders from around the country 
who were in Houston for the volunteer efforT 
said the aimiversary was mere chance. But 
they welcomed the coincidence as an oppor­
tunity to highlight their ftith ’s true meaning.

“We’re not trying to prove anything, other 
than what our faith requires us to do,” said 
Mahdi Bray, executive director of the 
Washington, D.C.-based Muslim American 
Society. “What goes with our faith is to help 
others, to respond and show compassion 
when people need it and I’m glad we can do 
it.”

Parvez Ahmed, chairman of the board of

the nonprofit Council on American-lslamic 
Relations, said Muslim leaders viewed 
Sunday’s volunteer opportunity as another 
chance to show that the Sept. 11 attacks were 
carried out by Islamic extremists who do not 
represent the true meaning of their faith.

Religious and community groups who are 
volunteering to help at the various shelters in 
the Houston area, including those at the con­
vention center, picked through a random 
drawing what day they would work. 
Houston’s Muslim community got Sunday.

“If today not only happens to be a day 
where we are feeding people and helping 
people and doing our Islamic duties and 
doing our American duties, but at the same 
time it also presents an opportunity to dispel 
myths about Islam and terrorism, then so be 
it,” said Ahmed.

School funding ruling 
expected in 2 weeks

AUSTIN (AP) — Texas 
Supreme Court Chief Justice 
Wallace Jefferson said he 
expects the court to issue a 
ruling in the troublesome 
school funding case within 
two weeks.

“I can’t say it will be 
definitive,” Jefferson said in 
Saturday’s online edition of 
the Midland Reporter- 
Telegram. “There will be a 
decision from the court and 
the Legislature will do what 
it docs.”

The state’s high court took 
on the issue when the state 
appealed a lower court rul­

ing that said the method 
Texas uses to pay for public 
education is unconstitution­
al.

State District Judge John 
Dietz ruled the system 
unconstitutional and set an 
Oct. 1 deadline for the state 
to overhaul the system.

In the last three years, the 
Legislature has failed five 
times to find an agreeable 
solution — one that would 
replace local property taxes 
with another form of rev­
enue, likely from new taxes.

The last special session 
ended in failure on Aug. 19.
